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Abstract. Introduction. Having come to power, the Bolsheviks faced the rise of the national liberation
movement in all national regions of Russia and the strengthening of Turkic unity and solidarity. Lenin,
as the main ideologist of the national policy of the RCP(b), well understood the danger of the idea of
Turkic unity, the difficulties before the process of establishing Soviet power in the national regions of
the empire, as well as the need to quickly prevent Turkic unity in the developing Civil War. With his
proposal, the importance of the national problem in the hierarchy of party priorities increased, the party
began to amend its theoretical schemes and clarify the practical steps for its solution, taking into account
regional peculiarities. Goals and objectives of the study. This study examines the evolution of the national
policy of the RCP(b) in Turkestan on the example of the institution of the autonomous Soviet republic
and the party structure, which aims to rethink the history of the national-territorial demarcation of
Turkestan. Results. Modern researchers, allowing a better understanding of the political processes in the
Turkestan region after the February Revolution, laid the foundation for the national liberation movement
of the Turkic-Muslim peoples against the Bolsheviks, which took the character of jadidism and
«Basmachi». In a number of studies there are opinions that the Soviet government continued the Russian
imperialist policy. In addition, without denying the enormous social costs of the establishment of Soviet
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power in the vast territories of the Turkic peoples, it should be noted that it removed the local liberal
intelligentsia from power and prevented the «Basmachi movement», which determined the subsequent
course of events and the nature of Bolshevik reconstruction, including the logic of nation-building.
Conclusion. The February Revolution raised hopes of independence for the colonized peoples under the
tsarist government, followed by the creation of the Turkestan Autonomy, which in turn was reorganized
by the Bolsheviks into the Turkestan AKSR. In 1924, the policy of partitioning Central Asia and
Kazakhstan was implemented in order to completely destroy this structure, contradicting Lenin’s
Bolshevik policy.

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Introduction

The problem of studying the history of territorial demarcation in Soviet and domestic
historiography and the dynamics of the political situation in Turkestan was subordinated to the logic of
the entire Russian revolutionary process. Against the background of the food crisis in the villages and
the deterioration of the socio-economic situation, the authority of the Provisional Government within the
framework of the Turkestan Committee was marked. At the same time, public sentiment was focused on
national liberation uprisings, the strengthening of the Bolsheviks in the cities of European Russia, the
Soviets of Workers’ and Military Deputies, and the balance of political forces in Turkestan.
By September the Bolshevik program had gained the support of army committees and railroad workers’
unions. At the end of August, after the Kornilov uprising, the local Bolsheviks, who had realized the
creation of the RSDLP(b), adopted a resolution at the Tashkent Council of Workers’ and Soldiers’
Deputies to transfer all power to the Soviets. In general, the proclamation of Soviet power in Tashkent
and then in Turkestan followed Moscow’s scenario. Relying on the military, the Tashkent Soviets seized
power three days after the October Revolution in Petrograd (RSACH. F. 71. I. 34. C. 1475. Pp. 7-9).

The peculiarity of the proclamation of Soviet power in Turkestan was that the Soviets represented
the interests of the local Russian-speaking population as democratic authorities. At that time, the local
Turkic peoples had not formed as a class of «proletariat» and were not widely spread in the Soviets,
military units formed from the local population practically did not exist. In turn, the local socio-political
organizations «Shuroi-Islamiya» and «Ulama Jamat» declared the actions of the Bolsheviks since
September 1917 a seizure of power to grant the region the status of national-territorial autonomy, and the
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Soviets proclaimed «Power belongs to the Soviets!» stating that this slogan was contrary to the
interests of the Turkic-Muslim people. When they came to power, V. Lenin and I. Stalin’s theoretical
constructs on the national question were dominated by the class approach. The problems of nations and
national statehood were perceived as a phenomenon of the capitalist formation, and the right to national
autonomy and independence was considered only as a transitional stage in the process of creating
a proletarian unitary state (Ishakov, 2004: 27-31). The first decisions of the Soviet government
on the national question: the «Declaration of the Rights of the Russian People» and the appeal
to «All Working Muslims of Russia and the East», issued in November-December 1917, guaranteed the
right to self-government, freedom of religion and preservation of the culture and traditions of the
peoples. (Agzamkhodzhayev, 2005: 19-22). These statements were primarily aimed at increasing the
confidence of the Turkic-Muslim people in the new government and erasing the traces of colonialism
left by the new government. It should be noted that the attitude of the central bodies
of the RSDLP(b) to the national question at that time was mainly declarative in nature, and the national
policy was characterized by a high level of conjuncture.

Soviet power in Turkestan was proclaimed as a dictatorship of the workers on the class principle,
but limited to a very narrow social base on the national principle. At the same time, the issue of autonomy
of the region as a whole was not reflected in the decisions of the Congress. In this regard, according to
A. Khalid, the reason why the Bolsheviks did not allow the Turkic-Muslims in was because they
controlled the distribution of food during the shortages (RSACH. F. 71. I. 34. C. 1475. Pp. 12-14).

Thus, the agenda of creating a Turkestan republic, even as an autonomy, was not part of the
Bolsheviks’ policy plans, which eventually led to a policy of partitioning the whole of Turkestan, after
which five new Soviet national republics were formed on the political map. Subsequently, constitutions
were issued, which eventually led to the complete dependence of the national republics on the Russian
Empire, already in the form of the Soviet state.

Materials and methods

After the collapse of the Soviet Union, a number of independent states emerged in the Central
Asian region. Since that time, the media have periodically raised issues related to the territorial claims of
the young republics. In the opinion of Central Asian historians, many border problems arose as a result
of the national-territorial demarcation of the region carried out in 1924-1925 (Caroe, 1953: 135-144).
In Soviet literature, it was believed that the aim of the project was to eradicate ethnic discord and facilitate
the process of forming socialist nations in Turkestan. Modern literature is dominated by the assertion that
Central Asia could have posed a threat to the young Soviet republic. This was due to the fact that in the
region, where several million Muslims lived, pockets of resistance to Soviet power based on the ideas of
Pan-Turkism and Pan-Islamism could arise. In foreign literature there is an opinion that the demarcation
was in fact a «Soviet experiment» and an expression of the «divide and rule» policy.

The materials of Turkish, Uzbek and Russian authors were used in this study. As a source material,
the archival data of the Central State Archive of the Republic of Uzbekistan and the State Historical
Archive of the Russian Federation were attracted. The main methods of research were used content
analysis of sources, the principle of historicism, diachronic analysis of historical processes after the
revolution of 1917, as well as the prerequisites of the division of Turkestan.

Discussion

The Kazakh national elite published the problem of historiography of this scientific work in their
works. Among them, Mustafa Shokai, a political émigré, was one of the first intellectuals who openly
opposed the policy of dismemberment of Turkestan. In one of his works he wrote: «Such artificial and
forcible dismemberment of Turkestan allowed the Soviet government, firstly, to fight the aspiration of
Turkic-Muslim peoples of Turkestan to strengthen their national-political unity even under the Soviet
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flag, and secondly, Stalin’s definition of «national nation in name only, international and socialist nation
in internal content» was only necessary for the successful implementation of the «policy» of
«nationalization» (Shokai, 1993: 245). According to M. Shokai in fact the Bolsheviks intended in their
national policy in Turkestan to prove the policy of the old Russian colonial imperialism and to establish
Russian power.

Being a witness of the events of the Bolshevik policy, M. Shokai in his scientific works stated that
the Soviet authorities were deathly afraid of the unification of Turkic peoples of Turkestan, they opposed
the idea of «United Turkestan» and did everything possible to prevent the strengthening of related Turkic
peoples. Back in 1917, when Turkestan autonomy was created, Bolsheviks used the Armenian party
Dashnaktsutyun and created the Soviet-type Turkestan ACSR in its place. However, the idea of
pan-Turkism did not lose its significance even in this Bolshevik-type autonomous service. Bolsheviks
were among those who supported the idea of «integrity of Turkestan». These were prominent
representatives of the Kazakh ethno-elite Turar Ryskulov and Sultanbek Kozhanov
(Ryskulov, 1997: 547).

S. Kozhanov was one of the participants of the policy of disunification of Turkestan. Kozhanov
believed that the political organization of the Turkestan region should be in the form of a federation and
initiated the creation of the Central Asian Federation with the inclusion of Kazakhstan. He followed the
direction to include the republics flying under the flags of the region, first in the economic community,
then in the Central Asian Federation, and then in the Union of Republics — USSR as a powerful economic
and political-administrative structure. But this idea of S. Kozhanov was not supported by the Central
Asian Bureau of the RC RC(b)P. The Soviet government did not want the unification of the Turkic
peoples of Central Asia in any form and prevented this from happening (Khodjayev, 1932: 190).

In the Soviet period there were no special studies on this topic. The attention of scientists was
directed to the disclosure of issues of economic zoning in the RSFSR and union republics, to the study
of the administrative-territorial structure of the USSR. In addition, there were published works on
administrative-territorial changes and zoning of individual regions of the Urals, Siberia and Kazakhstan.
Since the 1920s, there have been works that address the problems of zoning of the Soviet state. The works
of 1.G. Aleksandrov are devoted to the issues of administrative changes (Aleksandrov, 1921: 15). The
author argued that the new zoning based on the method of economic gravitation should be the basis for
building the future economy of Russia. At the same time, according to the scientist, it was necessary to
respect the interests of autonomies and any changes in the boundaries, if required by economic
transformation, had to be coordinated with the desire of autonomous entities.

S.1. Sulkevich, being a consultant of the administrative commission of the All-Russian Central
Executive Committee, covered in his works the territorial transformations of the Soviet state in the 1920s.
He was one of the first to identify the main stages of administrative-territorial construction, considered
the process of creation of autonomies in the RSFSR. On the issue of mass unbundling of volosts
in 1917-1919, the author pointed out that it was necessary in the conditions of the Civil War, when the
situation of instability required a special tension of forces, for which the volost authorities were created
to carry out the directives of the Soviet leadership in the field (Sulkevich, 1926: 198-201).

The history of research into the policy of disengagement in Turkestan has traveled a difficult path.
If in the 20s-30s of the twentieth century there were individual studies of an objective nature, as can be
seen in the works of Mukhamedjan Tynyshbaev, Sanzhar Asfendiyarov, Khalel Dosmukhamedov,
then from the mid-1930s the studies began to be conducted under strict party-class control. The authors
who did not meet such requirements were punished severely, as evidenced by the tragic fates of many
scientists, including those listed above. In the 50s of the twentieth century, a monograph
by A. Nusupbekov was published on the principles of Marxism and Leninism. In his scientific work, the
author touched upon the complexities of that period. However, taking into account the national policy of
the Bolsheviks in Turkestan, the Turkkomissiya on June 5, 1920 in a telegram addressed to V.I. Lenin,
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the Presidium of the All-Russian Central Executive Committee and the Central Committee of the RCP(b)
pointed out that the immediate dismemberment of the Turkestan Republic into a number of separate
national republics would bring chaos to all work in Turkestan and would undoubtedly play into the hands
of nationalist elements of the republic, that the political situation dictated the necessity of preserving a
unified Turkestan Republic for the time being (Nusupbekov, 1953: 190).

In the work of T.A. Agdarbekov the problems of forming the borders of the Kazakh autonomy with
Siberia and Turkestan were revealed (Agdarbekov, 1990: 32). The author wrote that the core of nation-
state building in Kazakhstan was the collection and unification of Kazakh lands within the autonomy,
which was completed by the mid-1920s. The establishment of the legal status of the republic followed a
thorny path, in the struggle of two trends: the tendency to transform the autonomy into an ordinary
administrative-territorial unit and the granting of state independence to the republic in resolving internal
issues. At the same time, the Kazakh Republic, being a part of the RSFSR, had limited state sovereignty.

In general, in the Soviet period, there was no need for a detailed study of the peculiarities of the
delimitation of union republics in the first decades of the USSR. New generations were brought up in the
spirit of unity, which was based on the postulates of equality and brotherhood of all peoples, enshrined
in one of the first official documents of the Bolsheviks — the «Declaration of the Rights of the Peoples of
Russia». In this regard, research in the field of territorial transformations was in the shadow of the
research focus, as it could potentially serve as a pretext for the development of nationalist ideas and
separatist movements in the Soviet Union.

After the collapse of the Soviet Union, Kazakhstan scientists continued their research on the
problems of state building in Kazakhstan. The work of M.A. Maldybekova was devoted to the territorial
and state demarcation of the Turkestan Republic (Maldybekova, 2002: 146). The author analyzed the
processes of national-state division of Central Asian republics, as a result of which Turkestan autonomy
was divided into union republics and autonomous regions. The scientist noted the importance of this
stage for the political life of Kazakhstan, as the republic received economically developed
regions — Zhetysu and Syr Darya, preserved the national integrity of the Kazakh people.

The processes of national-territorial demarcation of the Siberian territories of the RSFSR with the
Kazakh ASSR in the 1920s are covered by E.B.Sadykov (Sadykov, 2011: 64-66). Without denying the
importance of Soviet national policy in the formation and strengthening of the borders of the autonomous
republic, he notes the steadfastness of the leaders of the Steppe region in the return of «ancestral» lands,
such as the Akmola and Semipalatinsk regions. The historian concludes that the administrative-territorial
changes between Siberia and the Kazakh ASSR in the 1920s were only a tool in the Bolsheviks’ creation
of a rigidly centralized state.

In the early 2000s, the problem of the division of Turkestan began to be considered in foreign
historiography, where the issues of the Bolsheviks’ national policy towards the national peripheries
in the 1920s-1930s are highlighted. The work of the German researcher W. Donninghaus pays special
attention to the problems of interaction between the Bolsheviks and the national western peripheries and
western minorities, especially the Germans (Donninghaus, 2011: 727). A detailed analysis
of the formation and development of the national policy of Soviet power is given.

The American researcher T. Martin, considering the peculiarities of the Bolsheviks’ national
policy, came to the conclusion that the unification of the majority of peoples under the wing of Russia
took place in the conditions of serious support of national minorities by the Soviets to the detriment of
the ethnic majority — the Russian people (Martin, 2011: 662). The author also introduces into scientific
circulation a new term «Empire of positive reality», defining the Soviet Union as a special form of
statehood.

It can be said that the demarcation of Turkestan was studied to a greater or lesser extent by Uzbek
and Russian scholars in the 50s-60s of the last century. However, this issue was not considered as a
separate topic. The mentioned issue is often covered in a brief overview within the framework of other
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problems. Therefore, scholars have considered this problem predominantly, paying special attention to
the last period of the Republic of Turkestan and the process of establishing national republics in Central
Asia. Therefore, the politics of Turkestan’s disengagement have been studied from a general point of
view in relation to these topics. Moreover, in accordance with the ideology and politics of the period,
issues contrary to the principles of the party were deliberately glossed over or not mentioned at all. These
authors too little considered the aspects of the destination process related to Kazakhstan. There are few
Kazakhstani authors who have paid attention to this problem. Except for the monograph published
in 1953 by scientist A. Nusipbekov, there are almost no works in this area. Moreover, his study could
not comprehensively cover the set goal. The book did not mention economic demarcation, as well as
conflicts and disputes during the demarcation of Turkestan.

Recently published scientific work of the authors M. Laruelle, I. Grek, S. Davydov, who
considering aspects of national identity Russian/Russian touched on some aspects of the formation of the
Soviet state. This study touched upon the problems of the policy of partitioning of Central Asia and
Kazakhstan from the point of view of ethno-nationalism and a new form of colonialism as factors of
logistic policy of the Russian Empire. What is interesting in this study are the discourses of demarcation
and a comparative analysis of contemporary approaches of neo-colonialism (Laruelle, Grek,
Davydov, 2023: 3-27).

Results

Prerequisites of the policy of disengagement. Because of the political instability and uncertainty of
the Soviet government’s positions, the Bolsheviks seized power by force, the leaders of the national
liberation movement prepared their project of Turkestan autonomy without waiting for the convening
of the Constituent Assembly. Thus, two weeks later, on November 27, 1917, the Fourth Muslim Congress
was convened in the city of Kokand, where the famous resolution was adopted: «The Extraordinary
All-Muslim Regional Congress expressed the desire for self-government of the country, the peoples living
in Turkestan on the basis of the announcement of the Russian Revolution and declared Turkestan
territorially autonomous» (Buttino, 2007: 121-125). The next day, the congress elected the Provisional
People’s Autonomous Council consisting of 32 people based on the number of seats allocated
to Turkestan at its constituent assembly. The Provisional Government was formed from the 12-member
People’s Council headed by M. Tynyshpayev, 4 of whom were to be representatives of the European
community.

This «special period» was characterized by the tension of interethnic relations in the Turkestan
region, first of all by the fact that the principles proclaimed by the Soviet government contradicted the
real policy of the Soviet power in the conquered territories, colonialism in the conditions of maintenance
and continuation of traditions of discrimination of Turkic peoples (SHA RF F. 122, D. 2, C. 311,
L. 25-28). The exploitative policy of the Armenian-Dashnak detachments, which participated in the
dissolution of the government of the Turkestan (Kokand) autonomy and then took control of the situation
in a number of cities in the Ferghana Valley, is a vivid evidence of this approach.

Indeed, the proclamation in November-December 1917 of Turkestan, Alash, Volga-Ural and
Caucasus national Turkic autonomies in the regions of Turkic peoples colonized by Russia and the
widespread dissemination of the ideas of national governments and national self-government worried the
leaders of the «red empire». That is why the leaders of the Soviet power began to move to concrete
practical steps to abolish the state-wide decisions on the autonomy of the Turkic peoples during the civil
war. At the Il All-Russian Congress held in January 1918, Russia was reorganized into a Soviet
Federative State. In April 1918, in a letter to the Council of People’s Commissars of the Turkestan region,
Stalin explained Moscow’s position on the issue of autonomy in the following way: «Some councils in
local regions did not recognize any autonomy and preferred to solve the national question by arms. But
| believe that this way is absolutely not suitable for the Soviet power. This way lays the basis for gathering
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the masses around the bourgeois elite and enhances their reputation as saviors and defenders of the
homeland, so this situation is considered ineffective for Soviet power. The next task of Soviet policy
IS not to reject autonomy, but to recognize it» (Deklaratsiya prav narodov Rossii, 1957).

In order to provide organizational assistance to the legalization of Soviet autonomy, the
Extraordinary Commissar of the RSFSR Council of People’s Commissars sent P.A. Kobozev.
On April 30, 1918 at the V Congress of Soviets of Turkestan region was adopted the «Regulations» on
the establishment of the Soviet Federative Republic of Turkestan within the RSFSR. After the February
Revolution in the ideological and political structures of the Turkestan autonomy, the administrative status
of the autonomy of the region was not clearly defined, it was to be only national-territorial (Obrashenie
k trudyashimsya musulmanam Rossii i Vostoka, 1957). The republican form of autonomy established
a system of power management based on the principle of separation. The highest permanent legislative
body of the Turkic Republic was the Central Executive Committee headed by P. A. Kobozev, while the
executive power remained in the hands of the Council of People’s Commissars headed by Kolesov. Both
at the VV Congress of Soviets and at the | Congress of the Turkestan Communist Party the main content
of the decisions was to take the interests of the Turkic-Muslim proletariat away from the influence of the
national intelligentsia and to attract it to their side. of the Soviet government. As a result, 9 out of
37 members of the Turkestan Central Executive Committee and 4 out of 16 members of the Sovnarkom
were Turkic-Muslims (Abashin, 2007: 12).

In October 1918, on the initiative of V. Lenin, the Central Bureau of Muslim organizations of the
RCP(b) was established to carry out organizational, political and propaganda work among Muslim
communists. In Turkestan, as well as in the center, the Turkestan Communist Party formed a network of
district and regional Muslim bureaus under the general leadership of the Regional Muslim Bureau at the
regional committee. The activities of the Muslim Bureau, in addition to carrying out organizational and
propaganda work among the Muslim part of the party, included «supervision over the activities of the
People’s Commissariat and other bodies of the Soviet for the correct implementation of the communist
program in the part related to Muslims» (Abashin, 2007: 34-38).

The leadership of the RCP(b) consolidated its power in Turkestan after the defeat of Kolchak’s
army in September 1919 and decided to send a commission on Turkestan affairs to the region in order to
develop measures to strengthen the influence of the Soviet Union. government. The problem of solving
the tasks set out in the Turkestan case was directly related to solving the national question, which included
the following issues: a clearer legal definition of the status of autonomy and competence in relations with
the federal authorities of the republic of Turkestan, the struggle against «local oppressors», access to land
and water for the Turkic-Muslim population, and the principles of establishing the Communist Party of
Turkestan to ensure accessibility. When the Turkic Commission arrived in Tashkent in November 1919,
the party organization of the RCP(b) continued the policy of colonial organization of society during the
empire. The Turkestan Communist Party consisted of three loosely interacting structures: the Obkom of
the RCP(b), the Obkom of Foreign Communists, and Musburo. Three regional conferences of the Muslim
organizations of the Turkestan Communist Party, held in May 1919 — February 1920, revealed the
growing dissatisfaction of the Turkic-Muslim communists with the policy of the party and the republic’s
governing bodies towards the indigenous population, which was considered colonial, and it was
considered a continuation of the present colonial policy (Ryskulov, 1997: 41-44).

T. Ryskulov criticized the leadership of the Communist Party of Turkestan in the regional
committee and its program of solving the national question, contrary to the instructions of Moscow.
In February 1920, T. Ryskulov in his report at the 3rd regional conference of Muslim communist
organizations said: «The party organizations of Turkestan have not understood the tasks facing the
proletarian party in the East.... It is necessary to destroy the colonial system of the tsarist era, which
complicates the national problem. There is still no party in Turkestan ... The Obkom has no influence on
the Muslim masses. The latter are subordinate only to Musburo. If we want to realize our idea in the
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East, we need to change our attitude to the local population, we need to awaken their trust in us»
(Ustinov, 1996: 56-59). T. Ryskulov made a proposal to abolish the existing organizational division
of the party on the national principle and unite all the communist organizations of Turkestan into one
party under the general leadership of the Central Committee of the RCP(b); he wanted to give this name
to the Communist Party of Turkic Peoples of Turkestan. As for the question of state-building,
he emphasized that the Turkic peoples of the Turkestan ACSR were a nation striving for self-government,
and therefore the republic should be called the Turkic Soviet Republic of the RSFSR (Beysembayev,
Kulbayev, 1974: 2-5).

T. Ryskulov’s desire to strengthen the identity of Turkic-Muslim peoples in the party-republican
system of governance was carefully used by the Soviet authorities in the policy of national-regional
demarcation of the Turkestan ACSR in the future, and it was felt that the whole of Turkestan should be
demarcated quickly. After all, Lenin and Stalin thought at the beginning of the Bolshevik regime that the
Turkestan AKSR would jeopardize the integrity of the USSR and the goals of the Russian Empire in the
future (Stalin, 1947: 7-9).

In order to justify the right of Turkic-Muslim peoples to establish party and republican bodies
in order to give the autonomy of Turkestan a truly national character, T. Ryskulov recreated the concept
of the unity of Turkic peoples, the uniqueness of the Turkic nation to which the people of the republic
as a whole belong. T. Ryskulov tried to realize the national project of the Turkic Republic based
on communist ideology. For example, he called the project of the Turkic Soviet Republic international,
because the workers of all Turkic peoples, even if they were not part of the RSFSR, could unite
in the future within the framework of this republic (Qozybayev, 1998: 87-92).

The process of disunification of Turkestan. The real power in the management of the Turkestan
ACSR and the Turkestan Communist Party was concentrated in the hands of the Turkic Commission and
the Revolutionary Military Council of the Turkestan Front. The Regional Committee of the Communist
Party of Turkestan and the Central Executive Committee of Turkestan were under the control of the
Turkic Commission, although the proportion of Communists among the Turkic peoples was increasing.
This situation was perceived by T. Ryskulov and his supporters as a violation of Turkestan’s autonomy.
Trying to defend his point of view on the organization of power in the Turkestan AKSR, T. Ryskulov
decided to appeal directly to the Politburo of the Central Committee of the RCP(b). On May 25, 1920,
members of the Turkestan delegation met with V. Lenin and presented him the party responsibilities
in Turkestan. What was common in T. Ryskulov’s proposals was that the Central Executive Committee
of Turkestan and the Council of People’s Commissars of Turkestan raised the issues of granting real
autonomy to the state bodies of the Turkic Republic and placing local Turkic-Muslim peoples
in administrative positions (RSACH. F. 122. I. 1. C. 311. Pp. 25-28).

Having familiarized himself with the report of the Turkestan delegation, V. Lenin advised
the Central Committee of the RCP(b) to accept the draft of the Turkic Commission as a future regulation
of the Party’s duties in Turkestan. The political self-government of Turkestan on the basis
of Turkestanism and the formation of military units from the local population were not supported
by V. Lenin. In solving other components of the national question in the Turkic Republic, the Bolshevik
leadership remained on the same positions. The party retained the name Turkestan Communist Party,
and the Turkic Commission retained its influence as the representative of the All-Russian Central
Executive Committee, which dealt with the administration of the federal government in the republic.
In particular, it controlled international relations, foreign trade, and military affairs (RSACH. F. 17. 1. 1.
C. 567. Pp. 8-9). At Lenin’s suggestion, members of the Turkic Commission were obliged to constantly
interact and consult with the Central Executive Committee of Turkestan and the Sovnarkom of Turkestan
in order to increase its importance to local party leaders. and to build up an image of its independence.
In fact, under the one-party regime, when the Communist Party of Turkestan retained the status of only
a regional branch of the RCP(b), the decision-making process in the republic was still dominated
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and represented by the central bodies.

It was decided to abandon the division of the Turkic Republic on the ethno-territorial principle
in the conditions of the ongoing civil war in Russia, the development of the «leadership» national
movement in Turkestan and the weak position of the Turkic Republic. The reason for this was the lack
of honest, ideologically educated cadres in Turkestan who firmly believed in Soviet policy. Reports from
members of the Turkic Commission and workers of the republican administration to Moscow everywhere
reported the weakness of councils and party groups. He declared that the Turkic-Muslim peoples
of Turkestan could not be trusted from either a class, national, or professional point of view. M. Frunze
and V. Kuibyshev, discussing the fate of Turkestan in the Politburo of the Central Committee
of the RCP(b), wrote to V. Lenin that it was too early to create national republics throughout Turkestan
because they stated that Turkestan lacked the strength to develop (Sultangaliyev, 1995: 130).
The composition of the Turkic Commission changed several times during its work. The departure
of the members of the Turkic Commission Sh. Eliava and Y. Rudzudak, as well as the departure
of M. Frunze due to a change of place of work, on June 29, 1920 the Political Bureau of the Central
Committee of the RCP(b) approved the new composition of the Turkic Commission.

After that, the Politburo of the Central Committee of the RCP(b) set the task of rejecting
T. Ryskulov’s project as the basis of national policy in the region and relieving «Ryskulov’s group» from
leading positions in the leadership of the Central Committee of the RCP(b). republic. His views
were officially regarded as an expression of «bourgeois nationalism». This assessment then passed into
Soviet historiography, where his project was defined as «Turkic-nationalist». (Qoygeldiyev, 2004: 94).
Since T. Ryskulov did not agree with the nature of the demands made of him and continued to defend
his position, on July 10, 1920. Turkic Commission dissolved the Communist Party of Turkestan
loyal to him and established a temporary Central Committee of the Communist Party. Instead,
N. Torekulov headed the Party of Turkestan. T. Ryskulov was invited to Moscow. In the summer, the
entire Soviet apparatus, all party and revcoms of the Turkestan ACSR were re-elected. As a result,
Moscow eventually established centralized authority over the establishment of Soviet power, as well
as the formulation and interpretation of national approaches to solving problems in the region. The 10th
Congress of the RCP(b), held in March 1921, determined the party’s final position toward the initiatives
of Muslim communists. The Congress condemned anti-party bias on the national question, i.e.,
great-power chauvinism and local nationalism or Turkism, as dangerous to communism and proletarian
internationalism. At the same time, great-power chauvinism was defined as the main threat
to the realization of the Party’s tasks in the national question, and the struggle against it in Turkestan
took the form of an anti-colonial campaign.

In 1920, the issue of national-regional demarcation of all Turkestan was discussed in the party
and Soviet structures of Turkestan. At the end of 1919, the idea of creating a Turkic republic within
the RSFSR was proposed. According to it, the policy of forming a state structure «designed to protect
the historical, economic and internal interests of the Turkic peoples of the region, to be a single center
for all Turks, including those living outside the RSFSR» was implemented. The project of the Turkic
Republic was taken out of the center as the Bolsheviks struggled with the ideas of pan-Turkism
and Islamism in the context of the military «primary» national liberation movement that had begun
in the region. «Basmachi» National Movement advocated the creation of an independent
state on the territory of united Turkestan and declared its name to be the Republic of Turkestan.
Therefore, with the direct support of the Central Executive Committee of the Turkestan Commission
and the Sovnarkom of the RSFSR, the Communists of Turkestan proposed the Soviet way of state
organization in the region (Prilutskii, 1990: 24-27).

The idea of regional-territorial demarcation was determined by the basic rules of the national policy
pursued at that time by V. Lenin: «The necessity of this historical event was determined by the basic
principle of the Party’s program on the national question, the recognition of the right of each
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nation to self-determination, to create an independent nation-state» (Nazarov, 1965: 115-119).
The Central Bureau of the Central Bureau of the Central Committee of the RCP(b), established in May
1922, acted as the governing body of this program. In the decision of the Politburo of the Central Bureau
of the RCP(b), which was the main organization in the field of party building during the Soviet Union,
adopted on October 11, 1924, it was stated: «The responsibility for all party and Soviet work
on the delimitation and organization of the Central Asian republics should be entrusted to the Central
Asian Bureau of the Central Committee» (RSACH. F. 62. I. 1. C. 111. Pp. 1-3).

In Soviet historiography, the Bolshevik policy of disengagement is traditionally presented
as progressive. Many works conclude that «this step was brought about by the unification of the Soviet
peoples of Central Asia and their political, economic and cultural backwardness» (Yakubovskaya, 1972:
78-81). Also, Western researchers were not biased in their assessments of the demarcation
of national-state borders in the region, as they were able to clearly articulate Bolshevik goals. Political
emigrants forced to leave the USSR studied the policy of the Soviet authorities in the West and expressed
their scholarly opinions. Among them, Baymirza Hayt, an ideologue of Uzbek origin, a well-known
expert on Central Asia, stationed in West Germany and in contact with the Nazis at the time, considered
the policy of disengagement to be the result of the Soviet government’s desire to separate and divide
the Turkic peoples from each other. According to him, the Soviet government tried to separate the Turkic
peoples from each other and «set up a kind of experiment, created a new Russian nation for the Turkic
peoples» (Baymirza, 1975: 147-148). The author further states that «Soviet authorities used such
concepts as «Uzbek nation», «Kazakh language», «History of Turkmenistan», «Kyrgyz folk customs»,
«Tajik national culture», «Karakalpak literature», and «national governments». According to Baimirza
Hayt, «the dream of Turkism is for all Turkic tribes to unite within a single Turkic nation» (Baymirza,
2004: 34-38). Another political scientist, A. Benigsen, concluded that «Moscow was able to make
extensive use of the method of dividing Muslim peoples in the face of their confrontation, while destroying
the unity of the Muslim peoples of Turkestan» (Beningsen, 1983: 74).

In early 1924, the Soviet government was able to seize the main centers of the «Basmachi» national
movement and create a social base for itself in the region in order to start a new national-territorial
«redistribution» in the Turkestan ACSR. In February-March 1924, delimitation plans were discussed
in the local party organs of the Turkestan SSR, Bukhara and Khiva, which recognized that «the question
of dividing the territory of Soviet Central Asia into a number of republics on the basis of nationality
is quite resolved, ripe and its formation very timely» (RSACH. F. 62. . 2. C. 87. P. 79-81). The project
of creating Uzbek and Turkmen Soviet Republics on the territory of the Turkic Republic, Bukhara
and Khorezm was supported by local Soviet elites by transferring part of the lands inhabited
by the already existing Kyrgyz (Kazakh) Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic.

In the process of nation-state formation, the project of creating Uzbekistan encountered difficulties.
In the case of the creation of the Uzbek Republic, the political elements of nation-building on the part
of Moscow manifested themselves most clearly, since the Uzbek national project did not
exist in the minds of the regional political elite until the collapse of the Turkestan ACSR. However,
the opinion of the local party elite on the boundaries of the new national structure and national identity
was also taken into account. According to S. Abashin, the «Uzbek project» was the result
of a compromise between the Bolsheviks and the local elite (Abashin, 2007: 183-187). At the time,
the only option was the idea of Turkism, uniting the national elites of Bukhara, Khorezm and Turkestan,
separated by political boundaries. However, this was rejected as an ineffective idea of national
identity by the Bolsheviks. And the Bolsheviks did not like the proposals that emerged from the
discussion about creating a unified political union along the lines of the Caucasus in Turkestan, and were
accused of being close to the «Turkic project» (Tashenov, 1960: 24-27).

