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KENESARY KASSYMOV iN PRE-REVOLUTIONARY HiSTORIOGRAPHY

Abstract. This article considers the directions and features of the study of the national liberation
uprising against the colonialism of tsarism, led by Kenesary Kassymov in 1837-1847 in the work of pre-
revolutionary authors Kenesary Khan is a personality, his name occupies a special place in the history of
not only Kazakhstan, but also Central Asia. He became famous for being a sultan («akcyiiek»aristocracy -
auth.) belonged to the tyure («repe» representatives of the Genghis Khan family - auth.) was the last khan
of the Kazakhs, also a batyr (knight, hero - auth.) and leader of the national liberation uprising.

M.I. Venyukov cited the name of Kenesary only as an example to clarify the methods of warfare. L.
Meyer provided relatively complete data on the activities of Kenesary Kassymov. N.l. Krasovsky
acknowledged that for the Kazakhs, the unity and independence of the people were the main values.
According to V. Potto, every year the colonization of the Zhetisu (Semirechye - auth.) is intensified by
foreigners from the interior of Russia, mainly in the south of the region. Although M. Terentyev showed
Kenesary's high level of power, he likened his warriors to pirates. Zavalishin described the movement of
Kenesary Kassymov as an uprising, not just a riot or robbery. It is known that Ch.Ch. Valikhanov called
Kenesary the most courageous rebel. A. Kenesarin's note tells about the life and work of the Kenesary,
the details of his death. N.A. Sereda recognized Kenesary as a political opponent of the Russian Empire
and its long struggle as a war of the Kazakh people for the restoration of independence. In A.
Yanushkevich's works, there are conflicting opinions about Kenesary. A. Dobrosmyslov estimated that
Kenesary was the last false khan of the Middle Horde.

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Introduction. The development of empires has not gone unnoticed by historians around the world.
It is known that the Russian Empire expanded its territory using various methods and tactics in its policy.
In particular, after the gradual conquest of the Kazakh zhuzs (tribal association of Kazakhs - auth.) in
modern times, it became possible to annex the Kokand, Khiva and Kyrgyz lands of Central Asia. The
uprisings organized by the leaders of the national liberation struggle of the Kazakh batyrs (knights, heroes
- auth.) especially the leaders of the national liberation struggle, had a special historical significance in
the implementation of this process. The strongest opposition of the Kazakh people to the colonial policy
of the Russian Empire was observed in the form of these national liberation uprisings. From the first third
of the eighteenth century to the second half of the nineteenth century, more than three hundred uprisings
took place before the Kazakh lands came under full imperial rule. The most famous of them was the
national liberation uprising led by the Kazakh sultan, the last khan Kenesary. In short, as a result of
Kassymov's struggle, the colonization of Central Asia by Tsarism was postponed for decades.

Khan Kene (Kenesary Kassymov - auth.) and his liberation struggle attracted the attention of pre-
revolutionary, Soviet-era historians. In the modern era of independent Kazakhstan, the research on
Kenesary Khan is even more relevant in terms of finding his skull and returning it to the country.This
issue was not only related to personal qualities or the specific nature of the uprising, but also to the
problems of research (Bekmakhanov's case), which attracted the attention of many, even foreign scholars.

Although a number of works have been published on the subject, there have always been modern
limitations in the writing of published works. As each nation freely and objectively studies its own
history, the object of study will be fully revealed. In the conditions of modern independent Kazakhstan,
the study of our national history, the history of individuals, which is not given much attention, bears
fruit in new methodological directions. It also determines the direction of study of modern Kazakhstani
historians.

Materials and methodology. The article uses historiographic sources of different content levels,
mainly the works of pre-revolutionary Russian researchers. In addition, in order to conduct a more
detailed and comprehensive analysis and assessment of the problem, significant works of Soviet and
post-Soviet historians, foreign literature related to the study of the chosen problem are additionally
covered. The authors, using the main research methods of historical science, which are equally used in
historiographic research, such as comparative, typological and structural, highlight the main aspects of
pre-revolutionary historiography to cover the life and work of the leader of the national liberation
movement Kenesary Kassymov. The significant conclusions and conclusions of pre-revolutionary
authors concerning the problems of researching the personality of the last Kazakh Khan Kenesary
Kassymov are considered and analyzed.

