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ARCHIVAL MATERIALS ABOUT KAZAKH BATYRS
(XVIII - FIRST HALF OF XIX CENTURIES)
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Abstract. This article describes reliable historical archival materials about Kazakh batyrs (knights,
heroes) from the XVIII century to the first half of the XIX centuries. All historical events of that century
are revealed according to the archival data of the Russian Federation and the Republic of Kazakhstan and
partly from the archives of China, which has been carefully studied in a collection of archival documents.
For each sheet, inventory and documents of archival funds, a multifaceted scientific analysis was carried
out, which, as far as possible, shows us the socio-political picture of that century of the Kazakh people.
This deeply focused research on the archives gives us the opportunity to get to know more closely the life
and political activities of the institute of batyrs (knights, heroes-auth.) and this in the future will open to
us various scientific research topics on the historical personalities of the khans (kings), sultans (lord) and
batyrs (knights, heroes-auth.) of the Kazakh people. Carrying out scientific research on archival materials
about Kazakh and batyrs (knights, heroes-auth.) from the XVI11-X1X centuries we will open new pages
about the military-political and social situation of the nomadic people of the Great Steppe, as well as the
daily life of unexplored heroic personalities who influenced the outcome of historical events in a difficult
period for the people. The article also explores the skillful and exciting diplomatic relations of the
Kazakh elite with Tsarist Russia and Qing China. Also, scientifically commented on the excellent
military potential of some influential Kazakh khans, sultans, biys (judicial and political figures of the
Kazakhs-auth.) and batyrs (knights, heroes-auth.) In general, a scientific article conveys to us a whole
complex of social and military-political background of the XVIII-XIX centuries of the Kazakh people
and with its heroic faces, deeds that from time immemorial have merged from mouth to mouth into folk
poetic epics. We want to note to the foreign audience that the ethnonym "Kirghiz" in this article means
the ethnonym "Kazakh". Kyrgyz in those days (XVIII-XIX c.) were called in Russian "zakamenniye
Kirgizy" or "diko-kamenniye Kirghizy" and the Kazakhs were simply called "Kirghiz" or "Kirghiz-
Kaisaks". So in this article we noted it as [Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.)] in order not to confuse the Kazakhs
with the Kyrgyz.

Introduction. Archival materials about the Kazakh batyrs of the XVIII - the first half of the XIX
centuries reveal some important historical events of the Kazakh people in detail. The relevance of the
research topic lies in the fact that the institution of batyrs (institution of knights-auth.) from time
immemorial played a crucial role in the regulation of foreign and domestic policy before the liquidation
of the Kazakh Khanate. The statehood of the Kazakh people is directly related to the socio-political
activities of the institute of batyrs. Proceeding from this, a thorough study of the life and work of the
Kazakh batyrs, based on archival materials of the Russian Federation and the Republic of Kazakhstan,
gives us the opportunity to determine in detail the role and significance of the institution of batyrs in the
life of the Great Steppe. All the archival materials about the Kazakh batyrs presented below provide data
on their daily life, which were intertwined with the historical events of that century. The sultans and
batyrs of the Kazakh people have always served with valor for the benefit of their own people. As we
know, in almost all archival documents we see the same word "loyal subject™ of the Russian Empire. But
we do not pay attention to the word "loyal subject™, behind the same word is the whole fate of the Kazakh
people. That is, the Kazakh sultans and batyrs "arbitrarily" "accepting" the "protectorate™ as the "loyalty"
of tsarist Russia and China managed to preserve the state territory of the Kazakh Khanate until the
liquidation of the khan's power. Tsarist Russia and Qing China were interested in capturing Central Asia:
«The Qing Empire referred to the "Jungar" (Dzungaria) nomad camps significant areas of the nomadic
tribes of the Middle and Elder Zhuzes (tribal associations of Kazakhs - auth.), which the Kazakhs sought
to return, claiming also the deserted as a result of the extermination of the Jungars, large expanses of land
in Jungaria (Dzungaria) itself, where the Qing Empire began to build fortifications, expand territories,
where soldiers from Chinese peasants were mainly sent. On the border with the Kazakhs, the troops of the
Sibo, Solons, Chahars, and then the Oirats who survived the massacre were stationed» (Collection of
Documents, 1989:33). The Qing ruler and tsarist Russia were hampered by the same protectorate policy
of the Kazakh Khanate. This wise geopolitical decision of the Kazakh rulers in the midst of
approximately three-hundred-year war with the Oirats helped to preserve the independence and integrity
of the territory for some time before they were colonized by the tsarist authorities. The historical actors
of events have always been in the eyes of the tsarist government. Some names of prominent Kazakh
sultans and batyrs, who made a colossal contribution to the historical events of the XVIII century, were
noticeably listed by Doctor of Historical Sciences, Professor Z.E. Kabuldinov: «If the main participants
in the historical process in the steppe society were well-known personalities and the most mentioned
were the names of khans and sultans, then in this collection of documents, in addition to Abylai and Uali,
the sultans of Sultanmamet, Urus, Qarash, Tugum, Shanshar, Seit, Karash, Torebatyr, Iman, Khanbaba,
Taten, the names of many batyrs are also mentioned - Dat, Tleumbet, Barak, Barun, Kulebak and others,
the names of ordinary Kazakhs are given. Nevertheless, the khans Abylay and Uali, the sultans
Sultanmamet and Urus, without a doubt, were and will remain one of the main political figures of the
heroic and difficult time for the Kazakh people of the last quarter of the XVIII century» (Collection of
documents, 2020: 7).

The Kazakh land has always been rich in batyrs and wise rulers, who have always been in sorrow
and happiness with the people. The archival materials below are a vivid example of this. In addition, all
peoples had, and still have, traitors to their homeland, who faithfully served foreign governments, despite
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the hatred of their people for external enemies. And the same "historical personalities” were no exception
to this archival study about Kazakh batyrs of the XVIII - first half of the XIX centuries. All the socio-
political actions of the sultans and batyrs of the Kazakh people in the archival materials of the Russian
Federation and the Republic of Kazakhstan present a vivid picture of that century. And we try to convey
the same historical atmosphere to readers.

Materials and methodology. This article is scientifically based only on reliable archival
documents and collections of historical materials. The main research methods of this scientific article are
the synthesis and diachronic analysis of historical archival documents. A scientific analysis was made for
each archival data and the object of study was the political and social life of the influential khans of the
sultans and batyrs of the Kazakh people. As shown in the scientific article, the research is based on
statements, letters, reports, reports, and various archival documents. All historical materials represent a
particularly important status. The article is based on general scientific analysis and statistical methods.
Each historical and theoretical conclusion in the article is presented with a certain archival and
documentary reliability. All of the archival documents and collections of archives listed below have been
carefully researched in accordance with the international scientific method.

