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THE FAMINE OF 1921-1922 IN NORTH KAZAKHSTAN: UNSTUDIED PAGES

Annotation. The article is devoted to the unknown pages of the struggle against hunger in Northern
Kazakhstan in 1921-1922 on the example of Akmola and Kostanay provinces. In the article, the author
reveals the causes and consequences of the famine of 1921-1922 in Northern Kazakhstan. Here, in
comparison with other affected regions, there was a big problem in the issue of food supply due to the
large number of livestock deaths and several lean years. The causes of famine in Kazakhstan were the
crop failure of 1921, caused by drought and locusts, lack of grain and excessive pumping of it in 1920, as
well as the civil war on its territory in 1918-1920. All these reasons and the death of cattle from jute in
1920-1921 led to the utter devastation of agriculture in the republic. The famine in the Kazakh steppe
was aggravated as a result of the Bolshevik government policy, when the so-called surplus agricultural
products were selected and exported by food detachments, as well as due to radical changes in the
economic structure and a reduction in the number of livestock among the Kazakh population. The article
analyzes the demographic losses of the region, as well as studies the work of provincial commissions and
public international organizations to combat hunger and its consequences.

Key words: civil war, war communism, surplus appropriation, famine, drought, jute, Bolsheviks,
famine relief commissions, charitable organizations.

Introduction. One of the issues of the history of the Soviet state of the twentieth century, on which
the "taboo" persisted for a long time, is the question of the famine of 1921-1922. The main reason that
aggravated the crisis of the agricultural sector of the economy of the Soviet Union in the early 1920s.
scientists call the economically irrational policy of "war communism™ based on violent, non-economic
coercion. The question of determining the absolute number of those who starved and died of hunger in the
early 1920s is still open, since not all deaths were registered and accounted for, and some of the
documents were withdrawn from archival funds. In recent studies of historians, according to the
definition of famine victims, a figure is called based on the data of the agricultural censuses of 1920 and
1923: 414 thousand people (or 18.5% of the total Kazakh population), which amounted to a decrease of
19.1% of the total population or 21.5% of the rural population. The relevance of the study is also related
to the regional approach. Northern Kazakhstan, which included the Akmola and Kostanay provinces, was
a platform for agricultural and industrial development, the country's raw material granary, but it suffered
greatly during the famine of the early 1920s, which affected the social and demographic appearance of the
region. In addition to the large human losses among the indigenous population, due to the mass
resettlement of refugees during the famine, it becomes a multi-ethnic and multicultural region.
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Materials and methods. The methodological basis of the research is the principle of historicism,
since the object of research was investigated in its evolutionary development and underwent changes
during the designated period. When writing a scientific article, general scientific methods (analysis,
synthesis, statistical method) and special historical methods (historical-typological, problem-
chronological, historical-systematic methods) were used. The multidimensionality and complexity of
hunger as an object of research have identified an interdisciplinary approach as one of the approaches.
All these areas were united by a single methodological scheme, a single program based on the purpose of
the study. Archival materials and periodicals covering hunger relief campaigns played an important role
in the study of the topic. The source base was archival materials, mainly represented by clerical
documents, as well as statistical materials and periodicals. The theoretical basis of the study was the work
of representatives of foreign and domestic historical thought, who made a huge contribution to the study
of various aspects of agrarian history.

