Being under the USSR control for many years Kazakhstan has been exposed
to the assimilation policy implemented by the Russians. Many Kazakhs had to migrate from their
homeland or died due to various diseases and starvation during this period. This pressure in Kazakhstan

D. Kunayev, and his replacement by Kolbin of Russian origin. The people did not remain unresponsive
to this event and nationalist protests began. Goals and Objectives. Determining that the events that
began in December 1986 laid the foundation for the process of independence of Kazakhstan and
accelerated it; To study the fact that leading nationalist intellectuals of Kazakhstan founded political
organizations such as “Azat”, “Alash”, “Zheltoksan” immediately after these protests, the actions of
the established organizations soon gave results and a sense of national unity emerged again in
Kazakhstan; An analysis of how Kazakhstan, which declared its independence in 1990, gained its
independence on December 16, 1991, and how this event, which attracted the attention of the world
media along with the process of the collapse of the USSR, was presented in the Turkish media. Results.
In our study it was shown that the Turkish media, which believes that they have a common cultural
heritage with Kazakhstan and other Turkic states, brought the news of independence to its headlines
and gave it different assessments. Moreover, we have analyzed how the news about the independence
of Kazakhstan was presented to the Turkish public through selected newspapers and how it was
received by the Turkish media. Conclusions. In this way, the relations between Turkey and Kazakhstan,
the attitude of the two states towards each other, were determined through the Turkish media.

Introduction

The Kazakh Khanate, which first appeared on the stage of history in the middle of the 15th
century, bordered the Russians, who in 1569 conquered the capital of the Nogai Khanate, Sarayshik,
and occupied the west of the Nogai horde (Kara, 1997: 7). The Kazakh khanate rapidly weakened
beginning in the 17th century, and mutual disputes among Kazakh zhuzes1 occurred at the same time.

At the beginning of the 16th century, the Kazakh Khanate was geographically divided into three as “Great zhuz”, “Middle zhuz” and “Small
zhuz”. Although there is a linguistic and cultural unity among the zhuz, there is no political unity.
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Finally, the weakening Kazakhs were absorbed into Tsarist Russia one by one, and beginning in the
middle of the 18th century, they were subjected to Tsarist Russia’s assimilation strategy. Russia
gradually strengthened its authority in the region, and the power of the Middle zhuz in 1822, in 1824
the Small zhuz, and in 1848 the Great zhuz was abolished, and respectively, the territory fell under
Russian rule.

Tsar Nicholas Il was overthrown by the Bolshevik Revolution that occurred in Russia in 1917
during World War |, and Kazakh Turks attempted to establish an independent state. To that end,
intellectuals like Alikhan Bukeikhanov, Ahmet Baytursunov, and Mirjaqip Dulatuli founded the
Alash Party and the Alash Orda government. (Hayit, 2013: 252). The created government fought the
Bolsheviks in attempt to build a national state, however they failed to succeed. This attempt resulted
in the occupation of Kazakhstan by the Red Army in 1919, the fall of the Alash Orda government in
1920, and the establishment of the Kazakh Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic on August 20, 1920
(Saray, 2002: 125).

After the USSR regained control of Kazakhstan, the Kazakh people faced famine and illness
between 1931 and 1933, as the assimilation strategy was reinstated, and 2—4 million Kazakhs died
(Karacagil, 2014: 102). The Kazakh population steadily declined as a result of significant losses and
exiles, and the Russian population became dominant. However, when the population shifted back in
favor of the Kazakhs after the 1980s, the Kazakhs’ influence in the country’s governance became
more obvious. The election of Dinmuhammed Kunayev, the First Secretary of the Central Committee
of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan, as a member of the Soviet Union Communist Party Polit
Bureau (CPPP) reinforced this influence, particularly in 1971 (Armaoglu, 2015834).

M. Gorbachev was appointed as the General Secretary of the CIBUin 1985. Gorbachev’s
program of Glasnost (Openness) and Perestroika (Reconstruction) was implemented in the other
direction, causing reactions in Kazakhstan. Gorbachev dismissed Dinmuhammed Kunayev, the first
Secretary of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan, and replaced him with Russian-born Gennady
Kolbin. As a result, the events that occurred in Kazakhstan and the ground for the process leading to
independence were laid.

Materials and Methods

The purpose of this study is to trace the process known as the Zheltoksan Uprising, which led to
the independence Kazakhstan, through the leading newspapers of the Turkish press: Milliyet,
Terciiman, Sabah, and Cumbhuriyet. In the course of the disintegration process of the USSR, the
relations of the Turkish administrators with the Turkic republics and the way their interests were
reflected in the Turkish public were discussed from different perspectives.

One of the qualitative research methodologies employed in this study was document analysis.
Document analysis is a qualitative research method that analyzes the content of written documents
carefully and systematically (Wach et al., 2013: 1).

Discussion

There are almost no previously published articles on this topic in Kazakhstan. Therefore, this
study will definitely fill that gap. In our study, the newspapers Milliyet, Terciiman, Sabah, and
Cumhuriyet were meticulously scanned as a first source, furthermore articles and news about
Kazakhstan’s independence were analyzed. While the related newspapers Milliyet, Terciiman, and
Sabah were obtained via the Turkish Historical Society’s Library in Ankara, Cumhuriyet was
accessed from the newspaper’s own website.

Results
Zheltoksan Protests. Students in Kazakhstan began to protest Kolbin’s appointment as the First
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Secretary of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan immediately after assigning the position to him,
assembling in Brezhnev Square. Kolbin’s candidacy matched Gorbachev’s choice in one important
respect, and that is because he was a Russian. This tumultuous event took place over three days from
December 16 to December 18, 1986. According to data, 12 students of the first Institute of Theater
and Arts carried out “provocation and incitement” in six higher educational institutions of Almaty and
in the dormitories of the factory named after S.M. Kirov on the night of December 16-17, 1986. In the
ranks of the demonstrators there were seen slogans as: “Let Lenin's ideas work!”, “Each nation has its
own leader!”, “No nation or language should be given any advantage!”, “We are in favor of voluntary
rapprochement of peoples, not by force!”, “Long live Kazakhstan!”. The first groups of young
people gathered at the square in front of the Central Committee of the Communist Party on December
17 at 7-8 in the morning. There were 200-300 people holding slogans protesting against the
decision  of the Central Committee plenum. By order of the leadership, the police and internal troops
surrounded the square. Preparations for battle No. 1 have been announced for the Almaty garrison, and
railway stations, airports, and intercity highways have been closed. The election of Kolbin to the
position of the first leadership of the republic was protested in the demands of the youth. Young
people went to the streets of the city. In the afternoon, a much larger crowd of young students and
workers gathered in Almaty's Brezhnev Square. Their number varied from 5 thousand to 30 thousand
according to various data. Due to this, the number of power structures has also been increased. There
was an order from above to surround the square, and not to let anyone in and out. New groups of
demonstrators, approaching the heart of the unrest, breached the fence and a clash ensued. People
inside the fence helped the newcomers to break through the fence. After that, the soldiers, fully armed
with ice guns, began to disperse the demonstrators using force. The operation to expel the
demonstrators had reached its end by midnight. Demonstrators and heads of educational institutions
were investigated and various punishments were applied to them. Ninety nine of them were convicted
and two were sentenced to death (History of Kazakhstan, 2010: 90-94).

In this way, Kazakh youth bravely resisted the totalitarian regime that had been ruling for
decades. Thus, they made an immeasurable contribution to the development of the national-democratic
movement in the space of the former USSR. The protests were immediately entered the agenda of
the Turkish and international press. While the Terciiman newspaper shared the news that, “The Soviets
are boiling, hundreds of Turks held demonstrations in Kazakhstan,” (Terctiman, 19.12.1986: 1-8) the
Milliyet newspaper reported, “Students took to the streets in Alma Ata, the first demonstration in the
Soviet Union.” (Milliyet, 19.12.1986: 12) The information transferred from the Tass agency is
incorporated in the continuation of the news provided by Milliyet. The TASS agency’s allegations
that the students were being guided by a nationalist group also made news, while students were
reported to have set fire to markets and vehicles at the demonstration, turning the incident into an
act of violence (Milliyet, 19.12.1986: 12).

Sami Kohen assessed the events in his column in Milliyet on December 20, 1986 as follows:

“Would something like this happen in the Soviet Union? It would not have happened, but it is
now. Alma-Ata, the capital of the strategic Republic of Kazakhstan in Central Asia, is located in the
core of the country... It is unprecedented in the USSR to oppose changing the party’s regional leaders
in this way. The second interesting aspect of the event is that the shows were broadcast for the first
time by the Soviet agency and television — on the same day... The young people who walked to the
streets in Alma Ata started such a resistance, not because they admired Kunaev, but because they were
unhappy with the substitution of a Kazakh with a Russian. So, the protest actually stems from an ethnic
factor, namely the Kazakh sense of nationalism.” (Kohen, 1986: 5) Kohen also identified the
Russification policy applied to the Kazakhs for years and the fact that the Kazakhs became a minority
in the population as a reason for the uprisings.

On the same day, Ergun Goze wrote in Terciiman the following lines:
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“Russia is in the grip of a great depression that is just waiting to burst. In light of this, the
Kremlin’s mouthpiece Pravda newspaper is now making “The nationalist movement has taken to the
streets. statements. In Russia, nationalism is a serious offense. Of course, Russian communist
partisanship is Russian nationalism, but nationalism is a crime when it comes to other religions and
nationalities. In fact, Russia encourages the so-called nationalist movement in other countries while
ignoring its own citizens’ patriotic feelings. Again, Pravda’s diagnosis is true. Because the taking of
Dinmuhammed is an act of Russian nationalism. This is referred to as “Russificatione” in France’s
Figaro newspaper. So, if the Kremlin’s “activities” against Dinmuhammed were Russian nationalism,
are the students’ “actions” against this movement Turkic nationalism?” (Goze, 1986: 4) In his article,
Goze assessed events on the basis of Turkish nationalism, focusing on the Soviets’ repressive policies
and criticizing the Soviet press.

Fahir Armaolu provided another assessment in the Terciiman newspaper. According to
Armaolu, the events had become severe, and the government did not dare to conceal the uprising,
which had to be announced through the TASS agency. Furthermore, he emphasized that the revolt
had a national character and that, over the course of Kunayev’s long tenure, he eventually became
Kazakh rather than an administrator who implemented the regime’s ideas. (Armaoglu, 1986: 4).

While the Turkish press evaluated the events in Almaty through the lens of Turkish
nationalism, it continued to comment on the matter throughout the event. Zafer Atay remarked in one
of them that the communist regime, which has been in power since 1917, has not been able to
eliminate national feelings despite the generations raised (Atay, 1986: 4).

Cumhuriyet newspaper published reports that 15 Kazakh students were killed during the
protests on December 23, 1986, under the heading 15 Kazakh Students Allegedly Killed. According to
official notifications, two people were killed and about 200 people were hurt in the disproportionate
interventions conducted after the disturbances began (Kara, 1997: 73). However, it is known that
this figure is not correct; 150 people were killed, 1700 were injured, and 8500 were detained
(Saray, 1993: 113).

The Independence of Kazakhstan

The Zheltoksan events rekindled national consciousness in Kazakhstan and provided impetus
to strive for independence. On this path, political circles seeking Kazakhstan’s independence came
together and formed political organizations such as Azat, Alash, and Zheltoksan. The efforts of these
political organisations, which began with the goal of independence, and the growing national solidarity
in society eventually yielded results, and Kazakh was designated as an official language in 1989,
replacing Russian.

On April 24, 1990, the Supreme Soviet of Kazakhstan established the “President of the State”
office as Kazakhstan’s first serious attempt at independence. Nursultan Nazarbayev, who lobbied for
Kazakhstan’s administration to be run from Almaty, was elected as the country’s first president in a
vote held after the decision was made (Saray, 2014: 211). Kazakhstan declared its sovereignty in
October 1990. The following day, Cumhuriyet published the news, and Anadolu shared the information
it obtained from the agency with the public. According to the cited article:

“Kazakhstan, the Soviet Union’s second largest republic in terms of surface area after the
Russian Federation, also declared its sovereignty. The Republic of Kazakhstan emphasizes in its
declaration of sovereignty that all underground and surface resources can only be exploited with its
approval, while prohibiting the use of the republic’s territory in the testing of all mass weapons,
including nuclear weapons. With the Supreme Soviet of Kazakhstan’s acceptance of this declaration
of sovereignty, it is also certain that Semipalatinsk, the Soviet Union’s most important nuclear test
site since the 1960s, will never be used for this purpose again.” (“Cumhuriyet”, 16.10.1990: 3).

Following Kazakhstan’s declaration of sovereignty, the country moved quickly toward
independence. Nazarbayev was elected President of Kazakhstan for a five-year term in the inaugural
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elections conducted in Kazakhstan on December 1, 1991. The name of the Kazakhstan Soviet
Socialist Republic was altered and the name “Republic of Kazakhstan” was adopted by the Kazakhstan
parliament on December 10, 1991, under the leadership of Nazarbayev, who sat in the position of
President. Kazakhstan declared independence on December 16, 1991 (Kafkasyali, 2012: 187). Turkey,
along with other Turkic Republics that declared their independence by leaving the USSR, was the first
country to recognize the independence of Kazakhstan and the Council of Ministers immediately
decided to open an embassy in Almaty, Kazakhstan’s capital (BCA., 30-18-1-2/701/263/3). The
Turkish press did not remain indifferent to Kazakhstan’s declaration of independence and it covered
the story on its pages. In a report titled “An Important Step in Foreign Policy,” Sabah Newspaper
stated, “The government has decided to recognize other republics, namely Azerbaijan, Uzbekistan,
Turkmenistan, Kyrgyzstan, Kazakhstan, and Tajikistan, that left the Soviet Union.” (“Sabah”,
17.12.1991: 19).

Foreign Minister Hikmet Cetin, writing in the same day in the daily Cumhuryet, used the
following expressions about all Turkic countries that declared independence in his article titled
Cultural Bridge to Central Asia:

“Upder present conditions, developing collaboration based on mutual respect and equality of
rights with republics of Turkic ancestry that have established as independent countries is both an
important effort and a historical obligation.” (Cetin, 1991: 1-6).

In the continuation of his article, Cetin stated that we share common cultural values with the
Turkic republics, and that they will enable the training of economic, technical, and cultural staff to
assist these republics in developing as independent states, as well as accelerate efforts to reinforce
our common cultural values.

Cumbhuriyet newspaper published an interview with the President of Kazakhstan Nazarbayev
on December 16, 1991, the day Kazakhstan declared independence. When questioned if Kazakhstan
could be economically independent, Nazarbayev responded that right after stating that they were
seeking for an economic solution and that they wanted to convert to a free market economy:

“Turkey’s model is the only one that can compete. This is something | want to emphasize.
Turkey represents an economic hope for us. There is a country nearby like South Korea, but our
historical ties and what Turkey has accomplished in a short period of time require that we prioritize the
West.” (Yilmaz, 1991: 1-7)

Fahir Armaolu, in his article published in the Tercuman newspaper on December 19, 1991,
described it as a fortunate development for Turkish foreign policy that all political parties, without
exception, established an agreement on building close connections with the new Turkic Republics
(Armaoglu, 1991: 6). Taylan Sorgun, on the other hand, highlighted the significance of the
recognition decision and provided the following assessment: “If the Republic of Turkey, which
pioneered the world’s independence movements, was unable to accomplish this, it would be counter
to its primary mandate. The development of Turkey’s economic and social relations with these
republics was closely monitored by Western countries...” (Sorgun, 1991: 10).

Sami Kohen also wrote a long review in Milliyet on Turkey’s recognition of Kazakhstan, as
well as other Turkic republics, following the independence decision. While Kohen emphasized that
the recognition of all republics was a daring and appropriate decision in Turkish foreign policy,
it was also a response to critiques of a “hasty” decision that might come with this decision. Sami
Kohen claimed that the decision to recognize should be viewed as “agitated” rather than hasty, and
that Ankara made this decision by keeping up with the pace of developments, relying on objective
criteria and principles, as well as prioritizing national interests. Finally, Kohen concludes his article
in a nutshell: “Turkey rapidly recognized the new political situation and responded accordingly.
Turkey took a national decision regardless of how other countries reacted. Early recognition of the
New Republics will usher in a new era of relations.” (Kohen, 1991: 4)
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At the same time, Milliyet Newspaper published the statements of Yozgat independent
Deputy Alpaslan Turkes in the General Assembly of Turkey’s Grand National Assembly. In his
address, Turkes stressed that the Soviet Union’s declaration of independence opened new prospects
for Turkey, saying: “Turkey should make good use of these opportunities. Nevertheless, when
establishing relations with these republics, the West should not be given the opportunity to propagate
on the path of “The Turan Empire is being built”. The formation of a relationship with these
countries based on mutual respect, peace, and friendship should be explained to the entire world
population.” (“Milliyet”, 18.12.1991: 11).

Conclusion

The Turkish press viewed political and military activity in Central Asia as part of Turkish
foreign policy and assessed it accordingly. Zheltoksan, which continued to the independence of
Kazakhstan and especially started in December 1986, closely followed the events. The uprisings in
Almaty were viewed through the lens of Turkish Nationalism and took place in the Turkish press
as a justified movement against the oppression of the USSR. The assimilation and Russification
policies of the USSR in Kazakhstan, where we have a common cultural and spiritual heritage,
were sharply criticized and the independence movements in Kazakhstan were supported.

On the other hand, in the news reflected in the press, it is seen that a dynamic period has
been entered in Turkish politics with the independence decisions in Kazakhstan and Central Asia.
While a historical responsibility is attributed to the relations to be established with the Turkic
Republics, the politicians in the parliament have agreed to the recognition of the republics in
question and to take the relations forward in every respect. One of the reasons for the excitement
experienced in the parliament and the public is that ideals such as Turan and the Turkish Union are
being expressed frequently. The Turkish press also approached the independence of Kazakhstan on
this basis and frequently emphasized our ancestral and cultural bond with Kazakhstan, which was
liberated from the yoke of the USSR. At the same time, another noteworthy point is that the
entire parliamentary speech of Yozgat Deputy Alparslan Turkesh, one of the leading figures of the
Nationalist community, is included. Alparslan Turkesh, who can be seen as one of the people most
likely to make a fiery statement on this subject, wanted to prevent from the very beginning the
obstacles that could be pulled in front of this Turan consciousness by giving a soothing and cautious
speech. As a matter of fact, the Turkish press must have taken this view into account, and included
this speech in its pages. Because the events that took place in Kazakhstan, starting from the days
when the Almaty events took place on the same days and before, mobilized nationalist feelings in the
Turkish press and many writers wrote violent articles based on this.

As a result it seems the other Turkic republics that declared their independence from the
USSR along with Kazakhstan were welcomed by the Turkish press with pleasure and a single foreign
policy analysis was made on all of them. While it was praised that Turkey recognized the Turkic
republics so soon, it was also deemed correct and suitable. In this backdrop, the Turkish press
was enthralled by the strengthening of Turkey’s links with other republics, particularly Kazakhstan,
which declared independence from the USSR, and the new relations to be developed.

Introduction

The twentieth century can be seen as a century in which war was omnipresent (Holslag, 2019:
448-450). Yet, the twentieth century can also be seen as a century of technological, democratic, social,
and economic improvements (Stephans, 1989; Bille, 2001: 367-373; Hoffstetter, 2012: 330-332;
Prescott, 2002: 6-10). Within historiography one might describe these innovations using the concept
of modernity, which can be defined broadly as “The apex of societal development in those time
periods where industrialisation occurred” (McNutt, 2014: 123). These innovations are also often linked
with conflict and warfare (Kedward, 2007; Merriman, 2009: 742—788; McNutt, 2014). According to
Jonathan Holslag, the positive consequences of modernity, as a matter of fact, (in)directly lead
towards conflict, and more specifically total war (Holslag, 2019: 448-452). It can be argued that all the
Western innovations made within the twentieth century were a contributor to inevitable conflict,
because they provoked competition, a sentiment of moral superiority and tried to shift the balance of
power within the European continent (Holslag, 2019: 448-450). Moreover, McNutt argued that
modernism is inherently linked with Western development and innovations (McNutt, 2014). The
inequal distribution of technological innovations and those sentiments of moral superiority caused, to
some extent, both the First and Second World War (Kumari & Tiwari, 2022: 4-6; Schwabe, 2014:
876-881; Weisiger, 2013: 115-120).

