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Abstract. Introduction. The article examines the stages of resettlement and adaptation of Germans in
Kazakhstan during the second half of the XIXth and early XXth centuries, which turned into a stable
component of the demographic, socio-economic, political and cultural life of the republic, showing
an example of the successful readaptation of an ethnic group in a foreign cultural environment. Goals
and objectives. To consider in detail the stages of resettlement and the number of migrants, describe
the types of adaptation: economic, social, cultural. When writing the article, general scientific
methods (analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction), and the comparative historical method
were used. Results. The process of creating settlements is discussed as a necessary condition for
collective adaptation to the natural and climatic conditions of Kazakhstan. We consider household
adaptation, which involves the construction of dwellings adapted to the natural and climatic
conditions of Kazakhstan. The process of adaptation of farming to local climatic conditions using
three-field and fallow systems and the gradual dominance of cattle breeding, which for centuries was
the guarantor of the survival of the local Kazakh population, is shown. The socio-cultural
relationships of immigrants with representatives of other ethnic groups are especially highlighted.
Conclusions. The German diaspora of Kazakhstan in the process of its formation in the second half
of the 19th and early 20th centuries has become a stable component of the demographic,
socio-economic, political and cultural life of the republic, setting an example of the successful
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adaptation of an ethnic group in a foreign cultural environment. The materials are of practical value,
since the use of this experience by the government will undoubtedly become the basis for practical
application in the sphere of creating an atmosphere of interethnic harmony.

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Introduction

Since gaining independence in 1991, Kazakhstan has been faced with the task of building a
stable, multi-ethnic society. The young republic faced many problems, including the preservation of
inter-ethnic harmony in the republic. Although over 30 years of independence it has been possible to
maintain stability in relations between ethnic groups, this area will always be one of the important
strategic directions in the country’s internal policy. In our opinion, the use of the unique experience
of adaptation of the Germans of Kazakhstan, which occurred since the annexation of the region to the
Russian Empire, as a result of the active resettlement policy of tsarism, will play an important role in
its solution.

Despite numerous works on the resettlement policy of tsarism in Kazakhstan in the 19th and
early 20th centuries, researchers have not sufficiently illuminated the problem of adaptation of the
Germans, although this aspect is an important part of this problem. The German population
demonstrated the most successful experience of economic, social and cultural adaptation in a foreign
ethnic environment. Undoubtedly, this process played a big role in the process of sustainable
development of Kazakhstan, in the field of inter-ethnic relations in subsequent periods of
development. The study of this experience will undoubtedly influence government policy in the field
of inter-ethnic relations.

Materials and methods

When conducting the research and writing the article, the authors relied on the comparative
historical method, which allows them to reconstruct the stages of the ethnic history of the Germans
in Kazakhstan. A historical and typological comparison, in turn, makes it possible to identify the
general and special, the main patterns in the process of formation and change in the ethnic and
religious composition of Kazakh Germans at this stage of historical development. The work used
another approach to study the structure of the ethnic and religious composition of the German
population of Kazakhstan — classification by places of origin, ethnicity and religious affiliation. The
use of quantitative methods in work, in particular the statistical method, is focused on the
generalization and analysis of quantitative data, statistical material, and information processing. In
the course of studying the presented problem, works and documents were used, having studied which
they were able to trace the processes of resettlement and accommodation of Germans on the territory
of Kazakhstan. Important sources for us were archival materials published in various collections of
documents, as well as Internet resources, where there is a large layer of information about this
problem. We also used the method of analogy, which requires establishing similarities in certain
aspects, properties and relationships between non-identical objects of study, on the basis of which we
made the corresponding conclusion — an inference by analogy. In addition, the method of induction
and deduction allowed us to evaluate the findings. Bibliometric quantitative methods were also used,
with the help of which the structure, dynamics and relationships of various phenomena in the field of
library, information and documentation activities are studied. Bibliometric methods include the
method of counting the number of publications, the method of analyzing literature citations (“citation
index”), thesaurus, and content analysis.

Discussion

Sources on the history of adaptation and accommodation of Germans in Kazakhstan in the pre-
revolutionary period are presented by several groups.

These include materials of the Resettlement Administration — plans and reports, reviews and
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reference publications (books), journals of meetings and commissions, audit materials. For the most
part, they are involved in scientific circulation by domestic and foreign scientists, becoming the
subject of special or general research.

This includes numerous statistical materials. Among this group, we can highlight the materials
of the First General Census of the Russian Empire in 1897, which contains the first official
information on the number of main ethnic groups living on the territory of Kazakhstan, including
Germans (Tavadov, 2002: 215).

Numerous works by researchers contain reviews of the life activities of the Germans of
Kazakhstan, provide numerical data, and analyze their socio-economic situation.

I.V. Erofeeva examines migration processes among Kazakh Germans, including types of
migration of Germans in the pre-revolutionary period (Erofeeva, 1998: 173).

V.E. Krieger and L.A. Burgart explores the socio-economic development of the German settler
village of Kazakhstan in the XIX — early XX centuries (Krieger, 1991:51), (Burgart, 2005: 201).

P.P. Wiebe examines the process of adaptation of German colonists in the Akmola and
Semipalatinsk regions during the specified period (Wibe, 1998: 134)

Kh. Ermukhanova, A.Bekseitova in their research provides information about the history of the
population, quantitative data, characteristics, language and culture of ethnic groups. The researcher
pays special attention to the historical stages of settlement of ethnic groups on Kazakh land and the
level of ethnocultural development. In his article, the author conducts a comparative analysis of
research and data on demographic changes, ethnic history and culture of ethnic groups, and their
location in the country (Bekseitova, 2022: 31-40).

N.A. Abuov, Z.K. Kartova, based on the historical processes of migration and deportation,
examined the features of the adaptation of Germans to Kazakhstan, the features of their ethnic identity
(Abuov, Kartova, 2024: 31-40).

Yu.l. Podoprigora, N.D. Nikiforov studied the socio-economic situation of the Germans in
northeastern Kazakhstan (Podoprigora, 2010: 16); (Nikiforov, 1998: 43).

A modern study of German migrants from the European part of Russia to Kazakhstan is
included in the general work “History of Kazakhstan from ancient times to the present day” (History
of Kazakhstan from ancient times to the present day. Almaty, 2000).

The types of migration of Germans to the region during this period were identified by
M.K. Lyubakovsky (Lyubavsky M, 1996: 250).

A.L Klibanov wrote a seminal work on religious sectarianism among Germans in Russia and
Kazakhstan, including Baptistism (Klibanov, 1965:344).

In Germany, the works of R. Karsten, G-A Riek, D. Brandes, M. Busch, K. Pavlovic are devoted
to the issues of ethnic identity of Germans from post-Soviet countries (Karsten, 2003: 443),
(Riek, 1999: 185), (Brandes, Busch, Pavlovic, 1994: 370).

When researching this topic, materials from the archives of the President of the Republic of
Kazakhstan and the Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan, as well as unpublished
materials from the archives of Pavlodar, Karaganda, and Kostanay regions were used.

Results

If until the end of the XIX century the resettlement of Germans to the territory of the Steppe
Territory and Turkestan was episodic, then the resettlement of German agricultural migrants in the
region of Turkestan and the Steppe Territory at the end of the XIX — early XX century marked the
beginning of the formation of the modern area of settlement of Germans in Kazakhstan. This stage of
the formation of the German population of the region took place in the process of general peasant
agrarian migration to the Asian part of the Russian Empire. By 1917, more than 18% of agricultural
migrants of various ethnic groups moved to the territory of the Turkestan Territory and the Steppe
regions (Wiebe, 1998: 19-31).

The government created new settlements from among the peasant migrants, as it sought to
create ‘“new economic centers producing grain products” by resettling peasants from internal
provinces and Cossacks from Siberia and the Orenburg region (Umarov et al., 2022: 1093—-1101).
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Before the First World War, 38.500 — 39.000 Germans lived in the regions of the Steppe
Territory and Turkestan, which accounted for 0.7% of the total population of the region in question.
Most of the settlers lived in rural settlements; no more than 1.7 thousand Germans lived in cities
(Alekseenko, 1998: 205-2009).

A feature of this process was the formation of compact resettlement settlements, isolated from
the foreign ethnic and religious environment. The settlers formed compact resettlement settlements
along strictly confessional lines (Lutherans, Baptists, Mennonites, Catholics). In this way, the
Germans tried to preserve their culture, language, traditions and religious identity.

The main problem for the Germans was socio-cultural adaptation in a foreign ethnic society.

The Germans were characterized by high commitment to their ethnic group. They had a clearly
defined identity. The distinctive features of German villages were stable economic development and
cultural and religious isolation. The main reason for this phenomenon was the attempt to preserve
their ethnic identity, culture and language.

The German population of Kazakhstan was forced to learn Russian as a guarantee of study and
advancement on the social ladder. According to the First General Population Census of 1897 of the
Russian Empire, 36.5% of Germans were literate “in Russian” (Alekseenko, 1998: 205-2009).

The Germans tried to open national schools in their localities to preserve language and culture.
Baptists and Mennonites created a number of Sunday schools in Kazakhstan, as well as schools
where they taught the law of God, the Russian language, German, brief history and geography
(CSARK.F.369.1. 1. C. 3097. P. 4. Vol. 54).

The settlers used their own funds to build classrooms, buy educational supplies, and invite
teachers, representatives of their ethnic group, from other regions of the Russian Empire.

In the state archive of the Pavlodar region, documents of the teacher of the elementary German
school Abram Abramovich Klassen, a native of the Tauride district of the Ekaterinoslav province of
modern Ukraine, have been preserved (SAPR. F. 1533. 1. 1. C. 31. P. 1 and rev.).

According to the book of record No. 4 of comments on the audit of office work and accounting
by the commanders of the Dolinsky volost government of the Akmola district on June 27, 1912,
the following data are provided:

"In the village There are Germans living in Dolinsk, people from the Samara and Volyn
provinces, who stubbornly refuse to speak Russian. The foreman also cannot speak, and some of the
judges cannot speak either. There was a German school in the village...

The Germans of Kazakhstan tried to preserve religious communities as guarantors of the
preservation of national identity in a foreign cultural environment. Researchers quite rightly consider
the religious community as the organizing center of economic, judicial, everyday life, moral and
ethical relations and the religious life of the population”, as “the center of the religious and
socio-cultural life of German resettlement settlements” (Nikiforov, 1998: 36 — 43).

Yu.l. Podoprigora notes: “The traditional isolation of German settlements, ethnic and linguistic
isolation from the surrounding local population, and the endogamous barrier contributed to the
preservation of many components of the spiritual culture of the Germans. First of all, religion and
religious practice (rituals, customs)” (Podoprigora, 2010:47).

Individual cases speak of the deep reasons for the change of religion. For example, Taisiya
Sustavova writes that she has become convinced of the truth of the teachings of the Roman Catholic
Church and therefore is leaving Orthodoxy, alone from her entire family (CSA RK. F. 369. I. 1.
C. 2956. Pp. 53, 57).

There were cases of Germans converting from Christianity to Islam. The transition to Islam
occurred for pragmatic reasons, mainly by Christian women who married Kazakhs and Tatars.

Thus, Maria Burutskaya, a Catholic, lived among Muslims who provided her with “a lot of
services in difficult times and spiritual support.” She writes: “I have now quite consciously come to
an unshakable desire to accept Mohammedanism. At present, I consider it impossible to remain in an
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uncertain, extremely difficult position any longer, because, although officially considered a Roman
Catholic, in reality I am a true Muslim.” (CSA RK. F. 369. 1. 1. C. 2957. Pp. 730, 734, 942, 948).

One of the peasants (last name illegible) from. Novorybinsky, Alekseevsky volost, Akmola
district, stated that he wanted “out of his personal conviction to convert to Mohammedanism, that is,
to convert to Islam and move to permanent residence in one of the villages of the Karabulak volost,
Akmola district,” adding that his ancestors never belonged to Muslims (CSA RK. F. 369. L. 1.
C. 2956. Pp. 109, 118).

Thus, 19-year-old Efimiya Galster, a German, from the village of Poludenskoye, Petropavlovsk
district, Akmola region, in 1915 submitted a petition to the Akmola governor to leave the Lutheran
religion. She wrote: “At my own request and without coercion from others, I wish to marry a Kirghiz
(Kazakh) Jaldas Akshabayev. I humbly ask you to allow me to convert to Mohammedanism and to
protect me from the violence and threats of my father Karl Galster, who is preventing my transition
to Mohammedanism and marriage with Akshabayev." (CSA RK. F. 369. 1. 1. C. 2956. Pp. 594, 25).

The attitude of the steppe inhabitants towards the Germans was generally good. They earned
the respect of the local population for their hard work, lack of conflict and respect for the traditions
and customs of the Kazakhs. The Germans adopted livestock husbandry skills from the Kazakhs,
especially horse breeding. In turn, the Kazakhs and Russians borrowed a lot from the Germans in the
methods of rational housekeeping and home improvement. The Kazakhs of the northern regions have
a saying that is respectful towards the Germans: “If you want to live in abundance, marry a German
woman.” German women, marrying Kazakh men, strictly observed the folk traditions of the Kazakhs.
The Germans have become reliable social partners for the Kazakhs (Burgart, 2010: 40—43).

The most successful adaptation was demonstrated by Mennonites and Baptists.

Already at the beginning of the 19th century. A developed network of social institutions
developed in the settlements, which remained virtually unchanged in the first years of Soviet power.
In almost every settlement, Mennonites created such public funds as volost mutual aid funds, mutual
fire insurance societies, mutual insurance funds for livestock against theft and death, orphan funds,
and mutual accident insurance funds. Also, public sums were established that were spent on the needs
of the community — the construction and repair of social institutions, salaries for teachers, clerks, for
spiritual needs, etc. Pre-revolutionary authors mention other forms of assistance to the poor and
simply examples of mutual assistance — for example, the owner of a cheese factory helped prepare
cheese for those who did not have their own equipment. People were sent to work off state duties not
by line or by lot, as was customary among Russian peasants, but by the one who was freest from work
at the moment. The principle “the interests of society are above personal interests” was in effect
(Geyer, 1892: 313-314).

Those who lost their ability to work were provided with various charitable assistance. The
source of funds for this was a tax, which was established with the consent of all residents of the
settlement. Money was also raised through voluntary donations and auctions. In a number of
Mennonite volosts, nursing homes were opened for the terminally ill and elderly, which were
maintained with public funds from the Mennonites.

Widespread horse theft in the steppe regions prompted the Mennonites to create a fund that
distributes losses from thefts among Mennonite farms — mutual insurance funds for livestock against
theft and death. Moreover, if a person received a reward for lost livestock from the district or
provincial authorities, then this money still first went to the general treasury, and then the society
paid the bonus in accordance with its internal rules. The funds of the cash desk consisted
of insurance premiums, and if necessary, additional payments were made to the cash desk in
proportion (Nazarova, 2019: 22-30).

The Germans who moved to Kazakhstan at the end of the 19th and beginning of the 20th
centuries brought with them not only the traditions of the German lands from which their ancestors
came, but also the skills and economic skills that were formed in the European German colonies of
the Russian Empire. Arable farming and livestock husbandry formed the basis of the traditional
German economy. They had to adapt them to new natural and climatic conditions.

In the first decades of the 20th century in peasant farms, the main working animals were still
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horses and bulls. One of the reasons for the predominance of horses as labor force in Russian and
German peasant farms was due to the fact that the increase in arable land occurred at the expense of
pastures and pastures. The lack of pastures deprived the oxen of pasture in the summer. This reason
forced the peasants to have horses. Of course, maintaining a horse was more expensive, but one horse
replaced a pair of oxen and was more suitable for various agricultural work (harrowing, threshing,
etc.). In winter, straw served as the main feed for livestock. Hay was fed exclusively to horses,
because... hay was a scarce feed, so the peasant began to feed his cattle with it only in the spring,
because... Over the winter, the animal became weakened and unsuitable for plowing. Closer to spring,
the food for working livestock was improved; bran and oats were added to the animals. The German
population fed their livestock with “chatter” made from sunflower cake (Krieger, 1991: 54).

Crafts and handicrafts also occupied a prominent place in the daily life of German peasants.
They became most widespread in the colonies from the middle of the 19th century. The seasonal
nature of farming contributed to the development of handicrafts. Initially, home crafts met the needs
of the artisans themselves; from the mid-19th century. crafts began to expand and took on the
character of work for the market.

As the study showed, by the beginning of the twentieth century. German peasants developed a
sustainable management practice, the basis of which was agriculture. It was agricultural labor that
primarily determined their way of life. Cattle breeding also developed; but practically it was not of a
commercial nature — people kept livestock for work in the fields and for family needs. Former
colonists achieved relatively higher yields in comparison with their neighbors mainly through the use
of modern tools (a plow instead of a plow, a harrow with a large number of teeth, a scythe instead of
a sickle, a threshing stone instead of threshing chains, etc.) and more advanced and labor-intensive
technologies (fertilizer application, seed cleaning, use of doll-selection machines, etc.). During the
period under study, Russians and peasants of other ethnic groups actively borrowed German tools
(for example, a plow); in some cases, reverse processes also took place (German peasants used
Russian plows for plowing in inconvenient areas). The main commercial product of production
among German peasants was wheat (as a rule, it occupied half or more of the sown area), the second
most important cereal was rye (up to a third or more). The production of other cereals and
industrial crops was dictated by the needs of the family, both internal and commercial. Vegetables
and fruits, with the exception of potatoes and cabbage, were grown, as a rule, on personal plots
(Krieger, 1991: 65).

The main agricultural crop of the Germans in the Steppe Territory and Turkestan was wheat, as
well as oats, millet, barley, potatoes, legumes, and less often corn, flax and melons. In Turkestan, the
Germans tried to grow mustard, anise and sweet sorghum (Bekmakhanova, 1986: 165).

If in the southern regions (for example, in the Aulie-Ata or Chimkent districts of the Syr-Darya
region of the Turkestan Territory) climatic conditions allowed the Germans to effectively engage in
farming on rain-fed lands, then in the Steppe Territory they had a more difficult time. The rather harsh
natural and climatic conditions of the steppe zone (cold winters, frequent droughts in the summer),
the acute issue of water supply (irrigation), lack of land for pastures, hayfields, watering places for
livestock — these and other problems significantly complicated the adaptation of the economy and
economic activities of the Germans to new living conditions. However, already 10—15 years after the
resettlement, German farms became stronger, became exemplary and profitable in the regions
(Burgart, 2003: 473—-499).

