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Abstract. Introduction. This research explores British foreign policy, rearmament, and the Munich
Crisis in the lead-up to World War 11, focusing on the strategic decisions of Prime Minister Neville
Chamberlain. Using a mix of primary sources such as Cabinet minutes, archival records, and military
documents, along with secondary academic analyses, it examines the diplomatic, military, and
economic factors shaping British policy during this critical period. Goals and objectives. The main
objectives are to understand the motivations behind Chamberlain’s leadership and how military
spending, intelligence reports, and diplomatic pressures influenced his decisions. By examining key
events like the Munich Agreement and the rearmament program of 1936, the study aims to assess
Chamberlain's strategic choices in the context of budget constraints, shifting intelligence reports, and
missed opportunities for Franco-British collaboration. Results. The research finds that economic
limitations significantly impacted Chamberlain’s reluctance to fully commit to rearmament. His
appeasement policy, which sought to delay conflict, was shaped by inaccurate military intelligence
that overestimated Germany’s strength. Additionally, the study highlights missed opportunities for
cooperation between Britain and France, which could have strengthened resistance to Nazi
expansionism. Ultimately, Chamberlain’s decisions were a calculated attempt to balance diplomacy,
military readiness, and economic realities. Conclusion. The study concludes that Chamberlain’s
leadership was driven by a strategy to postpone war, allowing Britain time to build its military
capabilities. While his appeasement policy has been widely criticised, it was a deliberate, albeit
flawed, response to the economic and military constraints Britain faced at the time. The research
underscores the complexity of British foreign policy in the years leading up to World War 1.

Introduction

Neville Chamberlain, who served as Prime Minister of Great Britain from 1937 to 1940,
is widely regarded as an important figure in international history due to his political decisions and
actions during the turbulent years leading up to World War Il. Was he merely constrained by Britain's
limited economic capabilities and inconsistent reports by military intelligence, which reduced his
political manoeuvrability, or did he simply fail to implement his rearmament program to keep pace
with the growing size of the Wehrmacht? Was he perhaps just a mediocre politician who failed to

recognise the emerging Nazi threat and underestimated Hitler while manipulating the media and

public opinion? Or was he a political genius whose brilliant diplomatic manoeuvres managed to
influence the course of world history in a fragile economic situation and delay the outbreak of war?

Discussion

Scholarly discussion has focused extensively on Neville Chamberlain's foreign policy and his
role in British rearmament. Early researches, such Keith Feiling's The Life of Neville Chamberlain
(1946), present Chamberlain as a leader limited by British diplomatic challenges, military
underpreparedness, and economic constraints. Feiling's account centres on Chamberlain's effort to
ease tensions by gaining time for Britain to rearmament, even though he acknowledged that his
appeasement policy was a deliberate, if unsuccessful, effort.

The complexity of Chamberlain's leadership has also been examined by academics such as
Robert Self (2000), who emphasises the economic constraints and military limitations that influenced
his decision-making. Self's research highlights the idea that Chamberlain's approach, which included
the Munich Agreement, was not just a passive appeasement tactic but rather a larger, although
ultimately futile, attempt to avert war and strengthen Britain's defences. The balance between
diplomatic and military methods has also been studied by historians like Richard Overy (The Road
to War, 1998), who contends that Chamberlain's actions were greatly impacted by the military and
economic difficulties of the day.

On the other hand, more critical viewpoints have been provided by academics such as
A.J.P. Taylor (The Origins of the Second World War, 1961), who paints Chamberlain as naive in his
underestimating of Hitler's objectives. Taylor's research is frequently compared to more modern
studies, including those by Frank McDonough, who argue that given Britain's military and financial
realities, Chamberlain's appeasement strategy was a necessary evil.

From the “guilty man” narrative to a more nuanced assessment of his strategic choices, the
perceptions of Chamberlain's leadership have changed, reflecting the larger historiographical debate
on British foreign policy in the run-up to World War Il. Numerous contemporary evaluations, such
as those authored by historians like Tim Bouverie (Appeasement: Chamberlain, Hitler, Churchill, and
the Road to War, 2019), emphasise the nuanced nature of Chamberlain's decisions, acknowledging
both his shortcomings and the limitations imposed upon him.

In summary, prior research offers a nuanced analysis of Chamberlain's tactics, striking a balance
between his apparent strategic errors and the hard economic and military realities that influenced his
choices. Building upon these conclusions, the current study adds to the current discussion by fusing
contemporary perceptions of Chamberlain's leadership during a pivotal juncture in British history
with historical sources.

Materials and methods

This research draws on a comprehensive range of sources, utilising both primary and secondary
materials to provide a detailed analysis of British foreign policy, rearmament, and the Munich Crisis.
Primary sources include archival documents from the British National Archives, such as Cabinet
minutes, military and intelligence reports, and personal diaries of key figures like Neville
Chamberlain, alongside parliamentary records. These are complemented by secondary sources,
including scholarly publications, historical analyses, and biographies that delve into British military
and economic strategy, and with key texts.

The study employs both qualitative and quantitative approaches. Content analysis of archival
materials, speeches, and correspondence is used to uncover the motivations and perceptions
of British leaders, while statistical analysis of military expenditures, industrial output, and
comparisons of British and German military capacities provides further insights. Together, these
methods offer a robust examination of the decision-making processes and strategic considerations of
British leadership during the prelude to World War 11.

To provide a thorough knowledge of British strategic thought and decision-making processes
during the period leading up to World War 11, the research uses a multifaceted methodological
approach. In order to follow the development of British strategy, document analysis is used to look
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at primary sources such as government records, intelligence reports, and private diaries. Speeches,
documents, and letters are methodically coded and analysed using content analysis to find recurring
themes, issues, and strategic priorities among British policymakers. The balance of power and its
impact on British policy decisions are assessed by conducting a comparative analysis of the military
capabilities, economic conditions, and strategic evaluations of Britain and Germany. By placing these
actions and events into the larger framework of international relations, economic conditions, and
technological developments of the 1930s, historical contextualisation aids in making understand
them. Lastly, a case study method examines the complex relations between rearmament, diplomacy,
and military policy by concentrating on significant events like the Munich Agreement, the Anschluss,
and the declaration of war on Germany.

Results

Hypothesis

The research's hypothesis is that a complex interaction between economic constraints, military
intelligence assessments, and the geopolitical environment of Europe had a significant impact on
British rearmament and diplomatic strategies between 1936 and 1939. It suggests that, given the
alleged military and economic weaknesses of the moment, Chamberlain's appeasement strategy was
motivated by more than a mere desire to prevent war; rather, it was a deliberate effort to buy time for
Britain's military readiness. The study also postulates that the potential for a strong and cohesive
deterrence against German aggression was severely undermined by the lack of coordination with
France on military industry capacities and diplomatic efforts, due to France’s fragile internal political
environment, as well as by inefficient military intelligence reports, ultimately contributing to the onset
of World War 11.

Research questions

¢ \What were the key factors driving British rearmament and foreign policy decisions, especially
in relation to Germany, Italy and Japan? How did the British Cabinet's long-term rearmament program
change to the outbreak of World War Il in 1939?

e What influence did British intelligence and strategic assessments have on the decisions that
preceded the Munich Agreement and the declaration of war against Germany? How did economic,
military, and intelligence assessments influence Chamberlain's strategy of appeasement and
rearmament?

Progress of the Work

The research is organised chronologically, commencing with an examination at the British
Cabinet's initial rearmament initiatives in 1936. The analysis then follows the changing military and
economic factors that shaped British policy, with a special emphasis on the years 1937-19309.
Important events like the Anschluss and the Munich Crisis are thoroughly examined to comprehend
how military intelligence, financial limitations, and diplomatic tactics interact.

The research continues by incorporating examinations of Chamberlain's public speeches and
private correspondence to evaluate his strategic thinking and policy choices. A critical analysis of
military intelligence assessments from the Chiefs of Staff and other military organisations is included
to supplement this, showing the varying degrees of optimism and pessimism over Germany's military
prowess. The analysis also takes into account the larger European background, paying special
attention to the consequences of Franco-British relations and the lost chances for concerted defence
initiatives.

The research concludes with an assessment of Chamberlain's appeasement strategy, its strategic
justification, and its ultimate influence on the outbreak of World War 11. Comprehensive analyses of
the Munich Agreement, the Anglo-German Naval Agreement, and the choices that preceded the
British declaration of war in September 1939 are used to support this section.

The British Response to Rearmament

The British economy faced significant challenges in the early 1930s. High levels of
unemployment, combined with major structural difficulties within key industries, remained a defining
feature of the inter-war period. Despite some signs of recovery in the mid-1930s, these issues
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persisted throughout the decade. The economy began to emerge from the Great Depression in late
1932, experiencing steady expansion until 1937, when a new recession occurred just before the
outbreak of the Second World War (Capie, Collins, 1980: 40). As a result, the Great Depression led
to a financial crisis in Britain in 1931, which significantly hindered any plans for rearmament.

The potential economic costs of another war, its crippling impact on British power,
the vulnerability of the empire, and the inadequacy of Britain's air and coastal defence systems
prompted Chamberlain to seek new methods for buying time, enabling him to rearm the country at a
manageable pace and to improve British relations with Italy or even Germany. As early
as 1933, he emphasised the need to focus on mitigating other external threats so that Britain could
direct more energy toward Germany. He urged the Imperial Defence Committee (CID) to improve
relations with Japan and to ease the Far Eastern threat (which at that time was identified as the primary
priority of British strategy) so that Europe and the potential German threat could become the main
priority (CAB 2/6, p. 52).

The British response to Hitler's secret rearmament in 1933 (Kershaw, 1998: 537; Weinberg,
1994; 49)*, and then his open rearmament from March 1935 (Kershaw, 1998: 537)2, was to announce
their own rearmament program. The Cabinet's® decision not to oppose Hitler's 1936 reoccupation of
the Rhineland stemmed from the belief that the British armed forces were not yet prepared to confront
the military challenges Germany could pose in the air and at sea, although it was assumed they would
be ready by the end of the decade. Chamberlain's motivations were in line with British military
intelligence reports, which consistently warned that British rearmament had not yet reached the point
where the government could consider going to war against Germany (Barros et al., 2009: 197).

Chamberlain’s Diplomatic Efforts and Economic Concerns

Shortly after becoming prime minister in 1937-a year after the Rhineland crisis-Chamberlain
entered the international political arena and began direct talks with Italy, a country that the world had
shunned because of its invasion and occupation of Ethiopia (Self, 2006: 273-274). On September 8,
1937, Chamberlain stated during a Cabinet meeting that he believed “the lessening of the tension
between this country and Italy as a very valuable contribution toward the pacification and
appeasement of Europe” and that this would “weaken the Rome—Berlin axis”. (Self, 2006: 274).
Also, in order to create a stable Europe, Chamberlain attempted to appease Germany and turn the
Nazi regime into a partner (Smart, 2010: 225). Initially, he was concerned about a potential German
aerial offensive if war were to break out, which led him to advocate for the creation of a powerful
metropolitan fighter force and to accelerate the schedule for air production. His main goal was to
deter Germany from going to war while committing as little as possible to European affairs. In
February 1936, he wrote the following: “If we can stay out of the war for a few years, we will be able
to build an air force with such striking power that no one will dare to take the risk against it. I do not
believe that the next war, if it happens at all, will be like the last one, and I think our resources can
be used more effectively in the air and at sea than in building large armies” (Feiling, 1946: 314).

Great Britain feared that the arms race would not only jeopardise its own financial stability but
also push Germany and Italy into war. Chamberlain felt that Italy's campaign in Ethiopia stemmed
from a desperate need for raw materials (MacDonald, 1972: 105-135; Kaiser, 1980: 282). One
approach of British diplomacy was to reduce threats and buy time for rearmament. A second approach

IShortly after coming to power in 1933, Hitler initiated Germany's illegal rearmament. It was only from 1935 that
he began rearming openly, introducing conscription on March 16th. Shortly after becoming Chancellor, Hitler secretly
began rearming Germany, violating the Treaty of Versailles, which had restricted the size and capacity of the German
military (Kershaw, 1998: 537; Weinberg, 1994; 49).

3The Cabinet was a part of the government composed of the highest-ranking ministers appointed by the Prime
Minister. It typically included the heads of the major ministries, such as the Treasury, the Foreign Office, and the Home
Office. The Cabinet was the primary decision-making body responsible for major political decisions and strategic
direction. Cabinet meetings were held regularly, often weekly, and were kept confidential to allow for frank discussions.
(Roberts, 1966: 135) During Cabinet meetings, government policies were discussed and coordinated. The decisions made

were binding on all members of the government, ensuring unified leadership (Hennessy, 1986: 44).
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was to compare Britain's economic problems with those of its adversaries, particularly Germany.
Decision-makers turned to a new source of information, the Industrial Intelligence Centre (11C),
which operated outside the traditional scope of the COS. Starting in July 1937, the IIC examined
Germany's exposure to economic pressure and reported that due to severe restrictions on raw
materials, an economic blockade could have a crippling effect, although it would not prevent
Germany from fighting a short war. Similar to the Air Force, the IIC assumed that
its concerns — economic potential, reserves, and related threats — would also be closely monitored and
assessed in Germany (Wark, 1985: 160, 177; Hinsley, 1979: 63; Gibbs, 1976: 109).

British Intelligence

In the autumn of 1936, a decisive turning point occurred for British air intelligence efforts.
Officials were no longer as confident about the limiting effects on the German air force’s capabilities.
The possibility of achieving future parity vanished, along with the presumed similarities between the
Luftwaffe and the Royal Air Force. This had a liberating effect on air intelligence forecasts
(Wark, 1985: 59). Estimates regarding the future size of the Luftwaffe quickly increased and became
more accurate. The forecast in October 1936 suggested that the German frontline force would consist
of 2,500 aircraft by 1939, but by July 1937, this figure was soon raised to 3,240. When 1939 arrived,
air intelligence believed that Germany was aiming for 3,700 frontline aircraft by the end of the year.
When the war broke out, the actual strength of the Luftwaffe was 3,541. (C5604/185/18, et al., 1937).
The development of German armoured forces between 1935 and 1938, when the first armoured units
were formed and four armoured divisions existed within the German military order, brought British
perceptions of how Germany would fight a future war closer to the actual capabilities of the German
army, which were measured based on their equipment and training. However, the War Office’s
judgement (one of the most significant decisions of the 1930s) that Germany could overrun
Czechoslovakia with a sudden attack, if based on the assumption that Germany was fully prepared in
terms of force and doctrine to execute a blitzkrieg, was an exaggeration and premature” (Wesley,
1985: 99).

Despite the overall accuracy of the most recent assessments of the peacetime strength of the
army, some exaggerated elements remained hidden. The British Military Intelligence branch accepted
the French General Staff's higher estimates regarding the strength of German reserve and Landwehr
divisions, thereby distorting the calculation of the size of the German wartime army. The estimated
strength of tank forces distributed among German armoured and light divisions was also inflated. On
the fourth day of the German invasion of Poland, military intelligence overestimated the number of
German tanks by 17% (three and a half thousand tanks instead of three thousand) and drastically
underestimated the number of obsolete tanks in this total” (Wesley, 1985: 111).

In September 1938, only 1,699 aircraft from the Luftwaffe's fleet were operational, of which
only 582 were long-range bombers. As Richard Overy observed about the Munich crisis:
“The massive imbalance of forces believed to exist in the air was just a myth” (Overy, 1997: 23).
This myth was created by the intelligence services. A much broader network would have been
required within the Luftwaffe (for example, regular contacts with active squadrons and ground
personnel, as well as constant reports from repair stations and factories) to dispel it. Even more and
better information would not have changed the situation because reports on poor service conditions
would have contradicted the British perception of a strong Luftwaffe and the worst-case scenario
approach” (Wark, 1985: 69).

Military and Economic Concerns

When Chamberlain took office as Prime Minister in May 1937, the international peace system
established in Paris after World War | had already collapsed. With his “Saturday surprises”*
Hitler had broken free from the constraints imposed by the Treaty of Versailles and the Locarno Pact

“The phrase “Saturday surprises” refers to unexpected and bold actions taken by Hitler over the weekend, with the
aim of catching other nations off guard and rendering them incapable of an immediate response. Examples of this include
the reintroduction of conscription on March 16, 1935, and the remilitarization of the Rhineland on March 7, 1936. These
surprises had significant strategic impacts, violating international agreements and reshaping the geopolitical landscape in

favour of Nazi Germany (Kershaw, 1998: 537; Weinberg, 1994: 69)
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(Sontag, 1953: 386). One of Chamberlain's biggest problems was that Great Britain did not have
enough industrial capacity or financial resources to defeat Germany, Italy, and Japan in a potential
arms race in the long term. Chamberlain's goal, therefore, was to alienate Germany from Italy or Italy
from Germany. He believed that this way, Great Britain might gain the upper hand in the arms race
against the remaining Axis powers. He summarised his view in a letter from June 1937: “If we could
come to an agreement with the Germans, then | wouldn't care a bit about Musso [Benito Mussolini].”
Chamberlain later wrote in his diary in January 1938: “At first, | tried to improve relations with the
two storm centres, Berlin and Rome. It seemed to me that we were drifting into an increasingly worse
situation with both, and eventually, we would have to face two enemies at the same time. ” (Goldstein,
1999, 281). By 1939, Chamberlain already regarded Germany as the greatest threat to Great Britain.
Although his Chief of Staff initially disagreed on whether Japan or Germany posed the greater danger,
Chamberlain argued that Europe should take priority over the Far East. As early as 1934, he had
warned that “we are paying too much attention to disarmament and not enough to security ”.
He supported the 1934 Defence Requirements Committee (DRC), which argued that “deterring
German aggression is the best long-term guarantee” for keeping Japan in check. He recognized
Germany as the “ultimate potential enemy” and based its recommendations on the assumption that
there would be a war by 1939. Later, in 1935, he also opposed British disarmament agreements, a
stance that was not particularly popular (Feiling, 1946: 314).

In early 1936, the British Cabinet approved a long-term rearmament program, but by 1937, the
Treasury was already becoming concerned about the rising costs. By June, they were urging a review
of the costs associated with rearming and maintaining the expanded armed forces that were to be
established by 1942. The Treasury argued that defence expenditures should not exceed the country's
production capacity or its ability to pay for imports, nor should they undermine confidence in
financial stability. It seemed likely that Germany might be tempted to carry out a decisive air attack
against Britain at the start of the war, using gas and high-explosive bombs due to the rapid
technological advancements in aircraft—hence, air defence became a focal point of British attention.
In December 1937, the Cabinet reviewed the results of a strategic defence assessment, which
recommended that military expenditures be limited to the level approved by the Treasury over the
next five years. According to this, the main efforts should be focused on defending Great Britain
against air strikes and preserving its trade routes, thereby prioritising the Royal Air Force and the
Navy, as well as the Army's air defence units. Consequently, the report suggested that the Army
should not possess the equipment and ammunition reserves necessary for continental warfare at the
outbreak of war (Peden, 2010).

This immediately raises the question of why this was not coordinated with the French side. Why
did they not attempt to align their defence industry capacities and armaments at this stage? Taking
the report into account practically reduced the need to maintain large-scale ground forces capable of
immediate deployment on the European continent, thereby diminishing the incentive for close
military cooperation with the French army, which was more focused on preparing for a land war
against Germany (Bennister et al., 2017: 210).