After the RCP(b) approved the demarcation plan in April 1924, the institution known
as the Turkburo was renamed the Sredazburo, and by May 1924 a special commission was established
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to prepare a demarcation plan for the new national republic. The name Turkestan as a whole was officially
changed to Central Asia. When solving the issue of dividing certain territories of Central Asia into new
national republics, the subcommittees in their work were obliged to proceed from the following
principles: the national composition of the majority of the inhabitants of the territory under consideration
should be determined on ethnic grounds; the creation of a list based on the way of life of the local
population. As a result, the optimality of the process of forming a homogeneous «national identity»
in the newly created national Soviet republics and the level of interethnic conflicts were determined, and
attention was paid to strengthening the influence of Soviet power in the region (Khalid, 2010: 95-101).

However, already at that time, during the preparation of the border demarcation project, territorial
disputes began between local national elites. In most cases, they saw demarcation as an opportunity
to expand the territory of their national republics at the expense of neighboring republics.
Justification of territorial claims was prepared on the basis of the ethnic composition of the inhabitants
of a certain territory. Among the Bolsheviks, the word of all-Turkic unity was completely forgotten.
The Soviet leadership, from the Sredazbureau to the central organs of the party, seemed to be looking
for compromise solutions at the local level and began to mediate in border disputes.
In fact, the Bolsheviks were guided by the national principle and acted from an economic point of view.
The Bolsheviks were well aware of the disparity in the economic potential and level of development
of the established national republics and in many cases seemed to try to balance this difference.
The newly created republics were supposed to be developed on the basis of raw materials, and for
each of the created national Soviet republics, directions of development were defined: cotton production
in Uzbekistan, heavy industry and agrarian sector in Kazakhstan, cattle breeding in Kyrgyzstan, and light
industry in Turkmenistan.

Conclusions

On October 11, 1924, the Politburo of the Central Committee of the RCP(b) made a final decision
on national demarcation in Turkestan. The Uzbek and Turkmen republics, which included the territories
of the Bukhara and Khiva republics, immediately received the status of union republics within the USSR.
Explorations continued until the new borders of the Kyrgyz (Kazakh) Republic, which temporarily
retained its autonomous status, were defined. The Soviet authorities continued to glorify national
peculiarities, propaganda activities were carried out in an exaggerated form, in this regard, the national
problem in each region deepened. The problem of national-territorial delimitation of the Turkestan ACSR
continued until the 1930s.

The policy of delimitation of Turkestan in 1924 was carried out in order to block the growth of
Turkic unity in the region and to prevent T. Ryskulov’s project of «Turkic Republicy». In this case,
the issue of national-territorial demarcation was, firstly, to stop the trend of Turkic national identity,
historically formed in the region, and secondly, to finally eliminate the influence of the political elite,
which are the «carriers» of Turkic consciousness. Taking into account the presence of constructive
elements in their national policy, the Bolsheviks focused on deepening the historical differences
in the culture of local peoples, justifying in the minds of Turkic-Muslim peoples their isolation from
each other ethnically and internally, and accelerating this process. Thus, the Bolsheviks, by
ensuring the demarcation of national territories, formed the basis of the social hierarchy of each Turkic
nation that emerged on a socialist basis, and accelerated the growth of ethnic self-consciousness
and the emergence of new variants of local «nationalism» into the future.

According to the principle of conditionality of borders of national state formations, according
to which the land did not actually belong to the nations and even their state formations, but was the
common property of a single indivisible country — the USSR. The Union Government was the rightful
owner of the land, based on political, military-strategic and economic considerations, while
the population of the republics was put in the position of mere land users. The Union Government could,
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by order, transfer vast territories of one republic to another for perpetual or long-term use.

On the basis of the above, we can say that the work of the commission on the national demarcation
of Turkestan, its concrete results not only did not take into account the real situation of the
peoples of the region, the original borders of their residence, but also laid a kind of "time mine™ in the
relations of the states of the region on border issues. Moscow looked at all this as a meaningless
game, since all borders in the USSR were conditional. At that time, none of the members of the
commission could have imagined that the Union would collapse and the product of their labor would
turn into real interstate borders with all the ensuing problems.

Abstract. Introduction. It is very important to determine the place of National artistic intelligentsia
and creative unions in society, to emphasize their role in the spiritual renewal of society. This is possible
only when conducting a historical analysis of the path of creative unions during the years of Soviet
totalitarianism. Goals and objectives. To discuss the activities of the Union of Cinematographers
of Kazakhstan in 1946-1970. Results. It is noted that despite the Soviet ideological dominance, which
were reflected in the works of cinematographers of Kazakhstan, the cinematographers of the
republic as a whole made an invaluable contribution to the development of domestic culture.
In 1960-1970, the formation of national Kazakh cinema was completed. The Union of Cinematographers
played a positive role as a structure uniting filmmakers of Kazakhstan. Cinematographers of Kazakhstan
were in creative contact with each other and improved their skillsin its framework. It was this
Union of Cinematographers that carried out training of young film directors of Kazakhstan in Moscow
studios. Conclusion. The success of Kazakhstan's cinematographers was very significant in 1946-1970.
According to experts, the years 1946-1970 have gone down in history as a kind of “golden age”
of Kazakhstan's cinematographers. In many cases, this success was associated with the life and creativity
of the first directors of Kazakhstan, Shaken Aymanov, Abdulla Karsakbaev, Mazhit Begalin and other
film personalities. At the same time, the desire of Kazakhstan's filmmakers for creative freedom was also
observed in the words of Olzhas Suleymenov from the official stands.

It illuminates ordinary aspects such as habits, customs, material culture, and social interactions, providing
a unique perspective on history through the lens of everyday people. Objectives. In Kazakhstani historical
science, the history of everyday life is an evolving field, with expanding works focusing on cities,
regions, and social groups. The research emphasizes the diverse source base, distinct from traditional
historical sources, encompassing materials related to daily lives. This article aims to investigate and
classify these sources, defining their scope and potential for a more systematic approach to studying
everyday life. Results. The analysis identifies traditionally used sources in Kazakhstani everyday life
studies and suggests introducing prospective sources that reveal peculiarities and trends. Sources
are classified by types and forms. Conclusion. This source-based study underscores the diversity
and potential of sources in Kazakhstani everyday life research. A broader, non-traditional set of sources,
including unconventional written and electronic formats, is deemed essential to present a complete
picture of everyday life in scientific discourse.

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Abstract. Introduction. In the second half of the XVII — early XVIII centuries, the First Oirat-Manchu
War proved disastrous for the Dzungar Khanate, suffering a major defeat at the hands of the Qing Empire.
In attempt to compensate for their loses, the Dzungar Khanate turned its aggression towards the Kazakh
Khanate. After the death of Galdan, the new Dzungar ruler Tsevan Rabdan, sought to maintain
good relations with the Qing and Russian Empires, while engaging in battles against the Kazakh
Khanates. In 1698, troops led by Oirat chieftain Tsevan Rabdan invaded the territories of the Great Juz,
initiating a series of armed conflicts between the Oirats and the Kazakhs. From that time onwards,
Dzungar invasions became the main danger threatening the independent existence of the Kazakh
Khanate. The history of Kazakh-Dzungar relations has always been an important issue
in the study of international relations in Central Asia. The history of their confrontation lasted more than
two centuries and this had a great influence on the conduct of their domestic and foreign policies. It also
had important consequences for the policies of the Qing and Russian empires in the region. Thus,
Goal of the study is to examine Kazakh-Dzungar relations in the late XVII to the first half of the
XVIII centuries, utilizing archival materials to investigate the activities of various representatives
involved in that confrontation. The research was based on archival materials collected from the archives
of the Russian Federation and published documents included in various collections. The first group
comprised materials from the State Historical Archives of Omsk Region, the Archives of Foreign Policy
of the Russian Empire, and the Russian State Archive of Ancient Acts relevant to the specified period.
Results. During the Kazakh-Dzungar military conflicts, opportunities arose for the emergence of decisive
and successful military leaders, laying the foundation for further strengthening their political influence.
The prolonged antagonistic relations between the Kazakh Khanate and Dzungaria, the harsh conditions
of military confrontations, influenced the consolidation of the Kazakhs and their unity around important
political figures. Conclusion. Ultimately, Kazakh-Dzungar relations gave rise to such an outstanding
Kazakh leader as the future khan — Abylai. The growth of authority and respect among Kazakh leaders
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on the steppe was largely due to their active and successful political and military actions
in Kazakh-Dzungar relations.

Introduction

Kazakh-Dzungar relations of the 17th—18th centuries often changed under the influence of foreign
policy and domestic political circumstances, military confrontation and truce between them were caused
by various factors of the historical period.

During the second half of the XVI1I century, the Dzungars, under the leadership of Huntuaji Galdan
Boshogtu (from 1678 — khan), expanded their influence over a large part of Central Asia (Martha Avery,
2003: 104). Subsequently, the acceptance of the title of Khan from the Dalai Lama made the Dzungars
the leading tribe in the Oirat Confederation. The Dzungar Khanate, organized by the Oirat nomads, on
the steppes north of the Tien Shan Mountains (Dzungaria, northern Xinjiang), held that region for about
a hundred years. However, in 1754 (in the mid-XVIII century), due to constant internal wars, the Oirats
eventually split into political domains, and the imperial army of the Qing dynasty under the command of
General Chzhauhuy began a campaign to seize this region from Mongol influence.

In the 1660s, in Khalkha, located north of the Gobi Desert, a bloody civil war broke out, resulting
in the emergence of two warring factions in the country. One was supported by the Dzungar
Khanate, while the other sided with the Manchu Qing Empire. As a result, in 1688, a war broke out
between Dzungaria, led by Khan Galdan Boshogtu and Khalkha, led by Tushetu Khan Chikhun Dorji
(Moiseev, 1991: 52). Galdan took measures to consolidate his position in Mongolia and Tibet, where he
had been sent in earlier years to become a disciple of the Panchen Lama and the Dalai Lama. Then, with
the permission of the Dalai Lama, having relinquished his spiritual role as a lamaist church servant and
vows, he turned against his enemies. Subsequently, after defeating his opponents, he united the Oirats
under the leadership of the Dzungar (Moiseev, 1991: 49). In 1678, the Dalai Lama granted him the title
«Boshogtu Khan» («legitimate» or «mandated» khan), thereby making Galdan his protector

in the Mongolian political world. This title officially sounded as «Galdan Tenzin Boshogtu Khan» and
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was considered in Tibet itself and in the Mongolian world dependent on it as a symbol of the sacred
nature of the supreme authority of the ruler, conditioned by its highest purpose. In the 1670s,
Galdan pursued a policy of strengthening central authority in the nomadic Oirat state.

Galdan Boshogtu Khan did not restrain his ambitions and aimed to seize the best pastures, even on
Kazakh lands, which led to a sharp deterioration in Kazakh-Dzungar relations. The vast expanses
of Kazakh nomadic lands between the basins of the Irtysh, Ishim, Tobol Rivers on one side, and the Syr
Darya, Sarysu, Turgai, Talas, Chu Rivers on the other, were subjected to devastating raids from
the Dzungar Khanate (Suleimenov, 1981: 30). The military campaigns of Boshogtu Khan significantly
worsened the economic situation of the Kazakh zhuzes. Boshogtu Khan began political expansion into
Eastern Turkestan and raided the Kazakhs while maintaining good relations with the Russian Empire.
As a result of the military campaigns conducted by the ruler of the Oirats in the Syr Darya steppes and
the neighboring Fergana, his troops captured and ravaged 11 cities subordinate to Kazakh khans
and sultans. These cities included Turkistan, Sayram, Mankent, Kharasman, Chimkent, Tekke,
Jan-Kurgan (Baban Yelgen), Karamurt, Otrar, Tashkent, and Chinaz (Epistolary Heritage, 2014: 397).

Meanwhile, the ruler of Dzungaria aimed to unite all of Mongolia under his authority to resist
Qing forces. However, the majority of Khalkha khans opposed the consolidation and centralization of
power under Galdan Boshogtu. When they found themselves on the losing side of the confrontation,
unwilling to submit to Oirat khans, the Khalkha turned to the Qing emperor and entered into Manchu
suzerainty (Epistolary Heritage, 2014: 111).

Galdan aimed to unify all Mongolian lands under his rule and prevent Mongolia from joining
the Qing Empire. In 1688, Boshogtu Khan invaded Khalkha with a 30,000-strong army, defeating local
princes and clashing with the Qing Empire. Defending the independence of Mongolian states
from the Manchu dynasty, he waged military campaigns against Emperor Kangxi from 1690 onwards.
In the course of fierce battles with Qing forces, Galdan suffered defeat in 1696 in this struggle and, after
a brief illness, passed away on May 3, 1697, in the area of Achamutai, in the territory of Western
Mongolia (Epistolary Heritage, 2014: 398).

After suffering a heavy defeat in the war with the Qing Empire (1690-1697), the Dzungars
attempted to compensate for their losses by conquering Kazakh khanates and Central Asia. Following
Galdan's death, the new Dzungar ruler, Tsewang Rabtan, sought to maintain good relations with the Qing
and Russian Empires while fighting against Kazakh khanates. In 1698, Tumen units of the Oirat leader
Tsewang Rabtan invaded the territories of the Elder zhuz, marking the beginning of a series
of armed conflicts between the Oirats and the Kazakhs. It was from this time that Dzungar invasion began
to pose the main threat to the independent existence of Kazakh khanates.

Materials and Methods of Research

The research was based on archival materials collected from the archives of the
Russian Federation and published documents included in various collections. The first group comprised
materials from the State Historical Archives of Omsk Region, the Archives of Foreign Policy
of the Russian Empire, and the Russian State Archive of Ancient Acts relevant to the specified period.

Archival materials from the Archives of the Foreign Policy of the Russian Empire (AVPRI)
were sourced from Funds 122 «Kirghiz-Kaisak Affairs» and 113 «Zyungor Affairs» Additionally, the
following materials from the Russian State Archive of Ancient Acts (RGADA) were utilized: Fund 248
«Senate and its institutions» (consolidated funds), St. Petersburg, Moscow, Inventory 17,
Book 1164, «Reports of secret advisor Kirillov on the prosperous state of the Orenburg province and the
oath-taking of the Horde khans for loyalty»; Inventory 113, File 1607, «About Dzungarian, Kirghiz-
Kaisak, and Mungal appeals», and others.

The article presented information from documents in the following funds of the State Archive of
Omsk Oblast (GIAOO): Fund 1, «Military-Campaign Chancellery of the Commander-in-Chief of the
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Siberian Corps of the Military Collegium (renamed in 1797: Divisional Chancellery of the Commander
of the Troops of the Siberian Division and Lines of the Military Collegium), Omsk (1744-1800).
Inventory 1, Journal of outgoing orders, instructions, reports on Siberian affairs, journals of received
memoranda and reports about those willing to settle in newly designed lines of fortresses, et al.;
File 4, «About sending retired Cossacks for reconnaissance to Zengor districts and other
correspondence»; File 7, «About daily travels and strong precautions against Kalmyks, Kirghiz-Kaisaks,
and other hordes. About the death of Zengor landowner Goldan Chirin and his heir», and others. About
the death of the Zengor owner Goldan Chirin and his heir and other correspondence; File 8. Journal
of secret outgoing reports, reports, orders, and memoranda; File 10 Decree from the State Collegium
of Foreign Affairs to the Siberian Governor about sending back from Moscow envoys of the Kalmyk
Zengor owner.

The second group of sources includes published documents. These are collections of documents
and materials: «History of Kazakhstan in Russian Sources from the XVI to the XX Centuries»;
«Epistolary Heritage of the Kazakh Ruling Elite, 1675-1821. Collection of Historical Documents.
In 2 Volumes. Volume 1: Letters of Kazakh Rulers, 1675-1780».

The methodological basis of the work is formed by such fundamental principles of scientific-
historical knowledge as objectivity, historicism, systems approach, and principle of specificity, as well
as the value-based approach applied in historical research. They presuppose a comprehensive, objective
consideration of various historical events, taking into account the whole spectrum of factors influencing
the activities of historical figures and their environment, and considering historical events in the
interrelation of all elements.

Discussion

Of particular interest to researchers is the work of Khalid Kurbangali «Tauarikh Khamsa» of 1910,
translated from the Chagatai language (Kurbangali, 1992: 304). The author, relying on Chinese, Arab,
Persian and Turkish historical sources, described the history of the Kazakh, Tatar, Mongolian and
Chinese peoples.

Among the Russian representatives, one of the first explorers of the territory of the Kazakh
khanates were P.l. Rychkov (Rychkov, 1772: 104), and 1.G. Georgi (Georgi, 1799: 146), I. Falk
(Falk, 1824: 560), G.I. Spasky (Spassky, 1820: 51-58), P.S. Pallas (Pallas, 1786: 476) and others. These
researchers recorded direct eyewitness accounts of the historical events of the period under study,
and they were also directly aware of the economy, culture and everyday life of the local population of
the study area through personal observations.

In the book of one of a number of researchers of the territory of the Middle Zhuz, Captain
I.G. Andreev, entitled «Description of the Middle Horde of the Kyrgyz-Kaysaks», published in 1785,
geographical data on the territory and borders of the nomadic clans of the Middle Zhuz are given. The
captain was also personally well acquainted with the daily life of the local population. In the first two
chapters, the author described the history, customs and traditions of the steppe people, the book contains
sketches made by the author of images of «tamgas» (signs) unique for each clan, Ivan Grigorievich also
left information about the migration of part of the Kazakhs to the right bank of the Irtysh in difficult years
and much more (Andreev, 1998: 280).

Particular attention should be paid to the main work of S.B. Bronevsky «Notes of Major General
Bronevsky about the Kirghiz-Kaisaks of the Middle Horde» published in 1829-1830 (Bronevsky, 2007:
165). The colonel's notes reflect the original culture, economy and way of life of the Kazakhs; he provides
information about the sultans and rulers, the approximate population and trade relations in the Middle
Horde, the territory of which was attacked by the Dzungars most often.

The works of M.Zh. Kopeev, Sh. Kudaiberdiev, M. Tynyshpaev, M. Dulatov, A. Bukeikhanov
made a great contribution to the study of Kazakh-Dzungarian relations. Studies of the Kazakh-Dzungar
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wars, the reasons why attacks on Kazakh lands began in 1723-1726, studies of the political and economic
situation were carried out in the monographs of l.Ya. Zlatkin, N.G. Apollova, V.Ya. Basin,
V.A. Moiseev.

Of significant interest are the archival materials used in the research of Ramazan Bimashuly
Suleimenov and Vladimir Anisimovich Moiseev — «From the history of Kazakhstan in the 18th century»
(Suleimenov, 1988: 144); Sanjar Jafaruly Asfendiyarov and Pavel Arminovich Kunte — «The Past
of Kazakhstan in Sources and Materials» (Asfendiyarov, Kunte, 1997: 381).

Results

Tsevan Rabdan (1697-1727) was the nephew of the Dzungar leader Galdan Boshogtu, whose
forces were joined by the troops of Prince Sanjip (Epistolary Heritage, 2014, 397). The departure to
Dzungaria in 1701 of significant masses of Volga Kalmyks — about 15 thousand families under the
leadership of the noyon Sanjip, who quarreled with his father, Khan Ayuka, significantly strengthened
Dzungaria, allowing its ruler to carry out military actions simultaneously in Kazakhstan, Central Asia,
and Eastern Turkestan. However, relations with Emperor Kangxi soured in the early XVIII century due
to territorial disputes and the reluctance of the Dzungars to lower themselves to the dependent status of
other Mongols within the empire, as indicated by the Qing emperor. In one of his conversations with his
diplomatic affairs official Bao Zhu, Emperor Kangxi noted that «by the right of arms and his subjects,
after the destruction of Galdan, they should have belonged to me. But I, out of leniency towards Tsevan
Rabdan, allowed him to take over all of Galdan's subjects to strengthen him against the enemies of the
Khans» (Moiseev, 1991, 59).

The active foreign policy of the Dzungar khans, their conquest of Eastern Turkestan, and the forced
imposition of yasak on several tribes of Southern Siberia contributed to the economic strengthening
of the Oirat state. At the same time, nearly continuous expansion and constant military pressure
from the Manchu dynasty of the Qing Empire led to the strengthening of central khanate authority.
The rulers of Dzungaria had the right to almost unlimited disposal of human resources and material
means of the state (Suleimenov, 1988, 17). Episodic invasions by the Dzungars into the territory of the
Kazakh khanates in the late XV1I century began to occur almost annually. These conquests significantly
complicated the economic situation of the Kazakh juzes and led to the disruption of their trade relations
with neighboring sedentary peoples of Central Asia.

The danger of Dzungar expansion into the Kazakh khanates temporarily reconciled
the Kazakh rulers, forcing them to jointly seek ways and means of defense against the enemy.
In 1709-1711, the Dzungars carried out another major invasion into the Kazakh steppes. During the Oirat
advance in 1710, a congress of representatives of the nobility of all three Kazakh juzes was held in the
Karakums, where the batyr of the Middle juz, Bogembay, was elected as the leader of the all-Kazakh
militia, and a general plan of resistance to the enemy was outlined. This consolidation of Kazakh forces
in the subsequent period dealt the Oirats a series of strong counterattacks (AFPRE. F. ZD. 1731. 1. 113/1.
C. 2. Pp. 113 rev.-114). The envoy of the Qing Emperor to Tsevan Rabdan, Bao Zhu
(Khafizova, 1995: 77), who was in Dzungaria in 1716, wrote about the major defeats of the Oirats
in 1713-1714 and their return to Dzungaria with great damage. In 1716, the Kazakh militia set out on a
campaign against the Dzungars but it was unsuccessful. Taking advantage of the disagreements among
the Kazakh rulers and military leaders Kaip and Abulkhair, the Oirats carried out another series of
invasions into the territories of the Elder and Middle juzes in 1717.

At this time, the Qing Empire was ruled by a dynasty founded by Manchu rulers. Essentially,
due to the peculiarities of the mentality based on Confucian teachings, the Qing Empire followed its
complex system of relations with neighboring peoples, known as «khanate cultural influence»
(Kurmanalina, 2022: 75). The political propaganda of the Manchus regarding the Dzungar Khanate
aimed to create an image and reputation of the dynasty as successors to the Mongol rulers, without
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resorting to the principle of Chinggisid legitimacy. The death of Emperor Aisin Gioro Xuanye, who ruled
under the motto of Kangxi in 1723, temporarily postponed the threat of imminent Qing Empire
aggression against the Dzungars. This delay allowed the Dzungars to launch devastating raids into
Central Asia.

In 1718, Tsevan Rabdan launched a campaign against the Khoshut Mongols in Tibet. Such
a turn of events led Emperor Kangxi to direct military confrontation with the Dzungars in Tibet. The first
Qing expeditionary army suffered a devastating defeat against the Dzungars in 1718, but subsequent
military actions proved successful, and in 1724, Tibet was liberated from the Dzungars. Tibet was now
fully under the control of the Qing Empire. During the expedition to expel the Dzungars from Tibet,
forces of the Qing Emperor also attacked and captured the Turkestan cities of Barkul, Hami, and Turpan,
with the latter being of particular importance as it allowed Kangxi to initiate anti-Dzungar negotiations
with the Kazakhs.

After the start of the Second Oirat-Qing War in the years 1717-1722, the pressure of the Dzungars
on the Kazakhs weakened. Taking advantage of that, the Kazakhs struck back. I. D. Cheredov, Russian
ambassador in Dzungaria, noted that in 1720, «the Cossack horde attacked and captured thousands
of its [Dzungar] people» (AFPRE. F. ZD. 1731. 1. 113/1. C. 2. P. 135 rev.). Thus, for over two decades,
armed conflicts periodically flared up between the Kazakh khanates and Dzungaria, bringing no decisive
success to either side. Finally, after making peace with the Qing Empire, in early spring 1723, the Oirats
unleashed their full force on Kazakh lands and Central Asia. The population of the nomadic regions,
busy preparing to move from winter pastures to summer grazing grounds, was caught off guard.
Sweeping away scattered and few Kazakh detachments in their path, the Dzungar troops
quickly advanced into the steppe, leaving piles of dead bodies, ashes of burnt villages, and driving tens
of thousands of captives and caravans of plundered wealth back to Dzungaria (Moiseev, 1991: 70).
One after another, after fierce battles, Central Asian and Kazakh cities fell into the hands
of the Oirats — Tashkent, Sayram, Turkestan, and others (Suleimenov, 1988: 21). Abandoning
their cattle and property, the Kazakhs fled to Central Asia. The years 1723-1725 remained in the memory
of the Kazakh people as the «Aktaban shubryndy» years of great calamity: «The mass exodus of people
on foot to the point that their heels turned white, i.e., their heels were worn out» (Moiseev, 1991: 74).
The migrations to Central Asia and other places led to devastation and death. Herds dwindled daily,
barter trade ceased — coins disappeared from the market, natural exchange revived, poverty became
widespread, and the number of deaths from hunger increased.

The fate of the peoples of Central Asia could have been even more tragic if there had not been
forces in the Kazakh steppe capable of stopping the Dzungar invasion. The task of saving the country
was taken on by the people themselves, — Bogenbay, Kabanbay, Taylak, Sauryk, Zhanibek, Malaisary,
Utegen, and many others, who produced outstanding organizers and leaders from their midst. Abilmansur
also rose to defend them from within their own ranks.

His grandfather and father were rulers of Tashkent but the city was captured by the Dzungars.
According to contemporaries, there were joint actions by the Kazakhs and the residents of Tashkent
against the Oirats, however, the Kazakhs suffered a severe defeat. Abylai spent his childhood and partly
his youth in exile, losing his father at the age of 13, who was killed by dynastic rivals in an internal
conflict in the southern region (Valikhanov, 1985: 111).

Abylai moved to the city of Turkestan under the rule of Khan Abulmambet. As known, Tashkent
was captured by the Oirats in 1725, when Abilmansur, born in 1711, turned 14. According to some
information, before arriving in Turkestan, first he visited Central Asia along with his surviving tribesmen.
From 1725 to 1738, Abylai was under the patronage of the junior Khan of the Kazakhs, Sameke
(1724-1738), and was in the inner circle of Sultan Abulmambet, who provided him with protection and
personal support (Epistolary Legacy, 2014: 274). In 1726, at the age of 15, he actively participated as
part of the Kazakh militia of the Middle Horde under the leadership of Khan Sameke and Sultan
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Abulmambet in the nationwide liberation struggle against the Dzungars and for the next four years proved
himself to be a brave and skilled warrior capable of making unconventional tactical decisions:
«Participating in all raids initially as an ordinary warrior, he showed feats of extraordinary courage and
cunning. His useful advice and strategic considerations solidified his reputation as a wise man»
(Valikhanov, 1985, vol. 4, p. 112). During this period, Abylai noticeably stood out from
the array of other young Kazakh sultans and received from the Kazakhs for his courage and military
exploits the honorary title of bahadur.

Thanks to the fame and support of Sultan Abulmambet, Abylai was recognized at the turn of the
1720s and 1730s as the ruler of the powerful Atygay clan within the Argyns, where in 1731,
1000 adult males were under his authority (AFPRE. F. 122. C. 1. Pp. 141-143 rev.). Throughout the
1730s and 1740s, the astute and determined sultan gradually gained strength in the Middle Horde: by
1736, 10, 500 families were under his patronage (RSAAA. F. 248. I. 17. C. 1164. P. 20), by 1740,
about 20,000 families (Atygai and partly Karakesek Argyns, some Kypshaks), and by 1749,
all seven Argyn clans, as well as Kerei, Uaki, and some Kypshaks (AFPRE. F. 122. I. 1749. C. 4.
Pp. 206-233 rev.). Until 1744, Abylai effectively, and from then until the mid-1760s, formally served as
the junior partner to Khan Abulmambet in managing many tribal and clan groups of the Middle Horde,
predominantly residing in the north and northeast of the region, as governors appointed by the Dzungar
khuntaidzhi were in charge in the Tashkent and Turkestan regions from 1735 to 1751.

Following this, in 1727, Ceven Rabdan, who sought to strengthen the central authority
and economy of the khanate, died, and he was succeeded by his son Galdan Tseren. In the 1720s, relations
between Emperor Yuncheng and the Dzungars, although still hostile, were less heated. However,
in the 1730s, Galdan Tseren, who spent his early years in power restructuring the Dzungar Khanate,
attacked the Khalkha Mongols. The Qing Empire intervened militarily to protect its Eastern Mongolian
subjects and, especially, to maintain its hegemony in the region, repeatedly defeating the Dzungars
in armed conflicts. Eventually, in 1739, a peace treaty was signed, establishing the border between the
two states, under which the Dzungars suffered extensive territorial losses, including the loss
of Tuva. However, official trade was resumed, and the Dzungars were allowed to send trade delegations
to the Qing Empire once every three years. This treaty remained in effect until the 1750s. After the
signing of the peace treaty, devastating raids by Dzungar troops followed on the lands of the Middle
Horde Kazakhs in 1739-1742 (Yerofeeva, 2005: 429).

By the early 1740s, the primary focus of the Dzungar Khanate's foreign policy was its relations
with the Russian Empire, Kazakh khanates, and states of Central Asia. Following the annexation
of Khalkha by the Qing Empire, the evident lack of strength of the Dzungar Khanate to unify the
Mongolian world became apparent, as well as its complete ineffectiveness in resisting the advance of the
Qing Empire in Central Asia. Therefore, during this period, the direction of Dzungar military-political
activity definitively shifted westward, towards the Kazakh steppes.

In the autumn of 1740, a new invasion of Dzungar troops into the Kazakh steppes began,
and Abylai actively participated in repelling the enemy's onslaught. Despite the complex relations
between the Dzungar and Kazakh Khanates, the issue of prisoners, often captured by both sides, was
resolved fairly humanely. A.l. Tevkelev emphasized that «if Kyrgyz-Kaisaks are taken as prisoners
by the Kontayshi troops, after that battle, the Kyrgyz-Kaisaks are allowed to bring their prisoners in
exchange for one Kaisak for one Kalmyk from the VVolga Kalmyks, for money or goods, at no price does
he give them away, except for those brought in exchange for one Kaisak, one Kalmyk... and they watch
this closely, and the Kaisaks willingly go to the Kontayshi for exchange of their prisoners» (AFPRE. F.
ZD. 1731-1733. 1. 113/1. C. 3. P. 104).

During these events, Sultan Abylai fell into the hands of the Dzungars: «Abylai indeed endured
many trials and struggles until his significance grew to the point where the Kirghiz considered him a
spirited leader (arvakh), sent to accomplish great deeds. He was captured twice, once by the wild Kyrgyz
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(Buruts), and the other time by Galdan Tseren» (Valikhanov, 1985, vol. 4, 113). In the spring of 1741,
during the Kazakh-Dzungar war, the Sultan killed a prominent Dzungar leader Charchu (Charish,
Sharysh) in one of the initial battles, who was part of the closest circle of Khan Galdan Tseren. At the
end of February to the beginning of March of the same year, he was captured by the Oirats in the vicinity
of Lake Shilegen and the Shiderty River, in the northeast of the Kazakh nomadic lands (Yerofeeva,
Zhanaev, 2007a: 515).

According to information collected by the Bashkir Akkush Kusebayev and conveyed to the
Russians, there were several demands for the release of Abylai from the Dzungar captivity. Envoys
returned from Galdan Tseren accompanied by three Dzungar Kalmyks, demanding to send 10 hostages
from the Kazakh nobility, along with all their attendants and herds. Upon fulfilling this condition
and handing over the former agitator Karasakal's son Sunoy batyr, who was in Bashkiria, Galdan Tseren
promised not to wage war against the Kazakhs. Otherwise, it could have happened that the Dzungar
troops could stop retreating at the Tagashe River, where about a thousand people, led by Saryn Manzi,
who captured a considerable number of people, remained in captivity (AFPRE. F. 122. I. 1742, C. 4,
Pp. 50-54 rev.). In response to the demands, the biy and batyr from the Basentiin clan of the Argyll
Malaisar tribe stated, «They do not demand hostages from all our clans even to Russia and you want to
be greater than the Great Russian State» (Moiseyev, 1991: 126).

Moreover, among these 10 hostages, the Dzungars demanded to send one son each
from the children of Sultan Barak and Batyr Zhanybek. Zhanybek Batyr of the Middle Horde, renowned
for his battles against the Oirats, was one of the most prominent opponents of closer ties with Dzungaria
in the steppe. Sultan Barak wielded significant influence in the steppe, had not sworn
allegiance to the Russian Empire, and regularly declined invitations to visit Russian fortresses, yet he
also refrained from approaching closer to the Dzungars (Moiseyev, 1991: 135). In response to the envoys'
words about building fortresses starting from the Ural River and occupying Russian pastures,
Barak stated that the construction of fortresses and the establishment of trade centers in them would only
benefit the Kazakhs. Galdan Tseren had to temporarily withdraw these demands.