In general, the authors of the pre-revolutionary period, covering a variety of issues related to the
history, culture and life of the Kazakh people, including the history of the national liberation movement
led by Kenesary Kassymov (1837-1847) were of different levels in terms of competence and education
(Tulebaev and oth.,2016: 754).Among them were scientists, members of academic expeditions,
officials, militaries, zhyrau (narrators), descendants of Kenesary Kasymov, and others.

The purpose of the scientific article Opening of the pre-revolutionary historiography of Kenesary
Kassymov's life and activity. In order to achieve this goal, attention was paid to the following issues:

- The views of the authors who studied the life of Kenesary Kassymov and his leadership of the
liberation movement; their assessment of the personality of Kenesary;

- The contribution of pre-revolutionary authors to the study of Kenesary Kassymov's personality;

- Issues to be studied in the life and work of Kassymov on the work of pre-revolutionary
researchers;

The authors based their research on the principles of historicity, objectivity and diversity. Among
the research methods used chronological, comparative-historical, analytical, retrospective,
historiographical assessment methods. These principles and methods made it possible to make a
personal analysis of the historiographical data, the work of pre-revolutionary authors on the topic, to
summarize common issues, to identify features, to come to the main conclusions.

Discussion. M.I. Steblin-Kamenskaya concludes that only N.I. Sereda's article on the pre-
revolutionary historiography of the issue and A.l. Dobrosmyslov's chapters on this uprising provide
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relatively complete information. He says that other researchers of this period gave only brief
information about the uprising. The author also gives a brief assessment of the works of A. Kenesarin,
N. Konshin, L. Meyer (Steblin-Kamenskaya, 1942: 234) Dilmukhamedov also noted that N.I. Sereda's
article entitled "The Revolt of the Kirghiz Sultan Kenesary Kasymov" and Dobrosmyslov's"Historical
Essay" are the only more or less consistent works of the pre-revolutionary period on this issue.

However, both authors describe in detail only the factual side of the matter: the course of the
uprising, the driving forces are well given, but they almost do not characterize the movement itself and
do not reveal the reasons for the uprising.The author notes the works of Maksheev, Potto and Terentiev
on the uprising of Kenesary, but they highlight issues related to the conquest of Central Asia and the
Kazakh steppes by tsarism (Dilmukhamedov, 1946: 14).

E.B. Bekmakhanov in his work “Kazakhstan in the 20-40s of the XIX century” notes that only
Meyer and Dobrosmyslov give more or less detailed information about the course of the Kenesary
uprising, but Dobrosmyslov retold the work of Sereda in an abbreviated form. The author also
separately noted the works of Krasovsky and Terentiev (Bekmakhanov, 1992: 18). E.B. Bekmakhanov
gave a brief assessment of the works of these authors.

Historians R. Suleimenov and J. Kasymbayev in 1837-1847 showed that the history of the study of
the popular movement, which included a wide range of three faces, began in 1947 with a monograph by
E.B. Bekmakhanov (Suleimenov, Kasymbaev, 1991: 64).

In his work on Kenesary Khan, J. Kasymbayev pays special attention to the works of M.
Krasovsky and I. Zavalishin. This concludes that both works have the same direction and form in terms
of propaganda of colonial policy (Kasymbayev, 1993: 89).The author also valued N. Sereda's work.
The contribution of the works of V. Potto and P.P. Semenov-Tien-Shansky in the study of the problem
IS noted.

In his article on the Kenesary Uprising, the Kazakh historian Orazov wrote that the uprising led
by Kenesary had attracted the attention of pre-revolutionary Russian historians (Orazov, 2012: 120).

He described bourgeois-liberals such as M.l. Venyukov, V. Potto, A.G. Serebrennikov, Baron
Uslar, P.P. Semenov-Tien-Shansky, Ch.Ch. Valikhanov, I.F. Babkov, I. Zavalishin, L. Meyer, M.
Krasovsky, N. Konshin, N. Sereda, A.K. Gaines, A. Yanushkevich, who described some of the problems
of this event since the late 1840s. However, the author does not make a separate analysis of the works of
these researchers.