Discussion. In the process of the research of this scientific article, the archives of the Russian
Federation were used, such as archives as of the foreign policy of the Russian Empires (AFPRE) F. KKD.

The second half of
the XVIII-first third of the XIX century» Part 1. Alma-Ata: Science, 1989. [in Russian] and continuation
of of this scientific work was used «Qing Empire and Kazakh Khanates. The second half of the XVIII -
first third of the XIX century». / Editor-in-Chief of the Academy of Sciences of the Kazakh SSR
Ramazan Bimashuly Suleimenov, Part 2. Alma-Ata: Science, 1989. [in Russian] and collection of
documents was used such as «From the history of the Great Steppe (the last quarter of the 18th century)y,
Ed. Z.E. Kabuldinov. Compiled by: V.A. Sirik.-Almaty: Litera-M, 2020. [in Russian]. Each document
used has been reviewed and researched for its meaning and for the historical situations of that century.
Since all the above valuable historical documents are written in Old Slavonic, and translated with
accuracy for foreign audiences. After reading this article, each reader can plunge and feel the glorious
khans and batyrs of the Kazakh Khanate in that century.

Results. Archival materials about the Kazakh batyrs of the XVIII - the first half of the XIX century
from the versatile foreign policy vectors show us the brilliant geopolitical foresight of the Kazakh rulers.
The Kazakh highest echelon of power, headed by Ablai Khan and the military institution of batyrs,
having "accepted" "citizenship"”, not only strengthened bilateral relations between the powers, but also
skillfully stood up for their foreign policy positions. For example, in an archival document of 1758 on
August 29, the names of the legendary batyrs of the XIX century are mentioned: «...we are looking for
zarguchi (a Manchu official who combines judicial and administrative functions - auth.) because we want
to be under the allegiance of the Chinese Bogdy Khan. The zarguchi obliged Ablai-saltan with a
signature, which he signed about being in Chinese citizenship. And above himself in absentia signed the
Little Horde of Nurali-khan, Erali-sultan, and the Middle hordes from all tribes in order of seniority:
firstly, from the Atygai tribe of Kulsary and Kuleke batyrs: from the Naiman tribe Kabanbay-batyr, from
the Kanjygaly tribe Koshkarbay-batyr: from the Kerey tribe - Khoja Bergen-batyr ...» (Archive AFPRE,
6:36-36Vv). Of the galaxy of legendary batyrs, Bogenbay was one of the main batyrs of the Kazakh people
in the XVIII century. He was a batyr from the Kanzhygaly tribe of the Middle Zhuz (tribal associations
of Kazakhs-auth.). In the heroic history of the Patriotic War against the invasion of the Jungarian
(Dzungaria) military nomadic state, he (Bogenbay batyr) is characterized as follows: «... one of the
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organizers and leaders of the Kazakh army in the fight against the Jungars (20-30s of the XVIII century).
There are many legends and traditions about him in the oral folk poetry of the Kazakhs. The historical
poem "Bogenbay", which arose on the basis of legends and historical verses about him, is widely known.
The praise of the exploits of Bogenbai and other famous heroes of the struggle against the Jungars -
Kabanbai, Kazbek and others in the historical legends of the XVIII century is accompanied by a great
idealization of these images in accordance with the traditions of the heroic epic» (HKRS, 2007:432).

As noted above, the diplomatic mission of the Kazakh Khanate perfectly demonstrated the system
of checks and balances for the imperialist countries (Tsarist Russia and Qing's China) in favor of their
people as an alleged "protectorate" of these powers: «A noble Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.) Umertei was sent as
an ambassador from Ablai-saltan to the Chinese Khan in Beijing. And between many conversations, upon
his arrival, Umertey (kaz.©OwmipTraii-Omirtai-auth.) in Beijing, the Chinese Khan began to ask: how long
have these Kirghiz (Kazakhs - author) been in Russian citizenship? For this question, the orator Umertey,
answered His Bogdykhan Majesty that for twenty-five (25) years they have been under Russian
citizenship. And his Bogdykhan Majesty for the second time asked Umertey: if we have a war with
Russia, then which side of the Kirghiz-Kaisaks (Kazakhs-auth.) will help? And to that he answered -
when you noble two monarchs will have a war between you, and it is not respectful for us small people
to interfere between you at that time, but we will be on the sidelines. The Chinese Khan was delighted
for Umertei's wise answer, and let him go to Ablai-Saltan with great gifts» (Archive AFPRE, 6:36v-37).

From the archive of Russian foreign policy, we observe the following, firstly, the subtle diplomacy
of the Kazakh Khanate requires that no harm be done to them by Russia, and this is indicated in the
context of "...many insults are done to them from the Russian side..." and the word "allegedly" proof of
that. If no harm had been done the word "allegedly" would not have been mentioned in the archival
document. Further, the Kazakh khanate, headed by prominent batyr ambassadors, diplomatically
"recognizes” allegiance so as not to spoil interstate relations that have developed in the form of a
"protectorate”. For example, prominent batyrs of the Kazakh people were sent to St. Petersburg, the
names of Kazakh batyrs are mentioned as Janibek batyr: « Ablai-saltan has now sent four people to St.
Petersburg, including his brother Yulbars, and Kulsary-batyr’s son Kulybek, and four people to escort
them to Orenburg. And those envoys were sent with such a request: allegedly from the Russian side,
many insults are caused to them, while asserting themselves to be in all-Russian citizenship as before. As
before the entire Lesser Horde with Abulkhair Khan and from the Middle Horde with Genibek-batyr
(Zhanibek batyr-auth.) they took the oath about being in Russian citizenship, and now they intend to take
the oath again» (Archive AFPRE, 6:38).