Discussion. The problem of hunger as a socio-economic and demographic catastrophe was often
raised in the scientific literature in the works of both Soviet scientists and Kazakhstani researchers who
studied certain aspects of the famine of the early 1920s in Kazakhstan. The first works on the famine of
the early 1920s were written by party workers and were of an informational, reference and propaganda
nature (Radek, 1921). The book by N.I. Mardarovsky "The Famine in Kyrgyzstan and the fight against
non-breeding” (Mardarovsky, 1922) belongs to the same time. In it, the author not only analyzes the
causes of the famine of 1921-1922, but also compares it with similar catastrophes that took place in the
late XIX — early XX centuries. As a result, he comes to the conclusion that the scale of the famine of the
early 1920s was not as large-scale as other disasters, but the main cause of the famine is explained by the
devastation caused by the civil war. But for the most part, conscientious historians Polyakov Y.A.
(Polyakov 1967, 1975) tried to reduce the causes of the disaster to the backwardness of agriculture, the
consequences of war and drought. The food policy of the Soviet state during the Civil War, which
resulted in the naturalization of agriculture, was recognized as the only true one. A representative of the
white emigration, economist S.N. Prokopovich considered the food policy of the Bolsheviks to be the
cause of the famine of 1921, because the famine occurred as a result of the withdrawal of all food
supplies in 1920 (Prokopovich, 1952). In the works of Kazakh scientists M.K. Kozybayev (Kozybayev,
1992, 2006), T.O. Omarbekov (Omarbekov, 1997), J.B. Abylkhozhin (Abylkhozhin, 1991, 1997), K.S.
Aldazhumanov (Aldazhumanov, 1992) raised the problems of the influence of Soviet power on the
transformation of traditional economy and socio-economic processes in the Kazakh steppe. The works of
researchers A.N. Alekseenko (Alekseenko, 1993), M.K. Assylbekov, A.B. Galiev (Assylbekov, Galiev,
1991), B.A. Musaeyv (Musayev, 2005) and others are devoted to the study of demographic processes
during the famine of the early 1920s. The works of foreign scientists R. Conquest (1986), M.B. Olkot
(1981) and others are devoted to the specifics of the famine of 1921-1922 in Kazakhstan. In general, the
general trends of domestic and foreign historiography show that the cause-and-effect relationships and
the consequences of this large-scale catastrophe still remain a little-explored scientific problem.

The results of the study. One of the direct consequences of the civil war was the famine of
the beginning of 1921-1922 . After coming to power by armed means in 1917, the Bolsheviks
began to use force and command-administrative methods of governing the country, including
Kazakhstan. Against the background of armed confrontation with political opponents, they carried
out the nationalization of industrial enterprises, as well as prodrazverstka. The situation worsened
with the intensification of forced charges from the population of food, clothing, as well as the
organization of gratuitous labor. These measures were perceived by the population as robbery and
caused an increase in discontent, which turned into armed demonstrations. Given that there was
little bread in Kazakhstan, great emphasis was placed on the confiscation of livestock from the
local population. All this led to the fact that in 1921-1922, in conditions of drought and crop
failure, famine unfolded on the territory of the Volga region and Kazakhstan. Along with the
affected areas of Kazakhstan, the famine swept thirty-five provinces, the Samara, Saratov
provinces, the Volga region, Southern Ukraine, Crimea, Bashkiria, partly the Urals and Western
Siberia were severely affected. The famine was aggravated by the devastation and anarchy during
the civil war, which prevented a quick solution to problems.
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In the reports of representatives of the Central Committee of Pomgol at the Central Executive
Committee, it was noted that the causes of famine in the Kazakh ASSR were the crop failure of 1921
caused by drought and locusts, lack of grain and excessive pumping of it in 1920, as well as the civil war
on its territory in 1918-1920. All these reasons and the death of cattle from jute in 1920-1921 led to the
utter devastation of agriculture in the republic.

In the summer of 1921, a significant part of Kazakhstan was hit by a drought, which was preceded
by a strong jute. It led to the death of up to 80% of livestock. In November 1921, the number of hungry
people amounted to 1 million 508 thousand people, which was 1/3 of the population of the republic; by
March 1922, this number reached more than 2 million 300 thousand people. By the decree of the Central
Executive Committee in the summer of 1921, the provinces of Ural, Orenburg, Aktobe, Bokeevskaya,
Kustanai were included in the number of starving districts. About 1 million people died from the famine
of 1921-1922 in Kazakhstan (Alekseenko, 1993: 52).