The occurrence of both the First and Second World Wars can be framed as one of the darkest
hours of modernity. Yet, one could pose the question whether Total War was the very worst that
modernity produced? Moreover, to a lesser extent, this article will simultaneously ask the question
whether Was Total War principally a product of modernity? In essence, the answer to this second
question seems quite straightforward, yet it imposes a deeper understanding of both concepts.For
this reason, it is important to look at the period of time in which this question is posed. Chakrabarty
rightfully claimed that the concept of modernity has gone through major changes in the last four
decades, as the concept today is different from what it was forty years ago (Chakrabarty, 2011). This
requires the need to define both the concept of modernity and total war in general, as well as in
function of period and relevance over time. Finally, this article will discuss whether total war is the
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embodiment of all that went wrong within the historical concept of modernity. In other words, is total
war the only negative consequence that derives from modernity? This article will argue that in a
contemporary point of view, total war is not the only, and moreover, not the worst, embodiment of
modernity.

Materials and Methods

This article uses a critical literature review as its method, analyzing several primary and
secondary sources when dealing with the issue of modernity and total war. The main goal of this article
is to make a contribution in the debate around modernity and its consequences. In doing so, this
article will examine the question of whether Total War was the very worst that modernity produced.
Throughout the article, to a lesser extent, also the question of whether total war was a product of
modernity will be tackled. Before delving deeper into that discussion, it is interesting to define
and frame both concepts, this is not an easy task as within the discipline of (international) history,
the idea of what a concept is and its definition, in particular, is a never-ending discussion
(Dobson & Ziemann, 2020). This is because different points of view on certain concepts like modernity
and total war are prone to change over time (McNutt, 2014, Wei-Siang Hseih, 2014). This is
specifically interesting for this subject as Wei-Siang Hseih argues that “historians usually conflate
two different concepts — modern and total war — without adequately defining either, or fully
explaining why they are connected” (Wei-Siang Hseih, 2014: 396). So, in order to see why both
concepts are intertwined, it is necessary to adequately define both concepts. Through the scope of
history, the true meaning and understanding of a concept can change, moreover, the elements that are
or are not part of a concept, also give us understanding on how the historiography is interacting
with the nature of concepts. Therefore, alongside defining these concepts, it is essential to give a brief
overview of what the influence is of the changing nature of the discipline of history, in which
concepts such as social-, cultural-, and post-colonial history have an impact on the framing of
concepts in general (Dirlik, 2002: 17-21). In order to do so, the underlying paragraphs will focus
on elaborating both on the idea of a total war and how it is linked with Modernity.

Discussions

Total War. The idea of total war is inherently linked with politics. George Clemenceau in 1917
was one of the first to speak about a ‘total war’ (Saint Amour, 2014), as well as his Nazi counterparts
who spoke a lot on the outcome of total war in the Second World War (Saint Amour, 2014). Total war
can, thus, first be found in the field of political communication. Churchill’s famous Blood and Toil
speech, for example, can be seen as the embodiment of what total war means. It means to put in all
efforts to win the war. Churchill famously said the following: “I have nothing to offer but blood, toil,
tears and sweat. We have before us an ordeal of the most grievous kind” (Churchill, 1940). In essence,
total war can also be seen as a war in which all resources possible are used to win the war effort.
However, that frankly means nothing. As Saint Amour rightfully argues, this standard definition does
not grasp the specificities of war, it does not grasp the details and it surely, in my understanding, does
not deal with the fact that total war can be viewed through many disciplines and ideologies.
(Saint Amour, 2014) This definition of using all resources possible, does not take into account that
all resources can both be material or people, that all resources are within the framework of
an economic dispute on what can and cannot serve in a war effort. It does not take into account, as
Strachan for example argues, the purely military aspirations of what a total war effort would mean.
Does that mean using all the legally granted methods? Does that meaning also using nuclear
weapons? Or does it, in a broader sense, also mean that besides military matters, also civilians are
used? From historiography it is clear that total war derives from a more political point of view
According to Chickering, the First World War is the first clear example of a total war. Yet, as
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Mieskovski argues, the discussion should not be about romanticising the idea of a total war, it should
be about how it occurred that both World Wars were the result of a new level of destruction and
suffer (Mieskovski, 2009: 211-212). A contrario, when looking at Strachan’s writings, his focus is laid
on the military elements that are at stake in analysing total war. He also alludes on the fact that
historians, political scientists, and academics should not be persuaded by the idea of over-analysing
merely military elements  (Strachan, 2000).

In line with those findings, this article defines total war as a concept in which new levels
of destruction are used during warfare and agrees that a total war is a war that engages a whole
society. Yet, | argue that the concept of total war, as such, is still open for discussion. When analysing
it historically, the idea of total war derives from politicians and International Relations Theory
(IRT) more than it does from history. Therefore, in contemporary history, we can argue that the
concept of total war is a-historic and remains to be a discontinuous continuity, in which the discipline
of International History struggles to make this a historic concept (Revel, 2004: 2). However, in
answering our question, total war is seen as a moment of warfare in which new and more destructive
methods are used, and where the whole population is somewhat involved in the process of the
warfare. This definition gives the opportunity to establish a clear image that total war should be about
(some sort) of military conflict, and not, as some argue, about, for example, the total war against
COVID-19 (Griffin, 2021). Yet, to conclude, the idea of a total war as such is a difficult concept to
grasp within the framework of historiography, while many attempts have indeed been made to define
this concept, this article argues that total war as a stand alone concept, does not enjoy enough in
depth substance and academic agreement to be delt with. However, it can be said that throughout the
20" century many politicians did use the idea of a total war, and therefore it remains interesting to
examine the relation between those idea’s of total war and their link with modernity. Because, in
essence, a devastating war, can easily be linked with the idea of modernity and modernization. But
what is modernity?

Modernity. As stated in the introduction, modernity in essence can be defined as “the apex of
societal development in those time periods where industrialisation occurred” (McNutt, 2014: 123).
The element of societal development assumes the fact that modernity is inherently linked with an
era of progress. Moreover, according to Brauner, the phenomenon of modernity and related concepts
like globalisation, nation-state and democracy also have an influence on how the discipline of
history is pictured today (Brauner, 2018: 397-401). So, it is not only necessary to define modernity,
but it is also inevitable to look at modernity as a dominating factor in which the discipline of
history occurs and evolves. Peter Wagner argues that Modernity has always been linked with
progress (Wagner, 2016: 28). Within the literature, this statement finds support from authors such as
Kedward, Merriman, and Martinelli as they agree with the fact that modernity can be seen as an era
of progress and societal development (Kedward, 2007; Merriman, 2009: 742-788; Martinelli, 2005:
6-11). Examples of that progress can be found in many aspects of society, namely economic
transformations, technological evolutions, but also social and democratic evolutions played an
important part in what we now call modernity (Martinelli, 2005: 6-11). According to Merriman,
modernity in some way finds its roots in the first Industrial Revolution (Merriman, 2009).

Yet, when delving deeper on the matter, it becomes clear that modernity can be framed in
grosso modo two ways. First, one could view modernity as a period in which progress was perceived
and valued. Or, secondly, one could also state that modernity was a period in which, measurably,
more progress occurred, this point of view is supported by Mouzakatis as he states that “the
development of the idea of progress in modernity was shaped to a certain extent by the combination
of medieval eschatology and the emergence of expectations made possible by a host of
unprecedented changes in science and political, economic and social institutions “(Mouzakatis, 2017:
2-3). Yet, in the 18th century, when the theoretical ideas around modernity, started to occur, it
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became clear that classical social theorists started to use development and modernity as synonyms,
they viewed modernity as development and vice versa. They, thus, supported the first claim, that during
the era of the industrial revolution, European modernity was embraced, supported, and linked towards
ideas of progress (Lushaba, 2009: 10-12). Within this article, the idea of modernity is framed as the
former. It is clear that Modernity occurred in a period in which a lot of development took place, those
developments had several implications and were present both in the economic, democratic, social and
cultural field. So, it is reasonable that during that period, many scholars tended to follow the idea that
modernity was inherently linked with the idea of development. Yet, when looked at from a modern
perspective, it becomes clear that modernity occurred the way it did, because a lot of things developed
in a relatively short period during and little before the industrial revolution. However, this statement
deserves some nuance, as for some authors such as Martinelli and Jones & Knights, on the other hand,
the roots for modernity are to be found in a period prior to the industrial revolution. They refer to the
Renaissance and the Enlightenment as important factors in what we now call modernity (Martinelli,
2005: 6-7; Jones & Knights, 2018: 337-347).

A conviction these authors share is that modernity is often framed — both by media and
academics — as an inherently Eurocentric concept (Merriman, 2009; Martinelli, 2005). Moreover,
Pomeranz, for example, stated that European countries denied other countries the claim for freedom
and self-determination (Pomeranz, 2008: 33). More specifically, with the development of modernity in
the nineteenth and twentieth century, a two-folded evolution is alluded to, in which “the political-
cultural revolution in its French and American versions and the economic-social revolution in its
double aspect of the systematic introduction of industry”, as well as “the development of the world
market” can be found (Martinelli, 2005: 9). Both the social revolution, as well as the economic
revolution, thus, have had an enormous impact on the development of the concept of modernity.

The idea, however, that modernity itself was one of the root causes for conflict is relatively
new. When examining the concept of modernity in a historical perspective it is obvious that until the
1970s, it was not uncommon to support the Eurocentric perspective, and see modernity as a normal
consequence of European dominance (Dietze, 2008: 69; Anievas & Nisancioglu, 2015: 246-247). Over
this period of fifty years, the discipline of history evolved into a discipline in which elements such as
cultural history (Dirlik, 2002: 17), social-history and especially post-colonial history (Chakrabarty,
2011) does have an influence on how we picture the concept of modernity. We cannot extricate
modernity from the historical frames of analysis through which we understand it, meaning that if we
want to accept the basic premises of historical investigation, we have to accept modernity's conception
of progress, making the analysis a fait accompli. Or, as Carr states it “, it would be impossible to
imagine how we could think about history at all if we are not allowed to make (a) generalized
abstraction. It is just those kinds of generalizations that makes it feasible to think of history in any
systematic way and to come to a certain ’understanding’ “(Carr, 1961). However, as stated with the
idea modernity, although we accept the fact of progress, there is never a ‘single cause’ that defined and
determined the concept, there are always many causes and interactions that make us understand history
(Carr, 1961). Yet, we need to make a selection of those causes, and frame them in a logical and
reasonable manner. In line with Carr his argumentation, it was also relevant to give a definition of total
war and elaborate subsequently on the matter, as wars are inherently part of this discussion of
generalisation and abstractions. Besides that, as seen in the introduction, Modernity is also often linked
towards conflict, and moreover to the happening of (total) war (Mitter, 2008: 192; Wei-Siang Hseih,
2011: 404). In what follows, both concepts will be identified in relation with each other, in order to
answer this article’s question.
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Results

As discussed above, the idea of total war as such is problematic. Yet, to tackle this article’s
question, a working definition of the concept is established. As stated earlier, modernity is inherently
linked towards conflict and is seen as one of the root causes for war (Kedward, 2007; Chakrabarty,
2011), as well as the difficulties within the democratisation process in Europe (Martinelli, 2005: 14).

The perception of what modernity is, has already changed over time. To understand those
changes, it is important to consider the idea of periodisation. Prost once described periodisation as a
method “to substitute to time’s elusive continuity, [which is] a meaningful structure” (Prost, 1996:
115). This meaningful structure, according to Gilbert, does not live in any sort of isolation, but must be
plural (Gilbert, 2014: 9-11). According to Guillaume, the idea of plurality refers to the fact that a
period of history should not only look at how it evolved itself, but also on how it reacted and had
influence on other periods over time (Guillaume, 2021: 563-564). However, this displays the fact that a
period is a construct that is subjective and is often, in case of centuries, rather practical. This somehow
makes the use of periodisation heuristic (Phillips, 2002: 363-365; Guillaume, 2021: 568).
If periodisation is indeed a construct, and it thus can change over time, one needs to ask the question
how we should engage with those, what Revel called, discontinuous continuities? (Revel, 2004: 2).
This question is fundamental when studying International History, since the core of the study tries to
examine the relations between nations, regions, and concepts over time. Therefore, according to
Guillaume, the concept of modernity remains ahistorical when dealing with the issue of periodisation.
So, when engaging with concepts like modernity and total war, one should be aware that in this
discipline it is rather difficult to properly periodise and, therefore, conceptualise concepts that are still
ongoing. This all plays a significant role in the period of examining modernity, as our perspective on
what is both good and bad about the concept of modernity is prone to change over time.

To some extent, one could link this towards the idea of cultural hegemony and how we look at
the world in a certain period, as well as what the dominant paradigm is, in which we examine the
world (Gramsci, 2019: 42-58). In the case of modernity and total war, one could argue that prior to the
historical movements in the 1970s, total war was indeed seen as the worst consequence of modernity.
This is, to some extent, a legitimate claim to make, as total war is a devastating consequence of
modernity. This has been argued widely within literature, in which authors more or less state that
modernity made space for the innovations that were used in war, but also created an atmosphere of
competition between countries and cultures in which they wanted to gain the most economic, political
and even cultural benefits of modernity (Towers, 2011: 255-260; Verbeeck, 2020: 61; Simoens, 2016:
10-26; Keyward, 2007; Holslag, 2019; Kumari & Tiwari, 2022: 4-6; Schwabe, 2014: 876-881;
Weisiger, 2013: 115-120).

Considering the latter, it can be argued that total war, is one of the cruelest elements deriving
from the concept of modernity. There is, however, the need for nuance. Many academics show that
the occurrence of war, and especially wars in the twentieth century, do not have one root cause. Many
factors play a role in why war occurs. Modernity is seen as one of them. The idea that modernity
plays a role in race towards war, is linked again with the fundamental definition that modernity is
linked with progress, and progress also possibly creates new cleavages in society, but also an unequal
distribution of wealth (internal and external). However, there is no perfect correlation between
modernity and the occurrence of war as other factors like personality cults, uncertainty, and economic
disparity also have a significant role in creating war (Blattman, 2022: 32-49; Simoens, 2016: 15-21).
While this article is not dealing with those other causes, it is obvious that modernity is not the only
factor that explains why the world went to war two times. For this reason, one needs to be aware that
while total war is indeed a result of modernity, modernity will never be the only root-cause for the
existence and development of total war.

As mentioned above, the framing of concepts and the idea of history are prone to change over
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time. In accordance with that, this essay argues that from a modern perspective, total war is not the
worst consequence of modernity. Moreover, this piece sees at least two equally wrongful consequences
of modernity, namely the concept of colonisation, and the ongoing existence of eurocentrism. When
talking about colonisation, it is argued that the concept of colonisation partly originates from the
concept of modernity, as aiming towards economic and cultural expansion, as well as the idea of
superiority are directly linked with the technological, democratic, and societal evolutions that
modernity encompasses (Gillen & Gosh, 2007: 104-105; Thomas & Curless, 2017: 4-9; Anievas &
Nisancioglu, 2015: 261-270; Betts, 2012: 34-37; Barthémély, 2010: 17; Patel, 2021: 381). Moreover,
when taking a closer look at what happened within several colonies, a lot of conflict and loss of life
occurred. In the case of Congo, many Belgian historians even considered what was happening as a
genocide (Witte et al., 2016, Deneckere et al., 2020; Vantemsche et al., 2020; Witte & Heynen, 2007;
Van Reybrouck, 2021). This essay argues that genocide, racial discrimination, and slavery are also
indirectly bound with modernity, considering the idea of moral superiority. There is, however, some
disagreement within the literature whether the concept of genocide is part of a ‘total war’ or whether
genocide is a stand-alone concept that occurs without the presence of a total war (Forsters, 2007). This
essay follows the latter, and thus considers genocide as an indirect consequence of modernity, as one
could argue that genocide also is a direct consequence from modernity. Moreover, within the narrow
definition of the concept of Total War, the occurrence of a genocide is not seen as an act of total war,
yet the Western hegemony and dominance in the 19th and 20" century have also caused several
genocides, both in the colonial framework as in the scope of World War Il. So, to conclude, it is clear
that cruelty and modernity go hand in hand, just as progress and modernity are linked. However, one
cannot argue that Total War is the worst of what modernity produced, as the concept of a total war is to
narrow to tackle all the specific characteristics that surrounded the political and military deeds that
have occurred in the 19" and 20™ century.

Besides Total War being too narrow all the cruel deeds that followed out of Modernity, another,
more contemporary, effect occurred out of the progress and modernity. Within the many
historiographical works this point is alluded on, yet not always made had. However, it is clear that
modernity also contributed towards the idea that we tend to view the world from a Western and
Eurocentric point of view. In essence, this statement has little to do with the existence of a total war
and is thus a bit sensitive for a categoric error. However, this article had the purpose to examine
whether Total War was the worst that Modernity produced; besides a direct analyses that is done
above. It is also interesting to look at more subtle forms of influence and effect of Modernity.
Therefore, the Eurocentric idea that Modernity imposed on our thinking and handling, is also
problemised. To some extent, this can even be linked towards Total War, as one could ask whether it
was that notion of Eurocentrism that drove us to colonise the world, and made us want to dominate our
own region? However, this question cannot directly be answerd without deeper analyes, and as such,
this article does not try to make that assessment. What is does try to do, is polemizing that within the
European continent we frame our reality, and often forget to look at conflicts, cultural elements and
societal developments from a European modernity point of view. For this reason, one could argue that
the worst aspect of modernity is the idea that eurocentrism, and legitimating our problematic past, still
influences our current perspective of thinking (McNutt, 2014; Chakrabarty, 2011; Phillips, 2018;
Dietze, 2008). Yet, as Hobson argues, while we do indeed feel guilt for our racist behaviour that is
linked with modernity, the idea of institutional — Eurocentric — modernity is still relevant today and still
tends to be an important perspective in Western academia (Hobson, 2014). This argument is also
followed by Dietze as he explains that in contemporary history European authors can still ignore the
works from  non-European writers without being viewed provincial (Dietze, 2008: 71; Chakrabarty,
2011). Although this perspective has already changed over time, the Eurocentric paradigm remains
omnipresent (Chakrabarty, 2011).
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Conclusion

This article has examined whether the occurrence of total war To do so so, this essay has
defined modernity, per McNutt (2014), as “the apex of societal development in those time periods
where industrialisation occurred” in which both positive and negative elements derive from such
societal developments. One of those negative elements is the occurrence of total war. While this article
argues that the concept of total war is problematic, as it finds its roots more in politics than it does in
historiography, it does show that modernity has led towards armed conflict. Although armed conflict
is of course a very negative consequence of modernity, one needs to consider that the discipline of
history is continuously evolving. Those evolutions make it somehow difficult to tackle ongoing
concepts like modernity and total war, because the way we picture them is prone to change over the
course of time.

Therefore, when looking from a contemporary perspective, total war is not the only negative
consequence that derives from the concept of modernity. The negative embodiment of modernity
imposes both total war and the colonisation process as direct embodiments of the worst result of
modernity, as well as the Eurocentric vision, which is still ongoing in more popular discourses and
even within academic fields. These are still the most influential, and inherently problematic,
consequences of the concept of modernity. Although steps in the right direction have been taken, and
historical schools such as the post-Colonial one has raised the issue multiple times, this problem
remains at the centre of the discipline of contemporary International History.