The documents of the Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan provide information
about the contribution of the Germans to the development of agriculture in the republic: “... with their
inherent love of work, in a short time the Germans managed to organize an excellent cultural grain
and cattle breeding economy and at the same time revive the dull landscape of the steppe with their
wonderful garden colonies. Residential and outbuildings here are literally surrounded by greenery;
many of them have planted fruit and berry gardens. For example, a beautiful garden belongs to citizen
Pyotr Yakovlevich Kriker in Ravnopolye. His gooseberries have developed well - up to 500 bushes,
there are “Antonovka” apple trees that can easily withstand the local harsh winter...” (AP RK. F. 140.
I. 1. C. 55 P. 98).
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In the German villages of both Turkestan and the Steppe Territory, the Germans were engaged
not only in cattle breeding, pig breeding and sheep breeding, they also carried out extensive breeding
work, bred new breeds of cattle and horses. At the beginning of the 20th century, in the Mennonite
colonies of the Talas Valley, the Aulieata breed of cattle was developed and the horse breed was
improved. According to the agricultural census of 1916, in the Pavlodar district in the Lutheran village
of Rozovka, there were 777 heads of livestock, of which 228 were horses, 218 cattle, 29 sheeps,
302 pigs; and in the Mennonite village of Ravnopolskoye there were 493 heads of livestock, of which
178 were horses, 144 cattle, 4 goats and 167 pigs. While initially livestock farming in German farms
played a supporting role, as did various crafts, by the mid-1920s in some German farms in the
Semipalatinsk region, in particular in the village of Marienburg, Bel-Agach district, the percentage
ratio between grain farming and livestock farming was 65 and 35% respectively. German,
half-German and local breeds of cattle were represented in the village. In the southern regions of
Kazakhstan, breeding horses and cattle began to have independent economic significance for many
Germans: “some wealthy peasants, like Cornelius Jantzen Sr., Aaron Dick and Cornelius Wall, had
significant herds of thoroughbred riding horses...improved cattle were sold throughout the Syrdarya
region and beyond..." (Bekmakhanova, 1986:165).

German peasants were engaged in small craft production and trades. Many villages had forges,
carpentry workshops, and mills. Within a short time, most German farms became highly productive,
which was facilitated by the assistance of the mother colonies, as well as the practice of communal
mutual assistance, the creation of cooperatives and partnerships. At the beginning of the twentieth
century, both in the northeastern and southern regions of Kazakhstan, in addition to the production of
dairy products in the homestead, the Germans had consumer cooperatives engaged in the processing
of milk and the production of butter, various types of cheese, etc. For example, in 1909 in the village
of Romanovka, the only creamery in the Turkestan region was opened, where there was also
a cheese-making department. In 1912, in the German colonies of the Aulie-Ata district of the Syrdarya
region, there were 4 cheese factories and 6 artisanal creameries; in the first half of the 1920s, various
forms of cooperation were created in the Mennonite villages of Pavlodar district, which included the
processing of meat and dairy products and the production of butter, cheese, and sausages (Erofeeva,
1998: 159-173).

The houses and outbuildings of the Germans in Kazakhstan, as in other regions of residence,
have always differed from the settlements and dwellings of the surrounding population. There were
such concepts as “German house”, “German village, town”. In this type of German housing, the
traditions of all previous places of residence of Germans were preserved before their relocation to the
territory of Kazakhstan. However, starting from the second half of the twentieth century, the
differences between the type of German housing and the housing of the surrounding population
gradually disappeared. There were significant differences only in the layout of the estate, house,
exterior decoration, exterior decorations, as well as in interior details. Typically, a German village
consisted of 2-3 streets, which were located from south to north, houses were built in a row. In the
center of the village, in Mennonite villages, in particular, there was a prayer house and a school (often
it was one building), and later (during the Soviet period) a club and a store (Wiebe, 1997: 19-30).

To adapt to the local climate, the Germans had to use local building materials to build houses.
The first (temporary) dwellings of German settlers were dugouts. They dug a hole in the ground, laid
out a wall 2-3 feet (60—90 cm) high from turf layers, left an opening for a window in front, a door in
the back, and covered it with mown grass (Erofeeva, 1998: 159—-173).

The Germans built their first permanent houses from adobe, raw brick and virgin soil. Adobe
houses were less warm, but more durable than plastic houses. Thus, in the Pavlodar Mennonite village
of Konstantinovka by 1922 there were 36 plaster and adobe houses (History and culture of the
Germans of Kazakhstan, 2017: 56).

Very rarely, log houses were also built. For example, settlers in the village of Zabarovka,
Pavlodar district, had a problem with building materials, since the city of Pavlodar was 100 km from
the site, and there was no forest nearby: “...Abram Abramovich Unru bought a ready-made log house
6 x 6 m with delivery to the place... then he bought additional material and, in the end, built a house
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6 x 10 m”166. In subsequent years, when brick became an accessible material, brick houses began to
be built. In the German villages of the Kustanai district, the main building material was stone
(History and culture of the Germans of Kazakhstan, 2017: 42).

The dimensions of the dwelling were 3 x 8 m, 4 x 10 m. The outside of the houses was coated
with clay and whitewashed. The foundation was made of stone, and so was the cellar. At the center
of the house was the kitchen, and at the center of the kitchen was the Dutch oven. The short side of
the house with one window faced the street (to the west), the long side of the house with two windows
and the entrance to the house was facing south. The barn was attached to the short side of the house
facing east. On the contrary, a summer kitchen was built at home, with outbuildings adjacent to it.
Inside the house, wall decorations included “shprukhi” (colorfully decorated religious sayings),
clocks and family photographs. German women paid special attention to the appearance of the bed:
making a bed beautifully using feather beds, pillows, bed linen with embroidery and lace was a special
art. All German women knew how to embroider and cook.

The national cuisine of the Germans of Kazakhstan was greatly influenced by the food traditions
of the surrounding peoples: “... from the Russians they learned to cook cabbage soup, prepare
dumplings, pancakes and pies. During the years of exile in the republics of Central Asia, we learned
to cook beshbarmak, pilaf, khe, bake baursaks and chak-chak. From the Ukrainians they adopted such
dishes as borscht and over ten varieties of dumplings...” (Stanovich, 1973: 36).

Thus, in the 19th and early 20th centuries, the most advanced and successful farms in the
Kazakh region were the settlements in which the Germans lived. The history of their colonies is one
of sustained prosperity. Growing prosperity thanks to efficient farming allowed the Germans to
acquire their own industry. Water mills appeared in the settlements, which became a tool for flour
production. The oil-processing industry, production of agricultural implements and wool also
developed. The Germans founded tanneries. Their success story is impressive. The arrival of colonists
gave impetus to the development of industrial weaving. Enterprises for the production of scarves and
fabrics used high-quality European yarn from Saxony and Silesia, as well as silk from Italy.

Conclusion

The German diaspora of Kazakhstan in the process of its development and formation in the
19th—20th centuries. has become a stable component of the demographic, socio-economic, political
and cultural life of the republic, setting an example of the successful adaptation of an ethnic group in
a foreign cultural environment.

Kazakh Germans showed an example of the active adaptation of ethnic groups (community) to
the changed natural and socio-cultural environment, which is expressed in the adoption of norms and
values of the new socio-ethnic environment (cultural-linguistic, economic-cultural, political, moral,
everyday, etc.) , the forms of interethnic interaction that have developed here (formal and informal
connections, style of behavior, family and neighborhood relations, etc.).

Thus, the Germans who moved to the territory of Kazakhstan were able to self-organize
economically and in everyday life in a foreign cultural environment, and adapt to the dominant
patterns of behavior that already existed in society. They did not lose their faith, way of life,
preserving their national traits and language.

The practical application of this experience of adaptation and accommodation of Kazakh
Germans by the government will undoubtedly become the basis for practical application in the sphere
of creating an atmosphere of inter-ethnic harmony.

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Abstract. Introduction. The article studies the problems of employment in the Republic of
Kazakhstan in 1989-2009 in the historical and demographic aspect, which is one of the important
areas of historical experience in the selection and training of national industrial personnel. Goals and
objectives. The goal of the study is to research the formation of the labor market and employment in
leading sectors of the economy and by type of ownership. The objectives of the study were to
highlight changes in the number and composition of the unemployed by gender, age, educational and
professional qualification level, structural unemployment in the context of urban and rural areas and
regions of Kazakhstan and the state of the self-employed population. The chronological framework
of the study covers the period between the All-Union Population Census of 1989 and the first national
population census in the Republic of Kazakhstan in 2009, a period when cardinal socio-political,
economic, and demographic processes occurred that determined the development of Kazakhstan for
many decades to come. Results. As a result of a comprehensive analysis of the problem, it was
examined how, in the process of transition to a market economy, there was a sharp decline in
employment, and at the same time the phenomenon of uncontrollable unemployment appeared. In a
short period of time, a huge part of the working population was left without social protection. From
the late 1980s and throughout the 1990s, Kazakhstan experienced a significant reduction in the
number of people employed in almost all sectors of the economy. The main factor in the reduction of
the employed population was the economic crisis, namely, the decline in material production in
industry, the agricultural sector, housing and capital construction. All this led to a reduction in jobs

and an increase in unemployment, widespread relocation of people outside of Kazakhstan, which in
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turn affected the reduction in the size of the country’s entire population, including the employed.
Conclusion. Thus, at the beginning of the transition to a market economy, unemployment became one
of the most pressing social problems and the state of employment in the Kazakh labor market during
the study period remained quite difficult. In addition, hidden unemployment had long existed. The
army of the unemployed was replenished by graduates of secondary schools, people who were laid
off as a result of the closure of production or left of their own free will, migrants, including kandas,
etc. The problem of employment remained relevant especially in labor-surplus areas, rural areas, and
small towns that received the status of depressed ones.

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Abstract. Introduction. The article presents the analysis of documentary sources on the nomadic
Kazakhs as one of the consequences of agricultural reforms such as the confiscation of bai property
and livestock, forced collectivization and sedentarization that began in 1928. These reforms were
aimed at modernizing the traditional Kazakh economy according to the Soviet model. The
implementation of reforms by forceful methods caused discontent among Kazakh sharua. 1928—-1934,
this dissatisfaction became the basis for the forced resettlement of Kazakhs with their property from
their places of residence to other regions and neighboring republics. Goals and objectives: to analyze
the history of mass migration of residents as resistance to Soviet reforms; to prove the repressive
nature of measures applied by local authorities in order to stop the migration process and return them
to the country; to evaluate the forced migration of the population as a factor that led to the
demographic catastrophe in the form of the famine of 1931-1933. The scientific and practical
significance of the work is determined by the documentary update of this topic in the history of the
Fatherland. The study critically assesses the provisions of the modernization theory used in Russian
historiography and, based on the data obtained, concludes on the repressive nature of the uprooting.
Results. The article analyses for the first time based on archival data the history of nomadic migration
to Tajikistan as a resistance to the reforms carried out by the totalitarian authorities of Kazakhstan.
The documents of the persecution processes conducted in 1934-1935 against the organizers
of nomadic migration from the southern region of Kazakhstan to Tajikistan, which were in the secret
funds of departmental archives, were studied and introduced into the scientific turnover. Conclusion.
The results will allow updating the scientific knowledge on the history of this nomadic migration and

will be used as additional data in the topics on the history of political repressions.

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Introduction

The 20s and 30s of the XX century were a catastrophic period in Kazakh history from
a socio-economic and demographic period. Since 1925, the actions of Kazakh authorities as
confiscation of the rich’s property, forced collectivization and forced sedentarization life, and
liquidation of the middle class caused dissatisfaction in the population. Protest of people against the
destruction of traditional cultural and economic structures has grown into mass resistance. As the
most optimal way to get rid of political persecution and economic pressure, most of the local
population preferred to migrate to neighboring republics. Thus, throughout history, nomadic
migration has gone from being an economic concept to a political one. The history of mass migration
from South Kazakhstan to Central Asia in the 1920s—1930s is a new topic that needs scientific
reconstruction.

One of the issues of “white spots” in the former Soviet historiography is the history of Soviet
reforms in Kazakhstan in the 1920s—1930s. The totalitarian authorities prohibited the study of reforms
that resulted in a significant socio-economic and, most crucially, demographic catastrophe.
The decree of the head of state Kassym-Jomart Kemeluly Tokayev “State Commission for the
Complete Rehabilitation of Victims of Political Repression” of November 24, 2020, included the
study of political repression in the state program1920—-1930. The history of mass migration is relevant
as a research area of this program, the purpose of which is to prepare proposals for the legal
rehabilitation of refugees forced to leave Kazakhstan during the repressive policy of the government.
Therefore, the history of migrants from southern Kazakhstan to neighboring Tajikistan needs to be
analyzed based on archival data.

The Decree "On Confiscation and Deportation of Large and Rich Farms and Semi-Feudal
Estates" of 27 August 1928 was the beginning of the demographic catastrophe in Kazakhstan after
the mass migration and in the following years. The main reason for the mass migration was the
confiscation of property and the exile of the rich people who formed the backbone of the traditional
economy.

Materials and methods

The basis of the research materials is data from archival documents. As a result of scientific
search the documents have been found in the funds of the Turkestan Regional State Archive (SATR),
the Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan (CSA RK), the Archive of the Police
Department of the Turkestan Region (APDTR) and the Central State Archive of the Republic of
Tajikistan (CSA RT), Archive of Contemporary History of the Republic of Tajikistan
(AMH RT), State Archive of the Russian Federation (SA RF) Russian State Archive of Economics
(RSAE) and introduced into scientific circulation.In this regard, archacographic research methods
have been used to search, analyze, and processthe research data. The methods of historical
demography enablesystematizing the history of mass migration and the historical-comparative
method has been used to evaluate historical events and phenomena. A statistical approach was
employed to ascertain the predicted number of migrants in Tajikistan and demonstrate that this
process is inherently organizational.

Discussion

Over the years of independence, many studies have been conducted on the theme of
"rehabilitating" in the history of Kazakhstan in the 20s—30s of the twentieth century. Among these
studies, only the research on mass migration to neighboring republics or abroad due to the famineand
political persecution during agricultural reforms was subjected to special analysis.The historians, who
paved the way for the new generation to study theseevents as one of the the topical problemsin
national history, and turned them into an object of research for the first time, are M.K. Kozybayev
(Kozybayev, 1991), M.K. Kozybayev, Zh.B. Abylkhozhin and K.S. Aldazhumanov (Kozybayev,
1992). Particular attention can be paid to the works of T. Omarbekov (Omarbekov, 1994; Omarbekov,
2018), who conducted fundamental research on this topic. The historian specifically examines the
history of the mass migration of persecuted rebels as one of the main consequences of the uprisings
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in Kazakhstan. The researcher worked with the funds of domestic archives and examined the
migration process in the complex cause-and-effect relationships of the 1920s—1930s reforms, and his
works served as the basis for new findings on the topic. The fundamental research by M. Tatimov
(Tatimov, 1993, Tatimov., 1989) based on statistical analysis that examined this issue from the point
of historical demography, made it possible to determine the estimated number of
migrants. Throughout independence, there are some studies about the Kazakh peoplewho migrated to
Tajikistan.Among these studies, we can mention Zh. Taldybaev’s (Taldybaev, 2016), R. Baidaly’s
(Baidaly, 2020), B. Kalshabaev’s (Kalshabaeva, 2020), O.I. Isenov and B.K. Kupenov’s (Isenov,
2022) works.The scientists presented the archive data in the research and introduced them into the
scientific community.. The objective of our research is to analyse and make available for circulation
the materials comprising the declassified funds of special archives.

However, in reviewing the historiography of the issue, we are convinced that the history of
mass migration to Tajikistan was considered only in the general issues of foreign research.
The foreign researchers Davis R., Wheatcroft S. (Davis, Wheatcroft, 2011: 416) and Sarah Cameron
(Sarah Cameron, 2020) make generalizations about Kazakh mass migration.

Researchers divide the history of the Kazakh settlement in Tajikistan into 5 (five) periods. The
first period is the Kazakh people’smigrationto Tajikistan was mainly from the clans of the Jonior Juz,
Mangystau, and Kazakh people who moved as part of the Turkic tribes (called Uzbek-Kazakh) during
the attack of the nomadic Uzbeks led by Shaybani on Maverannahr and Afghanistan at the beginning
of the XVI century. The second period is the arrival of the Kazakh people after 1723 during the
Kazakh-Dzungar wars, the period of the so-called “Aktaban shubyryndy, Alkakol sulama”. The third
period is characterised by mass migration in protest against Soviet reforms in the 1920s and 1930s.
The fourth period is the mass resettlement of migrantsto Tajikistan during the famine in Kazakhstan
in 1932-1933. During this period, a limited number of refugees crossed into Afghanistan via
Tajikistan. The fifth period is the resettlement of qualified specialists sent to work in production, etc.
under the USSR from the 1950-1960s (Isenov, 2022: 98). Our research is devoted to the analysis of
historical data of the third period of settlement in Tajikistan.

Results

Tajikistan was one of the Central Asian countries where the population migrated under the
pressure of Soviet policy. In the period from 1927 to 1933, many farms from Kazakh regions moved
to Korgantobe, Aral and other regions of Tajikistan. (AMH RT. Coll. 3. Cat. 18. File. 39. P. 6).
In 1929-1932, funded by Soyuztrans of Tajikistan, many influential people of Kazakhstan organized
migration from the south of Kazakhstan to Tajikistan. One of the representatives of the Alash
movement Serikul Aldabergenov was anorganizer of the mass migration from Kazakhstan to
Uzbekistan and Tajikistan.

On December 5-13, 1917, the delegates of the second All-Kazakh-Kyrgyz Congress in Orynbor
voted on declaring Alash autonomy, and S. Aldabergenov was one of those who “laid stones so that
the day of Alash autonomy would be officially celebrated today” (Alash qozgalysy..., 2005, 27).
These data show that Serikul was an active representative of the Alash movement.

The Kazakh authorities employed a multifaceted approach, combining repressive measures
with political and organizational strategies, to halt the influx of migrants and facilitate their return to
the country. As one of the measures at the state level, in June 1933, the South Kazakhstan Regional
Institute of the OGPU (United State Political Administration) filed a case against the Kazakh migrants
to Tajikistan. This case was designed to "expose" a counter-revolutionary organization with a center
in Zhanabazar and branches in Kulyab, Aral, Parkhar, Guzar, and Baysunda in the border zone, as
well as in the Zhanakorgan, Turkestan, and Aulieata regions of Kazakhstan (APDTR. C. 16646.
Vol. 2. P. 201). On June 8, 1932, the OGPU of the South Kazakhstan region brought a case under
Article 59 against the leaders of the massmigration to Tajikistan: Shopanov Otegen, Dauletov Nurtas,
Mynbaev Omar (APDTR. C. 15446. Vol. 1. Pp. 262-272). On this charge, a case was brought against
66 people led by Ibadullaev Saruar, Nygmetov Makhmud, Mamraimov Seydakhmet, Tileubergenov
Kutymbay, Smailov Wayda (APDTR. C. 15446, Vol. 2. Pp. 201-267).
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The analysis of documents from these cases in the departmental archives allows us to
reconstruct the history of the Kazakh mass migration to Tajikistan.

In the interrogation report of July 27, the investigator asked S. Aldabergenov questions to
identifythe Kazakh figures he sought advice in moving from Uzbekistan to Tajikistan.

Analyzing the data in the investigation reports, we can see that Serikul talkedto S. Kozhanov
and followed his advice on that issue. In 1931-1932 S. Kozhanov served as the head of the Regional
Cooperation of the Cotton Center (SA RF. F. 62. 1. 4. C. 700. P. 110). The person who once ruled the
state in the Republic of Turkestan was able to serve his countrymen who moved to Uzbekistan in this
position.