Shifting Strategic Calculations

Military intelligence assessments fluctuated between optimism and pessimism; the sense of
vulnerability soon permeated strategic planning and diplomacy as well. The February 1937 COS
(Chief of Staff) Subcommittee, which dealt with planning for a war against Germany, assumed that
Germany would not only be aggressive but would first initiate air strikes from the west in order to
“capitalise on its preparedness advantage by quickly disabling either Great Britain or France, as it
is not prepared for a long war.” Specifically regarding fighter aircraft, the (RAF) later warned the
government in October 1938 that German Luftwaffe bombers were likely to penetrate:
“the situation...will clearly be unsatisfactory over the next twelve months.” (Gibbs, 1976: 598).
By 1937, the position was that their commitments to Europe were inversely proportional to their
ability to defend the empire; that the air threat remained of paramount importance; and that an
economic blockade was a reasonable threat against Germany. Chamberlain's policies often closely
followed the shifting military assessments he received. The Foreign Office, in fact,
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“became increasingly outraged by the pessimistic strategic assessments of the General Staff,
believing they exerted too much influence on policy formation.” However, it is understandable that
the military analyses of 1937 emphasised the possibility that commitments in Central Europe could
exceed capabilities and highlighted the necessity of British rearmament (Hinsley, 1993: 68).

In early 1938, a report from the Chiefs of Staff noted that Great Britain would be unprepared
for a world war that could arise from the Czechoslovak crisis, particularly in terms of air attacks.
Inskip observed that Germany would still be capable of fighting a short war and that Great Britain
could lose a brief war involving air strikes. Chamberlain concluded that, due to the Anschluss, the
defence of Czechoslovakia had become militarily unfeasible. Defending the Czechs would have
meant committing to a long war to revive a state that could provoke a short and aggressive war in the
West, for which Great Britain was not yet prepared. In his private notes, Chamberlain wrote that these
military considerations had moved him away from his initial instinct to offer a British guarantee.
Diplomacy must achieve the best result. The air balance will be more favourable in one or two years
(Hughes, 1988: 866-867).

Later, Chamberlain reaffirmed his confidence that British rearmament would help “convince
the world that disagreements should be settled through peaceful discussion, not by force.”
(Chamberlain, 1937). During a parliamentary debate in 1938, he made his views on appeasing
Germany clear: “Our policy of appeasement does not mean that we will seek new friends at the
expense of old ones, nor, indeed, at the expense of any other nations... our aim is to achieve
cooperation among all nations — without excluding the totalitarian states — in building lasting peace
in Europe. ” (Chamberlain, 1938: 552).

Anschluss

The first European crisis during Chamberlain's premiership was triggered by the Anschluss, or
the annexation of Austria by Germany, which occurred on March 12, 1938, when the Austrian Federal
State was occupied by the German Reich (Prodhan, 2013). Nevertheless, one could argue that the
Anschluss was consistent with the principle of self-determination as outlined in Wilson's Fourteen
Points (Wilson, 1918). The Anschluss was so popular in Austria that there was no chance for Britain
or France to resist it by force or to threaten military or economic countermeasures. The failure to
impose a potential economic blockade primarily stemmed from a lack of international support: Great
Britain did not have sufficient international backing to enforce a blockade. Key allies, including
France, were unwilling to take such drastic measures against Germany. Additionally, the United
States remained largely isolationist and was not willing to engage in European conflicts
(Overy, 1998: 142). Not to mention the economic consequences of the blockade. Great Britain was
concerned about the economic impact of a blockade. Such a move could have disrupted trade and
damaged the British economy, which was still recovering from the Great Depression
(Kershaw, 2000: 197). Chamberlain concluded that “it is perfectly evident, surely, now that force is
the only argument that Germany understands ” (Hughes, 1988: 866). He also discussed the “Austrian
situation”” in the House of Commons in March and he said that “The hard fact is that nothing could
have arrested what has actually happened unless this country and other countries had been prepared
to use force” (Chamberlain, 1938: 52).

It became clear that the Sudetenland in Czechoslovakia was likely to be Hitler's next target.
At the Cabinet meeting on March 22, six months before Chamberlain's meeting with the Fihrer, it
was decided that until British air defences were fully established and the Royal Air Force reinforced
with additional aircraft, they could not guarantee Czechoslovakia's sovereignty against German
aggression, nor could they join France in a strong response to the German challenge
(CAB, 23/93: 33-46). The Munich Agreement provided the crucial time needed to bring British
defences and fighter strength up to the required levels. Notably, the Chain Home radar system was
still in its infancy at the time of the Munich crisis. The months that followed allowed for the
completion of the system, which became fully operational by the time of the Battle of Britain and
played a critical role in the RAF’s victory. In August 1938, the first five stations were declared
operational, and during the Munich crisis, they commenced full-time operation in September
(Gough, 1993: 6). In March 1938, the British RAF consisted of 118,000 personnel and 1,750 aircraft
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(Richards, 1953: 47), while the German Luftwaffe had 400,000 personnel and 3,500 aircraft
(Overy, 1997: 29). In March 1938, the German Luftwaffe significantly outmatched the British Royal
Air Force in both personnel and aircraft numbers. But would the combined British and French air
forces have outmatched the Luftwaffe?

In this situation, as during the 1930s, strategic calculations prevailed, particularly the belief that
British disarmament in the 1920s had so hindered the British military services that the government
would not have been able to contemplate war against Germany until the end of the decade at the
earliest. Chamberlain echoed this strategic logic in a letter to his sister, Ida, shortly before the Munich
Conference: “Never threaten unless you are capable of carrying out your threats, and while | hope
that if we had to fight, we could give a good account of ourselves, we are certainly not in a position
where our military advisers would undertake to start a war unless we were forced into it.”
(Chamberlain, 1938: NC 18/1/1068).

Chamberlain and the Cabinet were undoubtedly influenced by the pessimism that emanated
from intelligence circles. The near- and medium-term military balance was considered dangerous,
and this realisation was crucial for the Cabinet in deciding to avoid the risks of attempting deterrence,
especially during the Munich Crisis (Wark, 1985: 231). If the economic situation of the Allies
appeared unstable in 1939, Germany's position had arguably strengthened since 1938, having
exploited Czechoslovakia's economic and industrial resources.However, in 1939, British and French
intelligence began to identify signs that were interpreted as indications of German economic and
financial weakness, as rearmament had reached the limits of Germany's own resources. At the same
time, though, the economic intelligence assessments compiled in London and Paris were far from
unanimous. Not only was reliable information often incomplete, but British and French analysts also
disagreed on how to interpret the available data. Moreover, the assessment of Germany's economic
vulnerability was based on the assumption that the Germans would not have significant access to
external resources. Yet this assumption appeared extremely fragile, given that the Allies had few
means to prevent Germany from extending its influence in Central and Eastern Europe, whether in
peace or war (Barros et al., 2009: 178).

The Munich Crisis

Undoubtedly, one of Chamberlain's most significant contributions to international history was
the Munich Agreement, established on September 30, 1938, in response to Nazi Germany's intention
to occupy the Sudetenland.

Hitler’s 30 May 1938 directive officially and unequivocally stated, “I¢t is my unalterable
decision to smash Czechoslovakia by military action in the near future.” (De Vabres, n.d.) As events
were escalating, in an attempt to prevent a war, Chamberlain requested a private meeting with Hitler
on September 13, following internal unrest and chaos in Czechoslovakia. Two days later, he took off
for Berchtesgaden. (Bell, 2007: 239).

After his arrival, during a summit held at the Berghof in Berchtesgaden, Chamberlain pledged
to exert pressure on Prague to comply with Hitler's openly expressed demands regarding the
Sudetenland's union with Germany. In exchange, Hitler grudgingly agreed to delay any military
action until he had given Chamberlain an opportunity to carry out his commitment (Middlemas, 1972:
340-341). He tactically told to Hitler that “If the Fuehrer is determined to settle this matter by force,
without waiting even for a discussion between ourselves to take place, what did he let me come here
for? I have wasted my time.” (Chamberlain and Hitler, 1938: FO 371/21738). As the meeting
continued, he said “I could give him my personal opinion, which was that on principle I had nothing
to say against the separation of the Sudeten Germans from the rest of Czechoslovakia, provided that
the practical difficulties could be overcome. ” (Chamberlain and Hitler, 1938: FO 371/21738).

Another illustration of his skillful bargaining strategy to deter imminent attack was when he
convinced Hitler that starting a war with Germany would not be in Britain's best interests. He
recounted to the House of Commons on September 28th what he had said to the Fuhrer at that
meeting: “At one point he complained of British threats against him, to which I replied that he must
distinguish between a threat and a warning, and that he might have just cause of complaint if |
allowed him to think that in no circumstances would this country go to war with Germany when, in
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fact, there were conditions in which such a contingency might arise.” (Chamberlain, 1938: 14).

Bad Godesberg

Much to the British delegation's dismay, Hitler rejected the idea that Chamberlain had himself
delivered to them at Berchtesgaden when he returned to propose it at a summit with Hitler at Bad
Godesherg on September 22, 1938 (Middlemas, 1972: 364). In an attempt to completely undermine
Chamberlain's efforts to broker a peace agreement, Hitler insisted that the Sudetenland be returned to
Germany by September 28, 1938, without any talks between Prague and Berlin, without the creation
of an international commission to supervise the transfer, without plebiscites scheduled for the
transferred districts prior to the transfer, and, just for good measure, without Germany abandoning
the possibility of war until all claims made against Czechoslovakia by Poland and Hungary had been
addressed. “I declared that the language and the manner of the document, which | described as an
ultimatum rather than a memorandum, would profoundly shock public opinion in neutral countries,
and | bitterly reproached the Chancellor for his failure to respond in any way to the efforts which |
had made to secure peace.” (Chamberlain, 1938: 8). Once more, Chamberlain demonstrated his
ability to negotiate by pushing back against Hitler and preventing the complete absorption of
Czechoslovakia.

Finally, the Munich Agreement was signed by Benito Mussolini, Edouard Daladier, Neville
Chamberlain, and Adolf Hitler. The German army was to finish occupying the Sudetenland by October
10th, and an international committee was to decide what would happen to other disputed areas
(Butterworth, 1974: 191-216). After a short nap, on September 30, Chamberlain went to Hitler's residence
and signed an announcement as “symbolic of the desire of our two peoples never to go to war with one
another again...to contribute to assure the peace of Europe.” (Hitler, Chamberlain, 1938: ARF M) Hitler
was happy to accept it after his interpreter had translated it (Reynolds, 2007: 389).

The Sudetenland region of Czechoslovakia would be given to Germany as part of a solution
that Chamberlain announced had been struck after a month during which Britain thought the world
was on the verge of war. October 1st was supposed to mark the start of the Sudetenland evacuation
(National Archives, FO 93/1/220A). Even though Chamberlain gave in to Hitler's demands, the deal
was nonetheless a success. It was “merely the prelude to a larger settlement in which all of Europe
may find peace, ” as Chamberlain had pledged. After returning to Britain, Chamberlain waved a piece
of paper in front of the jubilant audience at the Heston Aerodrome on 30 September 1938, declaring
that it was a commitment that bore the signatures of both Hitler and himself. There was going to be
“peace in our time " in Britain (Goddard, 2018: 118).

Through deceiving Hitler into signing the agreement, Chamberlain succeeded in removing the
chance of a military confrontation between Germany and Britain. As it is well known today, the war
eventually broke out, but at the time, it appeared like it would keep the peace in Europe, and it was
possible to delay the conflict by allowing Hitler to occupy the Sudetenland. Another key objective of
the agreement was to ensure that, if Hitler reneged on his promises and initiated a war, there would
be no ambiguity regarding the party responsible for such a conflict.

Summer 1939

During the summer of 1939, in addition to attempting to mediate a compromise between
Germany and Poland® Chamberlain adhered to his deterrence tactic, telling Hitler on multiple
occasions that Britain would declare war on Germany should he attack Poland. He wrote to Hitler on
August 27, 1939.: “If the case should arise, they are resolved, and prepared, to employ without delay
all the forces at their command, and it is impossible to foresee the end of hostilities once engaged. It
would be a dangerous illusion to think that, if war once starts, it will come to an early end even if a
success on any one of the several fronts on which it will be engaged should have been secured.”

(Weinberg, 1980: 623).

>The Allies reached a compromise by granting Poland a narrow strip of land, commonly known as the Polish
Corridor, which provided the country with a fragile link to the Baltic Sea. However, this corridor included a significant
German population and effectively separated the German province of East Prussia from the rest of Germany. Additionally,
the Allies designated the German port of Danzig as a Free City under the supervision of the League of Nations, while

granting Poland special rights to transship goods through the port (Hagen, 2010: 63).
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Following Hitler's conquest of Czechoslovakia in March 1939, Chamberlain had provided
assurances to many European nations, preliminarily Poland. As the summer progressed, tensions
worsened as Hitler imposed conditions on Poland. On Friday, September 1, the German invasion got
underway early in the morning with tanks advancing across the border and the Luftwaffe bombarding
Warsaw (Ball, 2019).

Declaration of War

Undoubtedly, the greatest impact Chamberlain has ever made to world history was his decision,
on September 3, 1939, to declare war on Germany in response to its invasion of Poland. In his speech
to the Commons, he declared: “The time has come when action rather than speech is required. If out
of the struggle we again re-establish in the world the rules of good faith and the renunciation of force,
why, then even the sacrifices that will be entailed upon us will find their fullest justification.”
(Chamberlain, 1939).

He also told the country in a radio broadcast two days later that: “This morning, the British
ambassador in Berlin handed the German government a final note stating that unless we heard from
them by 11 o'clock that they were prepared at once to withdraw their troops from Poland, a state of
war would exist between us. | have to tell you now that no such undertaking has been received, and
that consequently this country is at war with Germany.” (Chamberlain, 1939: BBCA). Though
Chamberlain made the right choice, he could not foresee the subsequent six-year struggle.The British
Empire, its people, and afterwards all of Europe entered a new era and dimension with his decision.

Conclusion

This research confirms the hypothesis that the geopolitical environment of pre-World War |
Europe, economic constraints, and military intelligence evaluations were the main factors influencing
Neville Chamberlain's appeasement strategy. Chamberlain’s hesitation to completely commit to
rearmament was partly due to financial restrictions, while intelligence assessments, which typically
overstated Germany’s military might, pushed him toward cautiousness. A cohesive European
approach against Nazi aggression was further undermined by missed possibilities for cooperation
with France. The study demonstrates that, despite diplomatic obstacles and practical considerations
related to the economy, Chamberlain's strategy was not merely one of passive appeasement but rather
a deliberate attempt to gain time for Britain's military preparation. Ultimately, his choices were
determined by the necessity to strike a balance between military readiness and the pressing diplomatic
demands of the time, proving that his approach was more complex than is often portrayed.

Chamberlain's approach to rearmament and diplomacy was heavily influenced by Britain's
limited industrial capacity and the fear that a premature military confrontation with Germany would
devastate the country's economy and empire. His decision to prioritise air defence and the Royal Navy
over large-scale ground forces was driven by the belief that Britain could not afford to engage in a
continental war without first ensuring the security of its own airspace and trade routes. This strategy
was informed by the shifting assessments of British military intelligence, which fluctuated between
optimism and pessimism regarding Germany's capabilities, and the broader context of international
relations during the 1930s.

The research has also addressed the key question of why Chamberlain did not coordinate more
closely with France on defence industry capacities. Chamberlain did attempt to coordinate diplomacy
with France; however, this proved challenging due to the political instability within the French
government at the time. While France often articulated certain positions, it frequently seemed to
expect Britain to take decisive action on those matters. The evidence suggests that Chamberlain's
focus on rearmament and appeasement was driven by a desire to avoid immediate conflict while
gradually building up Britain's military strength. However, this approach ultimately left Britain and
its allies vulnerable, as it failed to create a unified front against the rising threat of Nazi Germany.

The Munich Crisis of 1938 stands as a pivotal moment in Chamberlain's premiership,
demonstrating both the strengths and limitations of his diplomatic efforts. While
the Munich Agreement temporarily averted war and was hailed by some as a success, it also
emboldened Hitler and weakened the position of Czechoslovakia, contributing to the eventual
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outbreak of World War Il. Chamberlain's efforts to engage with Hitler, including his personal
meetings and attempts at negotiation, reveal a leader deeply committed to peace but constrained by
the realities of Britain's military and economic situation.

In the final analysis, Chamberlain's decision to declare war on Germany in September
1939 marked a significant turning point in British history. While his earlier strategies of appeasement
and rearmament may be criticised for their shortcomings, it is clear that Chamberlain was operating
under immense pressure, navigating a fragile international landscape with limited resources. While
we now understand Hitler's true intentions, it is important to recognise that in the 1930s, his plans
were not as clear. Until his invasion of the rest of Czechoslovakia, his actions were largely perceived
as efforts to address the injustices of the Treaty of Versailles and aligned with the principle of national
self-determination. Chamberlain’s ultimate decision to confront Germany was a recognition of the
failure of appeasement and the inevitability of war, ushering Britain and Europe into a new and
devastating conflict. He pursued a dual strategy of appeasement and rearmament, utilising the latter
to buy time for Britain’s military preparedness. His primary objective, however, was the preservation
of peace in Europe, even at the cost of his own reputation.

It can be concluded that Chamberlain's legacy is a complex one, shaped by his efforts to balance
the demands of rearmament with the constraints of economic and military reality. His actions during
this period highlight the difficulties of leadership in a time of unprecedented global instability and
offer important lessons for understanding the challenges of statecraft in the face of emerging threats.
Nevertheless, the fact that his appeasement strategy helped to postpone the outbreak of the war and
save millions of lives, should not be disregarded. He also made the right choice to declare war on
Germany when the time came. As he explained after his resignation in September 1940, “The day
may come when my much cursed Munich will be understood. Neither we, nor the French were not
prepared for war...If only we had had another year of preparation, we should have been in a far
stronger position and so would the French. But anyway, whatever the outcome it is clear as daylight
that if we had had to fight in 1938 the result would have been far worse.” (Self, 2000: 44).
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Abstract. Introduction. For more than a century — from the middle of the 17th century to the middle
of the 18th century — the Dzungar military-political factor played a prominent role in the system of
international relations and significantly influenced the historical destinies of the peoples of Central
Asia, including the life of Kazakh society. In the first half of the 18th century, the Middle Juz was
under the pressure of three external forces — the Dzungars, as well as the Russian and Qing empires,
which sought to take advantage of the protracted struggle of the two nomadic peoples and involve
them in the orbit of their political influence. Under the circumstances, leaders were needed to solve
not only military, but also diplomatic tasks aimed at the defence of the Kazakh Khanate. The aim and
objectives of the study are to show the historical role of Sultan Abulfeis in the context
of Kazakh-Dzungar and Kazakh-Chinese military-diplomatic relations in the mid-18th century.
Results. The circumstances of Abulfeis' stay as amanate in the headquarters of Galdan-Tseren huntaiji
from the end of 1742 to the spring of 1744 are considered. The sultan's amanatism contributed to a
temporary political compromise with the Dzungars and the release of Abylai from honourable
captivity. In the mid-1750s, already as the ruler of the Naiman clans, he showed himself as a skilful
military commander in clashes with the Dzungars and in the events of the Amursana anti-Manchurian
rebellion. In 1757-1758 he took an active part in the establishment of diplomatic and trade relations
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with Qing China, seeking the return of part of the nomads on the former Dzungar lands.
Conclusions. Sultan Abulfeis played an major role in the events of the final stage of the Kazakh-
Dzungar wars. His actions as the ruler of Kazakh clans in the eastern part of the Steppe were aimed
at the defence of the subordinate nomads, and in cooperation with other rulers, first of all Sultan
Abylai, he pursued a foreign policy in the interests of the entire Middle Juz. This position was
important because a significant part of the Kazakh people was involved in the long Kazakh-Dzungar
confrontation. In these conditions, Abulfeis' military and diplomatic abilities were manifested, his
authority within the steppe elite was significantly strengthened, which allowed him to become one of
the most influential rulers of the Kazakh Khanate.