In an effort to prevent the strengthening of ties between Russia and the Kazakh Khanates,
Galdan Tseren began to employ a more flexible approach towards the rulers of the Junior and Middle
Hordes. In late 1741, he sent a new embassy to the camp of Khan Abulkhair with a proposal to arrange
a marriage between the children of Galdan Tseren and the daughter of Abulkhair
(RSAAA. F. Governing Senate. I. 113. 1740-1746. C. 12/143. P. 1025). To compel the Kazakhs to
comply with demands regarding tribute payments and hostages, the Khuntaiji decided to exploit the issue
of the exchange of prisoners, particularly Sultan Abylai. According to Kazakhs who visited
Dzungaria, upon the arrival of Kazakh envoys, Galdan Tseren ordered Abylai's hands and feet to be
bound, and he remained in this state throughout Batyr Akchur's stay as a guest of the Khuntaiji. Upon
Akchur's departure, Galdan Tseren immediately ordered Abylai to be released from his bonds, and even
allowed his brother to return to the Kazakh steppes (AFPRE. F. KKD. 1742. 1. 122/1. C. 2. P. 17).

A Russian diplomatic mission led by Major K. Miller was also dispatched to Dzungaria
in the autumn of 1742 from Orsk to Galdan Tseren. The sending of K. Miller's embassy
to Dzungaria, besides negotiations for the release of a Russian subject - Sultan Abylai, aimed to study
the political situation and sought to reach an agreement with Galdan Tseren on Russo-Oirat
relations. The government of the Russian Empire played a certain role in the liberation of Abylai from
Dzungar captivity. Extremely concerned about the Dzungars' proposal of subjection and the demand for
influential political hostages, the government and the Orenburg administration took a series
of measures to prevent the strengthening of Dzungaria's influence, including the return of Sultan Abylai
from captivity (Suleimenov, 1988: 39). Later, Sergeant Alexander Podzorov, sent from Tobolsk to
Dzungaria, reported that Abylai lived under the guard of Zaysan of the Kharachinsky district Ceguk
(AFPRE. F. ZD. 1743. 1. 113/1. C 2. Pp. 39-40). One of his sons and 20 Kazakhs were also with
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him in Dzungaria. The guards did not allow communication with Abylai.

In mid-October 1743, the first representatives of Sultan Abylai, Yulbars Sultan, along with three
ordinary Kazakhs, arrived in Korkinu Sloboda and handed over letters from Abylai to the representatives
of the Tsarist government addressed to the Siberian Governor. The Sultan reported that he,
along with all his companions, safely returned from the Dzungar territory on September 5. In this letter,
Abylai expressed his desire to contribute to peaceful interaction with the Russian people and requested
permission for trade in Orenburg for his people (Suleimenov, 1988: 32). Abylai's envoys were promptly
escorted to Tobolsk. In the Siberian provincial chancellery, they recounted the internal situation
of the Middle and Junior Juzes, the conditions under which Abylai was released from Dzungar captivity.
The Tsarist government, unable to significantly influence the nature of Kazakh-Dzungar relations, was
forced to officially consider the frequent contacts of Abulmambet, Barak, Khan Kuchuk,
and other influential figures with the Dzungar Khan.

Until the spring of 1743, Abylai remained in Dzungar captivity. For about two and a half years,
he was held in Dzungar captivity, initially in the camp of Galdan Tseren, and then among the nomads of
the Davachi noyon, where he met the Hoyot noyon Amursana (1722-1755). In March 1743,
after the arrival of hostages from Abulmambet, Barak, and other Kazakh leaders, Abylai, his son, and
several other prominent captives were released (Moiseyev, 1991: 127). This was reported
to the Collegium of Foreign Affairs by I. I. Neplyue, the head of the Orenburg Commission.
Abylai stayed in the Dzungar ruler until early April and in the territory of Dzungar until September
1743: «1, Abylai-Magamet-Batyr-sultan, left the Kalmyk lands and arrived at our horde on the 5th day
of September» (AFPRE. F. 122. 1. 1. 1743. C. 8. Pp. 11-12).

Thus, by the end of September of the same year, Abylai returned to his nomadic camp on the Ishim
River. During his time in Dzungar captivity, he learned colloquial Oirat language and Oirat script
(«todo bichig», or «clear script»). Abylai's personal bravery, statesmanship, and strong sense of dignity
as a young Kazakh Chingizid made a profound impression on the Dzungar ruller. Therefore,
it was with him, rather than with Khan Abulmambet and Sultan Barak, that he negotiated a peace
treaty before his return from Urga to his nomadic camp. However, upon returning home,
Abylai was compelled to send one of his sons as a hostage to Galdan Tseren (Suleimenov, 1988: 37-38).

The total number of hostages in Galdan Tseren's camp was 35 individuals (Suleimenov, 1988: 38).
In the spring of 1744, replacing Abulmambet's son Abulfeiz, the son of Sultan Barak, Shigai arrived,
accompanied by representatives from Khan Abulkhair «sent for service» (AFPRE. F. 122. I. 1. 1743.
C. 8. Pp. 11rev.-12). As a symbolic tribute, Kazakh khans and sultans sent hundajs with dogs and eagles
(HAOR. F. Military campaign chancellery. 1. 1. C. 4. P. 48). The stay of the hostages in Dzungaria
was brief. Galdan Tseren released the captives, demonstrating the extent of his protection and the level
of moderation and privileges he could offer to the Kazakhs in exchange for their alignment without
sending troops (AFPRE. F. 1742-1744. 1. 113/1. C. 3. P. 14).

After Abylai's return from Dzungarian captivity and his peace agreement with the Oirat leader,
neighborly relations between the Kazakh sultan and the Oirat ruling house persisted until the early 1750s
when fierce internal wars erupted in Dzungaria, and the Kazakhs became active participants in these
events (Suleimenov, 1988: 40). Instead of himself, Abylai was obliged to send his sons to Dzungaria,
where Galdan Tseren provided them with very favorable conditions. Junior Lieutenant Savva Sobolev,
who traveled to Dzungaria, reported upon his return in 1745 to the commander of the Siberian Line
troops, General G. H. Kinderman, that the children of Abylai and Sultan Barak came to Dzungaria
for 1-2 months with light yurts, played with Galdan Tseren's children, and received all his favors
(RSAAA. F. 1st Department of the Senate. 1745. I. 113. C. 1607. P. 41). And soon even Abulkhair, the
khan of the Younger Horde, sent his son to Dzungaria. Seeking to slow down the process of Kazakhstan's
annexation to Russia, Galdan Tseren portrayed himself as a «humane» ruler who, unlike the Russian
emperors, would not restrict their freedom. These details were confirmed by K. Miller, who traveled to
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Dzungaria as an envoy (Moiseev, 1991: 128). To prevent the danger of Dzungarian invasions from
recurring, Khan Abulmambet and Sultan Barak began sending their sons as hostages to Dzungaria, along
with various gifts to Dzungarian Khan Galdan Tseren (Yerofeeva, 2005: 429).

Understanding the internal political situation in the Kazakh Khanates allowed Galdan
Tseren to confidently propose to Abulkhair, Barak and Abylai the transfer of the city of Turkestan under
their authority. In 1744, the residents of Turkestan themselves appealed to the Khan of the Middle Horde
with a request to come under his rule. Galdan Tseren agreed to this but the Oirat vassal in Turkestan,
Sultan Seit, opposed it, categorically refusing to share power with him (HAOR. F. Military Campaign
Chancellery. 1. 1. C. 4. P. 3). Abulmambet was forced to send envoys to Galdan Tseren again
(HAOR. F. 1. I. 1. C. 4. P. 232 rev.). According to R. Urazin, who visited the nomadic camps of the
Middle Horde in the summer of 1745, the Dzungarian Khan promised Turkestan and Barak in exchange
for accepting the suzerainty of the Dzungarian Khanate. However, Sultan Seit remained
the ruler of Turkestan (HAOR. F. 1. I. 1. C. 4. P. 232 rev.). Galdan Tseren gave his daughter in marriage
to Abylai, promised to grant him «several estates» in Tashkent, bestowed the title of tarkhan
upon Malai-Sary and sent rich gifts to Abulmambet and Barak (Suleimenov, 1988: 38). Following
Abulmambet's move in late 1743 to settle permanently in the city of Turkestan (Yerofeeva, Zhanaev,
2007b: 130) and his factual withdrawal from steppe affairs, Abylai became close to the senior
Khan of the Kazakhs, Abulkhair, and his family, especially Sultan Eraly (1722-1794),
from 1744 to 1748. In August 1748, when Abylai and Eraly were on a military campaign against the
«upper» Karakalpaks, they learned of Barak's murder of Abulkhair. Then Barak sent his men to Abylai
to deal with the son of the slain Khan, the outraged Sultan, upon hearing about it, escorted Eraly from
his detachment to the nomadic camps of the Khan's family, thus saving his life. Eight months later,
after these events, Abylai arrived at the camp of Khan Bopai, where he strongly condemned the murder
by the Sultan of the Middle Horde, the supreme ruler of the Kazakhs, Abulkhair, and the subsequent
behavior of Barak, promising the sons of the former senior Khan personal assistance in carrying
out the plan of blood revenge against the head of the Naimans and indicated to them the exact
whereabouts of Abulkhair's Killer. Following this, he sent an official message to the Orenburg governor
I.I1. Nepluev, in which he expressed his negative attitude toward Barak's actions in sharp terms and
declared his intention to assist the sons of the slain Khan in avenging the violent death of their father:
«And we are almost daily ashamed of such his actions, and, agreeing unanimously, we intend to avenge
the death of our Khan. And when the Khan's children go to avenge the death of their father,
we will help him as much as we can, and we will kill him, Barak-sultan. He, Barak, has now fled from
his homeland, but we will never deviate from the path shown to us by Abulkhair-khan»
(AFPRE. F. 122. 1749. 1. 1. C. 4. P. 59). Barak's murder of Abulkhair not only did not bring him closer
to the throne but also led to the departure of many of his previously supportive tribes and their
flight to the borders of Dzungaria.

Furthermore, Abylai calmly embarked on nomadic journeys with his uluses to the lands belonging
to the Dzungar Khanate. Passing through Char-Gurban, a left tributary of the Irtysh, Abylai would visit
the Khong Tayiji for barter trade. The Uriankhais informed the Russian authorities that they mainly
traded in bread and other goods, while Galdan Tseren sent wheat and flour to the Kazakhs
(Moiseev, 1991: 136). Continuing beyond Char-Gurban towards the Chinese side, they would sell cattle
to the Chinese, «who buy them at a high price along the way» (HAOR. F. Military Campaign
Chancellery. I. 1. C. 10. Pp. 236-241). The Kazakhs of the Middle Horde, arriving in early March 1745
for trade in the Semipalatinsk fortress, reported that their owners were near Bukhara, and now, after
Abylai's return from Dzungaria and peace agreement with Galdan Tseren, both short and long journeys
proceeded peacefully. Lieutenant F. Ablyazov, who traveled to Dzungaria in early 1745, reported
that Char-Gurbanu served as the border of Dzungar possessions (HAOR. F. Military Campaign
Chancellery. 1. 1. C. 8. P. 8.). They and Sultan Barak set up about 2000 yurts not far from the location
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of the Dzungar outposts (HAOR. F. Military Campaign Chancellery. I. 1. C. 7. P. 1969 rev.).
It was known from the report of Dragoon M. Davydov to the Kuznetsk voivodeship chancellery about
the situation in the Altai Mountains and Dzungaria, that «from our side along the Irtysh above
the Ust-Kamenogorsk fortress, fifty people are posted on guard, half from the Zengor and Abylai-sultan
troops» (HAOR. F. Military Campaign Chancellery. I. 1. C. 10. P. 240).

During 1743-1752, Abylai continued to maintain diplomatic contacts with the ruling
Dzungar house and the Russian border authorities in Orenburg and Siberia. The practice of handing over
amanats — after the Russian Empire recognized such a tradition and its effectiveness in restraining the
Kazakhs — they also adopted this custom afterward — demanding amanats in all significantly important
matters.

Conclusion

The course and nature of political relations between the Dzungar and Kazakh khanates
was determined by many foreign and domestic political factors. Their relationship influenced the policies
of the Russian and Qing empires in this region. The study of Kazakh-Dzungar relations is necessary to
understand the history of Central Asia in XVII-XVIII centuries. In this regard, the main attention
in the article was paid to such issues as the circumstances and time of the establishment
of early connections between the Oirats and the Kazakhs, the course and results of military operations,
the struggle of the Kazakh people against the aggression of the Dzungars, attention was also paid
to the internal political situation and the promotion of political leaders of that time.

Without an in-depth study of the relationship between the Kazakh and Dzungar Khanates,
it is impossible to reconstruct not only the history of their foreign policy relations, their place
and role in the system of international relations in Central Asia, this also affects the study of the internal
politics of the steppe elite in these Khanates.

Sultan Abylai maintained close ties with the Dzungar hundagis after his return from captivity.
During his time in Dzungaria, he learned conversational Oirat language and script, familiarized himself
with the political structure of the Oirat nomadic state, and established friendly relations with Galdan
Tseren and his relatives. The relationship between Abylai and the Oirat court persisted even after Galdan
Tseren's death, until the early 1750s, when fierce wars broke out in Dzungaria and the Kazakhs became
active participants in these events. Abylai emerged as a key figure in the political life of the Kazakhs,
addressing crucial issues of war and peace with the Dzungars. He directed all his energy towards
strengthening supreme authority and pulling the Kazakh Khanate out of a prolonged political crisis.
The consolidation of Kazakh clans around Abylai was greatly facilitated by his active and successful
political and military actions in Kazakh-Dzungar relations.
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Abstract. Introduction. This article highlights the complex and multifaceted history of territorial
conflicts between the Kazakh rulers and the Qing authorities, focusing on the events that took place
in the middle of the 18th century. Special attention is paid to the moment of arrival of the first Qing
embassy in the Kazakh lands in the summer of 1755 and subsequent diplomatic and military interactions
between the parties, especially in the context of events related to the leader of the Dzungarian uprising
Amursana. Goals and objectives of this study is to deeply analyze the political, social and military
relations’ dynamics between the Kazakh Khanate and the Qing Empire, identify the factors that
contributed to the escalation or resolution of the conflict, as well as to understand the role of individuals
in these processes. Results of the study suggest a new understanding of the historical events of that time,
coverage of little-studied aspects of the relationship between the parties, as well as an analysis
of the consequences of these relations for regional history. Conclusions of the work are aimed
at emphasizing the relevance and necessity of studying this topic not only for historians,
but also for the general public interested in the history of Central Asia and its interaction with neighboring
states and cultures. The importance of this research is due to the desire to understand the complex
processes of formation of national identity, state borders and interethnic relations in the region.

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Abstract. Introduction. The relations between the Kazakh Khanate and the Russian Empire
on the territory of Western Siberia in the XVII — XVIII centuries were not always peaceful: periods of
good-neighborliness were often replaced by military clashes. It should be noted that Soviet
historiography, for the sake of ideological conjuncture, tried to keep silent about this problem for a long
time. Goals and objectives. To study the Kazakh-Russian military conflict at the turn
of the XVII — XVIII centuries. Results. The author of the article, based on the analysis
of the subjects, principles and course of the protectorate of Russia (1740) and the content of the texts of
its consequences, determined the situation in the Kazakh steppe, directions, and consequences.
Conclusion. The XVII-XVIII centuries were a time not only of peaceful coexistence of the Kazakhs of
the Middle zhuz with the Cossack and peasant population of Siberia, but also a time of open military
confrontation and mutual raids, especially from the Kazakh people. In the author's opinion,
these circumstances were caused by the unwillingness of the Kazakh rulers to lose the traditional rich
pasture lands in the northern and northeastern regions of the Middle zhuz, which were gradually
retreating in favor of the tsarist government.

Introduction

In regard of the topic under study, it is necessary to pay attention to the works of the famous
researcher of the XVII1 century, G.F. Miller. During his long-term trips to Siberia, the Russian academician
kept detailed travel notes, collecting unique material on various aspects of the life and activities of the
population of the region. For example, he managed to compile inventories of a number of the largest
Siberian archives in the cities of Verkhoturye, Pelym, Turinsk, Tyumen, Tobolsk, Tara, Berezovoye,
Narym, Ketsk and others (Guryanova et al., 1993: 111). The case inventories collected by G. Miller,
which, unfortunately, have now been irretrievably lost, allow us to reveal and reconstruct to some extent
little-known pages from the history of the not always peaceful relations between the first Russian settlers
of Siberia and one of the indigenous Turkic peoples of Western Siberia — the Kazakhs.

For example, in one of his notes, he mentions that on October 15, 1616, a strict warning was received
from the Russian tsar Mikhail Fedorovich in the city of Tyumen to Prince Fyodor Korkodinov that
"he should live with great caution because Ishim is the tsar (Kazakh Khan Yesim (1598-1628)) this summer
| intend to go to war under the Siberian cities" (Guryanova et al., 1993: 139). At that time, the border
between the two states — Moscow and Kazakh — passed in the area of the modern cities of Tyumen
(founded in 1586) and Tobolsk (founded in 1587). In the face of the emergence of a new force in the face
of nomadic Kalmyks, tsarism was afraid of their joint actions with the Kazakhs against the Siberian
authorities. This is evidenced by the message of Tsar Mikhail Fedorovich mentioned by Miller to Princes
Mikhail Dolgoruky and Yuri Redrikov in Tyumen about the need to “inquire about Ishim Tsarevich
(Yesim Khan), whether he has an agreement with Talai-tayshey and others" (Guryanova et al., 1993: 141).

In the 1690s, a serious threat loomed over Siberian cities and settlements not only from the Dzungars
and separate disparate Kazakh detachments, but also from the most famous Kazakh Khan Tauke
(1680-1715). This circumstance caused some confusion in the Russian government, as no one expected
such aturn of events. On the part of the Kazakhs, the case began to take on a more organized and systematic
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character and the eminent Kazakh khan himself led these actions. Therefore, tsarism was forced to take all
possible measures to curb the wayward and unpredictable steppe ruler. Often, the Siberian authorities
simply bought off the Kazakh ruler. For example, on January 10, 1694, from lvan Alekseyevich,
Peter Alekseyevich, a nearby steward (in this case, the governor, the representative of the tsar)
Andrei Fedorovich Naryshkin was given an order "on murza's vacation to Tevki Khan, on sending to him
a salary against his gifts of one and a half and on declaring that he was not responsible for the devastation”
(Guryanova et al., 1993: 174). Apparently, tsarism, which had only recently begun to "develop"
the Siberian lands, did not have enough military forces to defend itself against its recent owners and new
Kazakh neighbors, and therefore was forced to simply buy them off. By the way, Russia used this technique
in the form of paying off the steppe people in the case of Abylai and Sultanmamet in the next century.
In response to Kazakh attacks, the Siberian administration sometimes resorted to such unpopular measures
as the delay of ambassadors. This happened in 1690 with the influential ambassadors of Khan Tauke Sary
and Kildey (Baishev, 1979: 297-298). As is known, attempts were made on both sides to resolve
the strained relations: for example, for this purpose, in 1691, Khan Tauke sent two embassies to Tobolsk
and Moscow. At the same time, the tsarist administration, represented by the Siberian governors,
in July 1692, also equipped a reciprocal embassy to him, consisting of Andrei Nepripasov,
Vasily Kobyakov and the translator Shamanaev (Baishev, 1979: 297-298).

Materials and methods

In the inventories of Siberian archival funds collected by the same Miller, data for 1693 are mentioned,
when gunpowder and lead were sent to Yalutorovskaya Sloboda (a city in the territory of the modern
Tyumen region) due to the fact that its inhabitants "in that settlement from the Cossack Horde are under
siege.” Then there were prisoners and killed, as well as the theft of philistine and Cossack cattle by numerous
Kazakh detachments (Guryanova et al., 1993: 181). The Kazakhs demanded not to build fortifications and
not to turn their pastures into peasants' arable land.

And in the spring of 1695, the Kazakhs and Bashkirs had the intention to go "sobcha under the Tobolsk
settlements to war" (Guryanova et al., 1993: 182). As we can see, the position of the Russian government
in Western Siberia at that time was not entirely safe: not only the Kazakhs threatened the Russian military
fortified lines, but also the Bashkirs. There was also a real threat of their joint actions, which was not
uncommon when two related peoples acted together against the military expansion of the tsarist government.

According to the Siberian researcher S. U. Remezov, in 1700, also "from the Cossack Horde,
the Tyukalinsk volost came and fought (Tyukalinsk is a modern Russian city in the middle part of the Omsk
region, 124 kilometers northwest of Omsk)" (Remezov, 1882: 5).

The situation did not change at all even in the "Years of the Great Calamity”, when the Kazakhs
themselves suffered heavy defeats from the then-pressing Dzungarian invaders (1723-1727).
For example, in 1724, a message was received from Tobolsk to the city of Turinsk that "The Cossack Horde
wanders to the border settlements in the vicinity and ravages and completely emulates”
(Guryanovaeet al., 1993: 121). The military advance of the tsarist government did not suit the Kazakh rulers
in any way, who did not want to put up with the change in the geopolitical situation in the region,
even in conditions of a noticeable deterioration in relations with the Dzungars.

The years 1728 — 1741 were marked by a series of continuous Kazakh raids on the territory of Tarsky
Uyezd (the northern part of the territory of the modern Omsk region-author) (Guryanova et al., 1993: 132).
The Siberian authorities also took retaliatory measures in the form of organizing "military searches".
So, on April 14, 1731, the real battle of the Kazakh detachment and the local military garrison took place
near the Omsk fortress, where several people were captured by the former, as well as property and livestock
of the fortress residents (Guryanova et al., 1993: 132).

On November 12, 16 and 19, 1734, Kazakh detachments made military campaigns in the Barabinsk
steppe (the territory of the modern Novosibirsk region) with the capture of local Tatars, as well as their
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property and livestock (Guryanova et al., 1993: 132). As you know, at that time the Barabinsk Tatars were
already in the subjection of the tsarist government and regularly paid him yasak.

On November 27, 1740, the Tarsk voivodeship office received a report from the Cossack centurion
Leonty Ponamarev from the Ust-Tarsky Pass about the battle "with the people of the Cossack Horde"
(Guryanova et al., 1993: 132).

In 1741, from the Ishim administrative office, the Tarsk voivodeship office received a "memorial”
(message, report) "about the battle of the former Cossack Horde with people, about the damage to people
and about the fullness” (Guryanova et al., 1993: 132). The battle took place despite the fact that in 1740
the border part of the Middle zhuz was considered to have already been accepted into Russian citizenship.
But tsarist Russia, having no real power and serious influence among the Kazakhs, in the conditions of their
incessant raids, continued to perceive them more as "enemies™ than subjects and continued to conduct real
military operations with them, which once again confirms the formality and non-viability of the signed
agreements on citizenship. In this regard, | would like to mention the words of researcher I. F. Babkov,
Governor-General of Western Siberia, with whom it is difficult for us to disagree: "... the Kirghiz
who accepted our citizenship (Kazakhs): they were not at all embarrassed by this obligation
and not only continued to plunder the linear villages and outposts, but broke through the Irtysh and plundered
mining villages" (Babkov, 1912: 308).

Sultanmamet Sultan, then young, took an active part in these raids, who did not agree
with the appearance of a line of military fortifications on the Irtysh and the prohibition of Kazakhs to roam
on the right bank of the Irtysh.

Discussion

In order to scout the moods of the steppe people during the period of the highest intensity of the
movement of the Bashkir "troublemaker” Karasakal, on February 19, 1741, the Siberian provincial
Chancellery sent scouts from among the serving Tatars and Bashkirs to the nomads of the Middle zhuz.
They had to find out not only the location of Karasakal and his people among the Kazakhs, but also
whether the Kazakhs were going to attack the Russian borders (RSAAA. F. 415. 1. 2. C. 140. Pp. 10-12).
This fact once again confirms that the citizenship of the border Kazakhs of the Middle zhuz was largely
fictitious and formal. In the history of Kazakh-Russian relations, there have been many cases when
Kazakh khans and sultans, pursuing momentary interests, formally accepted Russian citizenship,
while neither side had any obligations. Therefore, on January 19, 1742, the Siberian Chancellery ordered
the Siberian Order to have "a strong precaution against the thieves of Karasakal, his fans of the
Kirghiz-Kaysaks, Bashkirs in the Siberian province" (RSAAA. F. 415. 1. 2. C. 140. P. 21).

Due to the increasing incidence of Kazakh raids on the interior, in 1744 even a decree of the Senate
was issued "On the exile of Kirghiz accused of criminal offenses”, according to which the steppe dwellers
who committed murders, thefts and raids on the homes of the Russian population referred
to the Nerchinsk silver factories (Kraft, 1898: 13).

At the same time, it should be noted that the attacks of the subjects of the Kazakh Khanate on the
inner districts of Siberia eventually weakened, especially since the second half of the XVIII century.
This largely depended on strengthening the defense capability of Russian fortresses. For example,
the Kansk outpost, located on the right bank of the Omi River (east of modern Omsk), had a moat and
Cossacks served here until 1750, who were supposed to repel the raids of the Kazakhs and Dzungars.
But after the completion of the construction of the Irtysh military line, the need for the maintenance
of internal fortresses eventually completely disappeared (Falk, 1824: 430). In this regard, the academic
expedition of Falk mentions that in 1740, on the right bank of the Omi River, the Kazakhs Killed
the Barabinsky prince Yaut, who was not saved even by the trenches they dug, which the Tatars,
defending themselves from the raids of the Kazakhs, dug a lot (Falk, 1824: 433).

But still, one of the most "explosive" areas of Western Siberia, where the Kazakhs periodically
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raided, especially from the second half of the XVIII century, were the Kurgan and Ishim districts,
part of whose territories until the middle of the XVIII century were considered the traditional nomadic
Kazakhs of the Middle zhuz: Kipchaks, Argyns and Kereys. As you know, in 1752-1755,
Russia unilaterally, without coordination with Abylai and other sultans and khans, pushed the border
lines deep into the nomads of the Middle zhuz up to 250 versts. The former autochthonous Kazakh
population was forcibly evicted from there, followed by a series of new raids by steppe dwellers.
At that time, Sultanmamet Sultan directed efforts to peacefully resolve issues of crossing to the right
bank of the Irtysh River with the dacha of the amanats in winter.

Peter and Paul, Presnogorkovskaya and others fortresses were quickly built on the former Kazakh
nomads. Raids on the Presnogorkovsky line were mainly carried out by the people of Abylai Sultan,
who did not agree with the loss of a huge land mass in the Novoishimsky district. Behind these fortresses
there were traditional nomads and graves of the ancestors of the Kazakhs of the Middle zhuz. Therefore,
raids in this area were not uncommon. I. Andreev, who served on the Siberian line for a long time
in the second half of the XVIII century, also wrote about the raids of the Kazakhs in 1771 in the Kurgan
district. In particular, he noted the following: "... on the Tobolsk line, 22 peasant peasants and their wives
were taken away from the Kabanya fortress in the residential direction, from Kurgan,
the city of Batyrevsky Winter Quarters and the village of Krivoy, after the plundering of this winter
quarters by the Kirghiz-Kaysaks in 1771..." (Andreev, 1998: 114). The same is reported by the compilers
of the official publication "Tobolsk Province on the eve of the 300th anniversary of the conquest
of Siberia™: "... the inhabitants of the Kurgan district were most worried about the Kirghiz (Kazakhs)
who roamed in their neighborhood. When they saw a Russian in the steppe, they ran at him on their fast
steeds, threw a noose around his neck and set off with him on the way back to their villages"
(Golodnikov, 1881: 176). Abylai Khan, well aware of the cases of mass theft of people and livestock,
practically did not take any measures to return them, thereby complicating relations with the tsarist
government.

But on the Irtysh line, Sultan Sultanmamet tried to resolve matters peacefully and mutually
beneficial: otherwise, he was denied winter crossings to the right bank of the Irtysh.

We also learn about these raids from the messages of the acting Governor-General of Perm
and Tobolsk Alexei Volkov addressed to Catherine Il on June 1, 1789. "... a party of Kirghiz
(Kazakhs), breaking into the Kurgan district adjacent to their land, from two villagers who left with
young children 10 versts away from her village for processing arable land lying 70 versts from the line,
she took away two boys from their children...". The sent chase did not give a positive result
(RSAAA. F.24.1. 1. C. 66. Pp. 5, 5 rev.). The same Alexey Volkov, mentioned by us, in his message to
Catherine Il dated November 1, 1789 from Perm, also reported that "in the last days of last September,
Kirghiz (kazakh) raids into the Kurgan district... it was 6 times" (RSAAA. F. 24. 1. 1. C. 66. Pp. 8, 9).

Kazakh raids on the territory of the Kurgan district of Tobolsk province ended only
by the early 80s of the XIX century (Babkov, 1912: 37). According to the famous researcher
of the X1X century N. Petropavlovsk, "in the Kurgan, Ishim: and Tyukalinsky districts (currently these
territories are part of the modern Omsk and Tyumen regions), the peasants were fighting with the Kirghiz
(Kazakhs. — S. Zh.). Almost until recently, they defended their the rights of the owners..."
(Petropavlovsky, 1886: 16). In order to stop the almost continuous raids of Kazakhs on the inner side
of the Ishim and Irtysh lines, by royal Decree of April 24, 1798, it was ordered to block
with Presnokamyshinsky and Krutoyarsky redoubts those places where cases of the greatest penetration
of Kazakhs were observed: on the Ishim line — at the Presnogorkovskaya fortress (Kraft, 1898: 139).

Results
At the same time, on the rest of the Siberian line, especially on the Irtysh, there were fewer
cases of theft of people and livestock. In our opinion, the main reason for the "improvement" of the
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situation with the Kazakh raids was the presence of a convenient natural water barrier. This, by the way,
was well written by one of the high-ranking Russian officers who served in the XVIII century
in the specified territory: "According to its geographical location, the Irtysh River had all the properties
of an excellent defensive line that could serve as protection of our South Siberian borders from the raids
of the Kirghiz (Kazakh)" (Babkov, 1912: 143).

At the beginning of the XVIII century, the Russian Empire, during the reign of Peter |, embarked
on the path of open military seizure of new territories, which were possible due to the intensification
of foreign policy activities, as well as the reorganization and improvement of the armed forces.
And according to modern Russian researchers, "the main tool for carrying out reforms was consciously
used violence, and the state created in accordance with the latest special and philosophical theories of that
time acquired militaristic features” (Babkov, 1912: 125).

As a result of the end of hostilities against Sweden and the signing of the Peace of Nishtad in 1721,
Russia annexed the territories of Latvia and Estonia, and also gained access to the Baltic World
(Derevyanko, 2009: 131). In 1722, Russian troops marched to the Caucasus and Iran, gaining a foothold
in Baku, Rasht and Astrabad (Derevyanko, 2009: 132)

The activation of the military machine of the Russian Empire took place in the Upper and Middle
Irtysh region, where two nomadic states — the Kazakh Khanate and Dzungaria in relation to each other
were in a state of constant and almost continuous military conflicts, often fueled by tsarism.

Merchants, members of diplomatic missions, and travelers returning from the Kazakh Khanate and
neighboring territories spread rumors about the wealth of these lands. In particular, the Russian tsar Peter
| heard rumors that there are "gold placers” in Yerketi. And the Russian treasury, devastated
by the protracted Russo-Swedish war, required huge additional financial resources. And this became
a pretext for further military colonization activities of the tsarist government. Back in 1713, the first
Siberian governor M. P. Gagarin proposed to Peter | a plan for the construction of a line of military
fortifications from Tobolsk to Yerketi (Semenova, 1903: 151). Later, the prince's initiative was supported
and a military expedition led by I. D. Buchholz was sent to implement this plan. Here is how the famous
researcher of modern times A. K. writes about it. Gaines: "Having attached great importance, according
to the economic concepts of the time, to the possession of gold placers...Peter ... decided to seize Yarkand,
acting from two sides: from the eastern shore of the Caspian Sea (the Bekovich-Cherkassky expedition)
and another from southern Siberia to Little Bukharia, under the command of Captain Buchholz's guard™
(Gaines, 2007: 17-18).

The head of the expedition received assignments from Peter | in order to arrive in Tobolsk, assemble
an army and sail with them up the Irtysh to Yamyshevsky Lake, where it was necessary to lay a new city.
And starting next spring, he was supposed to go to Yarkand. On the way to the "golden city",
the detachment had to build small redoubts to store supplies and ensure communication with Tobolsk.
And directly in Tobolsk, Buchholz was already instructed by the Siberian governor Gagarin: "if the enemy
does not allow fortresses to be built, then, asking God for help, resist as much as possible by all people™
(Gaines, 2007: 18).