In E. Valikhanov's book, published in Moscow, Kenesary Kasymov is presented as a spiritually rich
and unique personality. As the book is not written in a purely scientific way, it does not raise historical
issues (Valikhanov, 2004). S.F. Mazhitov studied the problems of history, theory and historiography of
the people's liberation movement of the XV I1I- early of XX centuries in Kazakhstan (Mazhitov, 2007).

Although the author's work contains a historiography of the general problem, due to the breadth and
scale of the chronology of his research topic, the pre-revolutionary historiography of Kenesary
Kassymov's national liberation uprising was not reflected. However, general conclusions for the period
are given.

J. Kusainova in a scientific article devoted to the methodological aspects of the study of the national
liberation movement of the Kazakh people in 1837-1847 considers the features of studying the problem in
the pre-Soviet period. The author quotes E.B. Bekmakhanov's assessment of the works of A.
Dobrosmyslov and N. Sereda. The article also clearly supports S. Mazhitov's conclusions on the issue.

According to the author's conclusion, in general, the pre-Soviet historiography of the movement of
Kenesary Kasymov reflected an official approach to national movements, deliberately justifying the
colonial expansion of Russia in Kazakhstan. This was reflected in the quality of the research style, which
was characterized by a narrowing of the source base, which was used to the extent that it was beneficial
from the point of view of the state interests of the metropolis (Kusainova, 2012: 80).

In general, Kenesary Kasymov's pre-revolutionary historiography of the history of the national
liberation uprising has attracted the attention of some researchers. However, most of them were taken as a
separate historiographical object and did not devote large-scale scientific work.

Results. In the pre-revolutionary period, KenesaryKassymov's movement was mostly studied by
Russian soldiers and officials. Military geographer and traveler M.l. Venyukov described the
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Kassymov uprising from beginning to end. According to the author Venyukov, the Kazakhs will start a
war only if they are afraid for their villages or if they have another foods and horses. Always assuming
that the troops would finish the campaign in a short time, they did not go to the other side of the steppe
to fight. Kenesary's actions were carried out in the same way.In this case, it is faster to achieve the goal,
allowing you to attack the opponent's herds more often than to call for an open battle (Venyukov, 1860:
278-279). He cited Kenesary's methods of warfare only as an example. Kenesary is considered to be a
well-known cause of unrest in the steppe zone.

Commenting on the liberation uprisings of the Kazakh people, M.I. Venyukov described the
uprising led by Kenesary Kassymovas an "important armed uprising”. Besides, hewrote that “the unrest
of Kassymov's period has reached its peak” (Venyukov, 1860: 278-279). He noted that Kenesary's
knowledge of the local conditions and local area and his ability to use it skillfully during the battles
contributed to the prolongation of the sultan's war with Russia.lt is clear that the author, who
represented the interests of the tsarist government, recognized the outstanding personality of Kenesary.