Not only the tsarist authorities, but also Qing China wrote about the Kazakh batyrs. From the
Chinese archive (No. 69,70; PChF (Ch), 37, 7-8) we have received a lot of information about the sultans
and batyrs. But, as we all know, they wrote history from their own perspective and according to their
historical "consciences". About how Ablai with the institute of batyrs coped with external enemies and
successfully defended the territory of the Kazakh state is cited from the source of the Chinese archive,
which is scientifically processed and analyzed by prominent figures in the historical sciences of the
Republic of Kazakhstan and the following historical information is given: «In the summer of 1756, the
initiative in organizing resistance to the Manchurian-Chinese troops passed for some time into the hands
of Sultan Ablai...The order to invade Kazakhstan was given by the emperor earlier, back in mid-May of
the same year (1756-auth.) It was supposed to enter the nomad camps of the Middle Zhuz from two
sides: from the south and from the east. The Manchus of Dardana and Hadakha were appointed
commanders of the troops, they were ordered to ruthlessly destroy the nomad camps in case of the
slightest resistance...The nomads went to the trick to delay the advance of the Qing troops, sending
couriers to their headquarters with the message that Amursana had been captured and was being taken for
transfer. At first, Amursana again escaped capture. Secondly, Ablai not only organized a rebuff to the
Qing invaders, but was also able to transfer his auls (nomadic yurts, settlements-auth.) without loss and
drive the cattle deep into the steppe. So did other feudal lords. The Qing feudal lords did not find a single
Kazakh aul in place. Kazakh troops interfered with the unification of the Northern and Western colonies
of the Qing troops, making unexpected attacks and rapidly disappearing in an unknown direction...
Dardana and Hadaha ... appeared before the court of the Military Council: according to the XI1X century
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Chinese historian Wei Yuan, Dardana and Hadaha turned out to be inept, talentless and bad commanders»
(Collection of Documents, 1989:23,25-26).

Kazakh batyrs always knew and honored piety and fulfilled their promises no matter what. For
example, Bukty-batyr, batyr Tuganas Turkin, batyr Abys Saraev, and batyr Akan Urusov did not betray
their sultans. This is stated in an archival document in the form of a report by the petty officer and second
major E. Zhevakhov to the commander of the separate Siberian Corps, Major General G.G. Shtrandman:
«As a result of your Excellency, from the 3rd under No. 226th command and with it, opposed to applied
in Tatar and from a translation in Russian dialects about those who entered the Ust-Kamenogorsk
distance into the citizenship of Her Imperial Majesty with the family, according to the Zhelezny distance
of the foremen, namely: Bukta-batyr, Tuganas Turkin, Abys Saraev, Akan Urusov were announced that
they also did not have the same intention? Who declared: since they have no grievances and displeasure
from their sultans.And therefore, until what happened, no matter what happened, they responded. | report
to your Excellency through this in my obedience. Second major Yegor Zhevakhov. 15" April, 1794»
(Archive HAOR, 268:417).

As in all world history, the clan struggle, slander and discord did not bypass the Kazakh sultans.
And they (Kazakh sultans and rulers) despite the kinship between them in the intentions of loyalty to the
tsar’s power sometimes defiled and slandered their own sultans and batyrs. For example, about the Sultan
of the Middle Zhuz, the brave Kudai-Mendy batyr (Khudai-Menda), an archival document of 1775 says
the following: «Finally, a Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.) petty officer Khudai-Menda, a villain for the Russia,
went to our owner Ablai-saltan. But what kind of advice they had among themselves, | cannot know.
Otherwise, | really know that he, Khutai-Menda, returned from Ablai-Saltan. Now he is in his camp, it
seems, calmly. In addition, at the wish of Your Excellency for all well-being, | attached my red seal to
assure» (Archive HAOR, 194:36v). Under the word "villain for the Russia" each person can conclude
what was the relationship between some sultans.

Kazakh sultans have always been at the forefront with batyrs in battles. So was Abulfeis Sultan
during the Torgaut escape "kaz. manmsl sxopbik [shandy zhoryq] — auth.” bravely fought against the
Kalmyks: «...the Kalmyks follow their path along the Sara-Turgai River at a distance from the peaks of
the Tobol River for a month of riding. Of which there was a battle with the advancing party of the
Abulfeis Sultan. And the others under No0.110 from Mambet-batyr are somewhat similar to the
announcement by Umir-batyr about the stretching and torn to pieces of the same Kalmyks near the Sara-
Turgaya River. From where, with great hope, they continue their path further» (Archive HAOR, 173:
323v). In the upper reaches of the Irtysh, Ishim and Tobol rivers, Kazakh tribes such as Argyn, Kipchak,
Naiman and Uak-Kerey led a nomadic life. With the construction of the line of military fortifications of
tsarist Russia, these Kazakh tribes of the Middle Zhuz suffered more than others from land tightness than
others, and from September 1773 to May 1774 they took full part in the peasant war for pasture. In this
historical event of 1775 on October 19, the name of Mambet-batyr is mentioned from the letter of
Abulfeis-sultan: «And how that Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.), being in the Shulba outpost, identified his own
two horses from the Bashkir Ait, which he took away, and | ask you to find the rest of the missing horses,
to give them to the petty officer Mambet-batyr. And punish those thieves for arbitrariness, and so that
they do not touch him and back off» (Archive HAOR, 194:590). In such a politically difficult situation,
the petty officer of the Middle Zhuz, Murza, Tarkhan (privileged title-auth.) Baizhigit Batyr, wanted to
maintain trusting relations with Tsarist Russia and adhered to a neutral position: « Through this position,
I honor Your Excellency to convey that | and my subject Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.) people have a nomadic
camp in the Kichakly land safely. And I do not foresee any evil intentions against Russia either from my
subordinates or from other Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.) And as soon as | find out anything that is not useful to
the Russian side, and in the best of my conscience, I promise to notify Your Excellency at the same hour»
(Archive HAOR, 194:35).

From an archival document of 1775 on August 28, we observe how Ablai Saltan took care of every
Kazakh of his people, ordering 4 people to be treated well and 3 people to be released along with Bazar-
batyr. And besides, Ablai knew who to send to such a risky business. The historical document tells about
Bazar Batyr and the act of valor of Ablai Sultan as a ruler: «I ask seven captured people to be released
out of innocence. Three people: the first Telek, and Kubkan, and Sain, and deign to keep the remaining
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four in a clean place and produce food for them. And give those three people to the Kirghiz (Kazakh -
auth.) Bazar-batyr. With which send three guns. And that | always apply my efforts to the Russian side, if
you please, your honor, ask the Tatar Bukharey Adalov... And besides that, all about my order will
verbally announce petty officer Kirghiz (Kazakh - author) Bazar-batyr. And | ask your nobility to send
ten papers with him. In assurance of which I have attached my seal»(Archive HAOR, 194:282-282v).