In the north-western regions of Kazakhstan, famine became possible not only as a result of a natural
disaster, but also as a result of the withdrawal of agricultural surplus by food detachments. The report of
the Kostanay executive Committee noted that "the mood of the population of the county, especially
recently, has changed dramatically for the worse on the basis of the unfolding” (Chernysh, 1195: 14). The
authorities acted very cruelly: "We will mercilessly eliminate anyone who interferes with the work on the
implementation of the prodrawing.” In 1920 in the instructions of the Central Committee of the RCP (b),
lowered to the places from above, it was explained that "the opening given to the parish is already in
itself a definition of surplus." That is, the layout indicated the amount of products that should be
withdrawn from the peasant. Often bread was taken from the poor. So, in the productive Semipalatinsk
and Akmola provinces, food detachments seized up to 80% of all surpluses, more than 4 million pounds
of bread and 24.5 thousand pounds of butter were collected under the food tax. The seized products
(grain, butter, meat) they went to the proletarian centers of the country: Moscow, Petrograd, Samara,
Kazan, Saratov. In particular, when studying the correspondence of V.I. Lenin with the Commissioner for
Grain Procurements in Pavlodar, T.M. Ponomarenko, we draw attention to the fact that in 1921-1922.
Pavlodar served as the main transshipment base for the uninterrupted shipment of bread by rail to
Moscow and Petrograd on the personal instructions of the leader. At the same time, only 60 to 100
wagons of bread were sent daily to Moscow, the distribution of bread to the local, also starving
population, was strictly prohibited (Nurbaev, 1998: 11).

For the first time in the Kostanay province, famine was clearly identified in July 1921, when the
almost complete destruction of crops became obvious. At the same time, an unorganized mass migration
of starving people from other regions of the country, especially from the Volga region, began: "Whole
caravans of migrating peasants clearly indicated how much the famine affected the population. The
peasant is usually a bit heavy on the rise, and only an unprecedented natural disaster forced him to turn
away from his usual places and go, not knowing exactly where, in search of bread." The mass of
immigrants from Russia went to the Kostanay province, but, finding the same hunger here, they followed
further east, to the Akmola and Semipalatinsk provinces. Many migrants were unable to follow further
and settled here, increasing the army of the hungry.

Grave graves were marked by the famine and cholera epidemic that broke out in July 1921.
Thousands of people were taken to the grave, and the route was marked by graves. With the onset of
autumn, famine was immediately sharply marked among the local population. The new harvest was only
enough for a month, and the center did not have the opportunity to quickly organize assistance. The
report of the Kostanay Provincial Commission for Famine Relief indicated that "within two to three
months, the population fell into an unprecedented plight. For lack of bread, many turn to all kinds of
surrogates, destroying livestock along the way: workers, dairy and young. Not only the cattle themselves
are eaten, but also their skins. They begin to feed on cats, dogs, carrion and bones of fallen animals. The
mass of animals was destroyed in the shortest possible time" (CSA RK, 20: 1-2). The size of the famine is
evidenced by the following figures: as of November 1921, a total of 192,340 people were starving in the
district, 7436 of them in the city. By January 15, 1922, the number of hungry reached 283,749 people.
Every month the number of hungry people grew by 25% (SAKR, 112:53).
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If the famine had a strong impact on the entire population of the Kostanay province, then it
especially hurt the children. The number of street children who lost their parents during the hungry
months of 1921-1922 reached enormous proportions. And only a small part of them could be placed in
open gubono orphanages. The total number of children in the province during this time was 5800 people .
It was possible to evacuate only 2235 people, of which 1835 people. in an organized way to Poltava and
Semipalatinsk and 400 people to various other localities (CSARK, 20: 5).

The fight against hunger has become a serious test for the new Government. If on July 21, 1921, the
Central Commission for Combating Hunger was established under the VTSIK and Kalinin was elected its
chairman, then in Kazakhstan this commission was headed by S. Mendeshev. Special commissions to
assist local participants in the hunger strike began to be formed only in August 1921, although we
remember that the "famine was clearly identified" already in July. The authorities organized public
catering for the hungry through canteens and food outlets where hot food could be obtained. It was noted
that it was difficult to do this in the steppe regions, so there the distribution of food rations was carried
out in a "dry form". In total, 1,301 pitposts and canteens with a capacity of 213,289 people per day were
organized in the provinces of the KSSR. Food for canteens and rations was collected in different ways: it
was the collection of intra-provincial taxes, the percentage of deductions from workers' and employees'
rations, donations.