Introduction

The global community and nations worldwide take a keen interest in the trajectory of Japan's
development, making it a significant role model for several developing countries. The US-Japan
relationship, which holds immense significance for the international community and nations in the
Asia Pacific region, possesses its own set of advantages. As the bipolar system came to an end, Japan's
foreign policy underwent significant changes. In the post-Cold War era, Japan faced a range of new
challenges that required a more proactive and independent approach to international relations. One of
the most significant changes in Japan's foreign policy was its efforts to become a more active player in
global affairs. This involved a shift away from its previous policy of relying heavily on the United
States for security and diplomatic support, towards a more assertive and independent stance on the
world stage. Another key aspect of Japan's post-Cold War foreign policy was its emphasis on regional
diplomacy. This involved strengthening ties with neighboring countries, particularly those in East Asia,
and working towards greater regional cooperation and integration. Overall, Japan's foreign policy in the
post-Cold War era was characterized by a more dynamic and forward-looking approach to international
relations. While there were certainly challenges along the way, Japan's efforts to adapt to the changing
global landscape have helped to secure its position as a key player in the Asia-Pacific region and
beyond.
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Materials and research methods

In preparing this scientific article, original Japanese sources such as the “Gaiko Seisho” [#}42
H & of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Japan and statements made by high-ranking officials of
Japanese Foreign Policy at the United Nations General Assembly [ [E#ERSIZI81T 5 H AR H O
75 B [ELE TR ) were consulted. The "Gaiko Seisho" is widely recognized as an invaluable archival
record of Japan's foreign policy, offering a comprehensive overview of Japanese foreign policy
throughout the decades. Moreover, both current and historical data from Japanese diplomatic history
spanning thirty (30) years were utilized as materials for this article. Statistical methods were employed
to process quantitative data.

There are several research methods that could have been used in studying the topic of Japanese
foreign policy after the collapse of the bipolar system, including: 1. Historical research: This involves
examining primary and secondary sources related to the historical events and policies that have
shaped Japan's foreign policy since the end of the Cold War. 2. Comparative analysis: This method
involves comparing Japan's foreign policy to that of other countries in the region or with similar
characteristics to identify similarities, differences, and patterns. 3. Case studies: This approach involves
analyzing specific events or policy decisions in-depth to understand how they have influenced Japan's
foreign policy in the post-Cold War era. 4. Surveys and interviews: These methods involve gathering
data directly from policymakers, experts, and other relevant stakeholders to gain insights into their
perspectives on Japan's foreign policy. 5. Quantitative analysis: This approach involves analyzing
statistical data related to Japan's foreign policy, such as trade patterns, diplomatic engagements, or
military spending, to identify trends and patterns. The article is based on general scientific analysis,
induction, synthesis, deduction, and statistical methods. Each historical and theoretical conclusion
presented in the article is supported with specific and accurate documentation.

Discussion

To conduct a thorough scientific and expert analysis of Japan's foreign policy after the collapse
of the bipolar system, | have primarily used original sources from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
Japan. These sources include the Diplomatic Bluebook, 1989 Edition, July 1990, [4}52 % & 1989 4F
Fi) 1990 4E 7 A, 454 . HA, and Diplomatic Bluebook, 1992 Edition, April 1993, 428+
1992 R 1993 4F 4 A, A4, HA both published by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
Japan. Another source | used was the Diplomatic Bluebook, 1997, which focuses on Japan's Foreign
Policy in a World of Deepening Interdependence, specifically Chapter I on the United Nations [{# %
LFAEARGFOMTICTIT 5 B RO AZBR ] F—FEH 2-2-1 Kasumigaseki, Chiyoda-ku,
Tokyo, Japan.

Ministry of Foreign Affairs for comparative data analysis, such as Diplomatic Bluebook 2022 432

the International Situation in 2021.

To confirm the accuracy of the scientific data presented in this article, I have also used
statements made by Japanese delegates at the United Nations. These statements were obtained from the
Index to Proceedings of the General Assembly, specifically Statements Delivered by Delegates of
Japan during the 48th, 49th, and 51st Sessions of the General Assembly of the United Nations [#5 49
RIEE R IZBT D HARKH- ORI, ENEHRY, L. 19954, % 51 [mIEER=ICE
7D BARREM O EHEHY $A, 1998 4] . These publications were published by the
United Nations and are available in both New York and Tokyo.
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This scientific article also incorporates the research of Russian scientists who have explored
Japanese foreign policy during the turn of the 20th and 21st centuries. The works of Arin O.A. are
referenced, specifically “Asia-Pacific Region: Myths, Illusions and Reality”, as well as Burmistrov P.'s
“Japan-DPRK: Aggravation of the North Korean Nuclear Problem™ (published in Asia and Africa
Today in 2005, issue Ne6). In addition, the book by Strel'tsov D.V., “System of 1955: Foreign and
Domestic Policy of Japan in the Cold War Era” from Moscow State Institute of International Relations
(University) of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Russia, was utilized for this research.

We understand that current information is tomorrow's history, and thus have referred to primary
sources from Japanese media of the time, such as the Tokyo Shinbun on January 17, 1993 [ 8 5UHT A
1993 4= 1 A 17 H | , in our research. Additionally, we have considered the works of prominent
international relations scholars who hold significant influence over the political decisions of world
powers, shaping the contemporary global order. One such example is Zbigniew Brzezinski's “The
Grand Chessboard: American Primacy and Its Geostrategic Imperatives” (New York: Basic Books,
1997), whose expertise in the field spans several decades.

Results

The collapse of the bipolar system in the early 1990s marked a turning point in Japan's foreign
policy. Prior to this event, Japan's foreign policy was largely driven by its security alliance with the
United States, which served as a counterbalance to the Soviet Union's influence in the region. However,
the end of the Cold War brought about a shift in the global power balance and prompted Japan to
reevaluate its foreign policy priorities. Following the collapse of the bipolar system, Japan's foreign
policy gained greater prominence within the UN. After World War 11, the world was divided into two
opposing factions: the capitalist world led by the USA, and the socialist world led by the USSR:
“This led to a race for rearmament and the development of atomic bombs, culminating in the
emergence of a bipolar system known as Nikiyokutaisei [ 4] or Riyoukyokutaisei [ {4
il ], which lasted for several decades until the turn of the 21st century. This system kept the world in
a state of fear until the collapse of the USSR, leaving the USA as the sole superpower. Japan and its
communist neighbors had to look for new ways to approach foreign policy after this event. The end of
the “Cold War” [#7¥% | between the bipolar system marked a significant change in the world's
international relations, leaving the USA as the dominant force on the global stage. The collapse of
the USSR also prompted a search for new military, strategic, and political-economic answers, resulting
in a change in the geopolitical situation in East Asia during the 1990s” (Gaiko Seisho, 1990: 129).

If we analyze the above “Gaikd Seisho” data, we see the following results. As we can see,
the “Gaiko Seisho” data provides an accurate depiction of the current international situation. At this
juncture, Japan is once again reaffirming its position as a global economic power. In the aftermath of
the collapse of the Soviet Union, Japan began to focus more on economic diplomacy and promoting
free trade. This shift in emphasis was reflected in the country's foreign policy initiatives, which
included the launch of the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC) forum in 1989 and the
establishment of the World Trade Organization (WTO) in 1995. At the same time, Japan sought to
strengthen its political and security ties with other countries in the region, particularly Southeast
Asia. This was seen as a way to balance China's rising influence in the region and to prevent the
emergence of a new bipolar order dominated by the United States and China. Japan also began to play
a more active role in regional security issues, including the resolution of the Cambodian conflict and
the promotion of peace and stability on the Korean Peninsula.

Throughout its history, Japan's foreign policy has consistently prioritized maintaining peace
and stability, reflecting its commitment to pacifism. As a global economic leader, Japan has
consistently adhered to the principles outlined in the UN Charter on Security: “However, the changing
global political landscape at the end of the 20th century, characterized by deepening economic and
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social challenges, raised important questions about the state of the world order and its impact on
international relations” (Gaikd Seisho, 1993: 164). According to a Russian scholar, Japan's foreign
policy has remained consistent over the past three decades. This view is shared by international experts
on foreign policy. After the collapse of the bipolar system, all countries began to reconstruct their
political ~ structures, including China and North Korea. Japan, along with the United States, also
reevaluated its foreign policy course based on historical bilateral agreements: “The global geostrategic
situation in East Asia, including Japan, became more complex after the end of the Cold War.
Consequently, a new challenge arose, and Japan needed to restructure its foreign policy course, which
had remained unchanged for the past thirty years” (Arin, 1997: 435).

If we analyze the increased instability in the Asia-Pacific region after the collapse of the
bipolar system, it becomes apparent that a new world order is being formed. The global political
situation has been widely discussed in Japanese media. For example, communist countries such as
DPRK and PRC have always hoped for the USSR as an ally and like-minded country in the case of a
military conflict in the Pacific region. However, after the collapse of the USSR, Russia still supports
these countries, which is a matter of concern for Japan. The Tokyo Shinbun newspaper reacted to this
development by stating: “that it is strange that the end of the Cold War has actually increased the level
of instability in the Asia-Pacific region” #4722 D%, WEROKEHE ST 27 KPEHIR D RN E
JE 2R S 722 & T¥ ) (Tokyo Shinbun, 1993:2).

Professor Shinichi Kitaoka (At[# fi#i—) from the University of Tokyo is highly critical of
Japan's foreign policy, arguing that it has been overly reliant on external factors rather than pursuing an
independent path: “It's not surprising that there are doubts about whether Japan has had a coherent
foreign policy since World War 11, and this is arguably true. A state's foreign policy is determined by
various factors, such as military and economic power, but none of these factors alone can fully explain
Japan's approach. As a result, it's clear that there is no overarching foreign policy guiding Japan's
decisions. It raises the question of whether Japan has made the right choices in its history and whether
it has properly considered the foundations of its foreign policy” (Gaiko Forum, 2002: 61). Japan has
always sought to have a significant voice in global politics, and this sentiment is shared among
respected politicians. They believe that Japan aims to preserve its influence through economic power
following World War Il. Eminent diplomats and politicians have expressed their perspectives on
Japan's foreign policy stance, emphasizing its crucial role in international relations and active efforts to
resolve  regional conflicts in order to uphold global stability: “It can be argued that Japan pursued a
policy of economic diplomacy to sustain its impact in the world after the Second World War”
(Burmistrov, 2005: 17). Japan's economic diplomacy is a set of policies and strategies aimed at
promoting the country's economic interests abroad, enhancing its international economic
competitiveness, and fostering cooperation with other countries to achieve mutual benefits. Some of the
key uses of Japan's economic diplomacy include:

1. Strengthening trade and investment: Japan's economic diplomacy seeks to expand trade and
investment relationships with other countries, both in traditional and emerging industries. This includes
promoting Japanese exports, attracting foreign investment to Japan, and negotiating trade agreements
that facilitate the flow of goods and services between Japan and its partners.

2. Enhancing economic competitiveness: Japan's economic diplomacy also aims to improve the
country's economic competitiveness by fostering innovation, promoting research and development,
and encouraging entrepreneurship. This includes supporting Japanese companies and industries in
expanding their operations overseas, as well as attracting foreign talent and expertise to Japan.

3. Addressing global economic challenges: Japan's economic diplomacy is also focused on
addressing global economic challenges, such as climate change, income inequality, and the digital
divide.
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Japan seeks to work with other countries to find solutions to these issues and promote sustainable
economic development.

4. Building partnerships: Japan's economic diplomacy is also aimed at building partnerships
with other countries, both bilaterally and multilaterally. This includes promoting regional economic
integration, participating in international organizations such as the World Trade Organization and the
Asian Development Bank, and supporting international development initiatives. Overall, Japan's
economic diplomacy is an important tool for advancing the country's economic interests and promoting
international cooperation and collaboration.

The changing international landscape did not have an impact on the relationship between the
US and Japan. The annual “Blue Book™ report on Japan's foreign policy notes that despite the collapse
of the bipolar system and the end of the Cold War, the security agreement signed during the Yoshida
cabinet era remains unchanged. With the end of the Cold War and the collapse of the Soviet Union,
Japan emerged as the most dominant power in the region. This necessitated a vigilant approach towards
its strategic partners and neighbors. However, the official stance of the Japanese government did not
include the country's political direction in the last decade of the 20th century as a topic of discussion.
The security debate raised a number of critical questions, including whether Japan is a regional power
in Asia or a global political force. Should Japan aspire to play a significant role in global politics,
or should it limit itself to economic pursuits? How effective is the partnership between Japan and the
US, and can Japan chart its own independent foreign policy course?

In his book, “The Grand Chessboard: American Primacy and Its Geostrategic Imperatives,”
Brzezinski describes the relationship between the two countries as follows: “Japan should not solely
serve as an unsinkable American aircraft carrier in the Far East, nor should it be America’'s primary
military partner in Asia, or potentially a leading country in the Asian region” (Brzezinski, 1997: 89).
However, the esteemed politician Brzezinski was slightly mistaken about the relationship between
the USA and Japan. Japan's current course of action helps to maintain peace and stability in the region
with its communist neighbors, such as PRC and DPRK. In other words, the US guarantees peace
and stability in the Asia-Pacific region. If the “Treaty of Mutual Cooperation and Security between
the United States and Japan” Nihon-Koku to Amerika-Gasshitkoku tono aidano Sogo Kyoryoku oyobi
Anzen Hoshéo Joyaku T HARE &7 AV B G 5%[EH & OM O A1 O 22 I0REZK) ] were to
be terminated, a different situation would emerge in the region. Yoshida Shigeru [ H /5% )
formulated a policy that prioritized Japan's economic revival, with 99% of the economy devoted to this
goal. The “Yoshida Doctrine” [#H K2 K U > relied on the military defense of the United States,
devoting only 1% of GDP to the military while maintaining independence in foreign affairs. This
policy has borne fruit for several decades in the development of the Japanese economy and the
emergence of the “Japanese miracle”. The Japanese economic miracle Kodo keizai seicho |15 FERET
F%£& | began in 1950 and continued until the 1973 oil crisis.

Japan's foreign policy aims to ensure the stability, prosperity, and well-being of the country and
its citizens. During the lengthy “Cold War” and the confrontation between the capitalist and socialist
worlds, Japan had to play a behind-the-scenes role as a member of the Western camp. However, the
late 1980s marked a turning point not only in Japan's history but also in its politics: “In 1988, the illegal
sale of “Rikuruto” shares by the LDP leader created a major scandal. Eleven members of parliament
were charged with bribery, and the trial in the “Rikruto case” [V 27 /L h 5] lasted for 13 years
and included 322 hearings. The Japanese people's reluctance to vote for the opposition, despite their
dissatisfaction with the ruling party, can be attributed in part to the fact that opposition parties were
not immune to accusations of political corruption. Almost all opposition parties, including the Komeito

[/NBA% | PDS Minshu Shakai Shugi To FRF4122FF6% | and SDP Nihon Shakaits [ HARFEE
%t | were involved in financial and other scandals, as was revealed in the Rikruto case. Even the
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Communist Party was frequently accused in the media, which undermined its reputation in the eyes of
the public. For instance, the “Nosak case” [#f¥Z =Ff4] in 1992, also known as the “Hakuto”

A& F{F ] incident, dealt a severe blow to the party's prestige” (Streltsov, 2019: 90-97).
Corruption has had a significant impact on Japanese foreign policy. The prevalence of corruption
scandals involving politicians and political parties in Japan has resulted in a loss of public trust and
confidence in the government. This has made it difficult for Japanese policymakers to effectively
pursue foreign policy goals and to gain support from the Japanese public. The political scandals in
Japan have also had an impact on Japan's relationships with other countries. For example, Japan's
relations with the United States were strained when it was revealed that politicians in Japan were
involved in illegal arms deals with Iran. Similarly, Japan's relations with other Asian countries were
affected when it was discovered that Japanese politicians had made controversial visits to the Yasukuni
Shrine, a controversial war memorial that is seen as a symbol of Japan's militaristic past. Furthermore,
corruption in Japan has led to a lack of accountability and transparency in government decision-making,
which has made it difficult for Japan to effectively participate in international organizations and to
coordinate with other countries on global issues. Overall, corruption has had a negative impact on
Japan's foreign policy and its ability to effectively pursue its interests and goals on the international
stage.

In modern times, Japan's diplomacy aims to match its economic power with its political
influence. Japan's diplomatic focus shifted towards the United Nations after the collapse of the bipolar
system. Japan has been a peaceful country and an economic donor ever since it became a member of
the UN: “After the Cold War, Japan gained recognition as a major economic sponsor in the world,
actively participating in the resolution of conflicts in the Middle East, Africa, and other regions. Japan
alone covers 16 % of the cost of UN peacekeeping operations globally, which is a significant
economic sacrifice. This reflects Japan's commitment to addressing some of the world's most pressing
issues, such as the refugee crisis. Japan is the leading country among UN member states in providing
non-reimbursable financing for refugees. The Japanese government advocated for increasing the
number of UN member countries in the early 1990s and pushed for equal authority for Japan within
the organization” (Gaiko Seisho, 1998: 152).

Japan aimed to contribute to the reform of the UN Security Council, and this issue was first
raised in 1993. At that time, Japan was already considered an economic powerhouse, and therefore,
its participation was crucial. However, Japan faced opposition from the PRC during the voting
process: “The Security Council reform issue, known as the Anzen Hoshé Riji-Kai [ 22 &R FEHL 2 |
became the primary concern of Japan's official foreign policy. In 1993, Tokyo presented its own
views on the reforms of the Security Council to the UN. Morihiro Hosokawa [#fi)I[7E ] mentioned
this in his speech at the UN General Assembly session on September 27 (Index to Proceedings of
the General Assembly, 1995: 178).

The Japanese Prime Minister confidently presented Japan's priorities to the global community,
stating that Japan could make the most significant contributions to the UN. He also expressed Japan's
willingness to participate in discussions on the reform of the Anzen Hoshé Riji-Kai 22 2R FEEEF 2 |
Security Council: “From June 30, 1994, to 1996, Kono Yohei [{ifE77£ %] served as Minister of
Foreign Affairs. On February 27, 1994, Kono Yohei made a significant statement on behalf of Japan
during the UN General Assembly session. He reported that Japan was prepared to take on the
responsibility of a permanent member of the Security Council. The official representative of Japan at
the UN, Owada Hisashi [/INFfiH & ] , repeatedly emphasized the country's international achievements
and expressed their eagerness to resolve this issue as soon as possible” (Dai 49-kai Kokuren Sokai
ni Okeru Nihondaihyo-dan no Seimei., 1995: 67). Owada Hisashi played a key role in negotiating
and drafting the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea, which was adopted in 1982. He was
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also involved in Japan's efforts to reform the United Nations Security Council, advocating for Japan to
be granted a permanent seat on the council. In addition to his diplomatic work, Owada Hisashi also
served as a judge on the International Court of Justice from 2003 to 2018, where he was involved in a
number of important cases, including disputes between Japan and South Korea over the ownership of
the Takeshima/Dokdo Islands and between Japan and China over the legality of Japan's whaling
practices.

The topic of Japan's role in the UN Security Council has been a matter of great debate and
importance in political circles for many years. It is still a relevant issue even today. Former Japanese
Prime Minister Ryutaro Hashimoto [#&AS#EAKER | realized that Japan's actions at the UN needed to
be well-considered. In his UN speech, he offered ideas on how to address the issues facing the UN,
which were more practical than the proposals of his predecessor, Kono: “The crux of the matter was
that Japan should aim to become a non-permanent member FE&{EFEF[E | of the Security Council
rather than a permanent one. Both official and unofficial media outlets, including the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs, have reported that Japan contributes more funding to the UN than the UK, China,
and France, with Germany being the only country to outpace Japan in financial contributions”
(Dai 51-kai Kokuren Sokai ni Okeru Nihondaihyo-dan no Seimei, 1998: 103). Being a non-permanent
member of the UN Security Council is important for Japan because it allows the country to have a
voice and influence in the decisions made by the council without the same level of responsibility and
commitment as a permanent member. As a non-permanent member, Japan can contribute to discussions
and decisions related to international peace and security, while also avoiding some of the political
and diplomatic challenges that come with being a permanent member. Additionally, serving as a
non-permanent member allows Japan to demonstrate its commitment to the United Nations and its role
in maintaining international peace and security.

Due to the nature of its constitution, Japan upholds peace and stability as key values in its
foreign policy. As such, Japan fully supports the United Nations in all its endeavors, as the organization
is instrumental in maintaining peace and security in the region: “Since joining the UN in 1956, Japan
has consistently defined its commitment to the organization as a fundamental element of its foreign
policy. This is reflected in Japan's contributions to a wide range of UN activities, including finance,
peacekeeping operations, disarmament, non-proliferation, development, and more. In recognition of
Japan's contributions, it was elected as a non-permanent member of the Security Council with an
overwhelming majority in 1996. Japan's active role in strengthening the functions of the UN and
resolving regional conflicts as a non-permanent member of the Security Council is critical for meeting
the international community's expectations for Japan's future role. Japan is also actively engaged in
discussions on the reform of the Security Council and has voiced its commitment to discharging its
responsibilities as a permanent member of the Security Council with the endorsement of many
countries and the understanding of the Japanese people. After the end of the Cold War, Japan has been
actively participating with the international community in resolving global issues such as terrorism,
environmental problems, refugee crises, and drug trafficking. For example, Japan hosted the 1997
Kyoto Conference on global warming, which led to the adoption of the Kyoto Protocol. Additionally,
regional partnership is a key direction of Japan's foreign policy, reflecting its commitment to building
strong and mutually beneficial relationships with other countries in the region” (Gaikd Seisho, 1997:
109).