In the winter of 1929-1930, the people began mass migration from the south Kazakhstan to
Myrzashol in small groups. In August 1930, concerned about their fate, S. Aldabergnov sent his
relative Sary Akylbekov to Sultanbek Kozhanov in Tashkent asking for advice about the settlement
of migrants. “It was known that Kozhanov provided protection for the affluent Kazakh population
from persecution by the Soviet authorities, despite his prominent position within the Soviet political
system. I anticipated that he would offer counsel on the circumstances of Kazakh migrants.”
(APDTR. F. 15446. Vol. 1. P. 29) and names therich people and their children, whom S. Kozhanov
saved from the political and economic pressure of the Soviet regime. Returned from Tashkent,
S. Akylbekov says that “Sultanbek Kozhanov advised all Kazakh migrants to gather in the Fergana
valley and organize camel caravans to transport Soyuztrans goods”.

Having received this message, Serikul immediately went to Myrzashol, held a secret meeting
of the migrants and conveyed S. Kozhanov’s proposal. But Serikul’s project to move to Fergana at
Kozhanov’s proposal was rejected, and all participants made a one-sided decision, arguing that
Soyuztrans of Tajikistan offered more favorable conditions for cameleers than Uzbekistan.At the
meeting, the issue of attracting new migrants to Central Asia was considered and an agreement on
sending people to organize a new wave of migrants from Kazakhstan to save their relatives from
persecution of the Soviet regime was concluded. After this meeting, Serikul went to Tashkent to meet
with Kozhanov with the help of Sherikhan Nurmukhamedov (APDTR. C. 15446. Vol. 1. Pp. 27-31).

During the interrogation on August 10, S. Aldabergenov was asked about the reason for mass
migration to Tajikistan. Serikul gave three reasons for moving to Tajikistan. Firstly: we wanted to
stay away from Kazakhstan because the rich Kazakhs were hiding. We thought that if we were in a
neighboring country, we would be exposed and arrested.Secondly: Tajikistan is the youngest republic
within the Soviet Union and directly borders capitalist countries, and the place where political and
economic campaigns are slower.We thought that we could blend in with the population and hide our
social status. Thirdly: influential people of our anti-revolutionary organization were thinking about
moving to Afghanistan, and for this reason,Tajikistan would be very convenient for crossing the
border. I didn’t go to Afghanistan because there was no guarantee of my safety” (APDTR. C. 15446.
Vol. 1. Pp. 30-31).

During the interrogation, it became known that Serikul met and talked to the Chairman of the
people’s commissariat of the Tajik ASSR Abdraim Khadzhibaev.In 1931, Khadzhibaev convened
with approximately 50 Kazakh caravan men in Korgantobe. At the meeting, the chairman raised the
issue of the return of transporters who were interested in paying for Vakhshstroy, a Moscow-financed
project.

At that meeting, Khadzhibaev’s words that “thepeople from Kazakhstan to Tajikistan came at
the expense of the republican institution Soyuztrans and state finances” indicate that the mass
migration was not spontaneous, but organized. At that time, as a result of the policy of the government
of Tajikistan, the settlers from all the republics of Central Asia set out to develop new lands.

There were also some concessions from the government to those who got a job
(migrants - author). For example, at the above-mentioned meeting in Korgantobe, Khadzhibaev said:
“There may be former rich people and kulaks among you. We do not classify displaced persons by
class, we do not persecute anyone,” and also said that a commissioner for the return of displaced
persons had recently come from Kazakhstan, and he refused to fulfill his request andput this man in
prison for three days because he wanted to act independently. After that commissioner was released
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from prison,he promptly returned to Kazakhstan.

Khadzhibayev says: “Our country will need camels over the next 30 years. I know that you
have committed crimes, but [ will not allow anyone to persecute you, even if the former Tsar Nicholai
is among you”.

At the meeting, the labor standard for camel transporter was determined and a decision was
made to create artels of camel drivers.

In twenty days Khadzhibaev came to Korgantobe again. He orderedto preparationpilaf for the
Kazakh settlers. Serikul asked the head of government: “We are all fugitives here, we don’t have any
documents to live here, can you help?”. After that Khadzhibaev immediately called his secretary and
instructed all displaced persons to obtain certificates through the Soyuztrans agency. The next day
everyone received a certificate.

At this meeting, Khadzhibaev instructed Serikul to organize the creation of the region of
Kazakh settlers and to choose a place for settlement. He offers to get acquainted with the districts of
Korgantobe, Aral, and Kongurd and promises to create a Kazakh district headed by a Kazakh leader,
wherever they like (APDTR. C.15446, Vol. 1. Pp. 116-117).

From Serikul’s interrogation on August 16, we learn the reason why Khadzhibaev’s proposal
was not implemented. To the question asked by investigator Ibragimov: “Did you organize Kazakh
village councils on the orders of Khadzhibaev?” Serikul answered: “We decided that the organization
of such village councils was ineffective and did not carry out any organizational work. If we create
independent Kazakh administrative units, then we, the rich, will be oppressed again, and we decided
that ultimately the Kazakh administrative units will destroy us” (APDTR C. 15446. Vol. 1.
Pp. 116-117).

On 28 December 1934, the interrogator of the NKVD department of the KASSR Latypov
concluded the investigation and transmitted the case of S. Aldabergenov and Zh. to the Special
Department of the main directorate of State Security of the USSR. The case was then referred to the
Special Department of the Main Directorate of State Security of the NKVD of the USSR.

Based on the results of a four-month investigation conducted in Shymkent prison, interrogators
recognized the crime of S. Aldabergenov and Zh. Isaev, detained and brought from Tajikistan, and
on September 29 charged them under Art. 16-53, 3 of the Criminal Code of the RSFSR.

One of the accusations against the defendants is that “14,319 farms or 52 percent of the region’s
residents were evicted from the Zhanakorgan district, the livestock was reduced by 95 percent,
7 thousand pounds of grain were plundered, the collective farms “Stalin”, “Enbek”, “Enbekshi
Kazakh”, “Eltai”collapsed” (APDTR. C. 15446. Vol. 1. Pp. 262-272).

In the Turkestan region, 25 percent of collective farmers left, the livestock decreased
by 76 percent, and “Usik Tas” and “Isaev” collective farms collapsed. 50 thousand pounds of grain,
180 pounds of sugar, and tea transported to Tajikistan were looted, mass migration to Afghanistan
was organized, and more than 10 thousand Kazakh farms were concentrated at border posts.

In 1929-1930 Aldabergenov Serikul and Isaev Zhanadil, together with the influential ishan
(Muslim  spiritual mentor) Ibadullaev Saruar and other exiled rich people, created
a counter-revolutionary organization by their political views and determined their tasks to cause
economic damage to the agriculture of Kazakhstan by migrating to Central Asia and preventing the
implementation of collectivization.. The organization of mass migration was carried out with funds
from the Central Asian institution “Soyuztrans” under the guise of creating transport artels.

Serikul and Zhanadil admitted in the indictment only that they organized the migration and
prepared them for emigration (APDTR. C. 15446. Vol. 2. P. 221).

Upon completion of the investigation conducted based on this accusation, on January 2, 1935,
the case of Zh. Isaev and S. Aldabergenov under Article 16—58 of the Criminal code of the RSFSR,
the indictment was approved by the regional department of the NKVD and the Special Department
of the state security directorate of the NKVD and then sent to the Special Department of the NKVD
of the USSR (APDTR. C. 15446. Vol.1. Pp. 195-196).

By the protocol of the institution of 23 March 1935, S. Aldabergenov was sentenced to serve a
five-year term for involvement in a counter-revolutionary organization in the Krasnoyarsk region
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from 28 June., 1934; Zh. Isaev, who was exiled to the Urals in 1928 and subsequently escaped, was
sentenced to five years of labour camp imprisonment, commencing on 28 May 1934. (APDTR.
C. 15446. Vol. 1. Pp. 23-24). Zh. Isaev was sent to Siblag on April 22, 1935. S. Aldabergenov was
sent to the Krasnoyarsk regional department of the NKVD on May 6, 1935.

From the investigation reports we notice that there is a conflict of interest between the
authorities of Tajikistan and Kazakhstan regarding the migration of Kazakh farms to Tajikistan.
The process of returning migrants to the country had economic and political significance for
Kazakhstan. For Tajikistan, which had successfully begun to develop new lands and establish a
national economy, it was important to use settlers for transportation. Representatives of Kazakhstan
wanted to return the migrants to the country, but the government of Tajikistan was interestedin
settling them in their country. In order to achieve these objectives, both parties employed a range of
organizational, propaganda, administrative, and coercive measures. Zhanadil Isaev clarified this issue
during interrogation on June 29, 1934. In the period 1929-1932, some Kazakhfigures organized mass
migration from south Kazakhstan to Tajikistan with the financing of the Soyuztrans establishment of
Tajikistan. In late 1932 and early 1933, the search for Kazakhs who had left Tajikistan and their return
to Tajikistan became a very important political campaign in Uzbekistan.

In the spring of 1930 at the meeting of 25 Kazakh activists organized by Otegen Shopanov
in Tashkent, Shopanov declared: “The government of Kazakhstan decided to destroy the rich and
religious people, so we have no opportunity to return to the country.In this regard, I reached an
agreement with representatives of Tajikistan in Soyuztrans, who organized camel transporters artels
and offered to go to Tajikistan... I will pay 50 rubles for each camel. We will go to Tajikistan”
(APDTR. C. 15446. Vol. 1. P. 73). Kazakh influential people preparedtheir relatives and friends for
a mass migration. Thus, 50—60 thousand farms have settled in the southern regions of Uzbekistan and
Tajikistan.

The interrogation revealed that among the caravanbashi (head of caravan) of migrants
in Tajikistan, there were no wealthy individuals. This was due to their fear of exposure and their
reluctance to reveal their names in government institutions. It is evident that although the contracts
were concluded on behalf of officials, the caravans were in fact led by these Kazakh influential
individuals. It is known that during this time Serikul talked to the chairman of the Council of
People'sCommissars of the Tajik ASSR Abdraim Khadzhibaevseveral times. In 1931 about
50 Kazakh settlers took part in the meeting with Khadzhibayev in Korgantobe.At the meeting, the
chairman raised the issue of returning camel transporters to Soyuztrans of Tajikistan, who were
interested in Vakhshstroy, financed by Moscow.Khadzhibaev's assertion at the aforementioned
meeting that the "arrival of migrants to Tajikistan from Kazakhstan at the expense of the republican
institution Soyuztrans, state finance" (APDTR. C. 15446. Vol. 1. P. 57) was not spontaneous but
rather organized, indicates that the mass migration was not an unplanned event. At that time, as a
consequence of the government of Tajikistan's planned resettlement policy, migrants from all the
Central Asian republics were to develop new lands.

The history of the settlement of Kazakhpeople in Tajikistan is closely connected with
collectivization. The reason,according to available archival data, is that in 1928 they came to Ghazli
(Bukhara) in Uzbekistan, and after the Russians took over this land (during the Soviet era), half of
the people went to Afghanistan and the others were settled to the collective farms in Pashrabad,
Oktyabr district, Tajikistan. For example, Alasha, Sherkesh, Koskulak, Kunanarys, and Balykshi
were unitedinto one collective farm, and Esenbet, Turkmen-Adai into another one. The Kazakh,
Uzbek, and Lakai people also became one collective farm. Each collective farm had 60-80 hectares
of arable land and 40—80 families. The Kazakh people were mostly in Korgantobe, and in the Parkhar
district (Kalshabaeva, 2020: 101).

Those who became refugees outside the republic found work in different establishments of the
national economy and even in distant places. It turned out that those who went to the construction of
the Vakhsh hydroelectric power station in Tajikistan themselves had neither work, nor money
(Taldybaev, 2016).
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Forced nomadic migration in the Kazakh land began to increase in the spring of 1930.
According to the People’s Commissar of finance of Kazakhstan on August 9, 1931, many farms of
Kazakhstan from 27 districts (the remaining 47 districts were not calculated) moved to the Central
Asian republics in 1930 and until August 5, 1931. During this period 3436 farms transported
187909 livestock to Uzbekistan, and 1767 farms drove 88350 livestock to Tajikistan (Koigeldiev,
Omarbekov 1993: 136).

The documents of 1936 indicate that 9650 Kazakh farms from Kazaly, Karsakpai, Shymkent,
Arys, Talas, Shauildir, Turkestan settled in the regions of Tajikistan Korgantobe, Zhylykol,
Baymanabat, Pyanzh, Vakhshstroy, Shirobat, Stalinabad (CSA RK. F. 5. 1. 16. C. 365. Pp. 4-5).

There is evidence to suggest that during the initial period of mass migration to Uzbekistan, the
government of Tajikistan had a clear intention to attract Kazakh people, who had migrated with their
property to settle in new locations.For example, on March 8, 1931, Khodzhibaev, chairman of the
Council of People's Commissars of the TASSR, sent a telegram to Dadabaev, head of the Namangan
district department: “I agree to settle the Kazakh people with their camels. The fare is non-refundable
from our account, and give each farm a loan of 50 rubles” (CSART. F. 18. 1. 1. C. 370. P. 133).
We can say that these data provide the number of Kazakh people and livestock migrated to Tajikistan.
This is merely a brief overview of the activities of the Committee on Migrant Workers,
a government-sponsored entity established to facilitate the employment of individuals hailing from
other republics. The relevant documentation can be found in the archives of Tajikistan.

In the documents sent by local authorities to higher ones, there is evidence that 178 Kazakh
families of 807 people on the territory of Tajikistan had 229 horses, 11 bulls, 33 cows, 112 camels,
191 donkeys, and 42 sheep. However, 1215 people, that made up 281 families were recorded
as ishan-khojas separate from the Kazakh people (CSA RT. F. 18. I. 1. C. 370. P. 274). If we take
into account that Uzbekistan included their ishan-khojas in statistical data, then these ones can also
be considered resettled Kazakh people.

As Table indicates, the majority of migrants to the Central Asian republics came from the
southern and western regions. Some migrants and the famine refugees, moving to Tajikistan through
Uzbekistan and Turkmenistan, settled in Turkey through Afghanistan and Iran. This mass migration
process continued since 1993 in the form of re-emigration.

In order to return the migrants some brigades were formed in districts and regions and their
trips were organized. The government and authorities of Kazakhstan tried to return the Kazakh
migrants to the Soviet Union.Financed from the funds of the republic, special brigades organized visit
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of those regions for resettlement. “The organization of brigades to other republics was as follows:
the departure of the 1st brigade was planned to Uzbekistan and Tajikistan; the 2nd brigade to
Turkmenistan and Karakalpakstan; the 3d brigade to the Kyrgyzstan; the4th brigade to Orynbor and
Volga region; the5th brigade to Siberia”(CSA RK. F. 5. I. 16. C. 365. P. 2). Upon the return of the
Kazakh migrants from neighboring republics “in the brigade to Uzbekistan and Tajikistan,
Baidauletov and Satygulov weresent to Karakalpakstan; Abdrakhmanov, Zhanuzakov and Adamov
were sent to Turkmenistan” (CSA RK. F. 5. 1. 16. C. 365. P. 3).

The basis for remigration was the longing of refugees for their homeland, reduction of political
pressure, that is, agitation and propaganda of local authorities to return them to the country, and the
implementation of measures to assist. An example of remigration is that “234 farms with a total
population of 881 migrants in Tajikistan turned to party and Soviet organizations with a request to
move and settle in Southern Kazakhstan with all their property” (ACH RT. F. 3. . 18. C. 39. P. 6).

The Kazakh authorities conducted special visits to Tajikistan with the objective of ascertaining
the situation of Kazakh migrants residing in the country. According to the report of the authorized
representative of the Central Asian Economic Council Nurtumov, as soon as he arrived in Stalinabad,
he met with the chairman of the Council of people’s commissars of the Tajik SSR Rakhimbaev and
the secretary of the CCCP(b) of Tajikistan Broido. Broido received them in his apartment and
convinced them that the Kazakh people grew good crops, received a good daily wagein the collective
farms, and made their living by transporting goods, mainly cotton and grain, from region to region.

The estimated calculation indicates that in 1932—1933, the Kazakh migrants in Tajikistan had
approximately 5,000—6,000 camels. As a consequence of the misdirection of migrants to various
regions, a proportion of them returned to their countries of origin, namely Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan,
and Kazakhstan.But no one knowsabout their condition andthe difficulties they went through on their
way. Those migrants faced many difficulties and obstacles.Many swindlers, robbers, and false
representatives from different regions of Kazakhstan blackmailed them by calling them “runaway
rich kulaks”.

Among those authorities, who dealt with the repatriation issue, some people abused their
powers, and swindlers under the guise of a government representative. For example, “trusted
representatives Orumbaev Bizhan, Alzhanov Pazil and Kalzhan walked around Stalinabad,
Korgantobe, Aral districts and other settlements. There is evidence that these representatives were
engaged in extortion and intimidation of the people” (SATR. F. 121. I. 1. C. 703. P. 13).
Unfortunately, their real face was unknown to the authorities of Tajikistan.

Such incidents are not uncommon. Similarly, Kazakh cattle breeders who relocated to
Uzbekistan in proximity to the border with Tajikistan encountered considerable challenges. For
instance, some individuals purporting to represent Kazakh regions arrived in Karshy and proceeded
to confiscate the property of the local population. But these false representatives were caught by the
GPU and arrested, and at the end of April they were sentenced: one was sentenced to 10 years, the
second to 8 years, and the other participants were sentenced to different terms (SATR. F. 121. L. 1.
C.703. P. 15).

In July 1934, the minutes of a meeting of the Bureau of the CC CP(b) of Tajikistan mention
that the Kazakh settlers were provided with a long-term loan (265 thousand rubles for the Korgantobe
and Aral regions). That year the Land committee was obligedto carry out the resettlement of the
Kazakh population (SATR. F. 121. 1. 1. C. 317. P. 2).

In our study, we focused on determining the approximate number of Kazakh asylum-seekers
who flocked to Tajikistan in 1930—1934. In this regard, we provide a number of statistical conclusions
through a comparative analysis of archival documents and the memories of generations of nomad
migrants. The number of nomadic migrant leaders arrested in Tajikistan and interrogated in the
Shymkent city prison was about one hundred people. At the end of each of them there were 30—40
households consisting of relatives. According to the 1937—-1939 census data, the end of the 30-year
period fell on the peak of the migration process due to forced migrations from Kazakhstan. There is
information that "12712 Kazakhs lived in Tajikistan (RSAE. F. 1652. 1. 336. C. 248. P. 73).
The authenticity of these figures is doubtful. Studies in recent years have concluded that, despite the
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re-emigration policy of the Kazakh authorities, "there are more than 300 thousand Kazakhs who did
not return from the neighbouring Union republics" (Baidaly, 2020: 31) (on Central Asian republics).
Investigative documents record that of the 14,319 households, representing 82 per cent of the
residents of the Zhanakorgan district who were resettled, and the livestock population was reduced
by 95 per cent (ADPTO. C. 16646. Vol. 2. P. 251).