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Abstract. Introduction. One of the important groups of sources on the history of Kazakhstan in the
Middle Ages is the data of historical memory of Kazakhs, recorded in historical legends written down
at different times. Genealogies-shezhire occupy a special place among them. This special genre of
traditional historical form of reflection of the past and oral historical tradition specific to the Kazakh
public consciousness became the basis of historical consciousness of the Kazakh people, traditional
historical memory and a marker of ethnic self-identification. The empirical basis of this study was
the information contained in Kazakh genealogical legends-shezhir and historical legends recorded in
the second half of the 19th — first half of the 20th century. The aim of the study is to determine the
place of such a historical character as Shiban and the dynasty created by him in the history of Kazakhs
on the basis of analyzing the historical memory of Kazakhs, reflected in historical legends. On this
basis, the following tasks of the study were defined: textual analysis of Kazakh genealogies and
identification of eponymic ancestors with the name Shiban/Siban/Syban derived from them;
determination of the place of these ancestors in the genealogical hierarchy and reconstruction of the
Kazakhs' perception of the place of Shiban and his descendants in the history of the formation of
modern ethnic systems. The result of the study was the confirmation of the hypothesis that such a
character as Shiban/Syban/Syban together with Uzbek/Ozbek entered Kazakh genealogies, in
addition, this eponym became the name of clans Siban-Kerey and Syban-Nayman. Originally present
in the genealogical legends of Kazakhs Shiban/Syban/Siban with the strengthening of Islam was
transformed into the variant Sapian/Sabiyan. The authors conclude that modern Kazakhs have
preserved in their historical memory the fact that their ancestors were part of the domains of Shiban
and his descendants.

This article analyzes the contribution of such foreign
organizations as the American Relief Administration (ARA), the International Committee of the Red
Cross (ICRC), the Catholic Relief Mission of the Pope, the English "Society of Friends" (Quakers),
as well as other international organizations, to the fight against famine in Kazakhstan. The famine
relief activities included organizing the supply of food, medicine and other necessary resources, as
well as providing practical assistance — organizing canteens, food points, providing medical care. In
conclusion, the authors come to the conclusion that the impact of international aid on the affected
regions was significant. Aid made it possible to save the lives of thousands of people, prevent the
spread of infectious diseases and support the most vulnerable segments of the population. However,
it should be noted that aid could not fully compensate for the losses caused by hunger.

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Abstract. Introduction. The article discusses the history of the formation of Jadite schools,
widespread in Kazakhstan at the beginning of the twentieth century, and the policy of the Tsarist
government against the Jadite direction. A review of the works and views of representatives of Jadite
schools, recognized as a socio-political active group at the beginning of the twentieth century, will
consider the features of the Jadite direction in Kazakhstan and the conditions of social society as a
whole. Purpose and objectives of the study. Disclosure and analysis of the socio-political nature of
the Jadite trend that has developed in Kazakhstan and the political views of the Kazakh jadites in the
context of the national religion. Analysis of the socio-political role of the zhadite direction in
Kazakhstan based on the works of scientists who studied that period. Results. In comparison with
other regions (Tatarstan, Uzbekistan), the socio-practical formation of the existing zhaditic direction
in Kazakhstan has its own characteristics. The conditions of domestic life of the Kazakh people, based
on nomadic farming, were not similar to the conditions of life of sedentary peoples. The zhadite
movement continued its path to the Kazakh steppe from the level of schools opened for the
educational purposes of Tatar mullahs, becoming an influential force in the socio-political direction,
pursuing national interests. After the formation and establishment of Jadite schools, a group was
formed that looked at the national religion from the point of view. Of course, the views of such a
group of conscientious enlighteners were clearly not to the liking of the Tsarist government. He tried
to attract the most attention of the enlightened people who received a Jadite education. Nevertheless,
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representatives of the Jadite direction were very active in the socio-political direction. Conclusion.
The actions of representatives of the Jadite school, which developed in the midst of socio-political
life at the beginning of the twentieth century in Kazakhstan, after the establishment of Soviet power,
did not become very active. However, the Jadite direction, which was born in order to penetrate the
roots of national interests and Turkism, did not disappear forever. Just as there was no change in the
policy of the Tsarist government and the Soviet system to the colonized peoples, the jaditic course in
Kazakhstan continued to operate in the framework of spirituality after the establishment of the Soviet
system.

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Abstract. Introduction. The peasantry of Kazakhstan in the post-war period was heterogeneous and
represented by diversity in ethnic and socio-economic terms. As is known, in 1936, 1941-1944
Germans, Poles, Kalmyks, Karachays, Ingush, Chechens, etc. were deported to Northern Kazakhstan.
In 1946-1956, special settlers were actively involved in various sectors of agriculture, but their labor
was especially actively used in collective and state farms of the country. The purpose and objectives
of the study are to study the features of the socio-economic situation of special settlers in collective
farms of Northern Kazakhstan in the post-war period in 1946-1956 based on a comprehensive study
of new archival materials identified in regional archives. Results. The article, based on archival
sources, studies the specifics of the socio-economic situation of special settlers, placed in Northern
Kazakhstan, in particular, the problems of providing food, clothing, and the poor attitude of local
representative bodies. Conclusions. A significant part of the special settlers, placed in the regions of
Northern Kazakhstan, was distributed between collective farms, state farms, enterprises and
institutions. Food provision and the standard of living of special settlers remained at a fairly low level.
In turn, the post-war period was characterized by the strengthening of administrative management of
collective farms, which was manifested in the implementation of reforms. However, a number of
agrarian reforms to consolidate collective farms could not restore the pre-war level of production,
since the reason lay in the alienation of the peasant from the means of production, the lack of his
material interest. As studies show, Kazakhstan's agriculture was unable to provide the country with
the necessary amount of food, and industry — with agricultural raw materials, a food deficit appeared.
Therefore, the country's leadership began to solve the problem in an extensive way: to develop huge
areas of new lands, which led to a mass campaign to develop virgin lands, where the labor of special
settlers was also actively used.

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Abstract. This article examines the impact of the Dzungar factor on the migration of the Kazakh
population in the 18th century. It analyzes the military and political decisions adopted by the Russian
Empire in response to migration processes, as well as the interactions between Kazakh clans and the
Dzungars. The study is based on archival materials and historical sources, providing deeper insights
into the socio-economic and political transformations in the region. Introduction. The relevance of
studying the migration of the Kazakh population and its interaction with the Dzungars in the 18th
century stems from significant changes in the socio-economic and political structure of the nomadic
society. This period is pivotal in the history of Kazakhstan, marked by critical events that shaped
internal migration processes and the region's foreign policy. Research Goals and Objectives. The
primary goal of this study is to analyze the impact of the Dzungar factor on Kazakh migration and
the military-political decisions of the Russian Empire. The objectives include: examining archival
materials related to the migration attempts of the Kazakh population; analyzing the interactions of
Kazakh sultans with the Dzungars and Russian authorities. Materials and Methods. The research
utilized a variety of archival documents and historical materials, including data from the United State
Archive of the Orenburg Region and the State Historical Archive of the Omsk Region. Methods of
chronological and retrospective analysis were applied, as well as source criticism techniques that
allowed for the assessment of the reliability of archival documents and the identification of their
informational potential, alongside an interdisciplinary approach incorporating elements of historical
geography and geopolitics. Results. The findings reveal that interactions between the Kazakhs and
the Dzungars, along with actions taken by the Russian Empire, significantly influenced migration
processes in the region. Archival data indicate that decisions concerning resettlement and the
administration of border territories had a substantial impact on the social structure of Kazakh society.
Conclusions. The weakening of the Dzungar threat in the mid-18th century allowed the Kazakhs to
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attempt to return to their traditional pastures on the right bank of the Irtysh. However, these efforts
by Kazakh sultans such as Abulai and Sultanmamet faced strict migration policies imposed by the
Russian Empire. The participation of Kazakh forces in the "Dust Campaign" of 1771 contributed to
a temporary easing of migration restrictions, though Russian authorities maintained strict control.

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Abstract. Introduction. Kazakh oral historiography contains historical poems “The Majestic hero
Yesim”, “Yesim Khan”, “Olzhash batyr”. These poems reflect the period of life of Tauekel and
Yessimkhans, their role in the preservation and development of the Kazakh Khanate, a number of
historical figures, the internal and foreign policy of the khanate. Poems based on historical events
often provide a lot of information about the life and work of Yesim Khan. It is known from history
that Yessim Khan ruled in the period 1598-1628. Khan, who remained in people's memory under the
name “Majestic Hero Yessim”, sought to create a centralized state, establish peaceful relations with
distant and close neighbors. To achieve this goal, he entered into an alliance with Russia, the Nogais
and the Mongols and was forced to fight with the Kalmyks and Ashtarkhanids. The goals and
objectives of the study — are to determine the significance and degree of study of historical epics as
sources; to study the foreign policy of Yessim Khan and its directions based on historical
poems; to show the struggle, campaigns and battles of Yessim Khan against the Ashtarkhanids and
Kalmyks based on the content of historical epics; to determine the reliability of information from
historical epics. Results. The article examines the foreign policy of Yesim Khan on the basis of
information that took place in historical poems. Yessim Khan's foreign policy was carried out in the
following directions: the struggle against the attempts of the descendants of the Sheibanids to oust
the Kazakh rulers from Tashkent and Turkestan; the creation of a military and political alliance with
the Nogais in the fight against the Ashtarkhanids and Kalmyks; the establishment of close political
ties with the Kyrgyz; strengthening relations with Moghulistan and the Russian state. He moved
towards strengthening relations with Mongolia and the Russian state. During his thirty-year reign, the
khan, in an effort to ensure peace for his people, tried to establish peaceful relations with neighboring
states. Conclusions. In relations with the Kalmyk, Ashtarkhanid, Russian, Chinese and Mongolian
states encroaching from all sides, Yesim Khan resorted to various actions and tricks. In the political
situation of the first quarter of the XVII century, he intended to strengthen the position of the country,
to include the Kazakh Khanate among the advanced countries of the world.

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Abstract. Introduction. In the 1920s and 1930s, a campaign for the “defense of socialist property”
was carried out in Kazakhstan, initiated in 1932. This campaign was part of the Soviet government's
political agenda aimed at eliminating private property, seen as a threat to socialist ideals. The
campaign unfolded against the backdrop of the 1931-1932 famine, during which millions of people
suffered from hunger. In such conditions, the struggle for socialist property became an additional
threat to citizens, leading to persecution, arrests, and repression. Law enforcement agencies actively
pursued “enemies of the people”, including peasants accused of supporting the old order. The
campaign resulted in mass repressions, significantly altering the political landscape in Kazakhstan.
The aim of the study is to analyze the activities of law enforcement agencies during the period of the
“Defense of Socialist Property” legislation and assess their actions in terms of legality and the moral
norms of the time. Special attention is given to archival materials, which reveal how laws were
interpreted and how this impacted citizens' lives. Results. The campaign was accompanied by harsh
repressive measures and an expansion of the powers of law enforcement agencies. In 1932, directives
were introduced demanding severe punishments for theft and embezzlement of valuables. In practice,
the actions of the authorities often exceeded legal norms, leading to arbitrary punishments. Law
enforcement agencies acted as instruments of authoritarian power, ignoring citizens' rights. This led
to mass arrests, torture, and executions, especially of “class enemies”. The law influenced judicial
practice, revealing numerous violations such as delays in case hearings and unjustified accusations.
The campaign became a tool for consolidating Soviet power but undermined the foundations of the
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rule of law. Conclusion. The "protection of socialist property" campaign in 1930s Kazakhstan became
atool of the Soviet government's repressive policies.

Introduction

The beginning of the XX century is a period full of historical events. For instance, news that
revolutionary forces led by Lenin become winner in Petrograd during October 1917, the Provisional
Government was overthrown, and the power of state passed into hands of Soviets, it was an event
that shocked not only Russia, but also the world. This event was combined with creation,
strengthening of Soviet power in central regions and outskirts of Russia. It was carried out in many
places without bloodshed under the influence of the central districts.

The appeal for national equality and liberation, which was rooted in the political changes in the
Russian Empire as a result of the Russian revolutions of 1905-1907 years and the period after the
February Revolution of 1917, when also there was banned from existence of national consciousness,
and doctrine of democracy and equality was stopped with coming to power of Soviet government.
One of the first activities of Soviet government in Kazakhstan was promotion of communist
teachings. Special attention was paid to places of media in this activity. For this purpose, Soviet
authorities stopped newspapers work in Kazakh language, such as “Kazakh”, “Saryarka”, “Abay”,
“Alash”, “Zhas Azamat”, “Birlik Tuy”, concluding them as nationalist, wealthy and with a
meaningful message of Alash Orda.

Together with the closure of newspapers and magazines published in national language,
Soviet authorities issued instructions to transfer all printing equipment to the Military
Revaluation Committee for management of Kazakh territory in full. At this time, the local
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media was supposed to conduct agitation, propaganda and organizational work in order to send
workers to struggle for Soviet power.

Materials and methods

The main sources of study of the publication are the documents of Archival Fund and the
originals of the magazines related to the newspaper “Kazakh Tili”. This stream of materials
supplemented by historical scientific works related to formation of Kazakh Media, and results of
Special Scientific Research analyzed in historical way. The methods of problem-chronological,
historical analysis, historical comparison, consistency were used in the course of this study, along
with general scientific methods that determine the main arguments in relation to the problem under
study and allow us to determine the laws of development.

Discussions

It can be noted that history of publication of newspaper “Kazakh Tili” has not been fully studied
along with history of Kazakh Media. Domestic scientists are late for a special object of study and
subject is studied in reverse distortion due to Soviet ideology. This topic was covered by
scientists-historians who studied it as a brief overview in their research on the history of the formation
and development of the Kazakh Media. There are important scientific works on history
of Kazakh Media, including newspaper “Kazakh Tili”. There are several scientists studying history
of Kazakh Media, as Kh. Bekkhozhin, T. Kozhakeev, B. Kenzhebayev and others. In their works,
these scientists, studying the history of the Kazakh Media, dwell on history of newspaper
“Kazakh Tili”. Editors and organizers of publication of newspaper “Kazakh Tili” were authors-
correspondents. M. Kordabayev, T. Kazbalinov, K. Shamkin, M. Akinzhanov, Ye. Sydykov made a
significant contribution to the study of the history of the Kazakh Media, especially the formation of
the Semipalatinsk printing house, where the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” was published. However
nowadays, we cannot say that the history of the Kazakh Media, including newspaper “Kazakh Tili”,
is a fully studied topic. Historiography of this topic has long been founded by scientists studying
history of Kazakh Media. But it is written in the works from the point of view of Soviet ideology.
Since independence of Kazakhstan, scientists studying history of the Kazakh Media researching this
topic in a new way.

Results of the research

The newspaper “Kazakh Tili” was published in Semipalatinsk as an organ of the Semipalatinsk
Provincial Revolutionary Committee. There are many facts about the publication of the newspaper
“Kazakh Tili”. Archive information reveals that the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” began to be published
on December 4" in 1919 (APRK. F. 139. Inv. 1. C. 1103. P. 34). About the first Soviet edition
published in Semipalatinsk, T. Kozhekeyev wrote: “On December 1% in 1919, the workers” and
garrison troops led by the Bolsheviks defeated the White guards and transferred power to hands of
the Military-Revolutionary Committee”. Since December 4th of same year, newspaper
“Kazakh Tili” had been published, anyhow body of Semipalatinsk Provincial Committee and
Provincial Executive Committee.

The publisher Muksyn Kordabayev, who took part in publication of the first issue, wrote in his
article “How we published the first issue”: “So, on September 1 in 1919, Soviet power was restored
in Semipalatinsk. Semipalatinsk printing houses were nationalized, and it was decided to publish a
Soviet Kazakh newspaper in the province. And the newspaper was named “Kazakh Tili”
(Kordabayev, 1969: 3).

After establishment of Soviet power in Semipalatinsk, Printing House “Zhardem” was also
taken over by Semipalatinsk Provincial Revolutionary Committee. The first issues of the newspaper
“Kazakh Tili” were printed in Printing House “Zhardem”. The organizers of the Printing
House ‘“Zhardem” (“Alashorda”) were Sadyk, Sultan, Akhmetzhan Nygmatullins’. After the
February Revolution of 1917, the “Zhardem” Printing House was purchased by the Semipalatinsk
regional Kazakh committee from the Tatar merchants Nygmattulins’. This lithographic
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printing house was brought from Tomsk in 1910 (Sydykov, 2010:67). The newspaper “Kazakh Tili”
published in Semipalatinsk regional printing house.

Regarding the history of the publication of the newspaper, Kaiken Shamkin wrote in his article
“Holding hands with journalists” that: “In 1917-1919 there were four small printing houses in
Semipalatinsk. One of them was located in the house adjacent to the House of Culture of the
“Bolshevichka” firm, connected to the bakery shop. It turns out that this is the Printing House of the
famous Semipalatinsk giant Pleshcheev. The second was located in the house where the regional
military registration and enlistment office. The third is the Printing House of a rich man named
Pechenkin in a house locaed on Mukhtar Auezov Street. The fourth is the above-mentioned Kazakh
Printing House “Yardam”. At the end of February 1922, all the above-mentioned printing houses
were combined and moved up to Bauyrzhan Momyshuly Street, house 16" (Irtysh, 1964: 3).
The newspaper “Kazakh Tili” was published from December 1919 to 1922 in the Printing House
“Alashorda” (“Zhardem”) in Semipalatinsk (Alash), and from the end of February 1922
to March 17" of 1928 from the Semipalatinsk regional printing house, now it is the Joint Stock
Company “Semey polygraphy”.

There are many data on how many times newspaper ‘“Kazakh Tili”” published. One of them says
that the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” first came out once in a week, later two or three times (Kozhakeev,
1991:76). The newspaper “Kazakh Tili” at first had a volume of 2 pages, in subsequent years it was
published on four, six, eight pages.

It is possible to understand the conditions under which the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” was
published from the article “More than five thousand” published in the issue of November 13" of
1923. The newspaper “Kazakh Tili” was published there — at a time when the heads of the Kazakh
commoners (communists) could not formed. At that time, there was almost no one among the
population who knew about road project and construction of Soviet government. It is said that
“Kazakh Tili” took risks and served Kazakh workers in such turbulent times” (Bekkhozhin,
1981: 79). From this, we can see that the Kazakh intellectuals who gathered around the newspapers
published after the establishment of the Soviet government continued publishing as followers of the
national publications founded by Alash figures in Semipalatinsk.