The detachment consisted of military personnel, residents of Tomsk, Tyumen and Tara, totaling up
to 2,800 people. There were Swedish prisoners among them. In July 1715, the expeditionary force began
its campaign on 59 ships. In October 1715, the Yamyshevskaya Fortress was founded near the mouth of
the Presnukha River (Gaines, 2007: 18). The construction of the fortress was strongly opposed
by the Dzungars. A long siege of the fortress by the 10,000-strong Dzungarian army led by Prince
Cheren-Donduk began. At that time, the Dzungars occupied the traditional Kazakh nomads located on the
right bank of the Irtysh. Soon, the Dzungars, having captured the enemy's horses, broke into the new
fortress, but were driven out with rifle and cannon volleys. Cheren Donduk sent a letter demanding
to leave the fortress and retire, which was categorically refused by Buchholz (Gaines, 2007: 22). Kazakh
detachments observed this confrontation, wanting to get their benefits from this conflict.
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A caravan of food and salaries to members of the expeditionary force, sent from Tobolsk,
was intercepted by the Dzungars and this circumstance decided the outcome of the armed confrontation.
Famine and related diseases began among the defenders of the fortress: anthrax, scurvy, from which
20-30 people died per day. I. Buchholz with the remaining detachment (up to 700 people) after a meeting
of the military council, in the spring of 1716, he was forced to return by water on the surviving docks
(large boats). The Dzungars did not attack the Russian detachment for the second time. On the way back,
on May 20, 1716, in coordination with Gagarin's detachment of I. Buchholz, the Omsk fortress was laid.
The Kazakh clans of the Kerey and Kipchak tribes, who have been nomadic in this place since ancient
times, were somewhat pushed back beyond the Irtysh, beyond its outer side. Kazakhs of the Omsk region
still call this city "Omby" ("a place with deep loose snow"), as well as the river of the same name,
which flows into the Irtysh at the same place (Bardanes, 2007: 96).

The tsarist government, in the context of the Kazakh-Dzungarian confrontation in the Irtysh region,
embarked on the path of open construction of lines of military fortifications. They were intended both
for colonization of the right bank and the left bank of the river occupied by Dzungars and Kazakhs.
Detachments of lieutenant colonels Myatigorov and Stupin were sent to Yamyshevsky Lake one after
another, who were supposed to rebuild the Yamyshevsky fortress, and at the same time "not to start
quarrels with the Kalmyks, even when attacked by them, only to defend themselves and try to convince
that the Russians have no hostile intentions against the oiratstvo and that the fortresses under construction
are intended to defend our the limits of the Kirghiz (Kazakh)" (Gaines, 2007: 23).

In 1717, on the right bank of the Irtysh Stupin rebuilt the Yamyshev fortress, which has now
become more inaccessible to nomads. In the same year, on the instructions of the same Gagarin,
a detachment of Tarsky boyar P. Sviyersky erected the Zhelezinskaya fortress, which was 200 versts
from Omsk and 231 versts from Yamyshevsky. In 1718, a detachment led by nobleman V. Cheredov laid
the Semipalatinsk Fortress, and Lieutenant Colonel Stupin was seconded to complete it.
Neither the Kazakhs nor the Dzungars could offer any organized resistance to the invading Russian troops
due to the existing military confrontation between the two nomadic powers. Moreover, at the same time,
the Dzungars waged bloody and incessant military operations with the armies of the Qing Empire.
On this occasion, Gaines A.K. wrote: "Gagarin supported the strife of the Central Asian nomads and was
in frequent relations with the Kirghiz (Kazakhs)" (Gaines, 2007: 25). But soon Gagarin was summoned
to St. Petersburg, sentenced to two years, and then executed in front of the Senate building for
"his unheard-of theft" (Gaines, 2007: 26).

In the spring of 1720, by order of Peter I, a military expedition led by Likharev was equipped
to lay the Ust-Kamenogorsk fortress. He had to carry out an investigation into the “thieves" case of
Gagarin, go around the new fortresses and complete the case with the gold of Yarkand. Soon the fortress
was founded, Likharev was forced to leave for St. Petersburg due to an aggravated illness, and Stupin
was offered to complete its construction, which he subsequently successfully did. Later, small outposts
and redoubts appeared.

The Siberian authorities continued to explain to the Dzungarian rulers the reason for
the construction of fortresses by the need to protect against Kazakh raids, and to the Kazakhs by the need
to defend against the militant Dzungars. But in fact, these fortifications served as a convenient
springboard to strengthen the position of tsarism in the Irtysh River basin with the aim of subsequently
annexing both the territory of the Kazakh Khanate and the areas temporarily controlled
by the Dzungarian Khontaiji. This was also written by the famous Russian researcher and Sempalatinsk
local historian N. Konshin: "This is how the Irtysh line of fortifications arose, whose task was to protect
the right-bank lands from the Dzungars, and soon after from the Kirghiz (Kazakhs)"
(Kabuldinov, 2006: 26). P.A. Slovtsov also writes about this: "During 1716, Prince Gagarin, in correcting
his mistake, wrote with centurion Cheredov to kontaishi that the Yamyshevskoye fortification was
undertaken to protect it from attacks by the Kirghiz (Kazakhs), whom he meanwhile encouraged to attack
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(Dzhungar)" (Slovtsov, 1886: 225).

The same thoughts are confirmed by the official historian of the Siberian Cossack army,
G.E. Katanaev: "On the mutual weakening and extermination of the warring peoples, Gagarin built the
success of his planned movement to the upper reaches of the Irtysh" (Katanaev, 2007: 163). Moreover,
he openly wrote about why the construction of fortresses was undertaken.: Russian Russians immediately
blocked the nomads' access to the Barabino-Kulundin steppes, ensuring the free settlement
of the latter by Russian people,” it would seem that everything was going as well as possible, because
having settled on the upper Irtysh under the noise of the Chinese-Dzungarian-Kaisak struggle
(Katanaev, 2007: 169-170).

As for the attitude of the Kazakhs towards the construction of a line of Russian military
fortifications along the right bank of the Irtysh, it was definitely negative. The military detachments
of the Middle zhuz tried to stop the military-colonial advance of the tsarist government, despite the very
difficult relations with the Dzungars. This was emphasized by one of the Russian officers who served
on this line, 1. Andreev: "with the establishment of the Irtysh line and the construction of fortresses along
it, and especially Yamyshevskaya, which, in the reasoning of the nearby salt lake, was studied from the
beginning in Siberia, the first one is known and built up, at the establishment of which they repaired
(Kazakhs) repeated attacks on her" (Andreev, 1998: 113). The Kazakhs could not do otherwise: the tsarist
government encroached on their ancestral lands, temporarily occupied by Dzungaria, and now
by the Moscow state. The situation did not improve at all even in the early years of the "Years of the
Great Disaster", when the Kazakhs suffered crushing defeats from the Dzungarian hordes. For example,
in 1724, a report was received from Tobolsk to the city of Turinsk about an attack on border settlements
(Guryanova, 1993: 171). It was not like an exhausted enemy: when the fate of the ancestral
land was being decided, as a result of the military colonization acts of tsarism, who suddenly found
themselves on the "inner side”, the Kazakhs fought for every piece of their native land. This indicated
that there were desperate attempts on the part of the Kazakhs to stop the military colonization expansion
of the Russians. But the confrontation with the militant Dzungars prevented the Kazakhs from actively
resisting the military advance of the Russian Empire.

And after the defeat of the Dzungars, Kazakh sultans and elders actively tried to move to the right
bank of the Irtysh. But they faced open opposition from the regional authorities. In 1755, the tsarist
government banned the Kazakhs of the Middle zhuz from crossing to the right bank of the Irtysh.
In 1762, the Kazakhs were ordered not to approach the fortresses closer than 10 versts. And in 1765,
Lieutenant General I. Springer, commander of the Siberian lines, ordered the separation of the ten-verst
strip on the steppe Kazakh side (left bank). Kazakhs were strictly forbidden to appear within this zone.
Now it was forbidden to approach Russian fortresses closer than 30 versts. Any unauthorized crossings
of the Kazakhs to the right bank of the Irtysh ended in forced eviction with the involvement of military
forces. Before the eyes of almost one generation, the Kazakhs began to lose not only the right-bank, but
also the ancestral lands on the left bank of the Irtysh. This was the essence of the aggressive policy
of tsarism, later openly declaring these lands "state-owned" or "native Russian".

The raids of Kazakh detachments did not stop practically until the end of the XVIII century,
when, in order to stop such invasions of the steppe people, the royal decree of April 24, 1798 ordered
those places where cases of the greatest penetration of Kazakhs were observed to be blocked
with redoubts (Kraft, 1898: 139).

The reduction of pasture lands, the seizure of the Novoishimsky district, and the prohibition
of nomadism in the Irtysh River basin led to a significant undermining of the foundations of the nomadic
and semi-nomadic cattle breeding economy of the Kazakhs. During the jute years, in order to save
livestock, the local population lost the opportunity to freely migrate to the border line, to the inner side,
including on the right bank of the Irtysh. As a result of the military colonization of the right bank of the
Irtysh, the Kazakhs lost not only free access there for a long time, but over time, a 10-mile strip of land

along the left bank of the Irtysh was also taken away from them.

Conclusion

The XVII-XVIII centuries were a time not only of peaceful coexistence of the Kazakhs of the Middle
zhuz with the Cossack and peasant population of Siberia, but also a time of open military confrontation,
mutual raids, especially from the Kazakhs. In my opinion, this circumstance was caused
by the unwillingness of the Kazakh rulers to lose the traditional rich pasture lands in the northern and
northeastern regions of the Middle zhuz, which were gradually retreating in favor of the tsarist government.

In the period from 1716 to 1720, a line of military fortifications was built on the right bank
of the Irtysh, which later served as a springboard for military colonization actions of the Russian Empire
on the territory of Kazakhstan. The new border line was apparently established without coordination and
any prior consultations with the Kazakh rulers. Due to internecine wars within the Kazakh khanate,
as well as the weakening of the Dzungars, the policy of tsarism gradually began to seize the lands of its
neighbors. The Kazakh khans could no longer resist the tsarist policy of building military fortifications and
go against the policy of tsarism.
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Abstract. Introduction. This article examines some aspects of the life, activities and relationships
of Sultan Sultanmamet with the Russian Empire. Goals and objectives. The purpose of the study
is to reconstruct the historical events associated with Sultan Sultanmamet, as well as to assess
his contribution to the history of Kazakhstan. The tasks are to analyze his political influence in solving
the economic and state affairs of the region and family ties with other representatives of the ruling elite.
This will help to identify the role of the Sultan in defending the Irtysh region and the return of the right
(with some restrictions) to use the ancestral pastures of the right bank of the Irtysh. Results. The origin
of the sultan is determined with an indication of the pedigree, some episodes of life related to religious
and cultural phenomena are shown, and political activity is characterized through the prism of relations
with the tsarist authorities. Conclusion. The study of the life and work of Sultan Sultanmamet
in the XVIII century emphasizes his significant role in the history of Kazakhstan. He stands out as an
influential politician capable of solving complex internal and external issues. His ability to manage tribal
communities and defend their interests makes him a key figure of his time. Recommendations for further
scientific research are also given.

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Abstract. Introduction. The second half of the X1X century plays a big role in the history of Zhetysu.
It was in those years that the region was created as part of Turkestan Governor-General and the center
of the region was created — the city of Verny. From that moment on, various ethnic groups from all over
the Empire and beyond began to move to the new region within the Empire. And among the resettled
peoples, the Tatars occupied a special place in the socio-cultural life of the region. Kazakh-Tatar ties
have a deep root of the same origin. Therefore, during the annexation of Kazakhstan
to the Russian Empire, it was the Tatars who were used to influence the Kazakhs and the empire had
high hopes for them. This article describes the connection of the Tatars with the Kazakhs before joining
the Russian Empire and during the Empire. Special emphasis is placed on the connection of the Tatars
with the Kazakhs and Kyrgyz of Zhetysu and the reasons for the settlement and the history of the Tatars.
At the same time, it is noted that the statement that the Tatars penetrated the Kazakh steppes only through
trade is erroneous, even in the Khanate, the Tatars were next to the Khans in the role of "secretaries" and
were initially close to writing and reading. Goals and objectives. As a goal, the historical stages
of the settlement of representatives of the Tatar ethnic group in Zhetysu in the second half
of'the XIX and early XX centuries are analyzed. In this regard, we have set ourselves the task of studying
the course of the arrival of Tatars to the land of Zhetysu by analyzing the historical course
of the settlement of Tatars in Kazakhstan. Results. The history of the settlement of Tatars in Kazakhstan
and Kyrgyzstan as a whole has been written and studied quite well. However, there are only
a few studies that have studied the history of the Tatars by region. In this article, the history
of the settlement of a specific Tatar people specifically in Zhetysu. Their trade, religious and educational
activities are presented. The number of Tatars in each district of the Zhetysu region is given.
Thanks to this, we tried to find out in which County there are fewer Tatars and in which County there
are more, as well as to identify the reasons. Conclusions. Each ethnic groups in Kazakhstan has its own
reason and history of its arrival. And each story provides a good opportunity to deeply understand the
history of the settlement of all ethnic groups living in Kazakhstan. In particular, the historical region
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called "Zhetysu" was one of the centers of settlement of representatives of other ethnic groups.
In this article, we tried to describe the history of the settlement of one of these peoples — the Tatar ethnic
group.

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Introduction

In the second half of the XIX century, the territory of the Zhetysu region, which became
part of the Russian Empire, was 377.079 square kilometres. The border of the region runs between Alakol
and Shu, in the north along Lake Balkhash, in the south along Dzungar Alatau and Lake Issyk.
There were rivers such as lle, Bien, Aksu, Lepsy, Baskan, Karatal and Sarkan in this area.
There was also a regional centre — Verny and five district towns: Zharkent, Kapal, Lepsy, Pishpek and
Przewalsk. From an administrative point of view, the region is divided into six districts: Pishpek,
Przewalsk, Zharkent, Verny, Kapal and Lepsy uyezds. Originally built as a fortress, Verny grew over
time and in 1867 became the centre of the Zhetysu region and was given the status of a town.
In 1867, Verny had 6,164 inhabitants. In the 1970s, the town was divided into three administrative
districts: Big and small village (stanitsa) and Tatar Sloboda. The region of Zhetysu, in which the town of
Verny was located, belonged to the General Government of Turkestan from 1867 to 1882, to the General
Government of Steppe from 1882 to 1899 and again to the General Government of Turkestan in 1899.

Before the resettlement policy of the Russian Empire, the main population of Zhetysu consisted
of Kazakhs and Kyrgyz, then Uyghurs and Dungans, Russians and Ukrainians as well as Tatars settled
there. Let us consider the history of the Tatar ethnic group, which is the subject of our research,
as a diaspora in Kazakhstan and the Zhetysu region.

Materials and methods

Fund 44 from the Central State Archives of the Republic of Kazakhstan "Semirechenskoye
Oblastnoe pravlenie™, and fund 136 from the Central State Archives of the Kyrgyz Republic "Oblastnoe
pravlenie” were used for the preparation of the article. The materials of the first All-Russian
census of 1897 from the list of rare collections of the National Library were also used.

The principles of coherence and objectivity were observed when writing this article. Based on this
principle, the history of the settlement of the Tatars in the Zhetysu region is presented in a differentiated
manner. In addition, the systematization of the data used is based on comparative-historical, retrospective
methods.

The principle of consistency was chosen as the methodological basis of the research
work and, Guided by the principles of historicity and objectivity, the features of the process of
resettlement of Tatars in Zhetysu.

Discussion

There are only a few historians who deal with the history of the settlement of the Tatar people
in the Zhetysu region. However, some scholars have described the history of the emergence of the Tatar
in Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan, which became part of the Zhetysu region during the empire. First of all,
we can note the special G.Sultangalieva. For example, there is a work (Sultangalieva, 2000: 20-37)
that explored the Tatar ethnic group in the XVIII — XIX centuries in connection with the Kazakhs,
and another work (Sultangalieva, 2012: 52-81) that revealed the activities of the Tatars as intermediaries
of the Empire.

Among Kazakh scholars, there is a small research work by I.Erofeeva (Erofeeva, 2000: 599).
The work "History of Kazakhstan: People and Culture", written jointly by several scholars and intended
to cover the history of the peoples living in Kazakhstan, deals briefly with the history of the emergence
of the Tatar in Kazakhstan and the Zhetysu region.
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The next work in Kazakhstan can be attributed to G. Zhoraeva, the author of the article,
who recorded the settlement of the Tatar on the Eastern Region (Zhoraeva, 2018: 91-96). The author
of this scientific work described the settlement of Tatars in Kazakhstan as a whole.

Among the Kyrgyz historians, two authors are especially noted: Bikbulatova A.'s work
"Tatar Kyrgyzstan" (Bikbulatova, 2018: 240) and Yarkov P.'s work "Tatar and Bashkir in Kyrgyzstan"
(Yarkov, 1996: 120). Both authors were able to deeply study the settlement of the Tatars in the Kyrgyz
country and provide good information.

Russian scientists are also interested in the role of the Tatars in Kazakhstan in the Times of the
Empire. One such research work can be attributed to the work of Z.Makhmudov
(Makhmudov, 2021: 61-73). In his work, the author described in detail the history of the settlement of
Tatar Mullahs in the Kazakh steppes.

The history of the resettlement of the Tatars to the Kazakh steppes is also of interest to Western
historians. Especially among the Turkish ones. Ones of these is E.Ozdemir (Ozdemir, 2008: 157),
who paid special attention to the resettlement of Tatars to Kazakhstan.

Results

In the middle of the XVIII century, the city of Orynbor emerged on the border of the "Kazakh
steppe” and became the most important outpost linking Russia with the Central Asian khanates
such as Bukhara, Kokand and Khiva. The measures taken by the royal power, the establishment of
outposts and customs posts in the Orynbor and Orynbor regions had a positive effect on the control of
trade between the Tatars and Turkestan and among themselves.

However, the Tatars quickly adapted to the new situation and switched from "illegal™ trade
with nomads to legal trade. A Tatar community formed in Orynbor, consisting of merchants, teachers,
Mullahs and laborers. The Russian Researcher G.G. Kosach wrote about the "Tatar community in
Orynbor": "If we divide the Russian-speaking inhabitants of the former Orynbor according to their
ethnicity, then we can be sure that the "Tatar community" is the largest among them. They traded actively
with the Kyrgyz nomads and later moved to towns that were suitable for trade™ (Bikbulatova, 2018: 46).

According to the researcher A.P. Yarkov, the reason for the final migration of the Tatars
to the Kyrgyz land was "a new market, new caravan routes and the largely unknown western China
and India". Translators and religious missionaries followed in the footsteps of the merchants.

According to the researcher of royal court politics in the regions of nomadic Turkestan
A.L. Saliyev: "The trade system of the Tatars in Turkestan influenced them ideologically. Muslim law
(Sharia) began to penetrate the religious consciousness of the nomads, which in turn was more effective
for trade than the customary law (custom) of the nomad (Bikbulatova, 2018: 47).

The royal power itself played an important role in the "Islamisation" and "shariatology"
of the nomads. According to the famous Russian Turkologist Professor P.P. Litvinov, the tsarist
authorities were in a hurry to introduce the system of Islamisation among the nomads. He was convinced
that the construction of mosques and schools for the heads of the clans was an effective and necessary
thing and that it was advantageous to please the Kazakh and Kyrgyz Mullahs. In the process of Islamising
the nomads, the Russian government mobilized the Volga Tatars, who were the most qualified
representatives of Islam among them.

Funds were made available for a special "missionary "apparatus™ for Islamisation, and mosques,
religious schools and religious books were published. The Tatars took advantage of the unexpected
opportunities in a rational way. Thus, the religious missionaries were among the representatives
of a different class who came to the Kazakh and Kyrgyz steppes. The Tatars not only introduced Islamic
knowledge into the minds of the nomads, but also achieved a certain dominance in the Kazakh-Kyrgyz
steppes.
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It is clear that the history of the settlement of the Tatars in Kazakhstan is profound.
In the administrative and management practice of the Russian frontier departments in the XVI1II century,
mediating trade with the "Asians" in the arrived south-eastern territories of the empire, political
education, translation of the Turkic language, teaching the nomads to read and write and Islam, etc. were
among the most important areas of the state's foreign policy. And in most cases, the servants
of the Turkic-speaking peoples of Central Asia from the VVolga and Siberia specialized in and worked for
this work. Therefore, in the 18th century, the border administration began to take measures to attract the
Volga Tatars to the Orynbor region, starting in the early 1740s.

An important step in this direction was the official permission granted in 1744 by the governor
of Orynbor, I.1. Neplyuev (1742-1756), to Seyit Khayalin, a native of the province of Kazan, to move to
a settlement near the town of Orynbor. Together with him, six other families moved to a new location,
which later led to the establishment of a Tatar trading settlement, which was named "Seyt's" in honor of
its founder. In the XIX century, a total of 8.951 people lived in the settlement.

The emergence and development of the Tatar settlement of Seyitov (Kargaly) in the Orynbor region
was very important for the nomadic people of Kazakhstan, as the Kargaly Tatars played an important
role in the development of Kazakh trade relations with Russian and Central Asian merchants,
and in many cases Tatar translators and Mullahs from there for two centuries It spread to various villages
in the Kazakh steppe (Erofeeva, 2000: 232).

In the third quarter of the XVIII and XIX centuries, the border guards of Orynbor and Siberia
had a great shortage of experienced translators, so that in addition to translating written correspondence
into Turkish, conducting diplomatic negotiations with the Kazakh Khans and collecting the necessary
information about the sultans, the authorities were also responsible for events in the Kazakh steppe and
the most important nomadic leaders — they sought the help of the Tatars to find out about their status.

For these purposes, many Tatar workers from Orynbor and Omby were sent to the Kazakh steppe.
They lived in the villages of Khans and sultans and, for many years, taught literacy and Islam to children
of Kazakh origin. They also worked as secretaries. In particular, Abulkhair Khan, and then his son Nuraly
Khan, was a permanent clerk and translator for almost 20 years — Almukhamet Nurmukhametov,
anative of the "Seit’s" Tatar. In Abylai Khan, meshchan Tatar, Mullah Yaguda Usmanov, Aishuak Sultan
served as a Tatar merchant from another "Seit’s" Sloboda — Seit Kasimov, Yesim Khan, the older brother
— largely Mullah Gubaydulla Fetkulin, Middle zhuz Sultan Urus Khan - Tobolsk
Tatar Tazhbulat Zaryvkin (Erofeeva, 2001: 233). However, in the following decades, the Tsarist
government, fearing the spread of Islam in the steppes, decided to gradually abandon the activities
of educated Tatars and sought to establish ties with the Kazakh Sultans through Christian employees.

In 1785, Empress Catherine 11 ordered the governor of Ufa and Siberia, Baron O.A. lgelstrom,
to build Muslim mosques in the Kazakh steppes with a school that could accommodate up to 500 people.
To send Tatar Mullahs to the most remote areas, he was instructed to provide monetary
assistance and give a significant monetary reward if they did their work carefully and conscientiously.

The same year, the text of O.A. Igelstrom's speech in the Senate was as follows: "In our affairs, the
provision of various Kyrgyz tribes with Mullahs can bring significant benefits. You can try to identify
them and ask Kazan for reliable people of the Tatar people, give them the necessary instructions to make
the Kyrgyz loyal to us and stop them from raids and acts of aggression on our borders." The list
of "reliable™ religious figures compiled by the first Mufti M. Husainov (Huseynov, Huseynov)
included Akhun Sh.Abdrashitov, M. Akhun. From the new Tatar Sloboda of Kazan Yusupov,
Mullah A. Mukhitdinov, and others (Makhmudov, 2021: 64).

The Tsarist administration tried to introduce Tatar Mullahs into the governing bodies. So,
Mufti M. Husainov, Akhun M. Kaziyev were part of the Khan's Council. Some Tatar clergy (for example,
Fatih Abdusalyamov, A.Bekmetov, Akhun Sh. Abdrakhimov (Gabdrakhimov), A. Mukhametov,
Mufti M. Husainov, and others) performed diplomatic functions. In particular, the situation of the Middle
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zhuz of Kazakhs Sh. Abdrakhimov resolved the conflicts between the well-known Shormanbiys and
negotiated the return of sixty Kazakh families to the Kokshetau border, and together with Mukhametov,
he was sent to Zhetysu to persuade the Kazakh tribes — Uisyn and Naiman to take on Russian vassalage.
The situation of the Orenburg expedition, and later the Mufti M. Khusainov, made every effort to instill
confidence in the administrative and judicial institutions of Russia by the Kazakhs, becoming a link
between the border court and the Kazakhs, personally delivering the testimony of nomadic people's
witnesses to this instance (Makhmudov, 2021: 67).

There were many cases when the Kazakh chieftains asked the Siberian Kyrgyz administration
to send Mullahs to them in order to train the local population in housekeeping and agriculture. According
to the historian G. Sultangalieva, the transition of the Kazakh people to agriculture was one
of the tools used by the Empire to assimilate nomads. There were also cases when the Tatar clergy
were engaged in trade and cattle breeding.

It is very difficult to calculate the exact number of Tatar clergy in the Kazakh steppes since Tatar
clergy often visited without the sanctions of the bodies of the Russian state administration. But it is clear
that there were many of them. It is known that in the middle of the XIX century, there were
about a thousand of them only on the territory of a small hundred.

The religious and cultural influence of the Tatars on the Kazakhs was significant. In the middle
of the XIX century, the traveler A. Haruzin wrote in an ethnographic essay: "For the Kyrgyz, the Tatars
are prestigious; the Kyrgyz leave their robes, put on Tatar clothes, and go with them to evening prayers,
and the highest Kazakh dream is to become Tatar, rather than Russify" (Makhmudov, 2021: 66).

Russian teacher G. Khokhlov, who taught Kazakh children in the villages of the Turgai region,
said: "Nomads try to be like Tatars in all respects. All of them shave, and the elderly do not forget about
the time of prayer, and carefully perform ablutions and prayers. But it can be seen that this is not familiar
to them, but a new phenomenon: they constantly make mistakes not only in the words of Arab and Tatar
prayers but also in prayer” (Makhmudov, 2021: 66) — he wrote that the Tatars immediately became one
of the reasons for the Kazakhs.

In the second half of the XVIII century, Tatar settlements began to appear on the territory of ancient
caravan routes located near outposts and fortresses of Northern and eastern Kazakhstan, Russia.
In particular, in 1786, along Zhanaesim, 40 kilometers from the Petropavlovsk fortress, Tatar settlers
from the Volga region founded the village of Mamlyukovo (now the city of Mamlyutka), where six years
later, during the sixth revision (in 1792), 176 men were registered (Erofeeva, 2000: 233).

Around the same time, Tatar settlements began to form in Petropaviovsk and Semipalatinsk,
and various Turkic-speaking people from the Volga region, engaged in intermediary trade in the Kazakh
zhailau, settled in western Siberia, Central Asia, and East Turkestan ("Tatars", "Siberian Bukhars",
"Bukhars", "Tashkent", "Kashgarians", "Shala-Kazakhs", etc.).

In the Semipalatinsk region from the 60’s to the mid-90’s of the XVIII century, Tatar merchants
were located on the island of Polkovnichyi. In 1798, after a strong flooding of the island during the spring
flood of the Irtysh, merchants were allowed to move half a kilometer upstream from the river. Their new
place immediately began to be popularly called the "Tatar settlement™ or "Tatar Sloboda.” A few years
later, an exchange site was built here, and merchants and their advisers settled around it. At that time,
Konys consisted of only houses to live in and one mosque. Only representatives of the Turkic-speaking
peoples of Russia and Central Asia settled there. As a result, in 1824, the rapid growth of the Tatar
settlement and the Russian outpost merged these two parts within the city of Semipalatinsk and acquired
an Asian appearance. The Russian scientist and traveler K.A. Meyer, who visited Semipalatinsk
in the summer of 1826, described his first impression of the appearance of the city as follows: "There are
not many Russians, Tatars, a few Tashkent residents, a few Germans, and Jews, and Kyrgyz in the city.
The clothes of many Tatars, which are alien to the European eye, women with their faces covered, thin
towers where gloomy azan is often heard, all this gives the city an oriental look™ (Erofeeva, 2000: 234).
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The largest migration flows of Tatars to Kazakhstan belonged to the XIX century. During
this period, they moved from the VVolga region to the territory of the Ural Cossack Army on the territory
of western Kazakhstan, some to the settlements of Bokei Horde (founded in 1801). From the XIX century
to the mid-20s, with the permission of the Kazakh Khan Zhangir the Tatars lived mainly as a resident
population in the Khan's Horde, which was its administrative center. In 1841, of the 42 buildings
in it, 19 belonged to Tatar settlers. In those years, 99 people lived, which was 41 % of the entire
population of the Khan's horde (242 people). Around the same years, with the permission of the Orenburg
Military Governor V.A. Perovsky, 30 Tatar families settled in New Kazanka, another village of the Inner
Horde (Erofeeva, 2000: 235). At the end of the XIX century, the share of Tatars in various settlements
of the Inner Horde was equal to a third of the total population. About 600 people lived in the Tatar Khan
horde, up to 500 people lived in New Kazanka, and about 200 in Talovka. It seems that about 99 mosques
worked in the entire Inner Horde at this time.

In the second half of the X1X century, the number of Tatars in different parts of the region began
to grow not only through voluntary migration but also due to natural growth. As a result of the interaction
of these two factors, by the end of the XIX century, the Tatars became one of the largest ethnic groups
that settled in the region. In 1897.55.984 Tatars lived in Kazakhstan, which is 1.34 % of the structure
of the total multinational population.

The Tatar population is mainly concentrated in the Urals, namely in the Ural uyezd
(17.8 thousand people), Petropaviovsk uyezd (6.6 thousand people) of Akmola region, Semipalatinsk
uyezd (9.9 thousand people) of Semey region, Verny (2.1 thousand people) and Lepsy uyezd
(1.9 thousand people) of Zhetysu region, Kostanay uyezd (1.7 thousand people) of Turgay region. Thus,
at the end of the XIX century, on the territory of Kazakhstan (after Russians and Ukrainians), the Tatars
were the third largest ethnic group, they lived in almost all regions, except for the Syrdarya region.
In terms of social status, the majority of Tatar settlers belonged to the petty-bourgeois (37.6 %) class,
28.2 % were peasants, 9.9 % were Cossacks, and 2.4 % were merchants (Erofeeva, 2000: 235-236).

After the formation of the Alatau external district in Semipalatinsk (in 1856), which is the object
of study, families of representatives of the settled population of the region, consisting of Turkic-speaking
groups of Tatars and Shala-Kazakhs, that is, Kazakhs from mixed marriages with Tatars, Uzbeks,
Kalmyks, and other peoples, began to settle here since 1857. They founded a Tatar settlement
near the Verny fortress and were engaged in leather production. At the end of the 60°s ofthe XIX century,
a Muslim school began to operate in the settlement, where 70 students were brought up. In addition,
the Shala-Kazakhs, who moved to the vicinity of the Verny fortress, founded the village of Baiserke.
In Baiserke in the early 60’s of the XIX century, a hundred families lived, and a special bazar
and a beautiful mosque were built.

Since the foundation of the Verny fortress in 1854, the process of migration of Tatars has taken
place. In 1855, the plan of the "Tatar Sloboda" of Major Peremyshelsky, who served as a bailiff,
was included in the map. This settlement area was intended for Muslims of Central Asia
who were engaged in trade. That is why at first, it was called The "Tashkent Sloboda,” and then it was
called the "Tatar Sloboda"™ due to the large influx of Tatars. In addition to Kazan, Tobolsk,
Vyatka, Tyumen, Semipalatinsk, and Turkestan Tatars, Shala-Kazakhs, and Sarts also settled here
(Kali, 2022: 925).

In 1867, after Verny received the status of a city, the "Tatar Sloboda™ became part of the city and
consisted of 130 residential buildings. The first mosque and madrasah were also built here and served
the people. In 1880, a stone mosque was built with the support of local residents and merchants
(Gabdelgani Guzairov, Rakhmetulla Zainullin, Ishak Gabdulvaliyev, and others). In 1891,
there were a total of 4 mosques in the city of Verny, three of which were made of stone and one of wood
material.
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In Kapal County there was: Kazakhs — 125.681 (92.1 %), Russians — 6.173 (4.52 %),
Ukrainians — 2.395 (1.75 %), and Tatars — 1.672 people (1.22 %). In general, the history of the Kapal
fortress began in 1847 (Kali, 2021: 118). The Tatars who lived here made a great contribution
to the cultural and economic prosperity of this region. For example, Shokan Ualikhanov's
visit to Kashgar was greatly facilitated by the Kapal Tatar Galiakbar Seifulmulik.

The number of Kazakhs in Lepsy County was 156.107 (86.3 %), Russians — 14.292 (4.32 %),
and Tatars — 1.908 (1.05 %). Lepsy was founded in 1846 after several tribes of the Great Zhuz
joined of the Russian Empire. The main purpose of the creation is to protect the border between China
and Russia. Among the first immigrants were 150 Cossacks. In 1860, it received the status of the County
center and 20.000 people (Tatars in Kazakhstan, 2011: 113). And since 1898, the influx of Tatars began.
Since then, there has been a mosque and a school near the mosque, where a specialist named Latypov,
specially invited from Kazan, taught.

Lepsy Tatars took part in almost all spheres of activity in the County, especially in beekeeping.
So, in 1913, when the coat of arms of the city was adopted, in addition to the image of mountain peaks
and argali, three beehives were depicted beneath them. This probably indicates that the region is famous
for beekeeping.