Lieutenant Colonel and military officer L. Meyer, provided relatively detailed information about
Kassymov activities. According to the data, in 1837, Sultan Kassym and his son Kenesary appeared in
the territory of the Orenburg administration, which the Siberian authorities tried to oust from their
territory. In the same year Kenesary defeated the Siberian Cossacks and was wounded. However, in the
winter he intends to rejoin his native village in Torgai.Upon learning of this information, the leadership
sent about 2,000 troops under the command of military sergeant Lebedev to the Torgai River. While
Lebedev was plundering, robbing, capturing and retreating the village of Kenesary's relatives, Kenesary
and his men attacked our Kirghiz (Kazakhs - auth.) in the east, retaliated and robbed the caravan.
Despite such efforts, Kenesary has since been considered by many of our Kirghiz (Kazakhs - auth.) as a
defender against the Russians (Meyer, 1865: 54). According to L. Meyer, the title of rider and the
acquisition of booty were the most expensive for the sultan. Under Kenesary Kassymov's banner are
mostly homeless people who have no other choice. The author also writes that the sultan was very
brave and kind to Russian prisoners. Thus, Kenesary showed that he had the ability to attract people,
and that in his band of pirates were not only Kazakhs, but also locals and even a few Russian refugees.
In general, Kenesary was able to take advantage of our unreliable actions and the constant
disagreements between the sultans (Meyer, 1865: 57, 61). The author (L. Meyer) noted and appreciated
Kenesary Kassymov's personal qualities. He was close to understanding the character, appearance and
assessment of a person in front of his people. However, when describing the reasons for the maturity of
his detachment, he likened them to pirates, thinking that they consisted mainly of helpless
wanderers.According to the author (L. Meyer), in 1840 Kenesary sultan was persecuted and in a
difficult situation, but gradually his work progressed: the strong Shomekey (Illomexeit - auth.) tribe
accepted him with respect and gave him the daughter of their best biy (judicial and political figures of
the Kazakh tribes - auth.), and then the other tribes-The Tortkara (Toptkapa - auth.)and Shekty (Illextn
- auth.) tribes also recognized the rule of the sultan. So, he did not call himself a khan without any
grounds. However, he was at loggerheads with all his neighbors, only with Khiva he was at peace
(Meyer, 1865: 59). He gave information about the personal life of the Kenesary and showed that he was
indeed recognized as a khan among the people. In 1845, after a prisoner exchange between Kenesary
and representatives of the empire with lieutenant general K.l. Gern, L. Meyer stopped writing about
Kenesary.

Soldier N.I. Krasovsky, who conducted military statistics in the Middle Zhuz (a group of Kazakh
tribal associations - auth.), described the Kazakh uprising, led by Sultan Kenesary, as: "... an attempt to
preserve the structure and freedom of the people living in the steppes.”The author acknowledged that
the unity and independence of the people was the main value for the Kazakhs. Such an approach was
considered quite new for its time (Krasovsky, 1868: 8). N.I. Krasovsky said it was not surprising that
there were so many protests against the new form of government that it was impossible to abandon it.
Although Kenesary was inferior to his grandfather Ablai in some political moments, he surpassed his
father Kassym in courage. In the Siberian steppes, Kenesary Kassymov's name began in 1836 when he
took revenge on his brother Sarzhan and killed 40 Tashkent residents. In 1837, it became clear to the
imperial authorities that Kenesary Kassymov was calling on the Kirghiz (Kazakhs - auth.) of the
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Middle Horde to secede from Russia (Krasovsky, 1868: 106). From this time on, clashes broke out
between members of the movement led by Kenesary Kassymov and imperial troops. The main victims
were ordinary villages of individual tribes. While Kenesary was ruthless in trying to win them over,
historians say that the Cossacks massacred all the villages that supported Kenesary Kassymov, even the
villages that did not support them.

The struggle for the liberation of the people did not escape the attention of Russian soldiers who
conducted research in the Kazakh steppes on special orders of the Tsarist Russia.ln 1843, Lieutenant
General I.F. Blaramberg worked as an ober-quartiermeister of the Orenburg corps. His writings in the
course of his work also contain some information about Kenesary. He (Blaramberg) points out that in
1843 an army was sent against the rebellious Sultan KenesaryKassymov, who disturbed the peace of
the eastern part of the Horde. In 1844, it is reported that the troops were again sent in pursuit of the
Sultan of Kenesary and his gang of robbers (Blaramberg, 1848, p. 156).

In 1870, a military man of German origin, V. Potto, was appointed head of the Orenburg Cossack
cadet school, enlisted in the Life Guards Ural Cossack squadron and became a lieutenant colonel.
Potto's works on steppe campaigns and steppe travelogues have been published. According to V. Potto,
every year the colonization of the Zhetisu is intensified by foreigners from the interior of Russia,
mainly in the south of the region (Potto, 1876a: 239). The author's (V. Potto) work clearly shows the
consequences of colonization.It is known that the uprising organized by Kenesary Kassymov was also
directed against colonialism. The author points out that significant battles took place at that time:"In
1844, during the revolt of the famous steppe sultan Kenesary Kassymov, the largest military event on
the line was, without a doubt, the destruction of one of the villages" (Potto, 1876b: 407).