A lot of archival documents about the legendary Barak Batyr have been preserved. One of them
speaks of a subject of Barak-batyr who died of smallpox under guard. Barak Batyr was particularly
sensitive to the souls of the dead, and sent for the body of the man to be buried according to custom:
«Mr. lieutenant colonel and cavalier von Winkler, with a report sent to me, reported that Turdubet
Buzdakov, a Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.), who was being held in the fortress of Presnogorkovsk, under the
guard of the department of f petty officer Barak-Batyr, was captured for robbing the cows of Murza
Mustafa Maksyutov on 10™ January from illness so called smallpox, died. But his body was not buried,
so that the petty officer Barak-Batyr would send his Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.) after him. About which |
have the honor to convey to Your Excellency. Brigadier Yakov Bower. 18" January 1790» (Archive
HAOR, 256:51). From the report of the Colonel of the Peter and Paul Fortress Schreiter von Streiterfeld
to the commander of a separate Siberian Corps, Major General G.G. Shtrandman, we see that Barak Batyr
was not only a batyr of his people, but also cared about the spiritual situation of the Kazakh people,
asking them to leave the mullah for another two years: «On August 11, before the evening of the
Chargitim-Chakchat volost of the Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.), petty officer Barak-batyr sent letters to me ... in
the name of Your Excellency, ... meaning a request to leave the mullah Bashkir, who is now with him,
for two more year and so on...Colonel Grigori Schrader. Afternoon of 13" August, 1794» (Archive
HAOR, 269:111). From the report in the Old Kazakh (Chagatai-auth.) language of Aptigirim Apsolimov
on June 1, 1774 addressed to Major General Anton Danilovich Skalon about the famous historical figure,
70-year-old Barak Batyr (Kokzhal Barak-auth.), who died in the war against the Kyrgyz (ancestors of the
current Kyrgyz-auth.) with his army, and about the capture by the Kyrgyz (ancestors of the current
Kyrgyz-auth.) of many batyrs of Ablai Khan. The archive speaks of the heroism of Barak Batyr, who
fought against the Kyrgyz to the end, despite his advanced age. The death of Kokzhal-Barak batyr during
the battle clearly demonstrates the functioning of the institution of the batyrs. And we can see it by the
heroism of Barak batyr: «At the same time, | inform Your Excellency, | was informed of the Kuk-
Yaralinsk volost (administrative-territorial division-auth.) that this petty officer Barak-batyr of his
conduct from all uluses (kazakh tribes-auth.) having gathered six thousand troops (6.000 batyrs-auth.),
went for war to the so-called wild Kyrgyz (ancestors of the current Kyrgyz-auth.) They killed all his
people, including Barak Batyr himself...» (Archive HAOR, 190: 618).

Most often, the written affairs of the Kazakh batyrs were conducted by the Bashkir mullahs. This is
stated in the archival document. For example, on January 2, 1794, Bukty-batyr wrote a letter in Kazakh
(Chagatai-auth.) with a request to give him Subuk Mustafin, a Bashkir, on the written files: «Through
this, I inform your Excellency that now | do not have a mullah, and about that | had to write a letter to
your Excellency. That is why | humbly ask the Bashkir Subuk Mustafin, who is in the Zhelezensk
fortress, to order me to give him to the mullahs. To assure the above, | have attached my seal (tamga-
auth.) Translated by interpreter Mametiyar Kucheyarov» (Archive HAOR, 268:16). Kazakh batyrs in
some situations directly met with high-ranking officials of tsarist Russia. This demonstrates the openness
to dialogue, the ability to negotiate and the courage of Kazakh batyrs. An example of this is that (on 12
February, 1794) Bokty-batyr deigned to meet with the commander of a separate Siberian corps, Major
General G.G. Shtrandman: «My indispensable desire is also to meet with and to talk about some needs
with Your Excellency. In this case, | humbly request my arrival in Omsk and ask you to give me horses.
On this matter, | ask you to give your order to Mr. Second Major Bukovsky. And | am a nomad camp
opposite the village of Peshchanov. To assure the above, I have attached my seal» (Archive HAOR,
268:145v). According to archival documents, Bokty-batyr was a "sincere” loyal subject of the royal
power. Together with heroism, Bokty-batyr was a well-read and intelligent person. Oddly enough, back
then in 1794, the "Bolashak™ system, that is, studying abroad, worked in the Kazakh land. And so he
(Bokty-batyr) wanted his son to study in St. Petersburg, and wanted his son to work as a deputy in the
Court of Her Imperial Majesty: «When I was in the fortress of Omsk, with the humblest | asked your
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Excellency, to send my son, following the example of the others, to St. Petersburg to Her High Imperial
Majesty's court as a deputy. On this case your Excellency designed to respond, when there are any kinds
of Kazakh sultans there, and then my son along with them will be sent. To which, although I agreed, but
now, in such changes, I most humbly ask, without waiting for the sultans, could you send him there
alone. | want to give my son into military service» (Archive HAOR, 269:72-73v).

The name of the Sultan of the Middle Zhuz Zhangir, the son of Kaip, is mentioned in the archives
of the Omsk Region of the Russian Federation as Ziangyr, Yangary, Yangyr, Ziangir, Yengare, Yangil.
As stated in one archival document, he boldly and openly was able to answer that he would not be able to
find thirty (30 - auth.) bulls to the royal authorities: «...And while he, Zhedrinskaya, presents to me with a
secondary report that Jiganger-Sultan and a collegiate assessor, about which my report to Your
Excellency has already been reported on the past mail ... with the fact that instead of the driven peasant
Kopeikin with comrades thirty (30-auth.) will not find all the bulls, then, due to the lack of cattle in their
horde, he promised to deliver them in payment with the horses standing by them...» (Archive HAOR,
260: 313v). From the archival data of the Omsk region in 1778, on July 30, the name of Jangir batyr’s
(Yangil batyr-archiv.) brother mentioned that he was a protector and escort of trade to Bukhara. Usually
such a dangerous and responsible business is given only to a brave and courageous person: « ... I hired
the brother of the Petty Officer Yangil-batyr (Jangir batyr-auth.) to escort me with everything both
forward to Bukhara and back to the Russian line. For this work | awarded him and gave him twenty-five
(25-auth.) chervonets. And with it, driving through various Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.) tribes, I didn’t see any
insults, below anger, from anyone...» (Archive HAOR, 213:71). Not having any problems from the
borders of Russia to Bukhara is an indicator of the high authority and nobility of Zhangir Batyr among
the peoples of Central Asia and the Russian empires. Delivering the entire caravan intact and safe on the
many-kilometer riding way through the expanses of the Kazakh land and beyond shows us what the
Kazakh batyrs really were. Zhangir Sultan was a highly educated and intelligent person this is stated in
the following source: «...a Kirghiz (Kazakh-author) sultan and collegiate assessor Jiganger son of Kaip
came to me from the Orenburg line. And he is a very good person. And he was in St. Petersburg twice.
He is not like the locals, but with some enlightenment, and showed me the signing given to him by Her
Majesty's own hand about recognition and veneration of him by a collegiate assessor in the rank of land
major...» (Archive HAOR, 260:278).