The Kostanay provincial Commission for famine relief was organized only on August 30, 1921, at a
time when hunger was already felt acutely and, thus, the campaign to combat hunger was significantly
late. Assistance was provided mainly through canteens, which were hastily built, both in the city and in
the districts. If by February 1, 1922 only 20 canteens were functioning, then in May this number
increased to 57. In fact, 15244 children and adults were fed in them (CSARK, 20: 5). On December 15,
1921 There were 8 district, 75 volost and 363 village and aul commissions in the Kostanay province,
however, despite all efforts, the assistance provided lagged far behind the actual need for it (Kostanay-
Kostanay, 2012: 345). The higher authorities tried to "tie" the starving Kostanay province to the more
prosperous Kokchetav and Atbasar counties of the Akmola region. But we managed to get only 1800
pounds of grain from the chefs, which was sent to Turgay. Only by the summer of 1922, 18 wagons of
millet and wheat arrived from the Semipalatinsk region. As stated by Pomgol, "the assistance of the tied
provinces was so insignificant that it barely justified the expenses that were made to receive this
assistance" (SAKR, 63:15).

The Akmola Provincial Emergency Commission for Famine Relief was also established in August
1921 in Petropavlovsk. The commission first collected voluntary donations, but then, when the number
of starving people in the Petropavlovsk district alone reached 150 thousand people, taxes were
established in favor of starving people from various commercial and industrial enterprises, circuses;
deductions of workers and employees from their earnings were carried out, as well as during commaodity
exchange operations; flour collection was collected when grinding grain; special "Weeks of food
collection.” The work of the gubchekapomgol included the departments of the gub executive committee:
the health department monitored the sanitary conditions of the nutritional points, and the food committee
conducted the delivery and distribution of products, the social security department was in charge of the
economic part of the assistance.

In Petropavlovsk, 5 canteens were organized, which in 10 months (until July 1, 1922) released 590
thousand free lunches, of which 309 thousand were for children. However, open canteens and feeding
stations worked with great interruptions due to the lack of bread and other products, lunches were very
scarce. Orphanages, hospitals, and sobes homes received almost no food at all, and their inhabitants died
a slow death (Mir Truda, 1922, 48: 1). With the growth of donations and taxes, the situation began to
improve. Gubchekapomgol for 10 months of its work (since August 23, 1921 on July 1, 1922) collected
42664 pounds of bread, 10872 pounds of meat and fish, 166 pounds of butter, 3529 pounds of vegetables
and other products, 1240 cattle for the hungry. Additional funds were brought by the seizure of church
valuables in 1922, carried out to help the starving of Akmola province, gave: gold — 76 gold pieces, gold
coins — 76 rubles, silver — 27 pounds 33 pounds.

In the fight against hunger, the country needed the support of foreign states. The newspaper "Step™
for July 4, 1922 wrote: "Hunger and the terrible consequences caused by it, which reached cannibalism
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before our eyes, found a sympathetic response in many civilized countries of the West." The article
reported on the activities of charitable organizations whose purpose was "to feed the starving, not to let
him die of starvation and support his existence until the new harvest, to give the worker the tools of
production in his hands, to help restore the destroyed economy of the entire RSFSR" (Step”, 1922, 65: 3).
The International Organization for Famine Relief in Russia has launched its work. Its activity was based
on the principle of renting destroyed factories and factories in Moscow, Ufa, Chelyabinsk, supplying
them with production tools and machines at their own expense, as well as attracting starving workers and
peasants to these factories as labor. There is also a lot of information in the archival reports about ARA,
an American charitable organization engaged in the delivery of food to hungry areas in the province up to
1923.