Recently, Secretary General Antonio Guterres acknowledged Japan's significant role in
promoting world peace during a press conference at the Japan National Press Club on August 8th, 2022.
He specifically highlighted Japan's active contribution to humanitarian aid efforts in Ukraine, which
reaffirms Japan's steadfast commitment to the United Nations for several decades: “As the third-largest
financial contributor to the UN, Japan is not only a critical pillar of the multilateral system but also a
major supporter of various UN initiatives beyond funding. Secretary General Guterres expressed his
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appreciation for Japan's solidarity and aid in response to the ongoing conflict in Ukraine, as well as
its strong commitment to universal health insurance and leadership in disaster risk reduction. Moreover,
Japan's contribution to United Nations peacekeeping demonstrates its global leadership in
strengthening the defense of peace, human security, and disarmament. In an era of escalating
geopolitical tensions and renewed nuclear threats, Japan's unwavering advocacy for peace and security
is more critical than ever” (Statement, 2022: 1).

Despite Japan's impressive economic accomplishments and financial contributions to the
United Nations, it has yet to secure a permanent seat on the Security Council. Nonetheless, Great
Britain, France, and the United States have expressed their unwavering support for Japan across all
areas. This has resulted in Japanese diplomacy prioritizing specific areas of focus: “During the UN
General Assembly on September 22, 2004, then—Prime Minister Junichiro Koizumi boldly proclaimed
Japan's readiness to become a permanent member of the Security Council. However, this statement
alone did not lead to any concrete resolution of the issue” (Gaiko Seisho, 1996: 37-38).

On January 12, 2023, Japan and England signed the “Defense Treaty” a significant move for
Japan in current politics. Japan is known for allocating a large portion of its economic resources to
self-defense, rather than developing and selling military equipment. The Turkish media reported on
the meeting between Japanese Prime Minister Fumio Kishida and his English counterpart, Rishi
Sunak, during Kishida's diplomatic tour of France, Italy, England, Canada, and the United States: “The
meeting resulted in the signing of a defense agreement that allows for the deployment of military
forces on each other's territory, taking the bilateral defense cooperation to a new level. The British
Prime Minister's Office emphasized that the agreement, which is "the most important defense
agreement between the UK and Japan in more than 100 years," will strengthen the defense and security
cooperation of the two countries. Additionally, the statement highlighted that the UK is the first
European country to sign a Mutual Access Agreement with Japan, and this new step will reinforce the
UK's commitment to ensuring the security and stability of the Indo-Pacific region” (“Milliyet”, 2023:1).

One important aspect of Japan's foreign policy is its Official Development Assistance (ODA),
or Seifu Kaihatsu Enjo [EB/FBH 34281 . Providing aid to developing countries is crucial for
promoting international prosperity and stability, and Japan is committed to leveraging its economic and
technical resources to support developing nations: “For instance, in 1995, Japan established the
Japanese Development Association in the Republic of Kazakhstan, which initially provided financial
assistance to the newly independent country. However, as Kazakhstan's political landscape evolved, the
country transitioned away from donor support and towards self-reliant development, which has
contributed to its growing status as a trade partner. Similarly, Japan has been assisting Uzbekistan with
its transition to a market economy since the country gained independence, in line with Uzbekistan's
importance as a regional player in Central Asia. The Official Development Assistance program for
Uzbekistan, published in 2012, prioritizes economic growth, infrastructure development, human
resource development, and support for the social sector” (Embassy of Japan in Uzbekistan, 2022: 1).

Japan has always been interested in the Central Asian Countries, but due to the world political
situation, it hasn't been able to establish close ties with Kazakhstan. However, Japan has always been
interested in the political events that occur in Kazakhstan. In the Diplomatic Blue Book, Japan's
views on the January Events in Kazakhstan are briefly summarized as follows: “In January 2022,
Kazakhstan declared a state of emergency following protests against fuel price hikes that spread and
became more extreme. Kazakhstan requested assistance from the Russian-led Collective Security
Treaty Organization (CSTO), and Russian-led Peacekeeping Forces were dispatched, after which the
situation calmed down. The unrest led to the resignation of the first President Nursultan Nazarbayev
from the presidency of the Security Council and the acceleration of President Kassym-Jomart
Tokayev's efforts towards large-scale domestic reforms. In May 2021, Prime Minister Suga and
President Tokayev held a summit telephone call and agreed to enhance the strategic partnership
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between the two countries in various areas, including politics and the economy. In the same month,
Speaker of the House of Representatives Oshima Tadamori held an online meeting with the Speaker of
the Kazakh Parliament's Lower House” (Gaikd Seisho, 2022: 149).

In the post-bipolar system, Japan adheres to several political principles in its relations with
Kazakhstan. First and foremost, Japan aims to promote peace, stability, and prosperity in the Central
Asia region, including Kazakhstan. Japan also seeks to strengthen its economic and cultural ties with
Kazakhstan through various initiatives, such as the Official Development Assistance (ODA) program
and the Central Asia Plus Japan dialogue. Furthermore, Japan adheres to the principle of respect for
national sovereignty and territorial integrity in its relations with Kazakhstan. Japan supports
Kazakhstan's independence and territorial integrity and opposes any attempt to change the status quo
by force. Japan also places great importance on dialogue and cooperation in its relations with
Kazakhstan. Japan believes in the importance of diplomatic engagement and dialogue to resolve
conflicts and address issues of mutual concern. This is evident in Japan's participation in the Central
Asia Plus Japan dialogue, where officials from Japan and Kazakhstan engage in regular discussions on
a wide range of issues. Finally, Japan is committed to promoting human rights, democracy, and the
rule of law in its relations with Kazakhstan. Japan recognizes the importance of these values for
building a stable and prosperous society and supports efforts to promote them in Kazakhstan.

Japan has always been keenly interested in energy issues, and as part of the Dialogue 5 "Central
Asia plus Japan,” a meeting of energy industry experts was recently held. This step clearly
demonstrates Japan's desire to forge even closer ties with Central Asian countries: “The Central Asian
countries, which celebrated their 30th anniversary of independence in 2021, are partners in maintaining
and strengthening a free and open international order. Japan is promoting diplomacy aimed at
contributing to peace and stability in the region. In January and February 2022, Prime Minister Kishida
and Foreign Minister Hayashi exchanged congratulatory messages with the leaders and foreign
ministers of Uzbekistan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, and Tajikistan to mark the 30th anniversary of the
establishment of diplomatic relations. In March, the 6th Expert Meeting on clean energy was held
within the framework of the "Central Asia plus Japan" Dialogue 5. At this meeting, working-level
experts from the five Central Asian countries and Japan exchanged views on the topic. In June, the 14th
Senior Officials Meeting (SOM) was held online, where the five Central Asian countries and Japan
discussed ways to strengthen cooperation in the region. At the SOM, officials affirmed the results of
cooperation between Japan and the five Central Asian countries in the areas of health, economy, and
environment. Following the Foreign Ministers' Special Video Conference Meeting of the "Central Asia
plus Japan™ dialogue in August 2020, it was agreed to proceed with preparatory work for the next
Foreign Ministers' Meeting” (Gaiko Seisho, 2022: 148).

The Japanese people, shaped by centuries of Japanese mentality, have their own unique
approach to negotiations. There are three types of negotiations in Japan: Ringi [ZZi#] , Nemawashi

(MRl L | , and Haragei H}2 2] . Understanding the meanings of these terms can provide
interesting insights into Japanese negotiation strategies. The first type of negotiation is Ringi: “Ringi
is a necessary procedure when purchasing goods or concluding a contract. The purpose is to obtain
approval from upper management for proposals made by subordinates. For those unfamiliar with the
process, it can be confusing and time-consuming. However, knowing how to navigate this procedure
smoothly can make life much easier” TZZa% & 139 Sl AOTAIRERE 70 & OBRIC B & 70 D T
o BFAH LB EEHROF T2 69 ZENAMTT, Efx LiF2-oTEIWD

AN 725139 T9 ) (Miyabayashi, 2022:1). Japan values advance preparation, especially in
matters of international
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relations. The second type of Japanese negotiation is Nemawashi, which means: "talking to the people
involved in negotiations and meetings in advance so that things go smoothly.” This approach is often
referred to as "advance preparation” [HREIL &%, [58W - 2@ & T, FHN O EFES L DI,
Al S > TREREICEZ DI TR 2 L) (AE3BE) TT, Wb SR T9) (Shigoto
Seikd no Kagi, 2020: 1).

In contrast to Western cultures, where directness is valued, Japanese communication tends to be
more indirect. This is evident in the third type of Japanese negotiation, Haragei [f§3%] which means
the art of the stomach: “Haragei involves understanding the other person's true intentions that are
not expressed in words during a conversation. It also means conveying one's own message without
directly stating it. Japanese society's homogeneity allows for implicit communication, and Haragei is
considered a sign of refined, intelligent, and mature conversation.

Overall, the Japanese approach to negotiation emphasizes harmony and avoiding conflict, which
is reflected in the importance placed on wa [#1] , meaning “harmony.” By understanding and
respecting these principles, foreigners can effectively navigate negotiations with Japanese counterparts”
(Bleistein, 2017: 89).

Japanese negotiation methods come in various forms, all of which showcase a unique Japanese
mentality. However, this can sometimes lead to misunderstandings among foreign colleagues in
diplomatic relations who are unfamiliar with these methods. For instance, the “"playing with the
stomach" technique, which involves resolving complex issues over a meal of expensive and delicious
dishes, is an example of such a method. Japanese diplomacy values traditional negotiating styles and
foreign colleagues must be aware of the subtleties of Eastern culture to successfully engage in
diplomatic relations. In light of Kazakhstan's thirty-year history of independence, the country has
formed its own diplomatic style that is recognized globally as a peaceful and continuously developing
nation. This success can be attributed to the country's adherence to the wise “Kazakh diplomacy,” as
exemplified by the legendary Ablai Khans and batyrs of the Great Steppe. Similarly, as Japan has its
unique “Japanese” diplomacy, Kazakhstan should also strive to incorporate something uniquely
“Kazakh” into its foreign policy. Kazakhstan's history of wise, peace-loving, courageous, and bold
diplomacy is something that foreign diplomatic corps do not possess, and should be preserved as part
of the country's identity.

The article primarily focuses on Japanese foreign policy after the collapse of the USSR and its
heavy reliance on an economic structure. It does not discuss Kazakhstan's diplomacy in relations with
Japan. However, the changing global political orders, and the ongoing conflicts, make Kazakhstan's
diplomacy in maintaining peace and stability and upholding the UN Charter extremely vital. In the
coming years, Kazakhstan may bear a significant responsibility for Central Asia, and hence, it must
continue to uphold the UN Charter and become a robust economic and military power.

After researching this topic, we have identified several distinctive features and the significance
of Japan's foreign policy following the collapse of the bipolar system. After the collapse of the bipolar
system, the peculiarity of Japanese foreign policy has been characterized by a number of factors,
including:

1. Increased emphasis on multilateralism: Japan has become increasingly engaged in
multilateral institutions and has sought to play a more active role in shaping the global order. For
example, Japan has been a key participant in the United Nations and has taken a leadership role in
initiatives such as the G20 and the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC) forum.

2. Strengthened security partnerships: With the rise of China and North Korea's nuclear threat,
Japan has placed greater emphasis on its security partnerships with the United States and other allies in
the region. Japan has also pursued closer security ties with countries such as Australia, India, and the
United Kingdom.
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3. Focus on economic diplomacy: Japan's economic diplomacy has become more prominent in
the post-bipolar world. Japan has focused on strengthening economic ties with countries in the
Asia-Pacific region, including China and ASEAN countries, while also pursuing trade agreements
with countries in other regions.

4. Increased emphasis on soft power: Japan has sought to enhance its soft power and cultural
influence in the world through initiatives such as the "Cool Japan" campaign, which promotes
Japanese culture and products abroad. Japan has also sought to expand its cultural and educational
exchanges with other countries.

5. Active engagement with global issues: Japan has been actively engaged in global issues such
as climate change, international development, and disarmament. Japan has contributed to international
efforts to address these issues through its participation in the United Nations and other international
organizations.

Overall, the peculiarity of Japanese foreign policy after the collapse of the bipolar system has
been characterized by a combination of multilateralism, security partnerships, economic diplomacy,
soft power, and active engagement with global issues.

Conclusion
After the collapse of the global bipolar system Riyoukyokutaisei [ {4 | or Nikiyokutaisei
[ —Hm{KH] ] Japan's foreign policy shifted towards closer ties with the United Nations, as Japan
assumed the role of an economic donor. The concept of “economic diplomacy” Keizai Gaiko [#&#54+
A% | became a major driving force behind Japan's foreign policy. Despite the collapse of the global
bipolar system, the United States remained a superpower in the Far East, and the "Yoshida Doctrine"
continued to play a crucial role in Japanese foreign policy. The "security umbrella” agreement between
the US and Japan remained unchanged throughout the 20th century and still holds today, with Japan
being a powerful economically developed country.

However, after the collapse of the USSR at the end of the 20th century, Japan realized that
it needed to gain more political weight within the UN. The weakness of Russia after the Soviet regime
re-established led to discussions about the return of the "northern territories" Etorofu-zo [HRIE S |
Kunashiri-to [[E% 5] Shikotan-to [t} Habomai-gunto [ %ERER | of Japan, but the Kuril
Islands dispute Chishima retto funso | [ % 5#3 4] remains unresolved. Japanese diplomacy
understood that it could only conduct foreign policy within the framework of the US-Japanese
agreement [HARE &7 X U B GREE OB OMA W I OV 2R FEZK ] without risking
military conflict. Japan has chosen the path of pacifism, focusing on sustainable economic development
and the well-being of its people, rather than engaging in pathos.

Japan's foreign policy after the collapse of the bipolar system was also characterized by its
efforts to engage in multilateral diplomacy and to play a more active role in global governance.
This included the country's participation in the United Nations peacekeeping operations and its
support for the establishment of the International Criminal Court (ICC). Japan's unique approach to
diplomacy has resulted in incredible success in its economy. As evidence of its success, Japan's
“economic miracle” Kodo keizai seicho | EE## %R ] has made it a financially rich state, which is
always influential in foreign policy. The Japanese government believes that the duty of any state is to
make its people rich, powerful, and happy. The Republic of Kazakhstan can learn from Japan's foreign
policy, particularly in terms of economic development and being ready for major geopolitical changes
in Eurasia in the next ten to twenty years. As a rich region, Central Asia has the potential to become
a major player in the global arena. By studying the powerful model of Japan's economic development
and pursuing an independent foreign policy, Kazakhstan can be prepared for the big changes ahead.
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Japan's foreign policy in the post-bipolar system can be characterized by several important
points: 1. Active engagement in international organizations: Japan has actively participated in
international organizations such as the United Nations and the World Trade Organization, advocating
for free trade, human rights, and peacekeeping. 2. Strengthening relationships with regional partners:
Japan has sought to strengthen its relationships with other countries in the region, particularly with
the United States, China, and South Korea, through various economic and security initiatives. 3. Pursuit
of a more independent foreign policy: Japan has sought to become a more independent player in the
international arena, pursuing a more proactive and assertive foreign policy, particularly in security
matters. 4. Focus on economic diplomacy: Japan has prioritized economic diplomacy, promoting free
trade agreements and economic partnerships with countries in the region and beyond, as a means to
enhance its global influence. 5. Contribution to global challenges: Japan has contributed to global
challenges such as climate change, nuclear disarmament, and counterterrorism, through active
participation in international frameworks and initiatives.

In conclusion, the collapse of the bipolar system in the early 1990s had a significant impact on
Japan's foreign policy. It prompted the country to shift its focus towards economic diplomacy and
regional security cooperation, as well as to play a more active role in global governance. These changes
in Japan's foreign policy reflected the country's efforts to adapt to a rapidly changing global
landscape and to maintain its position as a major player in the international community.

The article individually shows the time of writing the
documents relating to the topic, what event they were formed, a summary of the document, objectively
described the historical problems raised in the documents. It is proved that the data of the scientific
works, performed by the orientalists of Kazakhstan, can help not only in the study of Kazakhstan's
history, but also in the study of the history of neighboring countries. The data collected on the Kyrgyz
in Chinese archives have been commented and described. Conclusions. Determining the complex
relations between the Kazakh khanate with neighboring countries, including the Kyrgyz, in this
historical period, in-depth study of the history of Kazakh-Kyrgyz relations is a topic that needs new
data. The successes achieved by historians of Kazakhstan in the study of historical documents from
near and far abroad can also help in the study of the history of the related Kyrgyz people.

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Abstract. Introduction. This article examines the problem of the relationship between the nomadic
elite and the formation of the state. The weak elaboration of the problem in the national historical
science is emphasized and the world perspective directions of studying this problem are indicated,
including the number of the elite, the main stages of its formation, etc. Goals and objectives. The
purpose of the article is an attempt to reveal the role and significance of the nomadic elite in the
context of the formation and development of nomadic states. The study of this complex problem is
usually based on the study of similar processes in other areas of the Great Steppe, taking into account
all the latest data on this topic. Results. The study of the role of elites allows us to restore the general
course of social development of nomadic society and determine the importance of elites not only
from the point of view of the supplier of personnel of the bureaucratic apparatus, but also as a
consumer of goods, including the organizer of the steady expansion of the empire. Moreover, this
study suggests that it was the ancestral aristocracy that was the main customer for the construction of
cities in the imperial period. The stratification of nomadic society, originating from the Saka period,
maintained its dynamics and pace throughout the nomadic period of the history of our country, and,
consequently, the results of this study will allow for a more complete reconstruction of nomadic
society at a certain stage. Conclusions. Reconstruction of a nomadic society can be possible with the
use and study of all available data, including archeology, historical geography, demography, as well
as a set of visual and written sources. The results of the study, showing the general course and role of
the nomadic elite in the
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formation and development of nomadic states, can be used when writing scientific papers on the history
of nomadic communities.

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Abstract. Introduction. The period between 1940s and early 1950s, which is characterized by the
world war and the political repression that began in the post-war period in the USSR, is an extremely
important era in the history of Kazakhstan. The war and the political situation in the country have
influenced all spheres of society (including the museum sphere). Goals and objectives. The purpose of
the study is to analyze the main activities of the Central State Museum in the specified period. To
achieve the goal, it is supposed to solve the following tasks, including: studying the features of the
activities of the Central State Museum in the period of the Il World War, the characteristic of the
expeditionary activity of the museum, as well as the influence of Soviet ideology on the activities of
this museum. Results. The specified period was marked by the next turn of political repression in the
USSR. Therefore, the authors dwell on a campaign organized with the aim of discrediting the
leadership of the Central State Museum, including the director of the museum A.M. Zhirenshin.
Conclusions. The authors come to the conclusion that, in general, the ideology of the fight against
“bourgeois-nationalist elements” in the USSR and the Kazakh SSR had a negative impact on the
development of the museum.