In his testimony, Isaev Zhanadil, one of the leaders of the mass migration to Tajikistan, on
August 13, 1934, mentioned the names of 18 leaders of the mass migration. I n total, they transported
1425 farms to Tajikistan (APDTR. F. 15446. Pp. 1-122). Such data serves as the basis for determining
the approximate number of migrants. Overall, the estimated number of Kazakh migrants forced to
leave their homeland and settle in Tajikistan reached its maximum level in the mid-1930s.
At that time, their estimated number was about 110-115 thousand.

«The main causes of change in Kazakh traditional society during the historical period of the
Russian Empire rule were discussed and migration highlighted. Ethnic composition of the society has
changed massively in this period and it is considered a a negative feature of modernisation in
Kazakhstan. It could separate people from their original culture, political, social, and economic
environments» (Khazretali Tursun, 2022: 736). Therefore, forced migration in the Kazakh steppe can
be evaluated as an ethnodeformation factor.

Conclusion

One of the major consequences of the reforms in the 1920s—1930s under cover of modernizing
traditional Kazakh society is the forced nomadic migration outside Kazakhstan. The document data
of the secret fund of departmental archives testifies to the ethnocidal character of the mass migration
and famine refugees that caused enormous damage to the socio-demographic situation of the Kazakh
people.

Archival data shows that our compatriots migrated to other countries under political and social
pressure, and were not a burden in those countries; on the contrary, they made an immeasurable
contribution to the socio-economic development of those countries they migrated. It has been shown
that this historical process is not spontaneous, as Soviet ideology presented, but organized.
The position of mass migration organizers as the representatives of the traditional religious elite Ishan
Saruar Ibadullaev, the Alash figure Serikul Aldabergenov, as well as Sultanbek Kozhanov, Begaidar
Aralbaev, who occupied high positions in the Soviet government,indicates that the mass migration
became a way of fighting to preserve the nation’s gene pool.

After the collapse of the Soviet Union, Kazakhstan, as a sovereign country, had to form anew
all attributes of statehood. Adoption of own Constitution, introduction of new tenge, opening of new
production centers and restoration of agriculture. It was necessary to make radical changes and new
steps in all spheres. This increased the use of enormous resources, including human capital.
Demographics and migration trends indicate how dire it is. Conclusion. The results of the study of
the historical and demographic processes in Kazakhstan in 1991-2011 show that although the
declaration of independence was easy, the first decade of its retention was directly dependent on the
serious and complex events and the correctness of the decisions made. As a result, the first twenty
years of independence, aimed at securing the foundation stone, were left behind, and our country

entered the next stage of development.

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Abstract. Introduction. The Orenburg expedition of the Russian Empire caused a series of Bashkir
uprisings in the 1735s—1740s. As a result of Tsarist Russia's political expansion, the Bashkirs lost
their land ownership rights, self-governance system, and religious, cultural, and household traditions,
while also facing increased taxes. As a result of the uprising, Ablai Sultan sheltered and took
responsibility for thousands of Bashkir families who fled to the neighboring Kazakh steppes. Goals
and objectives. The goal of this study is to conduct a scientific examination of Ablai Sultan's political
role in Kazakh-Bashkir relations during the Bashkir uprising (1735-1740), and to reveal the nature
of his political leadership in the events surrounding the uprising. The research materials include
archival documents from the Russian Empire in the XVIII century and original works by prominent
XIX century researchers. The study employs chronological, diachronic, retrospective
historical-typological, and comparative methods. Results. The Bashkir rebellion of 1735 significantly
obstructed the Russian kingdom's colonization policy, which was carried out under the guise of
“exploring” the country's wealth and topography. On May 18, 1734, Queen Anna loannovna signed
the "Orenburg Expedition" document to conquer Asian peoples. In response to this threat to their
independence, the Bashkir people launched a three-stage rebellion. The first stage was led by Akai
Kusyumov in 17351736, the second was the "Bepeni Uprising" in 1737—1738, and the third was the
"Karasakal Uprising" in 1739—-1740. Throughout this period, they were in constant struggle. During
the tumultuous events of the uprising, Sultan Ablai extended a helping hand to the Bashkir people.
Conclusions. Ablai's relations with the Bashkirs began in the 1730s. Sultan Ablai's acceptance of the
refugees who relocated to Uder after the uprising, along with his provision of shelter and support to
the uprising's leaders, demonstrates that Ablai and his followers were able to navigate challenging
geopolitical conditions.

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Introduction

The period of the Bashkir Rebellion (1735—-1740) marked a significant chapter in the history of
the bashkir nation, highlighting the complex interplay of power, politics, and ethnic relations in the
region. Among the key figures during this tumultuous period was Sultan Ablai, a prominent Kazakh
leader whose influence extended far beyond his immediate domain. Ablai's strategic acumen and
diplomatic prowess played a crucial role in shaping the outcomes of the Bashkir uprising, providing
a case study in leadership amidst geopolitical upheaval.

Ablai's intervention during the Bashkir Rebellion had far-reaching consequences, not only for
the Bashkir people but also for the Kazakh steppes and the broader Central Asian region. His actions
during this period highlight his role as a pivotal figure capable of leveraging political turmoil to
consolidate power and extend his influence. By offering sanctuary and support to the Bashkir rebels,
Ablai positioned himself as a leader of considerable stature, capable of commanding loyalty and
respect across ethnic lines. This study will explore how Ablai's leadership during the rebellion
contributed to his legacy and shaped the historical trajectory of Kazakh-Bashkir relations.

The Bashkir Rebellion, triggered by Tsarist Russia's expansionist policies, saw the Bashkir
people rising against the imposition of land seizures, increased taxation, and the erosion of their
traditional governance and cultural practices. As the rebellion progressed through its three distinct
phases-each marked by escalating conflict and increasing desperation-the Bashkirs found an
unexpected ally in Sultan Ablai. His decision to offer refuge and support to the beleaguered Bashkir
leaders and their families was not merely an act of humanitarian concern but a calculated move that
underscored his broader political ambitions and his adeptness at navigating the era's complex
geopolitical landscape.

In the broader context of Central Asian history, Sultan Ablai's engagement with the Bashkir
Rebellion provides valuable insights into the dynamics of resistance and cooperation among the
region's diverse peoples. His ability to navigate the dual pressures of external aggression and internal
unrest underscores the complexity of leadership in a volatile geopolitical environment. Through this
examination, the study will contribute to a deeper understanding of the mechanisms of power and
influence in 18™-century Central Asia and the enduring legacy of Sultan Ablai's political strategies.

Methods and materials

The research will employ a combination of chronological, diachronic, retrospective
historical-typological, and comparative methodologies to provide a comprehensive understanding of
Ablai's influence. Modern scholars have built upon these foundational works, incorporating new
methodologies and interdisciplinary approaches. The integration of archival research with folklore
studies, for instance, has enriched the narrative, providing a more nuanced understanding of Ablai
Sultan’s leadership and its impact on the Bashkir Rebellion. Researchers have utilized comparative
historical-typological methods to draw parallels between different uprisings and political movements,
thereby situating the Bashkir Rebellion within a broader historical framework.

By analyzing archival documents from the 18"-century Russian Empire and original works of
19%_century scholars as Popov (1861), Solov'yev (1878), Kazantsev (1867) this research seeks to
unravel the intricacies of Ablai's political maneuvers and their impact on the course of the rebellion.
During the research of this topic, the following archives of the Russian Federation were consulted
such as the Russian State Archive of Ancient Acts (RSAAA) and the Central State Archive of the
Republic of Kazakhstan (CSARK). This study aims to examine the multifaceted role of Sultan Ablai
in the context of the Bashkir Rebellion.

Discussion

A comprehensive study of the archival funds of the Russian Federation was undertaken, such
as the Russian State Archive of Ancient Acts (RSAAA) Archive RSAAA. F. 248. 1. 1236. P. 34-35.,
Archive RSAAA.

Research on the Bashkir Rebellion and the role of Sultan Ablai has been conducted by a diverse
array of historians and scholars, spanning several centuries and utilizing various methodologies. This
body of work provides a comprehensive understanding of the socio-political dynamics of the
XVIII century in Central Asia and the impact of individual leadership on historical events. Primary
sources such as the “Polnoye Sobranie Zakonov Rossiyskoy Imperii. T. IX. No. 6571, No. 6576
(1830) and “Materialy po Istorii Bashkortostana” (2002) offer foundational legal and documentary
evidence of the period. In this scientific article also references historiographical dictionaries like
“Entsiklopedicheskiy Slovar Brokgauza i Yefrona” (1890). These collections have been instrumental
in constructing a timeline of events and understanding the legislative context of the Bashkir Rebellion.
The articles in “Vestnik ChGU” (2009, No. 37/175) provide more contemporary analyses, integrating
modern historiographical techniques with historical data.

Researchers from the mid-XIX to early XX centuries laid the groundwork for understanding
the Bashkir Rebellion and Ablai Sultan’s influence. Notable figures include P.I. Rychkov (1896):
His works offer detailed accounts of the socio-political conditions in the X VIII century, emphasizing
the economic and cultural impacts of the rebellion on the Bashkir people. N. Vitevskiy (1897):
Vitevskiy’s research delves into the administrative and military aspects of the Russian Empire’s
policies towards the Bashkirs, highlighting the causes and consequences of the rebellion.
A.L. Dobrosmyslov (1900): His contributions focus on the ethnographic and cultural dimensions,
providing insights into the Bashkir society's response to external pressures.

The research collection “KRO v XVI — XVIII Vekakh” (1961) offers a broader historical
perspective, examining the regional implications of the rebellion within the context of Central Asian
geopolitics. Ch.Ch. Valikhanov (1984, Vol. 1) and Moiseyev (1998) further contribute to this
understanding by analyzing the leadership and strategic decisions of key figures like Ablai.

Results

In the 18" century, the prominent statesman Khan Ablai significantly strengthened the state
structure of the Kazakh Khanate and advanced its political, economic, military, and social spheres.
From 1771 to 1780, he elevated the Kazakh people on the world political stage. During his years of
political activity, Ablai, known for his noble wisdom, accumulated extensive diplomatic and
leadership experience. He engaged in official correspondence and negotiations with the rulers of
neighboring states and influential administrative representatives. Ablai maintained good relations
with the peoples of Tsarist Russia, including the Bashkir people, who organized numerous rebellions
for freedom and independence. He provided refuge and support to the Bashkirs who came to the
Kazakh steppe as a result of these uprisings. Sultan Ablai “implemented a diplomatic strategy of
navigating between the major empires of the era — Russia and Qing. He skillfully maintained
diplomatic ties with both nations” (KalmSC RAS, 2022: 1204).

During these negotiations, “the Bashkir side offered Ablai the position of Khan of the Bashkirs.
Although Ablai did not go to the Bashkir lands himself, he sent 800 Kazakh troops led by Karalaman
Batyr. In the summer, Kazakh troops and Bashkirs conducted military operations along the Dema
River and in the vicinity of Ufa. Among the Kazakhs, Zhaqsymbet Kogelenov introduced himself as
Karasakal's brother during Karasakal’s uprising. In 1740, Zhaksymbet was captured, and later that
year, General V. A. Urusov handed him over to Ablai. In the winter of 1738, the Bashkir leader
Nurush Kinzekeev persuaded Ablai and Bolat, the son of Abilmambet Sultan, to pacify the "faithful"
Bashkirs living in the upper reaches of the Zhaiyq (Ural) River” (Taimasov, 2009: 268).

In Tsarist Russia in 1737, records indicate that the Bashkirs were compelled to arrest and punish
the Kazakhs, buying them and using them for their own interests: “The Kirghiz-Kaisaks
(Kazakhs-O.K.) continue to engage in various misdeeds, including theft, against our long-standing
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subjects. As State Councilor Tatishev suggested, shouldn’t we send those idle Bashkirs to deal with
these Kirghiz-Kaisaks (Kazakhs-O.K.) to prevent such misdeeds in the future?” (CSARK. F. 2300.
I. 10. C. 91.P.4 rev.). In this manner, the related Turkic peoples were manipulated into suppressing
each other's protests against the political tyranny of the Tsarist Russia. Nil Popov interprets this series
of events as follows: “The main goal of Russian empire policy on the southeastern frontier was to
secure protection from the invasions of nomadic peoples, primarily the Kazakhs.” (Popov, 1861: 175).

The main reason for Ablai's assistance to the Bashkirs can be found in a letter sent
to L.P. Kirillov, a member of the Cabinet of Ministers, in February 1737, which states: “In accordance
with our decree issued on February 10", we instructed Major General Khrushchev to dispatch
a cavalry field regiment from the garrison. Also, we emphasized that General Field Marshal
Von — Lessey's cavalry should be reinforced immediately. It is essential to reach a common agreement
and closely monitor the formation of weapons and troops” (CSARK. F. 2300. I. 10. C. 91.
P. 1-1 rev.). Fifteen days later, on February 25, of the same year, 1737, it is stated: “In place of Field
Marshal Graf von Minnich, Major General Khrushchev was ordered to come with his army
immediately. The joint army should be directed to Bashkir territory” (CSARK. F. 2300. I. 10. C. 91.
P. 3 rev.). This directive was issued because 1735, 1736, and 1739—-1740 were years marked by the
ongoing Bashkir rebellion.

Ablai Sultan was acutely aware of the events unfolding between 1735 and 1740. He understood
that the Bashkir rebellion posed a significant obstacle to the colonization of the Kazakh steppe.
Recognizing the importance of saving the Kazakh country, Ablai provided assistance to the leaders
of the Bashkir rebellion. S.M. Soloviev highlighted this in his work “History of Russia since Ancient
Times”: “The government during Anna’s reign aimed to gain complete control and unify lands
outside the empire. However, the Bashkir uprising posed a significant hindrance to the annexation of
Tashkent and Turkestan” (Soloviev, 1878: 326-329). Therefore, we understand that the Bashkir
rebellion was a response to the Russian Empire's policy in the East, as the Bashkirs "obstructed" the
colonization of Central Asia. This context explains why the Bashkir leader N. Kinzekeyev sought
help from the Ablai sultan. Kazakh Sultan Ablai clearly recognized that the policies targeting the
Bashkirs would eventually affect the Kazakh people. Thus, he maintained contact with the leaders of
the Bashkir rebellion.

Based on A.I. Tevkelev's information about the Kazakh steppe, a year before the Bashkir
uprising in 1735, Senate Chief Secretary [.K. Kirilov proposed two projects to the government of
Queen Anna loanovna in 1734: “Presentation and Explanation of the Kirghiz-Kaisak (Kazakh-O.K.)
and Karakalpak Hordes” and “Project on Keeping the Kirghiz (Kazakh-O. K) under Russian
Citizenship and Methods of Managing Them.” Subsequently, on May 1, 1734, a decision was made,
and the project was adopted: “Russia views both its enemies and potential allies in the region as
targets for its foreign policy. The peoples of Russian Asia were designated as part of the empire's
sphere of influence. Attention was given to the natural resources within the territories of potential
colonization, the population numbers, the level of socio-economic development, and the political
situation of each state” (Kazantsev, 1867: 57). The document states that colonization encompasses
the Bashkirs, Tatars, Kazakhs, and other peoples collectively.

The Bashkirs learned “about the preparation of the Orenburg expedition in 1734 from the
Bashkir chieftain and mullah Tokchura Almyakov. In late 1734 and the spring of 1735,
representatives of the leaders from the four major districts gathered for a congress at the Aziyev
Mosque, driven by fears of losing their land and freedom. The main forces of the rebels concentrated
along the bends of the Belaya River and the Dema River. Residents learned about the uprising's
commencement at the end of July. To combat the uprising, the Bashkir Affairs Commission was
established, with Lieutenant General A.l. Rumyantsev appointed as its commander-in-chief”
(RSAAA. F. 248. 1.1236. P.34). Additionally, the archives provide a clear record of the number of
troops sent to suppress the rebellion: “He commanded 3 regular regiments, 500 Ural Cossacks, and
3,000 Kalmyks. A series of punitive campaigns were launched against the rebels, involving over
twenty thousand (20,000) troops. Through the efforts of [.K. Kirilov's punitive squads and
Rumyantsev's forces, the Bashkirs were largely defeated. However, rebels led by Bepen Turipberdin
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and Isangul launched a surprise attack on the punitive forces along the Siberian Road” (RSAAA.
F. 248.1. 1236. P. 35).

The primary objective of LK. Kirilov's “project, submitted to the Senate in 1734, was to
“resolve” the Bashkir problem to facilitate the unrestrained development of mineral resources in the
region. He did not anticipate that resettling other peoples in Bashkortostan, mining ores, and attracting
labor to build factories would lead to a major uprising the following year. This uprising occurred
multiple times. It is necessary to increase the regular troops in the Orenburg province” (Polnoye
sobraniye zakonov Rossiyskoy Imperii, 1830, 436—437). In this regard, A.I. Dobrosmyslov explained
the reason for the Bashkir uprising: “The causes of the Bashkir uprising that I outlined remained
unchanged. The Bashkirs were discontented with the settlement of Russians, Tatars, Meshchereks,
Chuvash, and other immigrants in their territories. The uprising from 1735 to 1740 encompassed the
territory stretching from the Ural River to the Kama, and from the Tobol River to the Volga. It
stemmed from the decision to construct a line of Orenburg fortresses in the southern and southeastern
regions of Bashkir land” (Dobrosmyslov, 1900: 4). According to LK. Kirilov's project, partial
resettlement was also implemented, leading to a popular uprising. However, these factors were just
one aspect of the uprising. It raises doubts about the extent to which the royal government understood
the internal political and social conditions of the states and peoples inhabiting the Asian region.

On December 15, 1734, LK. Kirilov, the leader of the Orinbor expedition, dispatched the
following letter to State Advisor V.N. Tatishchev, seeking assistance for the royal administrative
military, who perceived unrest among the Bashkir people: “I would like to request that a decree be
issued to the Senate Highness, as per his request, to grant certain Bashkirs a deserving reward for
their valuable contributions to ore mining following the construction of a plant in the Ufa district.
Factories were erected on Bashkir land, and in acknowledgment of this, we propose to regulate ore
mining in the region by granting awards and prizes” (RSAAA. F. 248. 1.1236. C.1524. P. 2). What
we can observe is that they bestowed gifts upon the so-called wealthy and influential group, swaying
them to their side, and we discern a plot to thwart the uprising brewing from within. Simultaneously,
we recognize that certain affluent individuals, initially inclined to support the uprising, switched
allegiance to Russia after receiving gifts, leading to a division among the people.

The initial conflict erupted in 1735 when 3000 Bashkirs, “under the command of K. Nurushev,
launched an assault on the Vologda military unit heading towards the Orsk River. The rebellion's
leaders attempted to employ all tactics at their disposal, ranging from cavalry charges to infantry
formations used for scattered or concentrated attacks. In 1736, the Kazakhs of the Middle Zhuz joined
forces with the Bashkirs to provide assistance, reigniting the rebellion with renewed vigor. However,
despite this considerable aid, the Bashkirs were forced to retreat after sustaining heavy losses.
Government decrees issued on February 16, 1736, aimed to assert control over the Bashkir internal
self-government system. The Bashkirs were especially discontented with provisions of the decree
targeting the destruction of their tribal land holdings™ (Materialy po istorii Bashkortostana, 2002: 39).
We comprehend that the backing of the Kazakhs of Middle Zhuz for the Bashkir uprising was a shared
concern among related peoples. Materials on the history of Bashkortostan contain the following data:
“6,000 Bashkirs took part in the uprising in 1737 in Karatabyn, which took place in the Uysk river
basin. The uprising began with the encirclement of Ensign Galdyshev's trading column”
(Materialy po istorii Bashkortostana, 2002: 636).