If we focus on the outer cover of “Kazakh Tili” newspaper, the “Kyrgyz Gazeti” is written in
the center of the first page, and the name of the publication and “Kyrgyz word” are written in Russian
at the footprint of it. In the right margin of this page, the word “Kazakh Tili” is written in Arabic
script. This seems to indicate an internal resistance to the wrong name of the Russians of yesterday,
“Kyrgyz”. The title of the publication “Kazakh Tili” is of great importance. Why the newspaper is
called the “Kazakh Tili”: “The newspaper is the first tool for understanding what the people need,
what is sad, what is flawed, what is comfortable for the people, what is uncomfortable for the people,
what is simply in other countries. Everyone uses that tool to their advantage. Not only one person
writes in the newspaper, after many people from different places write, life is useful for the people
and big problems are solved. That’s why reading, listening to, writing a newspaper brings countless
benefits to the people... Long story short, the newspaper was a tool for the poor and working people.
Hardworking young people! Don’t lie down without using your tools, it’s not the time to lie down,
wake up!” (Kazakh Tili, 1921: 2), as can be seen from the publication’s explanation on behalf of the
board of publishers.

Historian Musatay Akynzhanov wrote in his memoir “Dawn of Semey (Semey Tany)” — “The
First Soviet Kazakh Media of the “Kazakh Tili”: “On the night of the establishment of the Soviet
government in Semey, Mukhsyn was one of the young activists who gathered on the other side of the
Irtysh, unwrapped the form of the newspaper “Sary-Arka”, put in a bag, and crossed the water at night
on a boat, and that night with Mukhtar Auezov, Mannan Turganbayev and others consulted and
proposed to change the name of the newspaper to “Kazakh Tili” (Akynzhanov, 1969:3). This shows
the continuity between “Saryarka” and “Kazakh tili” newspapers. Mukhsyn Kordabayev was one of
the youth who published “Saryarka” newspaper and typed the first issues of “Kazakh Tili” newspaper,
while Mukhtar Auezov was a well-known author of “Saryarka” newspaper and editor of
“Kazakh Tili” newspaper. This step shows that despite the closure of the Kazakh-language
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newspaper “Saryarka” in Semipalatinsk, the first national publication “Kazakh Tili” was published
in Soviet Kazakhstan.

“Kazakh Tili” newspaper was born from serving the needs and goals of ordinary people.
Therefore, the title and content of the publication were intertwined. In the article “Five wishes for
five years” dedicated to the anniversary of “Kazakh Tili” was written “...On the fourth of December,
“Kazakh Tili” will turn five”. There is no greater Kazakh newspaper than “Kazakh Tili”.
The board prepared to serve a five-year term. We intend to start the day with appropriate wishes and
suitable slogans and do something effective. The first task is to raise the importance of the newspaper,
bring it closer to the local people in terms of concepts, and bring it to the level of a true weapon that
will be published for the benefit of the country. ... So far, the motto of the time, which is five years
old, is turning six year: “The desire that the number of the Kazakh Tili reach five thousand is
appropriate for the current of the times, the place of the era. This is our third duty, which we do not
refrain from our high desire” (Kazakh Tili, 1924:3), the main goals and duties of meeting the needs
and desires of the masses clearly shows that.

The newspaper “Kazakh Tili” published many articles covering socio-political, socio-economic
and cultural-spiritual issues. As we can see from the topic range, publications on publication page are
mainly arranged in four columns. Socio-political issues are covered in the main articles,
while socio-economic conditions, cultural life and advertisements are in the following columns.

In the document from the archive fund, the content of the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” in
expanding and increasing the importance of various inclusions, the development of resolutions of
congresses of the CPSU RCP(B), the unified agricultural tax, the strengthening of the media, methods
for the development of animal husbandry, land issues, cooperation, the fight against old customs,
public education, health and cleanliness are put at the forefront. The task of monitoring the publication
of materials on these topics on the pages of the newspaper was entrusted to such national intellectuals
as Sh. Tokzhigitov, M. Turganbayev, A. Dosov, G. Ismagulov, and A. Yelshibekov.

We give the following information about the headings, circulation, and responsible publishers
of materials published in the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” in the early eight years of the twentieth
century. In 1919, the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” was published in Semipalatinsk, as the Media body
of the Semipalatinsk Revolutionary Committee.

In 1920, the newspaper “Kazakh Tili”, which came out as an organ of the Semipalatinsk
Provincial Executive Committee, published articles under headings life abroad, Soviet Russia,
Kazakhstan, party life, working life, peasant life, local life, women’s equality. This year it was
published under the editorship of M. Turganbayev, Zh. Aimauytov, and on behalf of the editorial
board M. Auezov.

In the early years, the circulation of the newspaper was 2,500 copies. Then, in 1921,
the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” represented the Semipalatinsk Provincial Executive Committee and the
Provincial Committee. The editorial board of responsible publisher of newspaper, which published
in Soviet Russia, Kazakhstan, the official department, advertising, women’s equality,
Kazakh workers, circulation of publication about 4000, 6000, 3000 copies. Further, in 1922,
Shaimerden Tokzhigitov held the position of editor of the newspaper, which published articles on
topics of external messages, internal messages, official department, local messages, women’s
equality, country messages, party life, response from management, workers’ life. The level of
circulation of the newspaper was different, for instance 700, 600, 500, 1000, 2000, 3000 wise showed
indicators.

In general, the circulation of “Kazakh Tili” newspaper decreased to 600 copies due to merger
of all private printing houses in Semipalatinsk into the regional printing house (Kashlyak, 2008: 40).

Then, in 1923, the newspaper covered issues of external messages, internal messages, country
messages, party life, official department, workers’ life, and also women’s equality. That year the
newspaper published in wise circulation of 700, 1000, 2450, 2300, 3200, 2700 under editorship Sh.
Tokzhigitov. In addition, Zh. Tattibayev, A. Dosov, Zh. Naimangozhin worked as temporary
publishers of the newspaper. In 1924, Sh. Tokzhigitov was the responsible publisher of the
newspaper, whose published a variety of materials under the headings: country news, party life,
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official department, workers’ life, external messages, internal messages, women’s equality, youth
life, and Zh. Naimangozhin was the temporary publisher. As well as the publication of the RCP (B)
as an organ of the Semipalatinsk Provincial Executive Committee and the provincial committee and
the provincial trade union council were in circulation of pieces by 1400, 1150, 1000, 950, 700, 2100.

The range of newspaper headlines expanded and changed in the period from 1925 to 1928. For
example, in 1925, the newspaper’s materials were published under the following headings. In
particular, in the villages, in the foreign countries, in the Soviet Union, in the peasant, in the party
life, in cooperation, in the Soviet election campaign, on the educational and educational front, in court
cases, among women, in youth life, and in the tax season.

In 1925, Shaimerden Tokzhigitov, Uali Zabirov worked as editors in the newspaper
“Kazakh Tili”, and Karim Toktabayuly, Zhumazhan Tattibayev worked as temporary publishers.

In 1926 publications were published in province, reports of Chinese events, labor, cattle,
health-deep wealth, court cases, external messages, in villages, in foreign countries, in the Soviet
Union, about the peasant, about the life of the party, about cooperation, the Soviet election campaign,
on the educational front, court cases, among women, youth life, and from there, also tax season.
In 1926, the responsible editor of the newspaper was U. Zabirov, and the temporary publishers were
S. Arykov and A. Saydalin. At the same time, it was published on behalf of the editorial board.

In 1927, national intellectuals such as D. Sharapiev, I. Tokhtybaev, B. Aibasov, M. Beisenov,
A. Ismailov were responsible for publication. Newspapers in the Union of Soviets, the election
campaign of the Soviets, about the country’s economy, educational work within the country, about
the life of the peasants, answers to requests, answers from the board, in the center of Kazakhstan,
about extreme events, in foreign countries, about cooperative affairs, among women, in the districts
about tax season, and so on materials were published under those headings.

In 1928, there were various small news, news from Moscow, the need to strengthen the
country’s economy, party life, in the gubernias of Kazakhstan, the formation of the Soviet, initial
wealth and health, various letters from within country, from around country, answers to inquiries,
answers from the board, advertising, country articles dealing with social-political, socio-economic,
cultural issues and mutual taxation were published under this kind of headings, among Kazakh
women, educational work within the country, cooperatives of the country. And that year, the
editorship of the newspaper was carried out by A. Ismailov, A. Nagymzhan, and G. Iskakov.

The direction was followed by the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” can be clearly seen from the articles
published in it. The materials of “Kazakh Tili” newspaper can be grouped and divided in terms of
content as follows. They are: socio-political, socio-economic articles, literary works, education
among Kazakhs, the main place of the mother tongue, language issues, the place of Kazakh women,
freedom, equality issues, medical and agricultural advice, scientific achievements, internal and
external messages, correspondent letters, reply letters, etc.

However, when analyzing newspaper materials, it should be noted that the main focus of the
publication was mainly the strengthening of the Soviet government, party policy, and campaign
activities. Therefore, each issue of the newspaper of the Soviet era was necessarily sent to the regional
party committee, together with the propaganda department of the Central Committee of the Republic,
to the archives, to large libraries. Each number of publications was read, analyzed, and reviewed.
At the same time, the Soviet authorities had their own reasons for the emphasis and strict control over
the publications. After all, the publishers of the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” were M. Turganbayev,
Sh. Tokzhigitov, M. Auezov, Zh. Aimauytov, S. Saduakasov, N. Nurmakov and other
Kazakh intellectuals. Kazakh intellectuals judgments and conclusions and valuable articles were
published in the newspaper.

Media department of the Central Committee was given a monthly report on publication, filled out
a questionnaire containing all the information related to the newspaper, and provided various information.

In one of them, it is indicated that the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” is regularly sent to the media
department of the Central Committee. For example, if 25 copies of the newspaper were sent in 1922, then
it is instructed to send 8 copies from November 1 of that year (KZTKO. F. 1. Inv. C. 424. P. 70).
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The document, signed by the secretary of the Central Committee, Comrade I. Stalin, states that
five copies of books and periodicals published in Semipalatinsk will be sent to the Semipalatinsk
Provincial Executive Committee from December 12" of 1922 (KZTKO. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 424. P. 80).
It turns out that each issue of the newspaper published in Soviet times was necessarily sent to the
regional party committee, together with the propaganda department of the Central Committee of the
Republic, to the archives, to large libraries. They read the content of periodicals and analyzed the
materials. Sometimes even comments were given to the publication by them. For example, the Media
Department of the Kyrgyz (Kazakh) regional committee also commented on the newspaper as
follows. There written: “According to your proposal, I have viewed 19 copies of the “Kazak-Tili”
newspaper, the organ of the Semipalatinsk Provincial Executive Committee and the provincial
committee of the RCP (B) from April 12" to June 22" inclusive, and | give the following feedback:
Paper, paint, font, spelling, layout of materials in general, the entire technical side the newspapers are
supplied satisfactorily. Questions about the unit Insurance tax, about the state, about the people’s
court, etc. are touched upon.

But these coverage are often only informational in nature without detailed specification.
For the most part, articles are written at length. The newspaper’s style is heavy and bookish, so
reading seems very boring to me.

About organization of women, about youth organizations, about factory apprenticeship
(there are working districts in the Sem. province), almost nothing is written in newspaper, about street
and the state of agriculture, about coperation and harvesting, nothing is written, whereas the question
of the coperated working population is a question of the most important why it necessary to this issue
to be popularized and spread to working reading public.

The political line of the newspaper is generally correct, but it is necessary to reduce the form of
presentation, coverage and specific guidance of work on youth organizations, on copying from the
local population and attracting ordinary employees from the field. In addition, the newspaper should
be vigilant and publish with explanations coming from the Center of the KSSR. Party, professional
and Soviet actions and arrangements, and not limited to the publication of such provincial bodies and
the Center of the Federation” (APRK. F. 139. Inv. 1. C. 1101. P. 9). From this it can be seen that
newspapers criticized lack of broad coverage of the life of the party. All these consistent data indicate
that attitude to Media under Soviet regime of yesterday was strict.

The newspaper “Kazakh Tili” was distributed in Semipalatinsk, Pavlodar, Ust-Kamenogorsk,
Zaisan and Karkaraly counties. In addition to these regions of Kazakhstan, it was distributed in
Mongolia. According to the document from archive fund, Mongolia had been a permanent owner of
the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” since 1920. Later, even when the name of the publication was changed,
it turned out that five copies of the newspaper were sent to the appropriate place (CDMH. F. 3.
Inv. 1. C. 368. P. 7).

In 1920-1925 years, there were about 15 newspapers and magazines in Soviet Kazakhstan, one
of which was the newspaper “Kazakh Tili”, published in Semipalatinsk from December 4%
of 1919 to March 1928 (Kenzhebayev, 1962: 25).

There is a lot of information about the circulation of the newspaper “Kazakh Tili”. The
newspaper “Kazakh Tili” in the first years reached 600—700 copies, then up to 6000 copies. Certainly,
the newspaper was always kept in the same shape and did not grow constantly. “Kazakh Tili” has
been a phenomenon inherent in all publications that have gone through periods of ups and downs.

First of all, on the basis of the original newspaper, we can provide the following information.
For example, in 1921 4000, 6000, 3000, 700 copies, in 1922 700, 600, 500, 1000, 3000 copies, in
1923 700, 1000, 2450, 2700 copies, in 1924 1450, 1600, 500, 600, 1000, 2000 1000, 1200 copies in
1925, 550-1100 copies in 1926, 1350-4200 copies in 1927, 1600-2700 copies in 1928. And, based
on archival data, the circulation of the newspaper in the first year shows an increase and decrease to
700 copies, in 1922-1923 1000 copies in January and in February, 1600 copies in March, 2300 copies
in April, 2700 copies in May, 2250 copies in June, 2300 copies in July, 2250 copies in August,
2000 copies in September (APRK. F. 139. Inv. 1. C. 730. P. 46). In addition, the publication of the
newspaper in a circulation of 2000-2500 copies is determined by documents from the archive fund
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(APRK. F. 139. Inv. 1. C. 618. P. 116 ). It is worth noting that the newspaper also went through the
years when its circulation fell sharply.

In an open letter from the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” to reporters: “Given the great importance
of the media in general, especially in the Kazakh publishing house, given that the newspaper often
does not respond to the needs of a large number of workers, the Semipalatinsk Provincial Executive
Committee, the provincial committee of the common party and the management of the newspaper
“Kazakh Tili” invite you to write a speech for the newspaper “Kazakh Tili”. To do this, it is necessary
to constantly send information about the life of the same thick workers, the affairs of various
makhkems, and on the issues that determine our peasant structure. It should be remembered that the
newspaper is not the only intellectual, but also the teacher of letters in order to process the peasant
and raise the cultural side of the people. We need the newspaper to be the advisor and teacher of the
Kazakh nation in the right sense. We strongly believe in you that you will silently support our appeal”,
said the correspondent comrades... “We have a strong belief that these comrades will not hesitate to
respond to our appeal, consider the said duty as their duty, and get down to business” (Kazakh Tili,
1923:4), and that gives importance to newspaper’s place in society and mobilizes them to participate
in publishing content of publication.

A number of correspondence was published in the special issues of the newspaper
“Kazakh Tili”. Their content is also diverse: thoughts, suggestions, household items. There will also
be issues that require a lot of reflection. All this has been studied, checked and taken place on pages
of the publication. Publication of correspondence and paying attention to newspaper readers are one
of long-established traditions. This tradition was formed and spread its wings in “Kazakh Tili”.
Let’s give it a consistent proof. In 1925, 87 people wrote letters to “Kazakh Language”, 135 in 1927,
and 167 in 1928. If we look at it, we can see that the number of reporters is increasing every year.

The newspaper “Kazakh Tili”, which ranked among the Soviet Kazakh media publications, was
published from December 4™ of 1919 to March 1928. The authors and correspondents of the
newspaper “Kazakh Tili” were such Alash figures as M. Turganbayev, M. Auezov, Zh. Aimautov,
Sh. Tokzhigitov, S. Donentaev, S. Toraigyrov, Sh. Kudaiberdiev, M. Dulatov, Sh. Musatayuly,
Sh. Kereibayev, I. Alimbekov. These brave citizens and their trusted companions recognized the
“Kazakh Tili” as the successor of the newspaper “Kazakh”, “Saryarka”, which was elevated to the
rank of a nationwide publication.

During the publication of the newspaper there were difficulties. First, they are financial issues,
and then the “watchful eye” of the Soviet government. At the time of the publication of the first issues
of the newspaper, the possibilities of the printing house were limited. The shortage of professionals
and equipment of the printing house caused a number of problems during the publication of the
newspaper.

It is said about the main difficulties: “In the conditions of printing, it is difficult to produce a
newspaper with a scarce and dilapidated world. Working with Arabic letters, many of which were in
the overflowing points, seemed to double the difficulty. After the first two pages of the newspaper
were printed, we had to pull out/type/pick up the missing letters that did not reach the last two pages
and chain them to the last two pages. It was a confusing handmade work, and on the other hand, it
was a difficult shoulder-to-shoulder print... The name of the newspaper, “Kazakh Tili”,
was not available in large Arabic letters, so we had a skilled cobbler carve it out of wood”
(Kordabayev, 1969:3). Despite the unfavorable conditions, the publishers of the publication
continued to publish the newspaper without interruption.

At the same time, Kazakh intellectuals such as Akhmetzhan Kozbagharuly, Abilkhayr Dosov,
Shynzhy Kereybayuly, Abzal Zhiengaliyev, and Zhumat Shanin provided financial assistance to the
publication. They strengthened the printing business and contributed to the growth of newspaper
circulation. The newspaper exmediaed its gratitude for the financial assistance provided to the
printing house “Kazakh Tili”. One of them said: “The newspaper “Kazakh Tili” took more letters
from Kazan and strengthened its printing house. And it was in a carefree state in terms of funds.
We would like to thank the chairman of the Semipalatinsk Provincial Executive Committee Dosuly,
the Food Commissioner of Kazakhstan Samatuly, the chairman of the Semipalatinsk Provincial
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Executive Committee lIvanov, and a member of the board Alikhanuly. They wrote the Management
of “Kazakh Tili” newspaper”. Also, the lack of funds needed for the newspaper can be clearly seen
from the articles published on the newspaper page.

On the issue of funds of the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” in the article “Support for the newspaper”,
published on November 20" of 1923, Mannan Turganbaev wrote: “In the past or at this time, when
money advertising was found, the funds of the newspaper were mostly collected from advertisements
and exmediaions. The newspaper, which has not been able to collect help from ads and exmediaions,
is not able to move financially, and the national equalization can only be achieved by the efforts of
science and culture. A country without science and culture cannot have a given right. So the rights
were given to the poor Kazakh people.

The government of Kazakhstan was established. However, there are many shortcomings in the
affairs of the poor Kazakh people. Keeping this in mind, Kazakh citizens should pay more attention
to the work of spreading science and culture among the people, not just getting drunk on the rights
given to them.

The department of “Kazakh Tili” was determined to carry out the assigned activities. Ads sent
in Russian are quickly translated into Kazakh and printed without leaving the specified time.
The department of “Kazakh Tili” calls for help and support to smart Kazakh citizens. Waiting for
more service” (Turganbayev,1923:4). The author, who pays special attention to the importance of the
media, calls the Kazakh readers to a common cause for its growth and prosperity, although the
newspaper receives money from advertising.