The number of Tatars in Zharkent County was 1,183, with 401 Tatars living in Zharkent.
In Pishpek County, there were 602 Tatars, including 271 in Pishpek and 844 in Przhevalsk
County — where 539 Tatars lived (First general census, 1905: 167).

In the Zhetysu region, a unique community inhabited by Tatars is known as "Besboydak". Founded
by five single Tatars on the Karatal River between 1860 and 1865, this community was named
"Besboydak™ in honor of these individuals. The leader of the Congregation was Tatar named Mendigul,
popularly called "Boranbai Haji" (CSA RK. F. 44. 1. 1. C. 1752. P. 21). It existed as a community
until the spring of 1918. Later, in Soviet times, it acquired land and expanded its economic activities.
However, in 1929, facing mass repression due to strong opposition to collectivization, the majority
of the population was forced to flee to China. On the site of Besboydak, a collective farm called
"Equality” (Tenlik) was established, which became the village of Tenlik, where the descendants
of Besboydak still live (Tatars in Kazakhstan, 2011: 103).

It is known that during the time of Tsarist Russia, the Zhetysu region also included
the territory of modern Northern Kyrgyzstan. In this regard, let's consider the migration
of Tatars to modern Kyrgyzstan and its formation as a diaspora. The historian Bikbulatova A.,
who studied the Kyrgyz Tatars in detail, divided the arrival of the Tatars in Kyrgyzstan into three stages:
the first stage before the region's accession to the Russian Empire, the second stage after joining Russia,
and the third stage under Soviet government.

The Tatars played an active role in historical events such as Kyrgyzstan's accession to the Russian
Kingdom and the establishment of diplomatic relations. The first letter sent from the kingdom
to the Kyrgyz steppes was delivered by the representative of the Kazan merchant Abdrakhman
Nurmametov, a Tatar citizen Muslum Agaferov. In 1787, the Kyrgyz leader of the West Siberian
authorities solemnly accepted a letter sent to Atake Batyr under the flag that it was delivered by Fayzulla
Seifullin, a representative of the popular Tatar ethnic group, fostering unity between the Kyrgyz
and Russian authorities. For many years, he faithfully served to establish peaceful relations between
Kyrgyzstan and Russia. His efforts were continued by Fayzulla Nogaev. It can be confidently stated that
Tatar merchants, diplomats, translators, and guides were present in most Russian missions not only to
Kyrgyzstan but also to Central Asia as a whole. Their contributions were as significant as diplomatic
and trade missions to the East.

Thus, during the period when the region was not part of the Russian Empire, the Tatars engaged
in extensive trade activities in the Kyrgyz steppes and on the territory of modern Kyrgyzstan.
Their trade and economic endeavors were accompanied by the establishment of diplomatic relations.

They also influenced the education and spiritual development of local peoples, evident in the construction
of mosques, teaching students Arabic graphics, and the overall Islamization of nomadic tribes.
They actively participated in Kyrgyzstan's accession to the Russian Empire.

During this period, Tatars began to settle among the Kyrgyz as resident residents. The exact number
of Tatars in this period is difficult to determine because a census was not conducted.
According to historian A. Bikbulatova, the change in the Russian government's policy towards the Tatars
in the region after joining the Russian Empire is a feature of the second stage of Tatar arrival
(Bikbulatova, 2018: 240).

The reasons for this change were, firstly, the realization of their full superiority in the region
and the understanding that they could conduct trade in Central Asia without the assistance of Tatars.
Secondly, the analysis showed that Tatars had a significant influence on the education system based on
the Arabic script and on the religious landscape. Authorities, fearing that Tatars and the local population
might unite and rebel against the Russian Empire if necessary, considered ways to minimize the influence
of the Tatars. For example, Governor-General K.P. Kaufman 1868 expelled nomads from the lands
belonging to him, mainly in the Zhetysu region, from the Ufa Mufti, and expelled all Tatar Mullahs.

Education gradually adopted the system of I. liminsky, and in response to the Muslim schools
of the new method, Russian-native schools began to open for the indigenous peoples.

After the accession of Central Asia to the Russian Empire, the Russian authorities, on the contrary,
began to limit the Tatars, excluding them from trade, and education, and, in general, reducing
their influence on the local population. Thus, the benefits provided to Russian settlers did not apply
to the Tatars. They had no right to form private corporations. Based on Article 262, the "Regulation
on the Management of the Turkestan Region™ of 1886, it was decided that Tatars were recognized
as "non-Christians” and "foreigners” and did not belong to the local population. After the arrival
of the Russians in the region inhabited by the Tatars, they were deprived of the right to own a land plot
and general real estate in Turkestan.

According to researchers named A.P. Yarkov and G.K. Krongardt, in the first years of Kyrgyzstan's
accession to Russia, the number of Tatars in the Russian troops was not small. Among them were
translators, officers, as well as soldiers. However, in the notes of M.A. Terentyev, it is said that "during
the enlistment in 1855, many Tatar recruits fled to Bukhara and Tashkent, so as not to fight
with their brothers.” Before that, he mentions the baptized Tatars. From this information, we can say that,
perhaps, among the Russian troops (there were only 26 of them in the army), Tatars were also among
those who underwent the baptism ceremony.

With the beginning of mass migration of the population from Russia, the Tatars came
from the south of Kyrgyzstan to the northern region, which was previously part of the Zhetysu region
and joined Russia earlier. Tatars entered the north of the country through Kazakhstan.
They began to settle mainly in County towns. Among the Tatars who came to the city of Karakol
(Przhevalsk), there were a large number of merchants. One of them is the merchant Hamza Abdullayev
and his eldest son Sabyrzhan. They settled in the city of Karakol. Khamza Abdullayev is the maternal
grandfather of Sh. Aitmatov. During this period, a certain part of the Tatars settled in the city of Tokmak,
since this city is located in a geographically advantageous location connecting the cities along the Shu
and the cities of the Issyk-Kul region. The number of Tatars and their influence on the local population
increased significantly. About the activities of the Tatars at that time, Count K.K. Palen wrote: "... the
Tatars completely occupied the system of trade and education™ (Bikbulatova, 2018: 240).

In the 1860s, near the destroyed Kokand fortresses, near military pickets, Tatar artisans
and peasants with Uzbeks settled. The reason was commodity-money relations and the growth
of the sales market. Among the Tatars, there were many craftsmen who made products and jewelry from
leather, metal, and wood.
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After the annexation of the Kokand Khanate by Russia, a large wave of Tatars began to arrive.
Tatars came to the southern regions through Uzbekistan. In the late nineteenth and early twentieth
centuries, industrial (hired) workers began to flock here.

In general, the Tatars who emigrated to Kyrgyzstan were mainly natives of Kazan, Ufa, Orenburg,
Tomsk, Tobolsk provinces, Petropavlovsk uyezd, the cities of Verny and Aulie-Ata. The share of Tatars
increased in the region not only due to external migration but also due to the high level of natural growth.

At the beginning of the twentieth century, the growth in the number of immigrants
from Russia to Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan was significantly influenced by the "Stolypin™ agrarian
reform. Then dozens of new settlements appeared in the region. There are not many of them in the Tatars
who emigrated.

Thus, after the entry of the territory of Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan to the Russian Empire,
a new administrative-territorial division was introduced. To strengthen political and economic positions,
the Turkestan governor-general was created, which included the dominant territory of modern South
Kazakhstan, Southeast Kazakhstan, and the Kyrgyz Republic. From this point on, the first data on the
number of Tatars appears. One of these pieces of information related to Kyrgyzstan refers to 1869.
To date, 109 Tatars live in the Issyk-Kul district, including 72 men and 37 women. And, in general, the
first national census of the Russian Empire was in 1897, which gives a complete picture of the population
of the Zhetysu region and the number of Tatars. The results of this census provide a great opportunity
not only to understand the demographic situation of the region but also to determine the socio-economic
situation of the region.

Let's compare the number of Tatars with other ethnic groups in each of the districts that were part
of the Zhetysu region. In Verny County, 151.485 Kazakhs (67.6 %), Uighurs — 25,701 people (11.4 %),
Dungans — 1,852 people (0.82 %), and Tatars — 2,144 people (0.95 %), who were mainly in Verny (First
general census, 1905: 167).

Based on the above information, it can be seen that the main counties where Tatars settled in the
Zhaetysu region are: Verny (including the city of Verny), Lepsy, Zharkent, Kapal, Przhevalsk.
As for the territory of Northern Kyrgyzstan, which is part of the Zhetysu region, in the archives of
Kyrgyzstan write about the population composition that Tatar merchants lived in large cities in this region
because they were mostly engaged in trade. According to his data, there were 271 Tatars in Pishpek,
which is 4.1 % of the population, and in Przhevalsk, there are 539 Tatars. They made up 6.7 percent
of the city's population (CSA KR. F. 136. I. 1. C. 1457. P. 16).

In general, the vast majority of Tatars who settled in Kazakhstan lived in urban areas. Of the Tatars
who lived in the Zhetysu region — 7,558 lived in urban areas, and the remaining 2,745 lived in rural areas.
It is known that 2,200 Tatars lived in the cities of Pishpek, Przhevalsk, and Osh,
which became part of the Zhetysu region in 1910. And in another city located in the same region — in the
land of Przhevalsk, on the contrary, the share of Tatars was small. Only 0.85 percent of the entire
population (Bikbulatova, 2018: 240). The stabilization of the Tatars in urban areas, in turn, contributed
to their active participation in trade, cultural and spiritual life, and political life in urban areas. Detailed
information about this is written in the upcoming chapters.

Conclusion

According to the migration of Tatars to the territory of Zhetysu, the period before the establishment
of Soviet power in the region, the following conclusions can be drawn: Tatars began to migrate
to Zhetysu before the annexation of the region to the Russian Empire. The main reasons for the
resettlement were the development of trade and the establishment of diplomatic relations between the
Russian Empire and Central Asia. Among the Tatars who came to the region were merchants,
teachers, artisans, and "wandering Mullahs" who spread Sufism.
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The Tatars who moved to Zhetysu in the second half of the XIX and early XX years
will play a special culture role in the future of this region. The very first theater clubs
will be created by the Tatars, reading rooms will also be opened thanks to the sponsorship and desire of
the Tatars. In addition, they will play an important role in the political life of the region
at the revolutionary XX centuries. And thus they will influence the emergence of various political
movements, but that’s a completely different story.

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Abstract. Introduction. Sultan Ablai, showcasing his diplomatic prowess in challenging domestic
and international circumstances, took exhaustive measures and significant efforts to safeguard
the sovereignty and territorial integrity of the Kazakh state. In a bid to secure personal safety and maintain
the state's sovereignty, Ablai Sultan refrained from visiting the capital of the Russian Empire. Instead,
he actively engaged in diplomatic exchanges with the imperial center and regional hubs like Orenburg
and Omsk, either dispatching his emissaries or correspondences. After the conquest of Siberia,
when the southern borders of the Russian Empire came close to the northern, northeastern and eastern
borders of the Kazakh Khanate, diplomatic interactions between the Kazakhs and Russian authorities
experienced a noticeable resurgence. These exchanges primarily occurred through the border
administration of Western Siberia, involving cities like Tobolsk and Omsk, and also through
the serf commanders. Goals and objectives. The purpose of this study is to identify diplomatic activities
from the historical context, as well as to determine the development, content, and nature of the diplomatic
policy of Sultan Ablai in the border zone of the 1930s-1940s. Results. Sultan Ablai, commencing
his political journey by overseeing the modest Atygai ulus of the Argyn tribe, placed significant emphasis
on fostering Kazakh-Russian relations. This aspect of the Kazakh ruler's foreign policy is evident
in various historical sources, comprising diverse messages directed towards representatives of the highest
authorities, officials from the capital administration, as well as leaders in Orenburg and Siberia.
The issues Ablai addressed in his letters, conveyed through his personal envoys, varied depending
on the recipient's rank. Sultan (Khan) Ablai engaged with Russia through interactions with the highest
Russian officials, including privy councilors, civil servants, fortress commanders, and governors-general
in Siberia and Orenburg, as well as the empress herself. Conclusions. Sultan Ablai addressed regional
Russian officials on a range of issues, including the extensive theft of Kazakh horses by Russians,
Bashkirs, and Cossacks. He also brought up various incidents of theft, concerns about Kazakhs
unlawfully held in fortresses, and the possibility of exchanging them for Russian individuals residing
among the Kazakhs. He urged the fortress commanders to put an end to the mutual raids between
the Kazakhs and Russians and join forces against the Dzungars. Ablai also played a crucial
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role in fostering trade and bolstering political and diplomatic connections.

Introduction

Sultan Ablai's diplomatic foreign policy in the border region during the 30-40s of the
XVIII century was marked by strategic considerations and diplomatic engagements to safeguard the
interests of the Kazakh Khanate. Facing external threats and power struggles in the border areas,
Ablai implemented policies aimed at securing the territorial integrity and stability of the Kazakh Khanate.
Key aspects of his foreign policy included:

Diplomatic Engagements: Sultan Ablai recognized the importance of diplomacy in maintaining
peaceful relations with neighboring states.

Trade and Economic Relations: Ablai recognized the significance of economic ties in fostering
stability. Establishing and maintaining trade routes with neighboring regions would not only contribute
to economic prosperity but also promote peaceful coexistence through mutual interests.

Crisis Management: In times of crisis or conflicts, Sultan Ablai likely employed diplomatic means
to de-escalate tensions and find peaceful resolutions. Crisis management would have been crucial
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to prevent the outbreak of large-scale conflicts.

Recognition of Regional Powers: Ablai may have acknowledged the influence of major regional
powers and adapted his foreign policy to accommodate or navigate relationships with these powers,
ensuring the Khanate's security within the broader geopolitical context.

Cultural and Ethnopolitical Considerations: Considering the diverse ethnic and cultural landscape
of the border region, Ablai may have pursued policies that respected the rights and identities
of various ethnic groups, contributing to a more harmonious coexistence.

Legacy of Stability: A successful foreign policy under Sultan Ablai would have contributed
to the legacy of stability in the border region, fostering conditions for economic development, cultural
exchange, and the overall well-being of the Kazakh Khanate.

Understanding the intricacies of Sultan Ablai's foreign policy during the specified period requires
a detailed examination of historical sources and scholarly works that delve into the specific events and
dynamics of that time. This article will examine the foreign diplomatic policy of Sultan Ablai
based on reliable archival materials of XVI1I century.

Methods and materials

Methods of historical research such as synchronous, diachronic, chronological,
historical-typological method, comparative historical method, retrospective method, updating method
were actively used when writing this article.

The topic of the relationship between Khan Ablai and the Russian Empire is supported
by a broad range of source materials from various Russian archives, both at the federal and regional
levels. Documented evidence regarding Khan Ablai can be found in archives such as the Archive
of Foreign Policy of the Russian Empire (AFPRE) within the Historical and Documentary Department
of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation, the Russian State Archive of Ancient Acts
(RSAAA), the Archive of the St. Petersburg Institute of History of the Russian Academy of Sciences,
the Russian State Military Historical Archive, the Historical Archive of the Omsk Region (HAOR),
and the State Archives of the Orenburg Region (GAOrO). Currently, a substantial portion of these
materials has been identified and published. Given Ablai's significant role as a political figure
in the 18th-century history of Kazakhstan, information about his state activities has been featured
in the initial thematic documentary collections.

Discussion

To research this topic, the works of prominent scientists such as Yerofeyeva I.V.

The figure of Ablai Khan, initially subject to diverse evaluations in both domestic and international
historiography, along with the era of his rule—a highly intricate and disputatious historical epoch
in the destiny of the Kazakh state—has consistently captivated the interest of scholars spanning various
generations, beginning from the latter half of the 18th century up to the contemporary era.

Results

[llustrious leader of the Kazakh people “sultan Ablai (Khan from, 1771), a key figure
in the 18th-century Kazakh steppe, implemented a diplomatic strategy of navigating between the major
empires of the era — Russia and Qing. He skillfully maintained diplomatic ties with both nations”
(KalmSC RAS, 2022: 1204). From the histories of Kazakhstan in Russian sources spanning
the 16-20th centuries, we find the following information about Ablai Sultan: “The discerning Sultan and
later Khan, Abulmambet, in the 1730s, recognized the potential of his young second cousin,
Ablai, as a future prominent state leader. Acknowledging Ablai's capabilities, he appointed the promising
young aristocrat and batyr to lead one of the branches of the Atygai group within the Argyn tribe”
(Erofeeva, 2007: 168). From the archives of the Russian State Archive of Ancient Acts (RSAAA),
there is information of Khan Abulmambet about Ablai Sultan. Over the next several decades, he actively
worked to facilitate Ablai's gradual ascent in the Middle and Great Zhuz, addressing him as an equal
in power, referring to him as “my brother Ablai-Sultan” (RSAAA. F. 248. Book. 1167. P. 335).
It is evident that Abulmambet “extended personal patronage and support to the young Ablai,
incorporating him into his inner circle, a factor that undoubtedly influenced his rapid ascent in public
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life” (Smirnova, 1972: 283-284).

Drawing on family and folk legends, Ch. Ch. Valikhanov later chronicled the exploits
of his great-grandfather Ablai as follows: “Engaging in all raids, initially as a common warrior,
he exhibits acts of extraordinary courage and foresight. His valuable counsel and strategic insights
solidify his reputation as a wise leader” (Valikhanov, 1985: 112). Gaining respect among the aristocrats
is crucial for any leader, particularly considering that not everyone manages to attain the renown
of a hero: “During this time, Ablai distinguished himself prominently among the array of young Kazakh
sultans, earning the esteemed title of “bahadur” from the Kazakhs in recognition of his bravery and
military accomplishments” (Suleimenov, 1988: 25). The historical details regarding political weight and
governance of Ablai are substantiated by archival records: “Ablai governed numerous tribal groups of
the Middle Zhuz, primarily traversing the northern and northeastern regions” (AFPRE. F. 122. 1. 1740.
C.3.P.23rev., P. 74).

In the early 1730s, “he led specific patronymic groups within the modest Atygay of the Argyn tribe,
boasting a following of 1,000 males by 17317 (AFPRE. F. 122. C. 1. Pp. 141-143 rev.). However,
in the 1730s and 1740s, the wise and determined Sultan steadily expanded his influence and leadership
in the extensive Middle Zhuz, “with approximately 10,500 families coming under his guidance by 1736”
(RSAAA. F. 248.1.17. C. 1164. C. 1. P. 20). By 1740, “his influence extended to around 20,000 families,
encompassing Atygai tribes and, to some extent, the Karakeseks (Argyns) tribe. In 1749,
his administration further expanded to include all seven tribes of the Argyn, along with the Kerey, Uak,
and a portion of the Kipchak” (AFPRE. F. 122. 1. 1749. C. 4. P. 206-233 rev.).

Ablai Sultan initiated his initial diplomatic correspondences with Orenburg officials:
“In 1736, Ablai, in collaboration with Abulmambet, initiated diplomatic ties with Orenburg authorities,
engaging in written correspondence to address trade-related matters” (AFPRE. F. 122. I. 1738.
C. 3. Pp. 1-2). And contributed to the development of bilateral relations with Russia
(Erofeeva, 2014: 274). Ablai did not personally participate in the oath-taking ceremony. However, Soviet
ideology portrays it as if he officially swore allegiance to the Tsar through documented means: “In 1740,
within the walls of the Orsk fortress, he, along with Khan Abulmambet of the Middle Zhuz, solemnly
“formally pledged” allegiance as citizens” (Masevich, 1960: 38).

The support of Sultan Sultanmamet had its own special meaning in Ablai's diplomatic ties
with the Russian Empire. Khan Ablai (1711-1780) and Sultan Sultanmamet (1710-1794) cultivated
a warm and trusting relationship, leading the Irtysh Kazakhs and the Kipchak volost. This strong bond
can be attributed to various factors. Firstly, they were close relatives as cousins. Secondly, being
of the same age and sharing common principles, they consistently backed each other in both foreign
policy matters and internal affairs. Thirdly, their joint military alliance saw them through numerous
campaigns against the Dzungars, Volga Kalmyks, and Kyrgyz, enduring hardships together. They sought
each other's counsel in the most challenging life situations and supported one another through the twists
of fate. Lastly, they spent their childhood together in the southern region of the Kazakh Khanate”
(Istoriya Kazakhskoy SSR, 1957: 261).

They assumed leadership roles around the same time, and their bond strengthened in the early
stages of their appointments as rulers of specific uluses. As the Sultan of the Kipchak ulus in the Irtysh
region, Sultan Sultanmamet sought assistance from I. Neplyuev, the head of the Orenburg Commission,
on August 27, 1742. He visited the Orsk fortress to seek help in freeing Sultan Ablai from Dzungarian
captivity, and this meeting took place on August 28 in Orsk” (KRO v VI-XVIII vv., 1961: 242-243).

The young Sultan Ablai, who embarked on his political and administrative journey by overseeing
the modest Atygai ulus of the Argyn tribe, placed significant emphasis on fostering Kazakh-Russian
relations. This facet of the Kazakh ruler's foreign policy endeavors is evident in a plethora of historical
sources, comprising diverse missives directed towards high-ranking officials, the capital administration,
as well as leaders in Orenburg and Siberia: “In 1736, the twenty-five-year-old Sultan Ablai,
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along with his supporter Abulmambet, initiated diplomatic engagements with Orenburg officials. They
commenced exchanging brief written communications to foster the development of bilateral relations.”
(AFPRE. F. 122.1. 1736. C. 2. Pp. 12-14).

Even though Abulmambet legally occupied the khan's throne, the content of their oath
did not differ significantly from the previous promises made during oath ceremonies
by their contemporaries (AFPRE. F. 122. 1740. C. 3. P. 76). In the archives, we can observe
Ablai's foresight and skillful approach to state affairs: “Sultan Ablai also encouraged V.N. Tatishchev
boldly and selflessly, urging him not to spare his life if necessary” (AFPRE. F. 122. 1. 1740. C. 3. P. 77).
By taking this political maneuver, Ablai clearly aimed, firstly, to secure the external security of the tribes
under his control from the raids of the Bashkirs and Siberian Cossacks in the north and northeast
of the region through the patronage of the Russian authorities. Secondly, he sought the right to roam
unhindered on the right bank of the Irtysh, establishing regular trade between Kazakhs and Russian
merchants on the Siberian border lines. Thirdly, he aimed to strengthen the structures of khan
power in the Middle Zhuz and expand their sphere of influence in the southern regions of Central Asia
adjacent to the Kazakh nomads.

However, having gained experience in political struggle and developed strategic thinking,
the Sultan placed his hopes on the Qing Empire. Tevkelev noted that “this Ablai-Saltan, as can be seen
from his deeds, has already established some familiarity with the Chinese” (AFPRE. F. 122. I. 1758.
C. 4. P. 33) The territories of the Middle Zhuz held a crucial role in the political dynamics between the
Kazakh Khanate and the Qing Empire Ablai “supported internal conflicts within the Dzungar territories,
gradually displacing the Oirats from the lands of Kazakhstan as a result of their internal strife.
This tactical approach not only weakened the Dzungars but also significantly fortified Ablai's political
standing among the nomadic communities in the region under his influence” (Valikhanov, 1984:
258-272).

In the scientific work “Tawarikh Khamsa” there is historical information that “by the mid-1750s,
“Ablai's sway extended over nearly all the tribes and clans of the Middle Zhuz, a success largely propelled
by his triumphant military campaigns against the Oirats” (Kurbangali, 1992: 105-106).
It's no coincidence “that several Kazakh folk legends recounting the military feats of Ablai and his
warriors on the battlefield trace back to this period in the future senior khan's historical biography”
(Smirnova, 1972: 281-283).

To delve into the study's subject, it's essential to examine Ablai's interactions with the central
imperial government more closely: “Ablai, much like numerous other Kazakh khans, never ventured to
the capital of the Russian Empire. This seems to have been a deliberate choice on his part to ensure
personal safety. Simultaneously, he actively engaged in diplomatic communications with the imperial
center and its regional hubs, such as Orenburg and Omsk, either dispatching his envoys or exchanging
letters. Following the Siberian conquest, as the southern borders of the Russian Empire approached
the northern, northeastern, and eastern borders of the Kazakh Khanate, diplomatic ties between the
Kazakhs and Russian authorities experienced a noticeable revival. These interactions were
predominantly conducted through the border administration of Western Siberia, the cities of Tobolsk
and Omsk, as well as through local leaders” (AFPRE. F. 122. 1. 1736. C. 2. P. 12-14).

Sultan Ablai consistently addressed regional Russian officials on various issues, such
as the large-scale theft of Kazakh horses by Russians, Bashkirs, and Cossacks. He raised concerns
about numerous theft incidents, inquired about Kazakhs unlawfully held in fortresses, and advocated
for their exchange with Russian subjects residing among the Kazakhs. Ablai frequently pressed fortress
commandants to halt mutual raids between Kazakhs and Russian subjects, urged collaborative efforts
against the Dzungars, and sought to establish trade relations.
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It is fair to acknowledge that, historically, the Kazakhs of the Middle zhuz engaged
in direct negotiations with the Russian side, primarily with Tobolsk, the center of the Siberian province,
rather than Orenburg, which was established much later: “These communications primarily focused on
issues related to the creation of a military alliance against the pressing threat from the Dzungars.
Additionally, they addressed matters of mutual trade and problem resolution arising from reciprocal raids.
The subjects raised in Ablai's letters, conveyed through personal envoys, varied depending on the
recipient's rank. Accessible archival sources indicate that Sultan (Khan) Ablai communicated with the
highest Russian officials of the 1st-5th class, including privy councilors, civil servants,
fortress commanders, and Siberian/Orenburg governors-general. This diplomatic interaction extended
even to empresses. One of the earliest letters, personally written by Sultan Ablai, dates back to August
28, 1740, and was addressed to Empress Anna loannovna” (Erofeeva, 2014: 280).

Ablai initiated contact with the highest authorities of the empire in the early XVIII century.
Thus, Sultan Ablai of the Middle zhuz had a vital interest in resolving issues related to mutual raids.
In a joint address with Abulmambet to the empress dated December 12, 1737, a diplomatic gesture is
evident, revealing the sultans' desire to secure her support: “A countless army is commandingly used
against the enemy, from the east to the west, to large and small nations and many cities, the ruler... like
the depth of the ocean, the power that is expansive, like a payment wisely understood, to the imperial
majesty, our father, we Abulmamet-saltan and Ablai-saltan, we bow deeply...” (RSAAA. F. 248. 1. 17.
C. 1167.P.5rev.).

Similarly, in the letters of 1737 to the head of the Orenburg Commission, Privy Councilor
V.N. Tatishchev, where the name “Ablai-Bahadur-Sultan” appeared, who reported on the fulfillment of
the instructions of the Russian Empire to ruin the Bashkirs, a significant part of the correspondence dealt
with issues related to ensuring the safety of the movement of trade caravans in the steppe: “From distant
places, close to the heart of the All-Russian ruler, his friends bow their heads and extend greetings
to His Majesty. We have safely returned the merchants who arrived here, and our merchants will also
journey, following the orders of the White Tsar. We have executed the command to destroy the Bashkirs
as directed by His Majesty, and now we await further instructions. If it is the will of Their Majesties
to send our envoys on a journey, we submit to their command. This letter is written by Abulmamet Khan
and Ablai Bagatur Sultan, and it is addressed to the Orenburg commander” (RSAAA. F. 248. I. 17.
C.1164.P. 573 rev.).

In 1737, Ablai expressed his readiness to swear allegiance to Colonel A.l. Tevkelev in a letter,
stating, “I am prepared to serve Her Imperial Majesty in any capacity.” (RSAAA. F. 248. 1. 17. C. 1164.
P. 929 rev.). Throughout 1738, leaders of the Middle Zhuz, including Ablai, corresponded with Empress
Anna loannovna, “deliberating on the location for taking the oath, due to the departure of the Kazakhs to
significant distances in the steppe” (RSAAA. F. 248. 1.17. C. 1167. Pp. 725-728 rev.).

Privy Councilor V.N. Tatishchev swiftly conveyed the situation in the Orenburg region to Empress
Anna loannovna of the Russian Empire on May 28, 1739, highlighting the willingness of the influential
Chingizids of the Middle Zhuz to embrace what was referred to as Russian citizenship: “Barak Sultan,
along with Abdul Mamed and Ablai Sultan, are members of our Middle Horde, expressing their desire
to affirm this through an oath and provide trustworthy hostages (amanates)” (Polnoye sobraniye zakonov
Rossiyskoy Imperii, 1830: 871).

In response, Empress Anna loannovna issued significant instructions emphasizing the urgent
review of letters of request from Ablai Sultan and other renowned Kazakh leaders of the steppe.
This is evident in the personal decree No. 7876, directed to Lieutenant General Prince V.A. Urusov on
August 20, 1739: “Respond to them with optimism and the utmost grace of Our Imperial Majesty.
Simultaneously, dispatch a modest allowance in cloth, damask, and other readily available items
in Samara. The quantity and variety of goods to be sent to each person are left to your discretion”
(Polnoye sobraniye zakonov Rossiyskoy Imperii, 1830: 871).
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As it is well-known, the tradition of the Russian side presenting gifts and diverse offerings
to Kazakh leaders has become an essential and ingrained aspect of the Russian diplomatic and colonial
strategy. Evidently, this was done with the intention of pacifying the sultans, khans, and warriors.
Concurrently, regional authorities were granted considerable autonomy and broad powers to deal with
Sultan Ablai, contingent on the prevailing circumstances. The early 1740s mark a period of increased
efforts by the Russian government to consolidate its influence in the Kazakh steppe. A closer examination
of subsequent events reveals a certain alignment of these plans with the interests of the Kazakh ruling
elite. They harbored hopes that, with the support of the Russian armed forces, they could address
the Dzungarian issue and manage challenges arising from the restless Bashkirs. It is noteworthy
that negotiations between the Kazakhs and the Russian side in Orenburg in 1740 and 1742 played
a constructive role in strengthening Kazakh-Russian ties: “In late 1739, Sultan Ablai penned
a letter to the leader of the Orenburg expedition (commission), VV.A. Urusov, requesting him to present
and bear witness to it before Anna Ioannovna” (AFPRE. F. 122. 1. 1740. C. 3. P. 23 rev.).

Subsequently, the Sultan conveyed his eagerness to collaborate with Russia and urgently petitioned
to be received, along with his fellow Kazakhs, under the protection of the Russian Empire. Evidently,
during this period, a series of informal allegiances emerged among the Kazakhs, entailing certain material
or financial advantages and privileges. It is clear that by making this informal pledge, Ablai pursued
personal objectives, aiming to secure maximum benefits and advantages for himself. This included
facilitating trade with Russians, crossing to the inner side of the border line around the “Staroishim”
and “Irtysh” fortifications, putting an end to mutual raids, and securing the return of escaped captives,
slaves, and cattle taken during military conflicts, among other considerations. However, it is crucial to
acknowledge that swearing allegiance also held the promise of putting an end to the raids by Russian
citizens, particularly the Bashkirs and the still-pressing Dzungars at that time. Nonetheless, subsequent
events revealed that not only were these goals not achieved, but also incidents unfolded that significantly
strained relations between the Kazakhs and Sultan Ablai with these restive nations.

Thus, as Governor-General Urusov reported to St. Petersburg in the spring of 1741, the Dzungarian
army carried out several raids on the Kazakhs, who became subjects of the Russians, as a result
of which they were defeated in a number of battles. Sultan of the Middle zhuz Ablai, along with two
hundred people, was captured by the Dzungars. In this regard, the commander of the Orenburg
Commission, Urusov, sent a report to the College of Foreign Affairs on May 13, 1741 about the Russian
citizenship of the Kazakhs: “...in instances where the Dzungars launch destructive attacks on the subjects
of His Imperial Majesty, the Kirghis-Kaisaks (Kazakhs), it is imperative to address the situation so that
the Kirghiz-Kaysaks (Kazakhs) are not held accountable for any harm inflicted by the Dzungars.
It is essential to recognize that these subjects of His Imperial Majesty cannot be left without support.
Furthermore, the Siberian Provincial Chancellery has shown a favorable inclination towards assisting
such individuals in seeking appropriate measures in response” (AFPRE. F. Zyungorskiye Dela. 1. 113/1.
I.1741. C. 2. Pp. 154-155).

In the autumn of 1740, a fresh incursion by Dzungar forces into the Kazakh steppes unfolded,
and Ablai played a pivotal role in resisting the enemy's onslaught. V.A. Urusov reminded Siberian
Governor P. 1. Buturlin of Ablai Sultan's pledge of allegiance to the empire, emphasizing that the Kazakhs,
as loyal Russian subjects, would be hard-pressed to withstand the Dzungar assault in Siberia without
support. Furthermore, the government expressed concern about the message from Dzungar Khan Galdan
Tseren to the Russian Empress on March 31, 1742. He demanded the demolition of fortresses
in the Upper Irtysh region, the surrender of Dzungar subjects in Siberia, and ‘“non-interference
with the Oirats collecting tribute from the Altai Mountains. The message expressed hope for a mutual
return of people, anticipating that upon the return of those held captive, their demands would be met.
Trusting in the Empress's decree, Galdan Tseren pledged not only to fulfill the decree's demands but also
to include those taken captive and those who had escaped to them with their families, children, slaves
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acquired while with them, and all their possessions, even if unwanted, and some who were subject to
their laws willingly gave everything away” (AFPRE. F. Zyungorskiye Dela. 1. 113/1. 1742. C. 2.
Pp. 160-162 rev.).