M.A. Terentyev's work is dedicated to the history of the conquest of Central Asia. The work
contains and analyzes some data on the actions of Kenesary Kassymov. The descendants of Abylai
Khan and Uali lost hope for power in the Middle Horde in the Siberian department and sought power in
the Lesser Horde, and then succeeded.He proclaimed himself khan, collected alms from his subjects,
organized the administration of justice and punishment, formed an alliance with Bukhara and declared
war on the Tashkent prince for the death of his father. Sozak and Tashkent are occupied by Kirghiz
(Kazakhs - auth.) (Terentyev, 1906: 199). Although general of the tsar’s army M. Terentyev showed
Kenesary's high level of power, he likened his warriors to robbers. He believed that, although the troops
were sent to the steppe one after another, Kenesary, as much as he could, wandered ahead of these
troops and led them into the endless steppe without falling into the pursuers. Without taking control of
pastures and wintering grounds, military operative soldiers, brutality, diplomacy, that the forces will not
be able to conquer the Kirghizes (Kazakhs - auth.)After all these events, V.A. Obruchev is completely
convinced. Therefore, in 1845 he recognized the need to build two fortifications in the steppe: one on
the Turgai River, the Orenburg fortress, and the other on the Irgiz River, the Ural fortresses (Terentyev,
1906: 203). In general, copies of the letters exchanged between Kenesary and Obruchev are also stored
in the State Military-Historical Archive of Russia (Archive RSMHA, 1201: 51-58). The value of
archival documents as historical data is obvious.Summarizing the above opinion of the author of
historiographical data M. Terentyev, he explains why Kenesary Kassymov prevailed in the
confrontation with the imperial forces because he knew the location of everything of his region.He
emphasizes Obuchev's effective decision to prevent this and find a way to win, that is, to build
fortifications in a practical way. Indeed, these measures were one of the reasons why the uprising led by
Kenesary Kassymov was defeated.

Historian, ethnographer I.I. Zavalishin said that the Tatar mullah Alim Yagudin, who was
expelled in 1859, was an adviser, friend and diplomat to the famous Kazakh sultan Kenesary
Kassymov, who revolted in the Middle Horde in 1837-1846. Zavalishin described Kassymov's
movement as an uprising, not just a riot or robbery. Different views from Russian researchers are
found in the works of the Kazakh people and the oral historiography of the steppe. However, the views
of the Kazakhs who served the tsarist government were analogous to Russian ideology. Scientist,
historian, ethnographer and military man Ch.Ch. Valikhanov wrote in his note about Bayanaul that the
uprising, led by Sultan Kassym in 1825, followed by Sarzhan and Kenesary, lasted until 1846 and was
finally stopped by force. The researcher calls Kenesary the most courageous rebel (Valikhanov, 1985:
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312). It can only be said that his assessment as an officer in the Russian army was in line with his
position. It is clear from his work that the historian did not pay much attention to the issue, conducting
research on this topic.

The work of Ahmet Kenesarin, a descendant of Kenesary Khan, has a special place in the
historiography. It arose in connection with the request of full member of the Statistical Committee of
the Syrdarya region E.T. Smirnov, to write a biography of the Sultan of Syzdyk. However, the work
was written by Ahmet Kenesarin, who was more interested in writing rather than his brother Syzdyk
(Sadyk) sultan.The work also includes a biography and activities of Kenesary in the form of a historical
retreat. E.T. Smirnov himself called the Sultan of Syzdyk "the last fighter for the independence of the
Kirghiz (Kazakh - auth.) people™ (Kenesarin, 1992). Issues not mentioned in the works of other authors
considered in the work are raised. For example, Kene was imprisoned in Tashkent, hold a great
commemoration in honor of the deceased father and brothers, where he was promoted to khan by the
Kazakh hordes, the khan's views on Kokand, the sending of an ambassador to China, the interests of all
Kazakhs, as in the days of Abylai Khan, etc. the life and work of the person, the individual facts of
death. Khan Kene's ultimate goal was to unite the three zhuzs and establish power in them as a country.
Such works, as a separate object of study, are widely analyzed and deserve further study.