In the history of the Kazakh people, many historical events are associated with the name of
Sultanmamet Sultan. He was a faithful companion and excellent diplomat of Ablai Khan and faithfully
served the Kazakh people in difficult times. On August 27 (1775) the prominent Kazakh diplomat
Sultanmamet-Sultan wrote a letter to the commander of the Siberian Corps, Lieutenant General L.A.
Dekolong. This letter mentions the name Kunai Batyr. Sultanmamet Sultan ordered the batyr's horse to be
returned immediately: «... Kunai’s son Chagan, passing by the Koryakov outpost, rode on a horse with a
yellowish, light-colored tail and light-colored mane. It was taken away from him in that outpost with a
saddle and a bridle. I ask your excellency to order to find a heavy horse and give it back with all the
things...» (Archive HAOR, 191:243v). In one of these documents of 1788, on April 25, in the report of
the commandant of the Yamyshev fortress, second-major and commandant, Kazakh petty officers and
sultans are mentioned, including Sultanmamet Sultan: «In the argument that although my report to your
Excellency and reported that the Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.) horse herds all overtook the Irtysh River. I am
confident in the reports of the commanders, but now five thousand horses (5,000-auth.) of Sultanmamet
Sultan himself have been driven out of the vein of Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.). They ordered me to escort the
horses across the river, but here it seems to have been overlooked in some secret way, because the men
assigned to the herds were not at all aware that those cattle were grazing right in the Presni Mayak, not in
my distance, where they were driven out. Under the guise of the Sultanmametovs, the steppe Kirghis
(Kazakhs-auth.) went from Koryakov, as it was usually already noted that they are not only simple petty
officers, but the sultans themselves, with a free pass, make delicacy by taking horses. And therefore,
fearing Sultamamet, so that his horses would not be detained here, he betrayed our captives» (Archive
HAOR, 249:476v).

The son of Sultanmamet Sultan Urus-Sultan with his army during the Torgaut escape "shangdy
zhoryk-auth." defeated the Kalmyk troops and captured the rest of the Kalmyks. This archival document
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describes in detail the tense situation and the places of battles. The sons of influential Kazakh sultans also
bravely fought on the front line with their fathers and batyrs. A vivid example of this is the Urus Sultan:
«On the 12" of June, in the afternoon, the petty officer Saltamamet-saltan, who arrived in the Zhelezensk
fortress from the uluses (Kazakh tribes-auth.) of the Kyrgyz (Kazakh-auth.), the interpreter of the Tatar
mullah Urus Kuchukov came to me. And he said that on the 9™ of this month, the Kirghiz (Kazakhs-
auth.) from the army of Naurus-Saltan arrived in that ulus from the Buronomai volost - Satybaldy-Murza,
from the Basantiyin volost - Kuchuk-batyr. And they announce that the Kalmyks who fled from Russia
were allegedly pursued by an army led by Naurus-Saltan in the upper peaks of the Sara River, called
Aktau and Kuktau in Kazakh. Moreover, they attacked the Kalmyks. And, due to non-coupling, the
Kalmyks wounded and beaten many Kirghiz (Kazakhs-auth.), and then, as the Kirghiz (Kazakhs-auth.)
copulated together, they beat the Kalmyks and injured a considerable number. Moreover, they took in full
one Kalmyk and two Kalmyk women, who had already been brought to the tribe of the Basentiyin volost.
The Kalmyks follow in two parts, and the best military people are in the first part. And they try to make
their way more up to the living wild Kyrgyz (the current Kyrgyz-auth.), and look forward to receiving
and protecting themselves from them. What | am reporting to Your Excellency through this. Colonel
Andrei Rameykov. Fortress Zhelezensk. June 13" 1771» (Archive HAOR, 173: 481).

Kulsary-batyr, although he “faithfully” served tsarist Russia, he will remain in the history of the
Kazakh people as one of the trusted associates of Ablai Khan and the ambassador of the Kazakh
Khanate. Some archival documents note the skillful diplomatic actions of Kulsary-batyr. On his letter to
the tsarist government, he allegedly "commenting” on the actions of Ablai Khan, spoke about the idea of
a policy of containing the counterbalance of the imperialist powers in favor of the freedom and
independence of the Kazakh people: «Although our owner Ablai-saltan assures you by letters that Ablai,
by oath to Her Imperial Majesty to Russia, does not seem to cause any harm, capture people, and drive
away horses and other livestock, and seems to be in his firm oath. However, in my purest conscience,
Your Excellency, | inform you that some Russian people committed the seizure and driving away of
cattle, then all this was on the orders of Ablai-Saltan. Somehow, even now, he sent his son from himself
to the Chinese Bogdykhan on the condition that he, Ablai, and all his subjects wish to be forever in
Chinese patronage» (Archive HAOR, 194:834). A descendant of Er Esim, Kudaimendy Sultan was a
brave and valiant ruler of the Kazakh people. Tsarist Russia was unfriendly towards the stubborn and
honest steppe hero. And Kulsary-batyr, in his letter, which was written on August 24, (1775) to the
commander of the Siberian Corps, to put it mildly, does not give out the whereabouts of the statesman of
the Kazakh people. Thus, maintaining diplomatic and friendly relations with tsarist Russia: «I received
the letter and the sent two horses without fail. In which letter they deigned to write about the malevolent
Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.) petty officer Khutai-Mend and his other accomplices, where they have their
nomad camp - | cannot know. But you can only hear that he nomads along in the Turgai River. But is it
really there, and at what tract - I really can’t know. And is it so, as the Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.) tells me
that he nomads there, I do not sure» (Archive HAOR, 194:232). In the archive of the Omsk region there
is data that does not seem to be a particularly important historical fact. But if we look deeper, then in this
historical archival document, the Kazakh batyr single-handedly took 7 horses from the Cossacks,
knowing about the consequences of the theft. The theft of horses by a subject of Tyulyak-batyr, on the
one hand, looks like theft, and even so it is written as “theft". But the courage and bravery of the Kazakh
should be noted for granted: «Omsk department of the outpost of Cherlakovsk Cossacks Timofey
Barabanov and comrades, all in all six (6-auth.) people, which is what they submitted to me in the name
of Your Excellency a report about stolen from them in the past 787th year (1787-auth.) in summer time
six service and one own horses. The horses were stolen by the Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.) Uvadyr from the
Kipchak volost of the department of the Tyulyak-Batyr... Captain Kozma Bardin. Omsk fortress.
Afternoon of the 24™ March, 1790» (Archive HAOR, 256:507).