Although assistance to the hungry was provided, it was clearly insufficient in the conditions of a
new crop failure. In the Kostanay newspapers of that time about the famine relief in October 1922, it was
noted: "Raipomgol had 10 heads of cattle, which were distributed to the families of Red Army soldiers,
the poorest peasants and Kyrgyz. A third of the Kyrgyz population of Adamovsky district is starving and
will starve, as they had no crops and have no livestock. The situation is difficult" (Stepnaya zarya, 1922,
67:2]. One of the ways to help the starving population was to relocate them to more prosperous areas,
which, despite all the efforts of the Gubpomgolod, it was almost impossible to do. Thousands of starving
people from other provinces (according to incomplete information — 7,500 people) remained in Kostanay,
villages and auls of the province. Gubevac sent only 867 refugees, gubono evacuated 1,835 children from
orphanages (Kozybayeva, 2014: 165).

All public organizations and work collectives actively collected funds to help the starving
population. So, the editor Berkovsky reported that “the office of the Kostanay newspaper "Steppe"
received for the starving from the non-party Kirghiz of the Kenaral volost of the Kostanay province: 4
gold rings, 2 silver, silver money for 4 rubles. 10 kopecks, from T. Shcherba — 1 St. George's cross of the
4th degree and a silver medal of the 4th degree" (Step’, 1922, 66: 3). The authorities also used other
sources of income: nationalized property and funds of churches and "kulaks" and so on.

The Resolution of the Central Committee of the RCP (b) signed by V. Molotov and A. Bubnov,
published in the Bulletin of the Kustanai Committee of the RCP (b) for November 25, 1922 stated that
"the fight against hunger is turning into a fight against the consequences of hunger,” and therefore, "the
slogans are now: the fight for the peasant horse, for the plow, for seeds, the fight against child
homelessness, prostitution, unemployment...". According to the authorities, even by 1923, "the
consequences of hunger have not yet been eliminated: the hungry mass, as well as the peasants who
arrived from Ukraine, are still exploiting the poor Kyrgyz population” (Byulletin®, 1922, 65:3).

The report of the Kustanai gubkom "On the economic situation of the province"”, published in the
Izvestia Gubkom in November 1922, stated: "Economically, our province continues to feel the pressure of
all the consequences of the previous crop failure and famine. The population of the province decreased by
29% compared to 1920. The area of arable land decreased by 69-72% compared to 1919. The number of
farms decreased by 26 percent. Loss of livestock: horses — 73%, working cattle: oxen and camels — 58%,
cows — 50%, young animals — 69% and sheep — 65%. This disaster,” the sponge concluded, "weakens us
for many years" (lzvestiya, 1922, 139:13).

The effects of the famine were long-lasting. The Akmola County Commission for Famine Relief in
Akmolinsk carried out its work in 1924, providing assistance to starving peasants who arrived from the
southern regions. In 1924, according to the commission, the number of starving immigrants reached 12
thousand people who came in a crowd and asked for help (SAN, 4:1). According to the results of the
commission meeting of April 1, 1924 it was decided to urgently start examining the hungry people who
live in the city, to identify the facts of hunger, to issue documents for which they will receive food and
for which benefits will be issued, to attach all the hungry people of the county to their relatives and well-
to-do bais (SAN, 4: 2). In May 1924, at a general meeting, the residents of Akmolinsk expressed a desire
to take a group of starving people and distribute them among the well-to-do citizens of the city,
determining both able-bodied and disabled (old people, children) for their dependents, and monthly
deduct part of their earnings in favor of the hungry (SAN, 4:2).

In general, the work to combat the consequences of hunger continued for a long time. Often the
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local authorities raised the population for a "Week of Famine relief”, a "Week of Breadcrumbs”,
organized feeding stations, cholera barracks. Numerous taxes and donations were carried out voluntarily
and forcibly. In this regard, priests, former merchants, that is, the category of disenfranchised, received
particularly biased attention from the authorities.

The famine in Northern Kazakhstan in 1921-1922 was a great socio-economic and demographic
catastrophe and had great consequences that have not yet been fully studied. Archival documents
covering the extent of hunger and campaigns to help the hungry in these years have played an important
role in the study of this topic. The general trends of domestic and foreign historiography show that the
policy of the conscientious authorities to combat hunger and its consequences has been studied unevenly,
so the scale of this catastrophe still remains a little-studied scientific problem.