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Abstract. Introduction In Kazakhstan are underway the processes of the rehabilitation of Alash
movement members and their role in social-political development is reevaluated, as well critical
assessment of their historical legacy due to the opening of archives. A special place among the Alash
members is ranked by Smagul Sadvokassov whose role in the modernization processes of the soviet
Kazakhstan has not yet been properly studied. The historical literature has not critically evaluated
investigation materials and other sources as the access there was an unspoken ban on access to
investigative materials in which Sadvokasov's name was mentioned. Goals and objectives. The article
is aimed to reveal the mechanism of that policy, which allowed not only to create a politically false
label ("sadvokasovschina™), but also to build accusations against many people who personally knew
Smagul. Results The authors studied narratives — oral memoirs of CHSIR — family members of "traitors
to the Motherland”, materials of interrogations in different locations, in the North Kazakhstan region
inclusive. Conclusions The sources are systematized chronologically, identified by affiliation and
authorship by methods of induction-deduction, logic, analysis and synthesis. The value and practical
significance of the conducted research lies in: rethinking the events of the past on the basis of a
comparative analysis of sources of different genres; revealing the nefarious mechanism of the
"invention™ of labels like "sadvokasovschina"”, when the names of famous figures were used during the
investigation as a means of pressure on the national intelligentsia, which led to a partial loss of
identity and disorientation of the arrested, against the background of that the rights of citizens were
violated in the USSR. The materials of interrogations of media workers in the "small* Homeland of
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S. Sadvokasov were studied for the first time, which made it possible to compare them with sources
in other locations. The results of the work will help in determining Sadvokasov's true place in the
socio-political atmosphere of the region, restoring his honest name, as well as his colleagues,
talented editors, writers, publicists of 1920-1930, in the context of the ideology of "Zhana (New)
Kazakhstan".

Introduction

The histogriography of political reprisals in Kazakhstan is being renewed, we should note the
contribution of such researchers as B. Darimbet, K. Nurpeissov, D. Kamzabek uly, Z. Kabuldinov, etc.
Kam3abekynsr that laid the foundation of Smagul Sadvokassov life course studies. But researchers did
not assess the investigation data and other sources on S. Sadvokassov as they were banned. The article
is aimed to reveal mechanism of politically false label construction (“sadvokassovschina”) employed to
charge many of those connected with S. Sadvokassov. Results The authors studied the narratives —
oral memories of the family members of “enemies of people”, the arrested persons’ interrogation data
in various places, but the North-Kazakhstani oblast mainly. The sources were systematized and
identified by origin and author by methods of induction-deduction, logic, analysis and synthesis.
Results Were reevaluated the events of the past through comparative analysis of diverse genre sources;
revealed mechanism of “labels” by “sadvokassovschina” type when names of famous persons were
employed during the investigation process to pressurize national intelligentsia that eventually led to
partial loss of identity and disorientation of those arrested, while across the USSR human and civil
rights were violated. Were studied for the first time the protocols of mass media interrogations in the
“minor homeland” of S. Sadvokassov and compared with the sources obtained in other areas. The
results would allow to define the real place of Sadvokassov in the social-political atmosphere of the
kray, rehabilitate his and names of his colleagues — talented editors, writers, journalists of 1920-1930 s
in the context of “Zhana Kazakhstan” ideology. The objective of the article is to elucidate the case of
the inhumane policy of the Soviet leadership in relation to the leading personnel in the national
republics (Kazakhstan) in the interwar period. The subject of the study is the practice of the Soviet
authorities of management and investigation, in the period of 1928-1938, in relation to suspects and
detainees, in terms of compiling an indictment, as well as the use of the press to form a negative
opinion of the public towards the

so-called "anti-Soviet elements”. One of the victims of terror was the outstanding Kazakh leader
Smagul Sadvokasov (1900-1933), who was slandered during his lifetime (since 1928, the label
"sadvokasovshina™ appeared in the press). In our opinion, the name of S. Sadvakasov has been used as
a means of pressure on his entourage since 1929 (the first arrests among the Alash intelligentsia). The
localization of arrests at the same time was extensive: Tashkent, Almaty, Kyzylorda, Petropavlovsk,
Semipalatinsk, which indirectly testifies to the authority of Sadvokasov, whose position on
fundamental issues of the development of the republic impressed the Communists. The objectives of
the study included the study of interrogation protocols by People 's Commissariat of Internal Affairs
(PCIA) of Kazakh leaders, communists: Baydildin, Mustambayev, Mendeshev, Aisarin and many
others, including mass arrests of 1937-1938. The analysis of the content of the press of the specified
period also complements the hypothesis that these texts were printed "under carbon copy"”. If the
sources are characterized by similarity of content: the arrested were asked "standard" questions in order
to "incriminate”, make them nervous and admit non-existent "mistakes”, then the investigation was
clearly conducted according to the "pendulum principle”, that is, the interrogated person was returned
to the main question again and again. The investigator called the names of acquaintances (in this
context, Smagul Sadvokasov) of the interrogated, thereby forcing him to recall new details of meetings,
conversations. The general statement of the fact of mass illegal political repressions of 1937-1938 in
Kazakhstan, as well as throughout the Union, does not exclude the study of biographies and creative
heritage of those, advanced thinking, personalities who headed newspapers and magazines, were the
authors of short stories and plays, novels and other printed works. The Kazakh elite, who had been
educated even before the revolution, found themselves in the flow of Bolshevik influence, remained the
center of enlightenment, explaining new regulations to the people, directing and certainly bearing
responsibility for the situation in the province. The reservations to which the arrested condemned
themselves — under the threat of physical violence against their loved ones, the reservations of
colleagues, acquaintances — are an understandable forced step. Many of the entries were compiled
according to the "question-answer" standard and were clearly the work of the "investigators", perhaps
they were not even read out to the condemned person. According to the investigation documents, the
"line" is traced to an unambiguous accusation, through the "proof" of acquaintance with S. Sadvokasov,
for example.

Materials and methods

The materials of this study were archival written sources from the funds of domestic archives
(AP RK, CSA RK, CSA of National Security Committee RK, SA NKR) and foreign (SA RF, CSA
RUzb) archives. The sources are divided into at least two categories: "investigative materials” and
materials of "party purges”, in which an unspoken "inquiry” was also conducted by interviewing
communists for their connections with Sadvokasov. Also, on the topic of repression in Kazakhstan
and the Central Asian republics of 1920-1930, narratives were studied — oral memoirs of family
members of "traitors to the Motherland”, recorded earlier by their relatives. For the first time, the
materials of the interrogations of Abdrakhman Aisarin in the walls of the People's Commissariat of
Internal Affairs of the North Kazakhstan region are introduced into scientific circulation. These
materials date from 1937-1938. The sources are systematized chronologically, identified by affiliation
and authorship. The methods of scientific dialectics are used: induction-deduction, logic, analysis and
synthesis. Additionally, published biographical information from encyclopedic and reference
publications and Internet portals was involved.

Discussion
Literature review. Fundamental works on the history of repression are now being created in an
interdisciplinary way, at the intersection of history and jurisprudence, ethnopsychology and
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anthropology. Foreign authors (B. McLoughlin, A. Douglas, W. Goldman, Y. Gorlizki, M. Whittock)
give a general assessment of Stalinist terror and mass repression in the USSR, in particular, Barry
McLoughlin writes in his monograph about the "targeted victims" of PCIA in the person of the Soviet
elite and the activists of the Comintern, (McLoughlin, 2003: 209), however, he cites the facts of
repression against Poles, without naming the peoples of Central Asia. Another foreign author
A. Douglas also illustrates the situation of the "Great Terror" in the Union, but without mentioning the
victims among the Kazakh leaders (Douglas, 2002: 33). In the writings of W. Goldman devoted to
social history, attention is correctly drawn to the fact that Stalin's repressions were accompanied by
mass slogans in which ordinary people believed (Goldman, 2007: 103). Another researcher, Yoram
Gorlizki, a professor at the University of Manchester, has published an interesting study on the
"methods" of regional leaders in the Stalin era. In particular, he writes that local leader used political
isolation and total control over information (Gorlizki, 2020: 340), and this applies to Goloshchekin's
"methods" against Sadvokasov and his supporters. The initial stage of studying the activities of S.S.
Sadvokasov in Kazakhstan after Independence was devoted to the publication of his lifetime articles
and works, the restoration of individual stages of biography. It should be noted the contribution to this
important work of B. Darimbet (1993), K. Nurpeis (1995), D. Kamzabekuly (2011), Z. Kabuldinov
(2022). Kazakh researchers laid the foundation for studying the legacy of Smagul Sadvokasov, the
basis of his biography. Also, today, it is important to comprehend the collected sources in terms of
determining Sadvokasov's place in the socio-political atmosphere of the 1930s. Unfortunately, until
now, the available historical literature on Smagul Sadvokasov has not been evaluated by investigative
materials and other sources. The reason for this situation was an unspoken ban on access to
investigative materials in which Sadvokasov's name was mentioned. The official obituary in December
1933 did not contain a negative assessment of his state activities, which veiled the reasons for the
persecution of the prominent Kazakh leader in general. It should be recognized that so far, the attention
of social scientists has been paid to senior personnel in the government, People's commissariats
(Sidorov, 2017), while such a significant category for society as publicists-journalists, media editors,
have not yet been fully studied, in terms of their views and creations. Many years of silence and fear
are receding today, and there is a chance to revive the truth about the last days of the life of those
opinion leaders. Identification of archival materials, reinterpretation of interrogation protocols, as a
rule, hastily drawn up, in favor of orders from above, contradictory and "sewn with white threads", is a
matter of honor for historians.

In our opinion, according to the newly discovered sources, on the basis of the updated scientific
methodology of history, it was possible to reconstruct the pages of the past. It is important to reveal the
mechanism of the policy that allowed not only to create a politically false label "sadvokasovism", but
also to build accusations against many people who personally knew Sadvokasov. Comparative analysis
allows us to compare the methods of persecution in the twentieth century of intellectuals in the
republics of Central Asia and Kazakhstan. For example, the well-known Uzbek figure Abidjan
Makhmudov (died in 1936) was arrested several times. His active role in the Kokand autonomy and in
the Soviet period today, during the period of independence, has received well-deserved assessments
(Uzbekiston, 2000: 109) Accusations of the Kazakh intelligentsia in communication with
S. Sadvakasov became habitual during the years of repression, and this did not pass by A. Aisarin
(1898-1938). The creative heritage of Aisarin is a cycle of published short stories and novellas.
(Abdirakhman, 2019) They are both natives of Akmola province, both worked in Orenburg in 1920:
Smagul in KazTSIk, while Aisarin was a member of the editorial board of the new Kazakh newspaper
"Ushkyn™ and "Enbek Tuy". During the Orenburg period, the secret leadership of the Kazakh
periodical press was carried out by Baitursynov. In other words, Baitursynov appreciated both
Aisarin and Sadvokasov as a growing breed of patriots, it was no accident that both joined the
editorial boards of the newspapers for young people "Ushkyn", "Zhas Kazak". Then both find
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themselves in Semipalatinsk, where Smagul showed integrity in the formation of the revkom (summer
1921). Both solved difficult tasks, being called to responsible positions, obviously influencing the
views of the public. Of course, the general atmosphere of the arrangement of national statehood,
common thoughts could not but have an impact on the formation of friendly relations. But Aisarin left
Orenburg from 1921 to 1922 and, as secretary of A. Dzhangildin, he was sent with him as part of the
"Red Caravan" project to the Kazakh regions — Akmola, Semipalatinsk (Abdrakhman, 2019: 1). The
episode with participation in the activities of the "Red Caravan" is not listed in the biography of Aisarin
in the Encyclopedia of the North Kazakhstan region (Severo-Kazakhstanskaya: 2004: 125). In the
above edition, the name "Akkuska" parish is incorrectly indicated as the place of birth, it should be
correct — Akkusakskaya (Mukanov, 2004: 125). Then Abdrakhman works in Petropavlovsk, and
Smagul heads the State Planning Committee of the Republic, then, with the transfer of the capital to
Kyzylorda, he is redirected to the People's Commissariat of Education. Concurrently, Sadvokasov
headed the editorial offices of the newspaper "Enbekshi Kazak" and the magazine "Kyzyl Kazakhstan".
For example, the issue "on the unification of the technical apparatus and the economic part of the
newspapers "Enbekshi Kazak™ (editor Sadvokasov) and "Soviet Steppe™ was considered on March 28,
1924, at a meeting of the Kazobkom (AP RK, F. 140. L.1. C.12). In the media sphere, Smagul's
position on fundamental issues was actively discussed and was known to the editor of "Bostandyk tuy"
A. Aisarin, who manages to work in the Petropavlovsk District People's Court, worked in the
newspapers "Bostandyk Tuy" in 1926-1932, and published in "Kenes auyly" and "Enbekshi Kazak".

Then Aisarin in 1932-1937 headed the Peter and Paul branch of the Union of Writers of
Kazakhstan. It should be noted that there is an inaccuracy in the dating of Aisarin's work in the editorial
office of Bostandyk Tuy in the publication "Kazakhstan Encyclopedia™ — the copies of the newspaper
we found in January 1924 allow us to clarify that Abdrakhman prints his materials here two years
earlier, i.e., already in 1924. Errors and inaccuracies in the references on the biography of Aisarin,
unfortunately, have crept into foreign publications. The reason for this is the long years of lack of
information about the life of the repressed Kazakh figure. So, in the Orenburg Encyclopedia the
surname is distorted, and from the following text the compilers of the certificate considered that
Aysaryn is a name, and Abdrakhman is a surname, which is not true. The date of death is incorrectly
indicated, apparently the local historians of Orenburg region approximately established 1928, because
then the novels and stories of Aisarin ceased to be published. (Orenburgskaya, 2000)

Investigative materials on the "case™ of Aisarin are full of "suggestive" questions about the links
with Smagul Sadvokasov. This "emphasis™ of the investigation raises questions, what relation did
A.Aisarin, editor of a regional periodical, to the famous statesman, head of a number of People's
Commissariats S. Sadvokasov? Sadvokasov died in 1933 in Moscow. Who needed 4 years later, in
1937, to stir up his past "deviations" from the party course and accuse people who knew him on this
shaky basis?!

The name of Sadvokasov in the above context was used by party bodies and in the PCIA,
to many Communists, in 1937-1938, as a kind of reference point, in order to present Kozhanov,
Mendeshev, Mustambayev and others with far-fetched accusations of anti-Soviet activity. One can't
help but get the impression that Smagul was just as dangerous to Soviet reality as Trotsky, with whose
name any criticism of the party line was associated in the USSR. After all, Sadvokasov was credited
with being like-minded with the oppositional Zinoviev and Kamenev, which indirectly emphasizes
the weight of his authoritative opinion among communists, the ability to express a critical opinion.
Smagul himself mentioned Mendeshev's surname in his speech in Moscow in December 1921. A copy
of the transcript of his report is kept in the Archive of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
They cited the facts of oppression of the local population by the Cossacks and communists of the
Sibrevkom (AP RK, F.140. L.1. C.12). At the conclusion of his report in Moscow, Sadvokasov
expressed a forward-looking opinion about the pseudo-understanding of nationalism, which will be
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confirmed by further developments (AP RK, F.140. L.1. C.12). Even then, Sadvokasov, in December
1921, clearly expressed his opinion about the need to change the capital of the Kazakh Republic, since
Orenburg was less suitable for this role. On duty, S. Sadvokasov often criticized S. Mendeshev verbally
and in the press, for slowness and political short-sightedness. It is known that they were not on
friendly terms, and despite this, Mendeshev later, during the period of party "purges”, was presented
with the same reproaches that Goloshchekin once blamed the communist Sadvokasov.

In the funds of the AP RK are the materials of the Bureau of the Alma-Ata City Party
Committee, the Protocol of the Bureau dated June 11, 1936 (AP RK, F.140. L.1. C.12. P.239). It
considered the issue of "The exchange of party documents of Mendeshev Seit-Galiy." The protocol
dryly records the attacks on Mendeshev, who was deliberately persuaded to recognize the leadership of
a certain "Mendeshev" group. The Protocol quotes Mendeshev's expression that the name
"Mendeshevskaya™ was introduced by S. Sadvokasov in 1925. (AP RK, F.140. L.1. C.12. L.239).
These and other materials from the archives of the RK, the RF, and the RU concerning S. Sadvokasov
indicate bias towards him and his views on the part of the party elite of the republic, which influenced
his decision to leave Kazakhstan. That is, we have systematized the facts of deliberate persecution of
the Kazakh leader for his views that contradicted the generally accepted dogma. The hypothesis was
confirmed that the judgments openly expressed by him in the press became the basis for fabricating
pseudo-accusations against Sadvokasov personally and everyone who knew him and could
communicate at work.

Results

The introduction of the harsh label “sadvokasovshina™” into the information field of the republics
of Central Asia and Kazakhstan had a specific purpose: during Smagul's lifetime, the term appeared in
1928, after his famous article in the Moscow magazine "Bolshevik". And it was this information
occasion that caused an avalanche of "revealing™ materials in the regional and central media that even
after the untimely death of Sadvokasov, PCIA workers continued to use the concept of
"sadvokasovchina" during interrogations of previously doomed persons. We come to such a categorical
conclusion after studying the investigative materials on A. Aisarin, who remained in the shadows until
recently. These materials also confirm our hypothesis, especially about the intelligentsia of the northern
region of Kazkray, the "small Homeland" of Sadvokasov. In addition to this main conclusion, it was
possible to clarify several related points that allow us to reproduce the atmosphere of the era under
study and identify certain common and special features during the repression against the intelligentsia
in the region and in the adjacent republics of Central Asia. There were persuasions, confrontations,
clashing opinions, pressure on relatives, and so on. Since little was known about A. Aisarin, let us
allow ourselves to describe his social circle more broadly here, in which there were a lot of Alash
intellectuals.

From the materials found in the funds of the archive of the National Security Committee for
the North Kazakhstan Region, it follows that Aisarin was arrested in Petropavlovsk on August 7, 1937.
The questionnaire of the arrested person states that at that time he worked as an "authorized
representative in the regional executive committee™ (Zhertvy, 2000). The certificate contains clarifying
information: "Excluded from the ranks of the CPSU (b) for hiding participation in the "Alash-Horde".
At the time of his arrest, he was unemployed. Before his arrest, Aisarin was the Deputy Commissioner
for Art Affairs of the Regional Executive Committee” (ADKGB NKR, F.6. L.0971. C.728.) This is a
fragment of the Protocol of the interrogation of Aisarin. Petropavliovsk. On August 23, 1937, the
"Aisarin Case" contains typewritten interrogation protocols — three weeks after his arrest, he did not
deny the charges, despite their absurdity. Allegedly, he was a member of an "anti-Soviet nationalist"
organization, which Sabit Mukanov advised him. In the same place, the protocol allegedly states from
the words of the arrested person that "“from 1920 to 1925, he, Aisarin, was in the anti-party group of
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Sadvokasov Smagul, where he was personally involved by Sadvokasov himself.” On behalf of
Sadvokasov, Asarin allegedly put together a group of Komsomol members: Osipov Hasan,
Dzhanchurin Karim, Uzakbayev Zhakia, Sahabin Hasenbai, so that they would pursue a nationalist line
(ADKGB NKR, 1937: 64) Since 1925, he allegedly moved away from the "Sadvokasov group", but
"moved in circles of nationalist-minded individuals (Mukanov Sabit, Bekenev llyas).” (ADKGB NKR,
1937: 64). (The protocol is not signed, interrupted. There is no signature of Aisarin on it! — Auth.). The
investigators obviously overdid it, having drawn up a protocol in advance with a list of the most
famous public figures of the republic, because Aisarin did not sign the papers, slander his colleagues.

The madrasah "Uazifa" became the alma mater for the Kazakh youth, in Troitsk he developed
natural inclinations to prose and journalism. The editorial article of Abdrakhman Aisarin during his
editorship in the newspaper "Bostandyk tuy" ("Banner of Freedom™) — the body of the
Akmolgubispolkom and Gubkom of the RCP(b) was found in the newspaper fund of the Republic of
Kazakhstan in 1920. (CSA STD). Thus, in issue 48 (165) for 1924 of this newspaper, published in
the Kazakh language, on the first page there is an article "England oz basyna bale izdep Zhur", under it
there is a brief signature "Abdrakhman". Articles devoted to international political reviews were
published in the 1920 s on behalf of the editor, they briefly retold information materials from the
allied publications lzvestia, Pravda, etc. The editor of Bostandyk Tuy gives a critical analysis of the
situation in which the British government was becoming less popular with its voters, since military
spending the actions in the former colonies have reached their peak. It is no coincidence that in the
article Abdrakhman Aisarin subtly remarks: "Saktykta korlyk zhok!", quoting Kazakh folk wisdom.
"England zhumyskerleri sogys tilemeidi," he writes, correctly pointing out that the war is not profitable
for ordinary workers, unlike the rich stratum. The editorial material reflects the outlook of the editor
Aisarin, who was well-versed in the information flow and managed to convey the atmosphere of
tension in England for readers, emphasizing once again the importance of peace in the relations of the
powers (Bostandyk tuy, 1924: 1). Indeed, the forecast turned out to be correct. In the UK itself,
economic problems caused a change in the establishment. During the pre-election period, the Labor
Party relied on the slogan of recognition of the USSR and a pacifist foreign policy, which played a role
- as a result of the parliamentary elections in January 1924. The first Labour government in the
history of England was formed. However, it stayed at the helm of power for a short time, until
December of the same year. The establishment of diplomatic relations between Great Britain and the
USSR was an achievement of diplomatic missions. (Velikobritaniya...) 1924 was a year of trials for the
republics of the Union: the death of leader V.I. Lenin was accompanied not only by general sadness,
but a propaganda slogan was launched, through which thousands of young Communist people joined
the RCP (b).