As per the directive issued to the commission, “there were also the so-called Kalmyk tribe
among the Bashkirs. They were individuals assimilated within the Bashkir community” (RSAAA.
F.342.1.1. C.109. P. 206). So, we understand that not only Bashkirs but also members of other ethnic
groups assimilated into the Bashkirs took part in the uprising. As evident from the data above,
it's apparent that the pace of rebellion among the Bashkirs accelerated. However, the construction of
fortresses and defensive lines in the Bashkir Kazakh affairs, as per the construction plan for the
Orynbor region, posed a hindrance to communication between Ablai Sultan and the Bashkirs. Privy
Councilor V.N. Tatishev and Prince V.A. Urusov implemented LK. Kirilov's project, as Chief
Secretary of the Senate.
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However, the act of “separating the Bashkirs from the Kazakhs and striving to establish “peace”
in the region through political measures greatly influenced the escalation of Bashkir unrest”
(Kazantsev, 1867: 56). I.K. Kirilov didn’t even bother about the political and social situation of the
Bashkir people. He simply said, “Your Majesty, I heartily congratulate you on the New Russia!”
(RSAAA. F.248. C.113. P. 240) and proceeded to “turn a blind eye” to uprisings and protests while
engaging in colonial politics. Alongside peaceful relations and alliances, there were also conflicts,
disputes over pastures, elopements of girls, and rivalry between Bashkir and Kazakh dancers and
heroes. The royal government awaited an opportunity to instigate an ethnic conflict between Kazakhs
and Bashkirs. They aimed to drive a wedge between the two brother nations to prevent their united
actions against tsarist Russia.

The Bashkir rebellion of 1735 significantly obstructed the Russian Empire's colonization efforts,
which were conducted under the pretense of “exploring” the region’s wealth and topography. In a
decree dated February 11, 1736, Queen Anna loannovna reaffirmed the order for the Orenburg
expedition in response to the Bashkir uprising: “To all our boards and offices, to Governors-General,
Vice-Governors, Governors, Commandants, and all ranks of military and civil command, we hereby
declare: On May 18, 1734, His Majesty the Emperor, along with State Councilor Ivan Kirillov and
Colonel Alexey Tevkelev, signed the decree for the Subjugation of the Peoples of Asia. All the
aforementioned military and civil authorities are ordered to assist Kirillov as necessary to protect our
interests. Our interests have been harmed by the piracy of the Bashkirs. Therefore, by decree of our
Imperial Majesty, the aforementioned order is approved” (RSAAA. F. 248. 1. 17. C. 1131.
P. 540-541 rev.).

In 1738, a captured Kazakh sent the following message to the Ufa provincial chancellery: "l am
Kulymbet from the Little Zhuz. It has been three years since we, 200 families, became the property
of the Orta Zhuz under Barak Khan. People from different regions of the Ufa province come to us.
Among them, Saltanatmrat Mekes Batyr, with a group of 600 people, arrived along the Torgai River.
Just two months ago, Ablai sent an army to the Bashkirs, led by Bolat, the son of Abil-Mambet Sultan”
(RSAAA. F.248 Senat. 1. 17. C.1183. P. 630).

Analyzing the aforementioned archival document reveals several key insights: Firstly, we
observe the influence of Sultan Ablai, who assisted the Bashkirs in finding refuge in the Middle Zhuz
in 1738. The document clearly states that he provided protection for the Bashkirs who fled from all
over the Ufa region, placing them under the care of sultans and batyrs (knights, warriors-O.K.).
For example, it is noted that 600 Bashkir families sought refuge with Sultan Barak in 1739. Secondly,
Saltanmrat Mekes Batyr, a member of the Bashkir rebellion, found refuge in the Middle Zhuz not by
chance. He trusted that Sultan Ablai would not hand him over to Tsarist Russia. Thirdly, Ablai’s
decision to send 2,500 troops to aid the Bashkirs, led by Bolat Sultan, demonstrates his strategic
geopolitical vision and prudent actions. Ablai recognized that the colonization policies aimed at
troubling the Middle Zhuz sultans were a threat, and he needed to assert the independent status
of the Kazakh Khanate to Tsarist Russia.

The years 1738—1741 were marked by uprisings for the Bashkirs, but for Kazakh history, they
were years of relentless Dzungar raids: “...from 1738 to 1741, the Dzungar kontaishy (*~=;- ruler of
the Dzungar Khanate-O.K.) launched a new campaign into the Kazakh steppe, killing all the peaceful
inhabitants in his path. They burned Kazakh villages and drove away their cattle. In 1737, 150 sultans
accepted Russian citizenship, and in 1740, another 128 sultans did the same” (KRO, 1961: 9).

L.P. Rychkov notes that Sultan Ablai did not attend the ceremony to receive subjects (patrial).
In 1738, Tatishev organized a solemn meeting with Abilkhair Khan in Orinburg, where Abilkhair
was to swear an oath to the Russian throne: “Abilmambet and Ablai, however, did not attend this
“official meeting,” citing their move to the Irtysh River valley for the winter. In reality, Abilmambet
and Ablai wintered near the border, avoiding the official adoption ceremony and, therefore, not
officially accepting Russian citizenship. Aware of these events, the Bashkirs who fled during the
uprising sought refuge with Sultan Ablai” (Rychkov, 1896: 64).

During these turbulent years, Ablai sultan exhibited utmost caution in Kazakh-Bashkir relations,
striving to prevent further escalation. A key reason for his careful approach was the appointment of
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V.A. Urusov to the leadership of the Orenburg Commission: “In the summer of 1740,
Urusov orchestrated mass executions. Following the uprising in 1737 in the Karatabyn region of the
Uysk river basin, V.A. Urusov initiated the first mass execution on November 15 in Orenburg. During
this grim event, five close assistants of Karasakal and 6,000 Bashkirs were impaled, 11 people were
hanged by their ribs, 85 were hanged by their necks, and 21 were beheaded. The remaining individuals
were driven to Sakmar town. Additionally, the ears and noses of ordinary people, who were not
significant organizers of the uprising, were cut off and they were left mutilated” (RSAAA. F. 248.
B. 145. P. 74).

The Bashkirs tried to preserve their system of internal self-government in historical
Bashkortostan, protesting against increased taxes and the abuses of officials during collection. They
also sought to protect their cultural, religious, and domestic traditions. Ablai Sultan did not
immediately hand over the prisoners. This is evident from the stern warnings issued by the queen in
the collection of decrees: “after committing violence in their surroundings, the Bashkirs who
abandoned their homes and livestock are seeking refuge among the Kirghiz-Kaisaks (Kazakhs-O.K.).
However, some among them have not forgotten their dependency on us and do not see the rebellion
as justified” (Polnoye sobraniye zakonov Rossiyskoy Imperii, 1830: 436).

It can be said that the colonial administration feared on military force in the Kazakh steppe.
Therefore, they always tried to strengthen outposts: “The military council's decree ordered
Lieutenant-General Myatlev, the Governor of Siberia, to support Croft's detachment to fulfill the
Queen's orders. Additionally, instructions were given to provide protection from the end of the Uisk
line to the beginning of the Novoishimsk line, and from the Zverinoglovsk fortress along the Irtysh
to the Siberian gubernias. The military collegium promptly executed the order and commenced the
regulation of arms and personnel” (GAOO. F. 1. I. 1. C. 190. P. 696-697, 701).

Soon after, the resurgence of the “uprising was triggered by the authorities’ decision to conduct
a census of the Bashkir population starting in January 1739. The census introduced per capita poll
taxes, reviving the idea of rejecting Tsarist rule as seen in previous Bashkir uprisings. The uprising
split in terms of ideology: one faction of Bashkirs, led by Yuldash mullah, sought support from the
Dzungars, while another group aimed to forge an alliance with the Kazakhs. However, due to ongoing
Dzungar attacks, the Kazakhs of the Little and Middle Hundreds were unable to openly aid the
Bashkir rebels. In December 1739, the census was resumed, and by the turn of 1739-1740, census
records appeared in the Chelyabinsk fortress. In January 1740, a new leader emerged, Karasakal, who
declared himself Khan of Bashkortostan under the name Sultangirei, leading a renewed uprising. The
Karasakal detachment engaged in battle but was ultimately defeated” (Vitevsky, 1897: 135,137, 146).

After the defeat, the leader of the uprising, Bashkir Khan Karasakal, fled to the Kazakh steppe
and forged close ties with the Kazakhs: “In the 1740s, he posed political challenges to the Russian
administration. On May 29, 1740, the governor of Orenburg sent a letter to Nurali, urging him to
seize and return the Bashkirs who sought refuge in the Kazakh army. Similarly, on June 7, 1740, a
letter was dispatched to Ablai with a similar request” (Vestnik ChGU, 2009: 56). Ablai Sultan's
decision not to hand over the Bashkirs to Tsarist Russia had several advantages. It strengthened the
solidarity between the two peoples. Rychkov also documents this incident: “Ablai, on his part, refused
to arrest and hand over Karasakal to either Russia or Dzungaria, despite their demands. The Bashkir
uprising failed to gather enough momentum. Even though Abulkhair captured the leaders of the
Bashkir rebels, he did not hand them over to the Russian authorities” (Rychkov 1896, 64).

Leaders of neighboring countries endeavored to assist each other despite challenging political
circumstances. Ablai and Kazakh heroes and sultans provided sanctuary for captured Bashkirs,
safeguarding those deemed too risky to return to Russia by integrating them into their communities
and sheltering others. Karazakal assumed leadership of the Bashkir rebels only in the final, fifth year
of the rebellion.

Researcher Moiseev also notes that Russian documents exhibit confusion between the figures
known as Karasakhal (Karasakal), as well as the Kalmyk batyr Shuno: “Karasakal, also known as
Shuno batyr, claimed to be the son of the Dzungar Khan who lost his throne due to his brother
Galdan-Tseren's cunning. He sought military aid from the Kazakh steppe against his brother and
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pledged to adopt Islam in the Dzungar Khanate. Initially, Karasakal faced limited success in his
political endeavors. Although Kazakhs sympathized with his cause, they couldn't muster a large-scale
war against the advancing Dzungar Khanate. Many Kazakh heroes encountered the real Shono batyr
in various encounters, both on the battlefield and during peaceful times. Kazakh hero Eset wrote in a
letter to Orynbor in 1742: 'l knew the Kalmyk hero Shuno-batyr quite well. Karasakal is a different
person altogether. And Karasakal is not Shuno” (Moiseyev, 1998: 46). From this note, it is evident
that Karasakal was portrayed as a "swindler," "liar," and a troublemaker who disrupted the peace of
the country. The Tsarist authorities suppressed opposing peoples and imposed various restrictions on
their rights.

They also made every effort to prevent mutual aid and contacts between Turkic-speaking
peoples. One example of this political strategy was forced mass baptism: “By the decree of Queen
Anna loannovna dated September 11, 1740, a new department of baptism was established to convert
Muslims and pagans in the Kazan, Astrakhan, and Voronezh provinces to Orthodoxy. Luka
Konashevich, archbishop of Kazan and Sviyazhsk, was appointed as the head of this institution”.
(Vestnik ChGU, 2009: 55). Historical records indicate that the policy of colonization was
implemented on multiple fronts.

Even before being appointed as khan, Kazakh ruler Ablai's high status was widely recognized
by neighboring countries and peoples. The renowned Kazakh scholar of XIX century
Ch.Ch. Valikhanov spoke of his great-grandfather Ablai: “In the first half of the XIX century, during
the battles with the Dzungars, Ablai gained a great reputation among the Kazakh people for his
wisdom and organizational skills. Historical records describe Ablai as a visionary politician focused
on creating a centralized and powerful Kazakh state” (Valikhanov, 1984: 383-384). Because of this,
historical documents also show that Bashkir leaders approached him, requesting his leadership as
khan. “Sultan Ablai's acceptance of many refugees, his provision of shelter, and his support for the
Bashkir rebellion leaders demonstrate that Ablai and the Kazakh people who admired him were able
to navigate a difficult geopolitical situation effectively. This was particularly significant
as the Kazakhs were simultaneously repelling a new wave of the Dzungar invasion in 1740”
(KRO, 1961:9).

Analyzing the archival historical information mentioned above, we can conclude that Ablai
Sultan's influential policies significantly impacted the consequences of the Bashkir uprising. Sultan
Ablai played a significant role in shaping the consequences of the Bashkir rebellion (1735-1740)
through his strategic support and diplomatic acumen. Here are the key points of his influence.

Provision of Refuge and Support. Ablai Sultan provided refuge to many Bashkir rebels and their
families, demonstrating solidarity with the Bashkir cause. This support included shelter and
protection, helping to sustain the rebellion's leadership and morale.

Strengthening Alliances. By supporting the Bashkir leaders and offering asylum, Ablai fostered
stronger alliances between the Kazakhs and the Bashkirs. This alliance was crucial in maintaining a
united front against common adversaries, such as the Russian Empire and the Dzungar Khanate.

Geopolitical Navigation. Ablai's ability to offer support while managing his relations with the
Russian Empire showed his diplomatic skill. He navigated a complex geopolitical landscape,
balancing the need to resist Russian encroachment with the necessity of avoiding direct confrontation.

Distraction and Division of Russian Forces. Ablai's support for the Bashkirs indirectly caused
a diversion of Russian military resources. The Russian Empire had to deal with the sustained Bashkir
resistance, which was bolstered by Kazakh support, thus spreading Russian forces thinner across the
region.

Influence on Kazakh Sovereignty. Ablai's actions during the rebellion reinforced Kazakh
sovereignty and independence. By not handing over Bashkir refugees and resisting Russian demands,
he asserted Kazakh autonomy and demonstrated that the Kazakh Khanate would not be easily
manipulated by Russian interests.

Symbol of Resistance. Ablai became a symbol of resistance against Russian colonization efforts.
His support for the Bashkirs highlighted his broader vision of resisting imperial encroachment and
preserving the independence of Turkic-speaking peoples.
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Historical Legacy. Ablai's significant role in the Bashkir rebellion left a lasting legacy on
Kazakh-Bashkir relations and in the collective memory of resistance against colonial powers.

In summary, Ablai Sultan's influence on the consequences of the Bashkir rebellion was
profound. His strategic support for the Bashkir leaders, provision of refuge, and diplomatic
maneuvering significantly impacted the rebellion's dynamics and outcomes, reinforcing the Kazakh
position in the region and contributing to the broader resistance against Russian colonial ambitions.

Conclusion

The influence of Ablai Sultan on the consequences of the Bashkir Rebellion (1735-1740)
is a testament to his remarkable leadership and strategic acumen. Ablai's actions during and after the
rebellion played a critical role in shaping the outcomes for both the Bashkir people and the Kazakh
Khanate, reflecting his capacity to navigate complex geopolitical challenges. Ablai Sultan's role
during the Bashkir Rebellion is a focal point of this research. His strategic alliances, diplomatic
acumen, and humanitarian efforts in sheltering Bashkir refugees are well-documented. Scholars have
examined how Ablai's actions during the rebellion not only provided immediate relief to the Bashkirs
but also enhanced his stature among the Kazakh people and neighboring regions. His ability to
navigate the complex geopolitical landscape of the time is a testament to his leadership qualities and
political foresight.

Ablai's decision to provide refuge and support to the Bashkir leaders and their families fleeing
the punitive measures of Tsarist Russia underscores his humanitarian commitment and political
foresight. By offering sanctuary, he not only alleviated the immediate suffering of the Bashkir people
but also strengthened the bonds between the Kazakh and Bashkir communities. This act of solidarity
reinforced the Kazakh Khanate's reputation as a sovereign entity capable of influencing regional
dynamics.

Through his diplomatic efforts, Ablai established and maintained crucial alliances with
neighboring states and influential empires. His extensive correspondence and negotiations with
various rulers demonstrate his ability to leverage diplomatic channels to enhance the Kazakh
Khanate's standing. These interactions contributed to his accumulation of leadership experience and
facilitated the Khanate's engagement on the international political stage.

Moreover, Ablai’s support for the Bashkir people during their struggle for independence from
Tsarist Russia highlighted his broader strategic objectives. By positioning himself as a protector of
oppressed peoples, he not only garnered loyalty and respect from the Bashkirs but also reinforced his
own leadership legitimacy among the Kazakhs. This strategic positioning helped to consolidate his
power and ensured the stability and resilience of the Kazakh Khanate in a volatile regional context.

In conclusion, Ablai Sultan's influence on the consequences of the Bashkir Rebellion was
profound and multifaceted. His humanitarian actions, diplomatic initiatives, and strategic vision
collectively contributed to the Kazakh Khanate's enhanced political stature and strengthened its
regional influence. Ablai’s legacy as a leader who adeptly navigated the challenges of his time
continues to be a significant chapter in the history of Central Asia, illustrating the enduring impact of
his leadership on the course of historical events. In addition, the research on the Bashkir Rebellion
and Ablai Sultan spans a rich historiographical tradition, from XIX century scholars to contemporary
historians. This body of work collectively offers a detailed and multifaceted understanding of the
rebellion's causes, progression, and aftermath, as well as Ablai Sultan’s significant role in these
events. Through meticulous archival research and innovative methodological approaches, scholars
continue to unravel the complexities of this pivotal period in Central Asian history.

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Abstract. Introduction. During the period of political repression in the social structure of the cities
of Kazakhstan in the 1920s—1930s, a marginal part of society appeared — the disenfranchised. One of
the methods of fighting the “class enemy” was the policy of deprivation of political and civil rights
on class, social, national, spiritual and other grounds, expressed in restricting their rights and
freedoms. This cruel idea, based on dividing the population of the Union into classes, appeared among
the Soviet leadership shortly after the October Revolution of 1917, and in July 1918, deprivation of
the right to vote for belonging to a certain class or social group was enshrined in a special article of
the first Constitution of the RSFSR. This norm remained until the mid-1930s. Goals and objectives.
To study the processes of deprivation of voting rights in certain regions and cities of Kazakhstan,
to identify the legal status of disenfranchised people and the problems of their adaptation. Results.
In 1923-1927, the categories of people included in the list of people deprived of voting rights
in Kazakhstan were much wider and more diverse than in other territories of the Soviet Union.
In Kazakhstan, first of all, bais, kulaks, participants in popular uprisings and protests, clergy, former
traders, resellers, former volost managers and aul elders, and other tsarist officials who began their
activities in pre-revolutionary times were deprived of their rights. Taking into account this
circumstance, in the period from 1918 to 1936 in Kazakhstan hundreds of thousands of people were
deprived of the right to vote for belonging to a certain class or social group, which was enshrined in
a special article of the Constitution. Deprivation of voting rights entailed infringement of rights and
freedoms, including the right to life. By depriving the Bolshevik-Stalinist government of voting
rights, it was possible to limit on a legal basis politically active peasants who opposed the collective
farm system or did not express their sympathy for it. Conclusions. In 1918-1936, the mechanism of

extrajudicial deprivation of political electoral rights of citizens of the Soviet state, including the cities
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of Kazakhstan, made it possible to remove them from the organizational and legal form. Deprivation
of voting rights made it possible to neutralize a significant part of the population, made it possible to
gradually introduce a policy of forceful resolution of governance issues in the region, and ultimately
created the conditions for the use of repressive measures against the population of Kazakhstan.