The content of the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” had expanded, and the scope of the topic had
expanded. The newspaper was faced with such difficult tasks as improving the quality of the
publication, increasing the circulation, and increasing the number of reporters. The anniversary
celebration dedicated to the fifth anniversary of the publication of the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” was
started in 1924. The commission, specially created by the propaganda department of the
Semipalatinsk Provincial Executive Committee, includes such main organizers of the newspaper as
Sh. Tokzhigitov, Sh. Zhantileuov, Zh. Shanin, M. Auezov, G. Ismagulov. In celebration of the fifth
anniversary of the publication, special attention was paid to improving the quality and expansion of
the circulation of the newspaper and sorting of journalists (CDMH. F. 1. Inv. 1. C. 764. P. 126).

The newspaper “Kazakh Tili” contributed to the formation of public consciousness and was
able to mobilize the masses for a common cause. On the pages of the newspaper “Kazakh Tili”, there
were often articles of intellectuals of different nationalities such as M. Turganbayev, M. Auezov,
Zh. Aimauytov, Sh. Tokzhigitov, S. Donentayev, I. Moldazhanov, Zh. Tattibayev and others, who
raised such topical issues as health, language, education, women’s issues. The newspaper
“Kazakh Tili” played a special role in awakening and stimulating the consciousness of our people,
which was blocked due to the colonial policy of the Russian Empire.

In the history of the Kazakh Media, there are publications that have been published by
individuals, including the newspaper “Kazakh Tili”, published by M. Turganbayev, M. Auezov,
Zh. Aimauytov, S. Saduakasov, Sh. Tokzhigitov, N. Nurmakov, A. Dosov, |. Toktybayev,
M. Dulatov and others.

Periodicals in the Kazakh language published in Kazakhstan filled out monthly questionnaires.
Their content was also carefully checked. This is stated in a document from the archive fund:
“Kazakh Tili” is almost not interested in party life on the provinces and in the Center, not a single
word is mentioned during 3 months about the party conferences of its provinces, including not to
mention others” (Archive of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan, 139-fund, 1-v. 459-issue.
63 p.). This shows that there was strict control on the part of the party over periodicals.

The name of the newspaper “Kazakh Tili”, which was published in Semipalatinsk
on December 4" of 1919, was changed in 1928. In this regard, a document from the archive fund
states that at the meeting of the propaganda department of the Semipalatinsk Provincial Executive
Committee on March 8" of 1928, a resolution was adopted to rename the newspaper. On the basis of
this resolution, in March 1928, the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” was renamed to “New Village
(Zhana Auyl)” (APRK. F. 141. Inv. 1. C. 1859. P. 17-18).
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The change in the name of the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” coincides with 1928, when the first
group of Alash figures became “enemy of people”. At the same time, the name of the newspaper
“Kazakh Tili” also disappears and changes to “New Village (Zhana Auyl)”.

Thus, “Kazakh Tili” newspaper, which published in Semipalatinsk from December 4"
of 1919 to March 1928, by Ahmet Baitursynov in Arabic script, was then published in Latin script
under the name “New Village (Zhana Auyl)”. For example, Muksyn Kordabayev “...Secretary of the
regional party committee Goloshchekin took part in one of the Bureau of the region, and it was
decided to leave only the Russian newspaper in the city, transfer the Kazakh newspaper to the district.
According to the same decision, The “New Village (Zhana auyl)” was moved to Ayagoz, where I was
appointed as an editor” (Kordabayev, 1969: 2). In 1928, the newspaper “Kazakh Tili”, the first
national publication in Soviet Kazakhstan, published by intelligentsia M. Turganbayev, M. Auezov,
Zh. Aimauytov, Sh. Tokzhigitov, S. Donentayev and others, was politically condemned and were
subject to Stalinist remediaion.

Conclusion

The newspaper “Kazakh Tili” provides extensive information as a source for studying the trends
in the development of Kazakh society. Recognition of the history of the newspaper “Kazakh Tili”
will allow future generations to get acquainted with the socio-political, socio-economic, literary and
cultural life of our people in that period.

The newspaper “Kazakh Tili” is a publication that showed needs of the people and unites
Kazakh citizens along the way. It is known that the activities of the media as a whole are measured
by its activities based on national interests. If we look at the history of the publication, which today
manage to become an agitator and organizer of the masses of people’s issues, it came out during the
turbulent period in the Irtysh region after the October Revolution and continued its work. After the
establishment of Soviet power, it opened newspapers in order to establish and promote its policy in
the region. The newspaper “Kazakh Tili”, although it was the first Bulletin of the Soviet Kazakh
media, mainly played the role of propagandist of the national goals and interests of the Kazakh people.

Raising the issues of socio-political, literary, cultural, socio-economic life of the
Kazakh people, we can say that the newspaper “Kazakh Tili” contributed to the development of the
Kazakh Media. Therefore, the history of the publication must be studied in depth.

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Abstract. Introduction. Since independence, the Republic of Kazakhstan has been one of the first
states to decide to return its compatriots (Repatriates) from other countries to their historical
homeland.

In the article were analyzed the country's influence on modern conditions in the field of
migration and issues in the field of migration policy aimed at stabilizing the demographic situation in
the region are shown. The historical prerequisites for the return of Kazakhs to their historical
homeland are also analyzed. It is intended to show the progress of the Kazakh diaspora in Mongolia,
returning to their homeland and adapting to their historical homeland. Results. Considering that the
stability and unity of our country is important for our independent state, the further growth and
development of the Kazakh nation are closely related to the natural increase and return of Repatriates
from abroad to their homeland. The results of research on this problem will undoubtedly be extensive.
The state policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan regarding the migration of Repatriates has been
differentiated in terms of the main obstacles and support for migration. The article contains scientific
and analytical work based on studies conducted in connection with the history of the implementation
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of migration policy in the country. Conclusion. The article is based on the study of issues raised at
the World Congress of Kazakhs during the independence period, and the process of returning to the
historical homeland of blood Repatriates in Mongolia was disclosed from all sides. The indicators of
the return of blood Repatriates to their historical homeland in Mongolia are differentiated, the periods
of their demographic growth and decline are considered in connection with state migration programs.

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Abstract. Introduction. One of the foundations of the Bolshevik theoretical doctrine was militant
atheism. Thus, among the practical activities of the Bolsheviks after coming to power was an
uncompromising struggle against any religion. Within these goals, anti-religious state legislation was
formed, which not only separated religion from the state and school but also deprived religious
organizations of property and legal entity status. Goals and objectives. To study the situation when
on this basis, all confessions existing in the country were subjected to persecution without exception.
Results. The anti-religious campaign took on its most aggressive character in the 1930s. Despite the
hypocritical calls of the central authorities to adhere to the laws and the principle of voluntary
renunciation of faith, the local authorities, relying on strict anti-religious legislation, committed
unprecedented abuses by force, destroying religious organizations, taking temples away from
believers, and repressing clergy and religious activists. Conclusion. This article is based on archival
materials and examines the issues of the unfolding anti-religious campaign in the Pavlodar region. It
outlines the directive settings based on which the religious landscape in the country and the republic
began to change; identifies the main directions of the struggle against religion locally through the
closure of prayer buildings and their conversion for economic needs, prohibition of religious rites,
persecutions against the clergy, and others.

Introduction

The Soviet government implemented social and political theories of the class struggle, using
the revolutionary enthusiasm of representatives of workers and landless peasants. However, their
negative attitude toward traditional religion and their desire to expropriate the property of religious
organizations led to a brutal conflict between these organizations and believers. The conflict resulted
in the death of thousands of people who were not involved in the political struggle. Additionally,
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enormous material wealth, including temples, mosques, monasteries, and works of art created over
centuries, was damaged.

As a result of the conflict, religious societies were prohibited from conducting religious
propaganda and discussing current political, economic, and social issues at meetings. Religious
upbringing and education were excluded from schools and all educational institutions in the USSR,
and parents were even prohibited from raising their children religiously. This was a difficult time for
religious organizations and believers in the Soviet Union.

In this regard, it is relevant to study the anti-religious struggle of state power, which involved
seizing religious institutions and property, promoting atheism, and repressing the clergy. This article
examines anti-religious policy in the Pavlodar region, using archival materials from the local state
archive and the Center for Documentation of Contemporary History of Semey. The study aims to
consider the main operative documents that regulated the Soviet government's religious policy before
the war, the stages of anti-religious policy, and its implementation in the Pavlodar region, where
religious organizations of various faiths were concentrated.

This article presents a unique work that utilizes documentary materials from archives that have
not been previously studied in the scientific literature. The object of this study is noteworthy, as it
focuses on a little-explored aspect of historical science at the local level. The article is the result of
three years of hard work by the State Commission for the Complete Rehabilitation of Victims of
Political Repression, which has enabled the identification of a vast amount of previously unpublished
archival sources.

Materials and methods

The issue of anti-religious struggle and propaganda is a complex and multifaceted problem that
requires a systematic approach. While there are a variety of archival materials available today, the
lack of systematicity in all available information and data on the ongoing anti-religious policy poses
a significant challenge. Despite the positive developments in research work in this direction, including
the State Commission for the Complete Rehabilitation of Victims of Political Repression's collection
and publication of Collections of Archival Documents in the regions, and the publication of scientific
material, the issues of identifying and systematizing all locally available materials have not yet been
finally resolved.

To address this challenge, a historical-critical approach has been used in this article, drawing
on archival and historiographic materials. This approach allows for a critical analysis of the
documents and a more nuanced understanding of the formation of anti-religious policy in the early
years of the Soviet state. In addition, a historical-genetic method was used to trace the stages of
emerging state-religious relations in the early Soviet era, within the framework of anti-religious
policy.

It is necessary to highlight that archival materials serve as documentary evidence of the events
related to the anti-religious struggle in Kazakhstan and the entire country before the war. These
materials include reports of local executive bodies, certificates, information letters, and reports.
Additionally, there is a separate group of documents that includes circulars, explanatory notes of the
Authorized Council for Religious Affairs in the Kazakh SSR, and decrees of central authorities of the
USSR. These documents allow us to understand the specifics of the organized work of government
bodies in this direction and its results.

The following funds of the State Archive of the Pavlodar Region No. 17 — Pavlodar City
Executive Committee, No. 3p — Pavlodar Regional Committee of the Communist Party of
Kazakhstan, No. 844 — Pavlodar District Administrative Department, No. 1p — Pavlodar District
Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan were used.

Discussion and results

The historiography of the problem at hand has been examined by national and foreign authors,
who have assessed the nature of the emerging relations between state power and religion
in the 20-40s and post-war years of the Soviet era as contradictory and ambiguous. In the work of
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the Kazakh researcher Saktaganova Z.K. “The Soviet Model of State Religious Policy in Kazakhstan
and the Religious Everyday Life of Kazakhstanis in the Second Half of the Twentieth Century”, a
periodization of state religious policy is proposed. She defines the period before 1929 as relative
“religious freedom”, the 30s as a stage of extreme tightening of anti-religious policies, the war years
as a period of partial revival of religious life in the country, and the post-war period as characterized
by a new wave of anti-religious policies and atheistic propaganda. The author believes that the
struggle against religion in different regions of the Soviet state had its characteristics, and on the
territory of Kazakhstan, it was determined by the attitude specifically towards the Muslim religion
(Saktaganova, 2017: URL).

In another work, Alpyspaeva G.A., Zhuman G. examines the socio-political aspects of Soviet
state policy towards Muslims of Kazakhstan in the 20—-30s of the 20th century in Islamic discourse in
the state-confessional policy of Soviet power in Kazakhstan in the 1920-1930s. Based on the analysis
of archival sources, the transformation of state-Muslim relations as Soviet power strengthened is
shown: from a tolerant attitude towards Islam in the first years of the Bolshevik victory
to the complete secularization of the rights and freedoms of Muslims in subsequent decades
(Alpyspaeva, 2022: URL).

Similarly, the works of Zhanbosinova A.S. examine the evolution of the legislative and legal
policy of the Soviet state regarding religious cult, while Rysbekova S.T. in the article “Changes in
the religious policy of the state in Kazakhstan (20s of the twentieth century)” substantiates the reasons
for the tightening of the religious policy of the state in Kazakhstan in the 1920s and comes
to the conclusion that the anti-religious struggle became a cover for the processes of assimilation and
Russification of national minorities in the Soviet state (Zhanbosinova, 2012: URL).
(Rysbekova, 2014: URL).

The works of Russian researchers that focus on the cults of Christianity and Islam within
individual regions are of particular interest. These studies shed light on the historical and political
dynamics that shape the relationship between religion and state in Russia. Among these works are
those of Ponomarenko M.V. and Khudoborodov A.L., who respectively examined the role
of Islam in the religious policy of Soviet power in the first third of the 20th century (with a focus on
Western Siberia) and the repressive policy of the Soviet state towards the Russian Orthodox Church
in the 1920-1930s. What sets these works apart is their emphasis on the unfolding confrontation
between state and religion on the territory of certain regions of Russia. These works also examined
various aspects of the religious situation in the context of the Christian Orthodox and Muslim
religions, including those related to political repressions against clergy, and seizure of church property
(Ponomarenko, 2008: URL).

The topic of religion and its relationship with the state has been a subject of great interest in
foreign historiography. The scientific consideration of religion is a complex and extensive topic, and
for foreign scholars, it is imperative to study the state of religious affairs in modern-day Kazakhstan,
a post-Soviet state, and the inheritor of social traditions that evolved after the spread of anti-religious
policies for over seven decades. In this context, the work “Islam in Post-Soviet Kazakhstan:
Experiencing Public Revival of Islam Through Institutionalization” deserves attention. This research
delves into the intricate processes of the resurgence of Islam in Kazakhstan and other Central Asian
countries after the secularization policy implemented by the Soviet government. The work identifies
the principal reasons that determined the religious resurgence, including those related to the change
in political regime, the propagation of beliefs from other countries, the strengthening of the role of
ethnic identity, and other related factors (Malik, 2019: 64-84).

Another work by the team of authors Svante E. Cornell, S. Frederick Starr, and Julian Tucker,
“Religion and the Secular State in Kazakhstan,” examines the process of the genesis of Islam in
Kazakh society in the pre-revolutionary, Soviet, and post-Soviet periods. As part of an extensive
study devoted to the position of Islam, starting from the era of its origin in Kazakhstan, the policy of
secularization, and its further development in modern conditions, attention is drawn to the reasons for
the decline of the religious consciousness of society during the period of Soviet power. Various
interpretations of the authors regarding the weakness of the Muslim clergy in terms of their
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knowledge of religious canons and rituals are also presented, which may explain their unstable
position during the Bolshevik invasion and the subsequent collapse of religious organizations.

However, the majority of foreign authors contend that despite these challenges, religious
identity continued to remain a strong link in the chain of relations between religious organizations
and the state. This view is corroborated by archival materials, which confirm that religion maintained
an unshakable position for a significant period. Despite the bans and persecution throughout the
Soviet period, active mullahs continued to carry out their religious activities (Cornell, 2017).
“It removed religious references from public life and ensured that law and education were not guided
by religious dogma. The downside is that it was guided by the quasi-religious dogma of Communism”
(Cornell, 2017: 37).

Yu. Song's “Religion and Society in Soviet-Era Central Asia in Western Vision” summarises
well-known foreign works on the problem of Islamic fundamentalism, including in post-Soviet
countries. To study the history of Islam in Central Asia, some facts about the religious policy of the
Soviet government are given (Song, 2021: 25). “The government did not entirely ban Islam, nor did
it explicitly forbid the practice of the religion, but in 1927 an all-out crackdown on the religion began.
In this campaign, a large number of clerics were removed and believers were imposed strict penalties,
while most mosques were closed by the authorities”.

The author cites the arguments of other researchers on politics in the Soviet state: “About this
campaign, Shoshana “Keller, an American scholar, believed that “The Soviet government attacked
religion because its Marxist-Leninist ideology dictated an atheist. It also attacked because it could not
tolerate any rival for power” (Song, 2021: 27).

The aforementioned works serve as a valuable contribution to the study of religion and the
interplay between religion and the Soviet state. It is important to note that the works do not limit all
the historiography available today on issues of religion and the interaction between state and religion
under the conditions of Soviet statehood. The present article stands out for its regional focus, as prior
works on this topic have neglected to examine the Pavlodar region under scrutiny. This study is
further distinguished by its reliance on archival sources, which offer unique and valuable insights into
the historical context at hand. It must be emphasized, however, that the conclusions and arguments
presented herein are not intended to be exhaustive, as further research and access to additional primary
sources may Yield additional perspectives and nuances.

Anti-religious legislation

Religion and religious organizations played a crucial role in the lives of people in both urban
and rural areas of early Soviet Russia. The rural priests, in particular, enjoyed significant authority
under the previous regime, which posed a challenge to the newly established Soviet government.
The religious organizations, being the most widespread in the country with a huge peasant population,
were perceived as a significant threat to the new system. As a result, the Soviet government declared
a merciless fight against them. In 1918, the Bolshevik government proclaimed its course towards the
separation of church and state and took a confrontational approach towards religion and the clergy.
This involved the closure and destruction of churches, mosques, and monasteries, arrests and
persecution of the clergy, the opening of relics, desecration of holy places, and other similar measures
of state power. These actions not only alienated the population but also caused indignation.

The population of Kazakhstan, in particular, consisted mainly of Muslims and Christians, and
both communities experienced the full force of the authorities' attacks. It should be noted that the
anti-religious orientation of state policy towards Christianity and Islam developed ambiguously.
The number of Muslims in Russia by 1917 was more than 20 million people, and for a significant
part of the population, faith was not only a worldview but also a way of life. Religious organizations
and clergy spiritually nourished the faithful, administered justice following Sharia norms, and
controlled the education sector. There were more than 26 thousand mosques in the country, and
almost each of them had its school (Ponomarenko, 2008: URL).

The Decree “To all working Muslims of Russia and the East” of November 20, 1917, marked
the first official stance of the Soviet government towards the Muslim religion. This document
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conveyed a unique attitude towards Muslim believers and reflected a message of respect for their
religious sentiments on the part of the Soviet government. It declared that the beliefs and customs of
Muslims, including the Tatars of the Volga region and Crimea, Kyrgyz and Sarts of Siberia and
Turkestan, Turks, and Tatars of Transcaucasia, Chechens of the mountains, and highlanders of the
Caucasus, were free and inviolable and should be organized freely and unhindered. The decree
acknowledged the right of these people to organize their national life and emphasized that their rights,
like those of all peoples of Russia, were protected by the full strength of the revolution and its bodies,
the Soviets of Workers', Soldiers', and Peasants' Deputies. The decree appealed for the support
of the revolution and its authorized government, expecting sympathy and support from the Muslim
population on the path towards renewing the world (Alpyspaeva, 2022: 11).

The Soviet government's initial promise of freedom of conscience and equality of rights and
duties for believers of all faiths and non-believers was quickly challenged by subsequent government
acts. The first central document that determined the ideological guidelines for the Soviet government's
approach to Islam was developed under the leadership of V.I. Lenin and the decree of the Council of
People's Commissars of the RSFSR (Russian Soviet Federative Socialist Republic) in 1918.
The decree proclaimed freedom of conscience, providing every citizen with the right to profess any
religion, or not to profess any, and prohibited religious associations from using coercive measures or
punishment against their members. It also established the concept of equality of all religions before
the law, meeting the aspirations of Russian Muslims. For Muslims, the Decree on the “Separation of
Church and State” was particularly significant as it determined changes in the identification process.
Individual self-awareness among Muslims began with religious self-identification, which sometimes
meant more than ethnic self-identification. Islam was the only system that organized everyday life,
education, upbringing, and social relations. The new decree was aimed at destroying the system. In
this regard, the Muslim clergy stated that the new decree is retroactive. By the beginning of the 1920s,
when the situation in the country had stabilized, ideological struggle tasks were set with particular
urgency and force. A significant place among them was occupied by the struggle for the introduction
of a materialistic worldview among the masses. The “anti-Islamic struggle” entered a new phase, with
a particular resolution “On the organization of anti-religious agitation and propaganda” adopted at
the XII Congress of the WPP(b) (Workers' and Peasants' Bolshevik Party) in 1923 serving as the
starting guidelines for organizing mass cultural, educational, and anti-religious propaganda.
The country's party leadership called on communists and local organizations to conduct anti-religious
work with the Muslim population, taking into account national characteristics and the degree of
influence of religion (Alpyspaeva, 2022: 11).