Dzungaria hesitated to engage in simultaneous warfare on two fronts — against both Russia
and the Kazakh zhuzes. The looming threat from the east, posed by the Qing Empire, awaited a favorable
moment to absorb Oirat lands. Galdan Tseren's cautious stance towards the expanding Russian presence
on the southeastern borders could be partially explained by this complex geopolitical situation:
“On April 14, 1742, Galdan Tseren sent an envoy to Abulkhair, demanding that his sons be sent as
hostages (amanats), and a tax in the form of fox fur or other fur-bearing animals. The punishment for
failure to comply with these demands was to send Dzungar troops for a new attack”
(AFPRE. F. Zyungorskiye Dela. I. 122/1. 1. 1742. C. 4. P. 79 rev.-80).

Khan Abulkhair, in a letter dated June 18, 1742, informed Governor-General I.I. Neplyuev
of Orenburg about the demands from the Dzungar Khan. Recently revealed historical materials provide
insight into how such interactions with the Kazakhs influenced Russian-Dzungar relations. The Dzungars
“attempted to foster discord among the Kazakh tribes, urging them to align temporarily against Russian
defensive positions. In September 1742, the Russians insisted that the Dzungars cease military actions
against Russian Imperial's Kazakh subjects. In a letter to Neplyuev, Noyon Sary-Manja pointed
out that certain Kazakh batyrs and sultans had attacked Russian border fortifications, leading to distrust
among the Oirats regarding the status of the Kazakhs as Russian subjects. He expressed concern and
discord, emphasizing, “These Kazakhs are not yours; you call them strangers” (Erofeeva, 1990: 51-53).

The exchange of letters between the head of the Orenburg Commission, I.1. Neplyuev, and Galdan
Tseren “from September 2, 1742, to February 1, 1743, not only revealed Russia's firm stance in declaring
the Kazakhs as “loyal subjects” of the Russian Empire” (AFPRE. F. 122. 1742. C. 2. Pp. 1-4 rev).
In response, Sary-Manja emphasized that despite Russia’s demand for the release of prisoners
of war like Ablai, who were considered subjects of the empress, the friendly relations between
the Russians and the Dzungars made it impossible for the Kazakhs to be true subjects of the Russian
Empire since they posed a threat to the borders of the Dzungars (AFPRE. F. Zyungorskiye Dela.
In. 113/1. 1. 1742. C. 4. Pp. 17-19).

In a letter from the Dzungarian noyon Sary-Mandzhi to the head of the Orenburg Commission
Neplyuev regarding the citizenship of the Kazakhs of the Middle and Junior Zhuzes, the following
was stated: “You communicated through Major Miller and his companions that the Middle and Lesser
Hordes of Kazakhs, belonging to your great empress, became subjects and jurors. You hope that our
great khan Galdan-Cheren is unaware of this. Consequently, our Zengor army plundered the Middle and
Little Kazakh hordes, and afterward, sent envoys demanding amanat and tribute. Moreover, you assume
that by declaring the Lower Kasakis as subjects of your great empress, you convey this to his lordship
Galdan-Cheren, and release the previously captured Ablai-Saltan and other Kazakh captives. Since these
Middle and Little Hordes of Kazakhs are not subjects of your Russia, and if they were, a friendly union
and good peace between both states, these subjects of Kazakhs, as you call them, caused concern and
fervor in our border uluses. Thus, attributing the violation of friendship between the two great
khans to your own permission” (AFPRE. F. Zyungorskiye Dela. I. 113/1. 1742. C. 4. Pp. 17-19).

In 1742, a diplomatic mission was dispatched to Dzungaria from the Orsk fortress, led by Russian
Army Major Karl Miller, “in response to Dzungaria’s military actions against the Middle Zhuz.
Major K. Miller in 1742—-1743 played a certain role in securing the release of Sultan Ablai from captivity”
(AFPRE. F. 113. 1. 113/1. 1743. C. 3. P. 20 rev.). This marked one of the initial tangible actions by the
Russian administration to recognize Kazakh representatives as subjects. Anticipating potential Kazakh
incursions into Dzungar border regions, the Russian administration insisted that the Hun-Taiji treat such
incidents as matters involving Russia, thereby urging resolution through communication
with St. Petersburg without engaging with Kazakh rulers on this matter. Miller was tasked with making
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every effort to liberate Sultan Ablai and his entourage from Dzungar captivity: “The instructions from
the Orenburg Commission to Major Miller of the Penza Garrison Infantry Regiment outlined
the goal of reaching an agreement with Galdan Tseren to address current issues through negotiations,
and to facilitate the exchange of embassies for resolving crucial matters. In case of unexpected situations,
Miller was to use "sound judgment,” ensuring that every action served the highest interests and
the benefit of all, as it was impossible to prescribe every detail from afar” (AFPRE. F. 122. 1. 1742. C. 4.
Pp. 230-237 rev.).

Ablai was ultimately freed by the Dzungars rather than the Russians. Soviet-era studies
tend to attribute this result to the efforts of the Miller mission for providing protection from external
danger. There is also frequent mention of Ablai's frustration with the perceived inaction of Abulmambet
and his son Sultan Abulfeis. They failed to engage in direct negotiations with the Oirat Khan to secure
Ablai's release from captivity or to improve his living conditions while in Dzungaria. However,
documents and letters revealed that this statement was not entirely objective and even displayed signs of
a negative impact on Kazakh-Russian relations. According to Governor I.I. Neplyuev's report
to the Collegium of Foreign Affairs on the outcomes of K. Miller’s embassy to Dzungaria
and the circumstances of Ablai’s release, the following was reported: “Miller, upon reaching the
Kazakhs, learned that upon his departure, his Cossack captives, Ablai-saltan, and those
who were with him, were released and returned with their son sent from Abulmamet Khan. The Privy
Councilor believes that Galdan-Chirin, in order to demonstrate the moderation and privilege with which
he wishes to support the Kazakhs under his patronage, will be able to influence these people through his
policy rather than sending troops...” (AFPRE. F. Zyungorskiye Dela. 1. 113/1. 1742-1744. C. 3.
P. 12 rev.).

Ablai staunchly defended his subjects against the misconduct of military personnel along the Irtysh
and Novoishimsk lines of military fortifications, outposts, and redoubts. It was inevitable during
the 1740s-1770s that the Russian Empire, through regional authorities, primarily negotiated
with Ablai and his ally and supporter, Sultanmamet Sultan, in the Middle Irtysh region. This approach
was compelled by the tsarist government, as any incidents of "insolence,” horse theft, or the abduction
of Russians by Kazakhs required centralized resolution through influential and authoritative figures like
khans and sultans. Later, with the widespread acceptance of “citizenship” by certain Kazakh groups,
a period ensued where negotiations bypassed Ablai and other sultans, engaging directly
with his subordinate Kazakh commoners such as elders, batyrs, and biys. Consequently, the authority of
Senior Khan Ablai was gradually undermined. However, during the 1740s-1750s in Northern,
North-Eastern, and Eastern Kazakhstan, negotiations predominantly continued through Sultan Ablai,
along with other influential sultans like Sultanmamet and Abulfeis.

In any event, Ablai played a central role as the primary defender of the Kazakhs from the Middle
and Senior zhuzes against the actions of military personnel. Kazakhs faced various challenges
from the Russians, including the forceful displacement of people and confiscation of livestock. Serf
commanders unlawfully detained Kazakhs in border fortresses, and captives and slaves from the steppe
often fled to the border, causing concern among Ablai's subjects. In such circumstances, the affected
Kazakhs sought assistance from the influential Ablai, who not only participated as one party
in negotiations but also served as the main mediator in the border zone: “But as the leaders of this horde,
Abulmambet Khan and Ablai Sultan, who are cousins, along with their respected elders and a large group
of people, arrived in Orenburg on August 24, 1739” (Andreev, 2006: 44-45).

There is other historical information on this matter: “After 1740, Abulkhair Khan severed ties
with the Governor-General of Orenburg because his son was not released from custody. Even the local
sultans did not recognize him. The khanate lost its leadership. This could be attributed to the fact that
since 1731, the control was handed over to the Russian Governor-General without considering Abulkhair
Khan. They initiated construction of forts without proper authorization. On the other hand, Ablai, though
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a sultan and not a khan at first, assumed the position of a khan from 1743 to 1771. Despite requests from
politicians like Ombi and the Orenburg Governor-General Gusev, he refrained from direct involvement,
maintaining a certain distance from the Russians. Throughout Ablai's rule, not a single Russian soldier
set foot on Kazakh land without permission” (Nasenov, 2011: 74).

Sultan Ablai's diplomatic efforts, as evident in all his letters, left a mark on the border regions.
For instance, on June 17, 1748, a report was submitted by the chief commandant of the Irtysh line,
Pavlutsky, to the commander of the troops on the Siberian border lines, Major General Kinderman.
The report detailed three letters received from Ablai Sultan, wherein he requested the return of the people
of the renowned Atygaev batyr Alimbet, who had been previously abducted by Russian military
personnel: “Simultaneously, I inform you that the content of these letters relates to Alembet-batyr's
intention to exchange Russian captives for their own prisoners” (HAOR. F. 1. 1.1. C. 16. Pp. 71-71 rev.,
80-80 rev.).

Certainly, in his letter dated June 15, 1748, Sultan Ablai expressed the necessity of repatriating
Alimbet Batyr's family and followers held in Russia: “Additionally, I request your attention
to the situation: forty-eight individuals were captured by Batyr Almetya. Among them, eleven lost their
lives, twenty-four livestock were driven away, and thirteen yurts were pillaged. Moreover, one thousand
two hundred horses were taken, of which four hundred were returned, leaving the rest in your possession.
In response to numerous appeals, we kindly request the return of our people, livestock, and horses”
(IAOO. F.1. I. 1. C. 16. Pp. 75-75 rev.). As evident from the Sultan's communication, 48 individuals
from the batyr's group were abducted, resulting in the unfortunate demise of 11. Additionally,
1,200 horses owned by the batyr were seized, with only 400 eventually being returned. The Sultan also
mentions that for the past six years, this issue has yet to find a satisfactory resolution: “For the past six
years, our efforts have not yielded a resolution” (HAOR. F. 1. I. 1. C. 16. P. 75 rev.).

Following this, he provides a detailed list of the names of the relatives and close associates
of the batyr Alimbet, who were taken captive by the Russians. Impressively, he exhibits his thorough
knowledge were the captives: “Alimbet-batyr’s primary wife, Salutsa, and his secondary wife, Kurmash,
both from the Kalmyk family, along with his third wife, Shyrin. Alimbet's daughter, Baybike, remains
with the governor in Tomsk. Salutsa and Kurmash are under the care of Alexei Mikhailovich Sukharev.
Shyrin fled from Tomsk to Kalmyk land but was later returned to Alimbet-batyr. Gilgildeev's son, Kiinbai,
is in Tara with Semyon Mozhevitin. The captured people, including Alimbet-batyr himself,
need to be sent away. Their names are Alat, with a daughter named Katabika, another daughter named
Batugus, a son named Utyash, another son named Kalnakchi, and a third son named Telyamysh.
Gilgildeeva’s wife is Mairem Ubuklubaeva, and her son is Isen. Tugun Umerchekova's wife is Asau.
| provide this information to you, so that you can arrange for the release of these people. Please inform
me whether these individuals exist, and if so, share the news with me” (HAOR. F. 1. I. 1. C. 16.
Pp. 75-75 rev.). As evident, all three wives of the batyr were abducted. The Sultan was well-informed
about the locations of the batyr's wives and their children.

Sultan Ablai struggled to unite the Kazakhs on the right bank of the Irtysh during the 1750-1770s,
employing both diplomatic and military means. As is well-known, a prominent and pressing issue in the
XVIII century for Kazakh nomadic society was the scarcity of fertile pastures on the steppe. This matter,
typically addressed by respected Kazakh khans and influential sultans, became increasingly significant:
“By the mid-XVIII century, as the Irtysh line of military fortifications solidified, the majority of steppe
residents faced restrictions on crossing to the right bank of the Irtysh (Kaz. Ertis — O.K.). The Russian
Empire adhered to a relatively stringent policy, confining the Kazakh population within or beyond the
ten-verst line on its left bank” (Kasymbaev, 1997: 12-13).

With the waning of the Dzungar threat, Kazakh leaders actively sought to expand onto
the right bank of the Irtysh, traditionally considered ancient nomadic lands: “However, they encountered
staunch opposition from the Tsarist authorities, who managed to assert control over this extensive region
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within a span of 20-30 years. The notion that the border fortresses were ostensibly constructed for the
benefit of the Kazakhs to shield them from pressing enemies does not withstand scrutiny. In our view,
the primary purpose of the Irtysh fortresses was to serve as a launching pad for acquiring both the lands
once taken by the Dzungars from the Kazakhs on the right bank of the Irtysh and the lands inhabited by
the Kazakhs on its left bank. The restrictions began with the directive of General Springer,
the commander of the Siberian lines, in 1765. Furthermore, the presence of fortresses along the Irtysh
did not shield the Kazakhs from the Dzungarian genocide, both in 1723 and subsequent years
(such as in 1741), irrespective of whether the Kazakhs were Russian citizens or not”
(Istoriya Kazakhskoy SSR. 1979: 14, 64).

For instance, on December 14, 1754, Colonel Debong, the commander of the Yamyshev fortress,
reported to Brigadier Kraft, the commander of the Siberian line’s troops, that he had received
a letter from Ablai Sultanmamet Sultan's cousin urgently requesting permission to cross to the right bank
of the Irtysh (Kaz. Ertis — O.K.). However, he declined this request, highlighting the stringent policy
aimed at preventing Kazakhs from accessing the right bank of the Irtysh (Kaz. Ertis — O.K.). In his report,
Colonel Debong stated: “On November 29th of last year, two individuals arrived with a letter
from the Kirghiz-Kaysak (Kazakh) foreman Sultanmamet... Those sent by him, the elders of the Kirghiz
(Kazakh) people, asked for permission to bring their herds to the local Russian side. I firmly conveyed
that under no circumstances should they bring their herds to this side, and it is impossible to grant such
permission as per the decrees” (HAOR. F. 1. I. 1. C. 35. Pp. 316-316 rev.).

Interestingly, Sultanmamet, who has held Russian citizenship for over a decade, is seeking
permission for livestock migration. The Russian regional authorities, including fortress commanders,
were well aware of the dual challenges faced by the Kazakhs — not only the threat of insufficient pastures
but also the ongoing aggression from the formidable Dzungars. However, rather than supporting the
Kazakhs, the Tsarist government, following the principle of weakening the Kazakhs by reducing their
livestock, decides to collaborate with the Dzungars to make the Kazakhs more dependent and vulnerable.

On December 31, 1754, in coordination with Sultan Ablai Sultanmamet sultan once again
dispatched a letter addressed to Kraft, appealing for permission to migrate his herds to the right bank
of the river. He presented what he believed were compelling arguments in favor of his request: “We are
all humble servants of the benevolent Empress, and we confess our sins. We have no other intentions;
our people engage in trade with yours. We only seek pasture for our horses. I kindly request your support
in securing provisions for our horses!” (HAOR. F. 1. I. 1. C. 35. Pp. 316-319 rev.).

However, the regional authorities, both on the Orenburg line, responded with a resolute rejection,
citing the latest decrees from the highest echelons of the empire. For instance, on January 31, 1755,
a recent decree from Empress Elizaveta Petrovna reached the Orenburg governor I.I. Neplyuev, crafted
within the Military Collegium, specifically addressing “Preventing the Kirghiz-Kaisaks (Kazakhs)
from the right bank” of the Irtysh River: “At the same time, the commanders stationed at the outposts
must emphatically reinforce the directive that the aforementioned Kirghis-Kaisaks (Kazakhs) are not
permitted to approach the outposts. To prevent any harm to our people by them, they should exercise
utmost vigilance and maintain rigorous and unceasing precautions, as stipulated by military regulations
and decrees” (SAOR. F. 3. 1. 1. C. 37. Pp. 20-25 rev.).

Ablai diplomatically pursued a policy of fostering good neighborly relations along
the Kazakh-Russian border. Ablai almost never initiated or participated in military clashes with Russia
on the border. Therefore, for almost 50 years of living next to the Russians, he managed to ensure peace
on the border, not allowing Russians onto Kazakh soil. He also managed to carry out mutually beneficial
trade on the border. In the same way, he managed to preserve the territorial integrity of the Kazakh land.
Ablai made significant efforts to curb Kazakh raids into Russian territory.

Ablai did his best to suppress Kazakh raids on the Russian side: “Hence, as per the account
of Cossack I. Etsygaev, who returned from Ablai in 1744, it was conveyed that Sultan Ablai, the ruler
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of the Middle zhuz, dispatched messengers to all his uluses. Their mission was to communicate his decree
to all subjects, instructing them to cease raiding the Russian side. This decision was prompted
by an assault led by foreman Kudaiberdy's armed detachment on Russian settlements along the Ishim
River, resulting in the capture of 20 individuals and the theft of 80 horses. One of the motivations behind
this attack was Kudaiberdy's quest for retribution for perceived affronts from the Omsk fortress military
team. In a bid to prevent further escalation and diffuse the conflict, Ablai sent Sultan Zholbarys
to Tobolsk. His mission was to deliver a letter and verbally assure that Ablai and his subjects were
committed to maintaining peaceful and friendly relations with Russia” (Abuov, 2013: 144).
It is also known that Ablai sent a similar strict order not to attack the Russian side throughout all his
possessions around the end of the 1750s: “...so that the Kaysaks (Kazakhs) and Russia would be peaceful
and would not have any quarrels or steal...” (Suleimenov, 2015: 92).

Ablai consistently highlighted in his communications with Russian border authorities that Kazakh
property, including horses, confiscated on the Russian side, needed to be returned. This issue stirred
dissatisfaction among many of his subjects. The discontent often manifested in the form of Kazakhs
forming armed groups and contemplating attacks on Russian border villages. Yet, Ablai consistently
worked to avert conflicts and sought diplomatic resolutions in such instances: “On June 15, 1748,
Ablai addressed Colonel Pavlutsky, the commander of the Siberian Dragoon Garrison Regiment,
regarding the repatriation of the wives and daughter of his close ally, Alimbet Batyr of the Atygai clan.
They were held in Tobolsk and Tomsk as noble hostages, along with 48 others from Batyr's group,
who were captured by the Russians during a military raid in 1743. Additionally, 1,200 horses were taken.
Alimbet Batyr, contemplating an armed retaliation against the Russian border, was dissuaded by Ablai,
who assured him that the matter would be resolved through negotiations with Siberian border authorities”
(Sbornik dokumentov XVIII vek, 2019: 20-23, 30).

Even in the 18th century, Sultan Ablai adeptly employed the policy of “checks and balances”
in international politics, to curb the encroachment of both powers on the Kazakh steppe: “Starting in
1757, he adeptly forged diplomatic connections with the Qing Empire. Sustaining these contacts
consistently helped impede the encroachment of the Russian Empire into the Kazakh Khanate's territory
and averted a potential intensification of military conflicts with Qing China, as witnessed during
1756-1757” (KalmSC RAS, 2022: 1204).

Ablai recognized that the incursions of the steppe dwellers into Russian territory disrupts
the harmonious relations between the two states. The Kazakhs relied on the interior for grazing their
livestock, purchasing grain from border fortresses, and engaging in barter trade (satovka). Specifically,
raids conducted for the purpose of plunder, as opposed to the traditional Kazakh practice of “barymta,”
considered a legitimate act for restoring justice and compensating for material damage, posed a threat to
the amicable coexistence of neighbors. It is noteworthy that in the years 1760-1761, Ablai successfully
deterred Yeraly, the formidable and influential Sultan of the Little zhuz, from launching attacks
on the Russian borderlands. Yeraly, known for his martial and assertive nature, often acted independently
in dealings with Russia, despite having sworn allegiance” (Suleimenov, 2015: 92).

Sultan Ablai also recognized the economic dimension of diplomacy in the border region. Actively
contributing to the development of trade, he endeavored to create an interconnected economic network
that transcended political boundaries. By strengthening trade routes and promoting commerce, he aimed
to weave an intricate fabric of economic interdependence that would serve as a stabilizing force
in the region. Furthermore, Sultan Ablai's diplomatic policy involved strengthening political ties
with neighboring entities. By fostering alliances and cooperation, he aimed to create a united front against
potential external threats. Ablai understood the importance of solidarity in maintaining the sovereignty
of his realm and safeguarding the interests of his people.

Conclusion

Ablai sultan staunchly defended his people against the abuses of military personnel
in the fortresses, outposts, and redoubts along the Irtysh and Novoishimsk lines. This was inevitable in
the 1740s-1770s, as the Russian Empire, represented by regional authorities in northern, northeastern,
and eastern Kazakhstan, primarily engaged in negotiations through Ablai. Alongside him,
other influential leaders, such as his ally Sultan Sultanmamet and Abulfeis in the Middle Irtysh region,
played a crucial role. This approach was compelled by the tsarist government, as any incidents
of "insolence," horse theft, or crimes against Russians by Kazakhs required resolution through centralized
figures — namely, khans and sultans.

During the tumultuous years of the 1730s to 1740s, Sultan Ablai navigated the intricate
web of diplomatic challenges in the border areas under his jurisdiction with a shrewd
and forward-thinking policy. Recognizing the significance of maintaining equilibrium in a region marked
by diverse geopolitical interests, Ablai employed a nuanced diplomatic approach.

Sultan Ablai strategically sought to establish peaceful coexistence through diplomatic channels,
understanding the repercussions of conflicts on the well-being of his people. He engaged in dialogue
with the commanders of neighboring fortresses, urging collaboration to curb mutual raids between
the Kazakhs and Russians. This collaborative stance not only aimed to ensure regional stability
but also to foster amicable relations that transcended traditional ethnic and national boundaries. In dealing
with the Dzungars, Ablai pursued a diplomatic strategy grounded in pragmatic negotiations. Aware
of the potential for border tensions, he sought common ground and diplomatic solutions to mitigate
hostilities. Ablai's emphasis on dialogue and understanding played a pivotal role in maintaining a delicate
balance in the face of historical rivalries and territorial disputes.

Ablai rarely, if ever, initiated or engaged in military conflicts with Russia along the border.
In nearly 50 years of coexistence with the Russians, he successfully maintained peace along the border,
preventing Russian incursions into Kazakh territory. Additionally, he facilitated mutually advantageous
trade at the border and effectively preserved the territorial integrity of Kazakh land.

In summary, Sultan Ablai's diplomatic policy during the 1730s to 1740s was characterized
by a nuanced and multifaceted approach. His strategic collaborations, emphasis on negotiations,
and focus on economic interdependence contributed to a diplomatic legacy that aimed at fostering
stability and prosperity in the complex border areas under his rule.

Introduction

After Tsarist Russia incorporated the territory of today's Kazakhstan, it actively intervened
in the political, social and economic life of the traditional Kazakh society and introduced radical changes.
The task of interfering in the spiritual life of the Kazakh people is seen behind such changes. Kazakhs
changed the worldview and spiritual foundations that had developed over the years by force and adapted
them to the policy of Russification. The policy of Russification was not limited to establishing
the dominance of the Russian language only. It was intended to bring their religious beliefs closer
to the Christian religion, traditions and customs to the Russian people. Of course, any colonizing country
does not want its subordinate colonial state to be spiritually strong and constantly fight for freedom.
For this reason, it was important to have the same attitude and position as themselves. This is also
the essence and purpose of pursuing a Russification policy.

Materials and research methods

A number of scientific methods and principles were employed during the research work. The study
began with the collection of data and fundamental works related to this topic. Due to the content features
of many published materials and data related to the considered topic, methods of grouping
and classification were primarily used. In order to systematically conduct research work, we have divided
the data into separate groups, taking into account the internal content features of the research work.
The research work was organized following the principles of history and objectivity. Therefore, we
conducted an analysis evaluating the features of different times, paying special attention to the social
nature of the emerging data and the fundamental works. In any question, guided by the principle
of credibility, the positive and negative sides of the topic were highlighted. In the course of research
work, the comparative analysis of data was the basis for achieving specific results.

Discussion

There are a number of data and research works on the topic of the Russian Empire's policy
of the Russification of Kazakh society in the early 20th century and its colonial significance. Of course,
many works provide indirect data, although they are not directly related to the problem. Among the data
used in the course of research work is the adoption of a special program and plan for the spiritual
colonization of non-Russian nationalities in the Russian Empire since the second half of the 19th century.

It is said that it is necessary to be involved in religion in order to unite firmly with the Russian people
(Sbornik, 1869: 6-10). In addition, we can mention the collection of information about new rules
concerning the field of education, such as the limitation of classes in the native language (Inorodcheskaya
shkola, 1916: 19). The fact that the policy of baptism of Kazakhs was carried out by missionaries
is known from the reports on the number of people sent to the Kazakh steppe (Vedomost, 1905: 44).

Researcher Sadvokasova's work on the special importance of baptism in the Russification policy
of the Tsarist government has its own value (Sadvokasova, 2015: 33). Researcher Nurgalieva's research
work shows that baptized Kazakhs were taken under the special care of the state and given a new social
status (Nurgalieva, 2007: 34). The work of national intellectuals who expressed their own opinions
about the issue of “new method” schools and their start to work in the Kazakh land was enormous
(Aigap, 1911:3). At the same time, several important issues are preserved in the funds of the Central
State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan. 15" fund documents and 393" fund documents were used
concerning this issue. Among the collections of used documents, we mention the work called “Report on
the state of missionary courses in the city of Kazan for the 1904-1905 school year”. In addition,
there is a collection of documents and articles called “Foreign school. Collection of articles and materials
on foreign school issues” by G. Tumima, V.A. Zelenko.

In the course of the article, we have used a number of works of documentary importance related to
the topic. Among them are the works by V.V. Barthold “The history of cultural life of Turkestan”,
G.A. Falbork and V.I. Charnaluksky “Desktop book on national education: laws, regulations,
rules, instructions”, M. Seralin “The city of Troitsk, February 1911”. On the topic under consideration,
there is a work by K.E. Bendrikov “Essays on the history of people's education in Turkestan
(1865-1924)”. Additional information related to the research concern is also found in the works of
domestic researchers. Among them we should mention “From liberation ideas to the Soviet state in
Bukhara and Khiva” by S.Z. Zimanov, “National political elite. Activity and fate (XVIII-XX centuries).
Research.” by M.K. Koigeldiev, “Spiritual pedestal of Alash” by D. Kamzabekovich,
“Consequences of the spiritual colonization policy of the Tsarist Russia and Soviet empires in
Kazakhstan (70-80s of the XIX—early XXI century) by S.M. Mashimbayev and G.S. Mashimbayeva,
“Training of pedagogical personnel in Step and Turkestan regions in the Russian Empire”
by A.K. Sadykova and S.S. Saifulmalikova. We also note the importance of the work “Formation system
of school education of the Kazakh population of central Kazakhstan in the second half
of the XIX — beginning of XX centuries” by B.T. Tuleuova, L.K. Shotbakova, G.M. Smagulova.

Results

The tsarist government sought to form its reliable support for the Russification policy in the Kazakh
land. This foundation was to begin with the education of Kazakhs who were fluent in Russian and loyal
to the tsarist government. By opening Russian correction schools, we can also say that the task of forming
a social group among Kazakhs serving Russian interests has been realized to a certain extent.
The formation of a group of Kazakhs who faithfully serve Russian interests would give a lot of
advantages. First of all, the effectiveness of managing the Kazakh people through the Kazakhs education.
Secondly, the education of people fluent in the Russian language among Kazakhs is to show other
Kazakhs that there is an opportunity to live well and have rights. Thirdly, to facilitate the work of Russian
officials. Given the fact that the officials at the head of the policy of colonization and Russification of
the Kazakh steppe did not know the Kazakh language, there is reason to believe that the third task was
implemented in practice. Tsarist officials did not aim to find ways to effectively conduct the Russification
policy among the Kazakhs by studying the language and traditions, worldview and beliefs of the Kazakh
people. That is why the policy of Russification at the beginning of the 20th century was based on such
wild ways as intimidation and oppression (Nurgalieva, 2007: 36-37).
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One of the reasons for the strengthening of the Russification policy in the Kazakh steppes
at the beginning of the 20th century was the adoption of a special program and plan for the spiritual
colonization of non-Russian nationalities in the Russian Empire from the second half of the 19th century.
In the “Collection of documents and articles on the issue of education for foreign nationalities”
from St. Petersburg in 1869, it is noted that in the peripheral regions of European Russia, the influence
of Tatar Muslims is higher than that of Russian Christians. Tatar Muslims take all their religious relatives
under their influence. Therefore, protecting non-Russian nationalities from the ignorance of Tatar
Muslims shows that Russian-Christian educational work should be firmly established in the colonial
regions. It was noted that there should be no debate on this issue. Russian missionaries believed
that a state such as the Russian Empire should be dominated by the Russian worldview,
which was distinguished in numbers and by the advanced development of its culture. The church and
schools were given great responsibility for the fulfilment of such important tasks. It is clearly stated that
the main purpose of the schools being opened is to convert non-Russian children to the Christian religion
and their Russification. Of course, among those who played a special role in the policy of Russification
of non-Russian peoples was Professor of Kazan University N.I. IIminsky. One of his assistants was the
baptized Tatar V.T. Zolotnitsky. As for what matters in the Russification of peoples, Zolotnitsky
expresses the following opinion: “To firmly unite non-Russians with the Russian people, it is not enough
just to teach the Russian language. They need to be converted to Christianity. Non-Russians should
understand the high moral value of the Russian people after the language and religion” (Sbornik, 1869:
6-10). Such initiatives started in the second half of the 19th century and began to give their real results
at the beginning of the 20th century. The influence of the Russification policy was felt
in Russian correction schools, where Kazakh children studied, and in everyday life as well. Not only the
Russian language and Christianity but also the way of life of the Russian people, laws and other
values of Russian culture were deeply propagated. The tsarist government was well aware
that the effectiveness of the Russification policy would be beneficial primarily to the empire. It was noted
that only through the full Russification of the Kazakh people there will be more chances
for full ownership of the giant territory.

The Russification policy in socio-cultural life at the beginning of the 20th century was manifested
primarily in education. In conducting its policies through schools, the Tsarist administration was guided
by four main tasks. They are:

- Documents and regulations of the Empire regarding education: the use of schools
for non-Russian peoples only for the implementation of the policy of Russification;

- Centralization of public education. Limitation of local administration and its competence
to educate the local population;

- Eliminating the backwardness of education. Making educational schools compulsory
for the public and making education free of charge;

- Campaigning against the mother tongue of local people in schools for non-Russian people.
Ignoring the national cultural characteristics of non-Russian peoples (Inorodcheskaya shkola, 916:
28-29).

It would be ideal to pursue a Russification policy and introduce the Russian language and
Christianity through schools. Because young children, whose worldview is being formed, quickly absorb
any new details. Taking into account that school-aged children have not yet formed their religious
concepts and beliefs, there is a high possibility of getting interested in a new religion. Although it was
possible to teach Russian to adults who had already graduated from a traditional confessional school,
it was very difficult to change their religious views. For this reason, officials of the Tsarist government
insisted on paying special attention to the education of teenage children. Although the influence
of the propaganda of the Russian language and Christianity through the school was slow, it was the most
proper direction. Taking this fact into account, the missionaries and the Tsarist administration attached
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great importance to the work in this field. There is every reason to believe that such an approach, which
began in the second half of the 19th century, fully covered all regions of the Kazakh steppe at the
beginning of the 20th century. One of the important points to note is that the policy
of Russification of the Kazakhs was not a new direction and approach for the Tsarist administration.
The Tsarist administration had already accumulated rich experience in the policy of Russification.
The policy of Russification of ethnic minorities in the Volga region and Siberia within the Russian
Empire began earlier. The main achievements of the Russification policy in those places began
with the work of the school. In 1905, the Ministry of Public Education approved a new regulation for the
non-Russian peoples in the East. Changes were made to IIminsky's methods in the 70s of the 19th century.
Orthodox-missionary tasks were now replaced by the task of bringing the non-Russian peoples closer to
the Russians. Although new tasks appeared, the methods of achieving them remained unchanged. Those
methods were aimed at restricting classes in the mother tongue and teaching all subjects in Russian
(Inorodcheskaya shkola, 1916: 19). Of course, teaching obscure subjects such as arithmetic in a language
that one does not understand created difficulties. Therefore, there is no reason to say that such subjects
were been fully mastered.