Official of the Governors-General of Orenburg and Samara, local historian and publicist - N.A.
Sereda wrote a number of works on the causes, course and suppression of the uprising led by Kenesary
Kassymov in 1838-1847. N.A. Sereda formulated the reasons for the national liberation movement. He
did not hide that one of the main reasons was to preserve the unity of the land and the people. He
presented it thus: «Kenesary, like other Kirghiz (Kazakh - auth.) used to consider the entire steppe as
their property, and in the near future they were threatened with the division of the steppe into districts.
Even at that time, the Russian administration indicated the area where which clan was supposed to
roam. Of course, the nomads did not like such interference by the Russian authorities, and they tried in
every possible way to separate from it» (Ibid., p. 7). Another reason is that «...the government carried
out the reform without deputies speaking on behalf of the people, sitting in the office with officials who
have no idea about the Kazakh people». The author believes that the reasons for the revolt were the
establishment of a «new line of land» in 1835 for the Cossack settlements belonging to the Kirghiz
(Kazakh - auth.), and in 1836, as an experiment, a tax of 1 som 50 tiyn on each Kirghiz (Kazakh - auth.)
yurt.All this provoked protests from our nomads. The author (Sereda) also tells the story of Lebedev,
known for his military agility, about Kenesary Kassymov. According to him, Kenesary could "shout a
slogan" and thousands of young men would be ready to join his gang, fight for lost independence, or
die with his commander (Sereda, 1870: 81).1t is clear from the content of the work that N.A. Sereda
valued Kenesary as a statesman. This is evidenced by the following description of the author: «Sultan
Kenesary Kassymov's ancestors were descended from Sultan Ablai. He was brave, energetic, brought
up in the spirit of revenge, cruel to the enemy... In short, Kenesary was able to become a worthy ruler
of his army. Inspiring his troops would be the envy of any European commander. Kenesary was like
that! Yes, this man, in general, was an outstanding person, and if he was brought up in a different way,
he would be a great statesman» (Sereda, 1870: 550). Although N.A. Sereda positively acknowledges
Kenesary's personality traits, his goal is to describe a group of people as "pirates", "predators, mobs",
"rebellious hordes", as in the above author.In June 1842, the rebellious sultan repeatedly sent angry
letters to the Siberian authorities, describing himself as a great khan of the invincible horde (Sereda,
1870: 61). Sereda's presentation of the document shows that Kenesary Kassymov did not recognize the
legitimacy of the khanate. The sultan's familiarity with the local steppes allowed him to fly from one
place to another in front of our troops, which were moving like turtles (Sereda, 1870: 77). The author
tries to explain one of the reasons why Kenesary Kassymov did not stop his actions for ten years and
organized a national liberation uprising against the empire.

The poet and ethnographer Adolf Yanushkevich, who was deported to Siberia in 1832 as a
"political criminal”, in 1841 transferred to the office of the head of the frontier department of the
"Siberian Kirghiz" and went on business trips abroad.He writes down what he finds interesting every
day. These records address certain issues concerning the Kirghiz (Kazakh - auth.) hordes
(Yanushkevich, 2005: 18). Adolf Yanushkevich described Kenesary as a freedom fighter. For many
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years, the sultan roamed the Small and Middle Hordes, the Karakum and Betpakdala sands, constantly
fleeing from the persecuted troops sent against him from the Orenburg and Siberian lines. He wrote that
he had crossed the Ili through the ice with his armed forces, returned to Zhetisu, and sent a
proclamation urging the Uisuns («Yiicun» a tribal association of the Kazakhs - auth.) torenounce
relations with Russia and recognize themselves as khans (Yanushkevich, 2005:83). The author's notes
also contain information about the Council of Kenesary, and some of them are confirmed by archival
materials. In general, the author's views on Kenesary are contradictory. The work requires extensive
research.

Historian and ethnographer A.l. Dobrosmyslov wrote in a historical essay on the Turgai region
that he noticed that the sultans did not want to lose this famous struggle without the abolition of the
khanate in the Lesser Zhuz. When the efforts of Shergazy Khan and his son Edige failed in this
direction, Sultan Kaiypkali Esimov appeared on the stage as the last false khan of the Small Horde.
Undoubtedly, such a protest arose in the Middle Horde in 1822-1824 with the introduction of a new
initiative. Here the khan's descendants were given a fairly simple rank. Sultan Kenesary Kassymov and
his father Kassym Sultan were the opponents of such innovations in the Middle Horde. Kenesary, like
Kaiypkali, was the last false khan in the Middle Horde (Dobrosmyslov, 1902: 342). The author
Dobrosmyslov considers both Kaiypkali and Kenesary khan as «false khansy.