Kazakh sultans and batyrs have always put higher literacy and erudition with heroism (batyrism) in
the first place. The archival document mentions the name of Mambet-batyr, who came to take home his
son Kyzbay, who is studying to read and write: «When released from Your Excellency from the 4™ under
No.357, | dutifully received on August 13 the command enclosed in a cover letter of the Middle Kirghis-
Kaisak Horde to the foreman Abulfeis-Saltan. To deliver it right to him with a list, yesterday here it was
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given to the former Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.) petty officer Mambet-batyr. And as he, Mambet, who was
here to teach reading and writing to his son Kyzbay, asked to stay for three days to stay with them for a
future wedding, then he was released. And after the expiration of that period, he promised to bring him
here again» (Archive HAOR, 194:223). The son of Sameke Khan Tortuyl Sultan sent his son Menkush-
Sultan and the batyrs to the Omsk fortress to take "allegiance”, but as we know from a deep political
point of view, this was a winning position at that time for the Kazakh people headed by Khan Abal:
«Through this I declare: my uncle was a visit from the White Tsar, to whom he and others swore to be in
a position loyal to Her Imperial Majesty. Why, now, having entered into this, without fail, with the other
elders and with Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.) subject to me, | also wish to enter into a subject of Her Imperial
Majesty. Which | will use, and the highest mercy, just likes other loyal subjects. That is, Ablai Sultan
and his accomplices did just that. And as your Russian laws tell you to do, no less, and | will be against it
as a debtor, by the similarity of your Russian laws, to prove my merits. With the same letter, it was my
son Menkush-saltan and the foremen Taktagul, Saty-batyr, Kazakbai-batyr, Sokhur-batyr, Bashka batyr,
who personally verbally announce this request from me personally verbally to your excellency» (Archive
HAOR, 286:287). The tsarist colonial policy made it so that the indigenous people, living in fact on their
own native land, began to ask permission from the commander of a separate Siberian corps, Major
General, for nomadism. But the wise foreign policy of Ablai Khan and all the sultans, accepting
"allegiance", were able to preserve the independence of the Kazakh people for a few more decades. On
the next document, the Sultan of the Middle Zhuz Tore-Batyr Sultan is mentioned as "sincerely"
"flaming™ with the joy of accepting citizenship. In fact, Tore Sultan was one of those batyrs who fought
in the dusty campaign "shandy zhoryk - auth." against the Kalmyk invasion. All this "allegiance™ was a
big political move. In the depths of their souls, the Kazakh batyrs and sultans knew their great ancestors
very well and did not recognize any rulers, except for the rulers of their people, “loyalty” was just a
political game: «...now | am on the Russian side with everything and with my cattle, and now | ask Your
Excellency for your permission to be with my family and the summer time is completely the same,
because | have no offense from Russian people and never | have, but | do not want to go to the Kirghiz
(Kazakh-auth.) side. Moreover, | am named after my horde as a sultan, so that I can leave those who want
to be my uluses (tribes) and leave those best and faithful to me. Also, for any occasion, it is impossible
for me to be alone without the Kirghiz (Kazakhs-auth.). Moreover, | dare to call the mullah, since we now
often have commemorations in the spring...» (Archive HAOR, 260:264). And there are many such
examples, for example, about Tok-berdy-batyr, the foreman of the Kireevsk volost under the jurisdiction
of Sultanmamet-sultan, who has been living in his own land for thousands of years, asking permission
from the descendants of that prince Vasily Il (blind), who in 1425 with a gold plate (the footprint of the
rulers of the Golden Horde-auth.) Barak Khan (Barak Khan, father of Zhanibek Khan, the founder of the
Kazakh Khanate-auth.) became the prince of Muscovites and met the representatives of the Golden
Horde with tribute and honor. But the boomerang of history turned in the opposite direction and shows us
such a sad reality of that era: «...Since yesterday, having arrived here, the possessions of Saltamamet-
sultan of the Kireevsk volost, petty officer Tok-berda-batyr. He asked me to transfer up to three thousand
of his horses (3000 - author) this winter to the local river Irtysh. He also asked for their maintenance from
our residents to pass to the steppe ten miles away. However, with Her permission, | will not accept
courage to make a disition. And having presented to Your Excellency, I ask in that imperative resolution.
Colonel Fyodor Fonderrop. Afternoon of October 25, 1775. Fortress Zhelezinsk» (Archive HAOR,
194:644).

In archival materials there are names of legendary historical figures such as Kazbek biy and his son
diplomat Bekbolat. They served their people faithfully and conscientiously. Another proof that steppe
democracy has always triumphed, despite the fact that it was impossible to harm to the descendants of
Genghis Khan, and the same document notes the conflict between Ablai Khan and Kazbek biy. In
addition, in this document mentions the name of the Sultan of the Middle Zhuz Tore-batyr (Torebatyr)
Sultan: «...however, finally, Batyr-Tyur not praised those Karakisek elders Kazybek-biy and Bikbulat
because they boldly acted with the son of ablai-sultan. Meanwhile, he spoke of the need to punish them
for their impudence and insolence, so that they would henceforth be moderate. And so that in the future
this would not happen with any Russian person...» (Archive HAOR, 194:662v). From the report of
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Lieutenant Colonel Count Yakov Decastro-Latserda, you can find out information about the number of
horses of the Sultan of the Middle Zhuz Tore-batyr (Torebatyr): «In pursuance of Your Excellency, last
November, the horse property of the Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.) petty officer Tyuri-Batyr, with proper
confirmation and with the demand of amanat (people entrusted for storage-author), seven thousand horses
(7000-auth.) were transferred to our side with one hundred herdsmen (100-auth.) human. What I'm
reporting to Your Excellency. Fortress Yamyshev. Lieutenant Colonel Count Yakov Decastro-Latserda.
December 14, 1778» (Archive HAOR, 213:548). At every opportunity, the tsarist government did not
miss the chance to evade the batyrs in their directions, giving them everyday life accessories. From the
translation of the letter (in the old Kazakh language) by Zhanybek Sultan on October 4, 1794, the
following is said: «Bow to the noble and highly respected Mr. Colonel and Chevalier Grigory
Grigorievich Shrader. | should get one hundred (100-aut.) pounds of the prescribed flour. Whether the
time is ripe for the vacation, | humbly ask with this sent by my Kyrgyz (Kazakh-author) Atanay to notify
me» (Archive HAOR, 269:376).