The main backbone of the editorial board of "Bostandyk tuy" at the beginning of 1924 were
Abdrakhman's colleagues, many of them graduated from educational institutions of Troitsk, Ufa, as
Baybatyr Yerzhanov, well-versed in the word, literate, prone to writing analytical materials. For
example, in the issue 48 of "Bostandyk tuy" there is an essay by Yerzhanov Baybatyr "Fronttyn tenelui
parasyz" (Bostandyk tuy, 1924: 2). In 1924 Aisarin collaborated with the newspaper "Bostandyk Tuy"
in Petropavlovsk. The indications in his biographical certificates for work in the county court give
reason to think that he was acquainted with an employee of the city court, also a graduate of the Trinity
College, Galiulla Galimzhanov. The latter was well acquainted with the editorial office of the
newspaper "Kazak" and was the author of the one published in Kazan. A copy is stored in the Almaty
archive (CSA RK. The personal fund of Galimzhanov's daughter). The Galimzhanovs Fayzulla and
Galiolla were familiar with the leaders of Alash. All of them did not recognize the communist
ideology in their political preferences, but they were forced to compromise. In 1932, Aisarin was
entrusted to lead the Petropavlovsk branch of the Writers' Union of Kazakhstan, hence it follows that
he was familiar with the writers Mukanov and Musrepov. After all, in the mid-1920 s Sabit worked as
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the executive secretary of the newspaper "Bostandyk Tuy", in the mid-1930s, after graduating from
Moscow, he became chairman of the Board of the Writers' Union of the Republic, that is, Abdrakhman
and Sabit communicated closely. This fact was played out quite often during Abdrakhman's
interrogations: Aisarin was asked provocative questions about the role of S. Mukanov in the
"organization of a counter-revolutionary organization” in Moscow among Kazakh writers. A well-
known researcher of the creativity of Kazakh writers, Professor T. Kakishev wrote: «...In July first
Gabbas Tugzhanov, then Ilyas Zhansugurov, and Abdrakhman Aisarin were detained and imprisoned»
(Kakishev, 2010). Then Kakishev quotes the archival materials he studied, what charges were brought
against the chairman of the Union of Writers of Kazakhstan: “Mukanov is accused of carrying out
counter-revolutionary nationalist views in his literary works, such as "Son of Bai", "Mirzabek",
"Temirtas”, "Literature of the XX century”. Mukanov was closely associated with Seifullin,
Dosmukhamedov, Asylbekov, Aisarin, Valiakhmetov and Dzhumabaev, now exposed enemies of the
people. By the decision of the bureau of the Frunze City Committee KP(b) Sabit Mukanov of
Kazakhstan "as an active member of a counter-revolutionary nationalist group, as an accomplice of
enemies of the people and as an unarmed bourgeois nationalist "was excluded from the ranks of
the party.” (Kakishev). Sabit, who felt the threat of arrest, decided to leave Almaty; in the summer of
1937 he worked in Peredelkino near Moscow on completing the novel "The Mysterious Banner", and
since 1936 he got a job at the Semipalatinsk Teachers' Institute, then named after Saken Seifullin.

Another countryman of Aisarin, Gabit Makhmudovich Musrepov, has been working in the
media sphere at the republican level since 1928: editor-in-chief of Kazgosizdat (1928-1933), head of
the arts sector of the People's Commissariat (1933-1934), editor-in-chief of the newspapers "Kazakh
Adebieti” and "Enbekshi Kazak" (1934-1935), deputy head of the press department of Kazkraikom
(1936), head of the department Political enlightenment of the Central Committee of the Communist
Party of Kazakhstan (1937) (North Kazakhstan: 399). Gabit Musrepov was expelled from the ranks of
the party in 1938 for his statements in defense of the victims of mass famine (signed the "Letter of
Five") and repressed writers, in particular, Beimbet Mailin (restored only in 1956).

The family of Aisarin, accused of involvement in Sadvokasov's group, suffered during the
years of repression: his wife Madina, who had young children in her arms, was arrested a year later,
by that time she was living with relatives in the Baluan collective farm of Tonkerei district (now Shal
Akyn district). (Archive of the DKGB, F.6. C.0971. P.728.) In the cover letter, she was described
as "the wife of an enemy of the people, the daughter of a "confiscated bai". On June 8, 1938, from
Alma-Ata, her "Case No. 728" was redirected to the decision of a Special meeting of the PCIA of
the USSR. By that time, the decision of the Politburo of the Central Committee of the CPSU (b) was
made on July 5, 1937, at the suggestion of the PCIA, to imprison in camps for 5-8 years all the wives
of convicted traitors to the motherland, members of the right-Trotskyist espionage and sabotage
organization. (AP RF, F.3. L. 58. C.175.) Accordingly, according to the "Yezhov laws" (Operational:
277-281), on July 21, 1938, M. Aisarina was sentenced as a CSIR to 5 years of correctional labor
in the camp under Article 58, paragraphs 2,7.8 and 11 "through Article 17". (ADKGB. F.6. C.0971.
P.12). In the case of Madina Aisarina (married since 1928), there is a "Certificate for the family of
A. Aisarin”, compiled by the head of the North Kazakhstan Department of the PCIA, Captain Panov.
It states that Aisarin allegedly "was a member of the counter-revolutionary group of the famous
Kazakh nationalist Sadvokasov Smagul. He dragged nationalist views through the pages of the press.
Popularized nationalist ideas." He was charged with Article 58, paragraph 1a, 6, 7, 8, 10 and 11 of the
Criminal Code (ADKGB NKR, F. 6. C.0971. P.728.). The composition of the family living in
Petropavlovsk at the address: Sacco and Vanzetti Street, 24. Wife Madina 27 years and children:
daughter Aina 8 years, son Ayman is 4 years old and daughter Asia is 1 year old. There is another
record in the protocol that Aisarin worked as the executive secretary of the regional newspaper from
1927 to 1929 (obviously, "Enbekshi Kazakh™ in Kyzylorda). Smagul Sadvokasov worked closely in
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the editorial office of the newspaper "Kedei Sozi" in Omsk — his articles explaining the food
cooperation were printed in the first issues, as well as Bekmukhamed Serkebayev and Mukhtar
Auezov. Accordingly, through Magzhan, Abdrakhman also learned new plans for the creation of
national media. The children remained under the care of relatives. A. Aisarin’'s wife served her sentence
initially in Algeria, a year later she was transferred to the Solikamsk camp, worked at a logging site.
She was rehabilitated only after Stalin's death, in 1959. According to her memoirs recorded by her
children, she had no right to visit the city of Petropavlovsk for many years, was deprived of the right to
work (Literaturnye, 2009: 7-8). Her son Zeynolla from his second marriage wrote an article about
the tragic fate of his mother Madina (Akimzhanov, 2008). In this publication, Zeynolla Akimzhanov
writes that the Asarins were friends with the poet-countryman Magzhan Zhumabayev, and when her
mother was arrested, a photo of Magzhan was found at her house (Mukanov, 2004) M. Zhumabaev was
at the origins of the newspaper "Bostandyk Tuy", was the editor of "Kedei Sozi" in Omsk, his poems
and articles were published in Petropavlovsk. In 1927-1929, before his first arrest, Magzhan worked
in Petropavlovsk in educational institutions. After returning from exile to Petropavlovsk in 1935-1937,
he taught at school. Since A. Aisarin was a man who knew many Kazakh writers, publicists well,
and a fellow countryman of S. Sadvokasov, it was no accident that he was interrogated: his opinion
was needed by the investigation to confirm the pseudo-version of the presence of "sadvokasovshina
among media industry workers, ideological workers, especially among Smagul's countrymen. When
comparing the above investigative materials with others created in Kyzylorda, Alma-Ata,
Semipalatinsk, a single scheme of "exposing"” enemies, built on the reservations of prominent figures
of that time, is revealed. Artificially, using torture, blackmail, hypocrisy, "testimony" was extracted
by PCIA employees, who often trampled on the rights of citizens with impunity. The regional
authorities widely used the "stuffing™ of "exposing" information about "enemies of the people" into the
press, aiming to intimidate and denigrate.

Conclusion

Thus, the comprehensive study and the materials studied allow us to conclude that the
investigation in 1928-1938 in the USSR was conducted biased, and this fully applied to the leaders of
the national republics. In particular, the outstanding Kazakh leader S. Sadvokasov was defamed
during his lifetime (since 1928, the label "sadvokasovshina™ appeared in the media). Also, the name of
S. Sadvokasov has been used as a means of pressure on his entourage since 1929 (the first arrests
among the Alash). The localization of arrests was extensive: Tashkent, Almaty, Kyzylorda,
Petropavlovsk, Semipalatinsk. This indirectly testifies in favor of the authority of Sadvokasov, whose
position on the fundamental issues of the development of the republic impressed the Communists.
When reading the protocols of interrogations by PCIA bodies of Kazakh leaders, communists, since
1929: A. Aisarin and others, including mass arrests of 1937-1938, the opinion is formed that these
texts were printed "under carbon copy". The sources are characterized by similarity of content: those
arrested or undergoing a "party purge™ were asked "standard" questions in order to "incriminate™, make
them nervous and admit non-existent "mistakes"”. Despite the fact that the investigation was conducted
according to the "pendulum principle”, that is, the interrogator returned to the main question again and
again. The investigator called the names of acquaintances (in this context, Smagul Sadvokasov) of the
interrogated, thereby forcing him to recall new details of meetings, conversations. The final stage of
the interrogations was a "confession” of a person in a "crime" in the standard wording. Such a
"technique" of the investigating authorities led to a partial loss of identity and even disorientation of
the arrested person. Even the fact that Smagul Sadvokasov himself died at the time of interrogations
of his entourage (1937-1938) (in Moscow in 1933) did not bother Soviet Themis! In other words,
according to the logic of the "investigation”, his name was supposed to symbolize "anti-party activity",
"nationalism™ and "propensity for groupings”. Accordingly, everyone who was familiar with him
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and collaborated within the framework of common activities (mass media, public education, etc.) was
automatically enrolled in the "enemies of the people”. Such a disappointing conclusion can be reached
as a result of studying dozens of "protocols”. Sadvokasov's surname was also used after Smagul's
death (for example, during the interrogations of Aisarin and Mendeshev, Mustambayev), in 1937-1938.
By way of comparative analysis, we definitely come to the conclusion that representatives of the
intelligentsia in other Central Asian republics experienced similar pressure. Thus, Abidjan Makhmudov
(1871-1936) was a well-known Uzbek figure, head of the press department in the Turkestan
department of the People's Commissariat for Nationalities in Moscow. Yakut activist M. Ammosov,
who worked in Kazkray, also became a victim of repression. Such was the situation when the rights of
citizens were undoubtedly violated in the Union, up to the right of elementary protection (presumption
of innocence), the right of correspondence and others. Victims of repression, which they are
unequivocally, should be fully politically rehabilitated, their works returned to scientific circulation,
archives declassified. Uncovering the crimes of Stalinism and restoring the honest name of
S. Sadvokasov, his fellow countrymen and colleagues, talented editors, writers, publicists, lecturers
from among the national elite who could benefit their people is the duty of historians and social
scientists, in the context of building the community "Zhana (New) Kazakhstan".

In other
territories, although the proportion of migrants was small, their interests were protected to the
maximum extent. The policy of Russification and Christianization pursued by the tsarist government
served as an impetus for the active and effective development of these territories.

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Abstract. Introduction. On September 1, 1876, the local tsarist authorities opened the Verny Men's
Gymnasium to enable the children of the indigenous nomadic population to receive a secondary
education and continue their studies at the universities of the Russian Empire. In 1883-1911,
representatives of the Alash movement in Zhetysu were educated in this secondary educational
institution. Those who graduated from the gymnasium worked as translators in the center and districts
of the Zhetysu region. Goals and objectives. To study the education and employment of Alash figures
in Zhetysu, who studied at the Verny Men's Gymnasium; disclose the details of the opening of the
gymnasium and the rules for enrolling students, highlight the issues of the potential of students, the
teaching staff, accommodation of students, conditions for admission to the boarding school; to analyze,
on the basis of conduit sheets of students, their academic performance, discipline, passing exams,
the reasons for the departure of Kazakh children; to show the influence exerted by the male gymnasium
on the life path of the Zhetysu figures of Alash. Results. Based on archival sources, the article
studies some facts from the life of the Alash figures of Zhetysu, who studied at the Verny Men's
Gymnasium in the late XIX™ and early XX™ centuries. In the gymnasium, the children lived in a
boarding house, they studied Russian, Latin, French, algebra, geometry, history, geography and passed
exams. The students learned the rules of living in a state-owned house, the rules of the order, the ability
to be true friends and reliable partners. In the process of learning, students got involved in reading
books, mastered the Russian language, philosophical thinking, learned to express their opinion.
Conclusions. The childhood of the leaders of the Alash movement in Zhetysu, who aspired to get an
education, passed within the walls of the Verny Men’s Gymnasium. Thanks to the acquired knowledge,
they were employed in the civil service, received higher education, and became qualified specialists
in their field.

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Abstract. Introduction. Building a new, fair Kazakhstan determines both strategic paradigms and the
current social moods of citizens. Turning back to the recent past (a century earlier, the Kazakh
community also faced a big choice: which slogans to follow? How to equip the country?), abstracting
from everyday life, it is not difficult to find an analogy between the deep foundations of the past
century and the present. After all, it was necessary to solve state tasks for very young and ambitious
leaders, sufficiently educated, ready to make responsible decisions in terms of relocating the capital.
In world history, the facts of the transfer of a number of capitals are recorded: Japan, China, Turkey.
Ankara became the new capital of Turkey in 1923. The chronological proximity of 1924-1925,
the common views of Ataturk and the Kazakh leaders on the choice of the capital are not accidental.
Goals and objectives. The need to study the position of Kazakh leaders on issues of national and state
identity Baitursynov A., Sadvokasov S., etc., is analyzed in the article by quoting their published
works and speeches preserved in archives. Results. Smagul Sadvokasov, a year after the establishment
of the Kazakh autonomy, called for a change of the capital, which was realized only three years later.
We had to work in the most difficult rhythm of overcoming skepticism and outright sabotage of
KazTSIk's decisions at the regional levels. Conclusions. There was unhealthy opposition within a
number of gubrevkom on the ground, and any criticism of their actions (more precisely, inaction)
received the label of "nationalist™ manifestations. The Kazakh Council of People’s Commissars headed
by N. Nurmakov cut this "Gordian knot™ with the transfer of the capital to Kyzylorda.

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Abstract. Introduction. The article characterizes the daily life of the population of the virgin regions
of Northern Kazakhstan. Conclusions are drawn about the impact of demographic processes on the
daily life of indigenous peoples. For the first time, on the basis of archival sources, a social portrait
of the first virgin lands is determined. As part of the development of virgin lands as a historical event,
a decisive role is assigned to man. The rise of virgin and fallow lands is still perceived today as one
of the few heroic pages, when not only new lands were introduced into agricultural circulation and
new state farms were created, but also a special group of the population was formed. It was an
association of people with different lifestyles, levels of education, upbringing, culture and national
character, formed in a relatively short historical period in a new place of residence. Goals and
objectives. To analyze everyday life history in virgin lands of the North Kazakhstan. On the basis of
sources, characterize the daily life of different nationalities in the virgin regions of the region.
Materials and methods. For Northern Kazakhstan, virgin lands are a milestone in the history of the
region, since after the start of the virgin lands as a kind of artificial community in a given territory is a
necessary element of the restoration of objective history. The source base for the study was archival
materials collected in the archives of the RK and published as part of various collections of documents.
The first group consists of materials from the funds of the State Archive of the North Kazakhstan
oblast (hereinafter referred to as GA SKO), relating to the designated period. The second group
included published documents. These are Memoirs of N.S. Khrushchev. The methodological basis of
the work was formed by such basic principles of scientific and historical knowledge as objectivity,
historicism, consistency and concreteness, as well as the civilizational approach used in historical
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research. Results. More than 89,000 families were resettled in collective farms and state farms of the
republic in 1956-1960. Conclusions. All resettled from the regions of the USSR had an impact on the
daily life of the inhabitants of northern Kazakhstan. The basis of the state policy in the implementation
of the project of development of virgin and deposited land was primarily the need to solve the grain
problem. Therefore, the satisfaction of the material and everyday component of everyday life of the
primary-graders took place on a residual principle.

Introduction

The demographic features of the changes in virgin territories are directly related to state
transformations that began in 1954 and are known in history as the development of virgin lands. The
goal set by the party and the government to develop virgin and fallow lands was actively realized by
attracting representatives from various sectors of the population from all over the country. Significant
migration processes have occurred, which undoubtedly affected the demographic, socio-economic,
domestic and cultural environment in the virgin lands.

A serious change in the political and economic life of this region became possible only in 1954,
when N.S. Khrushchev began his first major adventure in the country's agriculture — the development
of virgin and fallow lands. The purpose of this campaign was both the justified need to increase
grain production in the country, and an attempt to demonstrate the capabilities of the USSR in
competition with the European advanced powers, including in agriculture.

In his memoirs N.S. Khrushchev wrote that he immediately faced the question of the
preliminary necessity of creating infrastructure, but this was prevented by the high demand for grain
production in the country (Memuary Khrushcheva, 1994).

To get out of this situation, N.S. Khrushchev initiated the parallel creation of virgin
infrastructure and plowing of land. All this became the basis for solving everyday issues of the life of
new settlers on the residual principle.

This article is an attempt to analyze everyday life of the inhabitants of the northern region of
Kazakhstan during the development of virgin and fallow lands and the demographic history of the
region.

The twentieth year between the censuses of population 1939 and 1959 was marked by great
changes in the life of the Soviet Union, which had effect, in particular, on the development of

s
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demographic processes in general, on the location of individual nationalities and ethnic groups,
changes in the number and national structure of the population of individual areas and republics of
the Soviet Union, especially Kazakhstan.

Materials and Methods

The development of the concept of «sources on the history of everyday life», the development
of methods and approaches, analysis of such texts is not studied, but a relevant research task. The
methodological basis of the research was formed by the principles of historicism, objectivity and a
systematic approach, which made it possible to combine various methods of analysis and synthesis.

The theoretical, methodological basis of research in any sector of knowledge is the appropriate
scientific outlook and adequate to it principles and methods of scientific cognition.

The systematic approach to the study of historical processes is to consider objects of cognition
as holistic aggregates, the properties of which are not reduced and expressed through the properties
of their elements; to account for significant interactions between components among themselves and
the external environment. In explaining the dynamics of the development of objects cognition as a
result of their self-movement and self-organization. The systemic paradigm is designed to overcome
the one-sidedness and limitations of the class approach to the study of social phenomena. On the basis
of systemic representations, analysis and synthesis, comparison and analogy, logical and historical
methods, generalization and abstraction, induction and deduction, modeling and other methods of
scientific cognition are further developed.

In the article also used historical-comparative, system-analytical and statistical methods, which
ensured the solution of the problems.

Discussion

The source base of this study was the archival documents of the Central State Archives of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, the results of the 1959 All-Union Census. The complexity of working
with statistics is often characterized by the lack of statistics in the district, due to the lack of
methodology of such developments in the 1950s-1960s. Large censuses are often compared.

The main volume of materials on the history of everyday life in the North Kazakhstan region
during the years of virgin lands campaign was found in the regional archives of the Akmola region.
This archive has the richest information on housing and cultural devices.

In our view, these documents are still under-represented by researchers, which should be
seen as a disadvantage.

Almost the first who raised a question and investigated the impact of the development of
virgin and fallow lands on the ethno-demographic situation in Kazakhstan were S.B. Baishev and
Dakhschleiger (Baishev et al., 1979).