Introduction

In the context of studying the social structure of the urban population of Kazakhstan during the
period of mass political repression of the 1920s—1930s, the study of the legal status and methods of
adaptation of disenfranchised people as a marginal part of the population is of great interest. Of
course, the massive political repressions of 1920s—1930s became a great shock for society, the years
of repression were deposited in people's memory as the years of destruction of family values and loss
of contact with previous generations, accused in absentia of crimes against the Soviet regime. Sad
events marked the era of repression for the urban population of Kazakhstan, which suffered great
losses in the qualitative composition of the population. The political processes of the second half of
the 1930s influenced the demographic processes in the cities of Kazakhstan, due to the movement of
persons of various qualifications and the high turnover of party personnel during the period of party
purges. During the same period, the flywheel of repression began to unwind, reaching its peak in
1937, when about 30% of the communists were expelled and repressed from the city party
organizations, and almost all the first and second secretaries of the district party committees were
replaced. Teachers, doctors, heads of educational institutions, and ministers of religious worship were
not spared the repression. Political repression affected almost every family in the region.

One of the methods of combating the “class enemy” that the totalitarian regime established in
the Soviet Union systematically used for many years as part of its repressive policy against its own
people was the policy of depriving political and civil rights based on class, social, national, spiritual
and other signs, expressed in the restriction of their rights and freedoms. This cruel idea, based on
dividing the population of the Union into classes, appeared among the Soviet leadership shortly after
the October Revolution of 1917, and in July 1918, deprivation of the right to vote for belonging to a
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certain class or social group was enshrined in a special article of the first Constitution of the RSFSR.
This norm remained until the mid-1930s.

A characteristic phenomenon of the socio-political life of Kazakhstan in the 1920s — the first
half of the 1930s is the emergence of disenfranchised people — people deprived of voting and other
civil rights due to their unreliable social origin. Such people were in a special position, since the
“disenfranchised” were barred from entering trade unions and public service, which extended to their
children and relatives. One of the forms of determining “one’s own” or “them” was, undoubtedly, the
procedure for deprivation of voting rights. The archives contain samples of the Soviet questionnaire
filled out when applying for a job, which invariably contained the question: “Were they deprived of
voting rights, when and for what?”, and to designate these persons there was a certain term
“disenfranchised” or “socially alien element” - unofticial title of a citizen of the USSR, in 19181936
deprived of voting rights under the Constitutions of 1918 and 1926. According to the 1936.
Constitution, all citizens of the country, except the mentally ill and prisoners, had the same voting
rights. Thus, the disenfranchisement lasted 18 years. This measure has become an effective means of
changing the social structure of society and the state. Deprivation of the right to participate in
elections automatically created a number of restrictions on a person’s political and social status.
People disenfranchised (disenfranchised) became “second class™ citizens. Often (though not always)
deprivation of voting rights became the basis for further repressive actions against that person.

The legal basis for the repressive policy of deprivation of voting and other civil rights in
Kazakhstan in the 1920s—1930s laid down about 40 legal acts. Analysis of the content of these
documents showed that they systematically violated the natural rights and freedoms of man and
citizen, which include the right to life, the right to freely express one’s views and positions, the right
to freedom to vote and be elected, and therefore must be declared invalid (void) from the moment
of their adoption. Unlawful deprivation of the right to vote was enshrined in the main normative
acts — in The Constitution of the RSFSR of 1918, the Constitution of the RSFSR of 1925,
the Constitution of the Kazakh Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic of 1926. All derivative acts
only duplicated constitutional norms.

The measure of disenfranchisement has become an effective means of changing the social
structure of society and the state. Deprivation of the right to participate in elections automatically
created a number of restrictions on a person’s political and social status. People deprived of voting
rights became “second class” citizens. Often, deprivation of voting rights became the basis for further
repressive actions against a given person. It was social origin that formed the basis for the purge of
party ranks and determined the “reliability” of a particular person. Thus, party members and the entire
population were checked to ensure compliance with the requirements imposed on them.

Moreover, in the early 1920s, when the disenfranchisement policy was just beginning to be
implemented, local executive authorities resorted to disenfranchisement as an additional measure.
Gradually strengthening their power, the Bolsheviks feared the possible victory of political opponents
in the elections and their further influence in society. The essence of depriving people of voting rights
was expressed in ensuring social, economic, administrative and even psychological pressure on the
most socially independent of the state and economically active segments of the population.
Subsequently, the government expanded the list of additional restrictions accompanying
disenfranchisement in various spheres of public life. Therefore, we can say with confidence that
disenfranchised people also fall into the category of victims of political repression who need
rehabilitation and detailed scientific study.

In Kazakhstan, the first to be deprived of their rights were clergy, former traders, government
officials who began their activities in pre-revolutionary times, as well as a large group of
representatives of the peasantry who used hired labor in their farming, who belonged to the category
of bais, kulaks, semi-feudal lords (middle peasants), sharua. Identified “alien elements” without trial
or investigation, most often, as a result of denunciations, were deprived of their rights and removed
from proceedings. In turn, those dispossessed, in order to restore their violated rights, turned to the
party with a request to review their cases, collecting all kinds of information about previous activities,
suspecting that some kind of mistake had occurred. Thus began long processes of investigations,
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complaints and new denunciations, rarely leading to a positive result. There is an opinion that this is
a minor infringement of rights and freedoms, but this is not so. Deprivation of voting rights entailed
infringement of rights and freedoms, including the right to life. By depriving them of voting rights,
the Bolshevik-Stalinist government was able to limit on a legal basis politically active peasants who
opposed the collective farm system or did not express their sympathy for it.

Discussion

This category of citizens who have been subjected to repression is little studied. The Law of the
Republic of Kazakhstan dated April 14, 1993 “On the rehabilitation of victims of political repression”
does not consider deprivation of voting rights as a form of political repression. Consequently, they
need additional rehabilitation measures. Therefore, an important aspect of the activities of the State
Commission for the complete rehabilitation of victims of political repression in 2020-2023, created
in accordance with the Decree of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan K.K. Tokayev dated
November 24, 2020, there was a rehabilitation of persons who suffered as a result of the deprivation
of citizens of the right to vote and be elected in the 20-30s of the twentieth century. To rehabilitate
this group of victims and victims, scientists and experts from research groups and working groups of
regional commissions were collecting materials in this direction.

It should be noted that the deprivation of voting rights in the 20-30s of the XX century in
Kazakhstan in domestic historiography was not the subject of a separate study, but was studied in the
context of political repression, which has become one of the leading scientific directions in modern
historical science. In the works of Kazakh scientists M.K. Kozybayev (Kozybayev, 2006),
T.O. Omarbekov (Omarbekov, 1997), Zh.B. Abylkhozhin (Abylkhozhin 1991), M.K. Koigeldiev
(Koigeldiev, 2004) raised various aspects of political repression as a mechanism of influence of
Soviet power on the transformation of Kazakh society. The works of researchers A.N. Alekseenko
(Alekseenko, 1993), M.Kh. Assylbekov, A.B. Galiyev (Assylbekov, Galiyev, 1991) and others are
devoted to the study of the demographic consequences of repressive policies. The works of Sh.
Nagimov (Nagimov, 2021), M.M. Kozybayeva (Kozybayeva, 2014) and S.K. Tulbasieva
(Tulbasieva, 2023) are devoted to the regional aspects of the socio-political situation of
disenfranchised people in the 1920-1930s. However, special scientific works by Kazakh authors
devoted to a comprehensive study of deprivation of voting rights in Kazakhstan in the 20-30s of the
20th century. practically absent.

In Russian and European historiography, in most works, deprivation of voting rights is
considered as an independent phenomenon, mainly as part of the discriminatory and social policy of
the Soviet state. Works devoted to the study of the stratification of Soviet society are of great
importance. Thus, a study by N.B. Lebina (Lebina, 1999) is devoted to the study of the everyday
history of life in the Soviet city, namely the norms and anomalies in the 1920-1930s, which include
the stratification of society into “us” and “strangers”. A great contribution to the study of Soviet
society in all its diversity, including American researchers, including S. Fitzpatrick (Fitzpatrick,
2008), who first conducted a comprehensive analysis of the everyday life of Soviet people in the
1930s years, including the so-called disenfranchised.

The most studied processes of deprivation of voting rights are based on materials from
individual regions. Thus, the works of L.N. Mazur (Mazur, 1997), made a great contribution to
historiography, dedicated to the deprivation of voting rights of peasants in the 1920s — the first half
of the 1930s in the Urals, as well as the collective work of V.I. Tikhonov, V.S. Tyazhelnikova,
L.F. Yushin (Tikhonov et al., 1999), who studied the deprivation of voting rights in Moscow on the
basis of new archival materials and methods of their processing. M.S. Salamatova (Salamatova, 2002)
made a great contribution to the study of this topic, whose dissertation is devoted to the study of
disenfranchisement as a form of socio-political discrimination in the mid-1920-1936 on materials
from Western Siberia. In her work, she analyzes regulations and archival documents and shows that
deprivation of voting rights was one of the key institutions of Soviet electoral law.

In the collective work “Marginalized in Society. Marginalized people as a society. Siberia
(1920-1930s)” Novosibirsk authors Yu.l. Golikova, S.A. Krasilnikova, V.I. Pinkina,
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M.S. Salamatova and others, for the first time in Russian historiography, undertook an analysis of the
formation and evolution of the main marginal groups of Russian society that made up the “shadow”
structure of the latter: “disenfranchised”, NEPmen, “bourgeois specialists”, exiles, special settlers
(Marginaly v sociume, 2017). The work was written on the basis of a wide range of sources, which
made it possible to reconstruct the basic characteristics that determined the social policy of the
Stalinist regime in relation to these groups, the dynamics of numbers and composition, the
transformation of behavior and group values of the marginalized in the conditions of Siberia in the
1920-1930s.

Thus, in historiography, disenfranchisement in the 20—30s of the 20th century using materials
from the Soviet republics remains a poorly studied research issue that requires careful study.
In general, from the above materials it is clear that political purges based on the deprivation of voting
and other civil rights also took place in remote regions of the Soviet Union. However, the study of
this policy in Kazakhstan in the 20-30s of the 20th century as a way of influencing social attitudes
and behavior patterns of individuals and social groups has its own prospects and awaits its study as
part of the study of the history of political repression in Kazakhstan.

Results

Bolshevik-Stalinist power, based on an absolutized class approach, caused an even greater
aggravation of ideological contradictions between various social classes and population groups.
A feeling of mutual hostility arose between social groups, the mood of hostility towards each other
intensified, which led to a decline in morality in society, a crisis of national and religious values. Faith
in the ideas, slogans and theory of socialism was imposed. Using all available methods and means,
the ideas of Marxism-Leninism were introduced into the consciousness of the broad masses. By
limiting intellectual activity and freedom of creativity, the official communist ideology created an
information vacuum. For the purpose of ideological pressure, images of a “fist”, “enemy of the
people”, “pest” were artificially created in society (Dokumenty svidetelstvuyut, 1989).

Speaking about different categories of the population that have been subjected to discrimination
and political repression, we must not forget about people deprived of civil rights for the “wrong” or
“inappropriate” social origin. It must be assumed that work in district archives with funds of those
deprived of voting rights will make it possible to identify, in addition to the main material — lists of
the so-called disenfranchised by district, documents testifying to different aspects of the life and
destinies of these people, about the consequences that deprivation had for them voting rights and
“dekulakization”. It is these documents at the lower level — from village councils and district
executive committees — that can clarify many issues. District disenfranchisement funds have been
unfairly overlooked by historians. Meanwhile, the dispossession procedure itself, the “kitchen”,
deserves attention, which just such documents will allow us to examine in detail.

In 1923-1927, the categories of people included in the list of people deprived of voting rights
in Kazakhstan were much wider and more diverse than in other territories of the Soviet Union. In
Kazakhstan, first of all, bais, kulaks, participants in popular uprisings and protests, clergy, former
traders, resellers, former volost managers and aul elders, and other tsarist officials who began their
activities in pre-revolutionary times were deprived of their rights. Taking into account this
circumstance, in the period from 1918 to 1936 in Kazakhstan hundreds of thousands of people were
deprived of the right to vote for belonging to a certain class or social group, which was enshrined in
a special article of the Constitution. Speaking about this, it is important to understand and remember
that the deprivation of civil rights of citizens is a prelude to great terror organized by the Soviet state
against its people.

Consideration of the practice of deprivation of voting rights in 1920—1930 in its qualitative and
quantitative content would be incomplete without taking into account the election campaigns in which
they were held. As the data shows, every year during elections to local councils, lists of those deprived
of voting rights and persecuted by the Soviet authorities were compiled. Until the mid-1920s, records
of persons deprived of voting rights were consolidated lists indicating personal data and the reason
for deprivation. Typically, such lists were kept in the form of tables by category of those deprived of
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voting rights. Such lists were often accompanied by applications from those “dispossessed” to restore
their rights, and correspondence regarding their restoration. Since 1926, the basis for personal
registration of both voters and disenfranchised were poll cards, which were reviewed by election
commissions to compile two groups of a list of voters and a list of “disenfranchised” (Tulbasieva,
2023: 7).

Individual bodies, including courts and administrative departments, compiled them within their
competence. The final list for the province was approved by the presidium of the provincial executive
committee after many edits and changes. Basically, the lists contained information about persons
subject to deprivation of voting rights by law in an almost indisputable manner. Great controversy
during the deprivation of rights was caused by the erroneous inclusion of traders and persons using
hired labor, which is why there were the most appeals. Therefore, such lists were often accompanied
by applications from “those deprived of their rights to restore their rights, and correspondence
regarding their restoration. So, for example, in September 1924, a list of those deprived of voting
rights in the Temir district, compiled in connection with the 1923 elections, was sent to the Aktobe
provincial electoral commission , including 924 names, among whom were merchants, mullahs,
kulaks, former officers, priests, preachers, etc. d. (SAAR. F. 3. In. 2. F. 40. L. 20-31). Now
it is difficult to understand what kind of struggle and conflict of interests took place at the very
bottom — in city, rural, aul, volost Councils and executive committees, where the primary lists were
compiled, since there were many complaints, discussions, and changes to the lists themselves
regarding these lists. The archives have preserved several applications from those deprived of voting
rights in the Temir district of the Aktobe province for the restoration of rights and a number of other
documents related to these documents. As can be seen from many similar documents, the facts set
out in such statements were carefully verified, and many were restored to voting rights (SAAR. F. 3.
L. 2. C. 40. Pp. 32-39 rev.).

Of great interest are the lists of those deprived of voting rights in 1924—1925, prepared by the
Aktobe provincial court and the provincial administrative department. In 1925, the Aktobe provincial
court compiled lists of those convicted and denied voting rights separately for the Kazakh and Russian
branches of the criminal board of the provincial court for 1924-1925 for 80 people (SAAR. F. 3.
I. 2. C. 60. Pp. 53—67). The list of persons subject to deprivation of voting rights, as of November
1925, compiled by the Aktobe Gubadmotdel, included 78 names (SAAR. F. 3. 1. 2. C. 60.
Pp. 84-85). The list overwhelmingly included administrative exiles, as well as a few former white
officers and convicts. List of persons deprived of voting rights on the basis of Art. 65 of the
Constitution for Kazakh settlements in 1925 included 630 names, of which 494 people were imams,
mullahs, khazret mullahs, muadzins (muedzins), muhtasibs, etc. (SAAR. F. 3. 1. 2. C. 60.
Pp. 85 rev.—94 rev.). In addition, the list included former police officers, gendarmes and officials of
a number of categories (managers, foremen, etc.). List of persons deprived of voting rights on the
basis of Art. 65 of the Constitution on Russian settlements, drawn up on November 20, 1925, included
212 names (SAAR. F. 3. L. 2. C. 60. Pp. 95-98). There are also many clergymen on this list, but
mostly fists, i.e. persons using hired labor. Priests of various kinds were subject to deprivation of
rights only if this activity was the source of their existence, i.e. lived on these funds. Over time, the
number of people disenfranchised increases dramatically.

According to researcher U. Ismagulov, in 1926 in Aktobe district alone the number of people
deprived of voting rights was already 1029 people, in 1927-4788 people (Bespravnaya zhizn, 2023).
Moreover, 40% of this number were members of families deprived of voting rights. In 1926, in the
Chelkar district and the city of Chelkar alone, there were 619 people deprived of voting rights, which
amounted to 0.75% of the total population (SAAR. F. 3. 1. 2. C. 101. Pp. 7-22). At the beginning of
1927, the Aktobe province department of the USPA forwarded to the Aktobe City Council a list of
persons deprived of the right to vote during the re-election campaign of 1927 as of January 15, 1927,
which included 99 priests, deacons, psalm-readers, former gendarmes, administrative exiles, as well
as 372 mullahs and ishanov (SAAR. F. 4. 1. 1. C. 12. Pp. 307-313). The procedure for deprivation of
voting rights continued with redoubled force in the Aktobe province in 1928-1929, when 10,845
people were deprived of their voting rights, of which 1,391 in the city of Aktobe, 436 in the city of
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Chelkar, 270 in the city of Temir, 8,748 in rural areas. Human. At the same time, in Kazakh regions,
for example, in Temir and Chelkar, mainly ministers of mosques were deprived of voting rights, in
Karabutak — Sufis and other clergy. Against this action in some places, in particular in Akbulaksky,
Eleksky, Novorossiysk and Akkemersky districts, there were open protests by people deprived of
voting rights (Bespravnaya zhizn, 2023).

Similar practices took place in other regions of Kazakhstan. In 1923, in the Kustanay district
alone, 1,023 people were included in the lists of persons who do not have the right to elect and be
elected; in the Fedorovsky district, 527 people were included, including so-called speculators, traders,
former officers, agitators against Soviet power, religious ministers cults, defendants, etc. (SAKR.
F.R-72. 1. 1. C. 156, 161, 164, 165, 166, 188, 248, 362).

In the Akmola province based on the results of the election campaign in 1925-1926. While the
number of people deprived of voting rights in rural areas was 3,240 people, or 0.6% of the number of
people over 18 years of age, then in 1926—1927 the number of people deprived of voting rights was
21,633 people, or 3.3% of the adult population. By category, if in 1925-1926 in rural areas ministers
of religious cults were mainly deprived of their rights — 817 people or 25% of the total number of
deprived people, then in 1926—1927 persons resorting to hired labor, which included all strata, were
deprived of their rights peasantry — bais, kulaks, bais — semi-feudal lords — 10999 people or 51.8 %
(CSARK.F.5.1. 8. C.93. Pp. 63-65, 88).