The Bolshevik policy towards Islam in the Soviet Union during the early 20th century was
characterized by a unique combination of flexibility and specificity. The adoption of the Decree of
the Council of People's Commissars on the Commissariat for Muslim Affairs in 1918 was a clear
indication of the special attention given to Islam by the authorities. This decree established the
Commissariat for Muslim Affairs of Inner Russia under the People's Commissariat for National
Affairs and paved the way for the creation of the Central Bureau of Muslim Organizations and the
Muslim Bureau, which were designed to strengthen political work among the Muslim population. At
the local level, revolutionary committees established Muslim departments headed by responsible
workers from the indigenous population to deal with issues concerning the local Muslim population.
The Bolshevik authorities even allowed Muslim military units to be formed in the Red Army.
Bolshevik Muslim leaders were also granted permission to perform religious rites, as evidenced by
the order of the Chairman of the Kirrevkom S.S. Pestkovsky in 1919 allowing Muslim employees to
celebrate the Muslim holiday of Kurban Bayram.

M. Sultan-Galiyev, emphasized the specificity of Islam as a religion, noting that it had civil and
political elements that were absent in other religions. He highlighted the presence of Sharia, or Islamic
law, which was a code of laws and legal norms that regulated all aspects of the earthly life of a
Muslim. Sultan-Galiyev also explained that the Muslim clergy in Russia had a stronger hold on their
followers than Christian clergy due to the smaller size of mosque communities and the broader range
of roles performed by the Muslim clergy, including those of priests, teachers, administrators, and
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judges. The agility of the Bolshevik policy towards Islam was attributed to the need for broad social
support and an understanding of the specifics of Islam as a religion. However, measures to destroy
the economic and legal foundations of Islam were eventually taken. In 1924, Islamic and tribal
courts were abolished, and by 1928, all religious schools, including the lowest (mektep) and
the highest (madrasah) were closed. By 1930, the last waqfs were confiscated, stripping the Muslim
clergy of their economic power and independence. In 1928, a massive attack on Islam began. It lasted
until the war and was, according to the researcher Bennigsen, more severe than the anti-Christian one.
By 1941, only a thousand mosques remained, compared to 45,000 that were served by 26,000 clergy
in 1912. This attack was accompanied by intense anti-religious propaganda. Although the
anti-religious policy weakened during the war years, it took on a new scope in the post-war period
(Benigsen, 1983: 44).

Despite the large-scale anti-religious campaign aimed at eradicating Islam, believers and clergy
began to actively fight for the right to practice their religion in the mid-1920s. However, the Soviet
party organs considered the suppression of religious consciousness as their most important task and
brought administrative command and repressive-coercive methods of religious policy to the fore.
The statement of I.V. Stalin on September 9, 1927, that “The Party cannot be neutral about bearers
of religious prejudices, about the reactionary clergy who poison the consciousness of the working
people” was the signal for action. During the early years of the Soviet Union, anti-religious sentiments
were on the rise. A significant impetus to the development of the anti-religious movement was the
anti-religious commission headed by E.M. Yaroslavsky. The Commission's agenda was regularly
brought up at meetings of the highest party bodies at Yaroslavsky's insistence. In December 1928,
Yaroslavsky delivered a report before the Organizing Bureau of the Central Committee
of the All-Union Communist Party of Bolsheviks, outlining proposals for strengthening anti-religious
work. The report emphasized that religious organizations had intensified their activities and were, in
the speaker's view, violating existing laws (Mambetova, Muminov, 2023: p. 316).

The resolution of the Politburo of the Central Committee of the All-Union Communist Party of
Bolsheviks of January 24, 1929, declared Muslim organizations as counter-revolutionary
organizations. Communists and Komsomol members massively closed mosques under the slogan
“Close mosques, open clubs”. Many mosques were destroyed. The Anti-Religious Commission of
the Central Committee of the All-Union Communist Party of Bolsheviks also proposed to deprive the
chairmen of religious communities and members of the executive bodies of religious parishes of
voting rights and to deprive the clergy of the right to land use. In the initial Constitution of the RSFSR
ratified by the Soviet government on July 10, 1918, deprivation of voting rights was already
established. Article 65 of this document specified seven categories of individuals who were stripped
of their right to vote, including “d) monks and clergy of churches and religious cults”. This provision
encompassed Muslim religious ministers as well. The local administrative authorities, in compiling
the lists of “disenfranchised” clergymen, utilized other paragraphs of Article 65 in various cases, such
as “a) persons resorting to hired labor to make a profit”; “b) persons living on unearned income, such
as interest on capital, income from enterprises, income from property, etc.; g) persons convicted of
selfish and defamatory crimes...” Consequently, there existed a considerable likelihood that a mullah,
if not deprived of voting rights as a clergy member, might still be disenfranchised as a “bai”
(Shapoval, 2022: 158-159).

The campaign for the administrative closure of mosques was intertwined with the campaign for
the forced collectivization of agriculture. By a decree of the USSR government of May 21, 1929,
clergy living in rural areas were equated with kulaks. In February 1930, local authorities were given
the right in areas of complete collectivization of agriculture to apply complete confiscation of
property and eviction from districts, territories, and regions to kulaks and persons equated to them.
By the end of the 1920s, Soviet religious legislation was finally formed, which went from the
proclamation of freedom of conscience to ardent militant atheism, which did not tolerate any dissent
in the spiritual sphere.

The historical features of the Pavlodar region, due to its geographical location and, in particular,
proximity to Russia, predetermined its socio-economic specifics, as well as ethno-demographic,
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cultural, and spiritual features. The Koryakovsk outpost, founded in 1720 during the construction of
the Irtysh military line, became a permanent location for the Cossacks of the Siberian army.
Subsequently, the Koryak outpost was renamed into the village of the same name, which became the
center of barter trade. By the beginning of the twentieth century, the population of Koryakovskaya
stanitsa, which received the status of the city of Pavlodar in 1861, began to increase due to merchants,
artisans, as well as immigrants from the European part of Russia, including during the Stolypin
agrarian reform. In 1897, the population of Pavlodar was 7,738 people. The Pavlodar region has
become one of the centers of industrial production. So, in 1913 there were 107 enterprises
with 906 workers, as well as 204 retail establishments. Further events of the Soviet period contributed
to the further growth of industrial enterprises in the region during the years of NEP, and
industrialization, as well as its transformation into one of the important centers of agriculture during
the years of surplus and collectivization.

At the same time, the influx of migrants did not stop and the population was replenished by
arriving workers, dispossessed peasants, migrants from starving regions of Russia, and repressed
special settlers, including clergy. In 1920, more than 14 thousand people lived in Pavlodar,
in 1940 — 34 thousand. Thus, economic relations, which determined the heterogeneity of the
population, played a decisive role in the formation of a multi-confessional society, on the one hand,
local — Muslims, who lived mainly in rural areas, and European — Christians, who arrived at different
times.

At the beginning of the 20th century, various religious buildings existed in Pavlodar, reflecting
the ethnoconfessional diversity of the region. The main place among them was occupied by mosques,
Orthodox churches, and houses of prayer, which served as spiritual centers for local communities.
These buildings not only performed religious functions but also played an important role in the
cultural and social life of the city, contributing to the preservation of traditions and strengthening ties
between representatives of various faiths. Among them is the Holy Trinity Cathedral of the City of
Pavlodar, built-in 1893 with the care of the citizens of the city with the participation of Pavlodar
merchant Artemy Ivanovich Derov and petty-bourgeois Dmitry Nikolaevich Asyamov. (Igumen losif
(Eremenko), 2011: URL). During the anti-religious campaign, the building of the Trinity Cathedral
was destroyed. This also affected eight other brick churches in the region. In 1929, the unfinished
Vladimir Cathedral was transferred to the municipal service of the city, a power plant was placed in
it, and then workshops and a foundry of the Oktyabrsky plant.

In the late 1930s, the Trinity Cathedral was closed, and all property and the entire written
archive were confiscated. The question of transferring the temple to the club or other needs was raised.
But the Stalinist point of liquidation at the root of all temples won, and demolition began. The Trinity
Cathedral was dismantled brick by brick in 1937 and secondary school No. 8 and part of a residential
building with 16 apartments on the territory of the churchyard were built from whole bricks
(Beskorsaya, 2023: URL).

Among the mosques of Pavlodar, the White mosque was built in 1905 — a stone one on the site
of a burnt wooden one. The first mosque was destroyed by a terrible fire in 1901, which affected most
of the city. The new stone mosque was built mainly at the expense of the Tatar merchant Abdulfattah
Ramazanov, and the Muslim community made its contribution. In 1938, services were banned and
the mosque was closed. The city House of Pioneers was placed in the building, and it was decided to
demolish the minaret. Then, during the war years, the Kazakh Philharmonic was located here, and
since 1960 and for the next 20 years — a children's and youth sports school. According
to the well-known local historian E. Sokolkin, there were 5, 203 Orthodox Christians; in addition,
there were 436 co-religionists. The weight of schismatics, Kerzhaks, Old Believers, and sectarians
was significant — 807 people. 104 Roman Catholics (Poles, Germans, Balts) lived in Pavlodar.
In addition, Protestants joined the Christians, there were 420 of them. The second place after the
Orthodox was occupied by the Muslim population, which included Kazakhs (they were then called
Kirghiz), Tatars, and Sarts (immigrants from settled areas — Tashkent, Bukhara, Khiva, etc.).
Their number was 2,557 people (26.7 %). Jews (Jews) also settled in the city — 22 people. There were
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Russians, Ukrainians, Poles, Mordvins, Germans, Jews, Belarusians, Kazakhs, Uzbeks, Tatars,
Chuvash, and even Chinese, although there were few of them.

Thus, the Pavlodar region became the center of active economic activity and resettlement policy
both during the Tsarist period and under Soviet rule, which determined the formation of a multi-
ethnic and multi-confessional composition of the population. The anti-religious policy became
aggressive towards all confessions and fully corresponded to the general state line pursued in the
country, as evidenced by the archival materials used in the course of the work.

Archival materials on the implementation of anti-religious policy in the Pavlodar Irtysh region.

The Soviet Union's campaign against organized religion and its institutions during the 1930s is
a well-documented historical event. Among the numerous sources that shed light on the anti-religious
campaign, the following writings offer a comprehensive analysis of the closure and liquidation of
religious buildings in Kazakhstan. According to their research, the Kazakh Central Executive
Committee (KCEC) proposed a strict set of guidelines for the closure of religious buildings, including
the provision of full assistance to public organizations and individual Soviet activists leading
anti-religious and cultural educational agitation. In addition, the closure of a church or mosque was
to be initiated by citizens of the given village or city itself, through petitions and resolutions of local
organizations and groups (Turlybekova, 2023: 121-122).

In 1930, the Secretary of the Regional Committee F.I. Goloshchekin addressed all district
committees of the CPSU(b) with the following tasks: Give special attention to the development of
anti-religious work, particularly in areas where large-scale closures of churches and mosques have
taken place. All anti-religious struggle and work should be focused on: a) ideological struggle against
religion, which is considered to be the main decisive factor in the fight against it, through in-depth,
comprehensive mass work, without replacing it with administrative measures, while ensuring that no
existing Soviet laws are violated; b) revitalizing the organization of the Union of Militant Atheists,
turning it into a mass organization; c) exposing the class essence of religion and religious rituals
(Karin, 2022: 259).

To strengthen anti-religious work, including in the city, at a meeting of the Pavlodar City
Council of People's Deputies, the main directions of activity of government bodies were announced:
“Noting the fierce struggle of class enemies: priest, sectarian, mullah, kulak, bai, strengthen
anti-religious work for the confiscation of churches and prayer places houses as centers
of counter-revolution. Sovietize the city, because such a one still lives according to the old psychology
and traditions (philistinism, philistinism, dancing - the Pavlodar swamp) (The State Archive
of Pavlodar region, SAPR, F. 17. Inv. 1. C. 55. P. 15-16).

The Letter from the Pavlodar District Council of Physical Culture of the Central Executive
Committee of the Kazakh Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic and the KazSPEC (Kazakh Sports
and Physical Education Club) on the transfer of the building of the Muslim-Tatar mosque in Pavlodar
for a sports and physical education club from 1934 confirms the ongoing campaign against religious
institutions. The letter requests permission to use the Muslim-Tatar mosque for a sports and
physical education club, citing the complete absence of believers and the building's emptiness
(SAPR, F. 2. Inv. 1. C. 16. P. 25).

In the document of the Deputy Chief of RO NKVD (District Department of the People's
Commissariat of Internal Affairs) in the Pavlodar district of the region of the same name in 1937
noted facts of activation of religious organizations and the clergy: Due to some weakness of the
political and educational work of the collective and state farm masses, in several villages in our region
Facts have been established of the activation of the Muslim clergy, which at this time is conducting
specific counter-revolutionary work aimed at a broad expansion of religious work among the masses,
organizing mosques, and campaigning for presentation of demands to the government for the use of
religious disciplines in schools. At the state farm named Kakhiani, the former mullah Orumbaev
Auzhan, through counter-revolutionary slanderous agitation among the workers of the state farm,
achieves the organization of a mosque and a religious school. He has repeatedly stated to the
employees of the state farm that according to the new constitution, freedom of religion is not true.
If the government allows the free exercise of religion, then why does it not allow the opening of a
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mosque and the organization of a religious school? You see, we have the results of the influence of
Soviet power on young people; they are becoming non-believers; this influence must be paralyzed;
we must strive to organize a mosque and a religious school" (SAPR, F. 1-p. Inv. 1. C. 215. P. 18-21).

The same document contains evidence of how the imam of the Tatar mosque in Pavlodar,
Gabdujalilov Zainulla, used the mosque as a place for his open counter-revolutionary propaganda.
Explaining the Koran to believers, he uses his religious preaching for counter-revolutionary purposes,
calling on believers to openly fight against Soviet power. In one of his sermons, he said: Currently,
the religion of Islam is experiencing a severe crisis; no one can eliminate the religion of Islam. Black
clouds surround the heads of Muslims (an open call to fight against Soviet power). This Gabdujalilov
obliges all mosque parishioners to raise their children closer to the religious spirit and threatens them
with responsibility before God for failure to comply. Another imam of Pavlodar, Nayzin
Abdrakhman, calls on the population to strengthen religion, citing the new constitution of the USSR.
The new constitution did not abolish, but on the contrary enshrined the free exercise of religious rites,
SO our task is to use this opportunity by all means, to attract as many believers as possible, to take
care of the mosque building, to carry out major repairs now, so that this once again strengthens
believers in the idea that that the religion of Islam lives. (SAPR, F. 1-p. Inv. 1. C. 215. P. 18-21).

Due to their irreconcilable attitude towards non-religious public life, representatives of the
clergy became victims of the totalitarian system of the state. In 1932, the first persecution
of believers and clergy began, accused, in particular, of parasitism, fraud, counter-revolutionary
sabotage, and after 1936 — of espionage in favor of Japan, Germany, and England. Thousands
of believers and clergy were thus executed as traitors to the Soviet homeland; others died
in camps (Bennigsen, 1983: 45).

In the document already mentioned above on this matter, the following facts are given:
“In the Kalinin village council, Mullah Isin Agazhan was engaged in underground religious activities,
without official rights to perform religious rites, recently he became so insolent that he began to
perform religious rites openly, organized public prayer services, which were attended by many
communists. The same mullah carried out counter-revolutionary work among believers aimed at
discrediting the leaders of the party and government. In addition, he carried out subversive work on
the collective farm, called for the slaughter of livestock, while using his influence on the population
as a minister of religion, Isin was brought to justice” (SAPR, F. 1-p. Inv. 1. C. 215. P. 18-21).

In addition to open forms of struggle against religion, persecution of believers, and the clergy,
anti-religious propaganda was also actively used to educate people in the socialist system. All media
were used for anti-religious propaganda: radio broadcasts, films, permanent or traveling
exhibitions, and newspaper articles. The Journal for Science and Religion is a special periodical
published in Moscow. Public and private lectures were held at home, and propagandists came to
believers to convey the truths of dialectical materialism. Anti-religious activities, including
propaganda, are a heavy and expensive tool, involving thousands of full- and part-time professionals
(Bennigsen, 1983: p.46).

All anti-religious work was carried out through the Union of Militant Atheists of the USSR.
To guide the work among non-Christian peoples and to implement the directives of the central bodies
on issues of anti-religious propaganda, the Department of National Minorities was organized in the
Executive Bureau (Executive Bureau) of the Union of Atheists in 1925, which created several
sections. Periodicals played a significant role in anti-religious propaganda during the Soviet era.
Regional, district, and local newspapers and magazines, including titles such as ‘“Agitator”,
“Anti-religious”, “Atheist”, “Bolshevik”, and others, were instrumental in publishing materials that
urged readers to reject religious practices and advocated for the conversion of mosques into cultural
and educational institutions. Periodicals in the national languages of both the indigenous and
immigrant populations were of particular importance in advancing the Soviet government's
policies. Based on the available document in the archives of GAPO (State Archive of the Pavlodar
Region), it has been noted that during May and June 1939, a total of nine theoretical articles were
published in the regional newspapers, namely “Kzyl-Tu” and “Bolshevik Way”. During the same
period, two answers to questions and six articles on the exchange of experience were published.
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Articles were published as they were received from the press bureau, as well as reprinted from the
central newspapers. It is also interesting to note that neither of the editorial offices of the regional
newspapers had any heads or literary staff of propaganda departments at the time. The involvement
of local authors in the newspaper industry is of considerable interest, especially in the Pavlodar
region. However, the shortage of theoretically trained propaganda personnel in the region limited the
ability to produce theoretical articles. It is worth noting that the management of wall newspapers is
primarily handled by the Regional Party Committee through the Party District Committee. During
the sowing campaign and preparation for the grain harvest, the committee held meetings for wall
newspaper editors. To aid the collective farms, the regional party committee distributed models of
brigade and collective farm wall newspapers in Russian and Kazakh. A meeting was also held at the
editorial offices of regional newspapers between active district rural correspondents and editors of
district newspapers to discuss the responsibilities of workers' correspondents and editors in
implementing the decisions of the May Plenum of the Central Committee of the All-Union
Communist Party of Bolsheviks (SAPR, F. 3-p. Inv. 1. C. 108. P. 19-27).