Due to the presence of elements of Russification in schools, Kazakhs did not entrust their children
to Russian correction schools and started to oppose their education. At the beginning of the 20th century,
as an alternative to Russian correction schools, schools of the “new method” appeared and started
to work. 1. Gasprinsky's schools of “new method” corresponded to the secular education system
of those years. The reason why these schools were in demand by Kazakhs was that they were firmly
based on the Islamic religion. These schools were in particular demand among the Turkic peoples
who lived in the Russian Empire. The beginning of the “new method” schools in the Kazakh steppe
brought Kazakhs closer to the basics of developed European education. Gasprinsky's initiative
was especially supported by national intellectuals at the beginning of the 20th century. For example,
M. Seralin, who served as the editor-in-chief of the “Aiqap” magazine, praised Gasprinsky, who invented
the “new method” school, as “the teacher of more than 20 million people in Russia”. This high assessment
of Gasprinsky shows the high benefits of a new type of schools for Kazakh children (Aigap, 1911: 3).
Along with M. Seralin, other national figures embraced the opening of the schools with “new method”
and expressed their opinions. Jadidist figures gathered next to the magazine “Aiqap”, where M. Seralin
was the editor. M. Shokai and Zh. Seydalin can be mentioned among them (Zimanov, 1976: 55).
Akhmet Baitursynov was among the initiators of 1. Gasprinsky's initiative in the Kazakh land. In 1912,
he gave birth to the newspaper “Qazaq”, which promoted Jadid ideas through the “Shortcut Alphabet”
created by him, and they were supported by Kazakh nationalists.

In the Russian Empire, at the beginning of the twentieth century, when the ideology of national
liberation among the Turkic peoples did not take shape, the pro-Russian movement against colonial
oppression first took place within the framework of the general Islamic Movement. Its guiding center
was the Muslim faction within the State Duma (Koigeldiev, 2004: 219).

The Tsarist government tried to limit the work of the traditional madrasah schools, along
with the “new method” schools, which negatively affected the Russification policy. There are several
reasons for this. First of all, the “new method” schools gave preference to the educational content
recognized at the European level. At the same time, traditional madrasah schools were based on the
values of the Islamic religion. Therefore, these educational institutions were far from Russian culture.
In addition, the author of the “new method” school was considered foreign, and the teaching methodology
belonged not to Russia, but to European countries.

In general, Kazakh jaditarians looked at Europe, which reached the twentieth century as a giant of
education and art, both with hope and suspicion. The hope was that science, education, and culture,
which systematized the West, would benefit humanity and enlighten the dark spots of the world.
Suspicion was fear of Western colonialism, wariness, insensitivity. However, if one just sits back in fear,

hope will disappear. So one has to take risks. Because the future was on this road (Kamzabekuly, 2003:
124-125). Following the Russification policy, the main priority should be given to the Russian language
in educational institutions. From this point of view, these schools did not meet the requirements. Based
on these issues, the work of these institutions began to be limited.

The fact that Kazakhs do not express much demand for Russian correction schools is probably due
to the widespread use of the Russian language in the educational process. Speaking Kazakh was not
allowed in private schools even. At the All-Russian Congress of Public Education, held in December
1913 in Petrograd, the question of using medieval methods in teaching non-Russians was raised.
It was said that children who spoke their own language were not served lunch. Zelenko publishes an
article entitled “Uro takoe mHOpOaUecKas mkomna” (What is a foreign school) in a collection of articles
on the schools of non-Russian peoples published in 1916. In the course of the article, “children
of non-Russian people have to start their lives again when they come to Russian schools. Their former
life is gone. They are forbidden to use their mother tongue. Such children should be adapted according
to the established rules” (Inorodcheskaya shkola, 1916: 9). It seems that the lack of interest of local
Kazakhs in Russian language schools has material reasons. Since the financial situation of Russian-style
schools was dire. In comparison, as for the number of funds allocated for education in the empire,
the funds allocated to the Moscow region amounted to 1,418,000 soms (som is a Kazakh name of the
Soviet ruble), while only 253,000 soms were allocated to the Turkestan region, including
the Kazakh-Uzbek territory, to maintain Russian-style schools (Sadvokasova, 2008: 90-94). We see that
the volume of these funds increased significantly at the beginning of the 20th century. The costs
of Russian correction schools were borne by the zemstvo (district council). According to statistical
indicators for 1908, 67, 627 soms were allocated for the expenses of Russian correction schools in the
Syrdarya region alone. Additionally 26, 492 soms were collected from the local population (Bendrikov,
1960: 327). In 1911, the number of Russian correction schools in the region was about 89. Russian
correction schools organized the Russification policy assigned to them to a certain extent. Low results
were recorded in the Turkestan region. M. Virsky, in turn, reports that among the graduates of the Russian
correction school in the mentioned region, there are very few, if not none, who can read and write
Russian. In his work, V. Barthold argued that the Muslim population did not benefit from Russian
correction schools. The period of study in such schools was too long. Therefore, many residents say that
their children were expelled until their graduation. The researcher also concludes that teachers of many
Russian correction schools did not understand the language of the local population (Barthold, 1927: 134).

In 1905, two-year Russian correction secondary schools were opened. The purpose
was to re-educate those graduates who, as we mentioned above, did not master the Russian language well
even though they graduated from Russian correction schools. Arithmetic, geography, history and natural
science were taught in Russian correction secondary schools. The only difference is that almost all of the
mentioned subjects were taught in Russian. This, in turn, was one of the main indicators of the fact that
the influence of Tsarist Russia in the East was once again strengthened and the Russification policy
continued further. It also shows that the sphere of education had an important role in the Russification
policy. We notice that the colonial government began to change its position due to the decrease
of trust in the Russian correction schools, which were conducting the Russification policy. For example,
in 1904, on the personal instructions of Tsar Nicholas I, a member of the Council of Ministers
A.S. Budilovich came to the region. After getting acquainted with the situation, in 1906,
a new Regulation of education for non-Russian peoples was developed. According to the rules,
the teaching of non-Russian peoples in their native language was resumed in schools. Although the rules
initially allowed reading in the native language, over time it had to be adapted to the Russian language.
It is planned to replace the Arabic font with the Russian one. The requirements of this regulation have
been severely criticized by the local population. Interestingly, this protest was not persecuted
by the Tsarist government. The Tsarist administration took into account the demands of the local
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population, and in particular, the case of replacing the Arabic font, which caused protests, was
temporarily suspended. Of course, the Tsarist administration agreed on such a deal, first of all, under the
influence of the first Russian revolution taking place in the centre of Russia. It was decided to slow down
the Russification policy, with the idea that subordinate countries would not join the revolutionary
movement, and would not encourage the emergence of new centers of protest. In 1907, the draft law was
discussed again, and the use of literature that had not been censored was prohibited. At the same time,
it was demanded that the teacher in the schools for non-Russian people should be a representative
of that nationality or a Russian (Falbork, 1911: 611). This, of course, was aimed at preventing the
Kazakhs from falling under the influence of the “new method” schools, which were widespread at that
time. At the same time, the chances of the formation of pan-Turkism were high. Therefore, textbooks
from the Turkic countries were not used in the educational process. The measure taken against the Kazan
Tatars working in the Kazakh steppes, although significant, did not stop the development of the
“new method” schools, which was called jadidism. Although it was said not to interfere in the work
of madrasah schools, these traditional educational institutions were still left under the supervision
of the Ministry of Public Education.

In his work, the scientist S.M. Mashimbayev reports that education in Muslim schools
is being checked by Russian observers. One of them sai that “Students educated in Kazakh schools have
good manners, morals, respect for ancestral traditions, discipline, and enthusiasm for education,
and the main shortcomings of schools are that only Kazakh children study here and they do not know
Russian” (Mashimbayev , 2013: 29).

The educational process in the native language in Russian correction schools was opposed
by officials pursuing a Russification policy. Their arguments concluded that the teaching of certain
subjects in the Kazakh language is problematic, and Ilminsky's method of transition from Kazakh
to Russian does not work either. Therefore, S.M. Garmenitsky, a member of the pedagogical Council
for the Turkestan region, said that classes in schools of the non-Russian people should be conducted
immediately in Russian, and if we allow them to teach in their native language, all the work that has
begun will be wasted. F.M. Kerensky, who was the Chief Inspector of secondary schools, also supported
this position. Therefore, after a long discussion, in 1910-1911, the council adopted the rule
that the schools of the non-Russian peoples should work only in Russian. In addition, the requirement
that the school teacher should know the language of the local people was removed (Inorodcheskaya
shkola, 1916: 117-157).

In comparison, Russian correction schools in the Kazakh steppe did not fully pursue
the Russification policy and did not achieve effective results. For example, the Russification
policy of Kazakhs included Kalmyk, Chuvash, and other nationalities. He said that the Russification
policy of Nations was carried out even more harshly at the beginning of the 20th century. If in Russian
Correction schools of the second half of the 19th and early 20th centuries, there were any attempts to
punish or promote Christianity, the National intellectuals were resolutely criticized. In turn, in Russian
schools for Kalmyks, children who spoke only Russian and spoke their native language had a note around
their necks called the “Kalmyk ticket”. Various punitive measures were also applied against such
children. However, Russian correction schools in the Kazakh steppe have formed a rich experience
of Russification of Kazakhs. One of the main reasons for the failure of Russian correction schools
to achieve high results was that after the death of the Governor-General of Turkestan Kaufman,
each of the governors-general from 1883 to 1908 had different views and positions on the work
of Russian correction schools in the Kazakh steppes. Therefore, there was no regularity in the work
toward Russification. In addition, Kazakhs living in the territory of Steppe and Turkestan General
Governorate engaged in nomadic livestock farming. It was not even possible to continue the work
of Russian correction schools due to constant migration. Seasonal work did not make the work in the
direction of Russification more complete. The scale of the Kazakh steppe also hindered the work in this
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direction. It was noticed that it was difficult to supervise the work of Russian Correction schools. The
lack of specialists was also clearly felt. To a certain extent, the training of necessary specialists for
Russian-correctional schools opened in Kazakh territory was carried out. For example, teacher training
among Kazakh youth tool place in several large cities. Among them are the Omsk Teachers' Seminary,
the Turkestan Teachers' Seminary, and the Orenburg Teachers' Seminary. One-year and two-year schools
were also opened near the seminaries. From the beginning of the 20th century, teacher training seminaries
were opened in cities such as Semey, Aktobe, Ural, Verny, Akmola (Sadykova, Saifulmalikova 2019:
716). Even after the October Revolution, solving the shortage of specialists was one of the most important
issues for the Bolsheviks. The same can be said about the lack of funds. As we mentioned above,
compared to the central regions of Russia, the funds allocated for the maintenance of Russian Correction
schools in the Kazakh steppe were small. The composition of subjects taught in Russian Correction
schools has also undergone many changes. The introduction of the secular education
system and the conditions of Muslim education into one curriculum had a negative impact
on the widespread progress of works in the direction of Russification. The quality of education was not
properly monitored. To a certain extent, Kazakhs themselves became interested in Russian correction
schools, and the demand for their children's education in these schools increased. For example, in 1910,
Russian correction schools in the Syrdarya region could not accept more children due to the sufficient
number of children. However, the increase in the number of such children was only seasonal. With the
transition of Kazakhs to winter, the number of children decreased again, and the work of learning the
Russian language was postponed as usual. We do not deny the contribution of Russian correction schools
to the Russification policy. Kazakh children were able to firmly form the first concepts of not only
the Russian language but also the Russian culture. Russian correction schools created conditions for
Kazakh children to learn the Russian language, even superficially. At the same time, we conclude that
it made us clearly feel the need for the Russian language in public life and feel the need to master the
Russian language in the future. At the beginning of the twentieth century, the head of the Directorate of
people's schools of Akmola and Semipalatinsk regions A.E. Alektorov wrote a letter to the military
governor of Akmola region. In his letter, he argued that the short-term existence of Russian Correctional
schools did not provide a full-fledged educational content, and the Kazakhs themselves were against
this type of Education (Tuleuova et al., 2018: 1618). Therefore, the work of Russian-Correctional schools
at the beginning of the twentieth century still required regularity.

The Russification policy of the Tsarist government was also observed in other socio-cultural
spheres of society's life. One of the most important components of the policy of Russification was the
promotion of Christianity and the baptism of the Kazakhs. The policy of baptism of Kazakhs was carried
out by missionaries. In 1863, the Kazan Central Baptist-Tatar School was opened and became
a missionary centre for baptized Tatars. In 1889, the All-Russian Missionary Course was opened
in Kazan.This course became a major centre for organizing the policy of baptism of the non-Russian
peoples, subordinate to Russia. Missionaries who completed this preparatory course were sent to the
Kazakh steppes. In 1899 alone, 124 people were trained at this educational institution. Between
1889 and 1914, 854 people studied at the course, and 481 of them successfully completed their studies.
Most of them were educated in the Tatar department. Their total volume was 59%. Graduates of the Tatar
department adapted to baptizing Kazakhs. In 1900, I. Khokhlov was sent to the Torgay region
and Orenburg province, and in 1902, I. Kramarenko was sent to Bokey Horde (Report, 1905: 44). It is
clear that baptism had a special importance in the Russification policy of the Tsarist government. The
Tsarist colonial government was aimed at covering not only the Kazakhs but also the entire territory of
the Russian Empire. In her research work, researcher Z.T. Sadvokasova described the scope of the
baptism policy as “from Orenburg to Tashkent, from Verny to Omsk. Further, the cross of Christianity
should appear in the vast land of Central Asia” (Sadvokasova, 2015: 33). Of course, to promote
Christianity among the Kazakhs, it was envisaged to provide all possible benefits. For example, Kazakhs
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who converted to Christianity received permission to move to their homeland or Russian settlements.
Also, Christian Kazakhs had the right to become residents of the city without permission. The goal of
bringing Kazakhs closer to Christianity by providing such material benefits was obvious. Of course,
it is doubtful that the religious faith adopted for material benefits and privileges will take root in the
hearts of full-fledged Kazakhs. In May 1907, at the Council of the Steppe governor-general on the need
for Kazakhs, this issue was specifically considered. As a result, the work of missionaries
responsible for the baptism of Kazakhs was severely tested. Missionaries discredited the Islamic religion
in the process of promoting Christianity. It was very difficult for Kazakhs, who believed in Islam
for centuries, to listen to and accept such propaganda. In order to attract Kazakhs to them, they also gave
material benefits. On the contrary, one of the important tasks set before the missionaries was to baptize
the Kazakhs only through propaganda. It was considered that the Kazakhs should understand
the superiority of the Christian religion of their own free will and should be baptized with all their hearts.
It was recognized that it was wrong to be interested in material goods, and missionaries were instructed
to achieve new qualitative indicators. At the same time, it is worth noting that radical changes began
to occur in the daily life of Kazakhs who converted to Christianity. In particular, Muslim manners
and culture were lost, and Russian drunkenness began to occur. Of course, we can only evaluate
this as imbibing the customs of baptized Russians without fully understanding the Christian religion.
In order to systematically propagate Christianity and increase the number of truly baptized people among
Kazakhs, various brotherhoods were also created. For example, the Turkestan Diocesan Brotherhood
of Kazan appeared, and later it was changed to the Zhetysu Brotherhood. The main task of these
brotherhoods was to promote Christianity among Kazakhs and baptize as many Kazakhs as possible.
For this purpose, more than 300 books were distributed to residents of the Zhetysu region, and more than
1,000 crosses, the main symbol of Christianity, were distributed (CSA RK. F. 15. I. 1. C. 401. P. 550).
Books were translated into Kazakh because the vast majority of Kazakhs did not know the Russian
language well even at the beginning of the 20th century. At the same time, the contribution
of the Omsk Brotherhood to the Russification policy and the Baptism of Kazakhs is high. They wrote
special textbooks and provided textbooks covering features of church work, and religious and moral
education (CSA RK. F. 393. I. 1. C. 12. P. 23). It would not be enough to spread books promoting
the values of Christianity and crosses that were the symbol of Christianity, and to build new churches.
In order for the policy of full-fledged baptism and Russification to be effective, the task was to firmly
base the consciousness of the Kazakhs on Russian culture and language, religion and worldview.

Of course, baptized Kazakhs came under the special care of the state. Still, in order to avoid various
repressions from religious figures, government agencies protected them as much as possible, giving them
a new social status. Based on archival documents of the Omsk region, Researcher Nurgalieva reports
that until 1861, baptized Kazakhs received a new social status and were resettled outside the Kazakh
steppe. For example, after a Kazakh named Turzhan was baptized and converted to Christianity,
he became known as Ivan Vishnevsky. The men from his “py” (tribe), who found out that he converted
to another religion, beat him to death several times and punished him. Fearing that he would be killed
eventually, he was allowed to move to another region. According to the researcher, one of the things that
hindered the mass baptism of Kazakhs is the separation from their relatives (Nurgalieva, 2007: 34).
There are many points of truth in this opinion. Only after 1862, baptized Kazakhs had the opportunity to
live among their relatives, relying on special protection. This, in turn, was caused by the need not to
break family ties, which were considered important for the Kazakhs. In the period from 1880 to 1890,
activities were actively carried out to support the entire Orthodox Church working in the Kazakh steppe.
This, in turn, included such important areas as the construction of churches, and the interpretation of the
biblical foundations in the Kazakh language. All types of religious sermons were translated into Kazakh,
and in church services, the main priority was to increase the number of Kazakh children. In 1895,
monasteries for girls were opened in Kostanay, and in 1900 in Turgay. Researcher Nurgalieva believes
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that national worldviews and ideas have undergone profound changes due to the colonial policy in the
social sphere of traditional Kazakh society. As an example, we can cite data that in the period
from 1905 to 1910 97 people from the Semipalatinsk region, 24 people from Zhetysu and 2 people from
Torgay, 15 people from Uralsk finally converted to Christianity. This, of course, was closely connected
with the popularization of the colonial policy based on religion in the social sphere of Kazakh society.

Conclusion

In conclusion, the policy of Russification of the socio-political and cultural life of the Kazakhs
at the beginning of the twentieth century of the Russian Empire was primarily aimed at eliminating the
characteristic features of traditional Kazakh society, introducing fundamental changes in the identity
of the nation and the worldview and views of the Kazakh people. Describing the measures taken
in this direction, we noticed that at the beginning of the twentieth century, the policy of Russification
in the socio-political and cultural life of the Kazakhs was carried out in several directions. First of all, there
was a wide range of possibilities for the Russian language. Russian became the main language to be used in
all areas of administration, office work and education. Accordingly, the scope of application of the Kazakh
language has narrowed. This was aimed at eradicating the linguistic basis of the Kazakh people, who were
a minority. One of the following directions is connected with the predominance in society of the Orthodox
faith, the traditional faith of Russians. This meant the policy of baptism of Kazakhs, which we mentioned
above. The goal was to make changes to the traditional belief system of Kazakhs, providing various material
advantages. One of the third directions is the propaganda of the worldview and mentality of the Russian
people. For example, the Tsarist government forbade large-scale celebrations of holidays and religious rituals
of the Kazakh people. On the contrary, there is every reason to say that it became a tradition to widely
celebrate all holidays and religious rituals of the Russian calendar.

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Abstract. Introduction. In the 1730s-1740s, far from the northern borders of the Kazakh Junior
and Middle zhuzes, the Kazakh-Russian border exchange trade began, which took place near fortresses,
outposts and settlements. Later, with each passing decade, the Kazakh-Russian barter trade expanded,
and such fortress cities as Orenburg, Troitsk, Petropaviovsk and Omsk became major regional
trade centers. Goals and objectives. To show the main stages of the formation and development
of the Kazakh-Russian border exchange trade, based on the materials of the Middle zhuz, as well as
highlight the role and contribution of Abylai to these events. Results. Abylai, as a Far Eastern ruler,
understood that barter with Russian fortresses could bring great economic benefits to the Kazakhs.
Thanks to his negotiations with the Orenburg and Siberian authorities, the Kazakhs of the Middle zhuz
were allowed to trade in Orenburg, Orsk, Troitsk, Petropaviovsk, Omsk, Semipalatinsk, etc.
Conclusions. The opening of barter trade at the border fortresses in Orenburg and Siberia created
an opportunity for Kazakhs to stably sell cattle products, purchasing industrial and food
products in return.

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Abstract. Introduction.The Khiva campaign of 1839-1840 represents a critical chapter in Tsarist
Russia's quest for colonial expansion in Central Asia. This study examines the involvement of the Junior
Zhuz Kazakhs in supplying crucial baggage animals, specifically camels, for the campaign.
The campaign's success was contingent on meticulous planning, strong logistical support, and alliances
with local actors. The administration of General V.A. Perovsky brought renewed vigor to Russian
military efforts, recognizing the significance of comprehensive strategies and local collaboration.
Goals and objectives. This research highlights the intricate dynamics of power, agency, and cultural
exchange between imperial forces and indigenous communities. By analyzing historical documents,
correspondence, and archival records, the study explores the negotiations, incentives, and challenges
faced during the collection of camels from diverse Kazakh clans. It reveals both cooperative and resistant
behaviors among the Kazakh communities, shedding light on the broader implications of colonialism
in the region. Results. The findings underscore the importance of logistics and local support in military
campaigns, challenging existing historiography. The research illuminates the multifaceted interactions
between imperial powers and local populations, offering a comprehensive understanding of the historical
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context. This study's insights contribute to a more nuanced comprehension of Russian imperialism,
the complexities of territorial expansion, and the marginalized narratives of local communities.
Conclusion. The Khiva campaign of 1839-1840 serves as a lens through which to explore the intertwined
histories of empires and local populations, emphasizing the need for critical examination and recognition
of diverse perspectives in historical research.

Introduction

The Khiva campaign of 1839 marked a significant chapter in the history of Tsarist Russia's imperial
ambitions and colonial expansion in Central Asia. This military endeavor aimed to assert Russian
dominance over the region, particularly targeting the Khiva Khanate. The campaign's primary objective
was to subjugate Khiva, disrupt its influence in the region, and secure Russian interests in the Kazakh
steppe.

Tsarist Russia's expansion into Central Asia during the 19th century was driven by multiple factors,
including geopolitical ambitions, the desire for territorial gains, economic interests, and concerns over
border security. The Khiva Khanate, strategically positioned along the lower reaches of the Amudarya
River, emerged as a prominent target for Russian expansion due to its lucrative position in the regional
trade routes.

The Khiva campaign was not the first attempt by the Russian Empire to bring the Khanate
under its influence. The imperial ambitions toward Central Asia date back to the late 18th century,
but it was during the 19th century that Russia intensified its efforts to annex these territories. Prior
to the 1839 campaign, several military expeditions were launched toward Khiva, but they yielded limited
success and were often marred by logistical challenges, hostile terrain, and fierce resistance from the
local population.

This military campaign, while not the initial endeavor by the Russian Empire to extend its influence
into the Khanate, epitomized the intensified focus on annexing Central Asian territories during the
19th century. Prior military ventures aimed at Khiva had encountered logistical hindrances, challenging
landscapes, and formidable local opposition, yielding limited results. Stumm's assertion (1885)
underscored the distinctive nature of the Russian campaign, characterized by arduous marches through
arid desert expanses, deviating from the norms of conventional European expeditions. Stumm contended
that restricting the depiction of these circumstances solely to tactical and strategic narratives
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would be inadequate, given the profound influence of geographical, ethnographical, and meteorological
conditions.

Likewise, Trench's observation emphasized the pivotal role of camels, suggesting
that the expedition's success relied on amassing and sustaining a sufficient number of healthy camels
during desert crossings. The vitality and resilience of these pack animals held paramount importance;
their potential failure due to inadequate water or excessive strain posed an imminent threat to mission
accomplishment (Trench, 1874: 215).

The year 1839 marked a turning point in Russia's approach to Central Asian conquest.
The administration of General-Governor V.A. Perovsky, a prominent military leader with experience
in the Caucasus, was tasked with executing the Khiva campaign. Perovsky's appointment brought
renewed vigor and careful planning to the Russian efforts. The administration recognized the importance
of comprehensive military strategies, strong logistical support, and alliances with local actors to achieve
its objectives.

One crucial aspect that sets the 1839 Khiva campaign apart from previous endeavors
was the notable involvement of the Junior Zhuz (Kishi Zhuz) Kazakhs in supplying the campaign with
baggage animals, particularly camels. The vast and arid Central Asian steppes posed significant
challenges for any military expedition, and camels emerged as indispensable assets for transporting
troops, equipment, and provisions across the inhospitable terrain. The campaign's success hinged
on the effective utilization of these animals to ensure the smooth progress of the Russian forces.

The participation of the Junior Zhuz Kazakhs in the campaign was far from coincidental.
The Russian administration actively pursued alliances with indigenous clans and their leaders, leveraging
their expertise in handling camels, their familiarity with loading and caring for them, as well
as their intimate knowledge of the Steppe region. These strategic partnerships were intentionally
cultivated to ensure the acquisition of essential resources and robust support for their military endeavors.
In the context of the Khiva campaign, the Junior Zhuz Kazakhs assumed a central role by offering crucial
logistical aid, notably through the provision of a significant number of camels.

To grasp the depth of Kazakh involvement and their underlying motivations in support
of the Russian campaign, a nuanced exploration of historical records is essential. This research endeavors
to fill gaps in existing historiography by conducting a comprehensive analysis of the Junior Zhuz
Kazakhs' role in the 1839-1840 Khiva campaign, emphasizing their contribution of pack animals
and interactions with fellow local Kazakhs. Through a thorough examination of the intricacies within
the Khiva campaign and the intricate dynamics between the Russian Empire and the Junior Zhuz
Kazakhs, this study aspires to illuminate the intertwined narratives of imperial forces and indigenous
communities in 19th-century Central Asia.

The Khiva campaign of 1839-1840 represents a pivotal moment in the history
of Russian imperialism in Central Asia. The expedition's success relied on strategic planning, strong
logistical support, and crucial alliances with local actors like the Junior Zhuz Kazakhs. As we delve
deeper into this historical episode, we gain a better understanding of the complexities of colonial
expansion, the agency of local populations.

Materials and Methods

This study employs a historical research methodology with a post-colonial perspective
to investigate the role of the Junior Zhuz Kazakhs in the 1839 Khiva campaign and their contribution
of baggage animals, especially camels, to the Russian military expedition. The research aims to provide
a comprehensive analysis of historical events by integrating primary and secondary sources, historical
documents, scholarly works, and archival records.

This study relies on primary sources from Russian officials and military personnel who participated
in the Khiva campaign of 1839. These sources include official reports, correspondence, military records,
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and memoirs. Letters, official documents, and reports exchanged between military leaders, such as
V.A. Perovsky, and their superiors provide insights into the campaign's planning, logistical
arrangements, and interactions with local Kazakhs. The Central State Archive of the Republic
of Kazakhstan (CSA RK), specifically within the 4th Fund titled "Orenburg Border Commission,"
preserves critical archival materials. These documents consist of essential correspondences among the
Orenburg Governor-General, the head of the Orenburg Border Commission, and leaders of Kazakh clans.
Furthermore, this archive offers valuable insights into the engagement of camels from Kazakh
communities for the 1839 Khiva expedition, highlighting the logistical aspects and local involvement
in this military campaign.

Scholarly works related to the colonial policies of Tsarist Russia in Kazakhstan and Central Asia
provide contextual understanding of the Khiva campaign. These secondary sources encompass historical
monographs, academic articles, and books focusing on Russian expansion, Central Asian history,
and the role of indigenous populations in imperial endeavors.

The analysis is structured around key themes related to the Junior Zhuz Kazakhs' involvement
in the Khiva campaign: The study examines the motivations behind Russian efforts to establish alliances
with local Kazakh leaders, specifically the Junior Zhuz Kazakhs. Primary and secondary sources
are scrutinized to uncover the negotiations, agreements, and diplomatic efforts undertaken by the Russian
administration to secure logistical support for the campaign.

Detailed accounts of the logistical challenges faced by the Russian forces in the harsh Kazakh
steppe environment are extracted from primary sources. These challenges include the collection
and maintenance of camels, supply lines, fortifications, and transportation arrangements. The study
dissects how the Russian administration addressed these challenges.

The analysis delves into the vital role of camels as primary transport assets during the campaign.
The sources are examined to highlight how camels were utilized for transporting troops, equipment,
and provisions, contributing to the success of the military expedition. The significance of camels
as a cultural and logistical bridge between Russian forces and local Kazakhs is explored.

The study investigates interactions between the Russian military and the Junior Zhuz Kazakhs,
shedding light on the cultural, social, and economic exchanges that occurred during the campaign.
Primary sources are scrutinized to ascertain the nature of these interactions, including negotiations,
resource sharing, and cultural engagements.

Discussion

The exploration of the logistical and subsistence aspects concerning the Kazakh populace
in the context of the Russian Empire's military campaigns remains a relatively underexplored domain
within scholarly investigations. The bulk of the available sources has demonstrated inadequacy
in delivering the necessary profundity of analysis required to comprehensively evaluate the impact
stemming from Russian military logistics and supply mechanisms operating across the vast expanse
of the Kazakh steppe during the nineteenth century. Prior scholarly undertakings have primarily focused
on the Russian Empire's conquest of the Turkestan region, emphasizing political governance
and economic deliberations, while often only tangentially addressing military aspects within a broader
tapestry of political narratives.

During the pre-Soviet period, a number of significant literary endeavors sought to elucidate the
military endeavors of tsarist Russia within the Kazakh steppes and the Turkestan region. The majority of
these works, crafted by Russian colonial officials stationed within the steppe region, some of whom
actively participated in specific military exploits, aimed to shed light on these campaigns. M.I. Ivanin
(1874) notably enriched the comprehension of these undertakings through his written contributions.
Abaza (1902), Maksheev (1890), and Potto (1873) offered partial insights into the military actions, albeit
to a limited extent. Furthermore, the works authored by Terent’yev (1906), Venyukov (1877) and
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Zakharyin (1901) also grazed the periphery of the military campaigns' facets. Collectively, these works
furnish valuable glimpses into the strategic organization and execution of military campaigns during this
temporal epoch. However, it is crucial to acknowledge that the predominant literature from this era
primarily fixated on matters of conquest, Russian military operations, international relations with Eastern
nations, economic dynamics, and ethnographic explorations, thereby leaving the intricate nuances
of military campaign logistics inadequately examined.

In the Soviet era, specific works dedicated solely to the logistics of military campaigns of Tsarist
Russia in the Kazakh steppes and the Turkestan region were scarce. However, some works did touch
upon this issue to some extent. P. Galuzo (1929) delved into the colonial policy of Tsarist Russia
in Kazakhstan and Central Asia, shedding light on its impact on Kazakh society. V. Shakhmatov (1940)
examined resistance from the Kazakhs, exemplified by Eset Kotibaruly's refusal to hand over baggage
animals to the Russian army, indicating protests and resistance within the Kazakh society against
the military campaigns. E. Bekmakhnov (1957), N.A. Halfin (1960), and B.S. Suleymenov and
V.P. Basin (1981 explored aspects of the colonial policy and its repercussions on the local population.
However, these works fell short of comprehensively investigating the role of the Kazakhs in the logistical
aspects of Russian military campaigns, as this particular facet did not constitute their primary focus.

In the post-Soviet era, Kazakhstan had the opportunity to study its domestic history from a new
perspective, leading to the publication of several voluminous works related to the aggressive policy
of Tsarist Russia in the Turkestan region. M. Abdirov (2000), A. Makhaeva (2006) and A. Abdualy
(2005), explored military operations and colonization methods of the Russian Empire in the region.
These works provided a deeper understanding of the directions and steps of the colonial policy, as well
as the problems faced during the liberation movement against it. While these works touched on
colonization policy in Kazakhstan and Central Asia, they did not extensively research the Kazakhs'
involvement in the logistics of Russian military campaigns, leaving a crucial aspect unaddressed.

Turning our gaze to the anglophone scholarly corpus, Becker's work (2004) comes to the fore,
presenting a meticulous analysis of the Russian conquest of Bukhara and Khiva in the 1860s and 1870s.
Beyond the conquest, this study probes into the evolving dynamics between Russia and these territories
up until their political dissolution in 1924. A central thread in the narrative lies in charting Russia’s
strategic evolution — from a posture of non-intervention to an augmented engagement as trade
and settlement activities gained momentum. This detailed exploration brings forth the nuanced shifts
within Russian policy, thereby illuminating the intricate interplay between imperial powers and the
indigenous entities within the Central Asian landscape.

Brower's work (2012) extends our understanding by delving into the reverberations of Russian rule
across half a century within Central Asia. This exploration delves into the multifaceted influence
of authoritarian rule, Russian national interests, and the underpinnings of a civic reform agenda, as
inspired by Alexander Il's policies. It underscores that this reformist drive was aimed at erecting
the edifice of a 'modern’ empire unified by imperial citizenship and shared secular culture. Brower
adroitly draws upon archival resources to shed light on the tenets of Russian colonialism within Turkestan
and its intricate entanglement with the subject populations.

Khalid's contribution (2021), framed within a broad historical sweep, embarks on the exploration
of Central Asians' interactions with imperial systems and external forces. Anchored in the nineteenth
century and inaugurated by the Russian and Chinese imperial conquests, Khalid's work strives to unearth
the essence of the region's historical trajectory within the context of these formative encounters.
Fundamental to this inquiry is the assertion that the imperial conquests effectively served as a rupture
with the past, engendering a profound remolding of Central Asia's developmental trajectory.