The information provided by Baron Uslar, a prisoner of Kenesary Kassymov, has importance
(Otechestvennye, 1848). It provides some factual material on the Kenesary uprising, as well as
information on field diplomacy. The author concludes that he noticed hospitality from Kenesary
Kassymov even while in captivity.

According to the chairman of the Orenburg border commission M.V. Ladyzhensky: «Kenesary
was higher than a simple robber, chasing across the steppe only for the purpose of profit, only for prey.
Kenesary Kassymov is not one of those people who appeared in the steppe and, under small conditions
from the government, disappeared without leaving any traces behind. He is superior to these aliens both
in origin, and in purpose, and in abilities. Therefore, it cannot be neglected» (Valikhanov, 2004: 71). It
is clear that Ladyzhensky did not disclose the goals and abilities of Khan Kene. A senior Russian
official could not say that «the ultimate goal of the talented commander Kenesary is to create an
independent statew,therefore, he tried to convey his opinion with subtext, hinting at the great intentions
of the Kazakh Khan. And the administrations of Orenburg and Western Siberia had to reckon with
Kenesary.

The conclusion of the following author is very interesting, he calls on scholars to understand that
the Kenesary uprising was «large-scale and driven more by a desire to liberate and restore unhindered
nomadic routes than by a national liberation uprising, as it is most often characterized» (Sabol, 2003:
248).

When talking about the study of the issue, it is necessary to pay attention to the assessment of the
Kazakh people at that time, that is, to describe the historical perspective on it, which is preserved in the
memory of the country.They are given in oral history, in individual memoirs. In general, it is clear that
"oral history” and "spoken history" are historical sources. However, they also have their place as
historiographical data. Because the oral literature provides insights into the problem, it is appropriate to
pay attention to the historiographical role of oral history.It is impossible not to mention the heroic poem
"Kenesary - Nauryzbai”. The value, historicity and character of the poem as a fact have been analyzed
in the works of a number of researchers. The point of view in the work is given by Nysanbay Zhyrau,
who witnessed and experienced the events of the national liberation uprising. The main priority and
peculiarity here is that the research topic, the national liberation uprising led by Kenesary, is assessed in
terms of internal factors, and the main idea is freedom.

Conclusion. Thus, in the pre-revolutionary period, the history of Khan Kene and his liberation
uprising was mainly studied. The study of the life and work of Kenesary Khan in the pre-revolutionary
period, as well as the writing of its history, had its own peculiarities. During the pre-revolutionary
period of the national liberation uprising, which began the life and work of Kenesary Khan, in
particular, in 1837-1847, the military and researchers, representatives of the open-minded society of his
time focused on the study of hostilities. The works were written from a Russian point of view,
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Eurocentric, chauvinistic. However, there are those who try to tell the story in the same way.Authors of
that period note the good qualities of Kenesary Khan as a commander and ruler. However, they do not
acknowledge that the Kazakh people raised his power, albeit for a short time, as a khan, calling him a
«rebely, «false khany, and his subordinates as «predators», «mobsy, «rebellious hordes». However, the
information about the defeat of Kenesary Khan's army and the sending of punitive detachments against
him prevailed. Among the works, the original works born at that time can be a real alternative historical
and historiographical data. These include the above-mentioned poems, memoirs and biographies. The
thoughts and views of the authors are close to the historical memory of the people who experienced the
event. In fact, in these works, the main goal of the national liberation uprising led by Kenesary
Kassymov in 1837-1847 was the struggle for freedom, independence and the preservation of the
foundations of statehood.

What we have considered in this article are only some of the works published before the
revolution.Attempts were made to reveal the legitimacy of the historiographical data, to analyze and
evaluate them as much as possible.

In general, there are many publications about Kenesary. It is clear that from time to time a lot of
facts on the topic are presented, the data are put into circulation, suspicious issues are clarified, research
methods and methodological principles are developed.