In the archival materials of the Russian Federation, Kulybek batyr is listed as Kulebak-batyr. He
was one of the six sons of Kulsary batyr (Kulsary batyr Boriuly - author), who actively participated in
public affairs together with his father, a diplomat. From the report of 1778 on January 9 on the prohibition
of selling gunpowder, lead and saltpeter to the Kazakhs for the war with the Kyrgyz (ancestors of the
current Kyrgyz—auth.), the name of Kulybek Batyr is mentioned: «Sergeant Abdulov, who was in the
Kirghiz (Kazakh - auth.) petty officer Kulebak-batyr, for reconnaissance of the Kyrgyz (Kazakh-auth.)
circumstances necessary for the Russian side, for some business and with him, Kulebak, was required
here. He was sent to me on the 5™ of January, reported that Kulebak-batyr left his nomad camp for cattle,
and when he returns, he will arrive here...» (Archive HAOR, 212:26). The tsarist authorities wanted to
take away gunpowder, lead and saltpeter from the Kazakhs, who wanted to deliver them to Ablai Khan
through the trade line in order to attack the Kyrgyz: «...through that Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.) it was
verbally ordered in this way to announce to the Kirghiz (Kazakhs-auth.) led a nomadic life near the local
fortresses so that they would not buy gunpowder, lead and combustible sulfur from our Russian
people...Supposedly he (Ablai Khan-auth.) intends to go to war in the springtime to the wild Kyrgyz
(ancestors of the current Kyrgyz-auth.) From me, at a distance and to the local customs affairs, it is firmly
confirmed that the Kirghiz (Kazakhs-auth.) and merchants who come here and along the line, to inspect
both Russians and Tatars at the entrance and exit. And if anyone has a lot of such things, especially from
the Kirghiz (Kazakhs-auth.) and from our dubious people, they are ordered to take away, and especially
gunpowder, lead and saltpeter...About which I dutifully report to Your Excellency. Brigadier Stepan
Sumorokov. Fortress of St. Peter. 9" January 1778» (Archive HAOR, 212:26v). In the report of
Lieutenant Colonel Dmitry Karsakov to the commander of the Siberian Corps, Lieutenant General
Ogarev, it is said that Tlieumbet Batyr captured three Russian soldiers. To capture, knowing the
consequences, one must have courage and bravery. Such qualities were inherent in all Kazakh batyrs:
«...the third musketeer of the field battalion is a cab driver, the name of Malmygin, and the outpost of the
Chernoretsk Cossacks Fedor and Peter Borodikhins, we think that they were captured by the Kirghis-
kaisaks (Kazakhs-auth.). By orders of Saltamamet Sultan and his son Karich-Sultan and the petty officer
Tleumbet-batyr, they were taken to the outpost of Koryakov. Lieutenant Colonel Dmitry Karsakov. 21%
April 1788» (Archive HAOR, 249:471).

Archival data may not always be historically reliable. For example, the report of Second Major and
Commandant Fyodor Shakhov does not correspond to the real events of that century. How can an
authoritative statesman, diplomat and batyr Saltamamet-sultan with his son Iman give Tlieumbet batyr a
reason to capture the Russians, if they were the guarantors of maintaining peace and harmony between the
two peoples, led by Ablai Khan. The disinformation of scammers for the benefit of the tsarist oppression
was always "relevant™ then. In addition, if they were highly trained Cossack soldiers, then why didn’t
they fight, but were “captured” and this moment makes a person think: «Now, under the guise of all
claims, they captured two Chernoretsk Cossacks and one cab driver from the musketeer field battalion
coming from Chernoretsk to Koryakov. For what kind of Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.) extortions, and
especially that Saltamamet-sultan and his son Iman they gave more reason and teaching Tlieumbet to
capture the Russians. It has already become clear that Ensign Kamaev, now commander in Koryakovo,
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assures by a report that, being there, the son of Saltamamet Taimas retold about it. What | humbly report
to Your Excellency, and | submit everything for consideration. Fortress Yamyshevsk. Second major and
Commandant Fyodor Shakhov. 24™ April, 1788» (Archive HAOR, 249:474). Such letters suggest that
they served the purpose of quarreling the Kazakh nobility and batyrs among themselves, so that they
would not be in unity, and put them against each other: «According to my research, it turned out that
when Your Excellency gave me the order to capture, according to the evidence of the Kirghiz (Kazakh-
auth.) Bukta-batyr, the Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.), Then | sent a warrant to the former commander in
Koryakovo, Lieutenant Shkarin, so that he tried to detain that Kirghiz (Kazakh-auth.) whom Bukta-batyr
would show on his arrival. But after he did not arrive in Koryakov, he remained without capture...»
(Archive HAOR, 249: 473).

Torgut escape or "shandy zhoryk-auth.” left a huge mark in the history of the Kazakh and Kalmyk
peoples. Just about the same events there are archival data that talk about the arrival of Karash Sultan. He
was the son of Sultanmamet Sultan. And he came with the news of the capture of the Volga Kalmyks:
«On that day of the Kirghiz-Kaisak Middle Horde, loyal and benevolent to the local side, the petty officer
Saltamamet-Saltan sent me with a letter from his son Karash-Saltan and with him a Kirghiz (Kazakh-
auth.) and a Russian Tatar Mulla Kuchekov who was with him. | asked them to be sent to Your
Excellency to announce the capture of the Volga Kalmyks, who had broken through from Russia, by the
Kyrgyz. Fortress Zhelezensk. Colonel Andrei Rameykov. July 11, 1771» (Archive HAOR, 170:18). From
the letter that was written by the diplomat and batyr Sultanmamet-sultan on February 21, 1771, it can be
seen that he gathered twenty thousand (20.000-auth.) batyrs to stop the Torgauts (Jungar tribe-auth.), who
wanted to move through the Kazakh steppe to Jungaria (Dzungaria) in a huge number of people,
according to some sources, with a population of 140,000-170,000 people, led by the young Khan Ubashi:
«I have now received your Excellency's letter in good order. I would you like to explain that the Volga
Kalmyks tore ... their oath, turned again to the Zengorsky (Jungaria-auth.) land. For which | ordered my
subject Kirghiz (Kazakhs - author) up to twenty thousand (20,000 - author) people to gather together.
Those who are in the distance in the stones, because of their non-arrival, | have no news about those
Volga Kalmyks. If Your Excellency receives news of them in advance, where those Kalmyks are, then |
ask you to notify me as soon as possible. Then I will really know where they will be, and | will also not
leave you without a report» (Archive HAOR, 170:24).