For ideological reasons, they do not analyze the negative consequences of the campaign, and
the changes in ethnic structure of the republic’s population were given in favor of Slavic ethnic
groups. Similarly, in the work of M. Suzhikov and G. Demakova the migration processes were
interpreted as a way of rapprochement between nationalities in the republic (Suzhikov et al., 1979).

From the second half of the 1980s to the period of Kazakhstan's acquisition of sovereignty,
a critical rethinking of decades of dogma and stereotypes begins and a new stage in the development
of Kazakhstan's historical science starts. At that time, the book “National Processes in the USSR:
In Search of New Approaches” was published, which presented analytical reviews, reflections of
specialists on the state of inter-ethnic relations, expert assessments of contradictions and trends in
the development of modern national processes in the USSR (Bromley, 1988). Some aspects of
the problems of inter-ethnic relations were highlighted in the works of M.K. Kozybayev,
Zh.B. Abylkhozhin, M.K. Tatimov (Kozybayev et al., 1989) and D.K. Kshibekov (Kshibekov, 1988).
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In Soviet times, scholars paid considerable attention to migration issues, its influence on inter-
ethnic relations. However, due to the well-known ideological taboo, such important aspects of
migration processes in Kazakhstan as the deportation of peoples remained outside the field of
research in all the works.

The second block includes modern Kazakhstan historiography. The democratization of society
has allowed the research practice to take an increasing approach to the interpretation of the problems
of the history and culture of the nationalities of the republic.

Demographic processes in Kazakhstan and related changes in the national composition are
reflected in the studies of Zh.B. Abylkhozhin, M.K. Kozybayev, K.S. Aldazhumanov (Abylkhozhin et
al., 1992). The socio-demographic aspects of the problem under study are presented in the monograph
of M.Kh. Asylbekov, A. Galiyev (Asylbekov et al., 1991). For the first time and regionally, various
aspects of Kazakhstan's socio-demographic development are being considered.

The theme of the virgin lands history was touched upon by Zh. Abylkhozhin (Abylkhozhin,
2000) and K.S. Karazhan, who covered some "white spots™ on the topic (Karazhan, 2004).

Results

After the removal of N.S. Khrushchev from the political arena, in the historical and party
studies there were made attempts to get rid of these shortcomings. But even then, some factors began to
effect, which particularly negatively affected the development of historical science in the 1970s and in
the first half of the 1980s. After the enthusiastic works of the 1950s and early 1960s, the period of
1953-1964 almost fell out of the sphere of attention of domestic researchers, which was due to the
policy of silencing the personality of N.S. Khrushchev, and it lasted up to the mid-1980s. As a result, a
number of complex problems, and, first of all, the characterization of the period as a whole, were
essentially out of the sight of historians. This applies to the study of such issues as the functioning of
the political system, intra-party struggle, and decision-making mechanisms. One of the reasons for
the lack of analysis of many problems related to Khrushchev's period of activity was the prevailing
opinion since the mid-1960s that all the necessary assessments have already been given by the
October (1964) plenum of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union.
Scholars were required not to focus on mistakes and shortcomings made at different times.

The actual silence of N.S. Khrushchev's activities gave way to rampant apologetics, against
which the attempts to look at the years of his rule and evaluate them somehow otherwise were heard
by few people. Only recently, some attempts to take a more balanced look at the Soviet history of the
1950s and 1960s have begun to emerge, although there is now a wealth of political speculation
regarding to our recent past in the academic literature, especially in the media.

The modern stage of the development of historical science is characterized by the rejection
of many stereotypes. It is necessary to pay tribute to scholars who turned to methodological problems,
assessed the importance of historical science for modernity, stressed the responsibility for reliable
“non-partisan” coverage of history.

The work of the review plan was timed to round dates. Thus, economic and agricultural articles
on the feat of the Soviet people in the development of the virgin lands came out to the 40th anniversary
of development. The problems of the material and domestic component of the life of “tselinniki” in
them are affected selectively. Some authors (Lysenko, 1994), A.l. Tyutyunnikov, A.N. Kashtanov
(Tyutyunnikov et al., 1994) consider the problems of building infrastructure on a ground in terms of its
relationship with the economic efficiency of the “tselinniki” state farms. They come to the conclusion,
that the untimely material support of newcomers gave rise to difficulties in the organization of mass
bread harvests.

The problems of the way of life and public consciousness of the "thaw™ era in Soviet
historiography were considered rather narrowly. The work of the first period is characterized by the
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principle of socialist realism. The range of studies on the study of the Soviet way of life is quite wide,
not from the point of view of reality, but in terms of the given ideal (Arnoldov, 1984). The basic moral
and behavioral characteristics of the Soviet man in relation to family, work and collective are
defined. But there is almost no analysis of the actual situation in the country within the specified
norms, except for the work of R.V. Ryvkina (Ryvkina, 1979). Her study is a kind of manual for the
study of everyday-life relationships among the rural population. In particular, the author speaks about a
special kind of society of the rural collective, which is characterized by a slower lifestyle, lack of
anonymity, the authority of the family and the head of the family.

The rich factual material allowed E.J. Zubkova to assess the public mood of the Soviet
population of the thaw era as a reaction to the ongoing reforms (Zubkova, 1993). It is one of the few to
explore the public consciousness of people of the era of the 1990s in the 1990s. However, analyzing
the general political mood of the Soviet people, E.J. Zubkova gives an assessment of the moods of
the entire population of the country, not dividing it by lifestyle and level of education.

Aksyutin Yu.V. analyzes the problems of wages, pricing and the impact of the economic policy
of the state on the daily life of people, housing problem, domestic services, compares the situation of
workers and employees of cities and collective farmers (Aksyutin, 2004). Unfortunately, he gives a
broad analysis of the relationship between power and society at the union level.

In more detail, the problem of public consciousness, moods of the population, social memory is
developed in the study of I.E. Koznova, which analyzes the perception of peasants (selected a specific
category of population) of the history of the 20th century at the universal and retrospective levels
(Koznova, 2000). Using letters and memoirs sent to the Peasant Newspaper, materials of ethnographic
expeditions, his personal conversations, and the researcher characterizes the attitude of the peasantry
to numerous historical events at the historical and philosophical level. The study argues a special
form of perception of peasantry, a system «before - now» when reality is constructed through the prism
of comparison of the past and the present. In this comparison, according to the author, the unusualness
of peasant daily life is determined, where the appearance and approval of former and new traditions
occurs without reproducing exact dates, but on the basis of perception of special «archaic» ideas
about time.

Along with the emergence of new monographs, analyzing the public mood in the period under
study by us, of particular interest is the sociological analysis of opinion polls by A.B. Grushin and
F. Shereghi about the attitude of the population to the family, to their generation, about the world
of values of the turn of the 1950s-1960s. F. Sheregi (Sheregi, 2002) gave an analysis of the spiritual
sphere of society through the eyes of a sociologist. Analyzing the problem of the attitude of young
people to the family and family legislation, determining the range of interests of Soviet youth at the
turn of the 1950-1960s, according to opinion polls, A.B. Grushin concluded that young people for the
most part had a broad outlook and level of intellectual and cultural development (Grushin, 2001).
Knowledge of the cultural heritage of the country was a natural phenomenon for the Soviet man.

At the regional level, the problems of the material and cultural provision of healers, their
lifestyle and leisure, as well as family characteristics are largely determined by the same criteria as at
the national level.

Thus, historiographic analysis has shown that at both the national and regional levels at the
first and second historiography stages, the general tendentious presentation of the characteristics of
the problems of the everyday component of the life of healers remains. Most of these issues are dealt
with along the way with other subjects or are dealt with selectively.

Everyday life history in virgin lands of the North Kazakhstan

In the 1950s, when the development of virgin and deposited lands, the totalitarian system
introduced a large group of people to implement another major project. In Tselinograd, Kokshetau,
Pavlodar, North Kazakhstan, Kostanai regions thousands of hectares of pastures have been cut off for crops.

Kazakh villages were also scattered like in the past. At that time, western researchers assessed
that the action on the development of the land is a measure that threatens the existence of the Kazakh
ethnos, a continuation of the tsarist policy of colonialism. In the republic, there were also figures who
were insured against the inefficiency of the development of new lands. When the question of the
lands development in Kazakhstan was raised, the first secretary of Kazakhstan since July, 1946
Zh. Shayakhmetov, due to the fact that the fertile layer in the soil does not exceed 2.5 cm, the wind
erosion of the land, said: «We will lose our land». Khrushchev said, adding that he opposed the idea
of the development of new lands, for which he was removed from his post in 1954. On the ground,
there were leaders who opposed the measure. For example, forestry worker Ertay Nakipov has
publicly condemned the leadership of the SOC and the Soviet government for the policy of land
development — no difference from the colonial policy of the tsarist order.

The number of people of Kazakhstan for this period has increased significantly in comparison
with the whole of its history, as well as compared to other republics of the USSR. The total number of
people living in the republic was 2.4 times the number of people living in the country between
1939 and 1959, when the number of people living in the city increased by 2.4 times.

In connection with the increase in the use of virgin lands in Kazakhstan, the largest contingent
shall be attracted to the working population in the country, as a result of the increase in the number of
rural population swelling by 30%. With the current main target plots, the population in the northern
regions of Kazakhstan has been increased and the next year the subscale of migration in the country is
not invisible. The average rate of the population in 1950s-1980s was 46%, urban — 5.7 and rural —
2.8% (Rhys, 1991). Such an increase in the population in the country was not only at the end of the
mass mechanical launch, but as a result of the increase in the memory of the population.

5,156 families moved from Belarus to the areas of the virgin lands of Kazakhstan on April 20,
1960, of which 1,265 families moved to the Tselinograd region, 1199 to Karaganda, 1235 to
Kokchetavav, 299 to East Kazakhstan, 311 to North Kazakhstan, 311 to Kustanai and 123 to West
Kazakhstan (Sugirbayeva, 2000).

In 1959-1960, about 300 people moved from the districts of the Omsk region to the Kokchetau
region, which included many agricultural specialists. In 1954, there was a certain influx of Poles to
Kazakhstan from other regions of the USSR, mainly from Belarus. This took place within the
framework of thousands of migrations under the all-union program of development of virgin lands.
And the Poles played a prominent role in the development of the virgin lands. Under Soviet-Polish
agreement of 1957 a rather significant number of returnees arrived in Poland. For example, the echelon
of 10 passenger cars and 2 freight cars with citizens, numbering 437 people was sent from Karaganda
to Poland. In 1954-1959, a strong flow of migrants was sent to Northern Kazakhstan, where the total
population of Kokchetau region grew by 49%, Kustanai — by 91%, Pavlodarskaya — by 105%, North
Kazakhstan — by 26%, Akmolinskaya — by 97% (Suzhikov, 1991: 121).

Russians in Northern Kazakhstan increased by 81.0 %, Kazakhs — by 26.5%. Kazakhs increased
by 474,000 people in the country, new land in the region decreased by 10,496 people, and in 1939 —
97.9% of the number. Of these, the number of Kazakhs in the North Kazakhstan region decreased
by 47,000, and in 1959 the number was only 55.9% of 1939. Although Ukrainians decreased in the
North Kazakhstan (31.6 thousand) and Akmolinskaya (5,000) regions, their number increased in the
Kostanai (by 46.3 thousand, 144.5%) and Kokshetau (by 11,000, 121.8%) regions. In the northern
regions, the number of Germans increased by 8-9 times (Asylbekov et al., 2005: 58).

Because of these changes, the population in the region increased by 70.7% (Kusherbayev K.E.,
1996: 30). The Kazakh people showed a sense of friendship and full understanding, finding themselves
in the mighty flow of the universal movement for the development of virgin and stale lands in
Kazakhstan, which violated the traditional, habitual way of life. Significantly, by 34.1%, the number of
Ukrainians decreased, but the number of Uzbeks became noticeably more — by 12.5%. The share of

Kazakhs in population growth was 66 % — the only indicator in the country, when the population was
mainly replenished due to natural growth (Kakenova, 2004: 40).

In 1954, there was a certain influx of Poles to Kazakhstan from other regions of the USSR,
mainly from Belarus. The then migration of Poles to Kazakhstan is all the more interesting because it
took place in parallel with the «second repatriation» initiated by the corresponding Soviet-Polish
agreement of 1957. Under this agreement, a rather significant number of returnees arrived in Poland
«because of Khrushch». For example, the echelon of 10-passenger and 2 freight cars with citizens,
numbering 437 people, including 50 children under 16 years was sent from Karaganda to Poland
(Yesimova, 2014: 100).

The northern economic region was a clear confirmation of the negative impact of mechanical
growth on the complication of the demographic situation in the country, primarily due to the
development of virgin lands. It was in northern Kazakhstan in 1954-1959 that a powerful flow of
migrants was sent, where the total population of Kokchetau region grew by 49 %, Kustanai — by 91
%, North Kazakhstan — by 26 %, Akmolinskaya — by 97 %. The rural population of Kokchetau
region increased by 32 %, Kustanai — by 62 %, North Kazakhstan — by 11 %, Akmolinskaya —
by 32 % (Bromley, 1988: 129).

Russians in Northern Kazakhstan increased by 81.0 %, Kazakhs — by 26.5 %. The number
of Ukrainians increased significantly — by 30.3 %. However, the trend of growth due to
migrations is especially evident in the example of the Belarusian people - the number of
Belarusians has become 8.1 times. As a result of these changes, the population in the region
increased by 70.7 % (Nekrich, 1978: 18).

Important indicators, in our opinion, are the characteristics of the national composition of the
population, as often at the everyday level nationality determines behavior, priorities of interests,
choice of circle of friends and acquaintances, family and religious traditions.
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Akmolinsk region

We cite archival sources from the archive of the Akmolinsk region on the issue of resettlement:
«The head of the resettlement department of the Kokchetava region, comrade Motovilov S.S. From
the head of the echelon No 424 comrade Petrov Anton Andreyevich.

On March 24 train number 424 with immigrants following to the Kokchetau region from the
Brest region of the BSSR stood at the Akmolinsk station. At the time when 1 filled out documents for
migrants with the data that |1 had in the Molotovsky district of the Akmola region, in the resettlement
department in the city of Akmolinsk, the head of the resettlement department, Comrade Simbinov,
came to the train at station Akmolinsk and conducted agitation among the settlers who wished to go
to the Kokchetau region, and at the same time he promised them better living conditions in the Akmola
region and at the same time informed them of poor living conditions on collective farms in the
Kokchetau region. Then, having come to the head of the Akmolinsk station, Comrade Sembinov gave a
written request to unhook four wagons with immigrants heading to collective farms of the Kokchetav
region and submit them for unloading, although in these wagons no one wanted (with the exception of
two families) to remain in the Akmola region. The train passengers found out about the intention of
Comrade Sembinov on the unhitching of four cars and insisted on going to Kokchetav. After that, the
head of the station canceled his order to unhook these cars and these cars were put on the train for
further transportation to the Kokchetau region.

In 15-20 minutes before the train departs, the representatives of the Akmola district, along
with representatives of the Ilyich collective farm of the same region, loaded five families of only
15 people from the train to the station tracks of Akmolinsk station without complying with the
safety rules provided for by railway laws.

All these operations were supervised by Comrade Sembinov, who gave an application for
unhitching of the four wagons. An application with the resolution of the head of the Akmolinsk
station is attached with this letter (SANKR. F.1470. L.1. C.9. P.190).

Decree

Council of Ministers No. 800 of November 11, 1954

On rendering assistance in the economic structure to the families of workers and employees
moving from cities, workers' settlements and regional centers to collective farms

The Council of Ministers of the USSR by Decree No 1894 of September 8, 1954, «On Assisting
the Families of Workers and Employees Relocating from Cities, Workers' Settlements and Regional
Centers to Collective Farmsy» with economic management:

It extended to the families of workers and office workers moving in 1954-1955 (starting on
January 1, 1954) from cities of workers' villages and district centers in the region, territory,
autonomous republic without regional division, to work and permanent residence in multi-land
collective farms in need of replenishment of labor, benefits and advantages provided for by Decree of
the Council of Ministers of the USSR of February 19, 1953, No 517, with the exception of the
provision of free travel and transportation of property and the provision of a lump-sum cash
allowance.

It has been established that a loan from Selkhozbank to families of workers and employees
resettling within the oblasts of the Kazakh SSR is granted:

a) for the construction of houses with outbuildings in the amount of up to 10 thousand rubles
per family, with repayment of the loan received within 10 years, starting from the third year after
the transfer of the buildings to the settler, with the assignment of 35 % of this loan from the state
budget;

b) for the purchase of cows or other cattle in the amount of up to 1.5 thousand rubles per family,
with repayment of the loan received within three years, starting from the third year after the buying
of cattle.
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It was established that the families of workers and employees moving from cities, workers'
settlements and district centers in 1954-1955 within the Karaganda, Kustanai, North Kazakhstan,
Kokchetav, Akmola, Aktobe, Pavlodar and West Kazakhstan regions to collective farms of virgin
lands and fallow lands, except for Selkhozbank loans, a one-time cash allowance is provided in the
amounts established by Decree of the Council of Ministers of the USSR of May 15, 1954, No 918
(SANKR. F.1470. L.1. C. 9. P.190).

The housing problem was relatively solved only by the mid — 1960s, when the average area
per newcomer reached 5-6 meters at a rate of 6-7 meters per person. In the first 7 years of
development, many tselina workers lived in unfinished houses or emergency homes in
unsanitary conditions. The possibility of building their homes was not used insignificantly. The
houses of tselina workers begin to be furnished with factory furniture, rather than homemade, as
before. In everyday life, embroidery, knitting and wall panels are popular.

D. Syrtsov, Director of the KazSR Ministerial Council

In a memo to the chairman of the Kokchetau regional executive committee, Rokhmanyuk D.D.
noted that 272 families arrived in the collective farms of Yenbekshikazakh district in 1955, of which
more than 200 families are still living in apartments in collective farmhouses, such housing for the
migrants caused them outrage (SANKR. F. 1470. L.1. C.9. P.133).

According to the data of the two censuses, the highest population density was shown by North
Kazakhstan: (in 1939 - 8.2; 1959 — 11.1), East Kazakhstan (respectively: 4.5; 6.1) and South
Kazakhstan (4.5; 6.1) regions. The Kazakhs in Kazakhstan according to the 1959 census numbered
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2,787 thousand people (29.8 % of the total population) and became a minority on their ancestral
land. The largest number of Kazakhs was concentrated in the South Kazakhstan region — 406 195,
then in the Almaty region — 304,489, 287,803 in Guryevskaya, 235,873 in Kzylorda Oblast, 219,905
in Jambul Oblast, 194,912 in Karaganda. Fewer than 140,000 Kazakhs lived in other areas. These areas
are located in the northern and eastern regions of Kazakhstan. The least Kazakhs lived in the North
Kazakhstan region — 56,696 (SANKR. F.1470. C.9. L.1. P.190).

It is worth noting that the smallest number of Kazakhs settled in the cities of North Kazakhstan
— 7929 and West Kazakhstan regions — 9962. And in the villages of these same areas they are much
more: in the North Kazakhstan region — 48,767 (SANKR. F.1470. L.1. C.9. P.190). The results of
the 1959 All-Union Census of the People's Republic of Kazakhstan (SANKR. 698, L. 21, 225.
Pp. 406-496).

Conclusion

After studying the Northern Region of Kazakhstan during the period of development of virgin
and deposited land, the authors came to the conclusion that the policy of the state in creating acceptable
domestic and cultural conditions for newcomers who came to develop the virgin lands was carried out
on a residual principle, which caused high turnover of personnel on the ground. In 1950-1960,
resettlement flows from different places of the former Soviet Union, increasing the population of
Kazakhstan, led to the emergence of a non-ethnic population.

The program of development of virgin lands has developed in detail the main issues
(the number of land intended for development, the amount of equipment necessary for the campaign,
etc.). At the same time, a number of logistical issues were referred directly to the field and depended
directly on the initiative of the local leadership. On the one hand, the command and administrative
system did not provide more or less powers to local authorities, on the other hand local managers did
not always have the necessary resources at their disposal to solve the problem faced by young people in
their daily lives on the ground. Ways to resolve the issues transferred to the local authorities by the
center were not worked out in detail. Therefore, some problems at the local level were resolved by trial
and error. The haste of the development of virgin and deposited lands led to the provision of material
and living conditions on the residual principle, which was the reason for the considerable unsettled
daily life of the tenants.