In cities, compared to rural areas, the number of people deprived of voting rights in the
Akmola province following the election campaign in 1925-1926 was only 1,371 people, and in
1926-1927 — 3,523 people. At the same time, if in 19251926 in the cities ministers of religious cults
were mainly deprived of their rights — 1246 people or 90.9%, then in 1926—1927 a large number of
those deprived along with ministers of religious cults — 1591 people or 45.1% accounted for the
category of family members over the age of 18 living as dependents of persons deprived of their rights
— 1445 people or 41.0% (CSA RK. F. 5. 1. 8. C. 93. Pp. 63-65, 88)

Particularly indicative is the growth of deprived people within one locality during the period of
strengthening of the repressive policy of local authorities, which freely interpreted the instructions on
the elections of city and village Councils, expanded and supplemented the categories of deprived
people, and thereby strengthened the repressive policy, significantly increasing the circle of citizens
whose rights were violated . If in December 1926 the list of persons deprived of voting rights
in the city of Akmolinsk in 9 village councils amounted to 117 people (SAA. F. 244. 1. 2. C. 15.
Pp. 3—7 rev.), then in 1931 the list of such persons already included 1546 people in 8 categories
(New Steppe, 1930). Among the main categories were persons resorting to hired labor; persons living
on unearned income; traders; intermediaries; clergy; agents of the former police and gendarmerie;
insane; wards; family members dependent on persons deprived of voting rights, etc.

According to S.K. Tulbasieva, in 1928, more than 3,000 people were included in the list of
those deprived of the right to vote in the districts of the city of Alma-Ata. The list included such
categories of people as persons who resorted to hired labor for the purpose of making a profit; traders
and intermediaries; religious officials and monks; agents of the former police and gendarmerie;
persons under 18 years of age who were dependent, persons deprived of voting rights (Tulbasieva,
2023: 6). A total number of personal files was identified for 2,378 people — persons deprived of voting
rights in the city of Almaty and its 23 districts. The overwhelming majority of them had nothing to
do with class enemies or political opponents of the Soviet regime. Therefore, the practical application
of deprivation of rights shows that it was aimed at the most prosperous layers of society, such as
traders, clergy, entrepreneurs, former military men, and their descendants were also persecuted and
deprived of their rights (Tulbasieva, 2023: 8).

According to the Atyrau Regional Regional Commission, local authorities went much further
than the center in defining citizens with the aim of depriving them of civil and political rights. Because
of the arrogance of local officials in 1927, tens of thousands of people in 30 categories lost their right
to vote (SAAtR. F. 2. 1. 4. C. 6. P. 23). In 1928, deprivation of voting rights affected 5,400 people, in
such categories as kulaks, atkaminers, exploiters, cattle breeders, people living on labor income,
former officers, former foremen, shamans, whisperers, mullahs, people who do not inspire trust,
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priests, Alash Orda and others (SAAtR. F. 2. 1. 4. C. 6. P. 32). According to researcher Sh. Nagimov,
in 1927, 2,307 people were included in the lists of deprived people in the Guryev district, among them
284 mullahs, 329 kulaks-exploiters, 16 priests, 25 volost administrators, 3 mill owners, 22 merchants,
23 bucks, 103 monks, 7 sorcerers, etc. Not only the deprived people themselves, but also innocent
members of their families suffered humiliation and deprivation. In total, 1,801 dependents in the
region lost their voting rights, which was 50.2%. In the categories of those deprived of voting rights,
clergy made up 20.4%, exploiter bais — 3.6%, and kulaks-atkaminers — 9.5% (Nagimov, 2021).

The situation was similar in cities in southern Kazakhstan. In 1928, the Kzyl-Orda City Council
provided a list of persons deprived of the right to elect and be elected to 205 people, including former
white officers, administrative exiles, ministers of religious cults, family members dependent on
deprived people, the mentally ill and the insane. In 1928, in the city of Kazalinsk, 666 people were
deprived of voting rights, including 487 traders and intermediaries; convicted by court and
administratively deported — 76; family members under the age of 18 who are dependent on persons
deprived of voting rights — 49; persons resorting to hired labor — 11 people, etc. (KRSA. F. 2. L. 2.
C. 15. P. 257). In the villages of the Kzyl-Orda region in 1930-1931. 484 people were deprived of
their voting rights (KRSA. F. 24. 1. 2. C. 125).

It should be noted that deprivation of the right to vote was by no means a mere formality, since
along with it a person lost other civil and political rights, as well as the opportunity to enjoy social
benefits. “Disenfranchised” people were not hired to work on collective farms, they could not become
members of cooperatives and artels, and during taxation they were “taken off” more interest or were
given a “firm assignment”. Moreover, apart from collective farms, there were no other associations
where one could find work in those difficult 1930s, so most of the former collective farmers went to
the cities, where they became a marginal part of society. If before 1928 it was mainly “former” people
who were deprived of voting rights, now the main reason for deprivation was “unearned income”
which was interpreted very broadly. Even if the disenfranchised was not subject to an individual tax,
in the city disenfranchisement was, in essence, a “wolf ticket”. It was difficult for such a person to
get a job, and during any cuts and purges, he was one of the first candidates. In addition, former
“kulaks” were often found among the city’s dispossessed people. Forced to move to the cities, they
tried to somehow survive by engaging in handicrafts and petty trade, which the Soviet government
equated to a crime — “speculation” and for this they were deprived of voting rights, and therefore their
last chances for existence. After the introduction of the card system, the “disenfranchised” received
food cards of the lowest category or lost them altogether and were forced to buy food at commercial
prices. They were also deprived of pensions and unemployment benefits and evicted from communal
apartments. Left without shelter and food, she died from cold and hunger (Krinko, 2011).

Deprivation of voting rights entailed tangible practical consequences. In fact, restrictions on
rights concerned not only the right to vote and be elected. Disenfranchised people could not obtain a
higher education, did not have the opportunity to occupy responsible positions, as well as to be an
assessor in a people's court, a defense attorney in court, a guarantor, a guardian, and did not have the
right to receive a pension or unemployment benefits. They were not allowed to join trade unions,
while at the same time, non-union members were not allowed into the management of industrial
enterprises and organizations. Disenfranchised people were not given food cards, or they were issued
in the lowest category, so they were forced to buy food at high prices.

Let's consider this phenomenon using the example of the city of Akmolinsk. In the city archives
of the city of Astana there is a file of citizen A., deprived of the right to vote, who in October
1928 worked as an accountant-economist at the Akmola district department of local economy. He
collected a whole list of various certificates and materials indicating the illegal deprivation of his
voting rights. In his statement, he drew attention to his illegal exclusion from the ranks of trade union
members, providing information about his work experience as an accountant in various institutions,
noting that he was always an employee (SAA. F. 32. I. 2. C. 18. P. 2). Despite the above facts, the
petition was rejected based on the decision of the trade union (SAA. F. 32. 1. 2. C. 18. P. 1). Thus,
the disenfranchised person found himself in a vicious circle: he was expelled from the trade union
and fired from his job, since he was deprived of voting rights, and could not be restored to his rights
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due to exclusion from trade union.

In 1929-1930, government institutions were “cleansed” of disenfranchised people and other
“social strangers”. Dispossessed people did not have the opportunity to occupy responsible positions,
as well as to be assessors, guarantors, and trustees in the people's court. They were deprived of the
right to receive pensions and unemployment benefits. Those deprived of the right to vote were not
allowed to join trade unions and at the same time they were not allowed to manage enterprises,
institutions and organizations. Disenfranchised people were not given food cards, and if they were
issued, it was for the lowest category. On the contrary, taxes and other payments for the poor were
significantly higher than for other citizens. In turn, the dispossessed turned to the party with a request
to review their affairs, collecting all kinds of information about previous activities, suspecting that
some kind of mistake had occurred. Thus began long processes of investigations, complaints and new
denunciations, rarely leading to a positive result.

Of great interest are the personal files of the disenfranchised, which were identified in the
central and regional archives of the country. They contain complaints from citizens about unlawful
seizure of property and deprivation of voting rights, minutes of meetings of the city election
commission about persons deprived of voting rights, as well as historical data characterizing the main
types of activities of social categories associated with deprivation of political rights. As an analysis
of the personal files of those disenfranchised showed, not only ministers of religious cults themselves
were deprived of their voting rights, but also ordinary hired employees at religious institutions.
Thus, the petition of citizen A.G. the restoration of voting rights to the Akmola City Council was
rejected “as a minister of religious worship”, despite the fact that he worked at the mosque from
1917 to May 1, 1931 as a watchman and performed exclusively technical work for hire (SAA. F. 32.
1.2.C.23.P.2).

Deprivation of voting rights had a devastating impact on the family, since not only the head of
the family was deprived of voting rights, but also all its members who had reached the age of majority.
The children of the dispossessed had problems entering educational institutions (especially higher
ones) and finding work. In fact, dispossessed people in cities became a “toxic” population group that
people were afraid to deal with. The son of a deprived person, having reached adulthood,
automatically became a deprived person himself. Therefore, children of deprived people, in order to
have the opportunity to study and make a career, abandoned their parents, often publicly, through the
newspaper. Deprivation of voting rights is associated with processes to cleanse schools and the entire
education system of alien elements. In response to the party's call for mass purges of both teachers
and students, local leadership began compiling lists of those subject to expulsion based on work
history checks. In turn, school organizations received letters from students who were desperately
trying to save their reputation and the good name of their parents, and therefore began studying the
biography of their parents. This was especially paradoxical after the party's calls to eliminate
illiteracy. Now the students were not given the opportunity to complete this training due to the
unfavorable background of their parents. Teachers were also checked according to the general
attitude. In September 1928, a special commission was created in the city of Akmolinsk to check the
composition of the teaching staff to identify their social origin and their relationship to Soviet power
(SAA. F.32. 1. 2. C. 23. P. 110). At the same time, the main installations for cleaning in the region
were as follows: “At this time, you need to carry out preparatory work for cleaning the device, which
should consist of identifying an alien element that needs to be cleaned, and preparing workers who
can replace these workers” (SAA. F. 32. 1. 2. C. 23. P. 33).

Thus, in 1918-1936, the mechanism of extrajudicial deprivation of political electoral rights of
citizens of the Soviet state, including the cities of Kazakhstan, made it possible to remove them from
the organizational and legal form. The deprivation of voting rights made it possible to neutralize a
significant part of the population of the Kazakh steppe, made it possible to gradually introduce a
policy of forceful solutions to governance issues in the region, and ultimately created the conditions
for the use of repressive measures against the population of Kazakhstan. In general, from the above
materials it is clear that political purges also took place in remote regions of the Soviet Union.
The study of this policy as a way of influencing social attitudes and behavior patterns of individuals
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and social groups has its own prospects and awaits its study as part of the study of the history of
political repression in Kazakhstan.

His contribution to the
education of his homeland is disclosed. Conclusion. Eldes Omarov, made a substantial impact on
education through his educational and enlightening initiatives. He authored and translated notable
textbooks for schools and works for the broader public, significantly contributing to the educational
domain. Nevertheless, allegations of a counter-revolutionary background affected him; he was
labeled an "enemy of the people" and experienced repression, sharing a fate similar to many
prominent figures of the Kazakh community.

Introduction

Key figures in the Kazakh national movement Alash, including Alikhan Bokeikhanov, Akhmet
Baitursynov, Myrzakyp Dulatov, and others, played a crucial role in advancing the concept of
independence. Facing persecution and repression in the 1930s, Alash leaders represented the
intellectual elite of the nation, encompassing educators, scholars, and politicians. These remarkable

individuals formulated the movement's inaugural program and established its initial international
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composition. Through educational efforts, they sought justice and, most importantly, aimed to
transform the mindset of their fellow countrymen. Serving as pioneers of Kazakhstan's independence,
they introduced novel concepts such as a presidential form of government, a bicameral parliament,
universal suffrage, and language equality for the first time.

For an extended period, this subject was forbidden, and even today, all related documents are
undisclosed. A comprehensive list of participants has not been compiled, and the identities of
individuals involved remain anonymous. The President of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
Kassym-Jomart Tokayev, in his article “Independence Above All”, stated: “Freedom was not given
to us easily. Our ancestors fought for liberation. Many endured dark times and tragedies. People must
remember all this and pass it down from generation to generation” (Tokayev, 2021: 2). In essence,
the valorous achievements of our forebears in the struggle for freedom must endure in the collective
memory across generations. As articulated by Alikhan Bokeikhanov, a lack of comprehension among
our people regarding freedom, equality, and politics would result in merely gathering remnants along
the historical trajectory. Throughout our period of independence, our historical narrative has been
augmented with fresh insights, shaping a more authentic representation of our past, and the capacity
of domestic historical science has expanded. Since attaining independence, a meticulous historical
record has been maintained, resurrecting the names of those who perished on the journey to freedom,
and numerous gaps in the pages of historical science have been identified and scrutinized. Grounded
in historical precision, the contemporary imperative for both scientific inquiry and society is to
systematically examine and supplement the reality of certain distorted episodes on
a scientific-theoretical basis.

One of the representatives of the Alash intelligentsia, a prominent figure and well-known public
figure, publicist, educator, and enlightener, was Eldes Omarov, who remained unknown to his people
for many years, despite faithfully serving the interests of his homeland and becoming a victim on this
path.

Materials and Methods

The primary sources utilized in this article are derived from the Central State Archive of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, the State Archive of the Russian Federation, and the Archive of the Kazakh
National Medical University named after S. Asfendiyarov. The research is grounded in novel
concepts and ideas that have emerged from the exploration of pertinent historical themes within
historical science, focusing on the lives and endeavors of specific historical figures engaged in the
national liberation movement. The specific subject under investigation is titled “Kazakh Lomonosov:
the Life and Educational Activities of Eldes Omarov”. This narrative delves into the life of an
overlooked individual, belonging to the realm of microhistory. Professor M. Koigeldiyev remarks,
“During the Soviet period, our focus was on macrohistory, encompassing the history of the state,
nation, political parties, etc. These broad themes were addressed in accordance with the demands of
the time, not only in Kazakh history but also in world history. The engagement with microhistory
began in the 70s and 80s of the last century” (Koigeldiyev, 2011). In the selection of research
methods, we adhered to scientific principles such as objectivity, historicity, systematic analysis,
comparative analysis, and generalization.

Discussions

In the contemporary evolution of historical science, the reassessment of individuality in history
carries significant importance. Within domestic historiography, the works of scholars such
as M. Kozybaev, K. Nurpeisov, Zh. Kasymbayev, M. Koigeldiyev, Kh. Abzhanov, B. Ayagan, and
others embody innovative methods for studying personalities. These works offer a comprehensive
scientific evaluation of the endeavors of historical figures across various periods of national history.

Eldes Omarov, a historically significant yet insufficiently studied figure hailing from the
Tobol-Turgai region, emerges as one of the exceptional educators of the 20th century. Unfortunately,
due to false accusations, he became an “enemy of the people” and was executed in the 1930s, resulting
in the prohibition of studying his legacy.
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The life journey and philological contributions of Eldes Omarov have been scrutinized by
respected journalist A. Mekteptegi (Mekteptegi, 1996), philologists O. Zhubaeva (Zhubaeva, 2018),
Z. Akhmetzhanova (Akhmetzhanova, 2018) and others. Valuable insights into Eldes Omarov's
involvement in the Alash movement and judicial-investigative cases have been documented by
Academician M. Koigeldiyev (Koigeldiyev, 2023) and Professor T. Zhurtbay (Zhurtbay, 2008). In
addition to patronymic scientists, Japanese professor Tomohiko Uyama is engaged in the study of the
history of the Kazakhs, in particular the history of the Alash movement and the national-territorial
autonomy of the Alash Horde (Tomohiko, 2000).

Presently, there is considerable interest in the educator's legacy from the cultural activist of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, journalist, and writer Akylbek Shayaqmet. In the book “Alashorda
1917-2017, the author provides a documentary account of the life of the scholar, educator, and
translator Eldes Omarov, grounded in historical events (Shayaqmet, Alpeisov, 2017: 56).
Dr. Marat Shuakaev, a descendant of Eldes Omarov, dedicates his monograph to him (Shuakaev,
Shayaqmet, 2017).

A comprehensive study is imperative for materials related to the educator's personal life.
Information about Eldes Omarov's personal life is only accessible through the recollections of Gulnar
Dulatova, the daughter of Myrzakyp Dulatov, Tatiana Kuderina-Nasonova, the spouse of Jumakan
Kuderin, and Zilykha Zhumabayeva, the spouse of Magzhan Zhumabayev (Dulatova, 1994: 18,
Nasonova, Kuderina, 1994).

Results

Eldes Omaruly Tiesov's birthplace was the village of Kozhai (No. 13) in the Dambar volost of
the Kostanay district (now in the Bayganin district). According to his personal handwritten records,
he noted his birth on February 29, while the certificate from the completion of the Kustanay two-class
Russian-Kazakh school records March 1, 1892, as his birth date. The discrepancy in birth dates likely
arises from his birth year being a leap year. The family he grew up in was relatively modest for that
era. Eldes's father, Omar Tiesov, was reputedly a livestock owner with extensive pastures along the
Tobol River. The family comprised four children: three sons and a daughter. The elder sons, Eldes
and Iskender, faced repression, while the youngest, Abdesh, passed away in 1948. The daughter,
Mariyash, lived to a ripe age and passed away in 1990 (Shuakaev, 2016: 5).

Eldes Omarov's early education was under a mullah, and in 1907, he graduated with distinction
from the Kustanay two-class Russian-Kyrgyz (Kazakh) school. He received a Certificate of
Commendation, stating: “Eldes Omarov, a pupil of the VI department of the Kustanay 2-class school
in the Kustanay district, Turgai region, exhibited exemplary behavior and diligence, achieving
excellent results in all subjects taught in the VI department. This certificate of commendation is
awarded, signed by the school inspector and teachers, with the official seal applied on May 10, 1907,
City of Kustanay” (CSA RK. F. 95. 1. 1. C. 170. P. 6). Following this, based on a recommendation
from the school's head in 1907 to the inspector of the Orenburg Kyrgyz Teacher Training School,
Eldes enrolled in Orenburg, where he studied for four years. Until 1892, only Kyrgyz (Kazakhs),
mainly from the Turgai district, attended this school. From April 1892, Russians were admitted, but
not exceeding half the “school complement”. By the late 19th century, the Orenburg Kyrgyz Teacher
Training School was the sole educational institution in the entire steppe region of the Turgai district,
surpassing the Orenburg province in size. Eldes Omarov studied subjects like pedagogy, history,
mathematics, geometry, physics, algebra, Russian language, gymnastics, geography, natural science,
hygiene, Divine Law, religious education (Mohammedanism), singing, and anatomy. His
performance varied, mostly achieving “Excellent” and “Good” grades, with three subjects — “Russian
language”, “singing” and “gymnastics” — receiving a satisfactory grade. In the list of 1911 graduates
with the title of primary school teacher from the Orenburg Kyrgyz Teacher Training School, Eldes
Omarov received this characterization: “Omarov Eldes, Turgai stipendiary, good abilities, diligent
(illegible), sufficient, good behavior, occasionally displayed rudeness towards teachers, reserved,
silent, did not inspire much trust. Discipline (illegible) but with violations. Nothing special was found
in terms of thinking. Trial lessons were given satisfactorily” (CSA RK. F. 95. 1. 2. C. 280. P. 2-2a.).
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After completing school on September 3, 1911, as per the decree of the inspector of public schools,
Eldes Omarov was appointed as a teacher at Dobai village school in the Turgai district (CSA RK.
F.95.1. 2. C. 279. P. 9). Alongside him, the second Turgai stipendiary, Kasymov Almukhamed, was
directed to work in the aul school of the Irgiz inspection, while the third Turgai stipendiary, Matiev
Urmukhamed, did not receive a certificate for the title of primary teacher due to weak knowledge of
the Russian language.