The dissemination of information through periodicals and public lectures was a key component
of propaganda and agitation efforts undertaken by the leadership of organizations and collective farms
in the Soviet Union. According to the report of the Pavlodar Regional Committee of the Communist
Party of Bolsheviks, the propaganda and agitation department of the district committee organized
528 lectures and reports on the international situation, anti-religious topics, and the history of the
Kazakh SSR in one year alone. Notably, 220 lectures were delivered in the Kazakh language,
reflecting the importance of linguistic diversity in disseminating information to the local population.
A significant number of lectures (144) were dedicated to the history of the Kazakh SSR, 60 of them
were given in Kazakh. In addition, six lectures were devoted to the history of the party and were
delivered in Russian. In general, all activities were aimed at building the collective consciousness of
the population and promoting the goals of the Communist Party (SAPR, F. 3-p. Inv. 1. C. 180. P. 2).

The issue of confiscation of prayer buildings by local authorities in Kazakhstan was a legal
problem, as it often took place without proper instructions and authorizations. According to decrees
of the Central Executive Committee of Kazakhstan, churches and mosques could be withdrawn from
the use of believers only if the decisions were not appealed within two weeks after they were
announced. In case the believers appealed the decision, the religious building was to remain in the
use of the believers until the final decision of the All-Russian Central Executive Committee.
The question of the liquidation of the religious building required a careful, attentive, and unmistakable
approach from the authorities, as it could have political consequences. However, the order was not
taken into account or not taken seriously on the ground. It is not uncommon to liquidate religious
buildings without the sanction of the central authorities. In some cases, churches were
closed simply on the orders of individual representatives of various authorized organs (SAPR, F. 844.
Inv. 1. C. 2. P. 3-5).

Believers sent letters and complaints to the central authorities that officials sometimes locked
churches on major religious holidays and did not allow prayer meetings at home, removing utensils
and religious supplies from churches without the participation of believers. Instead of handing over
church property to groups of believers, they auctioned it off. Investigations were conducted to clarify
the circumstances, but the matter was not always resolved in favor of the believers. By the normative
documents, systematic work was envisaged to collect relevant documents that were the basis for the
closure and transfer of religious buildings for various ‘economic needs’ of the population.
Village councils were to collect and group materials related to the proposed closure of a church
(or mosque), including information on church attendance, petitions and resolutions of public
organizations, general meetings of citizens, etc., and to inform the chiefs of the district police and
administrative departments in the district towns of the district. Take into account whether there are
other relevant religious buildings near the church (mosque) to be liquidated, which could be used by
the former parishioners of the liquidated church. If there was no such building, it was necessary to
consider the possibility of equipping any premises for believers as a house of worship. In this way,
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the remaining believers would have a full opportunity to freely fulfil their religious needs
(SAPR, F. 844. Inv. 1. C. 2. P. 3-5).

Conclusion

Thus, the Bolsheviks' rise to power in October 1917 marked a turning point in political,
economic, and social paradigms. The new government representatives emphasized the significance
of issues related to the national, cultural, and religious life of the country, including the position of
Islam. All religious movements faced aggressive policies from the Soviet government. Muslims,
being the largest part of the population in Kazakhstan during that time, were a clear example of the
overall anti-religious policy in the republic.

Pavlodar region, along with all other regions of Kazakhstan and the country as a whole,
experienced the complexity of the policy of radical change in public consciousness. Not just spiritual
foundations changed, but also the way of life of people, built on religious traditions. There was an
irreconcilable struggle among the local population to prevent the closure of mosques, ban the
activities of the clergy, and shut down functioning religious schools. Materials from the State
Archives indicated the underground service of the mullahs and accusations against them from the
authorities of their anti-Soviet, counter-revolutionary activities. Large-scale anti-religious
propaganda was organized through a network of local periodicals. Public meetings of workers and
collective farmers were used for lectures on the negative impact of religion on the masses. Legal
norms were violated because of the closure and removal of prayer buildings from the jurisdiction of
believers. Despite complaints and letters from believers to local and central authorities, the policy of
closing mosques and religious schools continued. By the end of the 1930s, measures of anti-religious
struggle reached their peak.

It's important to note that despite the Soviet government's rejection of religion and promotion
of atheism, traditional spiritual values, including religious ones, were not completely eradicated from
society. Although many spiritual values were lost throughout the Soviet era, Islam, in particular,
managed to survive and thrive through ceremonial and ritual practices within families, local
communities, and partially preserved spiritual institutions.

Introduction

The historical period of the Kazakh-Dzungarian confrontation embodies the era of fateful
battles and heroes who left a deep mark on the history of the Kazakh people. The traces of these
difficult times have been attracting the attention of local historians and scientists for many years.

In the historical chronicle of the Pavlodar-Irtysh region, it was during the most difficult periods
that many outstanding personalities appeared. This is a natural phenomenon. Each individual sought
to bring the greatest benefit to his people in the struggle for independence. Each family had skilled
batyrs, and in each family, there were talented commanders, zhyrau and zhyrshy, who glorified their
exploits, thanks to which the modern generation is aware of people and events that happened three
centuries ago.

Places of memory, as a reflection of a bygone era, as an echo of former glory, remind of the
past. For example, a person who is not familiar with the history of this region, passing by the
Kalmakkyrgan mountain, may be interested in the origin of this toponym and after that realize the
crucial importance of the battle with the Dzungars, feel connected with the history of this area.

Due to historical intrusions caused by both imperial and Soviet ideologies, the official
authorities did not contribute to the preservation of the collective memory of the people regarding
specific historical events belonging to this period.

A significant number of toponyms in the territory of the modern Pavlodar region were renamed
during the colonization by the Russian Empire, with the advent of new geographical designations that
differed in Slavic-Russian roots. Traditional Turkic and Kazakh toponyms began to gradually
disappear, giving way to Russian-speaking ones. (Insebaev, 2018: 232)

An example is the name of the region city, established during the reign of Emperor Alexander
Il at the request of local merchants in honor of the birth of his youngest son Pavel. Also, the village
of Alexandrovka in the Sharbaktinsky district was named after one of the members of the Romanov
royal dynasty as a sign of the loyalty of officials of the district city of Pavlodar. In turn, the village of
Berezovka in the Kachir district was founded in the Barak area, and the village of Belousovka,
originally known as Shoptikol, was named after the first Russian migrant who arrived after the
abolition of serfdom in the Russian Empire during the resettlement of peasants to the Kazakh steppe.

It is also worth paying attention to the fact that the ancient name of the famous salt lake in the
Pavlodar Region, is now called Lake Yamyshevo.

G.N. Potanin notes that in the historical information of the XIII century, it is known as Lake
Emshi or Emshikol (Healing Lake). It is emphasized that Lake Emshi was one of the largest
fairgrounds in Central Asia (Potanin, 2005: 355-356).
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During the Soviet regime, the territory of Belousovka was transformed into the Red Army
collective farm in 1934. This led to the appearance of new toponyms on the map of the Pavlodar
region, such as the village of Leninsky, Krasny Oktyabr, Kyzylkogam, and Frunze, Sverdlov,
Dzerzhinsky streets.

The names of heroes and figures of Soviet power began to appear in these territories since each
historical epoch influenced the collective memory of society and established its own norms of
ideology.

The interest in places where memory crystallizes and is preserved is associated with special
events in history.

With the acquisition of independence of the Republic of Kazakhstan, new opportunities
for rethinking the national history have opened up to the society. By rejecting the subjectivity of
imperial and Soviet ideologies, society was enabled to rethink its past. The modern generation feels
torn and disconnected from the past, which stimulates interest in studying the origins of historical
memory and identity.

The lively interest of society in history and systematic measures on the part of the state in
reviving historical memory have yielded certain results. For example, in honor of the heroes of the
Kazakh-Dzungarian battles, names of settlements, streets, and localities are assigned, and monuments
are erected (Bayan and Malaysary batyrs in Pavlodar). Conferences and other cultural and educational
events are also held to create a sense of belonging and pride in their history. This allows the modern
generation to realize the importance of the historical continuity of statehood and the inviolability of
territorial integrity in the context of geopolitical conflicts in the Eurasian space.

Materials and methods

The research is based on the analysis of recorded legends and legends of oral history, as well
as on the works of local historians of the Pavlodar-Irtysh region, on the study of archival materials,
cartographic, and ethnographic sources.

The theory of the place of memory applied to the study of the "remnants” of the events of the
18th century, is based on Maurice Halbwax's "The Social Framework of Memory" (Halbwax, 2007)
and Pierre Nora's "France - Memory" (Nora, 1999).

The research methodology includes a historical analysis of existing memory sites through the
prism of microhistory methods. This method is aimed at studying the historical destinies of
individuals, the relationship between a person and his place of birth, and local places of memory.

Methods of historical-geographical, comparative-historical, and cartographic analyses and the
study of socio-cultural contexts were used to identify the cause-effect relationships between
toponyms and the history of their origin and change.

Discussion

The study of the problems of places of memory in the Pavlodar region of the XVIII-XIX
centuries attracts considerable interest from local historians and residents. The reflection of this topic
in books, periodicals, and literary works has always been relevant and is becoming more common
nowadays.

Thus, Ch. left their contribution to the transmission of valuable information in their
writings. Valikhanov (Valikhanov, 1985), G.N. Potanin (Potanin, 2005), A.N. Bokeikhanov
(Shcherbina, 1908) and others. They left information about the etymology of geographical names of
the Irtysh region, about sacred places of worship, and the religious customs of the Kazakh people.

M.J. Kopeyuly (Kopeev, 2010) left interesting information about the sacred places of the middle
Irtysh region. M.J. Kopeyuly had brilliant knowledge in the field of toponymic names of the Irtysh
region. He collected valuable information about the oral historical traditions of the people and their
religious and ceremonial traditions. The scientist studied the worship of sacred places by the people,
linking it with local legends.

The famous Kazakh historian-archaeologist, orientalist A.H. Margulan compiled a scientific
description of the sacred sites of the Irtysh region (Margulan, 2007). The scientist researched the
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preserved names of memorable places and historical, cultural, and religious sites of the Pavlodar-
Irtysh region.

Historical information about the Irtysh region is found in the writings and publications of
foreign travelers. For example, the works of N. Witsen (N. Witzen. 1705) and T. Atkinson
(Atkinson, 1858) described the historical, geographical, toponymic, and religious sites of the region.

Among modern researchers, the works of local historian D.M. Ayashinov (The Battle of
Serektas, 2019) about Tilumbet batyr, Tleukabyl batyr, published in local newspapers “Shamshyrak”
and "Saryarka Samaly" and other materials are known.

In November 2019, an international scientific and practical conference on the topic
“Archaeological and ethnographic study of the Kalmakkyrgan area” was held at Toraigyrov
University. Following the results of the conference, a collection of works by scientists entitled
“The Battle of Serektas” was published, where research on the Kalmakkyrgan area was published.

Also in 2023, two major regional scientific events took place: the presentation of the book by
Alkey Margulan “Olzhabai Batyr” and the scientific and practical conference “Historical heritage of
the heroes of the Irtysh region” dedicated to the 300th anniversary of the tragic events known as
“Aktaban shubyryndy — Alkakol sulama”.

Results

In the modern world, considerable attention is paid to preserving historical memory and
highlighting the merits of ancestors.

Historical events that have not been studied or ignored are gradually erased from the memory
of the people over time and the change of generations. It should be noted that even the direct
descendants of the participants of the Kazakh-Dzungarian battles now remain unfamiliar with the
exploits of their ancestors. Therefore, the period of the Kazakh-Dzungarian conflicts is becoming a
key aspect of local history, being an important part of the historical heritage of this region.

People usually idealize their heroes by paying attention to their exploits and bravery, especially
in the context of historical military events. Of particular interest is the Bayanauli region, which has a
rich heritage and fascinating facts. According to P. Rychkov's description, the Kazakh people revere
this mountain as sacred: “Bayan-Ulu (which is specifically mentioned below) Its name means a rich
mountain, as it is very rich in iron and copper ores. This mountain is the most revered of all in the
Kirghiz-Kaysak Horde” («basH-Yy (0 Koei HIKe 0000 YIIOMHHAETCS) MMs €5 3HAUYUTh 0OTaTyio
ropy, TaK Kak >KeJIe3HbIMH M MEIHBIMU pydamMu BecbMma OoraT. Cust u3 Bcex B Kupruz-Kaiicarkoi
ope UMEIOIIEsCs Topa IpeBbicoyaiiine mountaetcs») (Rychkov, 1762: 169). Perhaps that is why the
Dzungars wanted to capture this rich and strategically important territory.

Many toponymic names of the Irtysh region are associated with the epic “Kozy-Korpesh —
Bayan-Sulu” and people have preserved 21 versions of it. Even A.S. Pushkin showed interest in the
epic dedicated to the lovers. According to A.Kh. Margulan: “The memory of this love was sung by
the great Russian poet A.S. Pushkin. This was due to the fact that in 1812 a version of “Kozy-Korpesh
— Bayan-Sulu” was published in Ufa, and Alexander Sergeevich became interested in this manuscript.
His creative heritage includes poems dedicated to the steppe saga of love” (NAA RK. F. 195. Inv. 1.
C. 15. P. 16). 1. Belenitsyn, who knew the Kazakh language well, translated folklore from Kazakh
into Russian. In a letter addressed to the leadership of the Omsk region in 1833, he notes: “Presenting
to Your Excellency the Bayan Sulu Kozy Korpesh poem..., the only poem in the Kyrgyz language,
which was composed in ancient times, glorifies with the greatest delight the tender feelings of young
people for each other. Therefore, | ask you to order one of the translators to translate the essay into
the Russian language and make an effort to convey what is written in the poem and return it to me.
I take the responsibility for decent changes with interpretation” (Rahimov M.I., 2018: 1410)

The name Kozy-Korpesh and Bayan-Sulu is widely known among the people; some lands are
named after the heroes of the epic. P.P. wrote about it this way. Semenov-Tien-Shansky: “It is quite
popular among the Kirghiz people. Many names of the area are associated with the names of its heroes
- mountains, rivers, tracts, etc. (where the described events took place” (Semyonov-Tien-Shansky,
1903: 204) G.N. Potanin, who attached great importance to the path traversed by the heroes of the
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epic, wrote: "This road is the road of Bayan's father — Karabay, who wanders from Ayaguz to Arka
and further to the Yesil, Tobol rivers and back. In each version, there are names of lands: Ayaguz,
Zhauyr, Menzek, Tokyraun, Zhamshi, Altynsandyk, Karkaraly, Bayan-Aul, Karaotkel, Dombiraly,
Monshakty, Tyume" (Potanin, 1972: 256)

Most of the sacred objects of the Irtysh region are located in Bayan-Aul. One of the famous
objects is the grave of Zhasybai batyr.

For example, in folk legends about the battle in the Bayanauli mountains, the strength, pride,
and courage of the batyrs, as well as the cunning and treachery of the enemies, are usually highlighted.
In addition, it is important to note that the preservation of the memory of the participants in the events
is manifested not only in oral traditions but also in the toponymy of the area.

The grave of Zhasybai batyr in the Bayanauli mountains is a sacred place for the inhabitants of
the Pavlodar region. It attracts researchers and tourists with its fascinating history, which is an integral
part of national history. Located 5 kilometers northwest of Bayanauy! village, the grave is a small
mound surrounded by stones and fenced with rectangular brickwork. A granite slab with an
inscription is installed on the head of the grave.

Zhasybai Omiruly was an outstanding batyr who defended the Kazakh population of Saryarka
during the Kazakh-Dzungarian wars. He came from the family of Besen, which was part of the
association of the Basentiin tribe Argyn. According to legend, Zhasybai's father, Omir, was famous
for his justice, and Batyr's mother was the sister of the famous Olzhabai batyr from the Kanzhygaly
tribe. Among the Kazakhs, Zhasybai batyr was known as “Mergen” — a skilled marksman, and
"zhauyrynshy" — a predictor on the shoulder of mutton.

Stories about Zhasybai batyr have been preserved in the works of Shokan Ualikhanov,
Mashkhur Zhusup Kopeyuly, the works of ethnographer Nikolai Konshin, as well as in the historical
epic "Er Zhasybai", recorded by Alkey Margulan. Also in the epic "Zhasybai" by the writer Suleyman
Bayazitov, based on folk legends and stories of residents.

In 2008, the grave of Zhasybai batyr, a sacred place of the Pavlodar-Irtysh region, was inspected
by the Kazrestavration expedition under the leadership of G.M. Kamalova.

In describing the events of the 18th century in the Bayanaul Mountains, Nikolai Konshin
presents a picturesque episode: “Zhasybai lived in those distant years when the Kazakhs drove the
Kalmyks who lived there out of the Bayanaul region. He was a famous batyr who defeated enemies
more than once. Once, on behalf of the main leader of the Kazakhs, Olzhabai, Zhasybai had to hold
a Kalmyk khan with a thousand kalmaks in the mountains with a small detachment. The battle was
terrible, and Zhasybai performed miracles of bravery until he was mortally wounded by the Kalmyk
Khan, hitting a bullet in an uncovered south (chain mail) Jasybai's neck. When they began to remove
this south from the dead Zhasybai, thousands of arrows were shaken out of it... The Kazakhs trembled,
but at that time Olzhabai arrived at the place of battle, and the gorge resounded with the cries of
Kalmyks asking for mercy. But Olzhabai replied to their khan that they were not worth the little finger
of the murdered Zhasybai, and ordered his soldiers to beat the Kalmyks without any mercy.
The Kalmyks fled, and for a long distance their path turned out to be strewn with dead bodies”
(Konshin, 2005: 43).

This is the work of Nikolai Konshin, explaining the heroic activity of young people and the
hard work of bits, illustrating the political and war conflicts that took place in the era.

People's prejudice, sealed with Wormwood in the work of “Olzhabai and Zhasybai”, tells about
another version of events, which is not surprising from the interpretation of Nikolai Konshin. During
the period of bad luck as Aktaban Shubyryn and the lack of confidence from the head of state, the
tribe Basenti was transferred to Bayanaul. Following this, Olzhabay Batyr took his tribe from the
districts of Ulytau and Karatau in Bayanaul. At the same time, we have strengthened the ties between
the Jungar and the Saryarka rivers. The great Argyns visited Bayanaul, Irtysh, Olzhabay and
Zhasybay batyrs left in the Bayanaul mountains. (Mashhur Zhusup Kopeyuly, 2008: 127).

The legend of the stone "Tu Tikken" describes how, after a long rivalry, the batyrs decided to
act together. They chose positions for protection: the pass on Shoyndykol was assigned to Zhasybai,
and the pass near Lake Toraigyr was assigned to Olzhabai.
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While waiting for the enemy, Zhasybai took up his guard post on a stone and began to predict
with the help of a sheep's shoulder blade. He saw Kalmyks approaching the Kyzyltau mountains. The
Kalmyks also had Zhauyrynshy on their side, and they were able to notice each other. The Kalmyks,
seeing Zhasybai predicting on a shoulder of mutton, decided to use a trick. They put the saddles of
the horses backward so that the batyr would think that they were retreating. And returning to the post,
Zhasybai, looking through his shoulder blade, saw how the Kalmyks were "retreating”. From this, he
concluded that they were leaving these steppes, and thus relaxed his vigilance.

Meanwhile, the Kalmyks headed to the Bayanaul Mountains and found Jasybai sleeping on his
guard stone. They organized an ambush on the batyr: 30 skilled shooters were lying in wait for him.
When the unsuspecting Zhasybai climbed onto the stone, the Kalmyks fired thousands of arrows and
Killed him.