Denis Rodin (2022) departs from convention, as prior analyses predominantly concentrate on
economic motives and the objective of curbing Khivan attacks on Russian caravans. However, this study
strives to establish a connection between Russia and Britain's activities in 1830s and 1840s Central Asia,
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aiming to grasp the global circumstances that influenced the campaign's motives. While the literature
offers insights into the winter Khiva expedition, it noticeably lacks detailed information about
the logistical aspects of the military campaign and, notably, the Kazakhs' role in this endeavor.

The book "1837: Russia's Quiet Revolution™ by P.W. Werth (2021), includes a chapter dedicated
to the Khiva expedition and provides insights into the 1839 Khivan campaign, as well as shedding light
on the involvement of the Kazakhs in the Russian military endeavor. However, the available information
is acknowledged to be incomplete, with the study focusing primarily on the key events of the military
campaign.

During the early 1840s, Russia and Britain experienced a period of reconciliation.
The Straits Convention of 1841 is highlighted, where Russia made significant territorial concessions in
the Caucasus in return for British neutrality in the region. It's worth noting that the provided text appears
to discuss the difficulties faced during the Khivan expedition, such as the challenges presented
by the harsh weather conditions. The passage describes how camels were affected by the snow and how
poorly packed loads and harsh conditions led to significant losses among the animals. The term "camel
holocaust” is used to vividly depict the scale of the losses. In summary, the provided text touches
on the themes of the Khivan campaign, the challenges faced during the military endeavor, and the
differing attitudes towards the care of camels between merchant caravans and military operations.
The book appears to encourage a more thoughtful and responsible approach to the well-being
of the animals involved in such campaigns.

Among the anglophone scholars' community, A. Morrison (2014a) occupies a notable place
due to his insightful investigation of the historical confluence that juxtaposes the British invasion of
Afghanistan in 1838 with the Russian winter campaign in Khiva in 1839. Morrison's scrutiny of the
military endeavors undertaken by the Russian Empire, along with the consequential decision of the
Orenburg general-governor to furnish it with camels, casts illumination on the critical role of logistics in
military expeditions. Morrison was the trailblazer in addressing the intricacies of logistical support for
Russian military campaigns, thereby accentuating the repercussions of logistical challenges on ensuing
military operations. His work stands as a pivotal contribution to comprehending the pivotal significance
of logistics in military campaigns, emphatically emphasizing the necessity for further exploration of this
facet within the framework of the Russian Empire's military undertakings in the Kazakh steppes
and the Turkestan region.

Morrison's another work (2014b), "Camels and Colonial Armies: The Logistics of Warfare in
Central Asia in the Early 19th Century,” is particularly relevant. This article explores the pivotal role of
camels in supporting European colonial armies during the 19th century. Focusing on specific instances
like the Russian winter expedition to Khiva and the march of the Army of the Indus into Afghanistan in
1839, Morrison investigates how despite technological advancements, colonial armies were reliant on
baggage animals for movement. The article illuminates the logistical constraints imposed by camel
transport and its implications on military campaigns in Central Asia.

Despite these works, a specific study addressing campaign logistics and the Kazakh perspective is
lacking. This literature review exposes a significant research gap, prompting a closer examination of the
logistics and food supply arrangements during Russian military campaigns in the Kazakh steppes.
By analyzing these logistics challenges and considering the responses of the Kazakh society, this study
aims to provide a more comprehensive understanding of historical military campaigns and their
implications within the broader context of the Russian Empire's expansion in the region.

Results

The mid-19th century witnessed a pivotal juncture in the trajectory of the Russian Empire, marked
by its resolute territorial ambitions within the Kazakh steppes and the Turkestan region. Distinguished
for its advanced military technology and strategic acumen, the Tsarist Russian army orchestrated
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noteworthy territorial expansions across the Kazakh steppes, thereby consolidating its influence within
the southern expanse. While these military endeavors prominently showcased strategic planning, tactical
maneuvers, intensive training, and sophisticated weaponry, an understated yet pivotal facet contributing
to the success of the Russian Empire's ventures in Central Asia was the scrupulous management
of logistics and supply. Indeed, meticulous preparations and unwavering attention to outfitting the armed
forces for their demanding and extensive journeys across the sprawling Kazakh steppe emerged as pivotal
determinants underpinning the favorable outcomes of these military campaigns.

Illustrating meticulous military strategizing within this paradigm is the winter Khiva campaign
of 1839. Drawing on Russian historical sources, the impetus behind the Khiva campaign was two-fold:
the emancipation of Russian captives held in Khiva and the unobstructed facilitation of the lucrative
caravan trade (lvanin, 1874: 225).

Delving deeper into the underlying motivations that propelled the winter Khiva campaign, insights
gleaned from historical records of the colonial era illuminate the sustained backing provided by
the Khiva government to maritime raiders. These raiders, operating systematically, targeted the peaceful
Russian fishermen navigating the Caspian Sea and exploited trade caravans, thereby further inflaming
the already tense circumstances. It is of particular note that in 1833, the individual in charge of Khiva's
customs administration conveyed a directive to merchants hailing from both Russian and Bukhara. This
directive explicitly outlined that any caravan choosing to bypass Khiva's established route would
inevitably expose itself to the risk of plundering. Within the confines of Khiva itself, merchants
contended with capricious surges in duties and taxes, culminating in an artificial inflation of the assessed
values of goods, surpassing their true worth (Materialy, 1910: 22-23).

Notably, the Khiva authorities responded with concern upon observing the construction
of fortifications such as Emba and Akbulak as envisioned by the colonial administration for their
impending spring advancement in 1839. Interestingly, even before the campaign's formal inception,
Khiva Khan astutely dispatched an embassy to the Russian Tsar, releasing 80 Russian prisoners
as a gesture of goodwill, possibly influenced by Khiva Khan's awareness of Russia's intentions.
(Terent’yev, 1906: 144)

On the contrary, the Russian government held lofty ambitions that extended beyond merely
liberating Russian prisoners in Khiva and ensuring unobstructed trade routes for their caravans.
They also sought to replace the Khiva Khan with a dependable Kazakh sultan (Dahl, 1867: 402). On
September 30, V.A. Perovsky submitted a note to K.V. Nesselrode, discussing "political considerations
concerning the upcoming occupation of Khiva"”. Within this note, he elaborated on the concept of
deposing the ruler of Khiva, Allakuli Khan, and introducing a new khan who would align with Russia’s
interests. The suggestion of Inakh, the younger brother of Allakuli Khan, was put forth as a potential
candidate (Rodin, 2022: 48). Additionally, as highlighted by Zakhariyn, the appointment
of Baymuhamed Aishuakov, the reigning sultan of the western Junior Zhuz, to oversee Khiva
was a calculated move aimed at motivating Kazakh involvement in the campaign (Zakhariyn, 1898: 9).

This context serves as a backdrop to the subsequent events. For instance, against this backdrop,
Orenburg's General-Governor, Vasily Perovsky, submitted an official petition in February, advocating
for a military expedition to Khiva. This proposition underwent meticulous scrutiny within a dedicated
committee comprising eminent figures such as Vice-Chancellor Graf Nesselrode, Minister of War Graf
Chernyshev (Materialy, 1910: 22-23).

The preparation for the Khiva campaign involved extensive reconnaissance in the Kazakh steppe
conducted by the administration of Orenburg. Due to Khiva Khanate's distant location from the Russian
border, careful consideration of the routes to be taken was paramount. Two potential routes were under
consideration: one along the western side of the Aral Sea, and the other involving the crossing of the
Syrdarya and Amudarya rivers on the eastern side of the sea. Initially, the eastern route seemed more
promising, as it also entailed the construction of military forts in the lower reaches of the Syrdaria.
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Furthermore, preparations for river crossings, including the deployment of ships, were integral
to the campaign project. However, the final decision by Perovsky, favored the western route along
the Aral Sea. Colonel of the General Staff Berg proposed the construction of temporary fortresses
in Donyztau near Usturt, providing the army caravan with a necessary place for rest during the campaign
(Ivanin, 1874: 34). Consequently, crossing the western side of the Aral Sea became the preferred
route to reach Khiva.

Until the very beginning of the march of the troops from Orenburg, the campaign to Khiva was
kept secret. Officially, the detachment was described as accompanying a scientific expedition to the Aral
Sea (Dobrosmyslov, 1902: 321). Worth noting is the fact that discussions about an actual scientific
expedition involving scientists from the Academy of Sciences were held within the highest circles
of the Russian Empire's government, but the proposed departure to the shores of the Aral Sea did not
materialize afterall (Feklova, 2014: 395).

Morrison notes that the Khiva campaign of 1839 was a relatively modest military expedition,
comprising about 5000 troops comparing to the Britain’s campaign against Afghans (Morrison, 2020:
510). Perovsky believed that 3000 soldiers would be sufficient to directly engage in military operations
and capture the city of Khiva, with the remaining two thousand troops assigned to safeguard the caravan
and the warehouses in the fortresses along the way (lvanin, 1874: 53). However, the administration
of Orenburg expressed concerns about the harsh winter weather and the vast distances of the Kazakh
steppe compared to the organizational aspects of the journey. The success of the expedition was not
solely dependent on the military prowess of Russia but also on the level of logistical organization.
Perovsky anticipated from the outset that weather conditions would significantly impact the campaign.
In his report to the Russian Tsar, he emphasized that the success of the military campaign against Khiva
khanate rested on accurate assessments and decisions regarding the ways and means of providing soldiers
and horses with necessary supplies (Serebrennikov, 1912: 56).

The logistical aspect of military campaigns was crucial for their success, and the Khiva campaign
of 1839 was no exception. One of the critical logistical challenges was the collection of baggage animals,
particularly camels, to support the Russian army during their arduous journey across the Kazakh steppe.
The involvement of local Kazakhs in providing the necessary food and livestock was integral to the
campaign's preparations, as the geographical and climatic features of the region demanded their expertise.

Camels, adapted to the Kazakh steppe, played a vital role in supporting the Russian army during
their military campaigns. Almost all war-related items were transported on camels, highlighting
their importance as a primary mode of transportation. The only exceptions were items such as pontoons,
sledges, carts, heavy cannons, and marching churches. Even soldiers were transported on camels in pairs
to maintain the strength of the army (lvanin, 1874: 71). In this case, the success of the Khiva campaign
was intricately linked to the utilization of a vast military caravan, with camels playing a pivotal
role in transporting essential supplies for the troops. The expedition relied heavily on these hardy animals,
with over 10,000 camels being enlisted for this purpose. This achievement stood as a remarkable feat
within the context of the steppe region, a point emphasized by the observations of A. Morrison (Morrison,
2020: 96). These camels bore the burden of critical provisions, ranging from sustenance like food and
ammunition to essential fodder, ensuring the well-being and nourishment of the troops who embarked
on lengthy journeys.

This strategic reliance on camels as a transportation mode extended beyond the Khiva campaign.
For instance, the perspective of Alexei Kuropatkin, a colonial official who participated
in the Akhal-Teke expedition of 1880-1881, brought further clarity to this approach. Kuropatkin
highlighted the inadequacy of conventional horse-mounted wheeled conveyances within the complex
operational landscape of the steppe's armed conflict theater. The necessity of frequently provisioning
each horse for sustenance resulted in a significant decline in their performance over prolonged distances.
Consequently, a well-considered resolution emerged-to exclusively employ camel-based transportation
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to meet all logistical needs (Kuropatkin, 1899: 110-111).

Initially, the proposal encompassed the procurement of camels from Kazakh communities
at the cost of 150 rubles, alongside the separate hiring of Kazakh camel drivers. However, subsequent
deliberations led to the realization that a more economically viable approach would involve the joint
hiring of camels and their proficient handlers from the Kazakh communities. This strategic choice
stemmed from the drivers' intimate familiarity with the camels' behaviors, thus mitigating the risks
of losses during the extensive journey (Serebrennikov, 1912: 248).

The integral significance of baggage animals within military undertakings was intrinsically
intertwined with the contributions of the local Kazakh aristocracy. The allegiance exhibited
by the Junior Zhuz sultans towards the colonial administration played an indispensable role in procuring
pack animals from Kazakh clans and furnishing invaluable insights concerning the intricate routes
and potential hazards of the expansive steppe landscape. This collaboration was initiated in August 1838
and sustained for approximately eighteen months, during which Major-General G. F. Gens, heading the
Orenburg border commission, oversaw the meticulous process of assembling camels from local Kazakh
communities (lvanin, 1874: 83).

Noteworthy directives were dispatched to the Kazakh sultans of the Junior Zhuz, entrusting them
with the task of amassing stipulated quotas of camels from their respective clans, destined for swift
transport to Orenburg (lvanin, 1874: 83). For instance, Sultan B. Aichuvakov, governing the western part
of the Junior Horde, assumed an active role under the guidance of the colonial administration.
He spearheaded the endeavor to mobilize pack animals from various Kazakh clans, rendering invaluable
support and insights into the effective engagement of reticent Kazakh participants. Sultan Baymuhamed
Aishuakov, adding to his pivotal responsibilities, made a substantial contribution by directly participating
in the Russian campaign. Leading a contingent of 250 Kazakh troops, their activities primarily revolved
around crucial functions such as reconnaissance, search operations, and facilitating seamless
communications across the extensive stretch of the steppe terrain (Dobrosmyslov, 1902: 329).

The process of amassing camels for the Khiva campaign unfolded as a formidable endeavor, owing
to the reluctance displayed by certain Kazakh clans in contributing camels suitable for the demanding
expedition. Terent’yev's account illuminates this aspect, asserting that the Kazakhs deliberately presented
subpar camels to the Russians. This tactic resulted in numerous camels returning in compromised states,
with even the deceased camels being undervalued by the Russian authorities (Terent’yev, 1906:
273-274). This resistance from the Kazakh clans emerged as a formidable impediment to the logistical
intricacies of the campaign, underscored by their evident disinclination to fulfill the requisite camel
provision.

Particular Kazakh clans, notably the Bayuly, exhibited discontent and evinced reluctance to meet
the stipulated quota of camels essential for the Russian campaign. In response, the Orenburg
administration adopted a punitive stance, assigning Colonel Zhemchuzhnikov the responsibility
of disciplining the Bayuly clan. The Russian military detachment actively pursued the Bayuly Kazakhs,
confiscating their camels, and driving the animals through the challenging Mughalzhar mountain range,
ultimately restoring them to their original pastures (lvanin, 1874: 29).

Within the context of his work, Dobrosmyslov offers substantive insights into the issue of Kazakh
reluctance concerning the contribution of camels for the Russian campaign. This hesitation compelled
the head of the border commission, G.F. Gens, to undertake two separate expeditions into the steppe in
an effort to exert pressure on the Kazakh communities for their participation. Furthermore,
Dobrosmyslov documents Sultan B. Aichuvakov's remarkable enthusiasm in facilitating the camel
collection, while Sultan Shotai Bakhtygereev, overseeing the eastern sector of the Junior Zhuz, seized
the opportunity to engage in opportunistic practices, requisitioning camels from those who abstained
from offering bribes while sparing those who complied. Despite these extensive endeavors, the Kazakh
communities in proximity to Khiva maintained their resolute refusal to furnish any camels
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for the campaign (Dobrosmyslov, 1902: 331).

To encourage cooperation and participation from the Kazakh communities, the administration
utilized various incentives. Active participation in collecting camels for the military campaigns
led to awards such as gold and silver medals for the Kazakh sultans.

In tackling the intricate challenge of procuring camels from diverse Kazakh clans, the Orenburg
administration adopted a multifaceted approach. Central to this approach was the engagement
of prominent leaders within the Kazakh clans. Through this engagement, incentive measures were
extended to these leaders in relation to the livestock sourced from the Kazakh population under their
jurisdiction. Of significant note were the coveted gold and silver medals, bestowed upon Kazakh sultans
who demonstrated an active involvement in the acquisition of camels for military campaigns.
Illustratively, Zhangir, the khan of the Bokei Horde under the suzerainty of the Russian Empire,
motivated by such incentives, willingly dispatched a contingent of 1,000 camels to Orenburg for
deployment in the military campaign (lvanin, 1874: 85).

Moreover, the strategy extended beyond material rewards. The administration strategically
recognized the value of clemency as a potent tool to motivate Kazakh participation and subdue resistance.
Noteworthy contributions from diverse Kazakh clans were met with promises of pardons for past
transgressions, tactically designed to encourage voluntary engagement and mitigate any reluctance.
This is exemplified in the endeavors of Cornet Aitov from the Orenburg Border Commission. He adeptly
persuaded the Junior Zhuz Kazakhs by conveying that proactive involvement in camel collection could
potentially absolve their clans from impending legal proceedings for previous wrongdoings.
Additionally, an array of awards and incentives were introduced to further bolster Kazakh enthusiasm
for active contributions to the camel collection initiative (Ivanin, 1874: 85).

The weightiness of accruing a substantial camel count from the Kazakh clans is underscored
by the special recognition bestowed upon pivotal individuals and clans. This recognition manifested in
the conferral of gold and silver medals upon eighteen distinguished Kazakhs who played instrumental
roles in the ambitious camel collection venture. Moreover, a notable 131 individuals were acknowledged
as significant contributors (CSA RK. F. 4. Op. 1. D. 2167. I. 19). Morrison's analysis affirms the
paramount importance of the local inhabitants' livestock and indigenous knowledge to the Russian forces.
Notably, the significant efforts of the Kazakh sultans, who upheld allegiance to Russia, were crucial.
Their contributions were indispensable in facilitating the Khiva expedition, rendering its departure from
Orenburg feasible (Morisson, 2014b: 453).

In an attempt to determine the exact number of camels and Kazakhs participating in the Khiva
campaign, valuable information can be obtained from the campaign records of Russian officers.
The campaign took place from November 14 to 17, 1839, with four military columns setting out for the
expedition (Zakharyin, 1901: 23). Partucularly, Ivanin provides information into the composition of each
column, with Kazakhs being separated among them. The first column comprised 2 companies of battalion
No. 2, a hundred Orenburg Cossacks, 2 cannons, 360 Kazakhs, and 1800 camels. The second column
consisted of 2 companies of battalion No. 5, 50 Ukrainian Cossacks, 50 Bashkir soldiers, 2 cannons,
400 Kazakhs, and 2,000 camels. The third column included battalion No. 4, a division of Orenburg
Cossacks, a hundred Ural Cossacks, 2 cannons, 6 mortars, a mobile church, a hospital, a detachment
headquarters, 700 Kazakhs, and 3,600 camels. The fourth column was composed of 2 companies
of battalion No. 5, a hundred Bashkirs, 2 cannons, 360 Kazakhs, and 1800 camels (Ivanin, 1874: 92).
In addition to these columns, on November 16, a caravan consisting of 2 detachments of the Ural Cossack
army and 1,800 camels traveled directly to the Emba fortress from the lower Ural line. While Ivanin
indicates that there were 1820 Kazakhs in the caravan, he also mentions that the total number of Kazakhs
in the caravan was 2090 (lvanin, 1874: 208). Discrepancies regarding the number of camels appear
in different Russian sources. Terent’yev mentions that 10,400 camels left Orenburg as part of a
detachment (Terent’yev, 1906: 183-184). while Zakharyn suggests that there were 12,450 camels

(Zakharyin, 1901: 22). Dahl's letter, on the other hand, indicates 12,000 camels (Dahl, 1867: 404).
However, lvanin offers detailed information on the camels collected from various Kazakh clans in his
book "Khiva Campaign.” For instance, 1639 camels were collected from the Shekti clan, 1000 from the
Jahalbayli clan, 844 from the Kypchak clan, 3002 from the Zhappas clan, 559 from the Kete clan, 2986
from Zhetiru, and 36 from the Karakesek clan. Additionally, 150 camels were allocated for Colonel
Geke's detachment, and Khan of the Bokei Horde, Jangir, alone sent 1000 camels to Orenburg. Taking
into account camels collected by other village heads, a total of 11,968 camels were ready to leave
the Kazakh steppe for Khiva (Ivanin, 1874: 223).

Amidst these challenges, Ivanin's later memoirs provide a notable insight into the potential risks
of rebellion or desertion among Kazakh camel drivers participating in the Khiva campaign. A pivotal
juncture in this narrative occurs as the advancing caravan reaches the Ak Bulak fortress, transitioning
from the Emba fortress. It's at this moment that the Kazakh contingent voices their discontent,
flatly refusing to continue alongside the Russian forces. An astounding number—exceeding 300
Kazakhs—demand the opportunity to return to their respective villages, accompanied by their camels.
Remarkably, this request surfaces despite the harsh climatic conditions and the considerable snowfall. In
a bid to quell this dissent, Russian troops encircle the objectors and wield the threat of gunfire to suppress
any potential disobedience. This already tense standoff takes a further somber turn as some of the
Kazakhs demonstrate a readiness to sacrifice their lives, fiercely opposing any continuation of the march.
Their argument pivots on the inadequacy of the caravans to withstand travel within such frigid
surroundings (Ivanin, 1874: 125-126).

Ivanin's meticulously detailed narratives, enriched by the insightful correspondence of Dabhl,
meticulously chronicle a grim episode where two insurgents among the ranks of Kazakh drivers met their
demise through fatal gunshot wounds on the battlefield (Dahl, 1867: 431). This somber account finds
further resonance in the records of Zakharyin and Dobrosmyslov, who meticulously document a more
harrowing count of three Kazakh individuals becoming subjects of gunfire (Zakharyin, 1901: 63)
(Dobrosmyslov, 1902: 332). V. Dal vividly depicts the execution process, narrating that "200 Kazakhs
were enveloped by Russian troops; the agitators were isolated, disrobed, blindfolded, and subjected to
gunfire.” This stringent response effectively suppressed the dissent (Dahl, 1867: 431).

Ivanin ascribes the fractures and disharmony within the Kazakh community to the sway of Khiva's
propaganda. He condemns this influence for propagating what he labels as "unbridled Muslim
fanaticism™ (Ivanin, 1874: 126). Dobrosmyslov introduces a perspective, attributing the unrest among
the Kazakhs to the propagation of rumors by Khiva's emissaries. These rumors insinuate that
the well-armed Khiva detachment, bolstered by numerous warriors, harbors intentions to directly
confront the Russians with an arsenal of 100 guns. These rumors add a layer of complexity to the already
tense situation, further escalating the simmering tensions between the Kazakhs and the Khiva Khanate
(Dobrosmyslov, 1902: 332).

Despite acknowledging the indispensable role played by the Kazakh drivers, Ivanin's subsequent
writings reveal skepticism about their loyalty and reliability. He expresses concerns about their intimate
knowledge of camels, proficiency in handling the animals, and familiarity with the steppe terrain.
These apprehensions prompt him to question the trustworthiness of the Kazakhs, especially in the face
of hostile attacks, necessitating precautionary measures to prevent potential desertion or collaboration
with adversarial Kazakh and Khivans. This deep-rooted distrust of the Kazakhs, perceived as "savages"
and "Muslim fanatics," proves to have severe repercussions during the crisis that arose in January 1840.

Indeed, lvanin's concerns find historical support, given the close associations between the Kazakhs
of the Junior Zhuz and the Khiva Khanate. An unidentified author within a Russian imperial periodical
has underscored persistent and close-knit affiliations between the Kazakh and Khivan populations.
This observation further suggests their involvement in apprehending Russian individuals and subsequently
engaging in the practice of trading captives to Khiva (Turkestanskiy sbornik, 1877: 117-131).
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The challenges posed by the harsh winters and demanding natural environment of the steppe
loomed large in the struggles of the Khiva campaign. This endeavor was heavily reliant on camels and
drew on the expertise of Kazakh guides and camel drivers for efficient management. Dahl's account casts
light on the initial two weeks of the campaign, which proved particularly trying. During this period,
nearly a fifth of the camels succumbed to illness, rendering them unusable. Among the 10,400 camels
that had embarked on the journey, a mere 8,000 remained fit for service (Dahl, 1867: 411).

These difficulties were emblematic of a broader array of challenges that beset the Khiva campaign,
ultimately contributing to its ultimate downfall. Unfavorable weather conditions, persistent assaults by
the Khiva army, and the outbreak of debilitating diseases like frostbite, scurvy, and dysentery further
compounded the campaign's woes as the marching troops traversed the terrain. As the expedition
advanced to the Shoshkakol fortress from Emba, the stark reality became evident: progression
was untenable. It was on February 1, 1840, that Perovsky made the decision to retreat to Orenburg.
Yet, the return journey was marred by the immense suffering of the camels. Perovsky poignantly
conveyed the dire straits, noting that the total count of camels in the entire detachment had dwindled to
a mere 2,000 (Trudy Orenburgskoi, 1911: 160). Zakharyin corroborated this grim situation, indicating
that only a thousand camels survived out of the initial 10,400 (Zakharyin, 1901: 96).
Dahl's correspondence underscored the gravity of the circumstances, underscoring the troops' reliance on
the horses of the Cossack troops (Dahl, 1867: 367).

In November 1839, Perovsky engaged in correspondence with General G. Gens, representing
the Orenburg Border Commission. Perovsky underscored the imperative for an additional 2,000 camels
to facilitate the detachment's efficient transportation. In response, General Major Gens mandated
the reclassification of border commission officials—formerly provincial secretaries—into cornets, aligned
with Perovsky's request. These newly-designated cornets were assigned the task of assembling camels
and camel drivers from Guryev town along the Caspian Sea coast's Nizhneuralsk line. Payment
would be settled upon the camels' arrival at the detachment's Chushka-Kul location on the Emba River.

Aitov undertook this mission, initially encountering Kazakh reluctance due to camels collected
during the summer. Despite consistent efforts, approximately 560 camels and 90 kazakh camel drivers
were ultimately assembled. By the fifth day of travel, Kazakh discontent became evident, prompted
by concerns of inadequate compensation. Doubts about Aitov's commitment to promises led to
heightened skepticism. By the eighth day of the journey, tensions escalated, with a Kazakh informant
informing Aitov of collective negative sentiments among kazakhss and perceived threats. Subsequently,
Cornet Aitov was kidnapped and transported to Khiva (Trudy Orenburgskoi, 1911: 234).

To address the camel shortage, Perovsky instructed sultan Baymuhamed Aishuakov
and F. Bizyanov to requisition camels from local Kazakh villages. Consequently, Cossack troops targeted
Kazakh clans' auls, confiscating camels. For instance, Bizyanov's unit ambushed and killed 450 Kazakhs
from the Adai clan, seizing their cattle (Terent’yev, 1906: 194).

The survivors of the Khiva campaign finally reached Orenburg in early July 1840. However,
the campaign took a heavy toll, and the exact number of Russian soldiers and officers who perished
varied in different accounts. According to lvanin, 1054 soldiers were buried in the field, with more than
600 of them falling ill with scurvy, and many being disabled due to frostbite (Ivanin, 1874: 155).
Zakharyin suggested that less than two thousand out of the five thousand soldiers who participated in the
campaign returned to Orenburg (Zakharyin, 1901: 130). However, there was no comprehensive reporting
on the number of Kazakhs who died during the expedition, as Dobrosmyslov noted in his book,
emphasizing that the mortality of the Kazakhs, who numbered around 2000 in the detachment,
was not adequately documented (Dobrosmyslov, 1902: 340).

Furthermore, the compelled acquisition of camels for the campaign had negative consequences
on the traditional economy of the Kazakhs. The loss of livestock for several years among the Kazakhs
was not adequately compensated by the Killing of camels during the campaign. This disruption in their
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traditional economic activities became evident when, in 1845, the Orenburg Governor-General Obruchev
instructed the Orenburg Border Commission to supply 1,000 camels to newly built fortresses along the
Yrgyz and Torgai rivers, indicating the scarcity of camels in Kazakh auls (CSA RK. F. 4. Op. 17.
D. 2344. 1. 1). The Khiva campaign's focus on its conquering objectives had significant implications for
the livelihoods of the Kazakh communities, further underscoring the complex and far-reaching impacts
of military campaigns on local populations and economies.

The Khiva campaign of 1839 was marked by significant challenges in collecting camels from the
Kazakh clans to support the Russian army's logistics. The reluctance of the Kazakhs in providing suitable
camels, coupled with harsh winter conditions and resistance from some of the Kazakh camel drivers
during the expedition, hindered the campaign's progress. The eventual return to Orenburg was fraught
with difficulties, with a large number of camels lost during the campaign.

Conclusion

In conclusion, the research on the Khiva campaign of 18391840 and the participation of the Junior
Zhuz Kazakhs in supplying baggage animals, particularly camels, has provided valuable insights into the
complexities of Russian imperialism in Central Asia. The findings of this study have shed light on the
crucial role of logistics and local support in the success of military campaigns during the 19th-century
colonial era.

The Khiva campaign represented a significant chapter in Tsarist Russia's efforts to expand
its imperial dominion in Central Asia. The administration of Governor-General VV.A. Perovsky brought
renewed vigor and strategic planning to the Russian military efforts, recognizing the importance
of comprehensive military strategies, strong logistical support, and alliances with local actors.
The involvement of the Junior Zhuz Kazakhs in supplying camels was not a mere coincidence; rather, it
was a deliberate effort by the Russian administration to secure the necessary resources for the military
expedition.

The collection of over 10,000 camels from the Kazakh communities was a remarkable logistical
feat, enabling the Russian army to traverse the vast and challenging Kazakh steppe and reach Khiva.
The participation of local Kazakhs in providing essential supplies showcased the importance of their
expertise in navigating the region's geographical and climatic challenges. Despite encountering resistance
from some Kazakh clans, the administration's use of incentives and occasional measures of coercion
successfully ensured the fulfillment of the necessary camel quota.

The research has underscored the interconnected histories of imperial powers and local populations
in Central Asia. The success of the Khiva campaign hinged not only on military might but also
on the cooperation and support of the Kazakh communities. By analyzing the campaign through
a post-colonial lens, the study has highlighted the power dynamics and cultural implications
of colonialism evident in the military expedition.

Furthermore, the research has addressed the gaps in existing historiography regarding the logistics
and participation of local populations in the Russian military campaigns. While prior studies
have focused on aspects such as colonial policies and territorial gains, the present research has delved
into the crucial role of logistics and the agency of the Junior Zhuz Kazakhs in supporting the campaign.

Overall, the findings of this research provide a more comprehensive understanding of the historical
events surrounding the Khiva campaign and its implications in the context of Russian imperialism in
Central Asia. The study's insights into the complexities of colonial expansion and its impact on local
populations enrich our comprehension of the historical dynamics in the region during the 19th century.

As we continue to explore historical episodes with a critical perspective, further research on the
logistics of military campaigns and the involvement of local populations promises to unearth previously
overlooked aspects of the past. By recognizing the significance of logistics and local support, we gain
a deeper appreciation of the challenges and complexities faced by imperial powers in their pursuit of
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territorial expansion and dominance. Moreover, acknowledging the agency and contributions of local
communities fosters a more inclusive understanding of historical events, ensuring that marginalized
narratives are given due recognition. The Khiva campaign of 1839-1840 serves as a poignant reminder
of the interconnected histories of empires and local populations, urging us to approach the study
of history with a multifaceted and critical perspective.

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Abstract. Introduction. Among the figures of Zhetysu Alash there is one person who was not called
an “enemy of the people”, was not subjected to political repression, did not see the tragic «acts»
of the Soviet government, his fate is the educator, lawyer, publicist, folklorist Otynshy Alzhanov.
The environment of educated, progressive Kazakh youth in Omsk awakened Otynsha’s consciousness
and had a positive influence on the formation of his social views. Otynshy, in addition to working
as a translator, carried out teaching activities. He was a member of the commission to revise
the regulations of March 31, 1906 on the education and schools of foreign peoples in the eastern
and southeastern territories of Russia. Goals and objectives. To study, on the basis of historical sources,
the educational activities and views of the leader of the Alash movement, who honestly worked
for the bright future of his people, Otynshy Alzhanov; analyze Otynsha’s articles about school affairs
and teachers (mugalims) published on the pages of the “Kirghiz Steppe Newspaper” (“Dala ulayatynyn
newspaper”); show the activities at the Omsk Teachers' Seminary and the head of the Kokpekty
Russian-Kazakh school and determine the reasons for leaving it. Results. The article, based on archival
documents and writings of O. Alzhanov, examines his educational activities and views. The activist
Alash devoted his entire life to high-quality and useful education of Kazakh children. He pointed out the
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shortcomings and gaps in education, expressed his opinion on improving education in the Kazakh steppe,
and shared his thoughts. Conclusions. The education he received at the four-year primary men's school
for Russian-Kazakh children in Zaisan, at the teacher's seminary, as well as the environment of the then
advanced Kazakh youth in Omsk contributed to the formation of Otynshy's social and educational views.
Thanks to the knowledge he acquired, he faithfully served his people as a translator and qualified teacher.
At the beginning of the twentieth century, O. Alzhanov was a member of the Society of Enlightenment
Supporters, created in Semipalatinsk, a member of the government of Alashorda, and formed militia
groups of Kazakh youth in Zhetysu.