Based on the archival data of the Omsk region of the Russian Federation, one can obtain
information in detail about the social and military-nomadic conditions of the Volga Kalmyks, who were
heading to their historical homeland — Jungaria (Dzungaria). The Kazakh rulers Ablai Khan and Nuraly
Khan, including Umir Batyr, with their troops opposed the Kalmyks: «On May 21 of that year, the
Kyrgyz foreman Umir-Batyr, a well-wisher to the Russian side, having arrived here in the Ust-
Kamenogorsk fortress, announced to me that he had received news from a roaming (led a nomadic life)
with his army of two thousand (2000-auth.) people near Tashkent. On the edge of the Kirghiz (Kazakh-
auth.) land, the so-called Sum-Usun tract, Ablai-saltan was given news about the Volga Kalmyks, who
are located near the Sary-Turgai River ... It consists of two parts: the first, that is, the called heavy, in
thirty thousand (30,000-auth.) people, the second, which, in cover of the first, in eighteen thousand
(18,000-auth.) people. They continue their campaign for the most part on camels, and they try to bring
the horses to the best recovery, which they almost never ride. Having gathered from there, they will go to
the Sarysuy River, adjacent to Aktau Mountain. The first Sara-Turgay, where those Kalmyks are located,
for example, at sixty sazhens (“caxxenn’-it is a Russian measure of length. It is about 127.8 m.-auth), the
current is fast, where there are quite a lot of wild boars. Kalmyks, for the most part, feed on them. The
second is Sarsuy, where they intend to go, with a breadth and speed greater than the Irtysh. Then they
will go along the Sarsui to the Chshu (Shu) River, which stretches to the Chinese border, and the peaks
near that river are called Serchen. Those Kalmyks robbed several cattle and horses from the Kirghiz
living near Orenburg from 30 house (30 Kazakh yurts-auth.) but there are no people in any way damaged
or taken prisoner. By order of the aforementioned Ablai-Sultan, roaming (led a nomadic life) in the
vicinity of the local lines, each with his subordinate 20 foremen, and to repel the armies of the
aforementioned Kalmyks, is preparing for battle, and are going to go to the aid of Ablai-Sultan. Just
Umir-batyr with his army will go in a week. And others, that is, Nurali Khan (only how many troops
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were under him is unknown) Ablai Sultan, who led a nomadic life at the Chengiz tract against the
Semipolatinsk fortress in the steppe with a distance of two days driving with two thousand (2000-auth.)
people is now really and fought. About which I humbly report to Your Excellency. Colonel and cavalier
Stepan Sumorokov. Fortress Ustkamenoy. 24 May, 1771» (Archive HAOR, 173: 323-323v).

Conclusion. In the article, based on archival materials about the Kazakh batyrs of the XVIII
century and the first half of the XIX century, an attempt is made to the smallest subtlety to reveal the
significant role of khans, sultans and batyrs in the state structure of the Kazakh people. The Kazakh
highest echelon of power, headed by Ablai Khan and the military institute of batyrs (knight institution-
auth.) having “accepted” “citizenship”, not only strengthened bilateral relations between the powers
(Tsarist Russia and Qing China), but also skillfully stood up for their foreign policy positions. The
diplomatic mission of the Kazakh Khanate perfectly demonstrated the system of checks and balances to
the countries of empires in favor of their people through the "protectorate™ of these same states.

Kazakh sultans have always been at the forefront with batyrs in battles. So was Abulfeis Sultan
during the Torgut escape "shandy zhoryk - auth.” fought bravely against the Kalmyks. In the same fierce
battle, Mambet-batyr, Nuraly Khan, including Umir batyr, from the Kireyevsk volost, the foreman
Tokberdy-batyr from the Middle Zhuz Tore-batyr (Torebatyr) Sultan and many other magnificent batyrs
took part. From the report in the Old Kazakh (Chagatai) language of Aptigirim Apsolimov on June 1,
1774, addressed to Major General Anton Danilovich Skalon, the name of a historical figure, 70-year-old
Barak Batyr (Kokzhal Barak - author) with his army who died in the war against the Kyrgyz (ancestors of
the current Kyrgyz - auth.) The archives speak of the heroism of Barak Batyr, who fought the Kyrgyz to
the end, despite his advanced age. The death of Kokzhal-Barak batyr during the battle clearly
demonstrates the functioning of the institution of the batyrs of the Kazakh people in the person of the
hero. There is a lot of archival evidence that the Kazakh sultans and batyrs unitedly fought for land
against foreigners. In the upper reaches of the Irtysh, Ishim and Tobol rivers, Kazakh tribes such as
Argyn, Kipchak, Naiman and Uak-Kerey led nomadic live. With the construction of a line of military
fortifications by tsarist Russia, these tribes of the Middle Zhuz suffered more from land tightness than
others, and from September 1773 to May 1774 took an active part in the peasant war for pastures.

This article has been prepared on the basis of archival materials about the Kazakh batyrs of the
XVIII - the first half of the XIX centuries. Historical events with an emphasis on the activities of the
batyrs, as far as possible, were disclosed on the basis of scientific processing of archival sources. The life
and work of each batyr has been studied in detail. And in the future, the study of the socio-political
activities of the sultans and batyrs of the Kazakh people according to new archival documents remains
very relevant. As we all know, in his "Republic" the ancient Greek philosopher Plato noted the following:
«Strong people create good times. Good times produce weak people. Weak people create difficult
times». The study of these same weak and strong historical figures, good and bad times, has always
rested on the shoulders of historians. History always presents us with the hot atmosphere of these bright
and influential historical figures. All of the above historical archival data proves to us one truth that the
Kazakh rulers, headed by Ablai Khan and representatives of the military institute of the batyrs of the
XVII century and the first half of the XIX century, did their best to preserve the sovereignty and
territorial integrity of the Kazakh Khanate. This is the main and irreplaceable wealth that our glorious,
brave and wise ancestors left us forever, so that we can further preserve, strengthen and pass on this
sacred independence and integrity of the state of Kazakhstan to future generations.