As a result, many of the household problems became virtually dead-end. Analysis of periodic
printing, archival material and personal memories of tselina workers showed that the lack of normal
transport links made it virtually inaccessible to purchase the necessary industrial and food products,
full medical care, and household services. This situation remained characteristic until the end of the
study period and was particularly acutely affected by the second half of the 1950s (M. Utegenov).

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THE PRACTICE OF WELL RECONSTRUCTION IN THE «KHAN ORDASY» MUSEUM-
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Abstract. Introduction. One of the places where the traditional way of building wells has been
preserved is the area of the Naryn Sands in the Kazakh western lands. The following traditional types
of strengthening the walls of wells are common in the region: weaving from willow bundles;
weaving a fence of wicker rods in the form of four walls; construction of a two-level log house from
willow bundles and wood; construction of walls of a pine log house in the form of squares or
pentagons; strengthening with weaving from gingil. Goals and objectives. The extraction of
groundwater characteristic of the area by the traditional method, fixing the wall of the well by the
traditional method, demonstrating the reconstruction of the well in the residence "Khan Ordasy" by
scientific processing. Results. The first well, located in the residence of Zhangir Khan (1823-1845) of
the Bukey Horde, was put into operation on June 6, 2019, and the second — on August 13, 2019. The
peculiarity of the reconstruction of the wells is that it was carried out without the use of modern
technologies. Both wells were dug in the traditional way, characteristic of the region, their walls were
reinforced with pine wood and put into operation. Conclusions. Reconstructions of the walls are in an open
exhibition on the territory of the «West Kazakhstan Regional Historical, Cultural, Architectural and
Ethnographic Museum-Reserve «Khan Ordasy». To extract well water, a hanging chigir, typical for the
region, was installed. Reconstructions of wooden buckets for drawing water from a well and a wooden
saptyayak ladle were also made using the traditional woodcarving method. A chemical analysis of the
well water of the first walls was carried out and the results were transferred to the museum fund.

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Abstract. Introduction. The article is dedicated to the analysis of one category of archaeological
artifact — a bronze sickle-scythe. The sickle-scythe was found during archaeological exploration in the
field season of 2022 in the Burabay district of the Akmola region. The article gives a complete
description and discusses the functional purpose of the sickle-scythe. The tool is considered as an item
used in the post-burial ritual performed on the territory of the burial ground, and is interpreted as one of
the items intended for offering to deities. Goals and Objectives. What traditions were used when
burying the bronze sickle-scythe from the Burabay region? What religious and social ideas of the
inhabitants of these regions were embodied in the performance of such a ceremony? These and other
questions are the focus of this research. Results. The cultural and historical affiliation of the monument
is attributed to the Nura archaeological culture. This work also remarks the change of tradition in burial
practice. Conclusions. The authors propose a hypothesis about the spread of the cremation process, in
connection with which the number of metal objects in the set of grave goods decreases. They are
replaced by offerings in the form of vessels with food and the use of metal objects in post-burial
practice. Special sacrificial places on the territory of the burial ground, where ritual offerings were
made, emphasize the originality of the Nura archaeological culture.

Introduction

Monuments of the 2nd millennium BC are well represented on the territory of Kazakhstan, and
this is primarily due to physical and geographical features and landscape. In archaeological science,
the monuments of the Bronze Age as a subject of study have a fairly rich history (Kukushkin, 2019).
The vast territory of Kazakhstan can be conditionally divided into three regions: Saryarka (broadly the
northern Steppe and Lake landscape), the Kazakh Altai mountains and Zhetysu (Semirechye/Seven
Rivers of south-eastern Kazakhstan), where a set of material immovable structures of the Bronze Age
is recorded, which includes the following types of monuments: settlements, burial grounds, the location
of ancient mines, quarries, petroglyphs and sanctuaries. The concentration, location density and
number of these monuments are associated with rich metal deposits and with the development of
mining and metallurgy. The evolution of mining and metallurgy in Bronze Age Kazakhstan is an
important part within the framework of the general production system of the Eurasian metallurgical
province and is assigned to the Asian zone (Grigoriyev, 2017: 30). The functioning of the Eurasian
metallurgical province covers the entire Late Bronze Age and dates from the 2nd millennium BC to the
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turn of the 2nd/1st millennium BC (Chernykh, 2014). The rich material culture revealed in the layers
of the settlement complexes of the Bronze Age of Kazakhstan is the primary source for studying the
economic and cultural types of the ancient society. In their turn, household items, weapons and jewelry
were deposited in burial features, which indicate the standard of living and social differentiation in
these regions. The source of information about ancient technologies can be the workings of paleo-metal
deposits, pyrotechnical facilities, foundry molds and final products — especially those of metal. The
development of the construction activity can be judged by the architecture of residential and burial
complexes. The religious beliefs of the ancient population are well illustrated in sanctuaries, rock
paintings, as well as in the ritual practice associated with burials or special depositions (hoards).

This study discusses a reaping tool, which was found during archaeological exploration in the
administrative territory of the Burabay district of the Akmola region in the field season of 2022.
According to the classification of metal tools by Avanesova, this find belongs to type D — sickles-
scythes (Avanesova, 1991: 22). The purpose of this article is to introduce this category of artifact into
scientific circulation with a full description, clarification of the functional purpose and cultural and
chronological affiliation.

Metal products are one of the main sources in the study of the history of the leading branches
of ancient industries that ensured the general cultural and socio-economic progress of ancient societies
(Dergachev, Bochkarev 2002; Hundt, 1955). Metal objects allow tracing the development of cultural
and trade-exchange relations of the ancient population and are a reliable indicator of relative and
absolute dating. At the same time, specifically metal objects, whether tools, weapons or jewelry, have a
high value/weight coefficient at the same time being visually remarkable, so that they fulfill the
most important criteria of status symbols (for example Clark, 1986; Hayden, 1998). In archaeological
science, several directions and concepts have developed in the study of the collection of metal objects
and treasures or hoards. The followers of the economic concept believe that metal and products made
from it were of considerable value and played a significant role in the economy of the Bronze Age.
In turn, within the framework of this concept, treasures and depositions of metal objects are clearly
classified. Each category was associated with a specialized activity, for example, treasure hoards,
founders' hoards, merchants' hoards, and personal hoards were singled out (Bochkarev, 2002: 45-47).
Followers of the votive origin of the hoards and collections of metal objects interpret them as initiatory
offerings. In some cases, they noted a certain pattern: in areas where burials with rich grave goods in
the form of metal objects were discovered, treasures are rarely found, and vice versa.

The same rite had two differences: in some cases, metal objects accompanied their owner to
the grave, while in others they were buried separately (Hundt, 1955: 95-138). According to the concept
of new archeology, they are considered as one of the demonstrations of a complex social and cultural
system (Levy, 1982). Metal in this historical period was a value and was associated with the main
spheres of society, it represented wealth, power and had sacred meaning (Eliade, 1959). The value of
the metal was widely used by the nobility to demonstrate their high social status, to consolidate and
enhance it (Bochkarev, 2002: 49). In the cultures of the Bronze Age, bronze sickle-shaped tools had a
high semiotic status, that is, they were part of a certain sign system and were used in various rituals
(Podobed et al., 2011: 303). Among these there is also a lunar symbolism, fertility (connected to
harvesting and the lunar calendar) and economically as symbolic money (a comprehensive overview in
Sommerfeld 1994, especially 3-18).

What traditions were used when burying a bronze sickle-scythe from the Burabay region? What
religious and social ideas of the inhabitants of these regions were embodied in the performance of such
a ceremony? These and other questions are the focus of this research.

Materials and methods
The article is based on archeological material (bronze sickle-scythe from the Burabay region),

as well as the relevant maps and satellite images of the the Burabay district. The methodological basis
of the research was the collection and analysis of available archival and bibliographic materials. A new
category of artifacts was obtained in the course of archaeological exploration on the territory of the
Burabay district of the Akmola region. Methods for analyzing topographic maps using satellite images
made it possible to determine the localization of monuments, and how they fit into the surrounding
landscape organically. The comparative-historical method and the historical-dialectical approach were
used in the work. The method of analogy was applied to establish the chronology of a particular
subject. The search for analogies, the circle of which helps to establish the existence of certain
traditions and customs associated with sickle-shaped tools, allow determining the historical chronology
and historical and cultural affiliation of the artifacts.

Discussion

It is reliably known that in the second half of the 2nd millennium BC, the Kazakh Steppe
experienced a number of cultural transformations associated with the movement and development of
new lands by the Nura (Fedorovo) communities, who moved into the northern and central part of
Kazakhstan from the east. These transformations have led to significant changes. For example, in the
production of ceramics, vessels with emerging rollers appear, in the metal industry, forged metal
objects are replaced by solid cast ones, and clay molds are replaced by stone ones. Tin bronze became
widely used.

The Burabay bronze scythe demonstrates an improved form of a reaping tool that has gone
through an evolutionary path of development from primitive bladed knives to sickles with a
straightening blade and an improved method of attaching it to a handle. According to their functions,
scythes with a slightly curved blade are not intended for harvesting cereal plants; most likely, such
scythes were used to mow grass, preparing feed for livestock. This is evidenced by the design feature
of the tool, the massiveness and large size, symmetry and simple fastening of the long handle, which
made it possible to perform oscillatory movements. The landscape of the Burabay forest is
advantageous for intensive pastoralism, and the natural and climatic conditions forced the population
that lived here in the Bronze Age to procure large stocks of fodder for livestock. On the farm, the
preparation of fodder for the winter could only be more efficiently carried out with the invention of the
scythe. The evidence base regarding the use of bronze scythes for mowing grass has been repeatedly
cited in archaeological literature. In particular, in the joint work of Boroffka and Mantu-Lazarovich,
economic, statistical and experimental data on several positions are presented. The analysis of these
data allowed scientists to discuss the existence and development of haymaking in the Bronze Age
(Boroffka, Mantu-Lazarovich, 2012: 172-193).

Additional arguments in favor of the functional purpose of the Burabay bronze scythe can be
materials found among the stationary settlement complexes in the region under study. As noted above,
several permanent settlements of the Bronze Age were excavated in the study area, the materials of
which indicate the dominance of cattle breeding in the economy. Analysis of the osteological material
indicates the predominance of large and small cattle in the composition of the herd (Sakenov, 2020:
159-160; Makarova, 1970: 269-279). In the climatic conditions of Northern Kazakhstan, on severe
winter days, an additional amount of nutrition is required to maintain livestock. The stable keeping of
livestock is evidenced by the presence of wells in housing and utility complexes, which were
investigated in settlements located nearby; these are such settlements as Chaglinka (Shagalaly 1),
Shagalaly Il and Vasilkovka I. It is necessary to note the feature of cattle breeding in the northern
regions of Kazakhstan, in particular in the forest-steppe zone. In the topography of the settlement
complexes of the Bronze Age special premises intended for keeping livestock were not recorded, since
livestock could graze around the village in winter. In the summer they were driven away several tens of
kilometers from the village. Given the paleoclimatic data that shows the existence of a temperate

climate, the ancient inhabitants were more rational and prepared food for both young animals and in
case of bad weather in the spring, during the summer and autumn periods.

The question of the use of the sickle in religious practice remains unclear. It is important to pay
attention to the location of the subject and the context. A bronze sickle-scythe was found on the
territory of the burial ground; it could be used as one of the items in the funeral rite or as a grave goods.
It is well known that the communities who inhabited this territory practiced cremation during the
funeral rite. Only human remains were cremated, and the accompanying grave goods were not burned.
This is evidenced by a large number of well-preserved grave goods found during the study of burial
complexes. Separate items, in this case a sickle-scythe, found at the site of the burial ground, can be
interpreted as sacrificial items. Most likely, the ancient population, who left this monument on the
territory of the burial ground, had special places for sacrifices - altars, where deities were worshiped
during funeral procedures; these worships included the sacrifice of animals, vessels with food and
metal objects.

Out of all the numerous archaeological facts, let us focus on two examples. First: in 2014, the
Ormandybulak burial ground was explored on the territory of the Zerenda district of the Akmola
region; inside of the enclosure No. 4, in the western part, a sickle-shaped tool was found over the grave.
The authors of the excavations remarked the similarity of the bronze sickle from the Ormandybulak
burial ground to the hooked sickles of the Kabakov type, which were common in the Volga region
(Kairmagambetov, 2014: 146). Second: during the re-examination of the Begazy burial site of
mausoleum No. 1, one whole vessel was found on the outer side of the western wall, and another one
was found outside the southern wall (Beisenov et al., 2014: 33). In both cases, the bronze sickle and
complete ceramic vessels were not included in the classical set of grave goods, but were deposited
nearby, performing other religious functions; in these cases they can be interpreted as offerings.
Religious rituals could also be performed on other events not related to the funeral rite, for example,
offerings could be made at the beginning of any social or agricultural activity.

Results

During the archaeological exploration in the Burabay district of the Akmola region in the field
season of 2022, a remarkable artifact was found — a bronze scythe. Found on the territory of the burial
ground of the Fedorovo culture, which has about ten mounds. The burial ground is located 14 km
southwest of the city of Shchuchinsk, between the villages of Zlatopolye and Sotnikovka, 1.5 km east
of Lake Kumdykol, on the left bank of the small steppe river Sotnikovka. The place is surrounded by
birch groves from the southeast, and a modern dam was built on the Sotnikovka river in the west.
A flat steppe opens from the northern and southwestern parts, which is now cultivated and is a wheat
field (Fig. 1). The landscape is represented by forest-steppe with many water resources in the form of
small steppe rivers and springs. The topography of the area is very well suited for human life, the
marginal areas are rich in meadows, and the flat steppe is suitable for cultivating crops. Currently,
haymaking is carried out in these territories, wheat is cultivated in the fields, and fishing is developing
on an artificial dam.

For a complete description of the bronze scythe, we use the following terminology, which was
developed for metal tools of such a category of artifacts as sickle-scythes by Avanesova. According to
morphological characteristics, this type of tool is divided into the following parts: wedge — working
part; butt — back; blade — the cutting part of the knife; heel — the fastening part of the blade and
handle; point — the end of the blade; base length — the length in a straight line from the beginning of
the blade to the end; profile — side view (Avanesova, 1991: 19).

Morphological and typological characteristics of the product. The length of the working part of
the bronze scythe is 22.5 cm, the minimum width is 2.5 cm, the maximum is 5 cm. The thickness of the
butt is 0.5 cm, it is sharpened to the blade. On the working sharpened part of the blade, traces of
hammering are clearly visible. The blade is slightly curved, sharpened on one side. The end of the
blade ends in a triangle; the heel is massive, presented in the form of an open sleeve. The heel fixing
the handle (sleeve) is 5.5 cm wide, 2.5 cm high, in this part of the sickle-scythe the thickness of the
metal sheet is 0.6 cm (Fig. 2).

The closest analogies of this scythe in the region were found in the cultural layer of the
Chaglinka settlement, in dwelling No. 14 (Orazbaev, 1970: 41). A fragment of a sickle was found in
dwelling No. 1 (Excavation I) of the Shagalaly Il settlement (Sakenov, 2020: 315). Similar sickle-
scythes were found in a burial near the village of Predgornoye (Glubokovsky district of the East
Kazakhstan region). The burial complex near the village of Predgornoe consisted of an enclosure lined
with vertically placed stone slabs, 8 m in diameter; a burial in a slab cist was found in the central part.
At a depth of 1.7 m, a human burial was uncovered, five sickle-scythes were found at the level of the
right hand, a spearhead was found near the left hand, and a figured pommel of a knife or dagger was
found near the head. Three sickles have a slightly curved blade and a thickened back, and the heel is
massive, presenting the form of an open sleeve. The sickle-scythes are of following sizes: blade length
of the first one is 22.5 cm, width is 5 cm, sleeve size is 6.5 x 2 cm; the length of the blade of the second
one is 27 cm, the width is 4.8 cm, the sleeve size is 6 x 1.8 cm; the length of the blade of the third
sickle is 27.5 cm, the width is 4.8 cm, the sleeve size is 6 x 1.5 cm (Arslanova, 1974: 221). Two of the
sickles have sharpened blade ends, there are holes in the handle formed during casting, one of them
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has a hole right on the blade. The size of the fourth sickle-scythe: blade length is 26 cm, width is 4.5
cm, sleeve size is 6.7 x 1.7 cm; the length of the fifth blade is 27 cm, the width is 4.5 cm, the sleeve
size is 5.8 x 1.3 cm (Kuzmina, 1967: 216).

The sickle-scythes found in dwellings together with other materials contained in the cultural
layers in the settlement of Shagalaly 1l (Pavlovka) are dated to the second half of the 2nd millennium
BC and attributed to the Fedorovo archaeological culture (Malyutina, 1990: 116). Materials from
dwelling No. 14 of the Chaglinka (Shagalaly) settlement are dated to the Late Bronze Age (Orazbaev,
1970: 141). The burials investigated near the village of Predgornoye, based on the architectural design
of the enclosures and the shape of the cists, as well as on the burial rite and the sickle-scythes found
there, attributed to the late stage of the Fedorovo culture by Arslanova (Arslanova, 1974: 222).
Kuzmina was considering in total all metal objects with roller ceramics based on the synchronization
of discoveries from the villages of Predgornoye and Issyk-Kul and she attributed them to the turn
of the 2nd-1st millennium BC. A unified typology and morphological characteristics of metal objects
allowed her to single out a special metallurgical province within the Eurasian steppes, which
included Zhetysu (Semirechye) and East Kazakhstan (Kuzmina, 1967: 216).

In the light of new results of radiocarbon analysis of the Shagalaly Il settlement, the second
building horizon associated with the tribes of the Nura (Fedorovo) culture covers the chronological
period of the 17th-15th centuries BC (Sakenov, 2022). The calibrated dates of the Late Bronze
Age monuments of Central Kazakhstan are already considered to date within the framework of the
15th—14th centuries BC (Beisenov et al., 2014: 170). Similar materials and processes are observed in
the study of the Bronze Age sites of the Altai Steppe, radiocarbon dates showed the initial stage of the
Late Bronze Age belongs to the 16th—15th centuries BC (Fedoruk et al., 2015: 284). There are series of
radiocarbon dates obtained from the materials of the Koken settlement and burial ground in the
territory of East Kazakhstan, which showed the Middle Bronze Age is placed in the 18th-15th
centuries BC, and the Late Bronze Age is considered in the chronological framework of the 13th—10th
centuries BC (Doumani Dupuy et al., 2016: 4).

The bronze scythe, found near the village of Sotnikova in the Burabay region, on the territory of
the burial ground of the Nura (Fedorovo) culture, may be dated, by numerous analogies, to the
chronological framework of the 14th—13th centuries BC and attributed to the late Nura time.

Conclusion

If we start from the place where the sickle-scythe was found on the territory of the burial
ground, we can assume that there may have been a special kind of sacrificial altar. Sacrificial places
were organized on the territory of the burial ground, where deities or ancestors could be worshiped,
secretly hidden or brought offerings in the form of vessels with food, and deposited metal objects.
However, the functional purpose of the bronze sickle is also very clear - it was used for mowing grass.

Considered during the research, one such category of an object as a bronze scythe is a reliable
indicator: it illustrates very well the cultural continuity or, conversely, a gap; clearly shows the change in
the direction of the economy of the population; standard sickle-shaped tools could only be produced by a
society with a highly developed metal industry. The production, distribution and evolution of sickle-shaped
tools are subject to the processes of cultural genesis. The cultural and historical affiliation of the monument
is attributed to the Nura archaeological culture. For the Nura archaeological culture, such a funeral rite as
cremation became a common standard practice. With this rite, metal objects as grave goods lost their
symbolism, they could be replaced with offerings after burial. To the well-known criteria of the Nura
archaeological culture, such as cremation, cists, richly ornamented vessels on high pallets, altars are added
— special places on the territory of the burial ground intended for making offerings to deities or for
honoring the cult of the dead and/or ancestors. The beginning of such religious traditions was laid in the
second half of the 2nd millennium, and their continuation and continuity are expressed in the monuments
of the Begazy-Dandybay culture.
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