From 1911 to 1914, Eldes Omarov worked as a teacher, and starting June 1, 1914, he was
elected as a translator in the Orenburg district court, succeeding Kosmukhamed Shuakaev. He served
in the local court office until February 1917 (Kazakh newspaper, 1914: 4).

From December 5 to 13, 1917, during the Second All-Kirgiz Congress in Orenburg, the report
of Myrzakyp Dulatov on the issue of national education sparked fervent debate. A decision was made
to establish a commission, with members including individuals with prior experience in education
such as Akhmet Baitursynov, Myrzakyp Dulatov, Magzhan Zhumabaev, Telzhan Shonanov, and,
notably, Eldes Omarov. This fact underscores Eldes Omarov's active involvement in educational
activities and the significant authority he held among the Kazakh intelligentsia of that period. Besides
being a member of the commission for textbook preparation, he was also one of the active contributors
to the newspaper “Kazakh” published in Orenburg since 1913.

In the early 1920s, Eldes Omarov was actively involved in various departments of the People's
Commissariat of Education of the Kirghiz (Kazakh) ASSR, situated in Orenburg, as revealed by
documents from the 81st fund of the Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan, hereafter
referred to as Narkompros. The founding congress of the Soviets of the Kazakh ASSR in October
1920 marked a turning point, leading to the establishment of the People's Commissariat of Education
and initiating a renewed development impetus for the education system. Akhmet Baitursynov, a
prominent educator of the Kazakh people, assumed the role of People's Commissar of Education.
Narkompros aimed to centralize educational efforts and fundamentally transform the existing
education system, earning its status as one of the largest commissariats in the 1920s and 1930s. It
exercised control over virtually all cultural and humanitarian domains, including education, science,
library affairs, publishing, museums, theaters and cinema, clubs, cultural and leisure parks, and the
preservation of architectural and cultural monuments (Mukhatova, 2021: 18).

Following the approval of the Collegium of the People's Commissariat, which included Akhmet
Baitursynov and Zhusupbek Aymauytov, during a meeting of the bureau of the Kazakh regional
committee on November 19, 1920, efforts to involve national intelligentsia in leadership roles in the
People's Commissariat of Education persisted. For instance, Eldes Omarov, in a statement dated
October 15, 1922, addressed to the chairman of the Academic Center of Narkompros, indicated his
appointment as a research assistant methodologist at the State Scholarly Council from October 16 of
the same year, succeeding the former employee P.P. Khodyrev (CSA RK. F. 81. I. 1. C. 431.
P. 207-208). On November 1, 1922, he became a member of the Society for the Study of the Kirghiz
Territory under the Directorate of the Society for the Study of the Kirghiz Territory (CSA RK. F. 693.
I. 1. C. 4. P. 20). The Society, formed during the founding assembly on October 15, 1920, aimed at a
comprehensive exploration of the Kazakh Republic and neighboring regions in historical,
archaeological, natural-geographical, ethnographic, and economic terms. It initially had three main
departments: historical-archaeological, natural-geographical, and ethnographic, which eventually
merged (CSA RK. F. 693.1. 1. C. 17. P. 6). As a result of his involvement in the Society for the Study
of the Kirghiz Territory, Eldes Omarov produced a comprehensive article on the history of the Kazakh
people, published in the “Kazakh Calendar” in 1922 under the theme “From the History of the Kazakh
People”. The article delves into the origins of the Kazakh people, tracing back to the formation of
ancient tribes (Saks, Huns, etc.) within the republic's territory, culminating in the establishment and
prosperous era of the Kazakh Khanate (Omarov, 1922:). In the third volume of the Society's
“Proceedings” dedicated to the 50th anniversary of Akhmet Baitursynov's birth, Eldes Omarov's
work, “Scientific Activity of A.B. Baitursynov”, was featured. Omarov highlighted the multifaceted
talents of Baitursynov, acknowledging his significant contributions to Kirghiz grammar, particularly
in discovering the laws of Kazakh phonetics that facilitated the identification of all sounds in the
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Kazakh language and the creation of a new alphabet. Omarov emphasized that despite being
recognized for his roles as a poet, publicist, public figure, and educator, Baitursynov's profound
contributions as a scientist were sometimes overlooked (CSA RK. F. 693. I. 1. C. 17. P. 6). As of
January 28, 1923, Akhmet Baitursynov was actively engaged in matters related to the syntax and
theory of Kazakh language literature, according to Omarov's observations.

In February 1923, Akhmet Baitursynov, heading the Kirghiz Scientific and Literary Council at
Narkompros, once again delegated the responsibility to the active Kazakh youth for the publication
of school textbooks in the Kazakh language. Recognizing the critical role of textbooks and
educational programs in the success of the educational process, Baitursynov entrusted this task to the
Kazakh youth. Concurrently, Eldes Omarov served as the Scientific Secretary of the Kirghiz Council.
A letter dated February 7, 1923 (No. 116), stated that both Baitursynov and Omarov were exempted
from office hours, from 9 am to 3 pm, due to their commitment to required scientific work in the
evenings (CSA RK. F. 81. 1. 1. C. 622. P. 4).

Omarov was assigned the responsibility of compiling a physics textbook, while Akhmet
Baitursynov authored textbooks on the methodology of teaching the alphabet in Kirghiz (Kazakh), as
well as grammar and syntax of the Kirgiz (Kazakh) language. Alikhan Bokeykhanov was given the
task of developing Kirghiz (Kazakh) geography, and Zhusupbek Aymauytov focused on didactics.

On February 26, 1923, a contract was formalized in Orenburg between Eldes Omarov and his
former classmate, the Chairman of the Academic Center, Muldagali Juldubaevich Juldubaev. As per
the agreement, Omarov committed to submitting the manuscript of the physics textbook in Kirgiz
(Kazakh) to Narkampros no later than July 1. Sections on mechanics, gases and liquids were due by
April 1, sound and heat by May 1, light by June 1, and the remaining sections on magnetism and
electricity by July 1, 1923. Compensation was set at 64 rubles in gold currency per printed sheet, with
drawings separately compensated at a rate of 3 rubles 20 kopecks. The total manuscript volume had
to be no less than 30 printed sheets. The author would incur a 10 % penalty in case of failure to meet
the contract conditions. Upon publication, the author could receive 25 free copies (CSA RK. F. 81.
I. 1. C. 622. P. 45).

As indicated in the payment sheet, Eldes Omarov received 200,000 rubles for the physics
textbook. Other authors, including Akhmet Baitursynov, received 600,000 rubles for three works
(CSARK.F.81.1. 1. C. 258. P. 41).

According to the October 29, 1923 contract, Eldes (Eldes) Omarov committed to writing a
geometry textbook. The manuscript, comprising at least 20 printed sheets, was to be submitted by
July 1, 1924 (CSA RK. F. 81. L. 1. C. 620. P. 231).

In the archives, an invitation letter to Eldes Omarov from the head of the Social Education
Department of Narkompros was discovered. The letter invited him to a meeting on March 19 at 6 pm
at Perovskaya No. 5 to discuss the compilation and translation of Kirghiz textbooks. Omarov was
required to present a progress report on textbook compilation and translation, following protocol
No. 1 (CSARK. F. 81. 1. 1. C. 258. P. 42).

As documented in Eldes Omarov's professional dossier, he served as a staff member at the
Academic Center and concurrently held the position of a teacher at the Kirghiz (Kazakh) Institute of
Popular Education (KINO) in Orenburg from 1922 to 1926. Established in 1919 as a secondary
specialized educational institution in Orenburg, initially named the Kirghiz Institute of Popular
Enlightenment, the institute was tasked with training educators for Kazakh urban and rural schools
with seven-year programs. Instruction, based on study plans and educational programs, exclusively
transpired in the Kazakh language. The educational initiatives of the institute progressively evolved,
with active involvement from both educators and students in endeavors to eliminate adult illiteracy,
challenge entrenched customs, and propagate the emerging Soviet culture among the populace.
In 1925, the institute underwent relocation to Kyzylorda. Saken Seyfullin, who later ascended to the
position of rector, served as a faculty member from 1925 to 1928. Distinguished personalities such
as Seitkali Mendeshev, Temirbek Zhurgenov, Kudaibergen Zhubanov, Moldagali Zholdybaev,
among others, contributed to the educational fabric of the institute. Subjects were allocated to
instructors, including Akhmet Baitursynov, assigned to teach the Kazakh language for a total
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of 6 hours to junior and senior groups. Additional responsibilities, such as crafts for the 1st grade,
drawing, and the geography of the USSR, were entrusted to A. Baitursynov. T. Zhurgenev assumed
the Kazakh literature class for the 2nd grade. The curriculum embraced disciplines like the system of
popular education led by Zh. Seydalin, geography and ethnography by T. Shonanov, and social
studies by O. Alzhanov (Mukhatova, Kaipbayeva, 2021: 130). Eldes Omarov contributed 2 hours of
physics to the Ist grade, 2 hours of physics to the 2nd grade, and 7 hours of mathematics
(SARF. F. A1565. 1. 6. C. 294. P. 6). He delivered physics lessons according to his unique program
(SARF. F. A1565. 1. 6. C. 294. P. 14). Throughout his tenure at KINO, Omarov actively engaged in
the school's educational initiatives, attending pedagogical council meetings, presenting reports, and
suggesting proposals. For instance, in discussions regarding “Measures to Combat Teacher
Absences” he advocated “implementing the withholding of salary as a preventive measure for
unjustified teacher absences, which would be compensated for the missed hours. Additionally, grant
teachers the right to provide written explanations for anticipated reasons behind their absence. Going
forward, establish, as a general practice, the requirement for teachers to notify the institute
administration in advance in case of inability to attend classes. This would enable the administration
to replace absent teachers with available substitutes or take necessary measures beforehand to prevent
vacant lesson hours” (CSA RK. F. 81. 1. 1. C. 1043. P. 59).

In 1926, the Kazakh State Publishing House, led by S. Kadyrbaev, published Eldes Omarov's
translated Civil Code in Kyzyl Orda, followed by the Land Code in 1927.

Between 1926 and 1929, Omarov held positions at the Tashkent Pedagogical Institute and the
Faculty of Oriental Studies at the Central Asian State University. However, accusations of
a counter-revolutionary past and the categorization of the intellectual elite as “enemies of the people”
cast a shadow over Eldes Omarov. In late 1929, he faced arrest, and by April 1930, he received a
death sentence, later commuted to a 10-year exile in Arkhangelsk. His release and rehabilitation
occurred in July 1933 due to the absence of criminal charges (Koigeldiyev, 2023: 723)

Following his release in 1934—1935, Omarov taught the Kazakh language at the Kazakh State
Medical Institute (Archive of the S. Asfendiyarov Kazakh National Medical University, I. 2. C. 3626).
Under Professor Zikeev's directive, he was tasked with compiling a Kazakh language textbook for
medical professionals, with an increased teaching load of 30 hours per month from November 15,
compensated at the assistant professor rate (CSA RK. F. 1681. I. 4. C. 20. P. 39).

Between 1935 and 1937, he served as an associate professor in the Department of Kazakh
language at the Kazakh State University. Following a faculty meeting that reviewed curriculum plans,
Omarov was assigned to systematize material for a Kazakh language textbook (CSA RK. F. 1352.
I. 1. C. 18. P. 28). The Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan contains Omarov's
program on the Kazakh language for second-year students in the Biology, Chemistry, and
Physics-Mathematics faculties of KazGU (Appendix A).

During the Great Terror of 1937-1938, Eldes Omarov, like other members of the Alash
intelligentsia, faced consequences for his counter-revolutionary past, exacerbated by his affiliations
with previously repressed individuals. Telzhan Shonanov, a close friend of Omarov and a prominent
researcher and philologist, was repressed in 1937. In October 1937, Omarov's family was evicted
from the dormitory of the Kazakh State University, and in November, he was arrested. On December
1, Eldes Omarov received a death sentence.

Conclusion

In summary, Eldes Omarov contributed significantly as the author of numerous school textbooks,
particularly in mathematics, algebra, physics, trigonometry, and geometry. He translated, adapted, and
authored works in Russian and German, and his involvement extended to translating legislative acts.
Notably, contemporaries honored him with the title of the “Kazakh Lomonosov” for his diverse
contributions. It is important to acknowledge that the destiny of each activist affiliated with the Alash
movement, individuals who dedicated themselves to the pursuit of our nation's independence, was notably
bleak. We anticipate further endeavors towards fostering awareness and appreciation of their innovative
endeavors, notable achievements, and political contributions within the younger cohort.

Introduction
of “30—40” new words — “6” hours.

2. Conditional Mood: Application of the conditional form in simple sentences. Construction of
phrases using this form. Introducing “10-15” new words — “2” hours.

3. Remote Form Verbs, Conjugation of Participles, Past Tense Bases: Introduction to the remote
form of verbs, conjugation of participles, past tense bases. Usage of the auxiliary word “eken”.
Crafting sentences using the remote form. Introducing “20-30” new words — “4” hours.

4. Conjugation System: Prefix conjugation grouping. Application of each prefix group. Reading
texts, composing phrases that encompass various conjugation forms. Introducing “20-30” new words
— “4” hours.

5. Simple Sentences: Features of word combinations. Methods of subordination:
1. Word placement. 2. Governance (case forms). 3. Agreement (prefixes, possessive conjugations).
4. Verb subordination from verb forms (participles and conditional forms). 5. Free attachment
(subordination of nouns with temporal significance) and 6. Immediate attachment for
A) subordination of a noun to another noun and B) subordination to a verb. Reading texts to identify
methods of subordination. Approximately 1000 new words — 20 hours.

6. Order of Words Subordinate to the Same Word: Composing phrases while adhering to the
order of positive words that have a common subordination to a word. Introducing “20-30” new words
—“4” hours.

7. Sequential Subordination of One Word to Another: Elaborate sentence members, their types.
Subordination of a complete sentence to a member of another sentence. Complex sentences. Types
of complex sentence members (classification based on the methods of subordination listed in item 5).
Syntactic prefixes in applications to completed phrases. Punctuation in complex sentences. Reading
texts with analysis of complex sentences. Introducing “60—70” new words — “18” hours.

8. Homogeneous Members of a Sentence: Paired, simple, and complex. General prefix of
homogeneous members. Past tense participle as an indefinite form for homogeneous members of
verbal origin. Conjunctions linking homogeneous members. Punctuation for homogeneous members
of a sentence. Reading texts with analysis. Composing phrases. Introducing “30-40” new
words — “6” hours.

9. Subordinate Clauses Linked to the Main Clause Using the Pronoun "sol” or the Pronominal
Verb "tyjt" /illegible/, Subordinated to a Member of the Main Clause and the Conjunction of Words
(Expressing a Question) Corresponding to the Pronoun "sol" and Serving as /illegible/ Members of
the Subordinate Clause: Punctuation in complex-subordinate sentences. Reading texts with analysis.
Composing complex-subordinate sentences. Introducing “40-50" new words — “8” hours.

10. Complex-Subordinate Sentences: Methods of coordination. Conjunctions linking
coordinated sentences. Punctuation in complex-subordinate sentences. Reading texts with analysis.
Composing complex-subordinate sentences. Introducing “30—40” new words — “6” hours.

11. Foreign Words: Usage of the verb “de”. Punctuation for direct speech. Reading with
analysis. Composing phrases. Introducing “20-30 new words — “4” hours.
12. Reading Texts: Composing short stories. Translation from Russian to Kazakh for

various sentence types. Translation of scientific formulations in various disciplines. Introducing
“40-50” new words — “8” hours.

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Abstract. Introduction. The article examines the personality and origin of the Kozhabergen batyr
Zhanibekuly in Kazakh genealogies and samples of oral history. The name of Kozhabergen batyr has
been preserved in folk tales and legends. The purpose of the study is the Kozhabergen batyr, who
came from the Shybaraygyr clan of the Abak-Kerei tribe, and one of the batyrs, whose name is not
glorified in Kazakh history, but who still has not received due attention in domestic science. Results.
The results and conclusions obtained from a comprehensive consideration of the topic opened the
way to clarifying the family of Sardar Kozhabergan and a military figure in Kazakh History. As a
result of the study, materials related to the origin and life history of the batyr were grouped and
analyzed. Conclusion. As a result of a comprehensive review of oral and written sources used in the
article, and research within the framework of the topic, data on the origin and military appearance of
Kozhabergen Batyr, trusted commander of Khan Abylay, hero and diplomat, was analyzed. Attempts
have been made to describe the historical portrait of Sardar and assess his place in history.

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Abstract. Introduction. The attitude of the border military structures of the two states of China and
the RSFSR towards Kazakh refugees-repetriants who moved to Western China after the national
liberation uprising of 1916 and in connection with the political events of 1918 is a relevant topic.
Goals and objectives of the article. The purpose of the article is to determine the attitude of Chinese
and Soviet Russian border services to the repatriation of Kazakh refugees in the 20s of the twentieth
century. To achieve this goal, the tasks were set to find out the number of border troops of the two
countries and their position towards representatives of local peoples. Results. The shelling and looting
of civilian refugees along the border by border forces was considered a normal situation.
Refugees' complaints about illegal actions of border guards were considered superficially and in most
cases ended in acquittal of the military. 6 battalions and 6 squadrons of the Cheka of Turkestan were
grouped on the border with China. The border detachments were mainly recruited from Europeans.
A situation of mutual distrust developed between the Soviet border guards and the local population.
The position of the civil authorities of the Turkestan Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic regarding
refugees was ignored by the Zhetysu Front and border troops. Conclusion. Since 1920, measures
taken by government agencies of the Turkestan Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic to return
Kazakh refugees to their homeland opened the way for repatriation, but they were prevented by the
border services of China and Soviet Russia. Repatriation of refugees was significantly slowed down
by border guards in Xinjiang and Soviet Russia. The continuation of the civil war in Turkestan
allowed border guards to pursue a tough policy towards refugees. The article, based on archival data,
comprehensively examines the harsh actions of the military structures of China and Soviet Russia
against Muslim refugees at the border.

As a result, it was shown how the measures taken by the authorities
contributed to the construction of a phenomenally more organized system of combating illiteracy,
points of health protection and ideological propaganda regarding the new, Soviet culture and
everyday life. Conclusion. Socialist socio-cultural reforms, important for the republic, contributed to
the formation of a new spiritual and moral image, but it is phenomenal that despite all the crises
experienced during these years, national traditions, language, customs, etc. were preserved and
multiplied, especially urban culture.