The story of the Kalmyks' attack on Zhasybai's detachments and the hasty arrival of Olzhabai
with his militia is described in folk legends that say: "Olzhabai slaughtered enemies like a wolf driven
sheep. “When Baymurat batyr from the Tortuyl clan appealed to Olzhabai with a request to leave the
Kalmyks as prisoners, Olzhabai replied: "I did not even avenge the little finger of Zhasybai batyr”.
This shows how the commander highly appreciated Zhasybai batyr. (Mashhur Zhusip
Kopeyuly, 2008: 129).

After the victory over the Dzungars, the lake where the battle took place is named Shoyndykol.
The meaning of the name was explained by M.J. Kopeyuly: "Since there were many dishes belonging
to the Kalmyks near the lake, it was named Shoyndykol.” Later, the lake was named "Zhasybai" in
honor of the heroism of the batyr.

For Kazakhs, this area is considered sacred. Zhasybai batyr is remembered in the memory of
the people as a sardar who fought for the independence of Saryarka. Even today, people honor the
burial place of the hero. This is mentioned in one document from 1860, found in the Russian State
Historical Archive: "For the Kirghiz (from the author of the ispr. grave of batyr Yedige on one of the
peaks of Ulutau and in the southeast of Bayan-aul, about eight versts from the tomb of Jasubai and
the graves of other heroes are holy places. The kyrgyz, passing through such places, consider it a
sacred duty to visit them. They say a prayer and leave some offerings on them. If they do not do this,
sooner or later aruak batyr will punish them” (RGIA F. 853. Inv.1. C. 241. P. 47).

Now the name of Zhasybai batyr is immortalized in the memory of the people. Streets and
cultural sites are named after him. The descendants of the batyr, together with the charitable
foundation, erected a monument on the shore of the lake, which was named in his honor.

The place where Olzhabai caught up with the Kalmyks and defeated the entire army is located
in the May district of Pavlodar region, about 6—7 kilometers southwest of Akshiman village. Since
the XVIII century, this place, known as Kalmakkyrgan, has occupied an important place in the
historical legends of the Kazakhs. This name of the area means the bloody battle between the Kazakhs
and Kalmyks for the steppes of Saryarka and the mass death of the enemy in this battle.

According to historical information, until the middle of the XVIII century, this low-mountain
massif was called Serektas (“The Battle of Serektas”, 2019: 125). However, in the 19th century, the
name Kalmakkyrgan was finally fixed in the minds of the local population and became the name of
the place (Kalmakkyrilgan) as part of Pavlodar County.

In historical science, there are several versions regarding the dating of the battle of
Kalmakkyrgan. In the section “History of the settlement of the county”, prepared by Alikhan
Bokeikhanov in the fourth volume of "Materials on Kyrgyz land use ...", it is noted: "The grandson
of the youngest son of Aidabol, Olzhabai batyr, who served Ablay Khan, 160 years ago, i.e. in 1730,
appeared in the Bayanaul mountains. Olzhabai found the Kalmyks here, who, after a long struggle,
were thrown back by the Kirghiz (Kazakhs — auth.) to the south. The clashes of the latter with the
Kalmyks are glorified in an embellished form by the Kirghiz (Kazakh — auth.) improvisers “akyns”,
who attribute the expulsion of the Kalmyks entirely to "the brave batyr Olzhabai and his glorious
Khan Ablay." The eternal monuments of the mentioned struggle that took place between the Kyrgyz
and Kalmyks in the territory of Pavlodar county remain on the upper reaches of the Chidderty River
in the southwestern corner of the county — Churchutkyrgan hill and in the southeast of the county
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Kalmakkyrgan mountain... “Kyrgyzan”, from the verb "Kyrmak", means slaughtered. “Churchut-
kyrgan” and “Kalmak-kyrgan” loosely translated mean the place of the Kalmyks' defeat or the
Kalmyks' massacre.” (Materials on Kirghiz land use ... Shcherbina, Vol. 4., 1908: 3) Thus, according
to A. Bokeikhanov, the battle of Kalmakkirgan was in the early 1730s. Alikey Margulan had a
different opinion. He assumed that the battle in the Bayanaul mountains, where Zhasybai batyr dies,
and the defeat of the Kalmyks by Olzhabai on Kalmakkirgan occurred in the 40s of the XVI11I century
(Margulan, Vol. 1, 2007: 237).

The Kalmakkyrgan tract is the most studied place of great importance in the history of the
Pavlodar region. Both the national memory and material evidence of important military events of the
period of the Kazakh-Dzungarian conflicts related to the struggle for the territory of Saryarka are
preserved here.

In general, the cartographic data found in the Altai State Historical Archive (Barnaul) can prove
that this battle was real. In the middle of the 18th and 19th centuries, Russian military expeditions
were sent to comprehensively study the Kazakh land for colonial purposes, try to map the names of
places, and also record historical events. One of them is a map from 1878, where the Kalmakkyrgan
Mountains are visible.

Archaeological excavations in the Kalmakkyrgan tract, which began in the 1990s, attracted the
attention of the scientific community. In 2018, the research of the Toraigyrov University
Archaeological Research Center was resumed in this historical place with the active participation of
residents of the May district.

At the excavation site on the territory of Kalmakkyrgan mountain, objects of material culture
of Kazakhs and Kalmyks were discovered: metal belt buckles in the shape of a lotus, fastening
elements of a belt belt, hooks of individual objects, Chinese coins of the 18th century and a large
number of remains, weapons: arrowheads, daggers, sword fragments. (Merz, 2020: 283).

These finds testify the importance of this place in history, archaeological finds confirm the scale
of military events and the cultural context of the period of conflicts between the Kazakhs and the
Dzungars.

On the hills of Kalmakkyrgan Mountain, you can observe giant stones weighing 10 or even
20 tons.

If you believe the stories of the elders, the Kazakhs used these stones against the Dzungars at that
time. From the high peaks of the rocks, they threw these stones to the enemies. At the same time, several
names of mountain peaks remained in the memory of the people. For example, one of them is called
"Gauhar Height". If you pay attention to the legends, the sister of Malaysara batyr and the wife of
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Kabanbai batyr Gauhar, in those war years, went to the top of this mountain to guard her borders from
enemy raids. If she noticed an enemy, she immediately reported it to her brother Malaysara.

According to the historian J. Artykbaeva, Gauhar's real name is Maysara. Probably because of this,
the name of the May district has been preserved in the memory of the people with the name of the
heroine.(Rakhimov, 2019: 285).

I. Yerofeeva, in her work “The memorable place of Kalmakkyrgan”, notes that “the confident
victory won by Kazakh batyrs over a strong enemy in these mountains is firmly imprinted in the oral
memory of local steppe dwellers under the transparent name Kalmakkyrgan™ (The Battle of Serektas,
2019: 132).

“The origin of the name Kalmakkyrgan in the toponymy of the region under consideration goes
back, undoubtedly, to the spring of 1741, since before this historical date the territory of Northeastern
Kazakhstan was not a zone of frequent and more or less large military clashes with the troops of the
Dzungars. The earliest mention of it is found in a short article by the famous Siberian local historian S.1.
Gulyaev, published in 1853”. (Gulyaev, 1853: 24)

Local historian D.M. Ayashinov significantly contributed to the study of the Battle of
Kalmakkirgan. Thanks to a scrupulous review of the documentation of officials of the “Siberian Kyrgyz
Border Administration” from 1832 to 1848, as well as additional analysis of previously published sources
from the period 1720-1755, he restored the sequence of events, the approximate composition of the
Dzungarian resistance in the Bayanaul Mountains and the final battle of Kalmakkirgan in the 40s of the
XVIII century. The reconstruction of the Battle of Kalmakkyrgan was accomplished by D.M. based on
the chain of logical conclusions according to the available data, Ayashinov remains the subject of
comprehensive discussion. (The Battle of Serektas,2019: 160)

Kalmakkyrgan is not only an object of historical memory for the Kazakh people, but also a unique
natural heritage inspired by historical traditions. Its significance as a sacred object lies in the fact that in
the minds of the Kazakhs of the Middle Zhuz, it is associated with the place of the last battle, where the
fate of the entire Saryarka was decided.

Olzhabai batyr, the main participant in the battles of that time, happened to be not only a wise leader
and fighter for his land, but also a supporter of the centralized power of Abylai Khan. His contribution to
the development of Kazakh-Chinese relations was significant. In memory of his activities, which are
important for history, the village of Blagodatnoye in the Yereimentau district of the Akmola region was
renamed Olzhabai village. His name is also immortalized in Bayanaul: the stone and the place where he
rested, as well as the mountain pass "Olzhabai Asui®, was named in his honor. His contribution to history
is also reflected in the work of the writers who dedicated their works to him.

A place of similar importance is located in the upper reaches of the Shiderty River in the current
Karaganda region. There, Olzhabai led a huge army to defeat the invading Manchus, whom the Kazakhs
called the Shurshyts. Since then, this area has been called Shurshytkyrgan. This place of the battle is
recorded on a schematic map of 1890.

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Another hero of that time, Malaysary batyr, also left a deep mark in the people's memory. He
was a brave and talented commander, the first in the history of the Kazakh Khanate to receive the
title “tarkhan” from the Dzungarian ruler. His diplomatic skills played a key role in rescuing Abylai
Khan from captivity without shedding a drop of blood. According to historical sources that have come
down to this day, he refused to comply with Galdan—Tseren's demands, which surprised him, and
even returned home with generous gifts from him. "Here and in Russia, they do not require amanates
from all families, but you want to be more than the Russian state.”" Being a friend and right-hand man
of Abylai Khan, he laid his head in the service, in battle.

Villages in the Gvardeysky district of Taldykorgan region and the Maysky district of Pavlodar
region, a street in Pavlodar, and a monument in the city center were named in his honor. All these names,
places, and monuments are evidence of the greatness of their exploits before their descendants and
symbolize important episodes in the history of Kazakhstan. (Insebaev, volume 5, 2017: 224)

According to the study of local historian D. Ayashimov, the name of the son of Malaysara batyr
Tleukabyl can be traced in the toponymy of the region. The name of Mount Tleukabil in the mountains
of Edyge is associated with the last wintering of Malaysara batyr and, in this context, his son
Tleukabil, who also took part in the Kazakh-Dzungarian wars ("Battle of Serektas", 2019: 169).

Among the key participants in the military events of the XVIII century, batyr Bayan, who was
born in the village of Aralagash in the modern North Kazakhstan region, stands out. Batyr Bayan
made a significant contribution to the liberation of the Kazakh lands from the Dzungars. He, along
with Olzhabai, Malaysary, Kabanbay batyrs, and others, was particularly distinguished by his heroism
and remained in the national memory as an outstanding person.

In 2010, the Bayan Batyr Foundation was founded, and in 2014, on the occasion of his 300th
birthday, a monument was erected in Pavlodar. Streets in the village of Kenzhekol (Pavlodar region),
in Petropavlovsk and Almaty, and a school in Bulaevo (North Kazakhstan region) were also named
in honor of Bayan Batyr.

Many brave batyrs, such as Moynak, Lepes, Zhazy, Otel, Tugel, Kozhabergen, Koshkarbai and
others, proved themselves in the battles with the Dzungars on the territory of the Pavlodar-Irtysh
region. For example, in the Irtysh district of Pavlodar region, Lake Moynak is located, near the shores
of which batyr Moynak died and was buried. There are two villages near the lake, Maly and Bolshoy
Moynak, named after the batyr.

Zhazy Hill is located in the same area, named after another famous batyr, who, together with
Batyr Tugel and others, ousted the Dzungars from the Slety River. In 1995, the descendants of batyr
Zhaza erected an obelisk on his grave in the Irtysh district, near the village of Kyzyl-gash.

The lake, where the Tugel, Koshkarbai, and Zhaz batyrs gathered tribal troops and raised
banners (zhalau — author), was named Zhalauly (Insebaev, volume 2, 2017: 98).

Batyr Tugel was one of the main leaders of the Kazakh militia in the fight against the Kalmyks for
the lands on the left bank of the Irtysh and along the Slety River. He holds a special place in people's
memory as the most authoritative leader of the army. According to legend, the batyr was poisoned by a
widow, bribed by the Kalmyks, during an overnight stay in an aul on Zhuantobe hill. According to the
batyr's testament, Tugel was buried on this hill, where a memorial stele was erected in 2003.

On the modern map of Pavlodar region, the Tugel Batyr stele is located in the Irtysh district, on
the border of Pavlodar and North Kazakhstan regions, 2-3 km north of the village of Kyzyl-gash in
North Kazakhstan region, on the site of the alleged grave of Batyr Tugel.

Today, the memorial stele is one of the most significant objects of the historical
Kazakh-Dzungarian confrontation in the Pavlodar-Irtysh region and plays an important role in
preserving the historical memory of the Kazakh people. Residents of the Pavlodar-Irtysh region still
honor the memory of the batyr, and conduct memorial rites and prayers at this sacred object.

Monuments of not only batyrs born in the Irtysh region have been preserved on the territory of
the Pavlodar region. In the Ekibastuz district, in the village of Karasu, there is a mountain Bogenbaya,
486 meters high, named after Bogenbai batyr, who chose this place to concentrate his troops.
Kabanbai Hill was also located in this area, around which Batyr Kabanbai stationed his troops,
preparing for battle. However, in the 1970s, the toponym “Kabanbai” was changed to “Koktobe”.
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Khan Abylai, defending the lands of the Kazakh people and pursuing enemies to their
destruction, stopped in the Irtysh region. His spear stood at this place of the khan's encampment, and
since then this area has been called the “Naiza tract”. According to legends, the local rich man named
Murat from the Kanzhygaly clan provided Khan Abylai with 400 war horses (Rakhimov, 2023: 155).

In the May district, another resident, Shabanbai, donated 500 horses, cattle, and military
equipment for the needs of the army. In honor of these significant events, the descendants of
Shabanbai erected a commemorative stone stele in the village of Baskol in the May district, which
became another symbol of the memory of historical events on this land.

In the Zhelezinsky district of the Pavlodar region, 17 kilometers northwest of the village of
Tserkovnoye, there is the burial of batyr Derbysala. Batyr Derbysaly from the Uak clan remained in
history as one of the leaders of the struggle of the Kazakh people against the Dzungars.

Oral traditions have been preserved among the Barabinsk Tatars, containing the saying
"Derbysaly kelet — shash alat”. The stories of Uriankhai and Altaians about the raids of Derbysaly
batyr together with Koshkarbai Batyr are preserved. In the writings of Shokan Ualikhanov, there is a
mention that only the name of the batyr scared the Dzungars and forced them to go far away from
their village. (Valikhanov, volume 1., 1984: 218).

According to the information of the old-timers of the village of Makratai (18 km from the
village of Tserkovnoye), until the middle of the twentieth century (before the beginning of the
development of virgin land), there was an adobe brick mazar opposite the village of Troitskoye, where
the legendary batyr Uakov Derbysaly was buried. In the spring, Kazakhs came to Mazar to honor the
memory of the batyr in the hope of his intercession. This place of memory has gained its sacredness
and a new meaning to its existence.

In the Zhelezinsky district, 20 kilometers from the village of Veselaya Grove, there is the burial
of Omir Batyr from the Uak-Shoga clan. According to residents, this batyr fought against the
Dzungars in the town of Keltesor (near the city of Petropavlovsk, North Kazakhstan region) during
the Great Disaster.

Another monument, the granite grave in the stone fence of Sarah Batyr from the Argyn family,
is located in the old cemetery 60 km west of the Maykain — Kyzylshilik road in Bayanaul district of
Pavlodar region. This monument was built in 2000. The bas-relief composition depicts a quiver with
arrows, a shield, and a tamga of the Argyn tribe.

During the Kazakh-Dzungarian confrontations, representatives of the Basentein family, who
inhabited the territory of the left bank of the Irtysh, were the most numerous. Among them, heroes
such as Koisary batyr and his children Omirzak, Zhanuzak, Omir, and others stand out. This family,
representatives of the Basentein clan of the Zhamanai branch of the Middle Zhuz, according to
Alikhan Bokeikhanov, lived on the territory of the Pavlodar-Irtysh region since the beginning of the
XVII century. Koisara and his eldest son Umirzak especially stood out for their fighting skills.
According to the traditions of that time, lakes were named in honor of distinguished heroes near the
place of Akkol-Zhayilma, now Akkol rural district of Ekibastuz district.

The burial place of batyr Omirzak, located near the lake with the same name in the village of
Enbek, has been well preserved to this day. In 2021, the descendants of the batyr installed an iron
fence around the stone mazar. His relative Oten Batyr is buried in the same place. The younger brother
of batyr Omirzak, Zhanuzak, according to archival documents, also participated in the Kazakh-
Dzungarian battles and, possibly, took part in the famous "Shandy Zhoryk™ (Dusty campaign— author)
against the Kalmyks.

The grave of Zhanuzak batyr is located in the valley of the Aksu River near the Irtysh and is
also a sacred place in the Pavlodar-Irtysh region. This place has become an object of pride for the
descendants of the batyr and the contribution of the Basentein family to the preservation of the lands
of the Middle Zhuz. (Akbettau, 2022: 81)
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Conclusion

Despite the insufficiency of historical sources, it is possible to form a definite idea of the events
of the 18th-19th centuries based on folk traditions, archival information, and places of memory.
Examples are Lake Zhasybai, the Naiza tract, and the Kalmakkyrgan mountains, described by oral
history, archaeological information, and written sources. This allows you to determine geographical
coordinates and restore a picture of historical events and their development.

The names of many historical figures, even less well-known, such as batyrs Oten and Omirzak,
remain in the memory of the people to this day.

In the modern society of the Pavlodar-Irtysh region, there is a lively interest in preserving the
historical heritage associated with the events of the 18th and 19th centuries, and awareness of the
importance of these events for the formation of national identity. As a result, memorial complexes
dedicated to the batyrs appeared, as well as streets and towns renamed in honor of these heroes,
reflecting the desire to preserve and transfer historical heritage to future generations

These efforts, including research of a local history nature, emphasize the practical importance
of the formation of civic identity in Kazakhstan.

Places of memory associated with historical events of the 18th and 19th centuries become a key
source of knowledge about the people, contributing to the rapprochement of the present with the past
and the future.

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Abstract. Introduction. The analysis of the settlements of the Golden Horde period in the steppe zone
of Kazakhstan is one of the key areas in the study of the history of this territory. In 2023, in the
framework of the "Zhas Galym" scientific project promoted by the Science Committee of the Ministry
of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan, an expedition was organized to analyse one
of the significant medieval sites, Ormanbet, which was already described in the mid-20th century by
A.Kh. Margulan. Here, some small test trenches were opened in summer 2023 and fragments of
ceramics of the Golden Horde period (13th—14th centuries) as well as metal artefacts were found.
Goals and Objectives. The main goal of the article is to introduce into the scientific discourse and
interpret new research dedicated to the archaeological exploration of medieval settled sites in
Saryarka. Results. The work also presents the results achieved from photogrammetry analysis and
geomagnetic surveying. The geophysical study was conducted on three diverse spots within the
Ormanbet settlement. The application of these methods allowed for the rapid acquisition of important
information about the characteristics and condition of selected buried objects without excavation.
While the photogrammetric analysis identified relatively early architectural structures, such as
residential and utility buildings, the geomagnetic surveying demonstrated high informativeness
revealing indeed the structural features and functional purposes of the ancient edifices. Conclusions.
These preliminary results indicate that Ormanbet is a single-layer settled site dated to the Golden
Horde period. These findings will be very useful for future studies and excavations, which will
improve the knowledge necessary for reconstructing the history of the population of Northern
Saryarka during the late medieval period.
